The
natural advantages of this place im even
the casual observer, I was surpri to learn
that it was the third cotton port in the country.
It has some strong enterprising business houses,
bat the conviction forced itself upon me that
more energy and the infusion of new blood was
peeded to enable them to secare the full benefit
of their great natural advantages. I had but
one hour at Petersburg. This place suffered
fearfully in the financial panic. Three nation-
al banks and many of the business houses were
obliged to suspend. I deeply regretted that my
opportunity for learning the condition of the
freedmen was so limi I bad a few minutes

conversation with a Baptist clergyman on his
w? to su%plg one of the Richmond pulpits the
following SBabbath. He was far from hopeful,

He thought the great mistake was in giving
the negro political rights before he was pre-
pared to make a proper use of them. It did not
seem to have occurred to him that if his theory
were correct,it was capable of a much wider ap-
plication than he claimed for it. From what
could learn from other sources, the case seems
far more hopeful than the views e:rressed by
this clergyman. The freedmen of Virginia are
probably more intelligent than those of any
other state.

The Sabbath I spent in Richmond was one of
great interest. A pleasant feature in the Sab-
bath school I visited was the large attendance
of adults. My attention was at once arrested
by the fine personal appearance of the school.
If there was no case of marked and extraordin-
ary beauty, I did not notice a single counnte-
nance that was unpleasant or = noticeuble from

plainness of features. I heard a sermon

in the morning from one of their distinguished
Methodiot divines. Buot the event which I had
anticipated with the most interest, was attend-
ance at the First Baptist African church with
a membership of about three thousand—
probably the largest charch in the coun-
try. Early attendance enabled me to secure

a food seat. The congregation very gen-
erally engaged in singing for some time
before the lar service. I was t-
ly disappointed in this exercize, asdt had but

little ot the sweetness or the life and power 1
had expected. The singing by the large choir
was decidedly better. Xor a select piece they
gave the old and familiar words and music,
**Come ye disconsolate,” which were well ren-
dered. I heard an intelligent lady remark that
the negress did not sing as much as before
slavery was abolished, which she accounted
for from the fact of the greater personal care
resting_upon them at the present time. I
watched the advent of the minister with some
interest. The feeling is so common thatif the
ueﬁm has position assigned te him, he will
feel elated and put on airs, that I almost ex-
pected to witness something of the kind here,but
a more quiet and modest entering and bearing
in the pulpig I never witnessed; the occasion
wrs not o Iavorable one for judging of the
E)reachemr's ability, it was a funeral discourse,

I quite a nmumber of persons from young
children to more than ninety years of age.
The effort to adapt his discourse to the occa-
sion somewhat after the manner of country
funerals with us twenty-five years ago was evi-
dently embarrassing. After the presentation
of general principles he wisely left the
question raised in the text. ‘*Man wasteth
away and giveth up the ghost and where is he,”
to be settled and applied by his hearers, If it
is true as sometimes claimed that the doctrine
of universal salvation is gaining ground at the
present time, it was evident that the tidal
wave had not reached this church. In com-
mencing his discourre, or a new train of
thought, there was a slight impediment in his
speech, and some hesitation in the choice of
words, bat as the subject developed this

assed away. I judged him capable of a much
Benar effort than he made on that occasion.
His scripture quotations and recitation of
scripture narratives were made with great
power. He is a man of strong common sense
and most excellent spirit, and while firm in
his political views and defense of what he re-
gards the rights of his people, he isat the
same time conservative and strives for the
things that make for between the two
races, If the Great Father looks upon all
sounls as equally precious, then there are but
few who are called to such itions of in-
fluence and responsibility as Jthat occupied by
this man. Never before did I feel so like
pray'::s that wisdom from above might be
granted to a Christian minister, as in case of
the pastor of the First African church in Rich-
mond.

Another feature of great interest and prom-
ise is the Richmond Institute for training col-
ored men for teachers and ministers, Rev.
Charles H. Corey, a graduate of Newton Theo-
logical Seminary, is president. The motto of
¢u1s school has tne true ring; “Thoroughness,
Promptness and Disciplined Energy.'” Did
space permit, gladly would I speak more at
length of this institution, which is exerting a
great and far reaching influence for good. In
this case a good object and praetical business
management seems to be combined.

