Figures for the Great Historical Mon-
ument at Plymouth.

Beautiful Specimens of the Work of
the Hallowell Company.

Completed Memorials for the Get-
tysburg Battlefield.

AUGUSTA, Oct. 8.—A visit to the stone-
cutting department of the Hallowell Granite
Company at this time Is one of interest, and
will well repay a. person who has a leisure
hour. Among the most interesting, as well
as difficult pieces of work ever performed
by this company, of which the late Gov.
Bodwell was the head, will be seen—the
statues and panels for the eompletion of the
Plymouth monument, erected in honor of
the Pilgrim Fathers, It was conceived and
begun over half a century ago by Hamet
Billings, a Boston artist and sculptor, who
suceeeded In laying the base before he died.

THE WATERS RISING.

Fears of Damage Along the Banks
of Maine Rivers.

BANGOR, Oct. 8,—The st. John train came
in on time today, but the conductor reports
steady and heavy rains since Friday, and all
the rivers and smaller streams rapidly ris.
ing. At the Enfield branch there was a big
washout, and at Mattawamkeag, Oldtown
and Orono, the surging, boiling flood threat-
ens damage to the piersand bridges. In
Baugor, the down-pour has been heavy and
steady since Friday, and Monday morning
finds the wind still in the east, the rain still
coming, and the river of a dark mud color
and risfng fast, The tides are very high,and
altogether the time is as uncomfortable and
as gloomy as any October time ever seen.

OLpTowN, Oct, 8.—The river is rising
idly, and at high tide had reached the ::R:
European station the

road tracks. At the

wharves are suhmerﬁﬂ and the lumbermen
driven therefrom, Cellars are flooded, and
much damage must ensue. The rivermen
say the situation will be very much worse to-
morrow, when a rise of four feet in the main
river may be looked for. At Orono, Web-
ster and Great Works the situation is the
same. All jams of logs have given way, and
are rushing down with the m!ﬂhtr torrent.
“If the ground was frozen ce disaster
would eusue,” said an old lumberman, and
many fear it tomorrow.

SKOWHEGAN, Oct. 8.—The Kennebec river
here has risen seven feet during the night,
and will put a stop at present to work on the
foundations of the new pulp mill,

Livermoreg Farrs, Oct. 8.—The storm
was severe at Livermore Falls, Sunday. The
river rose npidlty, and Mn Record was
obliged to keep a force of men at work tak-
ing out logs, as the boom was unable to hold
them.

THE BATTLE BEGUN IN THE SENATE.

Mr. Allison Opens the Tariff Debate
In An Able Speech.

Democratic Reform Methcds in the
Washington Postal Service.

How Chief Justice Fuller Entered
Upon His Duties.

Wasmnarox, Oct. 8.—In the Senate to-
day, debate on the tariff bill was opened by
Senator Allison.

Senator Allison said that there werg some
things which cught to be made clear in the
very beginning of the discussion. There
were a few salient points which ought to be
presented. One was that the Senate bill
proposed to teduce the revenue between $65,-
000,000 and $75,000,000, This was the first
opportunity which the Senate had had to
consider the great question of the reduction
of the revenue sincefthe revenue bill of 1883,
The first opportunity came to the committee
on finance on the 21st of July, this year, af-
ter the usual time of adjournwent in a long
session. The House had occupied eight
months in the consideration of the questions
but within a little over sixty days the Sen-
ate committee on finance had produced the
bill now up for consideration, The House
had spent eight months, not for the purpose
of utmn}nhening the industries of the count-
ry, but for the purpose, or he ought to say

haps, with the effeet of greatly disturbi
hose interests, hat  was a mlllls
gel:nle.

18 per cent., and the Senate bill 50 per cent.
Even with the latter reduction, the duty on
sugar would remain 14 per cent ad valorem.
Sugar was as essential in every household as
bread, and there was any article whieh
should have a low rate of duty, it was su%nr.

classes on the other? It took off the tax on
tobaceo ($25,000,000) and the tax on alecohol
used in the arts ($7,000,000), and reduced the
duty on sugar, nesrfg all of which taxes,
amounting in all to $65,000,000, were pure
revenue. In other words, the Senate bill
took 89 from the government for every g1
that it took from the manufacturers. Sena-
tor Vance proceeded to discuss, in detail,
the provisions of both bills in the various
schedules, arguing that the House bill had
in view the interests of the people and of
the government, and that the Sen-
ate bill was in the interest of
the manufacturers and favored classes. The
Democratic party, he said, had for the
past 10 years made an honest effort to re-
duce the taxes to the requirements of the
government and had been, at every step,
thwarted by the Republican party. The
entire body of the Republican members of
the House have resisted at every step every
bill the Democrats have tried to pass for
several years and were able with the help of
a handful of Democrats to defeat every such
bill. And those Democrats who aided the
Republicans to defeat tariff reduction were
applauded to the skies and made patriots
and moral heroes. For ten years past, no
Republicans in the House of Representa-
tives, certainly no considerable number of
Republicans, have so mueh as proposed a
bill to reduce the taxes. The House bill is
framed not only to reduce theltreasury but to
relieve the people, while the Senate bill is
framed <o as to relieve the treasury and tfo
increase the burdens of the people and after
all that is the difference between the bills,
Senator Hiscock then obtained tke floor
and the bill went over untill to-morrow. After
a_short executive session, the Senate

adjourned,

Another section of the law forbids every
officer, clerk or other person in the service of
the United States giving directly or Indirect-
ly to any Senator or Representative or offi-
cer of the government any money or other
valuable thing to be applied to any political
object whatever.

