Before she left Eng- 
land, besides fulfilling a promise made six 
years ago and singing gratuitiously at two 
concerts at Norwich in behalf of the “Jenny 
Lind Infirmary,” she took part in many other 
concerts, including one at Brighton, with Miss 
Edith Wynne and Mr. Nelson Varley. She is 
now at Vienna, and will soon make her first 
appcaranee in the great city on the blue Dan- 
ube, either at the Hofopern Theatre (the Im- 
perial Opera) or in a series of three concerts 
arrauged by herself. Her engagements at 
Moscow and St. Petersburg will occupy all 
her time until the close of December. M. 
Thomas has made a new arrangement of 
“Hamlet” for Mme. Nilsson and M. Faure. 

Interesting particulars as to the progress of 
Wagner’s great Bayreuth enterprise appear 
from time to time in the German musical 
papers. A recent number of the Sigeale 
says that the composer has nearly finished 
the instrumentation of the last act of the 
“Gotterdammerung,” the concluding piece 
of tetralogy, and that the close of this work 
is “the most collos3al thing that the genius 
of the master has ever produced.” Offers of 

singers and players come in from all sides. 
Wagner wishes to have all his singers tall, as

along the street, “There goes a Nibelung!’’ 
The full orchestral score of “Die Walkure,” 
the second part of the work, has just been 
published by Messrs. Schott, of Mainz. A 
Mr. Alfred Forman has translated the whole 
of the drama “Der Ring der Nibelungen” 
into English, and three of the four parts 
(“Rheingold,” “Die Walkure” and “Sieg- 
fried”) have been printed for private circula- 
tion in London. 

The new Beethoven Hall was opened at 
Boston on Mdhday evening. The Journal 
says that the hall is ninety-five feet long, six- 

ty-five leet wide and forty-one feet high. 
The stage, which is partly in an arched re- 

cess, has a front of forty feet and is twenty- 
feet deep. There are roomy balconies on the 
sides and rear, which almost double the seat- 
ing capacity. All the woodwork is of ash. 
The hail is lighted at day by large windows 
over the rear balcouy and through a large 
circular light of ground and colored glass in 
the centre of the ceiling, while at night the 
hall is brilliantly lighted by four sun-burners 
and by handsome brackets on the walls. The 
walls and ceiling are richly decorated, the 
colors blending and contrasting with artistic 
effect. The walls are in buffs and warm 
grays. The ceiling is panelled, the ground- 
work being a very Tight and delicate blue with 
small white figures. The stencil work is in 
rich colors, and gold is used sparingly and 
with good results. The seats are of the same 
comfortable style as those in use in Tremont 
Temple. The seating capacity is 1,520—883 
on the floor and 041 in the balconies.

The Argentine Insurrection. 
The insurrection now in progress in the 

Argentine Confederation is of political inter- 
est to Americans—as we of the United States 
are wont with a magnificent egotism to call 
ourselves—because of the resemblance which 
the constitution and political conformation 
of the confederation has to our own. That 
conflict between the larger and the smaller 
states which the founders feared, and those 
troubles arising from the inequalities of the 
electoral college which the publicists of a 

later day have apprehended, have come to a 

South American republic which, twenty odd 
years ago, copied our system of government 
almost to the minutest detail. The insur- 
rection is of peculiar interest in a commercial 
point of view to the merchants and ship 
owners cf Portland because of the business 
connections they maintain with that wealthy 
and productive country which lies between 
the twentieth and the fortieth parallels of 
South latitude. Indeed our city is the lead- 

ing Buenos Ayres port of the Union, and our 

commerce with that South American entre- 

pot is very extensive. 
After the liberation of Spanish America 

thirteen provinces between the Bolivian Cor- 
uuiviwo uuu vuu iiiuia nuivu iuiiu uuv givni 

estuary called La Plata formed themselves 
into a confederacy whrcli in time passed 
under the dictatorship of the Gaucho chief, 
Juan Manuel de Rosas. The rule of the Die* 
tator was harsh and tyrannical, and in 1851 
Urquiza, governor of the wealthy province of 
Entre Rios, united with the upper provinces, 
and succeeded by the aid of Brazil, in over- 

throwing Rosas and his repressive govern- 
ment. In 1853 a constitution, modelled on 

