lobster factories of the eastern portion of 
the State, goes to Portland at once to pro- 
cure information about the women who 
work in that city. She will al6o visit Bidde- 
ford and Saco on a like mission, mingli ng 
with the factory operatives. The commis- 
sioner of labor has received about 200 re- 
turns from working women thus far. One 
of them writes: “I have been employed by 
one concern about 20 years and am single, 
but while there is life there is hope.” 

New Hampshire Railroads. 

CoNcoiiD, N. H., Oct. 9.—The commission 
appointed by the Governor and council to 

investigate the matter of the States interest 
in the Concord and Boston and Maine rail- 
road met this afternoon and organized witii 
Hon. J. G. Hall, chairman and Geu. J. W. 
Sturtevant, clerk. It was voted to hold the 
first hearing at the State House, Tuesday, 
November 13th.

THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY FAIR. 

The Popular Farmers’ Festival 
Opened Yesterday. 

An Exciting Race by the 2.35 
Class. 

John Haines Thrown From His Sulky 
In the Second Heat. 

The postponed Cumberland County Agri- 
cultural Fair opened yesterday at Gorham, 
hut owing to the inclemency of the weather 
the attendance was small. The entries in 
the several departments are large and of a 
high order, a splendid field of horses being 
e ntered for the races. In the agricultural 
department J. J. Frye and Daniel Kelley 
have their usual fine display of plows and 
other farming tools, and in the cattle de- 
partment D. W. Clark of Cape Elizabeth, 
W. W. Cressey of Gorham, J. N. Newcomb, 
Albert S. Riggs, Henry Morrison, 
Herbert Collins, Reuben Meserve, 
Frank Emery and Oscar Deering have at- 
tractive exhibits. All the cattle sheds will 
be occupied today, making the Fair as a 
whole probably the best ever held on the 
Gorham grounds. 

Yesterday the four year old horses and the 
2.35 class were advertised to trot, but owing 
to the storm and the small attendance it was 
at first thought best to postpone both. The 
jockeys, especially John Haines, who drove 
Dan Wilkes in the 2.35 class, were anxious 
to have the races called, and finally it was 
decided to trot the 2.35 class, and 60 Isaiah 
Pompilly, J. H. Fifield and Edward L. Cobb, 
the judges, proceeded to the stand and rang 
the bell for the horses to come upon the 
track. At the time it was bitter 
cold, and snow fell fast, but 
so much had been said against postponing 
the races that the judges were bound to have 
the .35 class put over the ring if they had to 
go on runners. Soon after the appearance 
of the horses, however, the storm abated, 
and when the second heat was called the 
clouds in the west had disappeared, it had 
stopped snowing and excepting the cold 
weather the race could not have been trotted 
under more favorable circumstances. Some 
two hundred people gathered about the 
grand stand when it was learned that the 
race would be trotted, and waited patiently 
for the beginning. John Haines, driving 
Dan Wilkes, was the first jockey to drive 
upon the ring, and he was followed by the 
nimble Frank A., driven by his 
Frank Fox. Next came Tom Sands, of Saco. 
with Edwin L., and about at the same time 
Fred A. Maxwell drove in from the horse 
sheds with his chestnut gelding Kite, Scott 
Jordan driving Gray Eagle, Black Pete, 
driven by J. M. Leavitt, I). Hieber with 
Gray Bunker and Albert Cobb holding the 
ribbons over Doctor were the next to appear, 
making eight starters, all driven by experi- 
enced jockeys. The pole fell to Frank A., 
Black Pete was fortunate in getting second 
place, Gray Bunker drew third, the fourth 
place fell to Dan Wilkes, Edwin L. got fifth, 
Gray Eagle sixth, Kite seventh and Doctor 
the eighth. 

After a little scoring, and there would have 
been more if the starter. Mr. Pompilly, 
hadn’t told the jockeys that he would fine 
the first man who came down ahead of the 
pole horse ten dollars, the word was given 
and away they went. Frank A. shot a 
length ahead in going around the 
first turn and the others, evcepting Dan 
Wilke®, got no nearer to him during 
the heat. Black Pete followed close behind 
him, Dan Wilkes came uext with a strong 
clip, while the others were near together 
and all struggling for fourth place. The 
Quarter pole was reached in 39 seconds and 
the half in 1.17$. At the quarter pole Dan 
Wilkes made a noble dash for first place and 
?ot it for a moment, but soon fell back to 
second, while Black Pete was obliged to give 
rp third place to Gray Eagle. Doctor and 
3ray Banker fell to the rear. The full mile 
was trotted in 2.30$, Frank A. coming in 
first, Dan Wilkes second. Gray Eagle third, 
Edwin L. fourth, Kite fifth, Black Pete 
sixth, Doctor seventh and Gray Bunker last. 

