The 
races by all of these classes were unusually 
good, and a keen interest was manifested iu 
them by the throng of spectators.

Aubine 
broke at the turn, and fell to the rear. Jack 
passed the quarter in 364. Aubine was now 
trotting very fast, and rapidly closing the 
gap made by her bad break. Jack Spratt 
passed the half-mile wire in 1.124, one length 
ahead of Screwdriver. The three-quarters 
pole was passed in 1.494- Here Screwdriver 
was carried off his feet, and Aubine passed him. In coming down the home stretch, Au- 
bine had a slight lead of Screwdriver, who 
made another break, but steadied down just 
before passing under the wire, having passed 
a quarter of a length ahead of Aubine. 
Spratt went in first, amid great cheering. 
The judges gave Screwdriver second posi- 
tion at the finish, but many thought that he 
ought to have been set back for running. 
The judges, however, said the New Hamp- 
shire horse did not gain by running, and 
that he justly held second place. Aubine's 
trotting was admired by all. In both heats, 
at the first turn, she struck her feet and al- 
most stopped, losing thereby some half a 
dozen lengths, in each case. When she got 
to trotting again, her speed was wonderful, 
exceeding that of either of the other horses 
which in each case were overhauled almost 
before the half mile wire was readied. 

The third heat was Spratt’s in every sense 
of the word. The swift animal trotted even- 
lylfrom the word go, soon leaving his con- 
testants a dozen lengths iu the rear. He 
rushed around the turn in a manner wonder- 
ful indeed, trotting easily and apparently without exerting himself. Screwdriver had 
second place at first, but Aubine passed him 
at the quarter pole in .364, and from that 
time on she held second place. The half was 

passed in 1.11, three-quarters in 1.474, and it 
is needless to say that when Jack Spratt 
came under the wire far in advance of the 
others, and when 2.24 was found to be the 
time for the full mile, that the enthusiastic 
spectors cheered the little champion hearti- 
ly.

THE SITUATION IMPROVED. 

Nurses Without Patients, But Una- 
ble to Get Home. 

Jacksonville, Fla., Oct. 11.—The weath 
er is clear and bracing and the situation im- 
proved. Today 47 new cases and two deaths 
were reported. Of the new cases, only 12 
are white. The question of the return of 
nurses to their homes is fast becoming a 
most embarassing one. Neither Louisiana, 
Mississippi, Alabama nor Texas will receive 
yellow fever attendants until after frost. 
Their pay goes on under the terms of their 
contract and, with a lessening number of 
sick, their services are no longer needed. 

The Fever at Decatur. 
Decatub, Ala., Oct. 11.—Two cases of 

yellow fever, both colored, were reported 
yesterday and one death, colored. There 
are no new cases today. 

A Crand Stand Falls. 

Quincy, 111., Oct. 11.—A grand stand was 
erected here yesterday, to accommodate 5,000 
people who were to witness the display of 
fireworks, “the bombardment of Alexan- 
dria." The amphitheatre was crowded with 
people and propably not less than 6,000 were 
massed upon the seats. Scarcely had the 
show begun when the west end of 
the structure gave way and the 800 feet of 
seats went over and the vast multitude was 
hurled upon the ground and buried in the 
mass of lumber which fell upon it. The air 
was filled with the cries and moans of the in- 
jured, while the panic-stricken sought es- 
cape from the debris. With the descent of 
the platform, the electric lights which were 
to light the grounds, but which were extin- 
guished to aid the display, were incapacita- 
ted lor service and the darkness of the scene 
added to its terrors. As the lights from the 
pyrotechnics lighted up the place the able- 
bodied sought their friends while the hu- 
mane began the work of aiding the injured. 
Some say that fully five hundred people were 
hurt, and this is probably true, but 150 will 
doubtless include those who were Injured 
at all seriously. 

A GREAT DAY FOR INDIANAPOLIS. 

Harrison and Blaine Cheered by 
Thirty Thousand People. I 

Republican Women March In the 
Creat Street Parade. 

_ 

New York Republicans Nominate 

Joel T. Erhardt for Mayor. 

Indianapolis, Oct. 11.—The Republican 
demonstration today was one of the largest 
and most successful ever held In Ir'.iana. 
Nearly all of the fifteen railroads (.itering 
the city ran special trains. It is estimated 
that by noon over 60,000 visitors had arrived. 
Early in the day the streets became block- 
aded throughout the business districts. To- 
wards noon, the streets around the Republi- 
can headquarters began to fill, and at 1 
o’clock nothing but a solid wall of humanity 
was to be seen for two squares up aud down 
Pennsylvania avenue. At 1.30, Gen. Harri- 
son, accompanied by Mr. Blaine, arrived at 
the new Denison, and made their way across 
the crowded balcony to the outer railing. 
Their aDpearanee was the signal for a tre- 
mendous outburst from the 30,000 people 
packed like sardines in the streets below. 
Beside General Harrison stood Mrs. Harri- 
son and a number of other ladies. Among 
those on the reviewing balcony were Ex- 
Senator Ferry, Gen. John W. Foster, Gen. 
Hastings and Ex-Qov. Porter. The tumultu- 
ous cheering on the appearance of Harrison 
and Blaine continued several minutes, the 
cheers being first for Harrison and then for 
Blaine. Both repeatedly lifted their hats. 

