GOOD ADVICE BY SENATOR HAWLEY. 

He is Coing Home, and Advises Oth- 
ers to Do the Same. 

A Democratic Hunt for Misplaced 
Punctuation Marks, 

With Something About the Croat 
CS Discoveries Already Made. 

Washington, Oct. 12.—In the Senate to- 
day, Senator Hawley said he had brought 
notices aDd documents with the intention of 
making a speech of an hour, or an hour and 
a half’s duration on the Senate tariff bill. 
He thought the bill very good, perhaDS the 
best first draft of a tariff bill ever submitted 
by Congress. Nobody believed the bill 
could be discussed item by item and disposed 
of at this session. It had inevitably to go 
over until December. In his humble judg- 
ment the best thing the Senators could do 
was to go home and he, for one, was go- 
ing. 

Senator Keagan next addressed the Senate. 
He favored the House bill as against the 
Senate bill, though he would not say he 
would vote for every item in one or against 
every item in the other. 

The conference reports on the bill for 
“The Fourth of July claims” and on the 
bill to retire Gen. Pleasanton were present- 
ed and agreed to. 

Senator Mitchell offered a resolution, 
which was adopted, instructing the comuiiU 
tee on mines and mining to inquire into the 
cause of the arrears of work in the general land office. 

The Final Adjournment. 
Washington, Oct. 12.—Congress will ad- 

journ Saturday, Oct. 20th. This is the result 
of conferences yesterday, between the lead- 
ers of the House and Senate. Under this 
agreement the resolution of adjournment 
will come from the House. Nothing will be 
done in either house in the meantime, for 
neither will have a quorum. Six more 
speeches will be made on the tariff bill in 
the Senate, Messrs. Teller, Spooner and 
Hawley speaking for the Republicans, and 
Messrs. Vest, Keagan and Call for the Dem- 
ocrats. When the last speech has been 
made, the record of both parties will be 
complete. 

A Search for Flaws. 
Washington, Oct. 12.—The free traders 

are very busy trying, with the help of the 
Treasury Department, to find “weak spots” 
in the Senate substitute for the “Dark Lan- 
tern” bill, against which to direct their at- 
tacks. They have already discovered one 
mare’s nest, in the shape of a comma in the 
fnllnwincr ltororrronh of tlwx niJ/UHaho flin 

free list: “Coal, slack or culm, such as will 
pass through a half-inch screen.” That 
comma, they declare, wilt ruin the bitumi- 
nous coal mining industry of the United 
States, because, under a treasury ruling, coal 
as well as refuse or “slack,” might be broagt 
in free of duty. 

Well, it must be admitted that with a free 
trade Secretary of the Treasury like Mr. 
Fairchild, such a decision might be possible. 
He has made some rulings in the interest of 
foreign producers and importers, which are 

scarcely less absurd, but the paragraph in 
the substitute, comma included, is precisely 
as it stands in the present law, except that 
the rate of duty, 30 cents per ton, is omitted. 
So that “mare’s nest” will not be likely to 
frighten anybody. 

It is understood that Speaker Carlisle has 
discovered that the substitute raises the duty 
on cutlery, mid that he will make that fact a 
ground * t attack iu the campaign speeches, which he is to deliver during the next three 
weeks. Of course he will be careful not to 
say anything about the depressed and failing 
condition of the cutlery industry in this 
country, owing to undervaluation, and con- 
sequent excessive importations. The pres- 
ent rate is ad valorem, for which the finance 
committee recommends the substitution of a 

compound rate, partly specific and partly ad 
valorem, In order to cover the higher prices 
of labor and materials in the United States 
as compared with England and Germany. 

About five-sixths of all the pocket cutlery 
sold in the United States last year was made 
in the two countries named. The importa- 
tions amounted to 1,449,800 dozen, the aver- 
age Invoice value of which was only 83 cents 
per dozen, or less than seven cents per knife. 
Did the purchaser of a pocket-knife in this 
country derive any benefit from this tremen- 
dous supply of “cheap knives?” Not a par- 
ticle. Most of the imported knives are 
stamped with American names and marks, 
and were sold as such. The foreign manu- 

facturers, through their resident agents in 
this country, and the American jobbers 
pocket the most of the profit. Information 
obtained by the finance committee shows 
that wages in the cutlery industry in Germa- 
ny were about one-fourth, and in England 
about one-half, as great as wages in the 
same industry in the United States. The 
committee also ascertained that the cutlery 
industry of the United States has steadily 
declined since 1883, under the present tariff, 
which is inadequate. In five years, eleven of 
twenty-five concerns engaged in making 
pocket cutlery in 1882 have failed or been re- 
organized; tfio amount of capital invested 
has shrunk from $2,720,000 to $2,270,000, and 
the output in 1887 was 271,500 dozen, against 
418,000 dozen in 1882. 

