THE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD.

The Value and Treatment of Muck.

We doubt not many farmers who have
muck beds will find much information and
many valuable suggestions from the following
brief but caraful description of the quality,
value and treatment of muc.ks The paper
was read at a recent meeting of the Ameri-
can Institute Farmers’ Club by Dr. E. W.
Sylvester of Lyons, whom we know to be
one of the most deserving and practically
scientific agriculturists of western New York,
The doctor writes:

““The word muck is applied by some wuit-
ersto all kinds of manures, including the
dmppinfa Eg animals, but for the rreeent pa-
per it will be used as descriptive of the dark
composition taken from swamps and low-
lands, and which is usually composed of
muck, peat and geine, muck being properly
the surface in these natural deposits, peat
more thoroughly decomposed vegetabla mat--
ter, and geine the really valuable substance
to the farmers contained in the two. Geine
is thus defined by Worcester: ‘Vegetable
earth or mould, the soluble brown matter
which may be extracted from soils by the ac-
sion of water. This is the substance we
need for plant food, and is contained in the
peat and muck in vnrlylng proportions, ac-
cording to tre locality from which the sample
Is taken, It is pretended hy some that all
swamp muck contains a ntage of acid,
and must not be applied directly to the tield
from the bed. I determined to test the truth
ot this, and in 1853 drew in autumn a few
loads of muck directly from its bed and

read evenly over sod ground of timothy and
clover (the soil being a strong loawm) at the
rate of about twenty loads to the acre, and
drove stakes to faciliate the observation of the
experiment,! but the following spring and
summer no stakes were required to mark the
spot, for the crop was of a darker color,
atro:ger gll;owth. and apparently very much
benefited by the application. Itis proper to
remark in this connection thatI had previ-
ously tested several samples of the muck
with soda, and couid find no acid present. It
has been, however, my usual custom to pre-
pare the muck before applying lit to the culti-
vated land. The land frem which the muck
is dug requires to be drained, and a generouns
bmﬁ ditch is lined off, and two men with a
two-horse truck and dumping boards will
draw and deposite upon the muck pile, which
is about forty rods distant, an average of six-
teen to twenty loads per day, the muck Lein,
thrown from the ditch ihto the truck, an
the ditch finiseed in goon styte as the muck
is daawn away. Counting the cost of team
and extra man at $5 per day, the muck costs
only 25 cents per load, and you have the
ditching without any expeuse. But I have
found 1t best to combine otherjtertilizers with
the muck, and this has given rise to two dif-
fereni methods of composing. First, muck
and stable manure—a number of loads of
muck are domped on the ground, forming a
bed in a position at any time approachable in
summer or winter, usually at a small distance
from the barn, and upon this bed is drawn
and dumped stable manure, and upan these
two another layer of muck, thus sandwich-
ing the muck and manure until the pile is so
high that it is inconvenient driving upon it,
the muck and manure having been intermin-
gled to a considerable extent by driving over
it as each load is deposited. e proportion
is usually one load ot stable manure to five
loads of muck. I have thus prepared an ag-
ricultural sandwich, which is devoured by
the hungry soil, when applied, with to.
Second, muck and lime, ashes and muck, so-
da and muck, potash and muck, afler re-
peated experiments, have proved themselves
very valuable, but as unleached wood ashes
are difficult to be obtained, I have usually
sandwiched the muck with lime, which is
very cheap, and in my location easily obtain-
ed. The pile of lime and muck is pre
in a similar manuer, with this difference; we
put only one load of lime to ten of muck,
taking care that it is evenly distributed
through the mass. These piles of compost
are allowed to remain about six months, un-
til late winter or early spring, when they are
drawn upon the land intended to be fertilized
end where they are immediately available as

Jant food. Every man who hasa garden

among the s plants he is cultivating. I
use, for the purpose of preparing my alkaline
geine, and old molasses hogshead, or some-
times old sugar hogsheads will hold water al-
ter being soaked. Into this I put four bushels
of muck or peat and one bushel of unleached
ashes orj its equivalent of potash, and then
fill the hogshead with water. This is
zhorouihl{ stirred once a day for three days,
when the liguid will be about the color of the
liqinor in the tanner’s vats, and may be ap-
plied in the liguid form to any kind of garden
vegetables or small fruits at the time of sun-
set, with the most satlsfacm results, If
muck is accessible in your locality, and you
will try this only once, I have no doubt it
will bccome with you an annual friend. The
hogshead may have the alkaline geine dipped
out, and be filled n two or three times, or
8o long as the dissolving geine shall impart a
proper color ito the water. It is said that
Pein, by selling one-half of her guano beds to
the United States and Eagland can pay offall
of her national debt. With these beds of al-
most pure geine distributed here and there
over almost the entire country, why not util-
ize them and our own national debt?
This natural fertilizer is at your very doors;
is neither ‘dear bought nor far fetched,” an
is very much more lasting than the best gu-
ano. It will not bring as large a crop the
first year, but with an average of five years it
will outdo the guano and prove more satis-
factory. It is true the geine has not so much
nitrogen as the o, but by composting we
can generate fermentation and draw the
nitrogen from the clouds and the air.”

