WESTERN LUMBERMEN AND THE RAILROADS,
A few days agothe Pennsylviania Lumber-
men's Convention threatened the railroad eor-
porations of that state with a movement similar
to that of Grangerism, if they did not cease to
discriminate against them in the matter of
freights from the West to the seaboard,and now
the northwestern lambermen have taken the
matter up, but they propose to retaliate ina
different manoer. Their idea is to build their
own roads to the pineries, and thus become in -
dependent of the present railroad organizations.
This is a sensible way of overcoming the diffi-
culties of transportation. Bat it is by no means
a new one. Some of the most prominent rail-
roads, and the wost profitable in this country,
were organized for this purpose, and have
grown into powerful corporations, The naoe
cupied and unimproved tracts of lamber in the
United States far exceed in extent that of the
coal lands, and yet the coal interest owns and
controls some of the most fitable railroads
and canal property in the Uniled States. The
value of lumberfis nearly equal to that of coal,
and for practical purposes has becoms almost
as great a necessity. The er which the
lamber interest controls, to-day, is as great or
greater than that of opuf £t the time when coal
was ignored as a paying freight, and the coal
interests were obliged to build their own rail-
roads. This war of interests between the great
producers and the great carriers of the country
is fast Q{meschjnz that point where its settle~
ment will settle the question, and solve the
problem of cheap transportation, and beyoud
this the question of eventually making high-
wags of our railways. Under the later general
and special railroad laws individuals and ecor-
porations have a speedy remedy, and pot only
the great canal and lumber interests, but the
grain interest of the country can better be pro-
tected by protecting their own interests,
by a coutinual warfare with the railroad cor-
porations.—Boston Traveller,

Tired of Virtue.

“John,” said one of our distinguished and

Iy grave public men to a friend on one
occasion—*“John, didn’t you ever feel as if
you would like to be very drunk?” Some-
times the saints get very tired of doing right
and want to taste the sweets of wickedness,
They have a shrewd suspicion that their
changed life will bring them into some danger,
but they conclude to run the risk and, like
Dr. Faust, take their chance of cheating the
Devil in the end. We never heard it suge
gested that nations sometimes give way to
such morbid impulses and that men in masses
may occasionally go wilfully in the wrong di-
rection. But the late elections in the West
look as if the impulse exists, whether it lasts
long enough to be fully acted upon or not. It

. seems as il a considerable majority of the
people of several of the Western states had
said to themselves, “Go to! We are tired of
this continual stimulation of our moral na-
ture—of appeals to us in the name of lib-
erty, justice, equal rights, temperance, and
reform. However far short we may have
fallen, prastically, of altaining ideal virtue,
it has been for many years, at least specula-
tively, the object we have had in view. We
have been continually in school or at church,
We are tired of the parson’s exhortations
and the pedagogue’s ferule, Now let us
have a spree and arare gcod one. Letus
hear and see and do something that is very
wicked indeed. Instead of temperance, let
us go in for drunkenness; instead of erying
out for equal rights, let us hurrah for a white

.man’s government. No more talk of justice
and good faith., ‘Repadiation?” Excellent!
‘More greenbacks?” Just what we want!
‘Help the South throw off the Republican
yoke and restore virtual if not actual slavery
in that part of the country ? Why, it is noth-
ing more than our duty.” They acted as if
inspired with the spirit of that Athenian ot
old who voted for the banichment of Aris-
tides because he was tired of heariug him
everywhere calied *‘the Just.”

And so the day was carried in Indiana and
Ohio in deltberate turtherance of principles
that are in deadly antagonism with those
which the Republican party has beer twenty
years trying to place on foundations of reck.

Itis fortunate that this caprice did not
seize the people at a presidential election. In
that case the nation might have been plunged
in irretrievable ruin. Now the worst that
cairhappen is the falling of the House of
Representatives into bad hands for the next
two years. This would be dangerous enough,
even with the check imposed bya President
aud Senate elected before this temporary
moral aberration developed itself, Much
can be done by a Democratic House to en-
courage the restiveness and disloyalty of the
Sonth, to undermine the now well-establish-
ed structure of the mational credit, and es-
peciallv to deaden the impulse for progress
and reform which has for many years been
so characteristic of the American people, But
we ought to consider ourselves fortunate if
nothing worse happens than an exhibition of
the Democratic predilection for the worst
principles without the power to carry them
fully into effect. Nolhing can be betler cal-
culated to reconcile all errant Republicans
With their party, faulty as it is, than a Demo-
cratic House of Representatives hurrying the
country toward repudiation and making
common cause with the worst elements in
the South,

still lives. The subjective and the objecttve
were trotted out, and made to do treadmill
duty once more. Mr. Weiss of course had a
great deal to say about the cosmic plan, and
took occasion to avow his dislike to a heaven
full of repose.

