Holmes associatez him, iu similitude of char-
acter and pursuit, and use of knowledge, to
Michael Faraday and Edward TForbes, the
British scientists. W. D. Howells' contrib-
utes, besides some chapters of A Foregone
Conclusion, a close review of Mr. Parkman’s
History., There is a curious chapter of au-
tobiography (How I came to study Spiritual
Philosophy) by Robert Dale Owen. From
C. W. Stoddard there is a paper entifled Be-
hind the Scenes, which econcludes with this
well merited eulogium: *“I believe there are
few, if any, professions that will bear the
critical examination the theatrical profession
is subjected to, with a better grace; and I
know that the bezt of us are subject to some
sort of weakness, And in this connection
let me add that there is a suggestive little
text that has something to say of the possilsle
beam in one's own eye, and that it will do us
all good to consider, when we feel the old
prejudices beginning to discolor our vision.”
From the pen of Mr. John Fiske, there is an
agreeable and instructive as well as scholarly
contrast of Athenian and American Life,
In the department of Art will be found an
unusually good chapler of criticism ; the sab-
Jject is a collection of pictures belonging to the
Duc de Montpensier, now on exhibition in
the Boston Athensum.

Scribner’s Monthly for November. Pict-
ures from Florida is the title of the Great
South paper in Secribner’s for November.
The illustrations are numerous and striking
and the information with regard to the rais
ing of fruit aad the health-giving qualities of
the climate is interesting and timely, A
curious little illustrated paper in the same
number tells about the celebraied Roman
Catholic Miracle of Lourdes. 71'here is a por-
trait and sketch of, and a poem by, J, T.
Trowbridge, author of The Vagabonds and
the Jack Hazard stories; a scene from Dr.
Holland’s Mistress of the Manse, with illus-
tration; more of Jules Verne's Mysterious
Island; and (a pleasing announcement to
many readers) the beginning of Saxe Holm’s
My Tourmaline, a story which will run
through three or four numbers. A brief
biographical and critical sketch of Richard
Wagner, the famous composer, is wrilten by
Mr. Hueffer, the well-known London ecritie,
author of the book entitled The Music of the
Future. There are short stories by Bovesen
(The Story of an Outeast) and Stocton (Rud-
der Grange), and this number gives a second
paper of Recollections of Charles Sumner, by
his private secretary, Mr. Johnson.

Dr. Holland, in Topies of the Time, dis-
cusses Tyndall’s late address, and The Re-
lations of Clergymen to Woman. The Old
Cablnet describes A Trip to the City; and
the other departments have contents much as
usual.

The November number begins a new vol-
ume, and the publishers make some inter-
esting announcements for the new year, in-
cluding a serial by Dr. Holland, called The
Story of Seven-oaks, and a series of illus-
trated articles, entitled A Farmer's Vaecation
Abroad.

Old and New for November is an entertain-
ing number. One of its best articles is
The Protestant Episcopal church: its gen-
eral convention, and the church congress,
There ara two poems in the number, both
good. Authony Trollope has several chap-
ters of his novel, The Way We Live Now,
occupying nearly thirty pages; the Rev. Et,
John Tyrwhitt gives us the eleventh instal-
ment of Our Sketching Club; Paradise by
Isabella Grant Meredith, is a vividly written
story of the times before the war, the scene
of which is lald at the Soul The most en-
joyable paper of the number is that entitled
Another Dish of Lamb, by J. E. Babson,
which gives the reader several betare unpub-
lished letters aud bits of memoranda gleanel
from the papers of Charles Lamb.

