NEW ENCLAND SUNDAY SCHOOLS.

What has Been Done During the Past
Year.

LewisTox, Oct. 17.—At today’s meeting
of the New England Sunday School conven-
tion, when State reports were called for Rev.
B. P. Snow of Willard, reported for Maine.

Mr. Snow spoke, in preface, of the satis-
faction that the State of Maine felt in the
coming of the convention to this State. He
said that the condition of the Sabbath School

work in Maine was improving every year.
In the way of statistics he stated that there
are 244 Congregational churches in Maine,
15 local conferences, 21,161 church members,
260 Sunday Schools, 15,000 families connect-
ed with the Congregational Sunday Schools,
23,000 officers, teachers and members of the
Sunday Schools of the church. The popula-
tion of the State of Maine is about 650,000 at
the present time. The Sunday Schools at
the best and most liberal estimate have only
about 104,000; the tists have about 17.000
officers, members and teachers, and the Meth-
odists 27,000 in the Sunday ools.

Maine has about 213,000 children between
the ages of four and 21, and only about 104,-
000 of them in the Sumiay Schools: and this
leaves 109,000 who are not in the Sabbath
Schools of the State. The schools of Maine
are so widely scattered and the territory so
great that it seems harder here than in other
more thickly settled States. Distance does
not lend enchantment to the view in this

case,

Rev. Mr. Snow, lln corelusion, said that he
thn}ulgllt the condition of the Sunday Scheols
of Maine very hopeful, and far brighter than
in times gone by. He knew that there is
room for improvement, but felt that there is
no cause for discouragement.

It is to behoped (the Paris
correspondent of the London Telegraph re-
marks) that something will be done
for the place In view of the ap-
proaching exhibition; for Malmaison was
given to t Sl.nosy Napoleon I11.. and was
converted into a “*Napoleonie Museum’ dur-
ing the World's Fair of 1867. The spot will
be an interesting place of pllgrimage for the
visitors to the exhibition, for Malmaison is to
many more memorable than the nons at
Versailles. Malmalson saw the trinmph, the
downfall, aud the death of the “erecle glrl,”
who became Empress of the Frenh, It was
there that Josephine presided ov: r the Con-
sular Court, it was thither that she repair-
ed on the 15th of December, 1500, when the
divoree was promulgated at the Tulleries
which gave her place to the Austrian Arch-
duchess. There, too, Josephine died in May,
1814, while Napoleon was at Elba; and when
the conqueror himsell was defeated at Water-
loo, it was to Malmalson that he repaired,
amld disaster and desolation. The roperty
called Petite Malmaison is luckily In good
hands. it is the summer seat of the Count
de Bari,brother of the ex-King of Naples and
of his;Countess. The new occupants of the
place has refurnished it in First Empire style
and has paid partictlar attention to the gard-
den,in which Josephine used to amuse herself
by planting flowers or pruning leaves. In
this garden is still extant the gate through
which Napoleon passed when he left Mal-
malson for ever on his way to Rochefrt, in
order to give himself up to the English and
to embark for St. Helena.

RED SKINS.

Secretary Vilas Makes Another Bid
for the Sloux Reservation

Which Sitting Bull and His Friends
Have Taken Into Consideration.

The Cherokees Landed as Proprie-
tors Without a Perfect Title.

WasmiNaron, Oct. 17.—Secrotary Vilas
today again met the Sioux Indian chiefs at
the interior department. He lald before
them the coneclusions reached by the Presi-
dent and himself upon the proposition of the
Indians as expressed in the first conference
upon the bill to relinquish a portion of their
reservation. By the terms it was agreed
that for the lands belonging to the Indians,
entered for homestead settlements within
three years from date when the act shaly
have taken effect, §1 per acre shall be paid.
For all lands thus entered two years there-
alter, 76 cents per acre, and for all such
lands entered after five years 50 cents per
acre. After five years It Is stipulated that
Congress may provide any disposition of
lands remaining unsold which shall be
deemed proper, provided that not less than
50 cents per acre is placed to the credit of
the Indians.jIt is also granted that,instead of
a million dotlars mentioned in the act, two
milllons be appropriated. From this sum,
six months after the bill becomes a law, 820
shall be pald each Indian. This payment
does not affest the right of the Indian to the
allotment of §20 provided for in the bill. The
funds provided by ths act shall be divided

The Cherokee Strip.

WasmnaroN, Oct. 17.—When the Okla-
homa bill was before the House the other
day. Mr. Dunn sald he understood that the
Secretary of the Interior bad notified Chief
Mayes of the Cherokee Nation to make no
more eontracts or leases of the tract known
as the Cherokee Strip, adding that if any
weré made they would not be respected.
Nevertheless, the Cherokees have been busi-
Iy occupled with endeavoring to lease the

strip, and would bave done so lo could
mﬂ have procured a satisfacto “ﬂ.

