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THE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD.

Muck-Composts and Commercial Ma-

nures.

Will the PrEss give a recipe for mixing
muck, sulphate of ammonia and nitrate of so-
da, bone meal &c., giving the quantity of
each, with the price and manner of mixing,
and any other remarks ? L. Y., Starks.

Reply by 8. L. Goedale.

It is not unusual to see recipes of the sort
above indica'ed going the rounds of the pa-
pers, and whoever tries them will very likely
find some of them prove eflicacious and pos-
sibly in rare instances he may find them pro-
fitable. But we do not recommend such
mixtures to be made, for the simple reason
that little or no gain would be realized above
that from using the same substanees without
previous mixing; and laber is too valuable to
throw away. The farmer should be the last
man to permit any wastes about his premises,
and the demands upor his muscular powers
are so large and so constant that he will do
wisely to avoid all unproductive labor, *Mix-
ing"” or composting is to to be recommended
when improvement or increase of value can
be fairly counted upon,greater than the worth
of the labor involved in the operation. This
occurs only when new and useful combina-
tions take place. It is of great importance
here to bear in mind the wide dilference be-
tween a mere mixtore and a combination.
The first is a mingling together by mechani-
cal means, as when you mix sand with sugar,
It is only sand and sugar still. Gunpowder
is an intimate mixture of sulphur, nitre and
charcoal, By suitable mechanical means its
component parts can be separated but,put fire
to it, and its component parts enter into com-
bination.Gunpowder is purposely socomposed
that a large amount of gases shall be suddenly
formed and the larger space which these re-
quire gives the explosive force. Neither sul-
phur, nitre nor charcoal can be directly re-
covered from these gases—because new and
different substances have been formed with
entirely different properties, Just as real
changes and involving new chemical combina-
tions take place, although much more slowly,
whenever a heap of compost is left to ferment,
or a fallen log in the woods is left to decay, or
a neglected farm implement is left to rust.
Such is always the case when combination
takes place. When a man mixes muck with un-
leached ashes and allows the heap to lie until
the potash from the ashes reacts upon the
vegetable matter, new combinations are
formed and the resuli is, that plant food
which existed in the muck in a locked up, in-
ert, unavailable condition is liberated aad
rendered active and assimilable by plants.
Now as there is in this operation no loss of
potash, it is evident that the mixing or com-
posting is useful, because it has resulted ina
positive gain—and much more and more
quickly than if the same muck and ashes
had been applied separately to the soil.

Substantially similar improvement would
follow if we compost muck with stable ma-
nure aud allow the heap to warm up suffi-
ciently to develop ammonia, which acts upon
the inert vegetable matter and renders it
readily assimilable by the plant. Not so is it
if we mix sulpbate of ammonia with muck,
for here the amrionia (its alkaline constitu-
ent) is already saturated with sulpharic acid
and would not act upon the muck as ammo-
nia alone would. It remains a mixture only.
If nitrate of soda be so mixed it would remain
in mixture, for its soda is already neutralized
by nitric acid, and would not re-act upon the
muck, as soda in a free state would. These
mixtures would consist of so much sulphate
of ammonia, or nitrate of soda diluted,
mingled or extended with so much muck,
It might be thus a little easier to sp 1ead a
small amount of these active salts eveuly
over a large surface, but this advan:age
might bardly pay for the labor,

Both sulphate of ammonia and nitrate of
soda are enegetic mannres. They are costly,
too, compared with most other commercial
manures, a3 all salts containing nitrogen are;
and being little in demand except for other
uses in the arts, they are not commonly kept
for sale in agricultural districts, Their prices
are quite variable, sulphate of ammonia in
large quantliies ranging from six to nine
cents per Ib., and nitrate of soda from three
or four to six cents per Ib. Bone meal brings
from $40 to $60 per ton according to purity,
fineness &e. Some is sold as pure, but really
far from being so, for $30 or less.

As a general rule sulphate of ammonia is
applied to best advantage directly to the soil,
and near the time when the plant needs it,
and only enough for one season’s use. Ni-
trate of soda should always be used in this
way, for unlike most active manurial sub-
stances, Lhe soil has no power at all to com-
bine with it and hold it for future use, Itis
liable to be washed by rains into the subsoil
and lost. Leachy, gravelly soils can hardly
hold it long enough for a single crop. As a
general rule too, both are used to best advan-
tage for the small grain crops, because plants
with so narrow and scanty leaves, and of so
brief duration from germination to maturity
as these, have smaller facilities and shorter
opportunities to oblain nitrogen for them-
selves than do plants with larger foliage and
of longer duration.

