THE CONSPIRACY AGAINST THE DOLPHIN

Secretary Whitney’'s Condemnation
and Roach’s Troubles Recalled.

=

Service at Sea Falls to Reveal the Al-
leged Structural Weakness.

Not a Rivet Loosened nor a Timber
Strained in a Long Cruise.

——

SAN Fraxcispo, Oct. 18.—One of the
worst specimens of partisan malice shown
during President Cleveland’s administration
was the condemnation of the dispatch boat
Deolphin, which drove John Roach into
bankruptey, broke the honest old shipbuild-
er’s heart and cut short his honorable and
useful career. An official inquiry brought
out proof of the injustice of the charge that
the Dolphin was “‘structurally weak,” but
the most convincing evidence that the com-
mission which condemned the boat was
warped by political feeling is furpished by
an inspection of the vessel on the dry dock
at Mare Island Navy Yard. There she lies,
with the staunch hull in full view of the
house of Commandant Belknap of Mare
Island—the man who acted as Secretary
Whitney’s pliable agent tn condemning the
dispateh boat.

It may be well in o paragraph or two to
recall the salient features of the Dolphin’s
bistory. She was finished in November,
1884, and in the following March the naval
advisory board recommended her acceptance
by the government, as she had fulfilled the
tests required. The new BSecretary of the
N"i' however, had other plans. “He was
told by John Roach’s enemies that the ves-
sel was defective and he appointed a com-
commission to investigate her. At its head

was Commodore George E. Belknap, the
same man who has since been rewarded for

his services by the snu tion of Com-
mandant at Mare Island Navy Yard and who
as  signalized his promotion by

g & one-armed Union soldier, who
had held a position since the elose of the
war.

Bangor Hunters Report the Woods
Full of Came.

BaAwGoRr, Oct. 18.—The long rainy season
has finally given way to bright, if cold, an-
tumn weather, and the hunters are out in
force. The bird shooting hasn't panned out
very well up to date, because the birds have
been driven by the wet weather wway from
their customary haunts to the highest covers
they could find and it has been a hard job to
follow them up. Deer, however, are plenty,
and venison has begun i, pour into Bangor
marketin a steady stream. Two of the local
gunners were gone forty-eight hours this
week and came back with five fine does—
within one of their limit—and everybody else
who has gone over toward Union River has
had good luek. The first deer of the season
was shot at Orrington, within a dozen miles
of Bangor, and sold at ten cents a pound, but
now every first-class restaurant in the eity is
serving venison steaks as freely as beef.

He was a young bull, and somebody
belonging in Waterville had secured him
allv‘f. probably to put in a menagerie or
park.

The whole eountry lying just east of the
Penobscot, from Bangor north, is chock full
of bears, and the veteran hunters are all on
the war path with rifle and tn|p. Queer
bear yarns are beginning to come in from all
directions, and if some of them are a little
tough they are all enwrtﬂnint. A fellow
who has been up on the East Branch, living
inal g camp, re lates that one night re-
cently he was awakened by a noise at the
door, and thinking it was some sportsman or
prospector who wanted a lodging, he got up
to let him in. When he opened the door the
hospitable gunner was almost !dﬁhtmmd out
of his wits to come face to face with a four-
hundred-pound bear.

MR. DEPEW ON CORNERS.

More to be Dreaded than the Berated
Trusts and Monopolies,

CricAGo, Oct. 18.—In an interview vester-
day Chatuncey M. Depew expressed the
opinion that the various corners in bread-
stuffs that have been run in Chicago have
done more injury to the American farmers
than any of the much berated trusts and
monopolies.  “ Corners have robbed this
country of her control of the markets of the
world. In 1881 the famous Keene corner
forced vriees so high that the British manu-
facturer became thoroughly frightened. He
saw that it was possible for a few daring
speculators in this country to put the price
of food so high that laborers would be forced
to demand higher wages, and the margin of
profit on manufactured articles would be
wiped out. England at once set to work to
meet the emergency. Twenty thousand
mliles of rallroad were built in India, and
every mile opened up 100,000 neres of wheat
land.  Transportation facilities in Russia,
Egypt and other parts of the world were
ren:iy improved, the result being that

erica can no longer dictate the price of
bread in the markets of the world. The loss
to the farmer of this country attributable to
this corner can hardly be computed. Your
curner of the other day is having, and will
continue to have, a trous effect. It has
Fut the price of wheat in this country higher

han itis in Liverpool, and all export busi-
ness has been stopped. The ultimate effect
of corners Is bad upon the producer. The
railroads lose by the operation, general busi-
ness is checked, and T‘;lm of the daily
loaf of millions of people is raised by four or
five fellows im Chicago.”

