FALL PLOWING BEST.

Whether it is better to plow in the
fall or not until spriug, depends upon
wo. A‘llnth readers 'ol your val-

able paper ¥ years of ageoru
wards, will probably remember nneg:
cessively dry season of 1849, Later in
the full of 1548, my father sent me to
drive a breaking up team for one of the
peighbors. We commenced on a plot
containing one and one-half acres. We
plowed, as | remember it, sbout one-
halt the plot, intending to finish the
same on the morrow. The day was
windy and cold; the ground froz: dur-
ing the night too hard to sllow of plow-
ing the next day and the land was not
finished that fall. Io the spring of 1340
the remaioder of the piot was plowed,
the whole was manured, harrowed and
planted to corn. The whole field being
treated in all respects alike and all plant-
ed the same day. The 4th day of July
of that year, the owper had a crew of
men and boys to hoe that corn the see-
ond time. The corn was forward, the
ipladles showlog in most of it. The
fall plowed part of it was on both sides,
the spring plowed in the centre. There
was & clear and distinct demarkation o
the corn, showiog to a furrow where the
fall plowing eaded, and where the spriog
plowing commenced, the centre part
being very badly affected by the ex-
cessive dryoess of the soil and heat of
the sun, while the fall plowed was but
s.ightly afficted by the drouth. The
condition of the field was noticed by the
older men present and spoken of and
commented upon. Tne result at harvest

allowing the inside of field fences to
grow up to similar long llues of rubbish
and briar. In some sections there isa
dispensiug with road fences, and plough-
lng down tothe very road edge, which,
while against best effocts, I8 a great im-
provement upon no care of the roadside
at all. The average road is sixty feet in
width, and the ususl lnside brush adorn-
ment adds ten feet more; 8o that from
the centre of the road there is » width of
fully two and a half rods perfectiy use-
leas to the farmer, and w he has a
hundred rods of road froot, this makea
quite an acre and & half of land on
which ‘he En,-l taxes and ioterest oo
capital. Why allow this? A very little
work will so prepare the roadside that a
mowing machine can be easily run over
it, and the hay will give good pay for
the outlay of labor, and thea the use of
a scythe close up to the fence will com

plete the job, and the satisfuction of
having a clean roadway will be the best
pay of all. The road masters have
lesson to learn, one of cutting the road-
side ditches with true lines exsctly so
far from the ceotre of the road, wmod
avoiding plon hln{ up and scraplog out
S0 many uu:l‘hl ¥ holes, and goose
ponds that in hot weather become fester-
ing pools with the road wash. Our

It is better to
hold to one or two lines, of the same
breeding, for the desired characteristic
will then become more hereditary, while
the change of sires will bring aboat the
necessary changes in breediog to iosure
vitality while retaining many of the de-
sired characteristics of a line of sows.
We can hold the uniformity of a herd of
feeders, designed for market from year
to year, by careful selection of sows,
and in this way secure a steady improve-
ment.—Farm, Stock and Home.

But fortunately
Symmes, who realized the valoe of his
treasure, copied many passages from it
and sent them to a Maine paper. Oa the
editorial staff of this paper was Samuel
T. Pickard, the blographer of Whittier,
who has now told the whole romantic
story of the diary, ita discovery and its
loss, and it Is soon to be published by
Houghton, Miflin & Co., under the title
of Hawthorne's First Diary. Every llne
saved from the diary by the careful eﬂp{-
ing of Symmes, will be given In this
volume, aod not the least loteresting
feature of it will be the story of Symmes
himszelf, which Mr. Pickard has gather-
ed from many sources. Symmes' Im-
mediste ancestors for several genera-
tions were graduates of Harvard, Pari-
tan clergymen of note for two centurles
in Massachusetts, and his father was a
leading lawyer of Portland at the be-
gioniog of the present century. But hia
mother was unfortunately of African
descent. The autherticity of the note-
book is amply proved by evidence both
external and internal. Its style ia de-
cidedly Hawthorpesque, Mr. Pickard
believes the diary is still in existence,
and hopes the publication of this story
will result in brioging it again to light.
Symmes died at Pensacola, Florida, Oct.
28, 1871.

This book is illastrated with several
admirable pictures of the scenery of the
Lake Sebago region, and will be valued
as a souvenir by those who have lived or
visited in that plcturesque country.

SHOES.