Thefobjects of interest in and around Rich-
mond might well occupy as many days as I had
had hours to give to thewn, The state capital
is beautifully located; the building itself re-
markable only for its historical associations
The first thing that meets the eye on entering,
is & marble statue of Washington by Houdan®
a French sculptor, This is the only one taken
from life. On the grounds is an equestrian
statue of Washington in lronze, by Crawford.
Surrounding this column are the statues of Jef-
ferson, Mason, Henry, Lewis, Marshall and
Nelson., These statues are ten feet in height.
I am no judgefof works of art, but | found my-
self making my third visit to this group during
my brief stay, and would enjoy many more,

The tone of some of the papers was in
marked contrast with the invariable kinduness
with which I was recelved as a northern man
and while I can only speak of tkis in generai
tesms, it will be held in grateful remembrance,

From what little I could learn of the proposed
amendments to the state constitution I should
regard them as worthy of commendation, es-
pecially the provisions in relation to public
schools. Virginia bas a moble future before
ber; but she needs to be aroused to a realization
of her possibilities, which can ouly be worked
oul by an_enlightened, liberal and far-seeing
policy. She must come to an apprehension
that her true development can ouly be secured
through the intellectnal development of all
ber citizens, Inthe late European war it is
claimed that superior intelligence aided Ger-
many in winning the vietory. if bayonets think,
if on the low piane of bloody and eruel warfare,
general intelligence is at a premiam, how
much more should it be in the development of

a great and noble state like Virginia.

'fication, But that was when they were under
the discipline of adversity, . Now they feel
perfectly safe to follow their natural bentand
the consequence is that their county conven-
tion forcesjupon the people one of the same
old gang of plunderers which' revelled in dis-
| honest spoil in the days of Tweed, as the nom-
inee for the most lucrative office to be filled by
popular suffrage this year. Hisname is James
Hayes, thongh according to the idiom most in
vogue in the set to which he belongs, he is cus-
tomarily styled “Jimmy.” Tweed lifted bim
ont of poverty and obscarity and gave hima
place in that privileged banditti the Board of

enrich himself without ineurring the custom-
ary risks incident to the appropriation of money
belonging to other people. The amount that
he accumulated in this way is  estimated by
men in hisown party at not less than $300,000
and probably $500,000. Every dollar of it
mind, has been dishovestly wrung from the
tax payers of this unfortavate city, and yet, a

- Ilm under the influence of a speem of moral

sentiment, these gentlemen invariably accom-
modate themselves to the circumstances, and
woo the inconstant multitude with lavish vows
of penitence and reformation.  They have been
playing that role for two years. Evidently
they are firmly persnaded that there is no,ne-
cessity for farther disguise, and thatthey may
with perfect security present anybody, no mat-
ter how bad his antecedents or how flagrant
his past offences, with the certainty that the
magie word *Regular” will carry him through
in triumph.

If I had not witnessed « great many cases
already of the impunity with which political

,conclaves can shock public propriety I should
feel inclined to the opinion that this nomina-
tion of “Jimmy” Hayes was a little too strong
a dose to be prudently administered even to an
organization of such miracnlous digestion as
Tammany is undeniably possessed of. Not
that I think the disciples of that Indian chief-
tain as a mass have any such implacable hos-
tility to official peculation as would prevent
them from supporting a candidate of the
Hayes stripe, They have accepted that sort of
nominee too often to justify any such opinion,
But Hayes is one of those facile camp follow-
ers who cannot be depended upon to sustain a
cauge one moment after it ceases to be pros-
perous. He transferred his allegiance from
Tweed to Kelley with serenc composure, and
this lucrative berth appears to be allotted to
+him as a reward for his ready treason to his
original Dbenefactor, accomplice and friend.
Just what measure of influence the fallen dy-
nasty still wields ii is difflcult to determine
but it would seem the new chiefs of Tam-
many regard it as too insignificaut to be
courted, or else they would hardly venture to
make a target of a conspicuous deserter from
the scattered army of the deposed sachem, who
lives in the glitter of wealth while his patron
pines in a Jock-up—there being all the while no
earthly difference between them in point of
morals.