It appears then that Senator Gorman in
joining in this eirenlar of the Democratic Na-
tional Committee is guilty of violating a
statute the penalty for which may be $5000
fine or three years imprisonment or both;
and that the governmeut employee who
should respond to the committes’s appeal
would also subject himself to the same pen-
alty.

Canada and the United States.

A movement elther in the United States
or Canada looking toward the annexation of
the latter to the former exists probably only
in the exuberant fancy of a few newspaper
editors animated perhaps by a desire, not
wltogether unpraiseworthy, to vary the
monotony of the Presidential eampaign.
Any actval movement in either country
would undoubtedly be sought for in vain,
That the United States would willingly
recelve our northern neighbors into the
union of the Btates is altogether probable.
That there are some people In Canada who
would look favorably upon such a proposi-
sion Is altogether probable also, but that
they number any considerable per cent of
the population of the Dominion there is no
satisfactory evidence. The jeople of the
Dominion from the Atlantic to the Pacific
are as a rule loyal to the crown of England,
and pretty well satisfied with their form of
government. England’s interference in their
local affairs is practically nothing; and they
are at liberty to govern themselves pretty
nearly as they see fit. At any rate the inter-
ference of England is mot serious enough
to amount to a grievance, and whatever
complaints there have been from the Eastern
provinees have not been based on any dis-
like of the mother county or any objection to
the amount or manner of control she has
exercised, but have proceeded entirely from
disputes about local matters. Nova Scotia
has been somewhat restive over the Domin-
lon tariff which some of her citizens have
thought benefited the Western provineces at
their expense, and has beenjinclined to think
also that she did not get from the railroads
she has been taxed te build her share of the
advantages. Yet there is no proof that
she has ever sought or been willing to re-
lieve herself of inequitable bLurdens by
annexation to the United States. On the
contrary the evidence is guite to the con-
trary. Sometime ago the Liberal party
committed Itself to commercial union with
the United States. Asa business proposi-
tion it is easy to see that such an arrange-
ment would be advantageous to Nova
Scotians. They would get a much larger
market for their products, especially their
fish, and they would reap the benefit of the
competition of our manufacturers with the
manufacturers of the Western provinces, in
cheaper goods, Yet In almost every
parliamentary election in this provinee since
the Liberals committed themselves to the
commercial union policy the Conservatives
have been successful, It Is diffieult 1o ac-
count for this except on the assumption that
the argument of the Conservatives that com.
mercial union meant political union was be-
lieved, and that it was to anvexation rather
than to eloser business relations that the
Nova Scotians expressed opposition. And not
only in Nova Scotia, but throughout the Do.
minion, the Liberals nave lost generally on
the commerecial union issue. Yet in the pa-
ture of things it can hardly be possible that
the Canadians are opposed to a closer busi.
pness relationship with the United States.
The great mass of the Dominion population
has much to gain, and very little, if anything,
to lose by such closer relationship, The
conclusion is ineyitable therefore that a
great many of the Dominlon people bave
been influenced by the Tory ery that com-
mercial union means political union, and
that they opposed & closer business relation-
ship which would be to their advantage for
fear that a vote for it would be regarded

merelal union would have no such tendency
as the opposition contended, something they
would not have done had they believed that
any considerable annexation sentiment ex-
isted in Canada. The tone of the whole
Liberal press today shows clearly that
nothing in their opinion would so seriously
jeopardize the hopes of their party as a well
founded susplieclon that it was in favor of an-
nexation to the United States. Every Lib-
eral newspaper is protesting the loyalty of
the party to the present ordar of things, and
insisting most strenucusly that any insinua-
tion to the contrary Is slanderous. The
time may come when Canada will be anxious
to become a part of the United States, but it
is not here yet, and any attempt to hurry it
is certain to postpone it.

Conductor Mudgett’'s Narrow Escape
Conductor Mudgett, who runs between
Boston and Portland on the Eastern Division
of the Boston & Maine road, had & very nar-
row escape at the station in Biddeford Fri-
day night. As the Pullman train was pull-
ing out he made a jump from the platform of
the baggage car and his leg struck a baggage
truck which he did not see, throwlng him off
his feet and between the platforms of two of
the cars. He held on to the railing of one of
the cars with his left hand and by an almost
superhuman effort managed to keep his legs
clear of the wheels. In this position he was
dragged about 50 feet, when he made a
mighty effort and threw himself on the depot
platform. Then he jumped aboard of the
train which was still in motion. It was a de-
cidedly close call, and people who were in
the station at the time say that they expected
every second to see him lose his hold and be
ground by the wheels.