that of the United States, was adopted, and 
the united Provinces of the Rio de la Plata 
became the Argentine Confederation with 
Urquiza as president. Shortly after a revolt, 
headed by General Mitre, then in the first 
flush of his youth and popularity, broke out 
in the province of Buenos Ayres, and Ur- 
quiza was forced to take refuge in Entre 
Rios. Buenos Ayics then seceded from the 

confederation, and maintained its independ- 
ence by dint of constant fighting until 1861, 
when Mitre defeated Urquiza in the decisive 
battle of Pavon. The confederation was 

then reorganized aud Mitre elected pres- 
ident for the constitutional term of 
six years. By a singular provision of the 
constitution of the Argentine Republic a 

president is not eligltle^to re-election until the 
expiration of an intervening term—six years. 
Mitre’s successor was Domingo Sarmiento, at 
the time ofhis election minister to Washing- 
ton, whose term expired early in the present 
month. 

The administrations o< both Mitre and Sar- 
miento were progressive, aud under their wise 
and liberal rule the country grew apace. Im- 
migration increased, great railways opened up 
the country to commerce, an enlightened sys- 
tem of education was introduced, and com- 

merce, agriculture and mining developed with 
astonishing rapidity. A large foreign popula- 
tion, embracing shrewd and adventurous 
merchants, professional men and artizans 
from Europe and North America established 
its domicile in Buenos Ayres. The river 

provinces, Buenos Ayres, Entre Rios and 
Santa Fe, immediately and directly felt the 
benefits in liberalism in politics and business, 
aud rapidly increased in wealth and popula- 
tion. The upper provinces, sparsely settled 
and remote from the influence of the modern- 
izing spirit which was revolutionizing their 
wealthy neighbors, were the strongholds o* 
the retrogressive and church parties, and 
placed themselves as obstacles in the march 
of progress. Their influence appears to have 
been strong with the administration, for Sar- 
miento, himself a liberal, selected their repre- 
sentative leader, Dr. Avellaneda, for the re- 

sponsible posilion of Minister of Public In- 
struction. 

The presidential election took place last 
spring and Dr. Avellaneda, the candidate of 
the conservatives, received 146 electoral votes 
to 79 for General Mitre, the liberal candidate. 
The popular majority for the successful can- 
didate was small, the three river provinces 
casting an immense vote against him. But 
the constitution of the electoral college is 

precisely like our own, and the small and 
thinly settled upper provinces have a voice 
greatly disproportionate to their population. 
It was also alleged, with much snow of rea- 

son, that there were gross frauds in the elec- 
tion, that the voting was conducted much in 
the same manner as at the polling booths of 
Georgia and Louisiana, and that the adminis- 
tration used its power and patrouage to de- 
feat the popular will. The discoutent which 
smouldered through the summer broke into 
flame as the time for the inauguration ap- 
proached, and a few days since Gen. Mitre 
raised the standard of revolt and demanded a 
new election. He is supposed by the great, 
rich and growing provinces of Buenos Ayres, 
Eentre Bios aud Santa Fe, who protest 
against the ruler forced upon them by gov- 
ernment favoritism and the illiberalism of the 
interior provinces, and is sympathized with 
by the energetic, peace-loving and law-abiding 
foreign element which does the business of 
the country and which sees in him the best 
promise of a good, stable aud progressive gov- 
ernment. Opposed to him are the church 
party aud the retrogressive bigots of the in- 
terior. 

Gen. Mitre, the leader of the revolt which 
is fast assuming the proportions of a revolu- 
tion, is a statesman and soldier of eminent 
ability, of pure character, personal and politi* 
cal, and of liberal and progressive tendencies. 
While but a boy he showed rare promise, and 
was and is the idol of the youth of Buenos 
Ayres. A man of liberal education he en- 
tered the ranks of the army while quite 
young, and rapidly rose to his present grade. 
When President he displayed decision and 
executive ability. He has served his country 
as general, executive, and in important diplo- 
matic positions. Withal he has literary tastes 
and capabilities, is the author of historical 
and imaginative works of some repute and but 
lately was editor of the leading paper of Bue- 
nos Ayres. 

That Mayor Havemeyer is not the biggest 
fool in New York was demonstrated Satur- 
day, when a man sailed from that city clothed 
’n a life-saving suit, with the avowed inten- 
■*——-ri-o --- imu nun- 

dred miles out, and floating to shore. His 
suit appears to be very “roomy,” and must 
contain a preposterous number of pockets be- 
sides being a horrible fit, for he takes along a 

large quantity of provisions, signal lights, 
and weapons to defend himself against sharks. 
If the attainment of honor and profit be his 
objects he would do quite as well to stay at 
home. A mau who possesses weapons that 
are a defense against sharks would be a 
blessing to the plundered people of New 
York, and would command any gift within 
their power to bestow. 