The second heat was both interesting and 
exciting. Frank A., of course was entitled 
to the pole, and from the word go he was the 
first horse in the race. Before the first turn 
was reached the jockeys worked hard for a 
position. John Haines was close behind 
Black iJete with Dan Wilkes and the others 
were bunched. Scott Jordan crowded Gray 
Eagle in for third place; this forced Haines 
close to the rail to avoid a collision, and the 
result was that Haines was run into and 
thrown head first from his sulky. Dan 
Wilkes without a driver kept on, running at 
full speed with the reins dragging. Haines 
was thrown among the horses but fortun- 
ately was not stepped on. His face was cut 
and badly bruised in several places and one 
of his legs so severely hurt that he was 
taken from the grounds to the village where 
he could receive medical treatment, another 
jockey being appointed to take his place. 
Dan Wilkes took the outside and 
held third place by running, and Black Pete 
was second. The horses, as well as the 
jockeys, were somewhat frightened by the 
runaway, but all kept on. The quarter pole 
was parsed in 39$ seconds. Several men at- 
tempted to stop Dan Wilkes, but all efforts 
were in vaiu until he reached the grand 
stand. The horses passed under the 
wire the first time in 118, trotting the full 
mile in 2.38. Frank A. came in first 
and Black Pete came second. Gray Eagle 
held the third place, but was set back to the 
seventh for crowding Haines and running. 
Gray Eagle being set back, Doctor got third 
place, Edwin L. fourth, Kite fifth, Gray 
Bunker sixth, and Dan Wilkes was given 
the eighth. J. M. Leavitt, Black Pete’s 

somebody fouling with him at the time 
Haines was thrown off. This necessitated 
changing sulkies. 

The third heat was quite as interesting as 
the others, aud was trotted in better time. 
Frank A., which by this time had become a 
great favorite with the crowd, trotted hand- 
somely, winning the heat aud by so doing 
winning the race. Edwiu L. acted better 
than in the previous heats and succeeded in 
getting the second place. Han Wilkes came 
in third, and Black l'ete fourth. This heat 
was trotted in 2.35j

MR. DICKINSONS UNDIGNIFIED REPLY 

The Postmaster General’s Poor At- 
tempt As A Humorist. 

Andrew Carnegie Talks About His 
Trip Through England. 

Britain’s Interest In the Success of 
Mr. Cleveland. 

Boston, Oct. 9.-A representative of the 
Boston Herald called on Postmaster General 
Dickinson today, in Washington. Have 
you seen Mr. Blaine’s reply to your .estern 
speech on New England?” was asked. 

“I want to ask, in all seriousness,” said 
Mr. Dickinson, ‘‘whether Blaine is well. His 
statements out West have been extraordinary 
on every subject. There is more than a touch 
of Don Quixote de lu Mancha in some of 
his recent capers. While dozens of excel- 
lent speeches on the Issues of the campaign 
are urgently calling for replies from repre- 
sentative statesmen, this “uncrowned king of debaters” incoherently belabors a speech which he says I have delivered through the West. The speech only exists in his imagi- nation. The knight of the sorrowful figure tilting at the windmill was not more gro- tesque and pitiable. Here is something else 
he stated in Michigan. Referring to wood 
pulp, he sa.u: ‘it is a Cabinet affair. Mr. 
Dickinson and Secretary Bayard’s son own 
patents, and right there lies the free trade 
joke of the season. Wood pulp was on the 
free list, but has been placed on the protect- ed schedule. It is an industry which should be protected, it seems, even if it does put Cleveland s Cabinet in rather an anoma'ous 
position. Now, I do not even know Secre- 
tary Bayard’s son, and of course have no in- terests with him. If Mr. Blaine were quite w'ell, the only reply I would make to this charge would be that of Horace Greely to 
the country editor laconically impugning the 
latter s veracity in good Anglo-Saxon. The Plumed Knight should put on a linen helmet 
and have a Sancho Panza to go about with 
him. When I do make a speech, as I shall, 1 will have something further to say about 
Blaine, if he gets well enough." 