At 1.50, the parade started. The column 
was an hour and a half in passing the re- 

viewing stand and it is estimated that near- 

12,000 persons were in line. There were no 
less than forty bands and drum corps in the 
procession. At the rear of the first division 
came the gigantic Harrison and Morton ball, 
drawn by four ho rses, rolling continuously 
in its frame work. In the procession were 
the Carrie Harrison Guards, with a drum 
corps, composed of forty handsomely uni- 
formed young ladies of Indianapolis; the 
“Harrison Daughters” from Connersville, 50 
young girls from 12 to 15 years old, who 
wore jockets of blue with stars, skirts of 
red, white aud blue, aud blue caps, and a 
club of colored women wearing flag sashes. 

After the procession passed Gen. and Mrs. 
Harrison were driven home and Mr. Blaine 
was driven to the exposition grounds. Sur- 
rounding the speakers’ stand were 30,000 peo- 
ple. As Mr. Blaine entered the stand, a 
mighty shout went up. Gen. Hovey made a 
brief speech, followed by Rev. Mr. Chase, 
candidate for Lieutenant Governor, and then 
Mr. Blaine. Mr. Blaine said: 

“Ladies and gentlemen — A man might as 
well take a position on the end of Cape Race 
and address the Atlantic ocean as attempt to 
address this vast crowd. I hope to speak to 
a small section of it in town this evening, 
but 1 came here to exchange greetings and to 
exchange congratulations, and to say to you, 
as you know before I say it. that this great 
concourse of people means 15,000 majority in 
Indiana for Harrison and Morton [prolonged 
cheers] and furthermore a demonstration like 
this, of all Indiana, is worth five hundred 
speeches from an any man living. Good 
bye.” [Cheers]. 

At Mr. Blaine’s departure there was fur- 
ther speaking, but a sprinkle of rain started 
the crowd toward the city. 

Tomlinson’s Hall was crowded to suffoca- 
tion tonight. Mr. Blaine was enthusiastical- 
ly received. He spoke on protection and the 
prosperity which he claimed it brought to 
the West. 

New York Republicans. 
New York, Oct. 11.—The Republican 

county convention tonight nominated Joel 
T. Krhardt for mayor, John W. Jacobus for 
sheriff, Henry C. Ferley for county clerk aud 
James T. Van Ransselaer for president of 
the board af aldermen. Krhardt was for in- 
ly United States marshal for this district 
and was once police commissioner. He Is 
president of the New York and Northern 
Railroad. 

Strong efforts are still being made to In- 
duce Grant and Hewitt to withdraw and 
have Tammay and County Democracy unite 
upon a candidate. Grant says he is willing, but Hewitt has not yet announced his deter- 
mination. 

A Cranite Cutter’s Reason. 
New York, Oct. 11.—Michael J. Murraj, 

the successful young lawyer of Fitchburg, 
Mass.,!who has been speaking in the national 
campaign in Maine and New York, left for 
Indiana yesterday, to take the stump for 
Harrison and protection. He was telling a 
good story about a talk he had before the 
Maine election with a granite cutter of VI- 
nalbaven, in that State. The latter gave his 
reasons for voting the Republican ticket 
thus: 

“There has recently been imported from 
Scotland by one of our local marble dealers, 
and sold by him, set up in the cemetery at 
Thomaston, a red Scotch granite monument, 
all polished, including meldings. Three 
hundred and seventy-five dollars represent 
the entire cost of labor, freightage, lettering 
and setting, and also a 40 per cent duty un- 
der the existing tariff. The closest estimate 
that can be made on this monument here, 
using as a basis the bill of prices at Vlnal- 
haven, makes it cost, setup in our own gran- 
ite, cut by our own people, 8440, giving them 
an advantage of 805. 

“Now, then, under the free trade theory, 
if we cannot produce an article as cheap as 
we can buy it, it Is best for us to abandon 
the industry and go to work at something 
else. Does any granite cutter believe that 
we should abandon granite cutting and gran- 
ite quarrying in this country, and send our 
granite cutters to Scotland to earn their liv- 
ing cutting monuments at Scotch wages, and 
supply this country with Scotch granite 
work?” 

“What would the result he tn Vinalhftven 
should such a theory prevail?” Mr. Murray 
asked. 

“Will any Democratic tariff reformer,” re- 
plied the granite, cutter, “say that if the 40 
Per cent tariff is taken off, as called for in 
the Mills bill, the difference in the price of 
monuments in this couDtrv and others will 
not come off the wages of granite workers 
or the industry be abandoned? That is the 
reason why I am resolved to vote for the Re- 
publican candidates this year for the first 
time in my life.” 

CULLOM AND PLATT. 

Speeches In the Senate on the Tariff 
Bill. 

Washington, Oct. 11.—In the Senate, to- 
day, the tariff bill was taken up and Senator 
Cullom spoke upon it. He criticised the 
speeches of Messrs. Carlisle and Thurman, 
and referred to the House as having a 
Southern man for speaker and Southern men 
for chairmen of the most important commit- 
tees. He did not believe, he said, in Texas 
statesmanship. 