It Is hoped, rather than expected, that Mr. 
Carlisle will state these facts if he snail de- 
liver his speech in Connecticut—say at Meri- 
den, New Britain, Naugatuck, Waterbury, 
Thomiston, Southington, or any other town 
where cutlery is or has been made—or in 
New York, at Malden, Phoenix, Fayette- 
ville or Ellenv ille. 

In the House. 

VVAsniNGTon, Oct. 18.—in the House, to- 
day, after discussing the Nicaragua canal 
bill, the House voted on Mr. Fuller’s amend- 
ment. The point of lo quorum was raised 
and the committee thereupon arose. Several 
efforts to secure adjournment or a recess un- 
til evening were rejected, and for the first 
time in two weeks a roll call was ordered, 
the motion being to adjourn. It was de- 
feated, but a subsequent motion to adjourn 
prevailed and, by a vote of 32 to 31, the 
House adjourned until Monday.

Bosworth’s Rascality. 
Fall River, Mass., Oct. 12.—As the exam- 

ination of tlie books of the Stafford Mill 
progresses new evidences of the rascality of 
Treasurer Bosworth are discovered. Today 
two notes turned up, one for $10,000 and one 

for $15,000 which Bosworth issued without 
the knowledge of his directors. Tills, with 

$20,000 shortage already discovered, makes 

the total defalcation to date $45,000. There 
is every possibibility, owing to the ample op- 
portunities Bosworth enjoyed, that it will 
reach much more. It is found now that oth- 
er unauthorized notes were issued and per- 
haps the ful extent of his defalcation may 
not bo known until these notes become due, 

■ Dynamite on the Track. 
Chicago, Oct. 12.—Capt. (Schaack, of the 

North side police, discovered this morning 
that the dynamite which Jules Kalzeberger 
was caught placing on the car tracks on 

Sedgwick street yesterday afternoon, is the 

most violent explosive ever found by the po. 
lice in Chicago. Several pieces of it were 

found on the tracks. They are cone-shaped, 
about the size and shape of half an egg. 

Capt. Schaack says the explosion of one 

cone would shatter a car wheel into atoms, 

and that three of them would blow a street 
car so high that a shovel would hold the 
largest fragment. A dozen of these cones 
were found in Kalzerberger’s pockets. On 
the surface of each cone is a small indenta- 
tion, through which protrudes something 
which looks like a torpedo. Pieces of wire, 
about iwo inches in length, extend from the 
bottom, and by means of these the bombs 
were fastened to the rail, so that the flat sur- 
face would be on top of the rail. 

Kalzeberger was closeted this morning 
with Capt. Schaack in the latter’s private 
office. The Captain was trying the pump- 
ing process, but with poor success. 

SOCIALISTIC VIEWS 

To bo Published With a Commentary 
on Current Politics. 

Minneapolis, Oct. 11.—The Socialists of 
Minneapolis arc preparing a spicy political 
document for the public. For several weeks 
past they have been earnestly discussing the 
questions involved in the presidential cam- 

paign, and they are preparing a pamphlet 
for the public, which is to contain an inter- 
esting correspondence of a committee ap- 
pointed to investigate the platforms of the 
various parties, with such well known econ- 
omists as Prof. Sumner of Yale College, 
Prof. F. L. Well, of the State University, 
the Hon. David Wells, the Hon. Carroll D. 
Wright, Edward Atkinson, and Commission- 
er Lamb, of the Bureau of Labor Statistics, 
together with running comments upon the 
different views presented, made from the 
standpoint of the Social Labor Party. This 
will offer an easy and interesting method of 
introducing the public to principles of the 
Socialistic party, the criticism that they 
make on the present economic systems, aud 
the changes that they propose. Thev have 
virtually repudiated all political platforms 
but their own revolutionary one of radical 
socialism. They take their stand on the ene 
demand of immediate, total and uncondi- 
tional emancipation of labor by the adoption 
of national co-operation, the national owner- 
ship of all the means of labor, and they ex- 
pect the more conservative elements of soci- 
ety to be forced by the logic of events to 
gradually take the neeesssry political action. 

The correspondence which it is proposed 
to publish, is in the form of a series of 
questions addressed by the committee to the 
eentlemen named, and the answers indicate 
quite a variety of opinions on the same sub- 
ject. Arrangements are being made for the 
immediate publication of the pamphlet, edit- 
ed by an ultra-Socialist of many years’ expe- rience. 