Canning Fruit.

There are various processes to be taken
into consideration in what is now considered
the simple process of preserving fruit in caus,
so that it will keep for any length of time;
and when these things are all fixed in the
mind, the results can mever be failures.
Freshly gathered berries or fruit are very es-
sential, and the former should be cleansed
from all dust and debris by being looked over
before preserving. A good way to wash
them is to let the hand which is filled with
berries reat for a few moments in a large
bowl of water, and all the leaves and briars
will thus be rinsed off. 'The skins of peaches,
pears, quinces, plums, aad tomatoes, can be
removed by turning boiling water over the
fruit, and after ten minutes’ scalding, takin
them out one by one, and either peeling o!
the skins with a s knife, or rubbing
them off with a towel. There are cooks who
declare that if berries or fruit come in con-
tact with water, some of their sweetness or
flavor is extracted, but we know that the
syrup is much nicer when they are treated in
this manner. Next in consideration is the
vaﬂetm the cans to be used, and whether
they shall be of glass, crockery, or tin, The
last named we woule[ advise you to shun on
account of the danger arising from the im-
purity of the metal. Physicians assure us
that many of our soldiers in the last war lost
their lives from partaking of canned fruits,
add we have experienced the ill effects of
Both canned peaches and canned tomatoes
done up in tin. Glass or stone -jars are the
most desirable, and we should always give
the preference to the former, because its con-
tents can be examined so mueh more easily,
and you can make sure that they are keeping
well. Of the glass jars, those with a porce-
lain-lined cover, which screws on to the cap,
will always give satisfaction. To prepare
these cans for receiving the boiling hot fruit,
it is needful to pour quite hot water into
them and then p them in a large glrlppinﬁ
pan on one side of the stove, filling it as fu
as possible with hot water, and letting it
come to the builing point, If you are still
fearful that the cans will crack when the hot
water is turned out and the fruit put in,
place a large silver speon into each can as it
is filled, withdrawing it when the jar is near-
ly full of fruit. Upon the same principle that
a silver teaspoon placed in a glass goblet will
enable you to pour pater, boiling hot from
the teaitettle, lnto it without cracking the
goblet, the tablespoon prevents the {a.r from
cracking, With the dripping pan filled with
Jjars and hot water on one side, and the pre-
serving kettle on the other, we willlcommence
to make the syrup, allowing six ounces of
sugar and four tahl sfall of boiling
water to each pound of fruit; or else, melting
one pound of sugar in one pintof boiling
water and adding one-half pint of it to every
quart can of fruit, Let this come to a boil
and skim off azg scum that may rise, then
put in the halved or whole peaches;and if
the former are used, be very sure to put two
or three of the stones into each quart jar to
give the flavor of them to the syrup. Boil
them until you can pierce easily with a bit of
broom-corn. Then fill up each can, adding
enough of the syrup to cure the cpeaches.
Wipe off the tops of Lhe jars with a cloth wet
in cold water to remove the that have
fallen ; put on the covers as quickly as possi~
ble and screw down tlghu{. then remove
from the water to the stone or table
letting them stand an hour or until cool, an

growth of weeds

turning the bottom upwards and pelting them
on their heads for a few minutes. From the
commencement to the end of the wms
everything must be scalding hot, boiling
syrup, hot cans, and the worst of all is that
one must also endure hot hands and faces
while the blood is subjected to such a heated
temperatare. A porcelain kettle is neediul
canning fruit, and white sugar of the best
kind is really che?er than brown, and
should always be used. Pearscan be canned
in the eame way as peaches. All small fruits
are to be preserved by the same process, only
they take a little longer to cook. A wooden
or silver spoon should also be used ; never an
iron one, as it injures the color of the syrup.
Plums require nearly half their weight in
sugar, being more acid than pears or peaches.
If each plum is pricked with a large needle it
will prevent the fruit from bursting to alarge
degree. If you have jars which are minus a
cover the following cement will make them
air-tight : Dissolve one pound of resin in an
old sauce-pan with a handle. one that can be
kept for the pupose. When thoroughly
melted, stir in slowly one-quarter of a pound
of whiting, well powdered. Mix it with an
iron spoon, and then dip into it round pieces
of muslin or cotton cloth; saturate them well
with the mixture, Lift one out with the
spoon and lay it over the jar, wetting the left
hand in cold water and pressing it firmly
over the mouth and down the sides of the
jar. After this is done take out some of the
preparation and spread it over the top of the
cloth, IFmoalng it down with the hand, When
cold, ight the covering will be concave.
If you desire tv open a jar, loosen the wax at
the edges with a knife and it will come off
easily, and can be saved lor use another sea-
son.—N. Y. Times.

Letter from Madawaska.

The Stery of Acadia—Our French Beitle-
menis—Visit of the Governor te Arocos-
took,

Forr FAIRFIELD, Ocr. 14, 1874.