Bank Robbery at Milferd, N. H.

—

A Sccond Bowdoinham Affair.

One of the boldest bank robberies on record
was perpetrated in Milford Monday night, the
cashier of the Soubegan National Bank being
forcibly taken from his home by a band of
masked robbers, and forced to open the vault
and deliver up its contents. The bank is situ-
ated nearly in the centre of the town, and is
located in a brick building built expressly for
its use, TIn its immediate vicinity are stores
and other places of business, while on the
street are a number of residences. The cash-
ier, Mr, Frederick T. Sawyer, resides about a
quarter of a mile from the bank, and the first
intimation he had of the affair was soon after
midnight, when be was suddenly awakened by
the appearance of a number of masked men in
the room, who presented revolvers at both him
and his wife, and warned them that death
would be the penalty if any outery was made,

The robbers then proceeded to handenff Mr.
Sawyer and his wife, and placed the latter, to-
gether with two young boys, in a closet, which
was securely fastened. One of the robbers
suggested they wonld suffocawe in the closet,
whereupon another of the party bored holes
through the door to admit air, at the same
time cautioning the prisoners against making
any noise. A third son of Mr. Sawyer was

ikewise confined in the closet, and to make
matters sure the robbers gagged the four in-
mates. The next move was to gag a young
daughter of Mr. Sawyer, whom they left in
charge of a young babe in a room adjoining
the one occupied by Mr SBawyer and his wife.
The next room visited was one in which a ser-

vant girl slept,and here a severe scattle ensued,
the girl making a desperate resistance, though
she was finally overpowered and gagged.

Mr, Sawyer has long been in the habit of
leaving the keys of the bank in the possession
of the postmaster of the town, whose office is
about a quarter of a mile from the residence of
Mr. Sawyer. This precantion was taken by the
latter in order to gnard against such a scheme
as the robbers were then l)fursmm:. The parties
ent?lged secemed to be well aware of the dispo-
sition of the keys, and after placing a cord
around Mr. Scwdyer's neck to prevent any out-
cry, they forced him to accompany them by
threatening to kill his babe in case be refused
to comply with their demands. Arriving at the

After the jzh had been completed Mr.Sawyer
was led back to his house, and after placing
bands of wood across his body and screwing
them to the floor, the robbers disappeared as
mysteriously as they came.

Asg nearly as Mr. Sawyer can calcunlate it
must bave been about three o’clock when ghe
men left his house, apd his fumily would have
had to reman securely fastened in all probabili-
ty for several hours, had not one of his sons
succeeded iun bursting open the door of the
closet and releasing his father, who in turn re-
leased the other members of the faraily.

Near the house of Mr. Sawyer resides a
butcher, who, with some of his employes, was
at work between three aud four o'clock this
morning. The fact of the daring robbery was
at once communicated to them, and ina short
time the entire town was aroused and vigorous
efforts were made to capture some of the band,
though without success at last accounts. The
town is about fifteen miles from Manchester
and eleven miles from Nashua, and it 18 quite
probable that the robbers went in the direction
of one of these places, Manchester being con-
sidered the objective point in the minds of
those who are interested in ferreting out and
bringing to justice the ies concerned.

The robbery had evidently been plaoned for
a long time and every preparation made to in-
sure 1ts complete thongh from several
indications it is doubtful if it was done by pro-
fessional burglars. Mr, Sawyer is quite confi-
dent that on his way to the bank he saw thir-
teen men in the gang, and the general impres-
sion based upon other circumstances seems to
be that twelve men were engaged in the affair.
All the men were masked and carefully dis-
guised themselves to avoid identification in
case future developments shall lead to their ar-
rest.

Mr. SBawyer is about fifty years of age and
has filled the office of Cashier for about geven
years. Fortunately, the only marks he bears
of the severe treatment he received are several
cuts on hig neck, produced by the tightening
of the cord to prevent his ilvinz an alarm while
going to and from the bank. Neither his wife
or children were injured, but the servant girl
was seriously bruised during her desperate

We have just had a good time, a real re-
freshing visit to the Kindergarten; for the les-
sons of the little children combining pleasure,
exercise and instruction, will bring the good
time out of a man if he has any good in him.

The school—to use our well known name—is

under the chargé of Miss J. D, Proctor, a grad-
uate of the Boston “Kindergarten,” and is
located in the vestry of the High street Con-
gregational church, Iere the little ones have
not only a grand hall for their exercise and
play, but a cosy sunny school room adjoining,
This school room would astonish onr grand-
mothers who dozed, and “spelled,” over the
stiff hard detks, or on the narrow bacicless
benches of ye olden time.
The first objects which meet the gaze are the
large, low, handsomely painted tables sur-
rounded by the wee little chairs; asif Tom
Thumb and Commodore Natt were about
to spread a feast for their Lilliputian friends
This table is for object instruction, and is
marked into squares where the youny ideas
have an amusing lesscn in which “‘right’” and
“Jeft,” ‘“forward” and ‘“backward’”’ are
taught.