8t. Nicholas for November offers a greater
variety than usual. Among the stories there
is the opening of Tchumpin, a stirring Rus-
sian tale, by C. A. Stephens; a Trotty story,
by Elizabeth S. Phelps: A Half-Dozen
Young Rascals, a story of Bunker Hill; The
Hidden Treasure. a tale of piratelife ia Flori-
da, by S. W. G. Benjamin; a New York
Thanksgiving Story, a Coon Story, aad an
interesting Ghost Story. Then there are
practical articles, such as The Transit of Ve-
nus; How the Cars Stopped; Yusuf, an Eas-
tern Sketch; Venus of Milo; Legends and
Superstitions, by N. S. Dodge; A Billy-Goat
Schoolmaster; The Aard-Vark, with illus-
trations of this curious animal, and an arti-
cle on the construction of East India Toys.
Theie are poems by Dr. J. G. Holland, Anna
C. Brackett, Mary E. Bradley, and Mary
Mapes Dodge. H. H. tells about the Ants’
Monday Dinner; Alice Williams has a sketch,
full of delicate fancy, called The Marriage of
the Gold Pen and the Inkstand; and theve
are some capital boys’ letters from Dick
Hardin at the Sza-shore. The illustrations
this month deserve special commendation.
W. L. Sheppard has a spirited frontispiece,
and several smaller pictures. Sol Eytinge,
jr., contribates two capital pictures, and
Granville Perkins has a beantiful view of a
Florida Bayou. Then there are comic pict-
ures by Frank Beard and Master Frederick
Chapman; pictures of animals by James C.
Beard, Concklin, and Hochstein; fanciful
drawing by Mary A. Lathbury, Jessie Curtis,
and E. M. S. Scannell; pictures of Japanese
subjects by A. C.. Warren; and an excellent
picture of the Venus of Milo engraved from
a photograph taken expressly for this illastra-
tion, besides many other miscellaneous pic-
tures.

‘We have all sorts of curious stories, from
Jack-in-the-Pulpit, and the Letter-Box and
Riddle-box crammed full of interesting and
puzzling matter. Then Mr. Bartlett has
turned Mrs. Dodge’s popular Miss Malony on
the Chinese Question, into sn acting cha-
rade, and there are three full pages for tho
“Very Little Ones. What mote could any-
body want?

Misstatement Corrected.
To the Editor of the Press:

The Lewiston Journal seems to labor under
pecaliar difficulties in giving the public correct
impressions in regard to the Maine Central
Railroad. This time it is alleged against the
road that it does not pass the Grand Trunk
cars §from Danville Junction freely over its
lines to points of destination, with grain,bread-
staffs, ete. The Journal omits to state that no
arrangement for the reciprocal passage of cars
has as yet been consummated by the two roads,
The Grand Trunk does not receive the Maine
Central cas at the Junction any more than
the Central receives the Grand Trunk’s. The
matter is under advisement by the managers,
and a speedy accommodation is coufidently
looked for. TRUTH.

Vermont seems to be in a very bad way as re-
gards its schools. Over 700 of the school houses,
or one-third of the whole, are reported as unfit
for use, while cheap teachers are everywhere
sought for, the ordinary wages being $1.50 te $4
a week for women—who constitute a majority
of the teachers —and $4 and upwards for men.
There is no High School system, and it is op-
tional with towns whether to maintain a graded
school or not. In the rural districts the num-
ber of school children is decreasing every year,

and the population has drifted from itsold
localities,

from the nation which claimed the soil on
which they lived. Tradition and history for
more thar two centeries made the government
which claimed their allegiance, their foe and
oppressor. 'When, therefore, the Ashburton
treaty of 1842 ceded to the United States all
the territory north of Mars Hill which the
British claimed to be the ‘‘highlands” :men-
tioned in the earlier treaty, including as it did
all the French settlements on the western bank
of the St. John,these inhabitants were quite in-
different. The British government had never
attempted to win them and make them a post
of the nation. They were British citizens be-
cause on s0il claimed by the British crown, To
them the cross of St. George was the emLlem
of oppression and recalled all their wrongs as
a people. The fact that on festive oecasions
the old tri-color is brought out indicates the al-
most unconquerable attachment of the French
race to their nationality,

When the ratification of the Ashburton
treaty in 1842 divided the Madawaska settle-
ments a'most equally between Great Britain
and the United States, they appeaved entirely
indifferent. No treaty could separate them.
Blood was thicker than the water of the St
John. Fred trade from bank to bank is better
understood than treaties and tariffs in English,
The churches on either bank are more potent
maguoetic agents to unite than the dissimilar
laws of two nations with their systems of gov-
ernment have been to separate them. TIndeed,
until within a few years, induced by the un-
scrupulons Buchanan office holders, the oblig-
ing settlers of the British side visitel the
Maine side in crowds on election day and as-
sisted their kindred in tongue and blood, to in-
flate the Democratie vote to astonishing dimen-
sions.