‘This tract has been at the basis of Chero-
kee politics for the last two years and has al-
most driveu the tribe to elvil war, [t con-
tains 6,022,000 acres, excluding the Publle
Land Strip or No Man’'s Land, lying to tho
west of it, whieh contalns 3,87{.610 more.
This latter tzact Is also claimed by the Che-
rokees, and five or six vears s, lensed
it to & cattle syndicate, but their views as to

its olrnmhl(r are not shared by the govern-
ment. The Cherokee Strip, or Outlet S
lies south of Konsas and was conve to

the tribe about hall a century ago, but in
1806 it was reconveyed to the government
under a stipulation that omly friendly In-
dians should be settled upon it. A part pay-
ment was made to the Indians, but the re-
mainder of the purchase money has never
been appropriated. Accordingly the Che-
rokees go on leasing the strip, and have not
until now been interfered with, wh.l:g
because the whole matter of purchase
mﬂt was left in a condition so unsatis-
ry. Should the final payment be made
the land would still remaln subjeet to use for
Indians only, unless the extinetion of this
condition should be procured.
In the election a year ago the party in
wer, the Natlonals, under Chief Bushy-
took ground in favor of renewing the
lease to the Cherokee Strip Live Stock As-
soelation, which then held It at = reatal of
100,000 per annum. The opposition, or
wning party, declared that these lessees
bad a large profit by sub-letting, and
that if thrown open to the highest bidder
the lease might yield from $200,000 to §300,
000 & year. The Nationalists nominated
Buneh, but the Downing candidate, Mayes,
was elected by a small majority. A long de-
lay to make known the result nearly brought
on bloodshed at Tablequah, and the Un
States authorities were compelled to inter-

We are not disposed to deny that the news-
paper that discovered a Democratic vie-
tory in Maine last month may bea con-
noisseur on the subject of *little known”
things and persons.

This is pretty well for a
people who are, aceording to the Democratic
orators, taxed to death from the eridle to the
grave.

The Anerlean manufacturer is not the
tender house plant that the free traders
would have you believe. He is not only
known in his own great home market, in
Europe and in South America; but the chil-
dren of the setting sun in the far 8f marts of
the Land of the White Elephant extol his
abllity and his enterprise. Minister Jacob

court of Siam says that there Amerlean
goods are liked better than any others, as is
proved by the fact that German and English
manufacturers commonly ecounterfeit our
trade-marks. All the petroleum used in
Slam comes from America, the ecountry is
supplied with flour from San Franciseo,
much American machinery is used, anda
great quantity of our eotton and woolen
fabrics are bought.

When the Hon. Willam L. Putnam
opened the Democratic side of the Maine
campaign he did not disguise the fact that
he was for a tariff for revenue only. When
he spoke at the Bangor barbecue he even
intimated that a tariff for protection was in
conflict with the constitution. But here he
is in Concord, N. H., arguing as well as
we can make out from the report of his
speech in the Boston Herald—that the
tariff on sugar—the tax he calls it—should
be retained, because if it were removed Lou-
islana would be bankrupted by the eompeti-
tlon of German and French beet sugar.

In other
words, why should the sngar producer be
shielded from the competition of France and
Germany and the wool producer be exposed
to the competition of Australia? There is
but one logical answer, and as Mr. Putnam
has a logical mind, he must give it—if the
sugar producer is protected, so also should
the wool producer be. It loeks as if Mr. Put-
nam has gone over to the protection Demo-
crats, and now fought with Mr. Randall
rather than with Mr, Carlisle, The Maine
campaign had a highly educational effect.

In Case of War.,

Happily the danger of a war between .the
United States aud Great Britain is so small
as to be inappreciable. Specu'stions, there
fore, of the result of such a w.r need worry
no one, even when the speculator is so con-
sequential a person as the Secietary of the
Navy. Probably the Secretary lind no better
reason for talking about war thanthata
conversation on that subject presented fower
dangers than a conversation on Amerlean
politics. However, he talked interestingly,
and stated some facts not generally known,
or if known liable to be overioked in pre-
dicting the result of a war between this
country and England. If the contestshould
be on land, the Secretary pointed oat that
our superiority of numbers alone would en-
sure us the victory. The population of the
United States is 60,000,000, while the popula-
tion of Great Britain and her colonies Is
only 45,000,000, A purely land contest would
inevitably result in the defeat of the Eng-
lish, and probably, too, in the annexation of
Canada to the United States. Canada counld

not bring into the field any foree comparable
with what the United States could raise.
The total strength of the active militin of
Canada Is only 37,346, while the militia of

the American States that lie upon the border
numbers over 57,000, Great Britain’s naval
strength would be of listle use on the St.
Lawrenee and great lakes, for before she
could possibly get any of her ships into the
lakes we should have taken possession of
the canals leading to them.