To compost muck with bone meal would
be better practice and may be commended,
for if the heap warms up well the animal or
nitrogenous portion of the bone would evolve
its nitrogen in the form of free ammonia
which would act in the crude vegetable mat-
ter as a free alkali and greatly benefit the
muck, while the earthy or phosphatic portion
would become more finely divided and more
easily assimilated by the plants.

A barrel or two of bone meal inay be com-
posted with a cord of muck to decided ad-
vantage,

Labor in composting muck can be used to
no better advantage than by incorporating
fish chum with it, provided, however, that
the chum be really good. But remember
there is no other manure of so variable qual-
ity as porgy chum. By taking it before de-
composition has set in, and sent off more or
less of its nitrogen, and mixing it well with
thirty to fifty times its weight of muck, and
allowing the heap to become well decom-
posed, we not only securely retain the full
fertilizing efficacy of the fish, but we also
convert the muck into an excellent manure,

Whoever buys fish chum should look well
to its quality. I have seen hundreds of tons
the present season which would be cheaper
at $40 per ton than other that I have seen
would be at $10 per ton. The latter, how-
ever, would best please those who ignorantly
suppose that the more offensive a manure is
the more efficacious it must be. No greater
error was ever enterfained than that offens-
ive odor is a necessary accompaniment of
manucial virtue,

Nitrate of soda and sulphate of ammonia
are as free from offensive odor as table salt.

Culture of the Grape.

The following' is an extract from an able
and exhaustive paper read at a recent meet-
ing of the Michigan Pomological Society by
Mr, Sigler, upon the culture of foreign grapes:

In preparing the soil before setting the
vines it bas been my practice to spade the
earth about two feet deep and pulverize well.
If the soil is reasonably rich, [ use no ma-
nure before setting. But after the vines have
got a good start, I use manure freely on the
sucface of the earth and keep putting it on
yearly, as it answers a two-fold purpose, for
a mulch and a feeder. The treatment of the
vine the first year is not to let but one shoot
grow, aud pinch that one off about the last
of ust, 80 the wood will ripen up to stand
our winter better. About the last of Novem-
ber or the first of December, I take the yine

from the treilis, trim it, and bend it dewn
and cover it from four to six inches deep in
the earth, and leave them in this condition
until the first or middle of April. I then un-
cover the vines and wash them off clean with
soapsuds, or use a force pump which answers
a very good purpose to wash the dirt off and
to moisten the buds so they will develope
more eveuly. This should bé done frequent-
ly until they are well leaved out. The see-
ond year1 let two shoots grow, and treat
them in the same manner as the first year,
and then to the third year, while the anxious
caltivator is looking to the opening of every
bud to see if he is to be rewarded for a por-
tion of his toils, which he is sure of if he
performs his duty well. If you slight the
grapevine it will remember you at the harvest
time with an indignant refusal to give you
one single cluster of well-developed fruit. " So
it is in every department of Horticulture,
We quickly learn this lesson, whatever is
worth doing at all, is worth doing well,

After the third year, you have encouraged
the growth of the vine to its fullest ca aﬁty
in length; say eight or ten feet, which should
never be allowed to extend farther than this,
on any condition whatever, for fear of letting
it overbear. The other indulgent cultivator
is apt to spoil his fruit, and also the future
Esc ulncsslil ?l’ the \-line, by over-taxation.

A few remarks upon the best varieties of
native grapes for this latitude, perhaps,would
not be uninteresting to some, The first of all
the native varieties is the Concord, next the
Delaware; Hartford Prolific for early, but
nat ﬁrst—cjsss;Diana, lor keeping qualities,
is No. 1; Crevelly should be in the list,
and the Croton comes highly recommended
from different sotrces, but not fully tested
here; the Iona is a good grape,but not hardy ;
the Clinton is valuable for jelly and wine, and
lt? keep}ng q}::alitiels are goud.h The system
of pruning the native the same as
the foreign, whieh I lemu the third year,
I have always adopted the spur mode of prun-
ing the vine as it appearel to me Lo be the
most reasonable, and that is to cut off in the
fall the present season’s growlh of wood, to
the third eye of each spur. This is the man-
ner thal I have always practiced since I com-
menced the cultivation of the vine, and I
have been very successful in getting plenty
of good fruit. II I think the vitality of the
vine requires more wood, 1 let the end branch-
es extend a little farther at the time of prun-
ing, but more often make mistakes in getting
too much bearing wood than otherwise,