Aflter reading Mr. De?ew’s remarks on
corners, “Old Huteh” said: “What differ-
ence does it make if a loaf of bread does cost
one cent more? A man don’t eat more than
one loaf a day, and flour Is a very small part
of the average man’s daily diet.” Mr. Depew
is o emart man, but he Soasn'l. understand
the question. One man can no more put up
the price of bread than a tadpole can hateh a
thousand eagles. 1 sn;i)posn he wants the
farmers to get 30 cents a bushel for grain and
he c:!nm(x1 35 cents a bushel to carry it to the
seaboard. Idon’t want to say anyl.hinf
about Mr. Depew, but when a farmer is
i)rmspamus hie buys lots of goods; he sends

iis folks a visiting, and they ride on the rail-
ronds. ’I‘hgly spend money and make wages
higher. he farmers make this country
what it is. Chauncey Depew may know
something about raising a pet bull, but he
doesn’t know much about agriculture. Let
him raise corn at 12 cents a bushel and
wheat at 40 cents, and go through a Dakota
blizzard. After he's had that experience he
will know more.”

THE CHINESE QUESTION.

Celestials from Alaska at the CGolden
Cate.

WasmxyGrox, Oct. 18.—A despateh was
reccived at the Treasury today from Collec-
tor Hagen, of San Francisco, announcing
the arrival of the steamer Bertha, from Ko-
diack Island, Alaska, with ninety Chinese
laborers. It is claimed the Chinese have not
departed from the United States and should
be landed. The collector holds that the voy-
age from Alaska to San Franzisco was a de-
parture and a return to the United States
and that, under section 2 of the Chincse
exclusion law, their landing would be un-
lawful. Assistant Secretary Maynard tele-
graphed the collector that  *“If the
Chinese are residents of San Franeisco and
went  from  there to Alaska on
an American vessel, sailing under an Amer-
ican flag,which did not touch at any foreign
port, and have returned in the same manner,
they may be regarded as never having de-
varted from the United States, but the
proofs should be so conelusive as not to ad-
mit of a doubt.”

The campaign is being fought out in joint
debates in West Virginia. Four hours is
the usual length of a meeting, buc the audi-
ences never think of getting tired. 'The
question of course is the one that is at once
the oldest and the newest inour political
history,—the tariff that affects everybody’s
prosperity.

The New Age rebukes certaln Republican
speakers for referring tothe Presidentin
coarse language, The rebuke would come
with much better grace had it struck out of
the issue containing it this glaring headline
in black letters *Another Blaine lie nailed,”
and omitted to refer in another place to Mr.
Blaine as the “great Republican Jumbo.”

The fight between the County Democracy
and Tammany is to be carried Into the New
York congressional district. Tammauny is
going ahead, nominating.its candidates with-
out consulting the other concern. The New
York Sun ¢eclares that this policy imperils
the slender Democratic majority in the
House of Representatives, inasmuch as it
makes pretty certain the return of Republi-
cans from anumber of the districts. Strong
efforts were being wade to patech up the
quarrel, but Mayor Hewitt’s Dbitter assault
on Tammapy in his letter of acceptance has
probably rendered their success impossible.

By the way of the Bt. John (N, B.,) Globe
the interesting information comes to us that
“superficial appearances at least seem to in-
dicate the re-election of Grover Cleveland,”
that ““there are comparatively few divisions
among the Democrats,” and that *‘the Demo-
cratic measure for the reduction of duties
has not prejudiced the workingmen as the
Republicans hoped it would, while on the

other hand it will draw support from the
farming and mercantile classes among the -

Republicans.” But the one itein necessary
to complete this set of *‘facts” is wanting.
Not a word is said about the recent carrying
of Maine by the Democrats.