The girl of to-day who slips into her
bleycle boots for a morning spin, later
into her tennls shoes for a good game,
and ends her day in dainty house shoes
rerblps does not realize the actioa she
s taking toward the establishment of
perfect health. Yet the same course of
shoe-changing pursued throughout the
year would work marvels in keeplog her
free from ailments of the throat, ln-
fluenz4, and kindred troubles.

If there is one thing more lmportant
than another to which woman's attention
should be called, it [s the necessity of
taking care of her shoes. The sympa-
thy which exists between the foot and
the throat s probably more msrked than
between anv other two members of the
body, and nothing obviates the poasibi!-
ity of throat diseases and vocal incon-
venlences s0 much as keeping the feet
well shod and perfectly dry.

A generally dellcate feeling prevails
when the subject of feet is broached, as
if a conversation based upon it might
have in it somewhat of the indelicatr;
and when discussed at all, the style of
the shoe, the cost of it, are about the
only permissible polnts one may dwell
upon. We must all ruefully admit that
the latter 1s a worthy subject for con-

l‘{oponlounuly it is not one of the
great extravagances of the wardrobe,
but we demand of one pair of shoes st
least double the service we askof a
dress, a skirt, or other garment, Were
we to resolutely supply ourselves in the
begloniog of each season with an ade-
quate number and varlety of shoes, the
purse as well as the body would ulti-
mately be the gainer.

We wear one pair too steadily. We
would look upon it as daogerous to our
health to wear any other garment a pro-
portionate leogth of time. From an
economical standpolnt, It is more profit-
able to keep six or seven pairs of street
shoes in wear, using them in regular
turn.

Notwithstandiog the hard, firm, al-
most impervious character of the fluish-
ed outside of the leathern foot-wear, it
should be remembered that the rough
inside s more or less absorbent. The
healthy foot should perspire as freely as
does the rest of the body; and since we
cover it with leather instead of with the
light snd easily cleansed fabrics em-
ployed for the person generally, we
should at least see to it that as many
changes are provided for it as for the
freer portions of the body.

Were this done, the leather would
have the same opportunity for purifica-
tion and dryiag out by tho alring
as huve other garments, the heavy text-
ure of which prevents them from know-
ing the cleansing medium of roap and
water.—llarper's Bazar.

The tracks of the prospectors and thei
borses were lost in a confosion of hoof
prints of horses and mules which re-
cently bad crossed the trail.

It evidently was a stormy afternoon
in the mountains all around the north-
ern horizen, Etein’s peak now and all
the Peloncillos were veiled in an im-
penetrable curtain of mist that for an
bour past had hidden them from our
view. The Burro mountains ahead were
outlined, spectral, ngainst a clondbank,
darkened pearl gray in tint, which con-
cealed all but the nearer peaks.

Once upon the prairie, I reined my
horee sharply to the right, then, without
checking his speed, turned for an instant
and looked across the foaming, muddy
flood, which filled the arroyo almost
bauk high, to sec what was going on at
the camp. Dou Eamon had just mounted
his riding mule avd had started toward
the arroyo as if with the intention of
atten:pting to cross it. I motioned bim
back and thcn turned to the scene before
me.

A quarter of a mile below us San-
grado, followed by his baud, had just
emerged from the arroyo.

NEW YORK HIGHWAYS.

A Vast Sum of Money Needed Lo Improve
Them - htate Ald Kecommended,

Dr. F. J. Merrill, director of the
New York state muoseum, has lately
done some work which ooght to carry
the state forward a step or so in the
path of road improvement. Heo has
caused a collection to be made from
quarries in all parts of the state of stone
which might be npsed as road material.
Stone from 3,000 quarries has thus been
collected by him.

road commission to be tested in a ma-
chine which they have for that pur-
pose. It is a steel barrel. This road ma-
terial is rolled in 1t for a time, until its
qaalities are dis%osed, [ intend after 1
receive a report from the Massachusetts
anthorities on each kind of stone to pre-
pare a little pamphlet for gencral eiren-
lation in this state.  Then road masters
and boards of supervisors will know
where to procure road material, or at
least they will know the nearest quar-
ry, and since distance of transportation
is one of the factors of expense they
will nnderstand where they can proba-
bly procare road material at the least
cost.