But it really lcoks very muach as if the Dem-
ocrats, under the leadership of John Kelley
would have every thing their own way in re-
speet of municipal matters. Havemeyer has
brought sach ridicule upon the cause of reform
that the very word itself is rapidly becoming of-
fensive. The Republicans were so demoralized
by the irreparable blunder of accepting Have-
meyer and giving him their whole 55,000 voles
two years ago,that they are in no mood or condi-
tion for an aggressive campaigz. The O'Brien
bols has ceased to be of any serious account,
many of its leaders having songht and found
asylum in Tammany Hall, and they will be
very loth to engage in & contest not less from
disinclination to bear the expense than from an
aversion to showing their numerical weakness.
Unorganized, unconcentrated disaffection isa
poor reliance at all times, and particularly so
when the prestige of iuvincibility is sure to
gather under the Tammany banner so mach of
that floating scum of dense population, that
is anxious to be on the winning side, right or
Wwiong.

But what an unpleasant prospect it cpens to
us, There are three inordinately lucrative of-
fices in the county; sheriff, clerk and register,
The emoluments of each of them average in
round numbers $100,000 a year. It is too
much. Thereonght not to be any such places,
Repeated efforts have been made to reduce the
fees by appeals to many legislatures, but utter-
1y without avail. Repablican legislatures have
been entreated to substitute gigantic salaries
for this fee system, and make them applicable
to Democratic incumbents, All in vain, The
parties interested would go to Albany in per.
son, and by atlerney, aund stay there till they
had ““fixed things.” To avoid this kind of in,.
terference it has been mora than ouce proposed
to make the change, but not to subject officers
already chosen, to its provisions, That also
has proved a hopeless failure. Congress amend-
ed alaw last winter that bad existed seventy
five years, the amendments reducing the com-
pensation of certaia federal officers of the port
of New York, by a substitution of salary for
fees,from §25,000 or £30,000 per annum to $8000
and $12,000. There was not the slightest inti-
mation from any of the parties affected by the
change, of remonstrance or dissent. That's the
difference between the past and the present,
and between state and federal government,

But to return. Of these greatly over-paid trusty

one was filled last year by Billy Walsh and
another goes this year to Jimmy Hayes, Nei-
ther of them will probably give a day’s atten-
tion to official business during the three years
of their respective terms. Each office is a sim,
ple perquisite of partisanship taken out of the
overburdened tax payers, many of whom have
bad a bard time raising the money which they
a=e olligad to inrn inio the cily treasury every
year. A portion of it goes twwanly defraying
the expenses of running the machicery of the:
organization, and in so far does daty in perpet-
uating the system which helps to drain the
purses of those whose frugality has blessed
them with the means of contributing to defray
the cost of local government.

Nobody will defend such misappropriation
of public funds, abstractly. Nobody seems to
object to it concretely. 1f one ventures mildly
Lo suggest that paying $100,000 a year for ser-
vices which would be inordinately requited at
$10,000 is a violation of every principle uf po-
litical economy, he is likely to be answered,
**Oh! pshaw! what does that amount to when
we are paying $40,000,000 a year for one thing
and another.” And yet that is very sophisticﬁl
reasoning, on more grounds than one. It is a
mistake to neglect the rectification of one
wrong, becausze other and larger ones exist.
But more than that, the bestowal of excessive
rewards upon favorites, resalts in the creation
of a corruption fund which is sure to increase
the abuses already prevalent, Our city govern-
ment is altogether too complex and unwieldy.
The respounsibility is divided up a great deal
more than it)should be, and that leads to a con-
tinual attempt to shift it on to new shoulders.
But the worst obstacle to improvement which
lies in the way is that there are so many evils
requiring correction, that the moment one is
struck at, another obtrudes itself, and our peo-
ple get bewildered in their selections of the one
that is most flagrant, and generally end in
leaving both undistarbed,