Brazil has been suffering from a species of 
religious fanaticism as absurdly fierce as that 
of the Munster Anabaptists. iu the German 
colony of Porte Alegro the prophetess of a 
new religiou, calling herself “Mrs. Christ 
arose, put herself at the head of a banu of be- 
lievers, and proceeded to propagat e her taith 
by the good old proselyting agencies of fire 
and sword. The aid of the government troops 
was called for, and the band of tools anni- 
hilated, the prophetess herself being im- 
paled on the point of a bayonet. It will take 
years for the colony to recover from the dis- 
aster.

The contest made in Corsica against the 
“Red Prince” by the Chiselhurst Imperialists 
is now said to he but the first step in a plan 
to discard him from the dynastic succession, 
and to substitute the children of Lucien as 
heirs presumptive. In furtherance of this 
aim it was thought necessary to defeat and 
discredit him in Corsica, the very hearthstone 
of the Bonaparte race, and to return Prince 
Charles to the council general. Paul dc Cas- 
sagnac, the Thersites of the Imperialist party, 
was directed to denounce him as the Fugitive 
of the Crimea and the Babbler of the Senate, 
“the man in whom the walls of the Palais 
Royal seem to have sweated down their leg- 
endary treason.” The fight against him was 

successful; but a man of his abilities will not 
deeply grieve at the loss of so shadowy a pos. 
session as that of the heirship to the third 
empire. 
If anybody is interested in the perform- 

ances of ihc Bangor Whig to which we have 
alluded occasionally during the past two or 
three weeks he will find, ou the first page, an 

instructive summary of matter which has been 
printed concerning the brutal references to 
Mr. Gifford’s family relations published by 
the Whig, and about which that paper as- 
serts in a very coarse manner that we have 
misrepresented its action. The curious will 
fail to find any misrepresentation, but may 
conclude that the most charitable thing to do 
for the Whig would be to misrepresent it. 

The California judiciary has recently pro- 
mulgated an extraordinary decision. The lo- 
cal option temperance law has been declared 
unconstitutional on the ground that “our gov- 
ernment is a representative republic, and not 
a simple democracy,” and that the legislature 
has not power to delegate legislation to the 
people. It is proper to say, however, that 
the town government system does not obtain 
in California. 

Current Notes. 
The colored men of Pennsylvania, at a 

meeting held in August, called for a national 
council of colored men, to be held at Wash-’ 
ington, D. C., Dec. 8, 1874. They propose 
to have the council consist of three delegates 
from each state and one from each territory. 

The “liberals” return. The Ontario (N. 
Y.) County Journal, published at Canan- 
daigua, and heretofore a “liberal” sheet, 
now endorses the republican ticket through- 
out, and announces its intention to do all it 
can “toward the advancement of republican 
principles.” 

Senator Brownlow has withdrawn from the 
Congressional contest in the lid Tennessee 
District, because his candidacy gave the Dem- 
ocratic nominee a chance of election.

What a back-pay 
congressman he would make, though 1— 
Springfield Republican. 

The Democratic orators are getting very 
explicit in their autobiographies. Dan Voor- 
hees says he was “born in the ranks of la- 
bor.” Another, courting the favor of the 
grangers, shouted: “Yes, I may truly say, I 
was born between two rows of corn.” At 
this juncture a tipsy agriculturist at tbe fur- 
ther end of the house hiccoughed out: “A 
(hie) pumpkin, by-” 

Talking of the crime of carpet-baggery, the 
Boston Journal shows that a majority of the 
United States senators were born in other 
states than those they represent, and in the 
house of representatives there are 149 natives 
(i. e., born in the states they represent,) and 
141 non-natives. This is to be expected of 
western states, but even the state of New 
York has one-third of its delegation the 
children of other states. 

As American citizens, we must and will 
have the common rights of humanity every- 
where over the broad acres of this national 
domain! We will have the right to civil, re- 

ligious. and poltical liberty—liberty to enjoy 
freedom of thought and individual opinion;

Supreme Conn. 
The Supreme Court beard the case of the 

New York Mail Steamship Company, involving 
the decision of the question whether a military 
government, created in New Orleans after the 
capture, had authority to lease property of the 
city for a term of years extending beyond tie 
termination of hostilities. The court below 
held that a lease executed by a Mayor appoint- 
ed by military authorities in pursuance of a 
former policy of the city and in promotion of 
its commerce was valid for the term given 
therein. That decision is now here for review. 
Justice'OIilTord is ill with cold, and did not sit 
to-day.