A Talk With Mr. Carnegie. 
New Yoke, Oct. 9.—Mr. aBd Mrs. An- 

drew J. Carnegie returned to this city on 
the (Jmbria Sunday after a sojourn of sev- 
eral months in Scotland and England. Mr. 
Carnegie was seen at his residence, 5 West 
hifty-first street, yesterday and, speaking of 
his tour, said: “It was one of the most en- 
joyable of my coaching experiences. How 
could it be otherwise with Mr. Blaine for 
company ? I was sorry for our guests that 
the route did not lie through the most beau- 
tiful part of England, but I had coached 
over the loveliest territories and did the best 
I could under the circumstances to describe 
the lovely bits of country for them. We saw 
the principal cathedrals, Ely, Peterborough. 
Lincoln and Dedham.

The hand of 
poverty is everywhere visible, even in and 
around the cathedrals, and the music lias 
fallen off as well." Mr. Carnegie spoke on 
steel rails, and denied emphatically that he 
had anything to do with a “steel rail trust.” 

“What do you think of the Presidential 
election ?” the reporter asked. 

“Isn’t that practically settled already?” he 
answered. "Everybody in Britain where I 
have been is for Cleveland. It is unanimous 
overithere. Not a man is for Harrison. 
Surely we are not going to disappoint our 
dear English competitors. That would be 
too bad. Such presumption, don’t you know, 
for Americans to think of electing a Presi- 
dent to serve the interests of America. Have 
you seen the last number of Punch? The 
leading cartoon is Britannia as free trade, 
and the President cutting her acquaintance, saying to her, however, aside, ’I must not 
recognize you at present.’ They understand 
it over there, and in no country in the world 
would Cleveland’s re-election be hailed with 
such joy, and naturally so, as in Britain. I 
am glad to know, they are likely to be griev- 
ously disappointed.” 

"Ho you regard the Mills bill as severe in 
its present form?” Mr. Carnegie was asked. 

“ln some respects,” said Mr. Carnegie, “it is very severe. The business view of the 
question is this: Nothing is so disastrous as 
uncertainty. If President Cleveland is 
elected, and the House is Democratic, we 
know the Senate will remain Republican. What then will be the result? Years of 
anxious uncertainty. No man in a manufac- 
turing business and no purchaser will be 
able to judge what is to be the result. Con- 
sequently enterprise will be paralyzed. The 
prompt passage of even the Mills bill, with 
changes which are essential to prevent seri- 
ous injury, would not be much more detri- 
mental than a period of discussion and quar- rels over any measure which radically 
changes duties. 

“On the other hand, if Harrison is elected 
every business man will know that no great disturbance to existing conditions will arise. 
Any great changes made will be made with 
a view to still further give the country its 
supplies, making it less and less dependent 
upon foreign markets for its wants. Harri- 
son’s lection will produce confidence. 
Clevelantd’s distrust, and the difference is 
prosperi y insured or depression probable. 
The conditions favor a period of prosperity, 
except for steel rails which must be sold at 
no profit until railroad building revives, and 
therefore, speaking as a business man and 
not at all as a politician, I am most anxious 
for Harrison’s success. It means prosperity. 
The question is the work'ngman’s question. 
The toiling masses are to be the real suffer- 
ers, if they fail to understand the issue and 
tefuse to support the political system under 
which they have become the most prosper- 
ous working class in the world.” 

Hill’s Men of Money. 
——t-w ukk, uct. 'j.— itie liquor dealers, as 

a reward for that veto of the High License 
bill, will come down with 81,000,000 to aid in 
the election of Hill. The liquor dealers and 
the brewers have been holding secret meet- 
ings for some time past, and the result is 
that the brewers and liquor dealers have 
agreed to impose upon the sellers a tax of 
two cents per barrel on every barrel of beer 
brewed and sold in this city until election 
day. 

At first it was resolved that the tax should 
be ten cents per barrel, but some of the more 
discreet ones objected, and finally the above 
proposition was decided upon, with an un- 
derstanding that they would when called 
upon pay up other assessments, if neces- 
sary, until the amount shall have reached 
81,000,000. 

Governor Hill is delighted, although his 
friends aud he himself are anxious that no 
publicity should be given to the matter. Al- 
ready over 8200,000 has been assessed, and 
agents in the employ of the liquor men are 
now sowing it up through the State, in spots 
where they think it will do the most good. It was difficult to find any of the dealers in 
the city who would admit the fact directly, but it was absolutely impossible to find any- 
body who would deny it.

tration in this city saw 96,047 names record-

ENCLAND AND ITALY. 