Senator Platt followed Senator Cullom. 
He said a conspiracy against labor pervaded 
the whole body of American history. Its 
desire had been to extend the Southern sys- 
tem where labor should be unpaid and ig- 
norant and to circumscribe the Northern 
system which encouraged Intelligence, virtue 
and self respecting and respected labor. The 
exigencies of the tariff situation required the 
election of Mr. Carlisle to the speakership, but there was not a workingman In the Unit- 
ed States who believed Carlisle had been 
elected to Congress. The President had 
been won over to the free trade conspiracy by the promise of a renomination, which he 
had pledged himself not to accept. 

Senator Chace spoke criticizing the man- 
agement of the Post Office Department and 
the Senate adjourned. 

Bond Offerings. 
Washington, Oct. 11.—Acting Secretary 

Thompson today issued a notice that until 
otherwise ordered the secretary will not ac- 

cept offers of bonds that are held as security 
for national bank circulation. Offers al- 
ready accepted are found to include bonds 
so deposited to an amount which exhausts 
the three million limit for October and will 
nearly or quite absorb that for November. 

Notes. 

The House bill appropriating $50,000 for 
the enforcement of the Chinese exclusion act 
was passed by the Senate today. 

The famous portrait of Washington, hang- 
ing in the East room of the White House, 
has recently been repaired by Mr. Oeorge B. 
Matthews. The process of rolling, supposed 
to have been done by Mrs. Madison when 
she cut the picture from the frame and car- 
ried it out of reach of the British invaders, 
had caused the paint to crack, and in time, 
these cracks had been enlarged and were rap- 
idly threatening the safety and preservation 
of the painting. The canvas was covered, 
says Mr. Matthews, with innumerable small 
holes, from the size of a pea to that of a ten- 
cent piece, and the paint over these places 
was only kept in place by one or more 
threads. He repaired this damage and 
touched up the painting so that it is good for 
a number of years to coine. 

When Mr. Patten’s remains were brought 
on here from Maine, Senator Stewart ob- 

talned permission for them to rest in the 
vault at Oak Hill for fifteen days. Recently 
the time was extended for another fifteen 
days. That time has almost expired, and the 
funeral party will start West with the body 
in a short time. Senator Jones, of Nevada, 
and Judge Clarke, of San Francisco, will ac- 
company the Misses Patten and Mrs. Qlover. 

BERCMANN’S FATAL STROKE. 

Or. Mackenzie Says It Shortened the 
Kaiser’s Life. 

London, Oct 11.—The British Medical 
Journal publishes details from Sir Morrel 
Mackenzie’s book on the case of the late 
Emperor Frederick. Dr. Mackenzie asserts 
that the death blow was given the Emperor. 
April 12th, when a false passage made by 
Dr. Bergmann's tube, caused extensive sup- 
puration around the trachea which steadily 
drained away the Emperor’s remaining 
strength and shortened his life at least ten 
months. Except when the false passage was 
made and Dr. Bergmann thrust his Unger 
into the wound, the Emperor never suffered 
actual pain. 

A Request from Parnell. 
London, ;Oct. 11.—Mr. Parnell requests 

any friends who have received letters from 
him in 1881 and 1882 to send them to his sec- 
retary for use before the commission of In- 
quiry. 

Twenty Thousand Will 8trike. 

London, Oct. 11—Twenty thousand York- 
shire colliers have notified their employors 
that they will strike unless conceded a ten 

per cent advance. It is expected that 80,000 colliers will give notice to the same effect 
before the end of the week. 

William at Roma. 
Rome, Oct. 11.—Emperor William arrived 

at 4.10 this afternoon. He was met at the 
railway station by King Humbert. The 
greeting between the two momarchs was 
most cordial. Large crowds lined the streets 
leading from the station to the Quirinal. and 
an enthusiastic welcome was extended to the 
German Emperor. 

Let Off With a Nominal Fine. 

Ottawa, Ont. Oct. 11.—The minister of 
customs has given his decision in the cases 
of three vessels belonging to the Inter- 
national Transportation Company of De- 
troit, recently seized at Algorna Mills. Each 
vessel is to pay a nominal fine for not having 
reported at the custom house within the time 
prescribed by the statutes. 

Havana, Oct. 11—Domingo Sanudo, who 
owned ninety houses and was estimated to te 
worth 82,000,000, and his wife, were found 
murdered this morning in their residedce, on 
Inquisdore street. The bodies were terribly 
backed with a hatchet. The couple were very 
old, and isolated themselves from others, liv- 
ing as misers.

A lady called to see a friend, 
another lady whose mother, a very firm be- 
llevor in Chrisian Science, lives with her. 

The mother came down to meet the caller, 
and remarked, apologetically, but cheerfully, 
as she came in: 

“My daughter has a belief in a boil, and 
can’t come down.” 

Very different, indeed, is another story of 
the mind cure, which comes to the Listener 
from an esteemed correspondent, who sends 
his name and address as a guarantee of good 
faith, and which runs in this way: “A lady, strong in the faith, fell down a 
long flight of marble stairs, and while she 
was in the air, she bethought herself and said, ‘Here is a chance to apply my truth.’ She 
did so, landed gently and rose and walked, 
unharmed.” 

The lady who accomplished this miracle 
must be very strong in the faith indeed. 
When one is falling down a long flight of 

marble steps, and completely in the air, be- 
thinking one's self is one of the most difficult 
things in the world. 

Pigeon Messengers at Sea. 
[Scientific American.] 