THEY COURTED IN FRENCH, 

And Were Married in Both German 
and English. 

Detroit, Mich., Oct 12.—It was noticed 
at the wedding of ex-MInister Lothron’s 
daughter, Anne, to the Baron Huene, of St. 
Petersburg, at St. Paul’s church last week, 
Thursday night, that the groom did not make 
any responses called for in the Episcopal 
marriage service, while the bride’s responses 
were clear and distinct. This was comment- 
ed on at the time, but nothing more was 

thought of it than that the Baron did not 
consider bis replies to be essential. 

It transpired today, however, that the rea- 
son he was silent was that he did not under- 
stand a word of the service, which was in 
Euglish, and all Greek to him. Upon reach- 
ing Mr. Lothrop’s house after the ceremony 
at the church and before the beginning of 
the reception, the Baron's embarrassment 
was discussed and it was decided for his sat- 
isfaction to have the ceremony performed a 
second time by a minister whom the Baron 
could understand. The gallant lieutenant 
of Her Kussian Majasty’s guards is fluent in 
the German tongue, and so a Lutheran min- 
ister was summoned to the house and the 
whole business gone through with once 
more, but very quickly and with less formal- 
ity, the Baron now making the responses, and 
after the ceremony expressing the greatest relief. 

Of course there was no doubt of the entire 
force and legality of the church performance, but these facts have given rise to consider- 
able gossip about the wooing of the happy 
pair, it being well known that Miss Lothrop does not understand Kussian or German, and 
the Baron is guilty of no English. 

Ex-Minister Lothrop smiled good natured- 
ly when quizzed about it today, and answe r- 
ed:— 

“It was all very easy. The young people did their courting in French.” 

COINC BACK TO WORK. 

The West Side Cars in Chicago will 
Run This Morning. 

Chicago, Oct. 12. —A committee of West 
side citizens waited upon the Mayor this 
morning, and then went to see the executive 
board of the West Side Conductors and 
Drivers’ Association, with a view to settling 
the strike. They returned to the Mayor’s of- 
fice shortly before 1 o’clock, and reported 
that the men agreed to allow the company,in 
case of settlement, to retain all the new 
men employed since the strike began. This 
is a decided concession. The committee fur- 
ther announced that both executive boards 
would come to the Mayor’s office this after- 
noon, where Yerke’s was invited to meet 
them. 

Apparently harmless looking torpedoes, found scattered along the car track on Sedg- 
wick street, last night, were tested today,and 
found to contain dynamite. Karsburger, the 
car conductor arrested for placing them on 
the track, and Thomas Nicholson, implicated 
by Karsburger’s statements, were held in 
$10,000 today. William Thompson was also 
arrested late tonight. 

The committee of the West side car men 
met Presiden; Yerkes this afternoon, and 
were told that if they would go to work and 
not demand the discharge of the new men 
hired during the strike, the North side men 
would be given the same privilege. After 
midnight the West side mendetrmined to re- 
sume work in the morning, with the under- 
standing that wages will not be reduced on 
the West or North side. If their proposi- tion is not complied with they will strike 
again.

The de- 
mand today for aid is overwhelming, both 
from white and black. 

Killed by Strikers. 
Macon, Mo., Oct. 12.—Thomas Wardwell, 

a wealthy coal mine operator, was shot and 
instantly killed this afternoon at Bivire, by 
striking miners during a riot. The strikers 
were greatly incensed at the action of the 
mine owners in bringing new men from 
abroad, but there was no violent demonstra- 
tion until today when some imported men 
were set on by the strikers. During the ri- 
ot, Wardwell was killed. Fears are enter- 
tained of further trouble. 

Beautiful September. 
IIanoveb, N. H., Oct. 12.—The records of 

Dartmouth College observatory show that 
the rain fall for September was 5.9 inches, 
more than double the average of the last 23 
years, and six times that of the correspond- 
ing month last year. The amount of ram in 
September was only exceeded in the years 
1869 and 1882. There were only seven clear 
days during the month. 

A New Ship Raiiway. 
Ottawa, Oct. 12.—A cablegram received 

from London announces the contract for the 
construction of a ship railway from the 
Bay of Fundy to the Baie Verte, on the Gulf 
of St. Lawrence, has been settled. The 
works will probably cost $500,000.

Mr. Blaine’s Trip From Indianapolis 
to Evansville. 

Cerman Voters of New Jersey Sup- 
porters of Harrison. 