The peace which followed the Revolutionary
war about ninety years since, was the signal
for fresh energy in the settlement of the west-
ern and middle sections of Maine and those
parts adjacent the coast. The same years, too,
witnessed the settlement of a few families on
that part of the banks of the St. John river
where it attains its most northerly point, now
knownas the town of Madawaska. In the
former case the secarity of which peace was
the harbinger, infased new life into the set-
tlement of the state. In the other case, the
few families that struggled up the St. John
uearly three hundred miles from its source
and nearly one hundred and fifty beyond civ-
ilization into the unbroken forest, were es-
coping from white men who had for nearly
half a century hunted and persecuted them as
if they had been wild beasts baset by cruel sav-
ages. Thefew families have now increased to
8,000 souls, scattered for seventy miles along
the river on the American side and as many
more within British territory.

The outlines of the cruel story of the expul-
sion of the Acadians from Nova Scotia is well
knowa to the general reader. In his Evange-
line, Longfellow has told the pathetic story of
this people and the umparalleled barbarity of
their English rulers in their fiendish attempt
to blot out a colony of 18,000 people by driving
families from their bomes, sending them to
divers and distant]destinations and scatfering
the members of households so that it might be
impossible for them to meet again. For par-
ticipation in such a crime by a civilized nation
there can be no excuse even if the victims were
savages. That it should be perpetrated upon
the Acadiaus, a quiet, peaceful and frugal peo-
ple, can bardly be conceived at the present
time except as the result of the refined malice
of rulers who delight in the darkest deeds and
the greatest woe,

Among the first settlers of Nova Scotia
were the French from Normandy. They
were toiling to establish a colony on
s0il of that country while the fathers
of New England were laying the foun-
dations of a theocracy in Massachusetts, Then
Nova Scotia belonged to the French, A cen-
tary of wars between the British and French
crowns followed. At length the former became
masters of the country, When this came
about the British undertook to compel the Aca-
diaps o take the oath of allegiance to their
crown. This the Acadians would not do be-
cause of their scrupulous adhesion to the idea
that once a subject of the French crown was to
always be oue. After some time the matter
was adjusted by compact to the effect thac
the Acadians should be regarded as neutrals.
This did not last long. The British charged
that the Acadians did not maintain their neu-
trality. In all Nova Scotia the Acadians were
the most flourishing colony and occupied sev-
eral of the most fertile sections of the country.
By an extensive system of dikes, thousands of
acres of fertile land bad been rescued from the
sea, and broad acres produced fabulous crops
and nurtured flocks and herds. Their frugali-
ty, their isolation from the world
and the constant wars hal bad a ten-
dency to develop their simple tastes
and entirely absolve them from dependence up-
on foreign peoples. ‘There wasno need for
coarts, for crimes were unknown or very rare.
Disputes were settled by the elders, and the
church ruled instead of the state. Real misery
was unknown; all labored; all were contented
and happy. Indeed,if we are to believe the his-
torian of the time, the Acadians were a sociaty
ot brethren every individual of which was
equally ready to give and to receive what he
deemed the common right of mankind.

In 1755 the British authorities, as the result
of long deliberation, concluded to disperse the
Acadians among the British provinces all along
the Atlantic coast. Accordingly the first of
September the male inhabitants of the various
villages were notitied by a vagne proclamation
to meet at theirchurches. Insome villages the
order was strictly complied with, Col, Wins"
low at Grand Pré, and his subordinates else
whore, at these meetings informed the ill fated
people that their estates were forfeited to the
crown, and that in a few days they would be
taken to unknown parts, permitted to carry
nothing but the little money they possessed and
a very few personal effects. Six days after this
(Sept. 10th, 1755) announcement the embarka-
tion was begun. The execution of the cruel
edict was rendered more barbarous by the offi-
eers to whom it was entrusted. Families were
scattered by design that they might never meet
again. A large part of the outraged people es-
caped, and in order to force them from the
country their houses were burned. Of the 18,-
000 inhabitants of Acadia about one half were
driven on board the transports and taken to va-
rious ports on the Atlantic coast from Boston to
Savanah, and there turned out into the world
without money, among strangers speaking a
strange tongue. Many of those exiled found
their way back to Nova Scotia, but the grealer
part were lost forever as a distinct people,
Many of those who secreted themselves in the
forests and took refuge among the Indians
found their way by degrees along the coast to
the 8t, John river. Btep by step this ill fated
people were driven back into the wilderness by
their foes. More than a hundred years since a
band of them reached a point on the St. John
above Frederickton. Here a settlement was
made—farms were begun and the industry of
the exiles was crowned with success for a sea-
son. At length, about the time of the close of
the war for American Independence,a company
of diseharged British soldiers claimed the land
occupied by the Acadians as their property by
virtue of a grant by Great Britain, and once
more these wretched people were compelled to
leave their homes and much of their property
and seek another resting place. They toiled
up the St. Jobn river until, as before stated,
they reached 1ts most northerly limit, where
the broad intervales doubtless reminded them
of their former home in Acadia. There on both
sides of the river the new colony was estab-
lished.