Then we see the games with colored balls
and beads, In which pleasure is so arifully com-

bined with instruction, that the looker on gets
as ‘‘tickled’” as the little ones, -

‘When we were there the day was being dis-
cussed, and each ene was allowed to give his or
her opinion s to it. One little Miss of four
years was quite positive,that when the sun shone
out, she sky was always blue; and one little
fellow peu[tted that he had seen itred! When
asked to explain he informed the teacher that
it was one time when he rode out to the Atlan-
tic House with papa and mamma—in the eve-
ning!

Burke lived on Grove street and leaves a wife
and several children. He was about 40 years

of age.

THE FARM AXD HOUSEHOLD.

Cranberry Cultuve.

There is no crop from which more money
has been made, probably, in Kmportlon to their
value, than cranberries. At the same time
there have been very many failures, But in this
locality all failures were owing to the fact that
too little instead of too much capital was in-
vested. Mye ce of fourteen years goes
to show that, although-I made some radical
mistakes. 1 made the business pay over 100
per cent,, and siill I see many very important
folnu in which I could improve on anything

have done or have seen done by others. One
w is evident to every one that hasever

it that cranberry vines are the toughest
things to klll and the easiest vegetable to grow
yet known. I have had one barrel from a
square rod on nearly one-half an acre picked
and measured,

As to varieties, itis claimed by some that
there are but three varieties—the cherry, the
bell, and bugle. But there are as mauy sub-
divisions of these as there are of agpla. Iam
not speaking now of the upland cranberry,
When the vines are selected they are taken
from the original bog, and most men natursll
select the rankest,largest, and darkest-colo
vines. This is all wrong, - I select the palest-
colored, smallest-leaved, and yellow golden-
colored runners. I commenced with a hand-
ful that I have reset three times, and now have
some four acres of these vines, which have
beat my neighbors’ in yield one-third, where
other conditions were equal. The dark, large-
leaved, and rank-looking vines bear very large
berries, but few in number, some hardly any.
There is a root worm thatl injures vines set
on mud bottom, where it is not ditched and
sanded, but where a patch is properly improved
I have had no trouble with them. There is
the vine-worm. The miller is very small, of
a light brown color, not much larger than a
cranberry leaf, and looks like one when not in
motion, They tie up the tops of the uprights
with a fine w They hatch twice in a sea-
son when not interfered with ; once about the
1st of June, n about the 1st of July. They
have not troubled this locality this season to
any extent. They are very easily prevented
from doing any damage by flooding, l:ﬂecially
if ::z plan of making low dams four apart
is adopted. Then thereis the berry worm

which is easily destroyed by water if taken at

the right time. The berry worm also attacks
upland cranberries, and the only remedy
known to me is to burn brush on either side of
the patch at night toattact the millers. The
yine worm is a native of low land; I have nev-
er known of its troubling on up land. The
amount of labor necessary to keep a eranberry
patch clean until in fullrge&ring epends alte-
Fet.he.r on the manner the ground is improved.
n the tirst place. There are several kinds of
bunch grasses that grow low, also bunches of
sand rushes that grow two feet high if let
alone. If all these weeds are kqit out until
the vines get matted the vines willkeep them
out afterward.
But the true way is to Eet a fall by lowering
down the streams, and ditch as often as four
rods both ways, and let the water follow fror
.the brook. This makes it too dry for grass to
grow. In our locality the best sand to put
on the bushes lies under the muck; this saves
cal In case of drought a board is put in
each flume, and the ground is soon flooded;
then the board may be taken out before any
grass stares. Some think cranberries need a
good deal of water, This is a mistake; they
need no more than corn or lz)tawes. 1 have
never known as much fmn on low land in
one year as I have where it was ten feet to
water. 1 said cranberry vines will keep out
all kinds of grass, I will except one species of
of sedge. This is caused by springs, and is
only prevented thorough ditching. A
emall ranning blackberry is very troublesome,
and no flooding or ditching affects it; it must
be dug out by the roots with hook. There is
nothing gained in putling off this weeding;
what could be done in one day the first [year
will take five or six the next year. Asto zxm-
tions we take valleys from eleven to tweanty-
five miles wide, having a running stream and
short brush, but no grass muck boltoms from
one to two feet deep; these can be improved
for half the cost of a cedar swamp. I am very
sure, from my past experience, 1 can make a
patch worth $2,000, purchased in this lozality
at an nse of per acre. I would re-
mark I have heard that fires in New Jersey
have recently burned all around our cranberr
tches and never knew or heard of this ris
g:ﬁm. They will not burn with us. If
they would, on my place, in case of fire or
danger of frost, I can put eleven acres under
water in six hours. A. J. :