The French people undoubtedly did this vot-
ing out of pure courtesy to their Yankee
friends who repaid them by a little change and
something stimulating. They are not naturally
inclined to this business. They are naturally
honest and would not take a haud in fraud
Your readers, will also be glad to know that
the officials perpetrating the frands by which
the vote of an entire region was coubled, are
now very good reformers, glibly denouncing
the participation of federal office holders in lo-
cal politics. They would not draw money from
banks to bay votes. That is, one who was a
candidate for Congress this year and participa-
ted in the irregularities of 1858, said in his let-
ter of acceptance that such things are very
improper,

One gets the impression from the caraless
comment of those who have visited Madawaska
that the people there drink a great deal of pe-
culiar spirit of unusual pungency and possess-
ing wonderful intoxicating power, This is a
slander. A confirmed drunksrd isalmost un-
kuown in that region and the stranger will
travel through that country several times be-
fore he will see a flagon of that peculiar ex-
tractof Canadian rye and potatoes, which, in
defiance of revenue laws and officers, finds its
way to Uncle SBam’s side of the river, The
Acadia-American is, however, sach an oblig-
ing and polite person that he will not generally
give canse for offense by refusing to drink the
health of the person who may ask him, pro-
vided he furnishes the fluid. As a people they
are temperate, a fact that is largely " due to the
influence of their clergy.

The Madawaskans are also remarkable for
their peaceable character.  Neighborhood
quarrels are of rare occurrence and in the state
there is not a community of 8000 people that
gives less business to the courts than Mada-
waska. A trial justice with the business of
the whele region would get out of practice.

A more hospitable people cannot be found,
Our best communities could learn genuine hos-
pitality of this king hearted people. Although
strangers have for more than two centuries
been cruel to their ancestors, the stranger is
warmly welcomed and accorded the best place
in every house he may visit, That peculiar
product of our country known as “young
America” is not found in Madawaska, There
is a noticeable regard shown by the young for
the old. I venture to say that the language of
that country—a peculiar French—has never
been used by the son to speak of the father as
“my old man."”

As a whole the people of Madawaska are not
first rate farmers. Doubtless, in his picture of
Grand Pré, Longfellow drew the pictare of
their agricultural thrift and enterprise with
rather high colors, If not, the descendants
have not maintained the high standard of
their ancestors. There are many excellent
farmers and not a few of the best farms to be
found in Maine. There are broad acres of in-
teval land along the river, dotted with flocks
and herds that remind ooe of the story of
Acadia. The greater part of the farmers, how-
ever, content themselves with raising a field of
potatoes, a few acres of buckwheat and a
smaller one of oats. Years ago the farms were
large but now they have generally been sub-
divided until they measure from thirty to fifty
rods on the road and run backa mile and a half
oreven more, When the country was first
settled the people depended entirely upon
their farms. Later the lumber business af-
forded the young men employment and for
many years a large part of the population has
depended during tbe winter andspring for a
livelihood upon this business. It may be ques-
tioned if on the whole, it has been advan-
tageous, for those who gave most attention to
agriculture are now the most independent.
Now that the lumber business is falling off,
one comes to the conclusion that it has been
of little advautage to the district for their
farms are the poorer from negleet and little of
the results of their labor remains with them,
Last year was a hard one for the Madawaska
people. A severe August frost destroyed their
crops, and shingle making was their main re-
liance.

But the panic so affected the prices that the
millions of cedar shingles offered the traders
and rafted down the St. John barely saved the
people from the gaunt wolf whose distended
jaws they saw. Store goods bring wonderful
prices in that country. Itis along way here
and a longer road from lamber to cash so that
“guick sales and small profits” is not the trade
mark in Madawaska. Most all of the goods
consumed in this region go up the St. John to
Tobliue by steamer, from Tobline to Grand
Falls by tow boat and after being trucked
around the Falls are again taken by tow boat a
hunodred miles farther up the St. John, the
finest river east of the Eudson. At Fort Kent
the river is as broad as the Kennebeo at Water-
ville.

All of the older houses in Madawaska are
built of hewn timber, and the roofs of all but
the mors modern turn up near the eaves so as
to remind one of a cucked hat. For the most
part the floor Is divided into two rooms which
are heated principally by a double-decked box
stove about four feet high and as many long,
and two feet wide, but as hzavy as a half dozen
of Yankee manufacture. They are really fur-
naces and are made in Canada. The barns are
of astyle of architecture peculiar to the own-
er, but really are so warm in some parts of
them that horses are comfortable in the cold-
est weather without blankets.