But of course Great Britain’s prineipal
weapon would be her navy, and with this
she would undoubtedly attempt to enter our
harbors and destroy our seaboard cities.
Secretary Whitney points out, however, that
almost all our ports are easily defensible by
torpedoes. The principal exceptions are San
Francisco onthe Pacific coast and Portiand
on the Atlantic coast. But England, the
Secretary further volnts out,is far more
vulnerable through her commeree than the
United States through any deficiency of
coast defences. There is afloat every day in
the year of English commerce the value of
$200,000,000. It would be utterly impossible

for England to protect this commerce from
the fast cruisers which we shouid it out on
the declaration of war. The injury which
we could inflict upon England in this way

would be enormous. And our blows, too,
would be struck at the vitals of the English
pation, for a very large per cent. of the
freights of England’s ships are her food sup-
ply. The prospect of such destruction
would produce a panic in London within 48
hours after war was declared. We could
not fight British ironclads, the Secre ary
says, and therefore our pride might be
wounded, but we could successfully defend
our ports, and could inflict incaleulable dam-
age on ourjadversary through her commerce
and speedily compel her to cry for peace.

Real and Apparent Social Changes.

The rapld immigration of qu_!igners and
the large families which theyibring with
them or possess themselves of after arriving
in this country have afforded a problem for
mueh discussion and speculation. Some
have thought that the face of society, espec-
jally In New England, was to be wholly
changed, and that a new race’ recruited from
the large and flourishing familles of foreign
born citizens, would take the place of the
dwindling families of those whose ancestors
first settled the country. There has been
much to encourage such speculations, not
only as revealed by common observation,
but as shown by the more accurate statistics
of the census. The census has shown in
Maine, for instance that in 1850 the average
size of the mnative family was B564;
in 1860, 5.20; In 1870, 478: and in 1880
only 4.58. Common observation, on the
other hand, has seemed to show that
the families of the foreign born are
averaging much larger in number; whence
the inference that it is only a matter
of time when New England soclety will be
completely changed. Such inferences have
not been peculiar to New England alone. In
Canada where the people of French descent
are in continual rivalry with their neighbors
of British birth the question of re.ce predom-
inance has been much discussed and studied.
The French families of Quebec are generally
wuch larger than the British families of
Ontario and the Maritime Provinces.
Hence bas arisen in the Dominion a popular
belief that the French are destined in time
to possess themselves of all Canada. Many
of the French themselves have been capti-
vated with this idea, which has been her-
alded both by their orators and their news-
papers. One French Canadian newspaper,
indeed, not long ago served notice on New
Evgland that in time the valleys of Maine
and Vermont would be wanted and taken by
this earth-populating and earth-possessing
race, who would in their new conquest
speak the Ireneh language and worship

accarding to the rites of the Roman Catholie-

religion. Professor Goldwin Smith, who has
been investigating the race problem in Can-
ada was so impressed with the apparent
vigor of the French Canadians of Quebec
that ke recommended annexation as the best
means of restoring the balance of race and
religion in Canada. Dut the Toronto Globe,
before sharing the general alarm, has been ex-
amining the facts of the situatien. Itscon-
clusions are such as were indicated not long
ago by the report of vital statistics inthe
city of Lewiston in this State; viz. that
large numbers of births did not necessarily
indicate a permanent increase of population.
In Lewiston of the children in the largest
foreign families, astonishingly few reached
manhood and womanhood. The Toronto
Globe finds in the broader and better field of
observation in Canada that while in Quebec
there are more children under eleven years
of age in proportion to population than in
Ontario, there are less between the ages of
eleven and twenty; so that the advantage
of a greater birth rate among the Canadians
of Quebec is offset by the greater death rate
among the young., And this isa fact that
should be taken into account in all specula-
tions as to soclal changes whether in Canada
or New England.

Spontareous Enthusiasm that Re-
calls the Days of (840.

The singing Harrison and Morton clubs
are playing a most important part inthe
present campaign.

It seems as though the campaign of 1840, of
“Tippecanoe and Tyler, Too,” when songs
as well as speeches helped elect, as Presi-
dent, the grandfather of the present Repub-
lican candidate for the same office is repeat-
ing itself, It had been supposed thatthe
ballad and song formerly so potent in poli-
ties, had had its day, but the large aundiences
that attend the Harrison and Morton meet-
ing where good singiog is alternated with
good speaking proves that this is not so.

One reason for the sucecess of these meeg
ings is that the campaign songs have been
set to airs familiar to all. There are few
who are not able to at least bum such vld-

time airs as “John Brown’s Body,” “March-
gx tl!asronsh Georzin.:i. “Rally Round the

, Boys,” “Tramp, Tramp, Tramp,” ora
doazgn uthers which are nsed.