Sheep Farming,
The Satter, Cal,, Banner, in an editorial
on sheep farming, very truly concludes as
follows:

The sheep thrives best, produes most flesh
and most wool, yields the largest, easiest and
quickest profit when he has nothing in the
world to do but eat, digest, sleep and eat
again. If he be kept upon land which will
only support one sheep to six acres, his flesh
is stringy, his wool wiry, and the supply of
both very small. If, on the other hand, he
be kept ina field where five and twenty
sheep can be fed to an acre, and so carefully
penned in that he cannot roam at will over
that, but must eat up one part of the crop be-
fore he can attack another, he simply ﬂ'IF his
outer stomach full, apply himself to the
cess of rumination, and afterward gently ure':'
while nature is piling flesh on his bones, ms
wool on his skin.

The finest mutton and the best wool can
only be obtained by men who will cultivate
Eood clover fields and grass meadows, wili

uy good breeds of sheep and take proper
care of them. If this be dune, we will not
import tallow, nor see Australian wool in
American markets. There is also a firm and
steady demand now in Great Britain for tin-
ned mutton and mutton hams,which are sent
all the way from Australia, to meet with a
ready sale at twelve to fifteen cents per pound
wholesale, in ship-loads. All these outlets,
and more, we might supply and even then
have plenty of room for more shmgr it
was done. The experience of m times
shows conclusively that sheep are more valu-
able on a small farm than on a large ome;
more profitable on a highly cultivated mea~
dow than on a barren mountain side, and
fully capable of paying for the highest amount
of atteotion that ean be bestowed upon
them.

Encouraging to Emigrants.

Carter Connor, formerly of Ohio but more
recently from Louisiana in great haste, in-
sists, unreasonably perhaps, that therc are
white league outrages in that state and that
it is not an agreeable place of residence. Mr.
Connor having saved a bit of money by farm-
ing tooka fancy last year to look up a new
home, aud after traveling about fixed upon a
spot in northwestern Louisiana. TLere he
bought a farm, built a small house and went
to making cotton, becoming a citizen of that
state. For a time the industrious Ohioan
prospered and would have been a prosperous
man to-day had not several of his neighbors
called npon him a few weeks since in behalf
of the Sons of Liberty and made some talk
about *“protecting life, maintaining order and
punishing those offences which the law canunot
1each.” The talk was so vague at first that
Mr. Connor could not fully comprehend its
drift, but at last the visitors closed by inform-
ing him that he had been making remarks on
politieal topics in opposition to those enler-
tained by the White Leaguers and that he
must leave the country within forty-eight
hours. He believed that a citizen of the Re-
public had a right to express his conviclions
to those he met and could hardly believe that
the bland gentlemen before him could be in
earnest. He tried al length to agree with
them, stating that all his property was about
him but to no avail. They were not moved
by his arguments and guietly heard his dec-
laration that he would not leave his home
until compelled to.

The next afternoon twelve armed and
masked men surrounded his house, took Con-
nor, bound him aad rode into the woods
three miles. What followed we will take
from the New York Post, which publishes
and vouches for this account, though gener-
ally discrediting the stories of Southern out-
rages:

“Tha leader, from his saddle, asks those
presant to express their views. One man says:
*Tie him up to a tree_and give him twenty-five
lashes well laid on.’ The leader acquiesces,at the
same time asking for other suggestions. ‘Duck
him in the creek and drag him twice around
the mill-pond.’ says another Son of Liberty.
‘Very well, it shall be done, Anything more
gentlemen?' ‘Give him a coat of tar an
feathers and ride him on arail,” advises a third.
The chief bows his head in assent and ask
‘What is your further pleasnre, gentlemen’
To this oft repeated question an indignant Son
of Libeity at last shouts out: ‘Oh, cut it short;
hang the scoundrel to this tree and let’s go

home. Il put the rope around his neck and
jerk him off.” But he had counted without his

huost,

The leader immediately drawsout his re-
volver, the emblem of order and liberty, and
1lonrishes it above his head with the following
words: ‘Tins matter inust be settled peacably;
1 protest pgainst all violence, and I will blow
out the braios of the first man who attempts to
harm the prisoner. We are here to preserve
life, not to commit murder. We represent the
majesty of the law. Let us keep strictly to the
letter and spirit of the laws we have for a wise
and good purpose made unto ourselves. The
offender shall be ducked, whipped, tarred and
feathered, and then ridden ona railto the
neighborhood of his house, after which I must

* insist that you all return r{’u‘;etly to your re-
spective howes, Carter Counor, you have
heard the sentence which hias been pronounced
upon you by a jury of twelve men comf)med of
the gentlemen of this vicinage. If in four days
from now you are still in this parish, the Sons
of Liberty will again visit you, when more de-
cided measures will be adopted to rid this com-
munity of your presence.