Here is one way of crawling out of a hole,
The other day Mr. Charles H. Nason pub-
lished imthe Kennebec Journal an article on
wool, which contained a table of statistics.
The New Age took the first opportunity to
denounce his statistics, styling them toe
“usnal misleading statistics.” The Age evi-
dently imagined that the statistics had been
cooked up by the P'rotectionists, This week
Mr. Nason points out that his statistics
were taken from a special report on wool and
manufactures of wool by the Treasury de-
partment under the Cleveland administra-
tion. The Age now says that what it meant
by the “usual misleading statistics” was
that they were imapplicable and did not
support Mr. Nason's position. Mr, Nason's
position, in the opinion of the Age, is the in-
eorrect one. If his statistics did not sup-
port his position wby did the Age call them
misleading? Why did it not instead of eall-
ing them the usual “misleading statistics,”
point out that they did not support Mr.
Nason’s theories, but contradicted them ?

The Hon, Frank Hurd, of Ohio, still per-
sists in urging free trade upon the people
of Ohio, although in denying him the
privilege of continuing to preach free trade
in the House of Representatives, they
have expressed the strongest disappro-
bation ef his ideas. Foreign and dis-
tant markets for our manufactures still
allure bim. “It seems strange,” he says
in a recent newspaper article, *“‘that
with our cotton industries complaining of a
glutting of the market they should sell only
about two mililons of dollars’ worth of their
prints to South America a year while Eng-
land sells nearly sixty millions of dollars’
worth. If we wonld admit the raw materl-
als of South America free, the only articles
with which thelr people can buy our goods,
there Is no reason why in eighteen months
we should not take away half of this trade
which England now monopolizes.” But the
farmers of Ohio cannol see wherein they are
to profit if the home market for their wool is
to be crowded with the wool of South Amer-
ica also; and the Ohio manufacturers fail to
see of what advantage it will be for them to
rob England of half her South American
trade when she is sure to make abundant
reprisal in our own greater and more capa-
clous markets.

Prof. Gibler, of the University of Paris, is
on his way to Jacksonville, Florida, to study
the yellow fever, orthe disease prevailing
there, for Prof. Gibier entertalns some
doubts, apparently, as to whether it is genu-
ine yellow. The Professor has haa large ex-
perlence with yellow fever in Havara, and
has made many autopsies of the bodies of
vietims of that disease. He claims that it is
not a disease of the blood, but of the stomach
and intestines, like the cholera. Indeed the
microbe which is supposed to produce it
and which he has found thronging the stom
ach and intestines after death, elosely resem-
bles the cholera microbe, though there are
some perceptible differences. One declara-
tion of the Professor’s flatly contradicts the
generally rezeived conclusion that eold is
certain to kill the disease. On the contrary,
he says he has exposed the mierobe toa
temperature of thirty degrees below zero
without killing it. It is possible, in his
opinion, for the disease to become a resident
of a cold Northern eity. Fumigation to
destroy the germ is of little use, It will con-
tinue to live in damp clothing notwithstand-
ing the most thorough treatment of that sort.
Absolute disinfection can only be accom-
plished by steam at a temperature of 300
Fahrenheit. Prof. Gibier has been sent on
missions similar to his Jacksenville one five
times by the French government, and has
earned the Cross of the Legion of Honor by
his services.

Mr. John F. Andrew, four yearsago a
Mugwump, and two years ago Democratic
candidate for Governor of Massachusetts,
reappears in politics this year as Democratic
candidate for Congress in the Third Massa-
chusetts distriet. In his letter of acceptance
is this interesting passage, which shows the
curious position of an ardent young reformer
who flees to the Democracy {or comfort:

I am proud to be the standard bearer in this
district of the Democratic pana‘, believing that
it is the duty of the peaple to susiain the vigorous
eflorts of President Cleveland to give the country
an hovest government and to take from the
moli!e the burden of unnecessary taxation, The

€ and varied interests in our district require
DEress intelligent, progressive and not mere
rtisan legisiation.