**1 have been road master out in the
Helderberg mountain region, and |
think 1 understand the difficulties of
the subject. And [ confess that [ some-
times feel discouraged. Our present sys-
tem of working out a road tax 18 abom-
inable, and yet it does seem us if the
cost of improving ull the roads of New
York which weed improvement is ap
palling, and sinc? farmers feel poor it
is perhaps not to be wondered at that
in the legislatore they oppose any bill
which requires them to pay any large
proportion of the cost of improving
roads,

** Massachusetts now expends $800,-
000 aunually in the improvement of her
roads. We have 125,000 miles of road;
Massachusetts, 50,000 miles. It costs
$1,000 a mile in Massachusetts to im-
prove a road. The millions of dollars
required to improve the roads of New
York state, therefore, are obvious, We
shonld have to expend £3,000,000 o year
to compare in apy degree with Massa-
chusetts.  ‘iLhat is ope-fourth of the
amounut now raised by direct taxation.
Can we porsuade the legislature to
make such on expenditure, such a large
addition to the state's expenses? That
is the question, and the sole question to
be considercd. In the poorer counties of
the state the state itself must build and
maintain the roads, "’

MACADAM AND TELFORD.

Bystems of the Two Emincot Roadbulld
ers Dricily Explained.

It was the costom of Macadam, aftey
the eugineeriug we rk was l'l.nlpll‘tl’il
and the subgrade established, to spread
on & layer of stone to a depth of ten
inches und to roll this surfuce with 8
heavy roller drawn by horses, writes C.
L. Whipple in Populur Science Monthly.
These stones were broken by hand with
small bummers, frequently o whole
family working togetber, and were
broken small enovgh to pass through a
8 inch rivg, or were not to have a masx-
imuom weight of over six ounces. A
family of five people conld break several
tons per day.  Side ditches were exca-
vated where necessary, so that at no
season of the year could water penetrate
to the substructure of the road.

In 1816 Macadam began the constroc
tion and waintcuance of 150 miles of
tornpike in Bristol district, England.
A modification of this system Was
adopted by Thomas Telford about this
time, which sobstituted a layer, or
foundation, of irregubar broken stoue,
set up on edge on the subgrade. Nine
inches was the maximom dimension of
these fragments  The rough surface
thos made was smwoothed down by going
over it and breskiug off the tops of the
blocks with small hammers and packing
the pieces thus obtained between the
large blocks, This surface was then
rolled as before. Telford built the cele.
brated Holyhead road, extending from
Holybead through north Wales to
Bhrewsbury—a road that served as a
model at the board of inquiry appoiuted
by parliament in 1823. Each srrtcm
bad its partisans, and today the bLest
features of both methods bhave loen
adopted under different conditions, ce-
pendent upon the charucter of Lo
ground over which the road passes.

Good Roads In Arkansss,

Arkansas has set a fine example to
the other states of the south by enacting
a well devised law for road ijmprove-
ment. Provision is made in the law for
the appointment by county courts of
road and bridge commissions, whose
duty it shall be to divide the counties
into road districts and appoint road
overseers. All male persons over 18
years and under 45 sball be subject to
road duty for five days in the year, bat
she number of days may be increased by
the coarts to ten. Exemption may be

obtained by the payment of §1 per day.
County courts are empowered to levy
taxes not to exceed 8 mills on all tax-
able property for rond purposes. Con-
victs may be worked on the roads by
the counties at the rate of 70 centa per
day.—Atlauta Journal.

Many people do not llke but
there Is usually a good reason for the
aversion. Housekeepers are generall
to blame. The restaurateur or the hote
ke« may be ven for servl
antique omelets on old Delft or Sta
shire; be likes things to match; bat
there is no excuse for the presence of a
lllp'tlﬂll? on a gentleman's table
wnd it should be the eternal dlsgnoeoi
the cook who attempted to Impose upon
his credulity.

Good egge, like all good thinge, have
their value. We regularly pay 22 cents
for a pound of chops, and revolt at a
dozen of eggs at 30 cents, which repre-
sent double the amount of nutritious ele-
ment, not to mentlon the minimum tax
in assimilation. There Is a flavor about
a fresh egg as positive aa thatof a fioe
cutlet or choice fish, and to those who
appreclate it, it is one of the most ap-
petizing of foods. It is from this clacs
that the dairy shop keepers get their
clients and 60 cents s dozen for eggs the
year round.

Given a really good egg, a slice of
nice toast, and alimost anything left from
the dinner previous, and a dish for a
sybarite or a braln fa man of famlly
can be readily pre .