While the Hayes part of the Tammauy ticket
is exeerable, and forbids us to hope for any
amelioration of present hardships from the new

oligarchy which is to domina‘e us, they have
given us a candidate for Mayor who possesses

Supervisors, where he had 4n opportunity to’

youth, energy and a good reputation. Warned
by the example of servility set by the present
occupant of the execative seat, they have select-
ed a man who is but little past forty and whose
whole adult life has been one of rare activity
and no littls usefulness. Inthe Fire Depart-
/ment and the Mercantile Library Association
he was conspicuous for force of character snd
strength of will. In the Committes of Seventy
he displayed the same qualities quite as per-
ceptibly. He is a plain, out-spoken and fear-
less man, and is much more apt to “talk his
mind” than to “mind his talk.” He bas, and
has had for a long time, a contempt for Have-
meyer, which has found vent in expressions far
more noticeable for their strength than their
elegance. There is no reason why he should
not make a good Mayor. He is ambitious and
sensible and would naturally be impressed with
the conviction, which it takes merely average
common sense to produce, that the only way to
win fame in that office is to earn the praise of
the people by a judicions, economical and effi-
(clent administration.

He is not a man to be ruled by anybody else.
He is rather imperious than tractable, He will
sée to it that the office is curtailed of none of its
powers while he holds it. The intimation that
this or that person will haye sway over him is
based upon a total misconception of his charag-
ter. He has been a terror to every organization
that he was ever connected with, unless it fol-
lowed his counsels, but a power as long as
things went to suit him.

On the whols, there is something rather re-
freshing in the idea of infusing sodle yousg
blood into our municipal system. One gets the
«notion that notbing but a lapse into seeoma
childhood could by any possibility. account for
Havemeyer's latest puerilities. Thata raler of
a million people should vuluntarily engage in a
newspaper wrangle with a private citizen and
sign his name to a long chapter of defamatory
eharges, vo matter whether well or ill founded,
is a spectacle too pitiable for scorn, The deri-
sion it provokes must needs be tempered with
sorrow. The most charitable thing we can say
of him is wiiit Dogberry said of Verges:

He wil bo taifon ek ot ben the
Age is In the wh.{; out ; gw.?;l;ull ’
It is a world to see I

Many of his previous performances have been
more grotesque than anything of which history
makes mention as of actual occurrence. Bat
this last surpasses all the vest, in its broad de-
parture from every principle of self-respect and
dignity. There isn'ta justice of the peace in
the smallest town in New Enagland, whose
pride of station wouldn’t keep him from being
an actor in such a farce as that.

It canuot be denied that our ancient Mayor is
a man of weight, for he has served for a sinker
to carry under the Committee of Seventy, to
submerge the Council of Political Reform so
that it is just struggling to keep its head out,
and to make the word reform rather a disagree-
able and unwelcome sound to the pablic ear.
to say nothing of the mourning he has caused
to 55,000 Republicans, every soul of whom is
sincerely penitent for having made him what
he is.

We fall back again through that inscrutable
dispensation into an old captivity. It will be
years I hope before affairs go to thy bad, even
to the extent they did before Tweed’s advent,

Public vigilance grows more and more keen
even in such a stolid community as this, and
doings that would have elicited no comment a
dozen years ago, are denounced now with em-
phatic vehemence. The new regime in Tamma-
ny Hall, will be obliged to conform to the more
exacting spirit of the nge. So that looking up-
on the scene with the tranquil impartiality of
an external observer, I -am disposed to make
the best of the sitnation, and to find comfort
in the reflection that we bhave been, and might
be worse off than we ars. Yarmouts.

News and Other Items.

During a secret session of the Chicago board
of commissioners, one of the members was as-
tonished to see an augur-tip projecting through
the carpet, and, upon. an examination, found
that a party of reporters bad bored through
from the cellar, for the purpose of hearing what
was said.

A Ciocinnati man on a visit to the Longview
lunatic asylum, recently, ‘was attacked in'the
park by four of the inmates,and while fighting
them was assailed also by two tame stags, the
pets of the inmates. He would probably have
been killed by these sirange enemies if help
had not arrived speedily.