MEAGRE RETURNS. 

Both Parties Claiming Gains, 

A CLEAN REPUBLICAN SWEEP 
IN IOWA. 

DEMOCRATIC GAINS IN OHIO. 

OHIO. 
Columbus Oct. 13.—Tlie weather is most 

propitious tor the election in Ohio to day. The 
candidates to be elected are Secretary of State 
two Judges and a Clerk of the Supreme Court’ 
a School Commissioner, a member of the Board 
of Public Works, members of Congress and 
county officers. The temperance issue has had 
much to do with the campaign, as the Demo- 
cratic platform favored license, while the Re- 
publican platform took strong grounds in favor 
enforcement of the liquor laws. This question, 
no doubt, has caused the loss of many votes to 
the Republican in the cities biltagainiu the 
rural districts. In many counties independent 
tickets were in the field, and much scratching 
has been the result, which Lwsll delay the get° 
ting of reliable figures. Last year the full vote 
of the state was not cast, it being estimated 
over 8000 people did not vote at all. The ac- 
tive canvass made on the western reserve and 
in several close districts is expected to brin" 
out much of this reserve vote. 

Private advices from Republican sources in 
Toledo, concede the election of Prank-H. Hurd 
(dem.) to Congress, defeating Abner hi. Pratt, 
)rep.) 

Scattering returns received here indicate that 
the Democratic state ticket is elected and the 
Democrats cairy the close Congressional dis- 

Garfield (Rep.) in the 19th and Van Voor- 
hees (Rep.) in the loth district are no doubt 
elected to Congress. If the partes returns 
from the 9th and 10th districts can be taken as 
a fair indication of what the full returns will 
be, both Robinson and Chas. Foster (Reps.) 
are defeated for Congress. 

Up to midnight returns of votes on Secreta- 
ry of State are received from 261 townships and wards giviDg a net Democratic gain of 
4000 over Allen’s majority in 1873. At this 
ratio the Democratic majority in the state will 
be 25,000. But few- returns are received for 
the remainder of the state ticket or Congress. 
The indications are that the Democrats have 
carried the doubtful districts. 

Eater- 
CNiciNNATi.Oct. 13.—The election to-day pass- 

ed off quietly. The contest between Stevenson 
and Banning for Congress in the second dis- 
trict, is very close. In the first district Sayler 
is far ahead. Indications that a full vote has 
been polled. The Republicans are sanguine of 
the election of Stevenson in the second district. 
The Democrats are equally divided. In Bel- 
mont counts Wykoff, (rep,) for Secretary of 
State, and Danfnrth for Congress, ruu largely 
over the vote of 1872. 

Unofficial returns from seven cities pun 
town precincts indicate much scratching and 
irregular gains. Sayler (Dem.) for Congress iu 
the first district gains on the vote for Governor 
last year 60 in three precincts, and Stevenson 
for Congress in the 2d district in the Clifton 
precincts loses 20, but gains 200 in the 17th 
ward; loses 160 in the 16th and gains 31 in a 

county township. 
The Liberal Republicans of last year seem 

to return to the Democrats in some wards and. 
to the Republicans in others, and in others to 
both. A comparison of majorities is with the 
vote for Governor last year, 

Basing their judgment ou special despatches 
to the city papers, the Democrats claim the 
election for Congress of McMahon in the 4th 
district; Hurd in the 6th; Poppleton in the 9th, 
and Payne in the 12th. Despatches from coun- 
ties in western and southern Ohio, report Dem- 
ocratic gains as greater than in the city. Re- 
turns from 51 precincts and wards in Cincin- 
nati and Hamilton county, casting 2900 votes, 
give Bell, Democrat for Secretary of State,15.- 
800, and Wykoff, Republican, 12,200. 

For Congress same precincts give iu the first 
district 3500 majority for Sayler, Dem., and in 
tliii-Second district 1000 majority for Banning, 
Dem; 33 precincts to hear from. The fullest 
returns are in from the first district. The city 
wards have been sub-divided since last election* 
which a statement of gains is almost impossi 
ble. 