News From Russia of an Alliance 
Against France. 

St. Petersburg, Oct. 9.—The papers of 
this city, commenting upon the departure of 
fourteen Orthodox missionaries for Abys- 
sinnia, headed by Archimandrite Paissia, 
deny that the mission has a political object. 

The Novosti publishes three diplomatic 
dispatches from Borne disclosing negotiations 
between England and Italy for a maritime 
alliance against France. Premier Crispi 
desired Lord Salisbury to sign a definite 
treaty, but Lord Salisbury declined. An 
agreement remains however, embodied in 
the communications exchanged. 

Sunk at Her Dock. 

London, Oct. 9.—Steamer Baltic sank at 
dock in Liverpool today, the disaster being 
caused by a port which was left open. The 
Baltic was loaded with a miscellaneous 
cargo. 

The cermans in Africa. 
Berlin, Oct. 9.—The Freijinnlge.Zeitung 

leader of the anti-colonization press says: 
All is over with the glory of the East Af- 

rica Company. The dream of German domin- 
ion over 16,000 square miles is at an end. 
Bude reality has taken the palace of fancies. 
The greater portion of the press agree that 
German prestige in Africa must be restored 

by energetic measures but only a few papers 
want action taken in behalf of the East 
Africa Company. Many papers, like the 
Schleschuscbe Zeitung, blame the company for the misfortune and oppose any further 
imperial subsidy to It. 

Foreign Notes. 
Four German frigates which were laying in the Bay of Naples for the purpose of 

firing a salute in honor of Emperor William 
upon his arrival there have received orders 
to proceed instantly to Zanzibar to protect 
the residents whose lives and property are 
endangered by the rising among the natives. 
The four war ships carry a complement of 
1,630 men and mount 66 guns. 

Henry Campbell, member of Parliameut 
for South Fermanagh and private secretary 
to Mr. Parnell, has brought an action 
against the London Times for libel, that 
paper having stated that he was the writer 
of the alleged Parnell letters. 

It is rumored that Chief Secretary Balfour 
has refused to allow the militia to assist evic- 
tions on the Clanricarde estates. 

The damage done by the recsnt gale in 
Japau according to advices brought by steamer, is heavier than at first supposed. The loss to agriculture is very severe. The 
salt and rice fields are submerged. A num- 
ber of bridges have been carried away. Two thousand nine hundred and forty- 
seven houses were destroyed and 159 people killed or drowned and fully one hundred 
more Injured.

J. C. King, San Diego, Cal., writes as fol- 
lows to the Scientific American: Take a 

battery or magneto machine, one that gives 
a light current, say such as can only be felt 
with moist hands. Attach one terminal to 
the animal’s bit, the other to the shoe. If 
the horse suffers from the shoe or nail he 
will squirm under the test. If there Is no 
irritation he will pay no attention to it. A 
little electrical science in the blacksmith 
shop would locate much unnecessary suffer- 
ing." 

Harrv Wilkes, long the foremost trotter on 
the turf, has been placed under the care of 
Dr. Sheppard at lus veterinary hospital half- 
wav between Brooklyn and Sheenshead. 
The great little horse has had a failing leg 
for some months past, and has been unfit to 
start this season. Ills owners. Messrs. Sire 
Bros., are hopeful that under Dr. Sheppard’s 
lare and treatment he will be as good as ever 
before next spring, and that he will yet 
lower his almost unmatched record of 2.13J. 

Horses are frequently troubled with brit- 
tle hoofs caused by deficiency of water in the 
bone. This is caused in various ways—fever 
of the feet, or common founder, inttamation 
of the interior of the foot, exposure to fer- 
menting manure or filthy stables, by which 
the horn is saturated with moisture contain- 
ing ammonia, leaving thq foot covered with 
mud; or even continued hot or dry weather 
or an unhealthy condition of the system will 
produce this trouble in the feet. 
The horn becomes dry and granulated, 
and separates very easily, crumbling or 
splintering away until there is scarcely 
crust enough left to fasten a shoe upon. The 
remedy is, of course, the removal of the 
cause and to restore the moisture. Frequent 
washing of the feet with cold water, with at- 
tention to the health and giving the horse 
clean bedding and an earth lloor to stand 
upon, or else a deep bed of sawdust, will pre- 
vent it or cure it in many cases. Glycerine 
and water in equal parts is an excellent 
dressing for the hoofs. An occasional soft 
feed, as bran mashed with a little linseed, is 
also useful because it keeps the horse in good 
health and cool. Tar Is sometimes used as a 
hoof dressing with advantage, but It needs 
caution in its application. 