The scheme suggested by the French Socle 
ty Colombophile is a novel,indeed, an impor- 
tant one, and it seems lather strange, now 
we are told how much advantage is likely to 
result, that it was not thought of before. It 
consists in sending pigeon messengers from 
ship to ship, the same being on the broad 
seas and far apart, or near an enemy’s coun- 
try, and needing re-enforcement. A cote has 
been established aboard the dispatch boat 
St. Louis, the consort and constant attendant 
upon the Couronne, line of battle ship and 
school of gunnery at Salius d’Hyeres. 

At its recent departure from Toulon, whither it comes every three weeks to revic- 
tual, the St. Louis brought young pigeons, 
which quickly got accustomed to the floating nnfo anil fn tha nnioa rtf nrtillm-tr *1,„ 

Louis firing at least GOO shots a week from 
her great guns. At distances small at first, 
finally reaching 20# miles at sea, the pigeons 
were released with messages, those of the St. 
Louis going to their home cote on Couronne, 
and those in the latter flying to the St-Louis. 
There have been few mishaps, and, strangest 
of all, the pigeons do not fear, so far as can 
be seen, the fire of the great guns, at times 
arriving when they are ip full play, and in 
the midst of heavy clouds of smoke coming 
from the burning powder. The idea is to 
keep up constant intercourse between dis- 
tant fleet which may be operatiugagainst an 
enemy that may appear in force at any 
moment and at any point.

Among the Victims, 

Terribly Mangled Bodies Still Clad In 

Gay Uniform*. 

Stories Told By Eye Witnesses of the 
Disaster. 

Danger Signals Set But Hot Heeded By 
the Oncoming Train 

Easton, Pa., Oct. 11.—An official tells this 
story of the Mud Run disaster: "Eighty- 
seven car loads of people attended the parade 
at Hazelton from Wilkesbarre, Scranton, 
Carbondale and other places. There were 

eight sections of the train. These followed 
Passenger train No. 12, with orders to run ten 
minutes apart. These orders were also de- 
livered to the telegraph operators at all sig- 
nal stations. The seventh section came to 

Mud Run ahead of time and was stopped un- 

til the ten minutes had expired. A danger 
signal was displayed at the station, and the 
rear brakeman was sent back as an addition- 
al protection. Section Seven lay a short dis- 
tance beyond the station. When No. Eight 
came thundering along the brakeman gave 
the engineer the signal to stop, but he failed 
to heed it and dashed by the signals. The 
train plunged on, disregarded the signals at 
the station and an awful disaster followed.” 

A man arrived from the scene says: “The 
section wrecked was made up of Jersey Cen- 
tral passenger cars, which are only shells 
or apologies for cars. Two were com- 

pletely demolished, and the other two 
n6xt to worthless. The colliding sec- 
tion was drawn by two engines. 
The first engine ploughed through the last 
car in the train and partly through the next 
one above. Many of the dead and injured 
in these cars were found either beneath, on 
top onalongsidu the engine mangled beyond 
recognition. Henry Cook was the engineer 
of the first engine, and James Sharkey of the 
second. Cook leaped from his engine and 
cannot be found. His firemen are severely 
but not dangerously injured. Sharkey said 
that when he saw the signal to stop he shut 
off steam. When he saw the danger signal 
on the target at the depot, he reversed his 
lever but Cook’s engine continued using 
steam and pulled him into the wreck. The 
story that some cars were thrown over the 
embankment is not true. 1 should say that 
if the cars had been Lehigh Valley cars in- 
stead of Jersey Central, the accident would 
not have been so disastrous and I doqfat if 
more than three or four would have Been 
killed. I am well acquainted with Cook and 
cannot understand what came over him. 
According to the Investigation thus far made, 
the company’s rules and orders were com- 
plied with by the telegraph operator and the 
crew of the third section. 

FRENZIED WATCHERS. 
Weary Hours of Waiting For the Sad 

Particulars. 
WiLKESBAraie, Pa., Oct. 11.—The news of 

the accident on the Lehigh Valley road 
last night spread through the city like wild 
fire and the friends and relatives of passen- 
gers on the wrecked train flocked to the sta 
tion in the hope of learning the sad particu- 
lars. Throughout the night the depot was 

tnronged by hundreds of persons suffering 
untold agony over the uncertainty, the rail- 
road people refusing to give any information 
regarding the accident. The throng was loud 
in its denunciation of the company for refus- 
ing this information and causing needless 
suffering. 

Many persons wanted to go to the scene of 
the disaster and endeavored to charter a loco- 
motive, but the favor could not be obtained. 
After waiting from 10 o’clock until 3 this 
morning, many persons took the south bound 
train which passed Wilkosbarre at 3.10 and 
went to the scene of the accident. 

It was there learned that the third train 
had stood on the tracks a few hundred yards 
from Mud Hun waiting for the sections ahead 
to get out of the way. A flagman, some say, 
had been sent back with a lantern to guard 
the train from the rear. Suddenly the pas- 
sengers on the rear platform saw a train ap- 
proaching at a high rate of speed. Several 
saw the danger, jumped and escaped. There was a frightful crash and the engine 
plunged her full length into the train. The 
shock drove the rear car through the next 
one for two-thirds of its length, and the sec- 
ond one was forced into the third. 

Net a single person escaped from the rear 
car. The second was crowded with maimed 
and bleeding bodies and the third had but 
five passengers who escaped. 