The Democratic Wrangle Which 
Amuses New York Republicans. 

Indianapolis, Ind., Oct. 11.—Mr. Blaine 
was driven to the Union station at noon, 
escorted by D. M. Ramsdeil, of the Repub- 
lican State committee,and left for Ev nsville, 
via Vandalia. The station was thronged. 
Mr. Blaine waved his hand and was loudly 
cheered. 

Evansville, Ind., Oct. 12.—Mr. Blaine 
and party arrived ate p.m.,and were received 
by a large eoncourse.

The Vote of New York. 
New York, Oct. 12.—The results of

Governor Gray also spoke 

Politics Slightly Mixed. 
Nkw Yokk, Oct. 12.—The contest for the 

mayoralty between the two Democratic or- 

ganizations—Tammany Hall and the County 
Democracy—is young yes, but it has devel- 
oped a sentiment more bitter and resentful 
than has been known in New York politics 
for many years. Although but a few days 
have passed since Mr. Hewitt and Mr.

Lincoln and the Little Girl. 
fYouth’s Companion.] 

Will the world ever know what depth of 
tenderne&s there was in the heart of Abra- 
ham Lincoln? An anecdote, which has 
never been published, briDgs out one more 
instance in which his sympathies, awakened 
by a little child, nobly controlled his action. 
In one of the first skirmishes of the civil 
war, a young union soldier was so severely 
wounded in the leg that the limb had to be 
amputated. On leaving the hospital, the 
young soldier, by the aid of influential gen- 
tlemen, obtained a position as a government 
weigher of hay and grain. Not long after he 
had entered upon his duties, his superior 
officer said to him: 

“See here, Mr. M-, this hay weighs so 
much on these scales; but to the government 
it weighs so much more.” 
"I do not understand, sir, that way of 

doing business. I can enter but one weight, 
and that is the correct one,” answered the 
young weigher. 

His superior walked away, uttering 
threats. The young man from that day suf- 
fered many petty persecutions for his hon- 
esty, and it was not long before he received 
notice that the government had no further 
need for his service. The summary dismis- 
sal made him so downhearted that when he 
told the story to bis family, he seemed a man 
without hope. 

“Father, replied the eldest daughter, a 

firl of 13, “cheer up! Iam going to see 
'resident Lincoln. I know he will make it 

all right.” 
Her fathei and mother tried to turn her 

purpose, saying that it would be useless to 
see the President, as be would not attend to 
such a petty matter as the dismissal of a 
weigher of grain. But her faith In the 
President's sense of justice was so strong 
that she went to the White house, and, after 
three days of patient waiting In the ante- 
room, was admitted to Mr. Lincoln's pres- 
ence. 

The hour for receiving visitors had nearly 
expired, and as she entered the room the 
President, throwing himself on a lounge 
said wearily, “Well, my little girl, what can 
I do for you?” 

She told her artless story. Mr. Lincoln 
listened attentively, and with a smile asked, 
“But how, my dear, do I kno w that your state- 
ment is true?” 

“Mr. President,” answered the girl with 
energy, “you must take my word for it.” 

“I do,” replied the President, rising and 
taking her hand. "Come with me to Mr, 
Stanton.” 

"Stanton,” said Mr. Lincoln as they 
entered the office of the great war secretary. 
“I wish you would hear this child’s story.’1 “I have no time,” answered the over- 
worked man. 

“But you must,” replied Mr. Lincoln. 
"I have not a moment to spare to-day, Mr 

President.” 
“Come again, my dear, to-morrow, and 

Mr. Stanton will hear you,” said the Presi- 
dent, leading her away. 

The next day she was admitted at once tc 
the President, who took her over to Mr 
Stantoa’s office. The secretary listened tc 
the child’s simple story and was so moved 
by it that he indignantly exclaimed, before 
she had finished, “The infernal rascal!’ 
He went to his desk and wrote an order foi 
the immediate dismissal of the dishonest 
official, and for the appointing the little 
girl’s father to the vacant place. Mr. Lin- 
coln never fo-got the child; he told hei 
story to several Congressmen, and througt 
their influence her two brothers were en

I NO WARNING GIVEN UNTIL TOO LATE- 

j Engineer Cook’s Story of the Crash 
at Mud Run. 

The White Signal “All Right” Shown 

at the Station. 

A Lantern Waved Too Late to Pre- 

vent the Disaster. 