By the Ashburton treaty of 1842, the French
settlements on the western bank of the St. John
were ceded to the United States and became a
part of the state of Maine. Along the river,
the settlement is the most dense of any of the
rural towns in the state. Indeed, from the
point on the river where it becomes the bound-
ary line, to Fort Eent, a distance of 55 miles,
there is not a half mile of forest along the road.
The farms have been divided by fathers to
sons until the lots are not over thirty rods on
the front but extend back a mile and a half.

The condition and prespects of the Mada-
waska people, will be the subject for another
letter. The balanceof this article will be de-
voted to a brief recital of the occurrences at-
tending the visit of Gov. Dingley to this inter-

state. The Governor's party entered the
French settlements, which begin abont seven
miles north of Caribou by the way of the lat-
ter town. The unvsual and varied stylesof
the buildings, carriages, ete., plainly indicate
that the visitor has passed the limit of the
Yankee. But the fact of another people is
made more evident by the appearance of the
inhabitants, The children, for instance, take
off their hats as the siranger passes, and it is
rare that older persons fail to salute the passer-
by with tokens of deterence.  The party
reached Fort Kent Saturday of last week. As
the visit ‘of the Governor was unannounced,
the party had a good opportunity to notice the
customs of the people. Returming jthe eppor-
tunity was not 2o favorable, for it was noised
about that “Monsieur le Gouverneur’ was in
their country and the French people turped
out to pay their respeets to him. Several of
the’party attended mass at Fort Kent Sunday,
and at its 7 econel , at the request of all of
the people, Gov, Dingley addressed a few words
to them from the church stepsin which he
urged them to have their children attend the
schools and learn to read aod write English.

At Frenchville ten mlles below Fort Kent
there is a free high school ten months in the
year. Desirous of noling the progress of this
school,and being unable to meet the scholars at
any other time, Gov. Dingley rode down to that
point in the afterncon followed by thirty or
more carriages, The largest Catholic church
on the American side of the riveris located
near the school and there also is the residence
of the leading’ Catholic priest in that region,
Rev. Father Suaron. Several bundred people
were there at church on the arrival of the par-
ty from Fort Kent. At the conclusion of the
service, Gov. Dingley was invited to address
them outside of the ehurch, which he did. He
urged upon them the importance of the educa-
tion of their children in English in order that
they might be able to come into closer relations
with thie rest of the state. As a large part of
the hearers could not understand English, P.
C. Keegan Esq. interpreted the remarks of His
Excellency into French. The schoal was pex ¢
visited. There are three teachers connected
with it, two of whom speak both English and
Freoch, and one exclusiveiy English. Gov.
Dingley made a very thorough examination of
several classes in reading, geography, arithme-
tic, history and composition. To their credit
and to our surprise,every question was propetly
and promptly answered.. In short, the exami-
nation would have done credit toone of your
best drilled schools ‘‘outside” in similar
branches.

Father Suaron takes a deep interestin the
schoolfand in the general welfare of his people.
To his credit he notified the politicians that if
they undertook to nse intoxicating liguors
election day as an inducement to voters, he
would take his place at the polling place and
denounce such as used this mischievous agent,
These gentlemen kuow Father Suaron and it
is hardly needful to add thatno “Molsom'*
whiskey was brought to the polls. Sunday
night the party were the guests of the genial
and rather jovial priest and a right roval host
did he prove. The high school has begunan
important work for the forty or more district
schools in the Madawaska settlement in the
way of supplying them teachers which are so
much needed.

Monday morning we continued our return ag
anearly hour. As we passed along many set-
tlers followed with horses and carriages
and by the time we reached the far-
ther line of Madawaska the train nam-
bered twenty. At that point a Mr. Davis
—a good soldier of the late war, now a resi-
dent of Madawaska appeared with a company
of thirty horsemen carrying flags, who filed in
before the carriages as an escort while more
than twenty wagons joined the rather impos
ing procession. This entire cempany escorted
Gov. Dingley’s party across the entire town,
some twelve miles, where hearty cheers were
given, All of the school houses were trimmed
neatly with the rich foliage of the autumn
trees and the darker evergreen whileover a few
the stars and stripes floated. Quite a number
of the leading citizens of the town of Grand
Isle joined the party and visited the schools
with the Governor where classes were exam-
ined in English studies, the greater part of the
members of which acquitted themselves very
bandsomely, About a dozen schools in all
were visited. Arriving at Viclet Brook, Van
Buien, quite a party bad assembled there,
Here a French dance was held in honor of Hia
Excellency. It was orderly, quiet, but of a
most novel and interesting character to “‘ount-
siders.” The music was furnished by a single
violin but it was music. The dances were
cotillons and jigs, The former were said to be
excellent but the latter were the most enter-
taining. Great is Sam Sharpley, wonderful is
Ward's Varieties, but for down-right amuse-
ment in this line, we recommend the [reader to
hasten t6 Madawaska and witness the “cut-
out jig."" Ten o'clock is late in Madawaska
aod half-past ten was a very late hour for even
a Madawaska state ball, so at (hat bour the
party betook themselves home, five, ten ora
dozen miles away.