Horses they have in abundanpce, close,
compact, sturdy animals, sare at a load and
fleet of floot. Father Sunaron, who is some-
thing of a political economist, says his people
have too many horses and wagons aud not
enough cattle, or comforts in their houses. So
far as the horses and cattle are concerned, the
remark applies to all Aroostook, for farmers
count horses and colts by tens and cows and
oxen by units. The horued cattle are rather a
mean lot. They are ron out and get little care.
The sheep are very fine, being large, hardy,
plentiful and well wooled. The flocks are
about equally divided between the black and
white sheep, so that the conundram, “Why do
the white sheep eat more than the black,” will
not ho'd true for Madawaska on the ground
that there are more white than black. All the
people, men, women and children, wear home-
spun. and as it is a mixture of black and white,
they are nearly all clad in what is known es

nets in the back of the neck.

Swine abound in Madawaska. What they
lack in the swinish requisite of fat they will
make up in size and alertness, Your corres-
pondent or agricultaral editor who recently ad-
vocated the rearing of “spiritualized hogs' will
find an ideal in Madawaska. Perhaps he will
change his mind when he sees it.

This year Maduwaska gathered abundant
harvests, which they will need, for every kind
of lumber business is stagnant, and when this
is the case there is no means of getting a dol-
lar's worth of food or raiment, to say nothing
of a greenback.

But the balance of my Madawaska notes 1
must leave for another letter, 8.

A, uvarling from the contess,
and the earnest and generous pledges to sup-
port to Mr. Bailey Biven by tlilo f;mer last
night, make it certain that the whole fore of
the party will be enlisted in bebalf of Mr. Bai-
ley. Certainly no fitter nomination conld have
been made, 9 repeat now, what we said two
days ago, that there is nos in the House to day
a member, who—as accurate and exten-
sive political information, readiness in debate,
“‘the courage of his opinions,” and the ability
to meet the great issues of the day—is the
superior of Mr. Bailey, and very few are his

peers.
His life and pursuits, as well as his strongly
marked traits of character, qualify him peculi-
arlim_mpreseut a district which has a larger
stake in the prosperity of our financial and
commercial interests than any other in the
country, Until quite recently he was a mer-
chant in “the Swamp,” among whose most
eminent dealers he hann held a high stand-
ing for his rare ability. For twelve years he
has been a director in one of our banks.
His services in administering the irs of the
Commoanwealth Bank, which broke during the
Eﬂuic, have been noted as exhibiting remarka-
le business capacity and jud nt.
As one of the fonnders auﬂm influential
members of the Union League Club, and as
one of the prominent members of the Commit-
tee of Seventy, Mr. Bailey has done his duty as
a citizen with unusual zeal and devotion to the
public interests,
In view of the fact that the financial quastion
will again be the most important before Con-
gress, it is fortunate that such a district as the
eleventh is likely to be represented by a man of
such positive convictions and of such ability to
maintain them in debate, as Mr. Bailey, to
whose efforts as a private citizen duriug the
contest against the Inflationists last winter,
far more is due than is generally known.
Ohio and Indiana elections show an alarming
increase in the strength of the Repudiationists
in that quarter, where Democracy means the
support of raz-ourrency and of more of it. In
the next Congress we shall have need of the
very highest degree of debating ability, on the

part of the members who have to fight for the

It is useless
to ask the long headed merchaats and bankers
of the eleventh district whether, in such a
fight, they would prefer Mr. Bailey to such a
man as his opponent, who is little known and
would be of no importance at Washington.

News and Other Items.

A New Orleans merchant, who had on hand
large quantities of tobacco, it is said, has made
§50,000 by the rise consequent on the partial
failure of the new crop.

Germany has just adopted a law by which
the holder of a railroad ticket may stop at any
point on his journey, for any period—the ticket
remaining good till used.

The king ot the Friendly Islands is a licensed
local Methodist preacher, and his wife, Queen
Charlotte, is a class leader of the same denomi-
nation.

Herman Dubois of Fall River, the consump-
tive patient, upon whom the experiment of
transfusing lamb’s blood was recently tried, is
reported to be improving in health.

The list of individuals and corporations taxed
in Providence for $50,000 and upwards foots up
460. Three are taxed for more than §1,000,000
each, and ten others are compelled to pay for
more than §500,000 each.

The spire of the new charch of St. Nicholag
at Hamburg, in height, to the top of the cross,
is said to be four hundred and seventy two feet.
This is six feet higher than the spire of the fa-
mous Strasburg Cathedral, which has hitherto
been reported to be the highest in Europe.