Probably the most uul?ue of these clubs
where voealism is a leading feature, is that
which has daily meetings at No. 5 Broad-
wa‘\;. adjoining the headquarters of the Re-

ublicans of the First Assembly district.
T'he singing elub is the outcome of the ef-
forts of that genial Republican, A. R. Whit-
ney. This section of the city is the home of
hundreds of Irieh voters, and eyery Irish-
man | ikes good singing, It is the stamping
?round. too, of 'longsho remen and of work-

ngmen of all sorts and conditions, and hun-
dreds pass the headquarters every few min-
utes. The elub occupies a large room on the
ground floor that will e‘.llallf1 accommodate
1,500 maons. and although the headquarters
have been but just ngened. they are too
small for the dally public meetings, which
last from 3.30 p. m. to 4.30 p. m.

Taken altogether, the meeting yesterday
afternoon was one of the most Hiclul‘eﬂluﬁ
and, at the same tiwe, stirring political meet-
IDS?I that could ?I‘Oblbl)f be seen in any part
of New York city. Itwas ina sense Im-
promptu, but if the enthusiasm had been
manufactured 1t could not have been so
spontansous and hearty. Many of the men,
too, who were most enthusfastic were men
who, in the past, have ocrats.

The personnel of the meeting was such as
is not usually seen. A wealthy merchant
from the Produce Exchange a block away
stood shoulder to shoulder with a brawny
longshoreman whose colton hook was thrust
in his belt. Clerks snd street laborers sal
side by side, and In the background bove
ered meditative prospective citizens, who
woudered what it was all about.

A. R, Whitney hiwself, mna snuff-colored
business sunit, distributed a pamphlet of
songs about, requested everybody to come
up to the front, stop smoking and sing. To
set a good example, he sang imself, and at
the odd times when the other twelve hun-
dred singers would give him a e¢hance to be
he:;]n] he showed that he was nota bad singer
either,

“Gentlemen,” said Mr. Whitney, *“we will
open with song No. 1 in the pamphlet, and
in the weantime what is the matter with
Harrison ?”

Twelve hundred men promptly and unani-
mously ventured the opinion that *Harrison
is all right.” Then they expressed a further
opinion that “Whitney is all right;” and to
shut the thing off Whitney started the sing-
ing. The first song has been sung before,
but it was sung with enthusiasm jgst the
same. It was “The Battle has Just Begun,”
and the air was “John Brown's Body.”
Here is one verse that was sung with a will:

A LUCKY DAY ON THE BANKS.
Over Two Hundred Thousand Pounds
of Fish Landed Yesterday.

Yesterday was a busy day at the fish
houses. In the forenoon the fishing schoon-
ers began to come in and they continued to
arrive until late in the afternoon when the
greater part of the fishing fleet was in port,
The catehes, which consisted of cod, had-
dock and hake, mostly hake, amounted to be-

tween 200000 and 300,000 pounds,
and varied in size from 10,000 to
40,000 pounds each, The  schooner

Mary E. Daniels had about the best luck of
any vessel of the fleet. Her ecatch, which
was taken in one day, amounted to 40,000
pounds This netted each member of the
crew about $50 for his day's work, a very
respectable sum indeed.

The scene yesterday afternoon at John
Loveitt & Co.'s and J. W. Trefethen &
Co.'s, the two great fish houses on Com-
mercial wharf,wasla remarkably busy as well
as a very interesting one. A dozen fishing
schooners, all with good catehes, were made
fast to the wharf, and fishermen, dressed in
their oiled suits, were busy throwing the
fish in baskets with their two tined forks.
As soon as a basket was full it was hoisted
to the fish house on the wharf, weighed, and
then the fish thrown in a pile or put in boxes
and covered with ice. In John Loveitt &
Co.’s store half a score of men were kept
busy weighing the fish and filling large boxes
full of the slippery cod and haddock ready to
be shipped away. In J. W. Trefethen’s each
man was working as if his life depended up-
on what the did. Vessels were unloading
at two doors of the house and the fish was
thrown into a huge pile in the middle of the
floor by men who worked rapidly with two
tined forks. There were 50,000 pounds of
fish in the big pile when the writer saw it
yesterday afternoon. At the end of the
wharf a score of fishermen who had unlead-
ed their cateh and received their pay, were
lolling upon boxes and barrels or leaning
against the fish houses, smoking, spinning
yaros and cracking jokes,

The ship furnishing stores were also busy,
for the fishe rmen spent their money with
lavish hands. Quantities of provisions,
hoacks, fishing tackle and so forth were pur-
chased by the hardy seamen, and the old
black pipe was laid away for a cigar. Such
are the scenes on the docks when the fleet
comes inafter a lucky day on the banks,