By this time Connor began to believe that
his neighbors of the White League were in
carnest about this matter and asked to be al
lowed to leave the country in safety, This
was denied and the greater part of the indig-
nities above named were carried into effect.
The mnext day, more dead than alive, he
turned his buck upon all his earthly posses-
sions to see safely in Ohio, The Post ex-
presses the opinion' that Mr. Connor would
not vote for a white man’'s government.

Tue correspondent of the Boston Post,
who writes the letters from Maine setting
fort™: the alarming prevalence of intemper-
wnee in this state, has becn drawing upon his
imaginaticn for the facts to prove his state
ments, This may be a& -1l as a campaign
story with those who belicve that everything
is fair in politics, but a people who can well
claim to be the most temperate in the nation,
have a right to protest against being held up
to the world as a notoriors example of intem-
perance.

Spenker EBlaine at Springfield.

SpRINGFIELD, Mass.,Nov. 1.—Speaker Blaine
addressed a large audience of Relmblicans at
City Hall last night, urging the claims of the
Republican party on the ground that the Dem-
ocrats do not heartilv support the constitutional
amendments. Mr. Blaine having been report-
ed as saying in a speech at Worcester that
“‘there has never been in any convention of the
Democratic party, national, state, county or
district, a single declaration agreeing to abide
by that (the 14th) amendment,’” the Spring-
field Republican of yesterday called his atten-
tion to the fact that the last Democratic Na-
tional Convention, by a vote of 662 to 70 adopt-
ed a platform containing this plank: “We

ledge ourselves to maintain the union of these

tates, emancipation and enfranchisement,and
to oppose any re-opening of the questions set-
t'ed by the 13th, 14th and 15th amendments of
the constitutions.”

Mr. Blaine said with referenca to this: ‘1
have said that]no Democratic convention that
was a true exponent of the party and speaking
its spirit, has by a single declaration agreed to
gtand by the 14th amendment. I am reminded
by theSpringfield Republican that that the
Baltimore conventioa of 1872 did so. 1 say
that that convention was not an eXponent of
the Democratic party at all. They agreed to
take Mr. Greeley, the nominee of the Cincin-
nati convention,on his own confession of faith.
He was committed to support that amend-
ment and they took him as a man takes a farm
with the incumbrances.

At Dodson, Ohio,
sparks from a passenger train ignited a pile of
wood, and the wind drove the flames through
the woods and fields, destroying a large quan-
tity of cord wood, many fences, and an enor-
mous qusntit{ of harvested corn, The region
of Kenton, Ohio, was also swept by a forest
fire, that destroyed large quantities of corn,
fences and farm buildings.

At Ironton, Ohio, forest fires destroyed im-
mense quantities of valuable timber, This is
the iron region of Southern Ohio, and the loss
is serions, on acconnt of culting short the tim-
ber intended for making charcoal for the manu-
facture of iron. At Belle Fontaine, Ohio, the
farm-house, out-buildings and the entire crop
of wheat of John Horn were destroyed, the for-
est fires having communicated by beds of
fallen leaves, which the winds had swept along
the ground like a train of gunpowder.

SUNDAY SERVICES.

INDIA ST. UNIVERSALIST CHURCH.

Last evening, Rev. Geo. W. Bicknell, pastor,
gave the fourth lecture in the Practical Uoutsg.
which he is delivering to large audiences at his
churel, taking for his theme, “Clean Haufls."
He annonnced two lectures upon this subject,
the first being given last cvening, He said
that the Bible made several references to the
necessity of clean hands, and hence he deemed
it an appropriate subject for the pulpit, es-
pecially as that necessity was as great to-day
as it ever was in the past. The Pharisees were
veryfexact in this particular respecting the
fleshy hand, though in their dealings with men
it mattered but little what hands they em-
ployed, whether of meanness, frand or hy-
pocrisy. So many now regard very rigidly the
ontward, and pay but little heed to the spirit
which moves it Thig latter we must regard,
If we ever cxpect happiness—to ascend into
the “hill of the Lord"”—the outward and the
internal musé be pure and holy, It is not
enough to keep clean physical hands, but the
spiritual ongs must Le the same. Keeping
clean hands means discharging all obligations
fulfilling all duties, rising above all evils—so
that disobedience, neglect or inpctivity will not
cling to them.