Mr. Andrew offers himself to work for
Cleveland and for civil service reform at the
same time, which implies that he can bring
into the service a right hand capable of not
knowing what the left band doeth ; pledges
himself to labor for the overthrow of the
protective system; and at the same time
which seems highly sensible of him, advo-
cates a national bankruptey law, an instito-
tion that would no doubt come in play under
a system of free trade. It will be seen
readily that there is nothing easy in at least
one part of the task that Mr. Andrew feels
himself called upon to nndertake. To sus-
tain Cleveland and further the interests of
civil service reform at the same time is only
a little less difficnlt than that task of double
service which the seriptures pronounce jm-
possible in very forcible language.

To test the measure and nature of the dis-
satisfaction felt by the people of Canada
with their position, the Toronto Globe has
given an open invitation for letters on the
subject of Canada’s national future.
Wednesday morning it printed five of a
large number of communications whieh it
had received from prominent men. Each
one of these five regarded a change as inevi-
table, and four of the five looked to the
United States instead of to England for the
impulse to that change.

Temperance and Prohibition. By. G. H.
Stockham, M. D. Dr, Stockbam’s work

Mr. Richard T. Ely’s book, ‘Problems of
Today, necessarily deals witha great vari
ety of topies, for the problems of to-day are
very numerous. It is impossible in the
space allotted to do much more than indicate
these problems in a general way. Mr. Ely's
first problem naturally enough has to do
with taxation and is an Inquiry asto the
most equitable method of raisingithe amount
necessary for the support of the government.
He argues that direct taxes are to be pre-
ferred to indirect, contending that the latter
violate the principle of equality, obstruct
trade and foster monopoly, and are congenial
to despotism and aristocracy. Mr. Elyis a
free trader and of course his essays on pro-
tection is an arraignment of it. His chap-
ter on monopoly and competition Is one of
the most valuable inthe book. Prof. Ely
points out that combination is not always an
evil nor competition always a good. The
former does not always raise prices as is the
popular belief, but frequently lowers them,
while the latter does not always lower prices
but frequently has a directly contrary effect.
(New York: Thomas Y. Crowell & Co.
Frem the Publishers.)

Political Essays. By James Russell Low-
ell. The earliest of these essays was written
in 1858 when the question of American slay-
ery was a purning one. It isa eriticism of
the attitude of the conservative num-
bers of the Awerican Tract society
toward this question, and points out
what now is acknowledged that the at-
tempt then made to stifle discussion of this
subject in the interest of peace must neces-
sarily prove a faflure. The Election in
November is a brilliant article on the issues
of the campaign of 1860, advocating the elec-
tion of Mr. Lincoln. The other essays of
th_a volume are E Pluribus Unum, The
Pickins-and-Stealin’s Rebellion, Gen. Me-
Clellan’s Report, The Rebellion ; its Causes
and Consequences; MoClellan or Lineoln?
Reconstruction ; seoteh the Spake or Kill
It? The President on the Stump; The Sew-
ard-Johnson Reaction; The Place of the
Independent in Politics, The titie of each
of these essays sufficiently suggests its sub-

purpose of the commission was to promote
closer acquaintance between the United
States and the Republie~ to the South, with
a view primarily of extending our trade and
commerce. Though Mr. Curtis’s book, The
Capitals of Spanish America. is not a part of
his official work, yet it cannot fail to be
strongly promotive of the purpose of that
work. It introduces us to new neighbors,
who though near are little understood by the
people of the United States, (urnishes us

wth vivid descriptions of their country

their goverament and their habits an
modes of life. Mr. Curtis’s graplie pen has
ereated o« very entertaining as well as in-
structive volume. Almost every page of the
book bears an illustration. (New York:
Harper & Brothers; Portlaud: l.u:ing'
Short & Harmon.)

Names and Portraits of Sirds which Inter-
est Guopers with descriptions in language
understood by the people. By Gordon
Trumbell. The book as the title indicates
is an attempt to identify birds interesting to
gunners, concerning which grest confusion
bas arisen vwing to the multiphicity of names
by which they are known in different locali-
ties. A deseription of each bird is given,
and the list of the different names under
which each Is known. The portraits which
are very clear and well executed of ecourse
form the chief means of identification. 'The
work is one that will prove of much interest
to spurtsmen. A full index adds greatly to
its value. (New York: Harper & Brothers;
Portand: Loring, Short & Harmon.)