Most people boll egge, and conse-
quently most eggs are rulned, just as
toes are. Neither should be put Into
hot water. Both contain albumen
which becomes so much glue by
sudden contact with heat. Eggs in
the shell need enough cold water to cover
them, a quick fire and four minutes’
cooking by the clock. They should be
sent to table In hot water, opened with a
wooden or silver spoon and eaten at
once. They are prime with salt anda
bit of batter, but it ls a crime to pepper
them. Some gastronomes Parisiennes
season with a ploch of minced parsiey;
Russians add a dash of paprika, and a
real Roman will have the egg cup rub-
bed with s bit of garlic or ring of onlon.

The poaching riog Is the test of an
egg. You can’t poach a bad egg; it
wabbles the moment It is dropped, the
yolk breaks, and the conpolsseur knows
at a glance that he is the victim of Ig-
norance or fraud. But an egg above
suspicion, poached sufficlently to “‘set™
the volk, salted just before leaving the
kettle and served oo a thin slice of nice
brown toast, generously buttered, Is »
dainty bite any hour of the twenty-four.
Tiis dish sdmits of the greatest elabors-
ton. Indeed, the lover of poached eggs
may have s surprise every day in the
month, and find each a bit more appe-
tizing than ita predecessor. Parentheti-
cally, eggs are delicate and should be
delicately served—lndividuslly, that is.

Here is & daloty dish for breakfast or
to introduce a lunch or supper:

Stew a teacupful of tomatoes, season
with a slice of green sweet pepper, slice
of olive and onlon and bit of chopped
parsley; cook to the consistency pre-
ferred, add two or three mushrooms, and
salt and butter to taste. Lay the toast
on an Individual platter, put the poached
egg on the toast, pour the tomato sauce
over them and serve at once. There ia
not a man of good taste in the commu-
nity who would not prefer this to a plece
of heavy meat. This very savory dish
may be varied by changiog the ssuce. If
high seasoning Is liked, 1 whole pepper
may be added, with one or two seeds,
the sauce cooked down, strained and
then warmed up with condiments to
taste.

Poached eggs in a dish of French
peas is both pleasing to the eye and
palate.

Poached eggs smothered in stewed
caulifiower is a very appetizing break-
fust dish.  Posched eges with a border
of creamed carrots and buttered beets
sliced and nicely seasoned is good to
look upon. Pouched eggs on toast lsid
on a bed of caulrhoby, or stewed cucum-
bers, is verv nice; and poached egge on
broiled or French fried potatoes are not
halt bad. A platter of poached eggs,
trimmed with quarters of peeled toma-
toes nod chips of broiled bam or bacon
is a roynl little spread.

Now, for stirred egge: Make a tomato
gauce, season to taste, and when cooked,
break an egg in it, stir & few minutes
snd pour on squares of buttered toast.
Eggs may be stirred into a pan ol stew-
ed peas, green or butter beans, shredded
csuliffower, cream potstoes or celery;
with tips of asparagus, they are really
tine.

The following recipe will suffice as a
suggestion for Spanish omelet. [t is all
a matter of taste, and where one con-
sumer may like it planant. another will
be satisfied with mild seasoning: Brown
a teaspoonful of butter, add s minoed
onlon and “cook down to nothing.” Put
a little eatsup on the remnxnt, add a cap
of tinped tomatoes, or two or three
whole ones, a whole or part of a sweet
pepper, from which the seeds have been
removed, aud cook until the peppers
melt. Strain or not, season with salt
and parsley, add a few mushrooms and
olive rings, aod :n-psre the omelet.
Beatthe yolks and whites separstely;
have the buttered pan hot; pour in the
yellow firat, and then add the beaten
whites. © This gives the omelet a second

—makes it light-headed, s0 to
When cooked, lay on a big plat-

ter; pour the tomuto sauce over half the
surfsee, turn down the other section,
rush It to the tsble, and oh, what gusta-
tory delight awaits the guest. [If the
«dish is for a luncheon, tes or a hungry
company, it muy be fortified by the ad-
dition of finger-lengths of deer-foot
sausages, Fruukfurters, or slices of
brolied beechnut bacon. separately cook-
ed, but dropped Ipto the hot tomsto
ssuce. Men and children will eat Spanish
omelet three times a week, and bring
their friends to share the savory com-

way of varlety, eggs may be
‘with codfish. Dish up & may-
onnalse of salmon, for example; 200
out hall the eggs, Iuvlag only a shel
of white, and pack with the salmon;

Jn
followlog the model, whether that be
a facsimile in pencll or carbon, or a
genulne signature held to the light, the
pen hesitates, giving the writing » zig-
zag appesrance, which, although not
visible to the naked eye, can be clearly
seen with the ald of & microacope. The
most useful ally of the expert, however,
Is the camera, which has no equal for
show lng signs of erasure, correction and
pen hesitancy.