Experiments have recently been made at Liv-
erpool, with a new masthead light intended for
ocean steamers, It throws a fine, brilliant
white light, and can be seen distinctly five
miles. The light is made from a powder and is
thrown through a magnifying glass, something
on the magic lantern plan.

Sylvaster Keith of Hadley, Mass., found fif-
ty old Spanish mill dollars in his corn field
about a fortnight ago, They had apparently
been buried in a bag, as the remains of a piece
of old checked linen were with them. The
coins are of the reign ol Ferdinand and have
aa old, dead appearance, which indicates long
buarial. .

Twin sisters living at South Bethlehem,
Penn., each gave birth to twins several nights
ago, within a few hoursof each other. These
sisters were married on the same day; their
firet children were born in the same month,
their second in the same week and theic third
in the same hoar. ’

The United States steamer Ashuelst has
been cruising up the river Yangtse in China,
for a distance of over 1000 miles. The officers
were well received by the Chinesa officials at
Tohang, where the presence of the Ashuelet
created a great sensation among the natives, as
many as 60,000 of them gathering on the bauks
to take a losk at her.

A Richmound tobacco honse lately had re-
turned to them by their agents in England, two
Logsheads of tobacco, which was pronounced
by the government analyzers as being too sweet
for consumption under the law governing the
manufacture and sale of tebaeco in that coun-
try, it containing, according to analysis, 12 12
per cent of sugar.

Eighty acres of land bave been taken in the
west of London on which to ereot a new city,
which is to be called the Queen's Park, and
which will accommodate no less than 16,000
persons. Applications for 1000 houses have al-
ready been made, as it is known that the rents
will be very low and the houses will contain all

The recent opinion of the Court of Review,
setting aside a decision of Judge Routhier, in-
volves an interesting case. Some time ago an
action was brought against a cure 1o the Prov-
ince of Quebee, by a liquor dealer whom the
cure had denounced from the altar, and con-
cerning whom he had used language calenlated
to expose him to attacks from his neighbors.
Judge Routhier ruled that the action could not
be maintained on the theory that a priest could
not be held responsible civilly for words spoken
in his ecclesiastical capacity. The Court of
Eeview has, however, set aside the decision,
holding that a priest is as much responsible
civilly as any other person.

At the recent bi-centenady celebration of the
Catholic diocese of Quebee, a large lot of relics
were exhibited, among them a stone from tue
Grotto of Christ's agony, three pieces of the
true cross, a fac-simile of one of the nails, a
boue of St. Anne, said to be a notable relic,
with pieces of the purple robes put upon Christ
by the soldiers, of the column to which he was
tied during flagellation, of the Holy Sepulchre,
and ef the table of the last Supper,stones from
(.ul\rerg, from the house of the Holy Family,
from the sepulehre of St. Louis de Gonzagoe,
four pleces of the column where St. Panl was
beheaded, and ono of St Andrew’s Cross,
There were also parts of the hair shirt of St.
Francis d’ Assiz, a linen cloth stained with the
blood of St, Ueronica, St. Francis de Salles
chasuble, fuce cloth and shroud, pieces of cloth

in which was wrapped St. John the Baptist's
head, of our Saviour's cradle, end of the in-
scription on the ¢ross; a sponge With the blood

of St. Joseph Capertiv. Awmong the memarials
of the Virgin were part of her vei’, a ribbon

which once touched her hair, anl a fac-simile
of a vase from her house.
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A Prosperous City.

This year of our Lord 1874, may fairly be
called a “‘bard year™ for business people. In
the best of times there is a certain class of
chronic croakers who complain of dullness;
but this year they seem to be pretty fully jus-
tified by the facts. There is actually a less
consumption of goods than usual in all de-
partments where curtailment is possible, and
retailers find themselves carrying too much
old stock to permit them to make the usual
purchases of new. Not even the decrease in
prices caused by this state ot things is suffi-
clent inducement for laying in the ordinary
amount of fresh stoek.  This situation is the
natural result of along series of events be-

iming fn 1861 with the war of the rebellion.
The hill of prosperity whose steep side was
ascended with such marvelous rapidity, under
impetus of the large issues of paper money
made necessary by the war, has a correspond-
ing descent  on the other side. more gradual
but constant, and steadiness in business can-
not bé hoped for until the level hard-money
plain is again attained. Many people are in
the habit of charging everything unpleasant
or unsatisfactory to some action or inaction
of government; but it is not difficult to ac-
count for the present business stagnation on
general principles,