Toledo, Oct. 13.—Two wards in Toledo and 
nine precincts in Lucas county give Wykoff 
706 majority. Pratt (Rep) for Cangress, runs 
behind his ticket and is probably defeated by 
300 to 700. Six townships in Wood county give 
514 Republican majority. Six townships and 
one precinct iu Putnam county eiye Rice(Dem) 
for Congress from the fifth distret, 723 ma- 

jority and Bell (Dem) for Secretary of State 
618 majority. The county is claimed for Bell 
by 1200 majority. 

WEST VIRUISIA. 
Wheeling, Oct. 13.—A very large vote was 

polled in this city to-day. Owing to the great 
amount of scratching no townships have as 
yet reported their counts. They will not not 
probably be completed before morning. Re- 
turns from the interior are coming in slowly. 
As far as received Goff, (Republican) for Obn- 
gress in tho 1st district, is ahead, but not 
enough is known yet to form any opinion of 
the result.

INDIANA. 
Loganspokt. Oct. 13.— Election hero passed 

off quietly. There was a very large vote. The 
Democratic state ticket carries the county by 
the usual majority.

Indianapolis, Oct. 13.—The returns come 
in very slowly with uotbiug to indicate definite 
results of the state ticket. A few scattering 
returns show about eqnal Republican and Dem- 
ocratic gains. Tbe vote for the independent 
ticket is very small, comparisons being made 
on the vote for the state ticket in 1872. Tbe 
Republicans claim a majority in both branches 
of the legislature. Of 24 state senators hold- 
ing over, 17 are Republicans.

The Arrest of Ottoe Chiefs at Fort Ilnyt-s. 

Washington. Oct. 13.—Gen. Sherman sent 
lie first despatch to the Adjutant General to- 
lay, sinee the removal of tbo army headquar- 
ters to St. Louis, officially but briefly announc- 
ng Gen. McKenzie’s fight with the Texas Li- 
lians. The despatch contains nothing addi- 
ional to the published accounts. 
A telegram from the headquarters of the 

lepartmentof the Missouri, savs that ei<dit of 
he principal men of the Ottoes* have been ar- 
ested and are confined at Fort Hayes. The 
■emainder of the band were in camp, and it is 
aid that they were waiting their chiefs. Su- 
>erinteutent Hoag recommended that the chiefs 
>e released, but the military authorities can 

give po such assurance, and say that the party 
must immediately ieturn to their reservation or 
the troops will force them to go. 

The Murdered ©sages. 
Commissioner of Indian affairs, Smith, to- 

day transmitted to the Acting Secretary of tho 
Interior, the report made to him recently by 
the commission appointed to investigate the 
facts relative to the killing of Osage Indians 
last August by a party of Kansas militia, com- 
menting severely upon this report. Command- 
er Smith says twenty-five men, completely arm- 
ed, attacked eighteen unarmed friendly Indians, 
with women and children, and killed four of 
them; that the Governor of Kansas endorsed 
this outrage by enlisting three men in the Kan- 
sas militia antedating their commissions ten 
days to cover it, and that the commission, headed by ex-Gov. Shannon of Kansas, after 
finding these facts, recommended merely that 
the Kansas authorities be requested to give up 
some property which was captured from the 
Osages at the time of their murder, and that if 
this was refused the federal government should 
reimburse the Indians to that extent. Ho ac- 
counts, however, for what he deems the notice- 
able mildness of this recommendation by re- 
marking that our government is without power 
to mduco any other action, and that it was 
doubtless realized by the commissioners that 
ciiminal proceedings against these murderers 
would be tried by sympathizing neighbors, and 
even if conviction could bo procured the ante- 
dating of their commissions by the Governor is 
a snro pledge of executive clemency.

ARItlY AND NATO COURSE. 

A Brilliawt Programme. 

The Army and Navy Union comes before the 

public this year with the lustre of several suc-

The Hon. Daniel Dougherty came to Port- 
land last winter a stranger, and left the city 
the most warmly praised man who appeared 
on the lecture platform during the season. Ais 
splendid diction, wonderful voice, extraordina- 
ry command of facial expression and courtly 
presence won to him hosts of friends.

Sagadahoc County Fair. 

First Day. 