THE ISSUE TENDERED AND ACCEPTED. 

Two Methods of Reducing the Re- 
venue Described. 

Senator Hiscock’s Speech on the 
Tariff Question. 

Bandanna and Snuff Box Prominent 
in Court. 

Washington, Oct. 9.—In the Senate, to- 
day, Senator Edmunds Introduced a bill to 
pay the widow of Chief Justice Waite 
$8,745, a sum equal to the balance of his sal- 
ary for the year in which he died, and asked 
unanimous consent for its immediate consid- 
eration. Senator Berry objected and the bill 
was referred to the committee on judiciary. 

The resolution offered yesterday by Sena- 
tor Blair calling on the President for infor- 
mation iD the matter of the trial, conviction 
and execution of Riel for high treason, in 
Cauada. in 1885, was taken up and a long 
tatemeut In reference to it made by Sena 
or Blair, who based his resolution on the 
ground that Riel was a naturalized Ameri- 
can citizen. At the conclusion of Senator 
Blair’s remarks, the resolution was referred 
to the committee on foreign relations. 

Senator Edmunds then reported from the 
committee on judiciary the bill to pay the 
widow of Chief Justice Waite the balance of 
his year’s salary. Senator Berry still object- ed to its immediate consideration and the bill 
was placed on the calendar. 

The Senate then resumed consideration of 
the tariff bill and was addressed by Senator 
Iliscock, a member of the finance committee. 
Mr. Hiscock said that it was proper to crit- 
icize the recent attempt of the President and 
his party to explain away and misrepresent the effect and purpose of the Mills bill. The 
issue, he said, was fairly drawn between the 
two political parties. The question was free 
trade or protection to American labor. 
Neither subterfuge nor new confessions of 
faith would conceal or obscure the real 
question. The Senate bill left no doubt as 
to the position of the Republican party. Both parties conceded that there should be a 
restriction of the revenue and to about the 
same amount. Therefore, the question of 
the amount of taxation was not Involved in 
the discussion, but the question was as to 
the manner in which such taxations should 
be made. He contended that, independently of incidental protection which the toriff af- 
forded, it was not of the slightest difference 
to the taxpayer whether the revenue was 
raised on all or one half of the dutiable arti- 
cles imported. It was no benefit, therefore, to the tax payer to have half of such articles 
placed on the free list. He examined some details of the Mills bill to prove that in the 
proposed reductions there was discrimina- 
tion in favor of the industries of the Confed- 
erate States, as against the industries of the 
Northern States. 

The Senate bill, he said, was the opposite of the Mills bill. The industries of the 
North, South, East and West were equally 
protected by It. The Democracy had ten- 
dered the issue, and every effort should be 
made to meet it fairly. 

,, 'i.ii acu«iu[ mscuca conciuaea. senator Bates obtained the floor, and the bill went 
ever. 

Senator Edmunds, after appealing in vain 
to Senator Berry to withdraw his objection to the bill for the relief of Mrs. Waite, gave notice that he would tomorrow move to take it up. The Senate adjourned.

affairs, called up the Senate bill appropriat- 
ing $75,000 to secure to the Cherokee freed- 
tnen their portion of certain proceeds of 
lands under the act of March 3,1880, and it 
was passed. The Senate bill was passed 
supplemental to the act of Feb. 3,1887, pro- 
viding for the meeting of presidential elect- 
ors, etc. It provides that certificates shall 
be forwarded to the president of the Senate 
forthwith, after the second Monday in Janu- 
uary. 

Mr. Burns of Missouri submitted the con- 
ference report on the general deficiency ap- 
propriation bill. 

Mr. McKenna hoped the report would be 
rejected, placing his antagonism to it on the 
ground that the bill contained an appropria- tion of 8278,000 for Chinese indemnity, and 
that the hill made the appropriation for “hu- 
mane reasons.’’ The President had recom- 
mended it on the ground of national honor. 
The calendars of the House were groaning with bills which should be passed for hu- 
mane reasons, and for reasons befitting na- 
tional honor. If justice was to be done, it 
should first be done at home. 

Mr. Vandever of California, speaking of 
the idemnity clause, said the President’s 
message accompanying his approval of the 
exclusion bill was an apology to the Chinese 
government for his act in approving it. 