The steam and smoke cleared away and 
the rear car presented awful sights. The 
timbers were crushed and wrenched, while 
on all sides hung mangled bodies and limbs. 
The few bodies which were not mangled 
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little remained in the car which bore human 
semblance. 

When the shock of the crash had subsided 
the uninjured began to do what could be done 
for their unfortunate companions. The St. 
Francis Pioneer corps, who were on the train, 
plied with zeal the broad axes which were 
meant for holiday occasions. They were but 
little adapted to the work and were soon use- 
less. 

To free the bodies In the rear car the train- 
men attached a locomotive to the wrecked 
engine and started to pull it from the wreck. 
The fir.t movement of the shattered wreck 
brought from the wounded such awful cries 
that their friends ordered the engineer to 
desist on pain of his life. 

The few houses about the spot were thrown 
open to the suffering and bonfires were light- 
ed to aid the work of relief. 

The passengers give many different ac- 
counts of the probable cause of the accident, 
some attributing it to the negligence of the 
flagman in not going back with the red lights. Others say ihe fourth train which ran into 
the third had no air brakes. 

The latest figures place the number killed 
at 55 and the Injured at 40. 

The scenes at the depot in Wilkesbarre 
when the trains with the dead and wounded 
were expected were heart-rending in the ex- 
treme. Several hundred persons assembled 
and it was painful to see the parents looking 
for their children, husbands for their wives 
and friends for friends. 

Among the shocking scenes at the wreck 
was that of a young lady who was found 
caught by the lower limbs. One of the 
limbs was quickly released but the other 
could not be freed and an unfortunately mis- 
directed blow of an axe severed it from the 
body. She heroically bore the torture and, 
taking out her gold watch handed it to an 
acquaintance as a gift to a friend at home. 
She was put on board one of the trains but 
she could dot survive her terrible injuries 
and died in the arms of her friends in the 
car. 

Two of the victims at the hospital died 
this morning and 6 or 8 more wlil die. There 
are a number of dead unidentified. 

DEATHS IN THE H08PITAL. 
The Cost to the Company Will Reach 

* 1,000,000' 
Wiekesbarkk, Pa., Oct. 11.—Owen Kil- 

cullen, aged 35, of Scranton, and Thomas 
Moore, aged 36, of Bellevue, died at the hos- 
pital this afternoon. Those seriously in- 
jured at the hospital here number 13. The 
bodies of the dead are now at Whitehaven 
where they are being prepared by under- 
taeers and placed in coffins. They will be 
brought to the city this evening and sent to 
their late homes. As the hours pass by, the 
crowds that surround the depot grow larger and the excitement increases. The loss to 
the Lehigh Valley Railroad Company will 
be over 81.000,000. 

THE FUNERAL TRAIN. 
A Scene Which Its Spectators Will 

Never Forget. 
Wii.Keshakkk, Pa.. Oct. U-At 6.30 p. m. 

the funeral train arrived, bearing 57 dead 
bodies, partly prepared for burial, each be- 
ing covered with a white cloth, and laid up- 
on boards placed upon the backs of the seats 
Three passenger coaches were thus filled. 
As the train drew up at the Wilkesbarre de- 
pot, it took a dozen policemen to keep back 
the frantic crowd of friends and relatives 

who had come from Scranton and Pleasant 
Valley to meet their dead. A special coach 
had been provided for these friends, bat 
they insisted on entering the cars containing 
the dead, and weie only stopped by force 
and the efforts of five priests on the train. 
One body was removed from the cars at 
Wllkesbarre. The train then continued up 

I,el*ware A Hudson road to Miners’ 
Mills and Scranton, Later, frantic men in 
search of missing friends, broke down the 
doors of the cars and began a frantic search 
for their beloved ones. ^Clothing was torn 
from the mangled andscalded bodies.reveallnff the gay uniforms of the St Aloyslus Cadets 
and other societies. Those who knew their 
relatives were on board also lilocked into the 
cars and began re arranging the attire or 
coverings of the corpses. Many were dis- 
torted and in horrible attitudes, and friends 
endeavored to lessen their frightful appear- 
ance. 

At Miners Mills the train stopped to leave 
the body of James Flynn. As the train drew 
up at Pleasant Valley the most heartrending 
scenes were enacted. Ropes had been 
stretched about the depot and guards kept 
the immense throng back. The shrieks and 
screams | of the stricken friends and rel- 
atives were pitiful. The first body carried 
out was Oscar Gibbons, aged 13, born in the 
arms of his stalwart brother. Then, one af- 
ter another, 46 white sheeted bodies were 
carried out and given into the charge of 
friends. The shrieks and cries of women 
were mingled with the hoarse shouts and 
imprecations of the men. When all were 

out, the train again pulled out to bear the re 
malnlng dead to Scranton, Mlnooka and 
points beyond. There are ten bodies still 
unidentified and it is Impossible to tell the 
number of wounded. Twenty-five were 
brought here to the hospital. Numbers of 
others are slightly injured and have gone 
home or are being cared for. 

HEARD TWO WHISTLES. 
Conductor Kelthline Says He Order* 

ed the Train to Proceed. 