Wilkesbabre, Pa., Oct. 12.—Engineer 
Heury Cook, whose engine collided with 
such disastrous results with section seven 

of the excursion train at Mud Run, has made 
a long statement to be presented to the 
cononer’s jury tomorrow. He says: “I was 

continually en the alert for caps or other 
signals when we rounded the curve below 
Mud Run. I shut off steam as our Instruc- 
tions were to come into all stations with the 
engine under control, and allowed my engine 
to drift along. Tom Major, the engineer of 
4G6, whose helper I was, and who had 
charge of the train, blew one blast of his 
whistle for signals at Mud Run, and as the 
target showed white “all right,” be Im- 
mediately blew two blasts tor “up brakes 
go ahead.” I supposed, of course, Tom had 
applied the air brakes sufficiently to control 
the train and don’t know that he didn’t, but 
we were then running about 12 miles an 
hour. 1 was on the alert for signals, as Is 
customary on nearing a station, but saw 
none. To see the station flag at the point 
wheu we should be able to see U, It was 
necessary for me to climb upon the ratchet, which I did and saw no signal on the station 
signal pole, where such signals should hang. Had there been a flagman there with a sig- nal lantern we should both certainly have 
seen it and, if not both, it is reasonable to 
suppose at least one would have seen it, as 
there is certainly no cause for excitement 
until there is a signal of some kind of dan 
ger ahead. The trouble Is there was no sig- 
nal lantern nor even a cap east of the Mud 
River station. 

“When we were about 150 feet from the 
station, I was leaning out of the car win- 
dow and saw a white signal being swung on 
the station platform in a manner usually 
employed to stop trains or an engine. The 
lantern was being swung much more 
violently than when brakmen are 
signalling for switching engines and I 
immediately whistled down brakes and ap- plied my steam brakes. This extended no 
farther than my engine, as the other engine had charge of the train and the air brakes. 
I again looked out far the cause of the signal, aDd saw a red signal lantern on the platform 
and pulled my lever back as far as possible 
to reverse. It was too late to avoid the eat- 
astruphe. I had done all that I possibly 
could with brake and steam and could only await the resalt, which I did, remaining on- 
my engine until she stopped in the wreck. 
Then I started to pull the fire from under the 
boilers. 

John Welsh, another victim, died In the 
hospital here this afternoon. 

The deaths to date number G2, and six of 
the injured will die. The disaster makes 15 
widows and 34 orphans.

ITEMS FOR HORSEMEN. 

Nelson’s Fast Ones Probably to be 
Driven by Ira Woodbury. 

Frauk Foss of Saco, returned from the 
eastern part of the State yesterday morning, 
where he has been securing entries for the 
York CouDty Horse Breeders’ trots, which 
are to be held In Saco next week. Most of 
the purses are well tilled, and the 2.35 class 
race promises to be an unusually good one. 

Tlie Association had intended to bar from 
that race the horses which had a record of 
2.25 and lower, but as some difficulty was 
met with In obtaining entries for that race, 
it has been decided to make It a free-for-all. 
Jack Spratt and Maud K. have already en- 
tered, and Nelson has almost decided to start 
Aubine. J. n. PiQeid, the owner ot screw- 
driver, is sick, and the New Hampshire 
horse will not be entered, but with Aubine, 
there will be three starters and a hot race In- 
sured. 

It has also been decided to open the stal- 
lion race to all stallions, wherever owned, 
instead of to only those owned in York coun- 
ty, as was originally intended. This will 
bring Gilford Boy down from New Hamp- 
shire, and with Edwin L., Curtis Fearnaught 
and the others which will start, another 
good race will be insured. 

A writer in an exchange has the following 
to say about feeding colts: “I feed my colts 
oats, and corn in the ear, ground together, 
half and half, wet up with milk, either sweet 
or sour, as you would wet up a bran masb, 
once a day, and whole oats once a day; occa- 

sionally a bran mash. We can force the 
growth of the colt in this way so that one 
three years old, well cared for, will be better 
than one four years old half cared for, or 
run out to the straw stack to take care of 
himself; and if we would pay more atten- 
tion to the growth up to two or three years 
old, than to the speed, we would have more 
good horses. They never tell us how many 
dozen they have driven out and spoiled, but 
if one trots In 2.30 at one, two or three years 
old, that is wonderful, so it Is, but It Is not 
astonishing to see how many they have 
spoiled, that were equally as good and per" 
haps some of them better than the 2.30 ones. 
We canno t make race horses of these young 
things; race horses must be matured to stand 
racing. You drive the ambition out of a 
colt and he is good for nothing, neither track 
nor road. It is all right to break and way- 
wise the colt, but it’s all wrnnij tn f. re. him 

to speed as you would one of twice his 
years.” 