But enough of this at this time. I am not
yet done with Madawaska. Besides I have
many more things to write about Arcostook—
just now a land of plenty and never so full of
promise. 8,

Abraham Lineoln.”

On the fourth of May, 1865, amid the pas-
sionate grief of a nation, all that was mortal
of Abraham Lincoln was consigned to the
tomb. On the fifteenth of October of the
present year a monument was, with fitting
pomp and ceremonial, dedicated to his mem-
ory. Scarzely ten years has passed since
his death, and yet so rapil have been the
march of events, and so great the change
wrought, that Abrabam Lincoln seems more
the hero of an early and heroic age of the
nation than the central figure of a conflict
the echoes of which have not yet died agay.
He was one of those men who violate all
the laws of historical perspective. Ordinar-
ily the men of our own time have little of the
hero and demigod about them, It is only as
we look back into the far past through the
shadows of intervening years, that men of
common stalure loom np like} giants. But
Lincoln, like other children of genius, took
his place among the marble statues of the
nation’s Pantheon, almost before the clay of
the first model had had time to grow cold.
Not a decade has elapsed, and yet the man
has become a demigod aboat whom myths
and legends cluster.

The dedicatory ceremonies at Springfield .

conjure up the memories, some now growing
dim, of the civil war; and tbe bright deeds of
that time flash before us like the sheet light-
ning of storms that have long ceased. Even

the errors, injustice and crime of those days
are only tke shadows of a great and noble
picture to which they impart the just truth.

Of all the utterances of that period, none
breathes a loftier spirit of eloquence than the
address of Abrabam Lincoln at the dedica-~
tion of the Gettysburg burial ground, on the
nineteenth of November, 1863. It was spok-
en in atime of war, but the splendid apos-
trophe with which it closes is as appropriate
now as it was then. Very fitting indeed

would have been the repetition on Thursday

last at Springfield, of these words,—words
which should neverjpass from out the mem-

ory of Amerieans;

‘It is altogether fitting and proper that we
should be here. Bat ic a larger sense we can-
not dedicate, we cannot consecrate, we cannot
hallow this ground. The brave men, living or
dead, who struggled here, have consecrated it
far beyond our power to add or detract. The
world will little note, nor long remember, what
we say here, bat it can never forget what they
did here. It is for us, the living, rather to be
dedicated here to the unfinished work that they
bave thus far so nobly carried on. It is rather
for us to he here dedicated to the great task
remaining before us, that from these honored
dead we take increased devolion to that cause
for which they here gave the last full measure
of devotion; that we here highly resvlve that
the dead shall not have died in vain, that the
uation shall, under God, bave a new birth of
freedom, and that goverament of the people,b;
the people, aad for the people, shall nct peris
from the e irth.” y

THE diplomatie note which Spain has sent
to France sounds like an echo of the past,
for it is couched in that arrogant tone which
Spanish cabinets werz wont to assume to-
ward neighboring governments two centuries
age, The general testimony is to the effect
that the French government s guarding its
Iberian border with much more vigilance
than was exercised six months ago. But the
concessions of France are met with increased
demands on the part of Spain, The Peninsu-
lar 1epublic evidently feels much stronger
than it did last spring—so strong as to creata
the impression that Germany is at its back,
Bismarck has the credit of never giving up a
plan once formed, and it is possible he stil}
has hopes of placing a German prinee on the
Spanish throne. Unless Spain had a power-
ful friend at need it would not dare to as-
sume so baughty [a tone towarda powerful
neighbor which has so great facilities for as
sisting the troublesome Bourbon pretender.

THE best known of the Garibaldian lead-
ers, Gen. Sirtoire, has just died at Rome,
They called him the hero of Milan, because
he was conspicuous in the defence of that
city against the Austrians in the disastrous
campaign of 1848, He was educated a priest,
but in the days of Young Italy he became in-
fected with the Republican enthusiasm,
threw off his priestly cassock and donned the
red shirt of the guerrilla. Like most of Gari.
baldi’s paladius he was fur more successful
in irregular warfare than in military opera-
tions on alarge scale; for while holding a
eymmand in the regular army at Custozza he
made a serious blunder which resulted in the
overwhelming defeat of the Italian troops.

Tuae Hayden expedition has discovered
some remarkable relics of pre-historic civili-
zation in Colorado and Arizona, in the shape
of mounds of earth containing piles of earth-
ern ware, masonry, and strewn with frag-
ments of poitery, ornamented by imprinted
designs on the outside,and glazed and painted
inside. Vestiges of an ancient wall of regu-
larly cut stoue and ruined towers in an ex-
cellent state of preservation, together with
the remains of underground workshops, ap-
peared. Other relics were found indicative
of a onze powerful and enlightened people.