Over three thousand deer have been killed
near the headwaters of Mad River, California,
within a year, the skins only being nsed. Le-
gislative action is called for to put a stop to
such wholesale slaughter.

According to the Freeman’s Journal, General
Sherman :s not a Catholic, but when engaged

The following extract from the Boston
Herald indicates the danger, to which we
have recently called attention, of losing our
ocean steamship lines unless we take such
action toward affording them tacilities for the
transaction of their business as will induce
them to remain. Their demand is for suit-
able terminal accommodations for the trans-
fer of freight between railways and ships,and
itis of large importance to Portland that

such conveniences be afforded. The Heraid
report is as follows:

have been in Boston inspecting the termina
facilities of the different lines of railroads cen-
tering in Boston, with a view to considering
the advau s of tha ““Hub” as a_winter Eorn
for the traffic of the Dominion. Mr., Richard
Potter, General Manager of the road, says that
with the abolition of the broad gauge system
the Grand Trank Railway can ship directly
from Chicago to this port and thence to Europe.
Mr, Potter thought that with several
lines of steamers, making Boston their port,
the commercial prosperity of the city would be
established on a firm basis, They found
that some anxiety exists in reference to their
puhxgous and l.helint%vrﬁth in the m‘:tfgt geemed
to be very eral, regard @8 Sarato-
(3 mn!mh‘::. Mr. Potter said that the Grand
unk Railway was not represented in that
body, although it was of course more or less in-
terested in its doings. Very possibly, in case
Boston was made the winter port, soma such
arrapgement as that given out at Saratoga
might bs entered into. The party express
themselves as well pleased with their Boston
visit.

SoMEBODY has been lecturing in Boston on
“The Mystery of Emotion.” In the course
of the lecture the speaker took occasion to
dwell at some length on what he was pleased
to call ssthetic gymnastics, and advanced the
doctrine that the attitudes which a man as-
surue exert a subtle influence upon his na-
ture, A great part of the crime in human
society is, be thought “owing to the bad hab-
its men have of bearing their bodies.”

LoxpoN. Oct. 21.—The severe gale in North-
ern England last night was more destruclive
than indicated by the first reports. The storm
also extended to Secotland, The steamship
Chusang from Glasgow for Shanghae, was
driven ashore near Ardrosson and is going to
pieces.

Maine ¥. M. €. A, Convention.

Tha ninth convention of the Young Men's
Christian Associations of Maine, met at the
rooms of the Association in this city, yesterday.
The exercises commenced at 9.30 o’clock with
a prayer meeting conducted by Mr. Charles M.
Bailey of Winthrop, who 1ead the 12th chapter
of Romans, Earnest prayers and addresses
followed by a large number of delegates and
visitors, both pastors andlaymen. There was
agood attendance and excellent spirit mani-
fested.

The convention was called to order about 10}
o'clock by the President, Mr. H. H. Burgess of
this city, who called upon Mr. David "Cargill of
Anugusta, to lead in prayer. Mr. Bargess then
briefly add-essed the convention upon the ob-
ject of the gathering, after which the introduc-
tory business of the convention was attended
to.
The following persons were appointed a com-

mittee on Credentials: N. D, Curtis, Portland;
C. D. Jordan, Biddeford; A. L. Morey, Lewis-
ton.

After a recess of a few minutes the commit-
tee reported forty-seven delegates and visitors
present.

The following persons were appointad a Com-
mittee on Nominations: C. A, Wing, Win-
throp; J. F. Cobb, Auburn; D. Cargill, Au-
gusta; T. N, Huntington, Bath; M. C. Ayer,
Biddeford; A, S. Fuller, Portland; E. R. Sta-
ples, Bridgton.

The Committee after a brief absence,reported
the following persons as officers for the ensuing
year, all of whom were elected: President, J.
R. Learned, Auburn; Vice-Presidents, C. M.
Bailey, Winthrop; David Cargill, Augusta;J,
F. Cobb, Auburn; N, D. Curtis, Portland; G.
F. French, Lewiston; J. M. Moody, Bath; M.
C. Ayer, Biddeford; 8. G. Dayis, Winthrop;
Corresponding Secretary, W. H. Hobbs, Port-
land; Recording Secretaries, C. A. Weston,
Portland; L. T. Carleton, Winthrop; E. R.
Staples. Bridgton; Treasurer,C. A. Wing, Win-
throp.