In making material offerings, man wants
clean hands. So in making the offerings of
love, friendship, and their kindred, which we
are to make in our associations with men, we
require pure spiritual hands, with no taint of
selfishness—no corruption clinging to them.
If there is a corruption within; if the spirit
which moves men’s hands is wrong—even
thongh one may seek to hide it—it will, in
some unguarded moment, betray itself. Hence
man needs inward as well as outward purity if
he would not stand forth a hypoerite.

It is becoming an established truth that un-
clean hands, moved by corrupt spirits, are dis-
reputable. fE'eopla are beginning to regard the
hypocrite, whether it is the low vagabond,
the *brilliant journalist,”” or the ‘‘grealest
preacher in America,” with that contempt
which each deserves, Let them pnﬂl’&;’bem-
selves if they desiro to stand well. He believed
that the church, if 1t does not desire ta con-
taminate itself by professing purity, yet wink-
ing at wrong when it happens among its own
members, must frown upon all unclean hands,
and not attempt to whitewash instead of re-
move the corraption.

The speaker then on to notice the ne-
cessity of clean hands in several special rela-
lations, s ing first of benevolence. He
was specially severe upon that species of so-
called benevolence, which is offered that praise
from men may be elicited; which is given to
aid on good causes, that the world may land;
which gives and then regrets—such is given
with unclean hands, soiled with seltishness and
impurities, The true way is to cultivate pure
love for higher things a love which will ena-
ble men to cheerfu]lg consecrate a porticn of
their blessings, to aid on reforms and enter-
prises having the advancement of man in view,

and to feel that sympathy for. the poor and
suffering, which will cause ore to act not for
praise, but from love.

The activities of life call for clean hands.

The world is alive to-day, and with its demand
for active bands, is coup!’ed a demand for pure
ones. It wasoneof the grandest blessings in-
angarated for man, when Father Adam was set
to work; and one of the instructions always to
be given to the rising generation, is, that labor
is honorable,and more, that their hands should
be kept clean from indolence. Moreover, too
many stand aloof from the reformatory move-
ments, and thereby keep unclean hands by en-
deavoring to believe that it is nothing to them.
Our duties reach out beyond ourselves. There
are ob[i%ations we owe to the general good; and
if not faithful, we must fear impurity. As
long as intemperance, the social evil, intr 8
Egneml corruptions reign, we are to work, la-

r, have duties resting upon us, and a com-
mand to act. As we obey, we grow stronger.
As wae fail, weakness must be ours.

A third point was the necessily of clean
hands from crime. He would not touch unon
the great erimes, bat alluded to some relations,
where men and women do not feel that their
acts are specially wrong. Crime isthe viola-
tion of natural or divine law. To have clean
hands, we must abandon all wrong. God bas
iven us bodies to care for, If by indulgence
n wrong directions, -we bring suffering or
weakness, we are criminals in the sight of
heayen.The man who employs night in feverish
excitements, the woman of fashion, the person
who wrongs his neighbor,who slanders and gos-
gips,who breaks any of the laws which shonld
govern his physical, moral or affectional
natures is, while thus doing the possessor of
unclean hands.
Besides the cousequences of a man's crimi-
nality, reach, in accordance with the expres-
sion of the Infinite, unto the third and fonrth
generations, Uur ancestry may have been
strong and vigorous, but their intense overwork
ve us weaker men and women; and he be-
jeved that the intense strain which many place
upop themselves, the excitement in which pa-
rents indulge in the fashionable world, and in
business strained to its utwost, was giving to
the world a generation of still weaker beings
than ever. God will never permit a violation
of his law without the consequences following.
He urged greater adherence to the laws and
principles of health. Let each and every one,
as he or she has strength, be faithful to duty in
each relation of life, and thereby gmaesa clean
hands, avd consequeatly become happier here
and better fitted for happiness hereafter.
CHESTNUT STREET CHURCH.
In the afternoon the pastor, Rev, S. F.
Jones, preached an excellent sermon on the
parable of the Prodigal Sou. This was one of
the group of the parables of Jesus Christ,
among which were those of the shepherd leav-
ing the ninety and nine sheep and going in
search of the one that was lost, and tke woman
losing one of her ten coins and lighting her
candle to fina it, and then bidding her friends
come and rejoice with her.” These parables of
Jesus were perfect. In all of them the point
of application was too plain to be mistuken,
The preacher went on to say that folly was
bound up in the heart of the predigal. -He was
bent upon leaving hig home, where he had en-
joyed all the comforts and blessings of life. A
touching tribute was paid to home—the home
of early childhood,and the young were enjoined
to properly prize it as the dearest spot on
earth. Home is not home without the spirit of
love, that humbly prays, *Give me this day my
daily bread.” The demand of rights is the
prodigal’s claim, ““Give me the portion of goods
that fflleth to me.”” The preacher observed
that he would not have less call for personal
rights, but a clearer apprehension of personzl
obligations. Does woman claim the right to
vote? Thenshe must be educated up to the
right standard, The sense of obligation and
responsibility should be equal with the sense of
right. The estranged heart and alienated af-
fections of the prodigal were impressively
dwelt upon. Herein is a lesson of family gov-
ernment. Your child is yours so long as love
prevails. When he ceases to love he is lost.
Parental authority should be judicionsly exer-
cised. The atmosphere of home should be
thatof love. Loveshould be the all and in all
of the household. Harsh, hasty, passionate
chastisement is to be*reprehended,