Anotherjwork of Prof. Ely deals with tax-
ation in Americanieities. It is a book meant
for popular consumption, though the array
of statistics might at first glance give the
impression that it was intended for special-
ists merely. The book deals with a very
important subjeet ina very clenr and eon-
vincing way. It points out the many evils
of our present methods of taxations and
suggests many changes which would obvi-
ously be improvements, The work is de-
serving of most careful study. (New York:
Thomas Y. Crowell & Co. From the Pub-
lisher.)

8o nearly com-
pleted was the story that from notes left by
the author the last chapter was finished and
the characters disposed of just as he inten-
ded them to be. Itis asouthern story and
is one of Mr. Roe’s best. Itis published in
a style uniform with his other books. (New
York: Dodd, Mead & Co.; Portland: Lor-
ing, Short & Harmon.)

The Boston Tea Party and Other Stories
of the American Revolution relating
many daring Deeds of the old Heroes.

William H. Harford.

Mr. William H. Harford died at South
Portland last Wednesday evening after an
illness of nearly eleven years. He was born
in Portland, Aug. 3, 1816, and was therefore
in his seventy-third year. In 1877 he received
@ severe injury on the head, the result of a
fall, fracturing the skull, and causing a pres-
sure upon the brain, that was at times of the
most painful chrracter, and. through, all his
sickness he never complained and calmly
awaited his fate.

He was the son of Hosea Harford who car-
riedjon an extensive business at Portland
during its early history, baving come from
Scarborough In his younger days, where his
father, Solomon Harford, in turn, built many
ships at Dunstan’s Landing, dating the an-
cestry of the family at Scarborough back to
about 1700. He was next to the last of a
family of nine children, his brother, Mr. Ee-
ra Harford, of, Portland,, surviviving, who
with one half brother, Enoch Lincoln Har-
ford, and half sister, Mrs. Caroline Nelson,
both of Portland, are the only survivors of
the family, the immediate family who sur-
vive him, being his wife, a daugnter, Mrs. R.
J. Bennett, of Saccarappa, and Messrs. J. H.
and F. H. Harford, publishers of the Cape
Elizabeth Sentinel. He was a public spirit-
edcitizen being always ready to aid the
afflicted in sickuess and in death, as his
many acts of kindness to those who were
sorely in need will testify,

The deceased has resided at Cape Eliza-
beth thirty-eight years, where he carried on
the business of repairing vessels, having fol-
lowed the sea in his younger days, He has
for many years been a member of Ancient
Brothers Lodge of 0dd Follows. The funer-
al service will take place this afternoon ag
2.30 from his late residence, Harford Places
South Portland.

A matter which is of great importance to
breeders and farmers, is at what age colts
ought to be set to work. The dange: has
been pointed out that there is a tendency to
precociously employ young animals at work
to arduoas and too sustained for them. It
very difficult to fix the age and the degree of
growth at which a colt can be worked with-
out inconvenience. However, one fact is
clear; more bad horses are made from being
sel too early at work than from having their
first work period delayed. The best judges
agree that no colt intended for agricultural

labors ought to be set to work before it be
three years old; in any case they ought
never to be employed attwo years, no mat-
ter how numerous may be the cares bestowed
on them. And even when employed for
farm labor at three years, the work should
be studiously made to suit their ﬁmwlns
forms, so as’ not to compromise their im-
perfectly formed articulations and their
unkpit or unhardeped bones. Premature
work makes colts unshasalr, diffieult to
train, and unpleasant to drive; they wear
and age rapid dy. and further drift into vici-
ousngss eaused by their weakness,

“It is commonly said that we made §5000
by the last State Fair,” said Hon. Rufus
Prince the other day, “but that does not fair-
ly express it. We really made nearly $8000
above running expenses, and, while all of it
cannot be appropriated to paying off the
debt, we are able to aﬂpmprlate $5000 of it
to that purpose, and have already done so.
Our Interest account was $2100 this year.
That had to be paid. We bullt two new
buildings that cost us $300. That makes
$7400 that we saved outside of our running
expenses, and In general, the public thag sets
our receipts at $25,000, have them a thousand
or so too high. Our expenses this year were
cut down very snug. Our premiums, which
have mostly been paid, amount to between
$9,000 and ;1 ,000.