In one way and another, then, a docu-
ment may be pronounced s forgery
without any comparison of hand riting.
Rarely s this so when the work of a
really accomplished professional penman
comes to hand. He generally practices a
sigonature till he can Imitate it closely
enough to decelve any bank cashier, wh n
he dashes it off at the foot of a check
with greater fluency, perhaps, than could
its owner. Io this art Jim the Penman
was an adept—the greatest adept intle
annals of crime. No tracing or hoggling
for him, no rubbing out or touching up;
he wrote st once exactly what was want-
ed, imitating the most dificalt haod wi h
a freedom and ease and a perfection
that were murvelous,—Cassell’s Satur-
day Journal.

UROPE'S HIGHWAYS

BPLENDID SPECIMENS OF THE ROAD-
BUILDER'S ART.

Ohject Lessons of the Value of Good Roads.
Pullt For Pleasure as Well as Utility.
Much of Our Laber and Money Expendod
on Roads In Wasted.

To the advocates of good roads the
progress made in Europe is full of en-
couragement. It was about 1890 before
Macadam was able to aronse Scotch and

Very | BEnglish sentiment in favor of his proj-

ect. He bad no atmy of wheelmen ad
his back to encourage him and to com-
pel the public to listen, but wherever
amile of macadam road was built the
sharp contrast between it and the
wretched roads about it compelled pub

lio attention and approval. Telford, the
Sootch engineer, turned aside from his
great engineering projects and gave the
movement his powerful support. In less
than 50 years the gospel of good ronds
was sprend not only throughout Great
Britain, but through all the seitled dis-
tricts on the continent. Now good roads
of the macadam or telford type are
everywhere, writea C. M. Diokinson in
Home Magazine. Every day in the year
the peasaut farmer of Eorope can haal
to market us heavy a lond as he can
draw across his thrashing floor. He
makes ope trip instead of two or three.
There is no mud, po stove working up
to the surface. His beast of burden am-
bles along casily iustoad of the fret and
strain from stone and rat and wabbling
wagon and would doubtless sing his
master’s praise if be bad the power of
speech given to the beast ridden by
Balaam.

A DIKRT ROAD IN ILLINOIS

[From L. A. W. Balletin. ]
In many places there are long tunnels
through the rock, and in others the
mark of thoe blasting drill where the rock
has been torn from the face of the cliff
is to be seen fully 60 feet above the
road.

This is one of the moststupendons
specimens of modern roadbuilding io
Europe, but something bardly less diffi
cult and cxpensive is the road now i
course of construction by the Swiss gov-
ernment from the Rhone glacier over
the Grimsel pass to the Iake of Brienz
The road is already completed from
Meiringen to Handegg falls, perhaps 1f
miles—as fine and difficult a specimen

What Ewrope has
dove in the last centory America may
do in the next. The obstacles of cost
and “‘magnificént distances’’ will look
less formidable as we approach them.
In the state of New York alone, outside
of villuges and cities, more than $3,
000,000 is expended anpoally in the
#0 called repair and construction of
roads. The most of this immense sum
is thrown awayv. Expcoded onder the
direction of competent engineers, it
would boild from 600 to 800 miles of
the best macadam pavement

At this rate bow many voars wouold
it take to embaln Macadam and Telford
and all their wisdom under every bigh
way nnd cowpath in the state of New
York? And the increased value of farms
brought nearer to market in wet weather
a8 well as dry, the saving of time and
wear aud tear on men awnd horses and
wagons, wounld more than offset the en
tire cost. And why should not the state
prisons be opened and the conviets
tanght roadbuilding ou the Euoropean
plan? Superintendent Lathrop reports
that over 1,000 prisoners are still out of
employment. What worthier work could
be given them thau the building of good
roads?

The agitation for good roads shonld
pnot be confined to the several states.
Persistent uppeals shonld be made to
the general government. Congress has u
special warrunt under the constitution
to build roads,
gress authorized a natioval road from
Baltimore to the west. It was built for
650 miles, 80 feet wide, with broken
gtone 830 feet in width, on a stone foun-
dation, throogh Penpsylvania, Obio and
Illinois. Though out of repair, it is still
a good road. It onght to be extended at
least to the Missouri river, and the
states throogh which it passes should
build their macadam systems iuto this
great national artery stretching acroes
the countinent.