It is proper matter for felicitation that this
stagnation which is so conspicuous in New
York, Boston and most other trade centers
is hardly pérceptible here in Portland. The
panic of last year which had so crippling an
effect elséewhere was havdly felt here, as our
people have for many years devoted them-
selves almost exclusively to legitimate busi-
ness and have dabbled but little in the entic-
ing speculations whose ruinin the panic
wrought so much destruction. Portland en-
tered upon the present year in a good condi-
tion for business and has Leen exceptionally
prosperous in mearly every bramch of com-
merce and industry. The extent of our manu-
facturing was shown in the exposition last
summer. Bat it is in our jobbing business
that the most satisfactory advance is found.
A conference with some of the leading houses
in the different; departments develops the fact
that the steady and healthy growth of the
past ten years continues even through this
hard year, and that there are more goods sold
by Portland merchants this year than in any
former year of the city’s history. This fact,
taken in connection with the drawbacks

- against which the progress is made, shows

that there must be an enlargement in the
area of trade and that new channels have
been opened. Much of the trade of Maine
which formerly went to Boston now comes
here, and the inland retailers are finding
more and more that Portland is a good place
in which to buy goods. Our trade in New
Hampshire and the Frovinces is also increas-
ing and makes an important element in our
commerce. The most cheerful part of the
exhibit, however, is tha encouraging aspect of
the future ; nearly everybody is hopeful and is
anticipating good times to come, The im-
provements of our avenues of commaunication
are noteworthy, especially the chaunge of
gauge of the Grand Trunk; which will enable
the road 1o be of more service to our city than
ever before. The change of management,
too, promises well, as the new men in control
of the road seem to be enlightened and pro-
gressive and evince a disposition to cultivate
friendly relations which should be promptly
recognized by our citizens.

On-the whole Portland is certainly prosper-
ous, Our lumber business sympathizes some-
what with the depression which is upon that
branch of trade everywhere, but our
business generally is remarkably good as
compared with that of ofher cities, There
is a large amount of building going on
in all parts of the city and the
erection of several fine blocks is in contem-
plation. Rents are scarce and but lew build-
ings lack ocerpants. There is a general
agreemenl among our citizens that the city
has fairly entered upon an era of growth in
wealth and population, and this view is fully
confirmed by an examination of the elements
of prosperity in detail.

Mg, Forrox left Tremont Temple because
the society wouldn’t start a newspaper for
him to gash in, and now Mr. Murray an-
nounces his intention of quitting the Park
Street Congregational church because they
don’t provide an associate pastor. Mr. Mur-
ray was willing to preach, but he desired to
shove off what he no doubt considers the
dradgery of the profession—visiling the sick,
burying the dead, ete.—upon an associate
pastor. He had other irons in the fire, such
as stock raising, and lecturing, which de-
manded his attention. But his church don’t
seem to have been of the same mind as
himself, and though six months ago he inti-
mated to them that he should go unless. his
pet scheme was attepded to, they did nothing
about it. He now has announced that, after
prayerful consideration, he has decided ‘o re-
sign finally and absolutely. His church has
taken no action in the matter, but from the
fact that his doctrines have already produced
some dissensions, it is quite probable that his
withdrawal will be more a relief rather than
otherwise. The ancient apostles used to
preach and travel from house to house, heal.