The Sagadahoc County Fair has met with a 
most auspicious opening, the entries of all de- 
scriptions being unusually full, the weather on 

the opening day beautiful and promising to 
continue good, and the attendance large for a 

first day. The fair is held upon the society’s 
grounds and in their fair building on the 
grounds directly opposite the station of the 
Maine Central Bailroad. Tbe building con- 

tains two halls for exhibitors, is 130xC0 feet, 
and has convenient dining rooms adjoining. 
The grounds comprise 20 acres, enclosed by a 

high fence, and contains one of the best half 
mile tracks iu New England, with stables on 

the grounds for track horses, grand stand, 
judges’ stand, etc. Yesterday was stock day, 
it having been devoted to the examination of 
neat stock, sheep, swine and poultry in the fore- 
noon, and to the trial of strength and discipline 
of oxen and steers. Prominent in the latter 
trial were the oxen of Elisha Mallett of Bath, 
and the fifteen months old steers of Horace 
Jordan of Webster. 

The display of apples in the hall is unusually 
large and interesting, so much so that we shall 
devote considerable space to them in our next 
report.

A Bridge War.—The city of Saco, which is 
generally quiet, not to say dull, was the scene 
of quite a live row yesterday, between the city 
fathers and a bridge contractor.

Saturday morning, under advice of his counsel' 
ex-Judge Tapley and Edward Eastman,he com” 
menced tearing up the old bridge preparatory 
to replacing it with the new structure. While 
at work the City Marshal came on the scene 
and ordered the workmen to stop work, but 
they refused, aud they were arrested. A pre- 
liminary hearing was bad and the case was 
then adjourned till Thursday morning. The 
affair caused considerable excitement and pub- 
lic opinion is divided on the merits of the con 

troversy. Mr. Deering complains of his treat- 
ment and is determined to fight. He claims 
that the contract simply specified that he 
should make as good a bridge as the Elm street 
one and this his timber would have mado he 
believes.

THE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD. 

Beau Soup. 
Is a dish that many people, and especially 
children, would relish it properly made. It 
requires about half a pint of cooked beans for 
a quart ot soup. Mash and boil until well 
diffused in tbe water, and then run through a 
cullendar to take out the skins. Thicken 
with about a gill ot wheat meal and add a 

sprig of thyme if desired. Boil five minutes 
and salt to tbe taste. Tbe wheat meal makes 
it much richer than a thickening of fine flour. 

Floor Chocolate. 
Put one teacup of flour in a small iron ket- 

tle, and set it over the fire to scorch; stir it 
constantly to keep It from burning on to the 
sides of the kettle. When the flour is of a 
dirk brown color, pour boiling water over it, 
say two quarts or more, if the drink should 
be more desirable to be thin. Let the whole 
boil up a few minutes. Add one pint of sweet 
milk, and sugar to suit the taste. Use for 
drink the same as coflee. 

Iicmoo Fie. 
The grated rind of one lemon, yolks of 

three eggs, one spoonful melted butter, one 

cup sugar, three-fourths cup of water, one- 
fourth cup of corn starch; mix together, put 
iu the crust and bake until done. Beat tbe 
whites of the three eggs to a stiff froth, put 
in about three teaspoons of sugar, and spread 
it on the top and bake to a light brown. 

Belgian Independence. On the morn- 

ing of the 24th of September, at Brussels, 
says the London Times, a salvo of twenty- 
one cannon announced the opening of the 
national fetes in celebration of the Belgian 
declaration of independence forty-four years 
ago, after the successful flights which ended 
in the withdrawal of the Dutch. The kiDg 
and the court had come Irom Ostend the 
previous night to take part in the rejoicings, 
and though Tournas, Liege, Antwerp, 
Bruges, Ghent and other cities have their 
own special ietes, to keep iu memory the 
names of those wlio fell during the revolu- 
tion, while doing honor, too, to those of 
their townsmen who fought and still live, yet 
the capital is regarded as the holiday place 
lor the country rouud, and is thronged with 
the cleanly, phlegmatic, aud orderly people 
who are proud of forming part of the Bel- 
gian natioD. 

Special services were held in the cathedral, 
where a catafalque in memory of dead pa- 
triots had been er cted. In front of the cat- 
r.i_ aCii,a HUht aMooa 

all of them decorated, and many of them old 
and decrepit. The old fellows were greeted 
with every mark of respect, and officers ot 
distinguished opposition occupied places in 
rear of the old revolutionists. The service was 
the funeral one for the dead, anc^the cata- 
laque was sprinkled with holy water by the 
priests, just as it the bodies of the slain were 
beneath the grim covering. The services 
over, the distinguished personages left amid 
the continual presentation of arms as they 
passed out of the building, an honor which 
was accorded also on their entry.