Mr. Dingley said the Democratic party had 
deceived the country in 1884 in leading the 
people to elect a candidate believing he 
would reduce the expenses of the govern- 
ment. 

Mr. Burns said the people had turned out 
the Republican party because of waste and 
want of Integrity in the expenditure of pub- lic money, not because of extravagance in 
appropriations. 

On a motion to agree to the conference re- 
port, the vote was 34 to 3. Mr. Dougherty raised the point of “no quorum,” and the 
House adjourned. 

Discussing the Prospect. 
Washington, Oct. 9. -The Republican 

Senators met this morning for the pur- 
pose of discussing the order of business 
especially in relation to the debate on the 
tariff bill. 

The question of attempting to hold the 
Republicans to their posts during the debate 
and securing a quorum for votes upon the 
amendments which will be proposed in the 
committee of the whole and the general 
political outlook were the principal topics 
discussed. There are only 18 or 20 Repub- 
lican Senators in Washington and several 
desire to go into their States not to return 
before the election. 

A similar condition of affairs was reported 
to exist on the Democratic side of the Senate 
and it became apparent from expressions 
made that it would not be possible to secure 
a full attendance on either side of the cham- 
uci iii uuy unit* oeiore me election, this 
suggested that it would not be practicable 
to try to proceed further than the general debate. 

Should the number of Senators diminish at 
any time below a quorum it is believed, on 
b.th sides, that Congress will, by unanimous 
consent, terminate Its session by a recess 
over the election or an adjournment sine die. 

There was no definite action taken and no 
definite policy was agreed upon, but the im- 
pression prevails that Congress will not be 
m session more than 10 days or two weeks 
and that the tariff bill will go over for final 
action until after election. 

The Samoan Difficulty. 
Washington, Oct. 9.—There Is a strong 

probability that the troubles which have 
distracted the Samoan people for months 
are at an end and that better things for that 
unhappy country are at hand. The latest 
advices at the State Department are that the 
recent revolution in Samoa resulted in the 
overthrow of Tamaseses, the usurper who 
was kept on the throne through the in- 
fluence of the German government, and that 
the new king is one eminently satisfactory 
to the Samoan people. It is also reported 
that the autonomy of the islands is now the 
subject of a diplomatic correspondence be- 
tween Mr. Bayard and the German foreign 
office, and that the indications are that in 
future the Germans will allow the Samoans 
to govern themselves without further inter- 
ference on the part of the Berlin government.

There seems to be a tendency on the part of many leading members of the legislature 
to keep out of the big caravansaries, this 
winter, at Augusta, as many will occupy pri- 
vate residences when they may have the 
family circle and all the comforts of home 
life. There is no doubt, however, but the 
hotels will be full. Representatives Mallett, 
of Freeport, Moore, of Beering, and Senator 
Iubby, of Portland, have leased a whole 
house for the winter, and will employ a 
caterer and servants and enjoy all the com- 
forts of their own homes. Representative Bow, of Portland, and Senator Freeman, of 
i armouth, have engaged the residence op- 
posite the Augusta House lor the winter. 
Ex-Governor Robie has engaged rooms out- 
side the hotels, and also Senator Harding, of 
Gorham. Representatives Fogg and Looney 
have secured rooms on State street, near the 
Court House. Messrs. Green and Whiddeu, 
the other Portland representatives, have also 
engaged rooms at private residences. 

Clerk of Courts OtU of Augusta employs 
an elaborate method of apportioning jury- 
men, so that each town may furnish its just 
quota. On the basis of the last census the 
county Is divided into six departments, each 
of which is made up of undivided and adja- 
cent towns, the population of which is as 
near 8863—one-sixth that of the county—as 
is convenient. Each of these departments is 
8ub-dividea into four nearly equal sections, 
which, as a general rule, contain two terms 
each. As jurymen must be apportioned 
equally among the different departments 
and sections, and between the towns form- 
cug uie sections in me ratio oi ineir popula- 
tion, the figuring becomes decidedly intri- 
cate. lu nearly all other counties the jury 
are apportioned by mere guesswork. 

The Kennebec Journal learns from the 
agent of the Maine Mutual Accident Insur- 
ance Company of Portland that Mr. C. P. 
Nevers, recently deceased from the effects of 
an explosion of dynamite, held a policy for 
$1000, but neglected last July to pay an as- 
sessment of $1, and consequently will re- 
ceive nothing. 