Wilkesbarbe, Pa., Oct. 11.—From the 
unanimous testimony of eye-witnesses it is 
found that Jaiaes Hanegan, the rear brake- 
man of the train known as section 4, was 

swinging a danger|slgnal at some distance 
from the rear of that train. A red signal 
was out at the station also, and red lights at 
the rear of the cars. The on-coming train, 
with its Immense human freight, was slack- 
ened a little in response to tne signals, but 

iust tnen Conductor Kelthline claims he 
leard two whistles from the forward sec- 

tion, as a signal to go ahead. He therefore 
gave the signal to the engineer to go on. 
When but fifty feet from the section ahead. 
Engineer Cook and Fireman Gallagher saw 
the danger. The lever was partly reversed, 
but it was too late.

Benjamin Alexander, Esq., one of the most 
prominent business men in that section of 
Aroostook. Mr. Alexander was at the time 
of his death, postmaster of the town, and 
for many years the leading merchant and 
business man. He was a member of the 
Maine House of Representatives in 1876, 1877 
and 1878. He was the son of the late Hugh 
Alexander, Esq., who, tor years was a lead- 
ing lumber man in that part of the State, 
and once represented his Representative dis- 
trict in the legislature. 

Application will be made to the legislature 
this winter for an amendment to the act in- 
corporating the Northern Maine Railroad 
Company, allowing the company to issue 
bonds, toe cause giving the privilege being 
omitted from the act.

TO USE FORCE, IF IT IS NECESSARY. 

Chicago Will Not Temporize with 
Lawless Striksrs. 

The Police Given Authority to Act 
With Vigor. 

Yesterday's Happenings Along the 
Street Car Lines. 

Chicago, Oct. il—At about 1 p. m. today, 
the crowds around the Western avenue barns 
were electrified by the arrival of a 'bus load 
of new men, escorted by police in patrol 
wagons. The report spread that an attempt 
would be made to run cars. There were 23 
men in the ’bus, and two patrol wagons kept 
guard. The wagons drew up, and the men 

piled out of the ’bus and into the barns. 
Crowds began to gather and surround the 
barns. Lieut. Shea ordered the police to 
disperse the mob, and as they advanced in a 
determined manner, the crowd fled, women 
and children falling over each other in their 
wild endeavor to get out of the way. Some 
conductors and drivers refused to move when 
ordered, and nine were immediately arrest- 
ed, placed In a patrol wagon and hurried to 
the station. 

Chief Hubbard, this afternoon, after con- 
sulting Mayor Roche, Issued a general order 
to the police to see to it that no crowds be 
allowed to gather in the streets. Officers 
and patrolmen are authorized to use force if 
necessary, and as much as may be needed. 
Chief Hubbard duchuett there will be no 
temporizing with the rioters,and that rioting 
will be put down with a stern hand. Mayor 
Kocbe says it looks as if it will be necessary 
totight to maintain public order. 

There was an incipient riot at Lincoln av- 
enue and Sedgwick street, on the North side, 
this afternoon. A mob of about 3U00 people 
gathered about the cars, booting the new 
drivers and pelting them with rotten eggs. 
One team became frightened and ran, drag- 
ging the driver with them. They dashed in- 
to the next car, frightening the team attach- 
ed to it, which, in turn, ran into another car, 
smashing things and adding to the general confusion. Order was finally restored. One 
driver, after being hit with a bad egg. threw 
down the lines and refused to drive longer.

The reply of Mr. Brice has not been made 
public, but Mr. Converse Is not on the 
stump. 

The Boston Advertiser contrasts the con- 
duct of Judge Gray of the Supreme Court 
of the United States with that of Judge 
Lamar. Because some of his relatives are 
owners of Bell telephone stock Judge Gray 
has declined to sit in the suit brought by the 
Pan-Electric, or, more properly, by the Cleve- 
land administration to Invalidate the Bell 
patent, thus exhibiting a delicate sense 
of honor which does him great credit. 
But how is it with Lamar? Lamar, it will 
be remembered, when this suit waB first 
instituted was Secretary of the Interior 
and it was he that authorized it to be 
brought in the name of the government* 
He comes pretty near being the prosecutor 
in the case. At any rate his decision that 
the suit might be brought in the name of the 
government was pretty nearly, if not quite, 
equal almost to a declaration on his part 
that be believed it well founded—in other 
words that the Bell patent should be set 
aside. He is now on the supreme bench, 
and the case is now before it for decision. 
Does Mr. Lauiar decline to sit on account of 
his previous interest in the case? Not a bit 
of it. The consideration that Impels the 
Northern “mudsill” to withdraw from the 
case has no weight with him. He belongs to 
the chivalry. 

Trusts and the Tarhf. 
Oue of the favorite methods of Democratic 

assault on the tariff has been to charge, upon 
it the responsibility of trusts. In the re- 
port of the minority upon the Senate tariff 
bill it was called the “nursing mother ol 
trusts." There was never any foundation 
for this charge, but that has not prevented 
the Democrats from iterating and reiterat- 
ing it, no more than does the fact that 
the Senate tariff bill absolutely prohibits 
the Importation of opium prepared for 
smoking deter them from repeating over 
and over again that tne Republicans are 
pandering tot be vice of opium smoking. 
Mr. Blaine has shown that tiusts exist in 
abundance in Great Britain, w bich is as 
near a free trade country as there is on 
earth, and though thevaro not. railed hv that 