The local free-for-all at Saco Thursday, 
was won by Dr. Lapointe, in three out of 
four heats. Time, 3.00j, 2.584, 3.03, 3.044. 
Five heats were trotted, the third being de- 
clared dead. In the first half circuit 
of the first heat Cross lost one 
of his front shoes off his horse 
and on the next circuit the other front shoe, 
and it is a singular coincidence that both 
shoes were fouud on the track within 20 feet 
of each other. Owing to this circumstance 
Cross withdrew from the race. 

Surprise, a five year-old chestnut horse by 
McGregor Chief, dam by Sam Kirkwood, 
dropped dead while scoring for the second 
heat of a race at Norfolk, Neb. He bad a 
record of 2.23j{, made at Marshalltown, Iowa, 
in June, and was sold for $5000 ten minutes 
after he made it. 

Dr. C. H. Wells of Laconia, N. H.. has sold 
bis running horse Buck Taylor and bough 
Salamagundl, a thoroughbred raised by Au 
gust Belmont of New York. 

F. A. Campbell of Toronto, Ont., has sold 
to Mr. Dunspaugh of Buffalo, N. Y., for $500, 
the aged bay gelding Pawnbroker, by Ves- 
pucius, out of Evelyn Carter. 

Every breeder of experience knows that it 
is almost imposs'ble to select from a lot of 
young colts the one which will prove the 
fastest trotter when matured. Many that 
are large and well proportioned, show what 
is termed a “slashing gait," have good knee 
action, and indicate by every action that 
they have great speed, are never heard of 
after having been trained and driven. On 
the contrary, many a small, reugh unprom- 
ising colt, which gives no indication of un- 
usual trotting action, before reaching matur- 
ity, at last comes out and astonishes every- 
body by his wonderful record. 

At the late New England Fair the highest 
score was made by Noblesse, a bay filly by 
Alcyone, dam Fair Lady, by Dictator; sec- 
ond dam by Almont, and third dam by Gray- 
Eagle. This filly is owned by General W. is. 
Tilton, and she was marked eighty on struc- 
ture and forty on breeding, making a total of 
one hundred and twenty points.

William Thomas Savage. 
Great military captains and statesmen pass 

away from earth amidst the mourning of all 
the people. Their services and virtues are 
chronicled at length in the public press, with 
laudation of their lives and sorrowing for 
their death. 

But many a brave soldier of the cross goes 
to his reward unnoticed and unsung, 
mourned only by the narrower .circle to 
whom his worth was known. 

The subject of this sketch was born In 
Bangor, in November 1812, and was graduat- 
ed from Bowdoin College in 1833. After tak- 
ing his degree, he taught the academy at Al- 
fred, and then entered on the study of theoT 
ogy at Bangor, completing his course at Lane 
Seminary, Cincinnati, Ohio, where he en- 
joyed the instruction of Dr. Lyman Beecher 
and graduated in 1837. The year following, 
he assisted Prof. Calvin E. Stowe In teaching 
Hebrew In the same institution. His pasto- 
rates in this State were at Pembroke, Rob- 
blnston and Houlton; and in New Hamp- 
shire at Amherst and Franklin, in which lat- 
ter place he remained twenty-five years. In 
1866 Mr. Savage, with bis wife and sister, 
travelled extensively in Europe. Envoi and 
Asia minor. During his foreign tour, he 
contributed "Notes of Travel" from Eu- 
rope, the Nile, ML Sinai and the Arabian 
Desert. and from Palestine and Asia Minor 
to the Boston Recorder, (now Congregation 
alist.) and the Boston Review, which were 
exceedingly interesting and valuable. He 
also published many discourses and reviews, 
all of marked ability and giving evidence ol 
an active and fruitful life. 

After his return and continuing his work 
in Franklin for awhile " in obedience to an 
early impulse,” he resolved to leave that 
field of labor, and in 1875 became pastor of 
the Church of Christ in Monticello, Godfrey, Madison County, III., with which the Mon- 
ticello Female Seminary was associated in 
worship, where he remained two or three 
years. Afterward he resided in Quincy, III., 
until his death, which occurred August 
1883. Dr. Savage—he received the degree of 
D. I>. from Dartmouth College—was always 
active in promoting the interests of popular 
education. In Houlton he was a member of 
the State Board of Education for the county. He also originated academies at Houlton 
and Patten and secured for them endow- 
ments from the State. In Franklin be was 
on the board In charge of the schools, and 
was president of the State Teachers’ Associ- 
ation of New Hampshire. He was also on 
the Board of Overseers of Bowdoin College. In 1851 he married Mary Langdon Brad- 
bury, sister of the late Hon. Bion Bradbury, 
and after her death which occurred in 1872, he touchingly showed the tender love in 
which he held her memory, and his deep 
affection for his alma mah-r by founding a 
scholarship at Bowdoin to be known as the 
“Mary Langdon Savage Scholarship,” thus 
uniting them in perpetual remembrance. Dr 
Savage was a close student aud a profound scholar, while as a Hebraist, he had few 
supeilors in thiscountrv. 