GERMANY has launched her seveuth iron
clad, and is jubilant. In April she will
launch another. She is also preparing a fleet
of twelve cuirassed corvettes of 38,000 tons
each for harbor defense. Even with these
additions her navy is small compared with
that of other European powers. England
Eas thirty-eight iron-clads, eighteen of which
are turret ships, France has twenty-eight,
and Italy, Russia, Austria and Turkey have
fifteen each,

ENGLAND is greatly frighlened over the in-
crease of Catholicism. In 1765 England and
Scotland contained but 60,000 Catholics; in
1865 38,380,000, There are now 1,453
churches and -ehapels, 354 convents, and
1249 schools. The Catholics are represented
in Parliament by 33 lords and 47 commoners.

FOREIGN.
YON ARNIM.

His Relations With Bismarck as 'T'old by
the New York Herald.

NEw Yorg, Oct. 18 —The Herald’s Wash-
ington special gives the following authentic
version of the canse of the arrest of Count Von
Arnim:

The cessation of hostilities between Germany
%nd France in the spring of 1871 imposed upon

ismarck the task of perfecting the work of
an informal treaty. It was necessiry that the
chancellor shonld have the aid of an expe-
rienced diplomatist in arranging the necessary
papers. The onlyone available at the time
was Von Arnim, who had recently been with-,
vdrawn from Rome and was awaiting a new as+
signment to count. The foreign office confided
to him, under Bismarck’s personal supervision,
the preparation of the treaty of peace_and obli-
gation on the part of France. Von Arnim’s
familiarity withjFrench and Eoglish made him
a useful and valuable adjunet, aud when the
task was finished the Emperor knew of no one
better qualified to represent the empire at Paris
than the Connt. e was sent there in the
winter of 1871-72 as ambassador, explicitly
charged to maintain the most peaceful and
agreeable course in all his dealings with French
officials. Fully appreciating the delicacy of
the mission Bismarck himself prepared in
structions to guide Von Arnim. No svoner had
the ambassador presented his credentials and
been formally received by Thiers than he began
to make himself offensive to everybody con-
nected with the Freouch government. His
manner upon all occasions was imperiots, cold
and repulsive.

The Count had accepted the trust, fully de-
termined, ashereafter will be shown, to again
involve Germany and France in hostilities,
His first step was most extraordinary and_un-
precedented. Addressing the Emperor Wil-
liam privately, criticising the policy of Bis-
marck as unworthy of the government, and ex-
ciiging his familiarity on the ground that he
could not confidently commuricate through the
foreign office,

This was the beginning of a correspondence
between Bismarck as Chancellorto Von Ar-
nim as ambassador, which lasted till the early
part of Jast spring, comprising 82 communica~
tions which Von Arpim withdrew from the ar-
chives of the embassy at Paris, and which the
German government, through the criminal
court at Berlin, now secks to recover. The
first intimation the Berlin foreign office bad of
the Von Arnim intrigue was through the lead-
ing Catholic papers of Germany, praising Von
Arnim as the fit successor of Bismarck and de-
peuncing the lattter as who]l{' unworthy of the
high position he held. The letter of Von Ar
nim was promptly sent to the chancellor, ro-
sulting in a sharp imperative note to the Count
that the correspondence on matters pertaining
to the policy and interest of the empire must be
held only with the foreign office. !

‘Co this Von Arnim replied, not abating his
pronounced hostility to Bismark, renewing his
criticism of the instractions which bad been
prepared by Bismarck. It then became a Seri-
ous question at Berlin what to do with the
Conut. To recall him at that early stage of the
new relatious of Germany with ¥rance would
lead other European cations to believe there
was some foundation for the rs‘furi of new
complications. It was therefore determined to
forbear ‘publin recognition of Von Arnim’s
course till it could be done without scandal to
the diplomatic relations of Germany with
France. Ia addition to the will of the Catho-
lic press in the attacks on Bismarck, Von Ar-
nim succe in gaining the friendship or
rather the co-operation of minent Catholic
members of Pm'liament and such other influ-
ence to the Count of Berlin as served to agi-
tate the opposition to Bismarck,

The next step was to indirectly engage the
French press 1a the quarrel. From time to
time articles appeared antagnostic to Lhe au-
thority of Bismarck, and the tenor of which
revealed some gknowledge at least of corres-
pondence then going ou between Chancellor
and Ambassador. The foreign office at once
commenced an investigation and was satisfied
Von Arnim was eogaged in secretly plotting
against the peace of the empire and going al
in his power to}embarrass relations between it
and Paris. It became necessary to vigorously
use the organ of the German government in
combatting the work of Von Arnim and as of-
ten as there appeared in aoy of the German or
French g'_ou.ruals evidences of opposition to the
policy of Germany, arlicles ijnspired by Bis-
marck were published denying tbe assertions
on which the attacks were made. From the
beﬁinning of the Count's career in Paris to the
end he was hated by Xrench officials and
French society. Ata dinner given to him by
Thiers he behaved in a most ungentlemanly
manoer, and though seated on the right of
Baroness Rothschilds, he never spoke to her
the entire evening. s

This conduct extended into the admistration
of McMahon, and when Von Arnim was di-
rected by Bismarck to assure the new Presi-
dent of the enteate cordwrle on the part of Ger-
many towards France, Von Arnim replied that
he was not on good terms with McMahon and
could not communicate with him. Bismarck
forcibly replied that it was the duty of an am-
bassador to maintain friendly relations with
officials of the government to which he was ac-
credited and not allow his personal feelings to
interfere with his official duties.