The committee then adjourned.
AFTERNOON SESSION,
The young men assembled at iwo o'clock,
when a prayer meeting condvcted by Da-
vid Cargill, was held.
The business session commenced at 3 o’clock,
Mr, H. H, Burgess, occupying the chair in the
absence of the President.
After the report of the business committee,
the report of Mr. W. H. Hobbs, Corresponding
Secretary, was presented, an abstract of which
is as follows:
As Correspor.ding Secretary of the Maine as-
sociations he was required toact as Correspond-
ing Member for Maine of the International
Executive Committee. By them he was in-
structed to remember, in his official capacity
that ‘‘the associations are not the church o
Christ; nor are they sabstitutes for church or-
E:mzar.ions. They are an arm of the ckurch to
employed in the special work described.

They are not mere moral rm_ societies,
They are more. Their prime object is the con-
version of young men, and hence every true
moral reform movement has an interest to us;
but asYoung;Men’'s}Christian Associatinn we
cannot undertake to prosecute, especially, any
one, The associations are not political socie-
ties. ‘l‘h%y have mo political opinions to ex-

ress. he Associations, when wisely con-
ncted, and uccording to the purpose for which
they are organized, are the efficient helpers of
the/called and ordained ministry. All honest
opﬁos:t.ion is caused by misunderstandings.”

_He referred to the convention as being the
ninth in number, the first and largest having
occurred at Lewiston in 1868. Several pastors
have been present at every convention and en-
tered heartily into the exercises. Our brother,
Rev. John Allen, old in years but young in
heart, had been present at nearly, if not quite,
every convention,

Upon different occasions the conventions
have declared, among other things, “in favor
of the lﬁal prohibition of the rum traffic;”
against the use of tobacco; against the reading
of light, flashy and immoral books; and in
favor of the interdiction of games of chance in
the rooms.
The observance of the usual day of prayer,
on the second Sabbath in November, was
recommended.
Reports from only a part of the associations
had b.en received, in which it appears that
there are 739 active and 337 associate members;
3000 volumes in libraries; aggregate expenses.
$3,075:132 weekly meetings are held and 11 Sab-
bath Schools; there have been about 560 con-
versions, mostly in conncction with the Bidde-
%zd’asaoclahons, under the labors of Rev. Mr,
owler.

The report of the Treasurer, Mr. C. A.Wing
of Winthrop, was then presented as follows:

Cash on hand at the beginning of the year,
$05.97; interest and collection at Auburn, ﬁ -
gii;1 gpfid out for expenses, $19.67; on hand,

Brief verbal reports from tha Augusta, Bath,
Farmington, Bridgton and Winthrop associa-
tions were then listened to with much inter-
est.
*Watchman Tell Us of the Night,” was then
sung.
The first topic of the conveuntion was then
opened by Mr. M. C. Ayer, “How can we best
proxmote the study of the Bible.” First, under-
stand it, get & general outline, must make use
of helps—commentaries, geographies, bible his-
tories, Greek testament, ete.
Mr. Verranus Morse of Brooklyn—We boast
that we have an open Bible, but to the majority
it is a sealed book; every church and every as-
sociation should sustainja Bible class, organize
first and then make it interesting.
Rev. John Allen—Have the heart in sympa-
thy with the Lord Jesus and he will unfold it.
Mr. Winans said the word of God looked very
bright to him.
Rev. Mr. Pitblado of this city, advocated
much study of the Bible and prayer to God for
enlightenment.
Mr, David Cargill thought the Bible should
be made to appear as an attractive book—it is
an interesting story.
Mr, N, D. Curtis of Portland, said the most
essential thing was the right kind of leader.
Mr. J. 8. Turner of Augusta, thought that
we should first point out to the young the inter-
esting stories of the Bible.
Mr. H, H.Ricker of Portland—We should dig
for traths of the Bible.
Rev. 8. L. Bowler said we should plan, and
Mr. F. A, Smith thought we should study the
positive and not the negative side of the Bible.
‘Some Are Sowing Their Seed in the Day-
light Fair’ was then sung.
Questions from the question box were then
answered. We present a few as follows: Shall
ladies be admitted to membership? Mr.Wing,
Yes. Cannot the Association undertake Bible
readings among the neglectors of religious wor-
ship? Dr. Morse said, yes, Can we receive the
Pentecostal power, If so, how? ;
“We're 'Listed inu a Holy War, Battling *for
the Lord"” was then sung.
The Committee on Credentials reported fur-
ther, after which the afternoon session ad-
journed, -