The first stage of the prodigal was extreme
alienation. The second stage was extrems
apostasy. With all it is either “Nearer my
God, to Thee,” or the prodigal’s wandering to
to a far conntry, ‘The third sMage was extreme
degradation, where he found his true level in
feeding the swine, There are, said the preach-
er, many w-daﬂwl!g hold their heads h‘ﬁh,
who, by reason of their pmﬂi%ale lives, if the
found their trae level would
feed on bugks.

At last there was an awakening on the part

of the degraded wanderer, His past life ap-
peared to him in its true colors —a life as dis-
mal as the valley of the shadow of death. The
fourth stage was extreme remorze, a feelin
that conld not be long endured. The fift
stage was extreme Lbumiliation. It is only
those who have had the bitter experience that
know how bard it is to break away from evil
babits. It may be compsred to a field of bat-
tle, where the contending forces alternately
m[u the advantage. Thereis no battlz waged
so fierce and fearful as that which goes on in
many a human soul between right and wrong.
The sixth stage in the prodigal’s career was
when he resolved to return to his father, and
the parable relates how he was received by the
forgiving parent, whose memory leaped over
the hideous gulf of his son’s depravity to'the
the period of his innocent childhood. Tke sev-
enth stage was the prodigal's joyous recep-
tion.
. The preacher’s application was that we stand
in the same relation to our Heavenly Father as
did the prodigalto his earthly parent. The
door ever stands open andjour Father is there
with outstretched arms ready to welcome the
wanderer,with only words of joy aud gladness.
He sends his heralds fourth into the world,urg-
ing, pleading, constrai ning the lost and way-
mmlp to return to the all-Father's house, where-
is peace and joy aud safety forever.

The Arvoostook Valley.

Our Grawing County—Blunders of Diplo-
mats—Shall the Dominion Get the
Ar Lk ?—The Growth of the Conn~
try—Better than the West.

The diplomats and treaty-makers bave made
such a mess of it in reference to our eastern
bouundary that our most fertile county of Aroos-
took is rather separated geographically from
the rest of the slate. Possibly Nature may be
censured, for if she had devoted her energies to
powdering the hundreds of acres of granite
boulders into arable land which lie between
Oldtown and Houlton, railroads wonld connect
that region with the rest of the state. But the
belt of boulders and the treaty makers have
played the mischief. The fact is that when
John Bull was in the mode of it in 1789, our
people should hava convinced him thatit would
be much better for him to quit this part of the
contivent, or at least retire to the St. John as
the natural bonndary between the nations from
#ource to seq.