BREADSTUFFS IN Emm-l'he great fall in
the price of wheat in Earope—the remarkable
difference in prices of cereals between this
year and last—is no moze agreeable to the farm-
ers of England and France than it is to our
Western wheat growers, who have determined
to keep back their wheat from market until
they can be able to fix their own prices. The
latest London Mark Lane Express, as received
by mail, in its review of the week’s corn mar-
ket, says its state has been one of calm, but
not one of depression, for occasionally sellers
had the advantage and indeed there appeared
to be little room for decline, for the latest aver-
ages of the prices of wheat were at 47s. 6d.,
against 64s. 7d.,in 1873—the|difference being no
less than 17s. 5d. per quarter. The question of
relative cheapness is_also stated thus: If the
English wheat crop of 1873 is }mt at three-
‘quarters an acre, and that of 1874 at three-
quarters, six bushels to the acre, under the
}sreseut prices the upshot is, that the English

arrcer loses 16s, 10 1-2d, per acre, and every
family of four, with a consumption of six
bushels each, gaing £2 125, per, annum. Oar

they have sympathizers in their “hold on”
movement among their brethren in Europe.

turns made to the United States bureau of sta-
tisties show that the value of the exports to |
those two provinces i=ehe Siime period aggre-
gate hnt $39,005,027, an omission of $10,724,146,
“This omission arives from the fact that a large
part of our exports to those provinces crosses
the border at Suspension Bridge, N. Y.; St. Al-
bans and Island Pond, Vt.,in cars, and that it
is impossible to obtain accurate, accounts of
merchandise so carried, there being fno law to
detain land vehicles, as there is in the case of
vessels, until manifestsof the cargoes in detail
can be furnished, The addition of the amount
of such omission in the exports to Canada in-
creases the favorable balance by that amount.
The corrected statement of our foreign trade
for the last fiscal year will then be as follows,

Col. Perley of Bridgton aud Mr. John Flint of
Baldwin, two of the largest fruit raisers in
Maine, nodbeads are coming in abundantly,

and there is a larger crop than ever before

Eknown. :

The dry goods trade in this city employs
about thirty runners, whose fields are in Maine
and portions of New Hamp shire, Vermont aud
New Brunswick.

Handsome fall apples are coming into the
the market by car-loads from the West.

Grapes are unusually plentiful and cheap.

Catawbas being §5 a case, Concords $4, and
Isabellas $3.75. Each case contains eight-
een three pound boxes.

New publications are pouring into the book
stores, and book-sellers are getting ready for
holiday and gift books. Large numbers are
already announced, and the stocks will be
larger and finer than last year. In joveniles
especially the outlay will be large.

Chestouts are coming into the market in
large quantities.The Massachusetts crop is said
to be very good, and pricas are falling at the
rate of two dollars a day on a barrel. Yester-
day the price was §22,

Clothiers and clothing dealers say that people
are buying as many and as good a clothes as
last!year. Prices are well sustainad, and there
is eyen a slight advance in cassimeres and some
other pantings.

The flour market is very quiet considering
that it is the October month; purchasers are
slow and jobbers are waiting for lower prices,
which may or may not come to them.

The North Berwiek Company are building a

new dyehouse, which is to be of brick, three
stories high, and about 70x40 feet. Recently
the &:mpany have been deepening the river
above the dam to increase the voluma of re-
serve water.,
Smith & Maeder’s saw mill at Waterville»
gives constant employment to over one hun-
dred hands, The lumber cut by this mill is
from the company’s tracts in different sections
of the state, none being bought of ontside par-
ties,

Abner Coburn and Philander Coburn have
given ‘notice of foreclosure on the Coburn
Land Company, for the lands sold to that com-
pany by the Coburns and the payment for
which they were secared by mortgage. The
conditions of the mortgage being broken, they
claim a foreclosure. The lands are very valua-
ble, and are situated in Somerset, Piscataquis
and Franklin counties.

Messrs, Brown & Barrows of West Paris are
doing an extensive business in chair manufac-
ture, They have six thousand chairs of differ-
ent patterns now ready to put together, and for
market. Their cane seat work is to be done at
tne State Reform School, near this ecity.
Their dry house is immediately over the engine
aud the material for two thousand chairs can
be dried at one time. Mr. Sanborn of Nor-
way, with a crew of ten men, is busily engaged
at the steam mill manufacturing shovel hand-
les; they have thirty-five thousand to finish
up, and which will take them from six to eight
weeks.

The Lewiston Journal does not understand
that the Androstoggin or Hill corporations
have yet received orders to curtail production.