There are now 314 male and 277 female pa- 
tients at the insane hospital. The attend- 
ants number GO, and are half men. Since 
the diphtheria broke out, the authorities 
have advised the friends of lunatics nA to 
send them to the hospital unless dangerous.

FIFTY PERSONS CLUBBED BY POLICE 
The First Conflict with the Strikers 

In Chicago Streote. 

Officers Make a Determined Charge 
on the Mob. 

A Belligerent Superintendent With a 
Drawn Revolver. 

Chicago, Oct 9.—About 50,000 people 
walked today on account of the strike of 
of 1700 men on the South and West 
divisions of the street railroad. The first 
disturbance growing out of the tie up oc- 
curred this afternoon at Garfield avenue and 
Orchard street, the riot resulting in the club- 
bing of fifty people by policemen. A num- 
ber of cars were passing on Garfield avenue. 
The streets were jammed with a bowling 
mob and the tracks were covered with ob- 
structions. Some employees of the road and 
their officers removed the debris, bnt as fast 
as it was taken away, it was replaced. The 
mob became so great that the sergeant in 
command of the men ordered a charge. The 
officers, aggravated somewhat at the stub- 
bornness of the strikers, responded with a 
Will •arid risiRHI a'irusli, usfng their clubs free- 
ly Men and boys were hit, and hit hard, 
too, and women were not spared. A woman 
named Wide, who was particularly demon- 
strative against the new men, was badly wounded by an officer, who gave her a se- 
vere blow. Partial order was restored, 
but more trouble is expected. Three 
men were caught spiking rails at 
Halstead street ana locked up. Several police laden cars were run on the 
West division this afternoon and were un- 
molested until the approach to the western 
terminus on their return. There the crowd 
surged around the conveyances in such a 
compact mass that It was omissible for the 
horses to move. A platoon of police. Witts Clubs*, forced a way lor the leading car 
out the one following was brought to a stop 
n.a ! a I01.0*1- A. wooden wedge bad been 
suddenly Inserted in the western switch by some person In the mob. Superintendent Nagle was the driver of the disabled car. Stones and sticks were hurled at the car and the air rang with yells and curses. A dying brick caught the superintendent in the stom- ach. Uttering an oath, he pulled a revolver 
from his overcoat pocket and turned menac- 
ingly towards the crowd. Conductor Har- 
ris, who had been discharged by the compa- 
ny for cause, long previous to the strike, but 
re-employed in the emergency, followed 
quickly the example of the superintendent 
A sharp click as the two cocked their 
weapons was the signal for an unexpected incident Police Lieutenant Sbeo was seen 
to grasp Nagle and b) main strength force 
the pistol from him. ‘‘Yon d— tool, what 
do you mean .blurted out the irate iiouten- 
; —-- wioaiutvu imiu uitie rour 
mony. 

Nagle then left the car and received a 
stunning blow in the jaw from a heavy built 
man, who was somewhat under tbe influence 
of liquor. A general scramble ensued in 
which Nagle and his brawny assailant were 
roughly handled. The latter, a Chicago and 
Northwestern switchman named John Glea- 
son, had to be mercilessly clubbed and then 
sat upon in a patrol wagon by half a dozen 
policemen before he could be subdued. 
Others were scarcelessly less determined and 
but for the fact that all appeared to be un- 
armed the fray would scarcely have been 
finished without sacrificing a number of 
lives. So far as learned, no one on either 
side was injured dangerously.

Into the barns. For a time last night it 
seemed as if this new complication could be 
avoided, and the original strike settled ami- 
cably, but the peace negotiations which were 
conducted In Mayor Roche’s private office 
failed, because the company and the men 
could not agree on the subject of wages. 

President Yerkes opened the conference 
with an offer to correct the present system of 
hours as far as possible. An agreement was 
reached on that point But when the wage 
question was taken up the men Insisted upon 
23 cents per hour for grip men, 23 cents for 
trail aud grip conductors and 22 cents for 
horse car men. Mr. Yerkes offered 20 cents 
for horse car men and 21 cents for each grip 
car men. The strikers refused to make any 
concession and after much argument the con- 
ference broke up. 

A committee of West side car men was 
waiting to learn the result and when the 
failure to reach an agreement was reported, 
the chairman said that a strike would be or- 
dered, and hurried away. It was said this morning that the executive 
committee of the South side organization had 
tendered the North and West side strikers 
financial assistance. In anticipation of a 
long struggle and to guard against possible 
outbreaks the police force is to be greatly In- 
creased. 