name they have all the essential character- 
lstscs of what is called in this country a 
trust. Of very recent date is the formation 
of a salt trust in England, with a capital 
of #15,000,000. Now the existence of trusts 
in abundance in a country without any pro- 
tective tariff conclusively proves that that 
kind of a tariff is not responsible for them. 
As matter of fact, too, tbe biggest trusts in 
this country deal with articles not protected 
by tbe tariff. The whiskey trust cannot 
possibly be the offspring of the protective 
tariff, neither can the Standard Oil trust. 
But these two trusts constitute tbe biggest 
monopolies that ibis country knows any- 
thing about. The tariff, even when so high 
as to be absolutely prohibitory, creates no 
individual or corporation monopoly. It in 
no way prevents any one of the sixty mil- 
lion of citizens of the United States engag- 
ing in the industry protected. On tbe con- 

trary it encourages him to engage in it by 
securing to him tbe home market and protect- 
ing him from the destructive competition of 
foreigners who could drive him out of 
business by means of their advantage ot 
cheaper labor. Without the tariff many of 
the goods which our own people now supply 
would be supplied exclusively by foreigners. 
They would enjoy a monopoly of onr market. 
Does anybody imagine that would be condu- 
cive to cheapness? Doubtless if our mar- 
kets were opened free to English manufac- 
tures our people would get certain kinds of 
goods cheaper for a time—that is until tbe 
foreign manufacturers had driven our home 
producers out of business. But after that 
what would take place? Simply this. 
When the English manufacturer had gained 
possession of our market he would immedi- 
ately put up his price. Americans would 
then be at the mercy of a foreign trust, over 
which we could exercise not the slightest 
control so long as our tariff laws gave It 
unrestrained access to our markets. Our 
home trusts are perhaps amenable to legisla- 
tion, at least they are exposed to destruction 
by competition, but a foreign trust we conld 
neither get at by lew nor attack by competi- 
tion, for the moment the American manu- 

facturer started up down would go the price 
of foreign manufactures and stay down long 
enough to drive him outof business. This is 
not supposition merely. It has actually hap- 
pened. If anybody expects therefore to abol- 
ish combinations to put up the price—and this 
is all that trusts are—by opening our ports 
free to foreigners he is doomed to disappoint* 

The only effect free trade would have, 
If It had any, would be to transfer the com- 

bination to foreign soli where it would be 

beyond the jurisdiction of our laws and 

where we should be utterly powerless to 

attack it.

How It Happened the Humorist was 

Licensed by Baptists.

On reaching Bob Burdette’s pretty home 

near Bryn Mawr last evening a (Press re- 

porter gave the well known humorist the 
first intimation that he had been elevated 
by his Baptist brethren to the dignity of 
the ministry at their convention near Bustle- 
ton. 

“Did they," said Mr. Burdette, muslDgly; 
“did they do that? Well, you see I am not 
exactly an ordained minister. It’s only a 
sort of honor, you know, a recognition of 
continuance, or rather those who know how 
to talk. I’ve been a deacon for about a 

year in tbe lower Merion church. What do 
Ido? Oh, a deacon does lots of things; 
passes the hat and looks after the coal. 1 
looked after the coal.” 

“And you looked after the coal so care- 

fully that now you’re advanced to the min- 
istry ?” 

“Well, yes; but you should not joke with 
me. I did once preach in a Baptist church. 
It was about three years ago, I think, and it 
was up in the North Creek region of the 
Adlrondacks, at the Second Johnsbury 
church. 1 was up there for tbe summer, and 
the church deacons came to me and asked 

w jucoi/u, an mcj noio nnuuui a pantui. 
“I told them that I wasn’t good enough to 

preach, but they wouldn’t take ‘no’ for an 
answer. 

“I preached all summer, and had all the 
experience of a preacher, from pastoral 
visits to a donation party. 

“I didn’t want the donation party, but 
they gave It to me gratis. 

“1 wouldn’t take a salary. So they said: 
‘Well, we’ll give you a donation party.’ 
But all I took away of the donation party, 
which was a good sized party, was a round 
dollar as a memento of the first money I 
earned as a preacher. 

“As I am licensed now, I suppose I will 
preach occasionally, but Ism not a regular 
minister." 

Mr. Burdette will not lecture much this 
year and after Christmas expects to take a 
long rest and engage only in literary work at 
his desk. The Lower Merion church is a 
very ancient Baptist chnrch. It has re- 
cently been remodelled, and Mr. Childs has 
given the church a fine window to the mem- 
ory of Charles Thompson, the secretary of 
the first congress and a member of the 
church. The pastor is Kev. D. MacMackin. 
Robert J. Burdette, knowu to most people as 
the humorist, is known among the Baptists 
as a member of a great Baptist family. One 
of his brothers is a minister in India. 

One of Bob’s earliest preceptors and 
friends before he became well known as the 
Burlington Hawkeye man was Rev. Dr. 
Weston of the Crozer Theological seminary. He takes his recent honors very meekly, 
apparently indifferent to the probability 
that his former friends may mildly inquire 
whether or not Saul is among the prophets. 

The findiug of brother Burdette’s house is 
not unattended with difficulties, as dark 
roads, deceptive paths and obtrusive tree 
trunks waylay the unwary. So difficult Is

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BOARD OF TRADE. 

8pecial Meeting in Reference to Im- 

mediate Transprotatlon. 

Committee of Conference Appointed 
With the Boston and Maine. 