In domestic and social life, within the 
bosom of his family and among bis friends 
and neighbors, he was the most delightful of men. Unbending from his severe labors 
and studies, he would give full play to the 
natural sunniness of his disposition. There 
was no trace of asceticism in his composi- tion ; but his humor was unbounded and he 
possessed a keen, yet gentle wit akin to that 
of Charles Lamb. While strict and self- 
denying in his own life, his heart was full 
of charity for the weaknesses of human 
nature, and it was his to console and counsel 
rather than to chide and denounce. While 
tolerant to those who might differ from him 
In matters of faith and practice, yet he was 
firm in his own convictions and unwavering 
in action where he thought principle was In- 
volved. A. W. B.

the difference in the world whose ox is gored. 
The movement to induce both Hewitt and 

Grant to withdraw was chiefly the work of 
Mr. Ottendorfer, of the New York Ktaats- 
Zeltuug. Mr. Ottendorfer says Hewitt has 
affronted the naturalized citizens of New 
York and they will not vote for him. On 
the other hand, he believes that Grant can- 
not get the votes of the more respectable 
part of the Democracy. A fight between 
these factions will in his opinion be disag. 
trous to the national ticket, and therefore he 
urges both Hewitt and Grant to withdraw. 
Grant says he is willing if that will promote 
harmony, but Hewitt says curtly that he 
cannot and shall not. So the factions will 
have to fight it out. 

The Christian Alliance discussed the sub- 
ject of divine healing at their meeting in 
New York Thursday, the particular question 
being “Ought we to send for the doctor when 
we are sick, and thus complv with the law, 
and, if we do, ought we to take the medicine 
he orders, or throw it away and trust only 
to the Lord?" The question might have 
been answered by asking another, thus: 
“Ought we, when our house is on fire send 
for a fire engine, and if we do, ought we 
when it arrives to forbid it to throw water, 
and trust only to the Lord ?" This, how- 
evt;r, was not tins way it was answered, un 
the contrary the Alliance seemed to be of the 
opinion that it was not the proper thing to 
send for the doctor or to take medicines. 
Had the Alliance been sick very likely it 
would have felt differently. 

Senator Vest had better let his “fight to the 
death” letter alone. There is no mistaking 
its meaning. It was a square declaration for 
free trade. It admits of no other explana- 
tion. The only effect of trying to explain it 
is to show how much more courageous Dem- 
ocrats were when this campaign began than 
they are now. Then they were fighting for 
a principle. Now they declare that they 
are contending for only a slight alter- 
ation in the tariff, which will not, they 
say, interfere with the protection policy. 
Once, in their estimation, protection was 
robbery, now they all propose to be for it. 
The wonder Is not so much at their complete 
surrender, so iar as public avowal is con- 
cerned, of its cherished principle, for they 
have always been ready to do that for votes 
as at their stupidity In supposing that the 
people will be deceived by their perform- 
ance. 

The first day’s registration in New York 
shows a large increase over the registration 
of the corresponding day four years ago. 
It was 74,778 then, it is 90,047 now, an in- 
crease of 21,289. Beyond indicating that 
there is great interest in the coming election 
and that a very large vote is going to be 
thrown it shows very little. The five assem- 
bly districts which threw the biggest vote I 
lor Cleveland lour years ago show an aggre- 
gate Increase of 1,774, while the four districts 
that threw the biggest vote for Blaine, and 
the ninth, which is Republican in sentiment, 
show an aggregate increase of 1,770. The in- 
crease is proportionally largest in the wards 
that have the largest labor vote, which goes 
to confirm what was pretty apparent before, 
that the workingmen of the country are 
taking a stronger interest in the prevailing 
contest than they have in aDy pending 
contest for a great many years. 

The New York Mugwumps are in some- 
thing of a quandary. Mr. Green, the custo- 
dian of the list of Republicans who four 
years ago pledged themselves to vote for Mr. 
Cleveland, has been applied to for this list by 
the Democratic National Committee on the 
one hand who pledged themselves not to use 
it except to help the national ticket, and on 
the other by the Democratic opposition to 
Hill which wants to use it to compass his 
defeat. Mr. Green has sent a statement of 
the facts te the Mugwump national advisary 
committee of 1884 and asked their counsel.