All this was patiently borne. The Emperor's
kindness of heart and desire to save the honor
of the embasey from []!;Iblld scandal caused him
to forbear, and even Bismarck, who had per-
sonal reasons for hating Von Arnim, was com-
pelled to endure the haughty and vain efforts
of the Count why still believed he was able to
dispose of Bismarck, and receive the appoint-
ment-himself,

In January last matters reached a ecrisis.
The press telegrams to Berlin and London from
Paris showed conclusively that the Count had
engaged in a bolder plan than ever. The em-
bassy had been brought into contempt while
the Berlin foreign office was bewildered to
find to moch information in every direetion
claiming tc be of a semi-official eharacter and
which was entirely at variance with the in-
structions sent out by the foreign office. There
was but one remedy, aud that to recall Von
Arpim and send him to Constantinople, He
was relieved and ordered to Turkey in April

last. He addressed a letter to Dr, Dollinger,

criticising the course of Bismarck for not fol-
lowing his suggestions while in Rome and con-
demning his policy on that account. The pub-
lieation of the letter a short time after ended
the Count's diplomatic career, for he wasat
once retired by order of the Emperor. This
had scarcely happened when a letter was re-
ceived at the Berlin foreign office from the
chief of the records of the Paris embassy, stats
ing that eighty two confidential papers belong-
ing to the archives of the legation were missing
and there was no explanation for it. They
were the reproying.letters of Bismarck to the
Connt, containing thejwhole h.story of the at-
tempt of Von Arnim to prejudice the Emperor
against his chancellor, a repitition of the prev-
ious instructions and warnings as t3 the course
the embassador ought Lo pursue, censure for a
neglectof duty—in a word. the vecord of the
whole ufiicial career of the Count at Paris,

Bismarck addressed the Count a personal
and confidential letter reqilmig him to restore
the papers, to which the Count ,responded that
they were of a personal characler, and did not
belong to the embassy. Bismarck replied that
it could not be admitted thet the foreign office
ever held ofticially personal correspondence
with its representatives, and the papers ab-
stracted wera a part of the embassy, addressed
to the German ambassador and not to Von
Arnim personally, and though of a private
and confidential character they could not Le re-
taived by him. The Count replied that he dif-
fered with Bismarck oun this point as he had on
others and should not return them. :

A brother-in-law of the Count was applied to
forhis influence with him, and failing in this
the forei;gne office presented to the criminal
conrt at Berlin a charge of embezzlement of
government documents against Von Arnim,
the plea being that they were a part of the
records of the embassy at Paris, sent there by
the German government for the guidance and
direction of the ambassador,and as such should
be restored to the embassy. The court sustained
the charge of embezzlement and hence the
arrest of Von Arnim, who is held to have vio-
lated the criminal laws of his country. It ap-

ars that the Count did not like the transfer

rom the most to the least important of Euro-
pean missions, nor did he care that his succes-
sor at Paris should readjthe scathing rebukes
he had from time to time received from his
government. While copies werein Berlin and
the originals in his possession he did not case,
but to leave them in Paris was more than his
pride would permit. Itis then these 82 letters,
gmvoked by the replies of Von Arnim to the
oreign office, that the court is now in search
of, and for which the late ambassador is held
as a prisoner.

London Times’ Explauation.

Loxpoy, Oct. 17.—A despatch to the Times
from Berlin says that Count Von Arnim’s case
is becoming intelligible. It a%psara that Bis-
marck became imil%nant at the Count’s want
of judgment in preferring the Ultramontane
monarchy in Frauce to a comparatively liberal
Hg specific republic, and determired to remove

m. Not wishing however to offend the Count
the Prince wrote him a censuring letter, which
he expected would induce the Count to tender
his resignatiun of the French ambassadorship.
This Count Von Arnim m(usln'f to do, he was
finally absolutely dismissed, and took with him
the letters of Prince Bismarck, which are now
represented to be so fearfully offensive. The
despatch also says that the reported letters have
been publicly offered for sale.

In a place called La Estansia
there was an extraordinary &mmonmry of mud
which had descended from heights of the ,Ceno
Del Tigre. The promontory had in some places
@ deph of 100 feet, and was formed Ly these
erl.:f:tiona of mud which geologists call Salsas,
aud which is generally not a'good sign for bor-
dering countries. The eruption which ue-
ed this promontory consisted of cold mud which,
although very compact, carried in its carrent
enormous masses of stones and trees whose
trunks measured eight and ten inches in diam-
eter. The earthquakes caused the river Portal
to overflow its banks, which put a stop to the
running of flour miils, causing great scarcity of
flour, The government ordered supplies of
flour from Salvador and California. The de-
partmeuts of Sacatepequez, Chimaltenango
and others saffered considerably. Alatenan
and Cindad Vieja wery much damaged. The
eity of Amatitloss also saffered considerably.
The Villa De Saragoza, Patzsiza and Istapa
will be ruined mmp!ew'ly. The victims, ac-
cording to the Jatest telegrams, might be 200,
more or less.