EVENING SESSION.
A promise meeting occupied the first half
hour of the meeting, which assembled at
Chestnut street church. The first topic of the
evening, “What new plans shall now be adopt-
ed to infure new vigor into the association,&e,”
was opened by Mr. ¥, N. Dingley of Auburn,
who said we need a faith, not only deep but
sincere; we want the props of self-reliance and
worldly wisdom knocked away. We also need
a gospel of good digastion. More temperance
in eating as well as in drinking was reqnired.
He knew no betrer receipt for warmth and vig-
or than work. If you want to get people to
work go to work yourself. You must have
something deeper than emotional religion,seme-
thing deeper than paroxyisms of spiritual ex-
citement in prayer meetings.

Dr, Morse said our purposes were threefold,
first to convert souls, second to train Christians
and third, to carry the gospel to the masses,
‘We must be in earnest and persistent in our
efforts. Headvised the young men to go out
and organize associations, Mr. O. C. Herbert
of Kingston, Ont., related an inspiring 1nci-
dent,

Mr. H. B, Smith of Pertland, thought we
should give members work and then seek the
Dbaptism of the Holy Ghest, 5

“‘How shall onr prayer meetings be conduncted
and the attendance increased,” was next dis-
cussed,

Mr. E. R, Staples of Bridgton, liked this
zeal that had been spoken of.

Rev. Stephen Allen of Winthrop, said mwem-
bers of the association should keeg very near to
Jesus, and the associajion should keep very
near the charch.

Mr. N, D, Curtis of Portland, said we needed
most to infuse vigor into the old methods,

Rev. Stephen Allen said we should avoid
formality in prayer meetings.

Mr. J. W. Munger thought we, ourselves,
should first be filled with the fullneas of the
gospel of peace. :

After the report of the bunsiness committee
the meeting was adjourned, Rev. Stephen Al-
len pronouncing the benediction,

ME. BEECHER'S LECTURE.

Large Audience and Warm Welcome,

The opening lecture of the M. L. A. Course
was delivered last evening by the Rev. Henry
Ward Beecher, There was a very large audi-
ence present, every seat being taken, and many
people standing about the doorways,

As Mr, Beecher came upon the stand hs was
welcomed in the usual cordial Portland man-
ner with the clapping of miany hands. He
looked fresh, vigorous and rosy, his face show=
ing the tan and burn of a sojourn in the moun-
taing, and was evidently in excellent health
and spirits. The lectnre was ope of his best
platform efforts, and all thiough its delivery
the speaker gave that impression of immense
reserve power which he babitually conveys. In
short the lecture was a characteristic Beecher
lecture, the reception was the usual cordial one,
and at the close many people, as usual, pressed
to the platform to shake hands with him.

Mr. Beecher began by stating the subject of
his lecture, “Upper and Under,” and com-
‘mented at some length on the modern ijmpa-
tience of class distinctions, the constant striv-
ing upward of all classes, and the constantly
increasing wants and luxuries of even those
low down in the social scale.

That society must classify itself is inevitable,
it is & necessity, if there is no moral and intel-
lectual force and specific gravity which, vary-
ing, must needs place different people and
classes of people at different elevations. Many
defend classes and many assail thém, and both
in part are right, for as classes have demeaned
themselves, a8 classes have been constituted ar.
tificially with prerogatives and privileges which
did not fitly belong to them, they have been
mischievous, and the class spirit when it is sel-
fish and arrogant is always bad. But these
are faults of administration, and not of organ-
ization.

There are many lamina, strata in society.—
They run into each other. They cannot be dis-
.tinctly transposed in their outlines. Where the
population is small, is widely scattered, where
the education and employment are not thore=-
ughly organized and developed itis less obvious,
Then there seems to bs a great, uniform and
homogenous whole. Bat it becomes apparent,
this ¢l asslfyiug spirit, as population crowds in-
to narrow confines or competition brings out
men and compares them one with another.