But even now that we have a railroad to

Houllon, the outlet of Aroostook, the builders
have found the boulder swamp belt enchanted
land; for, entering it at Mattawamkeag, they
ran the whole length of it iu Maine, plunge
into it in New Brunswick to find their way to
Aroostook through fifty miles of foreign desert,
to say nothing of opening our back door to
every stranger who travels over the E. & N. A,
Railway that be may see how wretched a tract
Maine has. Had the railroad been pushed di-
rect from Mattawamkeag or Danforth to Houl-
ton, and thence to Presque Isle, we should now
have been the most fertile section of New
England a hundred miles nearer us, see its
population increasing fifty per cent. faster than
it is now, and its hardy people would be for-
getting to speak of the rest of the state and the
nation generally as ontgide.
The Maine man who risits that region won't
be satisfied with the sitnation, As he looks
upon the block house at Fort Kent and the
redoubt at Fort Fairfield and passes over that
romantic territory, made historic by the capture
of our zealous land agent by the Bluenose
officials, concerning which some stay-at-home
wag of a Whig rhymed:

% ‘Run, Strickland, run! Fire Stover, fire!’
‘Were the last words of McIntire,”

he will wish for power to undo history and so
write it that any territory west of the St. Jobn
river wounld have been a disagreeable location
for a British colony. In a general way we have
nothing against John Bull, but don’t wantany-
body in the way on this continent. ‘‘Them’s
our sentiments.”

But the round-about railway, the Earopean
& North American, is doing a most important
work in connection with that running from
St. Andrews or Calais to Houlton for the de-
velopment of Aroostook. Products are now
moved which, ten years ago, were dead. Twenty
years since the people were fortunate if they
could get thirty-five cents a bushel for oats in
cash, Indeed, it was rare that any other pro-
duet would bring cash, except in the best lum-
bering seasons, Now that railway bas malti-
plied market produets to more than a score in
namber. Hay and oats that would have no mar-
ket this season of no lumbering, snd but for the
road would be nearly worthless, find an outside
market. A dealer informed us that over
100,000 bushels of oats would be shipped from
Houlton the present season to Bangor, Port-
land and Boston, with thousands of tons of
hay. Potatoes, which otherwise would not be
worth ten cents a bushel in cash, command
forly uow, and find a ready means of trans-
portation to Boston via 8t. Andrews while the
geason is open.

The Dominion government has, as our read-
ers know, embarked in the basinesss of build-
ing railroads. Itis a reckless policy, and in
time onr neighbors will find it out. Bat just
now they are building a railway along the east
bank of the St. John, which is to be extended
to the upper provinces, called the Inter-Colonial,
which should awaken some apprehension
among our own people; for running up the St.
John, at Tobique it is within six miles of Fort
Fairfield, and above is only across the river,
To Tobique this road will be opened this fall,
and already the wide awake people of Fort
Fairfield, Caribon and elsewhers are taking
measures to secure a road to Caribou, seveunteen
miles, with the narrow gange. When this is
accomplished, the most fertile section of our
state, and that which during the next fifty
years is to gain most ropidly in wealth and
population, has been tapped by a foreign inter-
est. Ioisclaimed that o part of this bLusines®
will yet bo saved, as the New Brunswick &
Canada Railway, by its Woodstock branch, will
tap the Inter-Colonial at Woodstock, and thas
bring the business via Calais by the former or
westward over the E. & N, A, Railway.

Itis frequently asked: What of this fertile
region of our state—is its population increasing
and are its people generally gaining in wealth?
The reply must be in the affirmative. During
the pastfifteen or twenty years, in no section
of New England have the people generally im-
proved their condition so much. In all of the
towas acd settlements of the county, those who
have attended to farming, as a general thing,
hawe mora than doubled their property in the
periodl named, while hundreds can show ten
dollars where they had one twenty years ago.
We do not mean to say they can show an“in-
crease in money, but in houses, barng, improv-
ed farms, stock, and all those things which civ-
ilization recognizes as essential to the comfort
and real welfare of a people. In that period
the census will show the increase in population,
but it bears a small ratio to the solid growth in
wealth. In all of the best towns there are
just lots of men who went into the unbroken
forest twenty years ago with an axe, a wife and
a few dollars, whe now bave farms, with good
houses, mammoth barns crowded full, large
stocks of cattle, worth from two to five thou-
sand dollars, To_be sure it was a hard struggle
at first, and often it puzzled the heads of fami-
lies to provide the plainest food for the thrifty
and increasing gronp which in a few years be-
gan to crowd the log house. Better days at
length came. The log house and black stamps
have given place to the neat cottage and plough,
and a ‘rather scanty subsistence to a lavish
plenty. At first the pioneer had no team, or if
any, an indifferent pair of steers. Now the
majority of them can hitch a span of horses to
your carriage, and nearly every farmer has a
good single carriage, while those better to-de
are begining to get fine covered carriages, (Port-
land make.) Of course the man s practical.