Up to 11 o’clock no report of any trouble 
either on the North or West sides bad been 
received. No cars are running on the West 
side and very few have thus far been started 
on the North side. These were guarded by 
the police but they had nothing to do as the 
strikers contented themselves with merely 
expressing their opinions In regard to the 
men who had taken their places. Informa 
tion from all of the territory covered by the 
strike is to the effect that the strikers are 
perfectly under control and that no outbreak 
at any point is anticipated.

The executive committee of the New York 
civil service reform association, after sitting

siderations as properly determining the se- 
lection of employes in the war department.

rily converts the armories and arsenals into 
political machines.’’ 

The relations between the Hon. Abram S. 
Hewitt and President Cleveland Rre a good 
deal strained. Mr. Hewitt has been heard 
to speak in terms far from complimentary of 
the President. When therefore Mr. Cleve- 
land contemplates the situation in New 
York, when he sees the Democratic candi- 
date for Governor openly professing friend- 
ship yet secretly whetting his knife, and the 
Democratic candidate for Mayor of the 
metropolis openly avowing hostility to him, 
he must begin to feel that his past luck is 
nearing its end.

It looks to-day as if New York 
would come upon the winning side again by 
giving her electoral vote for Harrison and 
Morton.

She spoke to the 
same effect to Emperor William at the court

change her mind and continue on the stage. Coquelln, the celebrated French comedian, made his first appearance in America in New York Monday night as Macarille in Molere’s 
.Ij,es K'^'fules,, and the old man in “La 
Joie Fait Peur. He scored success equal to his great reputation, and was greatly ap- 
plauded by an unusually critical audience. 

Beautiful Snow. 
The first snow fall of the season took place 

in this city yesterday. In the early morning 
there was quite a little flurry which rested 
on the roofs and in sheltered places for 
about an hour. Later in the day there were 
quite brisk snow showers but the snow 
melted as fast as it fell. In City Clerk Bur- 
gess’ yard on Munjoy Hill, enough snow 
remained in a corner, sheltered by a board 
for him to make a snow ball the size of a 

large plum. 
The train over the Maine Central moun- 

tain division came through from the Notch, 
pushing its way through snow drifts, two 
feet deep, and did not leave the snow cover- 
ed fields behind it until Bartlett was passed. 
Snow in large masses clung to the cow- 
catcher of the engine, and rested on the top 
of the cars when the train readied Portland. 

At Poland Springs there was enough snow 
fell to make snow balls as large as small 
sized oranges, and the Grand Trunk cars 
from Gorham had snow on their tops as they 
passed through Commercial street at noon. 
There was a snowstorm on the 2d aud 6th of 
October 1881. Last year first snow fell Nov. 
Uth. 

On September 30th, 1867, there was a furi- 
ous storm in Portland accompanied with hail 
and snow. About an inch of snow fell mak- 
ing slush on the sidewalks as it melted. A 
good deal of cold and rainy weather follow- 
ed, succeeded in turn by fine weather. 

The past summer was the wettest that 
England has experienced since 1879, and the 
coolest since I860. In most parts of the 
country the sun has not shone more than an 

average of 4 to 4J hours per day instead of a 

possible 14 or 16. In Scotlaud the daily 
average has been about 6 hours.

Portland’s Munificence. 
In his communication to the Pkess, Mr. 

Foss, the soliciting agent for the Florida 
sufferers by the yellow fever, expresses sur- 
prise at the munificence of Portland’s gift to 
Jacksonville. He says it far exceeds his ex- 
pectations. 

Perhaps it may lessen the surprise of Mr. 
Foss when he learns that the munificence of 
old Falmouth and her offshoot towns began 
early and has been shown on many occasions 
sinco. While Boston was occupied by Gen. 
Gage and his British troops, although near- 

ly all the compact settlement of the neck 
laid in ashes, and more than half of the 
taxes assessed by the Town of Falmouth in 
1775 had to be abated on account of the dis- 
tressed state of the town; yet brave old Fal- 
mouth sent two cargoes of fire wood to the 
poor of Boston and Cape Elizabeth one 
cargo. 

In 1811 this same burnt settlement had be- 
come a commercial town rf seven thousand 
inhabitants, but its ships had been hauled 
up more than three years by the embargo 
act, yet, when the great fire in Newport, II. 
I., occured, in May of that year Portland 
gave one thousand nine hundred and eightv- 
eight dollars, and forty-two cents. Her gi ft 
wras larger than any other town except Bos- 
ton, Salem and Baltimore. W. G.