A special meeting of the Board of Trade 
was held yesterday morning Vice President 
J. S. Winslow in the chair. Some fifteen 
gentlemen were present. 

Secretary Rich first read a letter from the 
firm of Farnham & Co., importers, In which 
they stated their grievances. He then pre- 
sented the following petition: 

Portland, Oct. 8,1888. 
To the Portland Board of Trade: 

Gentlemen:—We respectfully call to the atten- 
tion of the board the fact that neither of the 
transportation companies entering this city from 
Boston and New York have tiled an immediate 
transportation bond; that lu consequence Im- 
porters are prohibiten from entering Importations 
at this port, but are forced to transact their busi- 
ness at the port of entry, causing not only addl- tional expense, but needless delay as well as a discrimination against this port. Hebce, we, the undersigned importers and merchants, respect- fully request Utat the matter be brought before 
your board with a view of placing this port upon 
au equal footing with that of other leading ports.

Messrs. Farnham stated that at present 
they have two carloads of glass in Boston, 
which arrived at that port some three weeks 
ago. It has taken as long to get the glass 
from Boston to Portland as from Belgium to 
Boston. Unless there is some remedy pro- 
vided the firm say they will be forced to im- 
port through Boston or New York, and 
they asked that the Board of Trade 
take action toward helping Portland 
business men to do their business through 
the Portland custom house. 

Mr. E. R. Pierce gave an idea of what the 
“Immediate Transportation” bond is. This 
is a bond given for the immediate transpor. 
tation of imported goods without appraising 
and without weighing. This gives an in- 
terior city the same privileges as the port of 
original arrival. The Boston and Maine 
have refused to renew a bond of this kind, 
which expired about two years ago. In con- 
sequence importers cannot to do their busi- 
ness here, doing it all through the large 
ports. Quite a number of Portland firms 
have ceased to do importing business here. 
It is not certain that there will be a line of 
foreign steamers here this winter, and in 
that case all importing business will have to 
go to Boston or New York, if people want to 
get their goods delivered without delay. 

In answer to a question by the president, 
Mr. Pierce said, if the local steamers should 
give the necessary bond and attempt to carry 
the goods, they would have to be sealed 
during their passage, but undoubtedly the 
Customs officers would make arrancrementfi 

so this should not cause them Inconvenience. 
He thought the steamers might give the re- 
quired bond, in case the Boston and Maine 
still declines to renew their bond. 

Mr. Taylor, of R. Stanley & Son, said that 
it would greatly benefit their business if one 
of the transportation companies would sign 
an “Immediate Transportation” bond. He 
said that Mr. Coy'.e was ready to give such a 
bond for the Boston steamers and went to 
Boston at one time to see about the arrange- 
ments. But it was decided that the bond of 
$250,000 must be signed directly in Boston. 
Upon this information Mr. Coyle did not 
proceed farther. 

Mr. Rich offered the following resolution: 
Resolved, That a committee of five be appointed 

to confer with the arrangement ef the Boston & 
Maine Railroad Company, to present the com- 
plaints of one of our merchants, and to ask that 
company If It will not bond its road in the In- 
terest of the merchants of this city. 

The resolution was adopted and Messrs. 
J. S. Winslow, Charles R. Millikeu, Wood- 
bury S. Dana, Charles S. Fobes, H. F. Farn- 
ham were appointed as this committee, 

Messrs. A. 8. Megquir, Frank M. Law- 
rence, Mervin W. Clark, Fred. V. Chase, 
Thomas Jackson and David Birnie were 
elected members of the Board. 

A COLLISION. 

The 8chooner Moonlight Run Down 

by the Sarah. 

The schooner Moonlight left Boston Wed- 
nesday evening, loaded with 3500 bushels of 
corn in bulk, 290 barrels of flour, and 90 bar- 
rels of kerosene oil, bound far Calais. About 
5 o’clock that afternoon, when Cape Por- 
poise bore W. N. W., about eight miles, 
from the schooner a vessel was seen 
coming down on her. The officers tried to 
attract the stranger’s attention, but failed, 
and could not see anyone on her deck except 
the man at the wheel. 

The strange vessel struck the Moonlight 
on the port side, about three feet forward of 
the house, breaking in three wales, three or 
four top timbers, and cutting into her side 
below the water line, carrying away the 
main shrouds and main chains. The Moon- 
light made water very quickly, and in a 
short time there was six feet of water in the 
hold. Capt. Webster ordered the boat to be 

got ready and put everything he could into 
it as quickly as possible. 

The stranger, as soon as she struck the 
Moonlight, backed away and left. Capt. 
Webster then set his colors union down, 
when the stranger bore down to the rescue, 
and proved to be the schooner Sarah, of 92 
tons burden, hailing from Bath. Capt. Web- 
ster headed the Moonlight for the shore, so 
as to have as little distance to row as possi- 
ble, before the schooner sank. Before the 
Saran reached the Moonlight, the tug Confi- 
dence. from Portland for Boston, came 

along, took the Moonlight In tow and brought 
her into Portland, 

The Sarah struck head on, and carried 
away her flying jib-boom and damaged her 
head-gear. The Moonlight is 120 tons, built 
at Calais in 1884, and owned by King, Easton 
and others. The crew consisted of captain, 
mate and two seamen. The cargo was con- 
signed to Calais parties, and supposed to be 
insured there.