ALCER V. CURRIER. 

His Salon Pictures at Stubbs’s Art 
Store. 

Next Monday evening, Mr. Alger Y. Cur- 
rier will give the private exhibition of his 

paintings at J. T. Stubbs’s art gallery in 
Congress Square, and on Tuesday and every 
day thereafter for three weeks to the pub- 
lic. During the day-time tickets can be 
secured at the store, for winch no charge 
will be made. 

Mr. Currier’s remarkable charcoal work 
will be remembered when it was placed on 
exhibition at the Art Building in 1886, alter 
his return from Paris, where he had studied 
in the Academy Jullen, under the instruc. 
tion of Boulanger and Lefebre, having pre- 
viously done crayon stump work in the Bos- 
ton Art Museum for two years and a half. 
After his return to Paris in the winter of 
1886-87, he studied from the nude in the ate- 
lier of M. Carolus Duran, and in the cos- 
tume class in the Atelier Colarssi. At the 
end of the year he bogan painting for the 
Paris Salon, completing two works in oil 
and two Id water colors. These pictures, 
whose success at the Paris exhibition has al- 
ready become familiar to our readers, will 
be among the paintings displayed by Mr. 
Currier at Mr. Stubbs’s, and besides these a 
number of oils and water colors, in all some 

fifty pictures. 
Yesterday morning it was our good for- 

tune to see the Salon pictures, which had 
been unpacked and were almost ready for 
hanging. The three most striking ones are 

entitled “To Your Health,” the “Goddess,” 
and the “Mandolin Girl,” each one of the 
three entirely dissimilar In character from 
either of the others. “To Youc Health” 
represents an old man, clad iu a rough coat, 
holding a champagne glass at his mouth, 
with one hand, while the other grasps the 
bottle. On the wall at his back, bangs a 

frying pan. The picture, in every detail, 
calls for the highest praise. The coloring is 
exquisite, and it is solid. The drawing is 
exceedingly accurate. It is an old saying 
that skill in draughting and an eye for color- 
ing rarely combine in the same artist. When 
they do the great artist is found. Mr. Cur- 
rier comes from a stock that possessed the 
faculty of accurate drawing--his father 
having been chief draughtsman for the Hal- 
lowed Granite Works,—and to the family in- 
heritance has been added in his case, the 
eye for coloring and the ability to place that 
coloring on the canvass. The picture is in- 
stinct with life. There is an odd, quizzical 
expression in the old man’s eyes, as much as 
to say, while he drinks to his friend, “What 
are you going to do about it, anyway.” The 
seams and lines of the old fellow’s counte- 
nance, his generous nose, his ragged, grizzly 
moustache and hair, the rough,weather-beat- 
en flesh tints of the countenance, the hands 
—so admirably painted—with their coarse, 

rough, toil-worn fingers, the roughened by 
use coat sleeves, with the wrinkles at the 
shoulders and on the fore-arms, the pose of 
the head and ease of the figuie, as if the 
subject, while not forgetful of old-fashioned 
courtesy, was having a good time and not 
averse to letting every one know it; all these 
and other details that might be mentioned, 
show great strength and that Mr. Currier 
has within him the qualities of a great ar- 
tist. 

The “Mandolin Girl” is a full length, rep- 
resenting a young girl in brown skirt and 
Italian peasant waist, playing on a mando- 
lin. She has a very graceful pose, and the 
lines are exceedingly symmetrical. She has 
a modest, gentle appearance, and the picture 
is full of sentiment. “The Goddess,” from 
an anatomical point of view alone is admira- 
ble. A young brunette sits, with her legs 
bent under her almost in a kneeling posi- 
tion, and her arms crossed upon her bosom. 
Her face is in half profile. White drapery 
is gracefully used to form the background. 
The curves and beautiful lines of the sub- 
ject are reproduced with wonderful fidelity 
and show great power. The shading of the 
flesh tints Is excellent. 

Generally drawings are made, and 
then the brush is used. Mr. Currier used 
the brush alone in painting the picture “To 
Your Health,” and completed his work in 
three sittings. A very fine sketch of a fellow 
otuaoub, Ua. PattUIr, was psistal In four 
hours. 

Last evening a party of gentlemen, some 
seventeen in number, gave Mr. Currier a 
supper at the Preble House, in recognition 
of the honor Mr. Currier has done his native 
State by the success he has achieved in his 
art.