After
the teatimony for the plaintiff was out the counsel
for the defendant moved for & nonsuit on the ground
that by Sect. 11 of Chap. 84 Revised Statutes any
mill or building seized and sold on executionas a
chattel personal may be redeemed within one year,
asland levied upon by appraisement may be; and
the remedies and rights of the partios are the same
as those of mortgagers and mortgagesés, except the
rates of interest which shall be ten per cent.; that
this complaint does uot allege that the defendant is a
dissiezor or that he was holding under a written
lease or contract, The plaintiff claims title under a
bill of sale from Lindsey, whe acquired title by a sale
on execation. This action having been brought with-
in one year after the sale, these parties stand in the
relation of mortgager and mortgagee, and it iz well
settled lnw that as between mortgager and mortga-
gee the process of forcible entry and detainer cannot
be maintained.

The counsel for the plaintift contended that the
only question to be decided here was the question ot
title; that the point raised by the defendant did not
RO to tle question of title, but as to whether this ac-
tion was proporly commenced, which was a question

exclusively within the jurisdiction of the Municipal
Court,and shonld bave been taken advantage of
there.

The presiding Judge ordered a nonsait and the
plaintift excepts.

Business Notes.

One of the industries of the village of Cor-
nish is carriage and sleigh buildicg. Mr. E. B.
Cole builds about 100 Concord and beach
wagons a year; Messra.Stone & Bradeen manu-
facture largely Concord wagons and top car-
riages, and are enlarging their accommoda-
tions; H, Ayer & Sons turn out on an average
about 300 sleighs a year; Merrill & Son manu-
factare sleighs, and also manufacture wagons
of superior quality.

The Kenduskeag cheese factory completed
its season’s work Baturday, baving made a
steady run of four and a half months, having
starfed early in June. From twelve to fourteen
cheeses per day have been turned ont during
that time, making & total of abount 1700 cheeses
manufactured. A considerabie portion of them
have been sold to dealers in Bangor, while the
remainder went to Portland, Boston and other
citiea,

The vew bark building at Brewer & Co.’s
yard at Knightville, is to be laonched to day.

Coasting freights are unprofitably low to ves-
sel owners this year.

Albion Whitten & Co.,are doing a large busi-
ness in the mannfacture of sashes,doors,blinds,
window and door frames, &c.,at Pittsfield,
Me.

Runuals Brothers have quite an extensive es-
tablishment at Pittsfield, Me., for the manufac-
tare of screws of every description,

The mackerel fishecmen are now out on their
last cruise, for in a few weeks the fish will
probably leave the coast. Mustof the fishing
this season has been carried on with sgines, as
the process of catehing with hooks is considered
too slow. Froquently -as many as 200 baflels
have been caught at a single haul, and as the
weather has been very cold thronghout the sea-

son, there was no difficalty in takingcare of
the largest hauls.

There is evidently an improvémentin the
dry goods market, in most descriptions of fa-

brics, and also a more cheery tone of feeling
among dealers.

The Winthrop Mills Company, Winthrop,
Me., are largely engaged in the manufacture of
blankets, making a speciality of the all-wool
bed blankets, known in the market as the
‘Delaware.” They are now running seven sets
of machinery, employing 100 hands. They con-
sume about 320,000 pounds of stock and turn
out 65,000 pairs of blankets per year. Their
mill is a fine structure, localed on one of the
best water-powers in the state.

Burpham & Morrill’s corn factory at Minot,
Me., closed its business for the season on the 3d
inst. For the past month business at that fac-
tory has been lively. A force of from 200 to
250 hands bas been employed, and 200,000 cans
of corn put up.

George 8. Fairbanks of North Monmouth,
Me., manufactures heel and toe piates for boots
and shoes. He ecommenced the business fifteen
years ago in a small way, and is now one of the
lurgest manufacturers of these goodsin the
United States, tarning out 100 dozen heel and
toe plates per day, which are manufactured
from steel, iron and brass.

Lewiston has ten cotton miils and five woolen
mills, with an estimated eapital of $7,750,000,
consuming 33,000 bales of cotten per year, em-
ploying 7,544 hands, and distributing over $3,-
000,000 per year, chiefly to Tabor, producing 83,-
000,000 yards of goods and nearly 8,000,000 grain
bags. The total value of manufactares last
year was $11,500,000.

Thewteam saw mill of Palmer & Johnson at
Bangor, is well employed, and 125 hands find
steady work.

The Johnson woolen mills of Sjuth Wayne
viilage, are turning out a large amount of goods
with their looms. They manufactare eight dif-
ferent stylesof flannels, which finda very
ready market.