In the first place, in these common pursuits,
it is quite natural that men that are pursuing
common ends, drawing them together, should
need counsel and co-operation, There are in-
tellectual affinities that will draw other men
together, sesthetic affinities that will draw oth-
ers together, religious or social affinities which
will draw others together, affinities of morality
and sentiment, and each of these or all of them
conjointly act to classify men and tend to put
them into sympathy with the promiscusus
whole, or to appoint them paths among the
the few. We consort where our dominant feel-
ings are apt to be gratified. We do not like to
go among those who do not feel as we do.

Mr. Beecher said the fullest and the largest
conoeption of a man, is one that measures so-
ciety from top to bottom, and has something of
everythisg in him, and he is the best man
whom no man passes without being more or
less nnderstood by him, and sympathized with
by him. A man may belong to different class-
es, Men belonging only to one class may be
extremely proper,but are apt to be learned,nar-
row and nndeveloped. The man who believes
there is nobody worth knowing out of his own
set, the man who believes he has joined himself
to a class, that contains all the knowledge or
all the refinement or all the morality, that man
must be very narcow. There is no one class
that contains everything, and to be shut up in
a class is like being shut up in a prison.
Healthy condition requires, however, that in
the formation of these different classes in so-
ciety there should be perfect ease of access and
exit. ltought not to be difficut for a man to
rise into any class. It ought not to be difficult
for any class to reject a man when he is no
longer fit for the association.

he distinction Mr. Beecher made between
the upper and urder classes was that one was
above the other as the one is better developed
than another. Men that are developed in the
direction of the intellect and its moral feeling
and spirituality are of the higher class, and the
inferior class of men are those who represent
only the material or the lower comprehension
of the mental.

As we ascend we forget where we come from.
We forﬁet and we are prone by pride toen-
tinguish those sympathies which connect us
with the lower classes round about us, and we
limit our station of manhood to that particular
manhood which is in direct sympathy with our-
selves, and forget that royal injunction, “‘Ye
that are strong bear with the weak.”

After reviewing in a satirical manner the
spirit of exclusiveness and caste which widely
prevails, the lecturer said: “It is refreshing
sometimes to go from among good men to men
that are not so ; fmogclnass is like sugar.
1 like a little of it diff but when you have
to take it in the lump it becomes very satiat-
ing. To go from our ordinary environment and
find ourselves among the simple atd plain and
have that intercourse, the change in social life,
unrestricted as it is, i3 a great rest. While cal-
ture tends to develod the intellect and taste, it
is often at the expense of the hear? and I ob-
serve that highly cultivated people feel that ex-
pression of feelings is not in good taste, or to
express surprise or great iuterest;lthat it is not
in Fond taste to laugh, or to smile,or to give in-
dulgence to any impetuous feelings of pleasure
—of enthusiasm, &e.”’ He said these ithings
were not common to high calture fand persons
must repress their feelicgs until at last they get
into that state where they are extremely ad-
mirable to themselves and nobody else. ck-
ing, it may .be, much refinement, neverthe-
less plain people have more affection, more
heart. Among humble people there are just as
many acts of heroism as are found among the
superior classes, but there are no heroes be-
cause they are obscured too much to allow their
heroic acts to be seen or known by the world.
These people give more too in their religions
and charitable contributions in proportion than
the rich do. There is among them more pa-
tience in sorrow and suffering, more resigna-
tlon, more submission,

Business Notes.
The Deering Association at South Paris have
manufactured the past season 1000 cheezes, do-
ing fully as well as last year, and sold them at
IG cents,
The East Corinth cheese factory is progress-
ing toward completion.
About 25,000,000 of deals have been shipped
to Englisn ports this season against 5,000,000
last year.
The catch of herring has been the lightest
and the fish the smallest since the year 1846.—
Whatever people may have to eat for the year
to come, it is certain that they cannot have bat
few smoked herring. The stock on hand is very
small indeed.
The saw mill at Turner village changed
hands during the past suammer, and the pres-
ent proprietors, Asa B. Jones and Charles B.
Blake, are greatly improving the property. A
fifty inch circular saw with box board attach-
ment, will replace the old, and Lane’s momtor
turbine will supersede the old water wheel.—
The changes which are being made will neces-
sitate an ontlay of about $2000; and with the
new arrangements one thousand feet of lumber
per hour can be sawed. The mill will be ready
for business by the middle of November.
There are now 110 stone cutters on Clark’s
Island, cutting stone for the Hartford post of-
fice, with full proportions of contingent labor
making the number empleyed new about 150
men. The force of cutters will probably be in-