Heis proud of the fact he has accomplished,
and is in earnest about everything. He ex-
tends his hospitalities in the same way, and
woe to the owner of a soft, dainty hacd when
he has coofided it to the vice-like grasp of the
hand that hath laid the forest low, Then the
good mothers who have helped make these
homes are prodigies considered from our city
stand point. Many of them have worked in
the fields; but they don’t look the worse for it.
They can make homespun cloth but the woolen
mill pays so good a prics for wool and malkes so
good an article of cloth that most of them, un-
less they have an incredible amount of energy,
have given up this indastry. They have reared
large families, given sons to the country, and
may yet be known by their works if one has
eccasion to visit their pantry or eat their butter
and cheese. The dyspeptic had better keep
away from their jars of preserves unless he is
eager to suffer the gripes of the very wicked.
His class don’t grow there.

A few days since we saw a farmer who has
won a competeuce in.Aroostook, and in the
course of our conversation allusion was made
to several relatives and neighbors who went
West fifteen years ago. He visited them last
year and said that none of them were any bet-
ter to do thaz when they left Aroostook, and
several were not so well off. Judging from
others who remained, he expressed the opinion
that those who went West would have been
worth double the property they now are had
they remained in Arcostook. Several other
residents having friends there made the same
general stalements. A very few who went from
Avroostook to the West are better off, the many
are worse for the change.

Crops the present season of all kinds are ex-
cellent. Wheat, which has done well for seve
ral years, was a great crop, forty bushels to the
acre being harvested frequently. Oats consti-
tute the principal grain crop, the lumber busi-
ness usually making a market for them, Po-
tatoes are abundant, tens of thousands of bush-
els being converted into starch and for thous-
ands more there is mo market value, owing to
remoleness from railroads,

The Bangor jail workshop has been leased by
Messra, Blake & Dole, proprietors of the Har-
low street planing and moulding mill. The
prices to be paid the county by the lessees ofthe
laborers is fifty cents a day for short terms of
imprisonment and eighty cents a day for long
terms.

A vessel isloading with porgie chum at
Pemaquid for Europe. This probably the first
instance of a vessel londing in Bristol for
Europe since the days of ancient Pemaquid.

The Union Oil Works at South Bristol are to
be sold by the stock-holders at public auction,
unless previously disposed of at private sale,
Thursday, Nov. 19.

During the ast few months, on several occasions
we have been informed, that it was and is the practice
of certain agents of prominent National Boards com-
panies in this city and elsewhere, (extending in fact
from East to West and from North to South,) to in-
dulge in wholesale sweeping denunciation of the
solvency of non-board companies without discrimin-
ation or exception. This is a contemptible method
of condueting any business, and especially the fire
ingurance business. It is the vilest way of obtaining
patronage, aud we pity the company which hes for
its agent any person so despicably mean, as to run
down his rivals in one general strain of defamation,

This journal has been an advocate and supporter of
logal and National Boards from the day of its first
issue, though we have freely criticised blunders and
mistakes in their management, and shall continuo to
do so. We,recognize the fact that among the com-
panies outside the National and local boards, are
some which are as conservative, as prudent, as re-
liable, as promp and as safe in their dealings with
the public,ns any of those inside ot these organizations
We migh name several which possess equal expetien-
c2 and talent with any of their loyal neighbors and
some also with large and well invested assets which
haye been as carefully and prudently managed as any
of those ix the boards. In any test which may be
applied, excepting the single one of upholding board
ratez, they are the peers of the best and cannet be
snecred down, lied down or defamed to death, It is
an unworthy spirit which ankmates such defumation.

We would in no manner be understood as claiming
these merits for all non-board companies, even as we
would not claim all the virtues, stability and sound-
ness par excellence for all board companies. In fact
there are some board companies which offer weak
points for attack, quite as devold of superior merits
as their non-board rivals. 'We hold np to public gaze
the bad and indifferent, whether of the board or non-
board specios with equal satisfaction, and shall not
spare the rod in punishmg both alike if they are
guilty of peccadillos in their business transactions, It
“is not our province to defend any company because it
is in the board, any more than to assail another com-
pany which is ouf of the board. We do hold it, how-
ever, to be exceedingly impudent and malicious to
denounce all non-board tompanies in the same breath,
because it happens that some steal away risks below
the tariff rates. Two wrongs never made a right yet,
and foul and noisy agents who talk about their
neigbbors will do to remember it.—Wesfern Insur-
