VIGILANCE THE PRICE OF SUCCESS. 

Republicans on the Lookout for the 
Democratic Boodle Hunters. 

Ceneral Pleasanton’s Claims to the 
Government’s Recognition. 

Closing Hours of the Longest Ses- 

sion In Congressional History. 

Washington, Oct. 21.—From this time 
until the ballots are counted and the returns 
made up on the night of Noverber 6th, Re- 

publicans in every election precinct in every 
Northern State which is regarded as “doubt- 
ful.” or to which the Democrats have assert- 

ed any claim, should he wide-awake and on 

guard. Information obtained here proves 

beyond the shadow of a doubt that the Dem- 

ocratic National Committee is straining ev- 

ery nerve to raise a huge corruption fund to 

be used in the last week of the campaign, es- 

pecially on the day of e'ection. After the 
Maine campaign tbe Democratic treasury 
was nearly empty. It is esserted on good 
authority 'that the Democratic committee 
sent more than half a million dollars to that 
State—about one third of which was expend- 
ed in Mr. Reed’s district—In the hope of so 

reducing the Republican majority as to en- 

courage the Democrats In the other Northern 
States. Barnum and Brice, especially the 
former, quickly realized that big sums of 
money must be obtained, or the "campaign 
of Intellect” would end in failure. 

The first thing done was to appoint in ev- 
ery State and In tbe District of Columbia a 
“fiscal agent” to levy and collect political as- 
sessments. Under orders from New York 
each of these agents Immediately Issued cir- 
culars to every Federal officeholder, clerk 
and other employe, as well as to government 
contractors on public buildings, river and 
harbor improvements, etc., in his bailiwick. 
The recipients were informed that the 
money was to be used “to carry the doubtful 
States.” 

The appeal of “Fiscal Agent” Townsend, 
of Ohio', dated Sept. 28, is a fair sample: 

As this is a voluntary contribution, tbe commit- 
tee must rely upon your generosity as to bow 
much you will give, but will say that many have 
given from five to ten tier cent of their year’s sal- 
ary, amt, as it Is said, “the I-orU loves a generous 
giver,” you may be assured that these people 
stand well in the estimation of this committee. 
We keep a complete record of all moneys receiv- 
ed, with the name of the donor.and when we come 
to make up “Jewels” this record will be carefully 
gone over. 

It is imperative, and we sincerely hope you will 
crlva thn minimum nf tliA nmnnnt mAnfiaiipH 

The responses to these appeals were neither 
numerous nor generous. The indications 
were less than $150,000 would be obtained in 
this way, when $1,500,000 was the amount 
which the National committee had determ- 
ined to squeeze out of government officials 
employes and contractors. 

It was evident that a resort to more severe 
measures and direct methods was necessary, 
and the ‘‘Fiscal Agents” were ordered to de- 
mand a specified percentage from each vic- 
tim, and to remit at least one half of the 
total amount assessed to the National com- 
mittee on or before Nov. 1. This order was 
promptly put in process of execution. On 
Oct. 10, “Fiscal Agent” Townsend issued 
this circular: 

My Dear Sir: The National Committee having 
Intrusted me with the collection of contributions 
in Ohio, it becomes necessary at this stage of the 
campaign to again notify you of these necessities. 
There should be no mistake as to the amount ex- 

pected at your hand. 
I am directed to look to you for five per cent of 

the annual pay roll of your office. Should I not 
hear from j ou by the 20tli of this month I shall 
draw on vou for a portion of the amount yet unre- 
miited. Please lot me hear from you by return 
mall. 

A copy was sent to every Federal office- 
holder in Ohio, as well as to Ohio men hold- 
ing Federal offices in Washington and the 
Territories. Two days later it was supple- 
mented by a circular personally addiessed to 
the Ohio clerks and other employes in the 
government offices in Washington. 

Dismissed with the Ooxology. 
Washington, Oct. 20.—Only seven Sena- 

tors were in their seats when the chaplain 
offered up the final prayer of this session. 
Messrs. Allison and Saulsbury were appoint- 
ed with Messrs. McMillin of Tennessee, 
Clements of Georgia and Ityan of Kansas 
on the part of the House, as a committee to 
wait on the President and inform hint that 
Congress was ready to adjourn. 

Mr. Blackburn presented the minority re- 

port of the select committee on the opera- 
tions of the civil Service law, and it was or- 
dered to be printed with the majority report. 

The last bill of the session to be introduced 

amendment to tlie constitution providing for 
the election of United States Senators by 
tlie people. Referred. 

The House sent into the Senate the en- 
rolled joint resolution (signed by the Speak- 
er) as to the government exhibits at the Cin 
cinuati exposition, and it was immediately 
signed by the presiding officer and despatch- 
ed to the President. 

Mr. Allison reported that the committee 
had been informed by the President that he 
had no further communication to offer. 

A resolution tendering the thanks of the 
Senate to Mr. Ingalls, "‘for the uniformly 
able, courteous aud impartial manner in 
which he had -presided,” was offered by Mr. 
Saulsbury and unanimously adopted. 

At 12.55 o’clock a message from the Presi- 
dent announced his approval of sundry 
Senate bills and joint resolutions. 

Mr. Ingalls then made a brief farewell ad- 
dress and declared the Senate adjourned 
sine die. 

When the House met this morning, on 
the last day of the most pretracted session 
iu the annals of Congress, in addition to the 
speaker, there were 15 members in attend- 
ance. In the galleries there were not more 
than a hundred persons to witness the 
closing scenes. After the announcement 
that the President had no further communi- 
cation ty offer, the House passed a vote of 
thanks to Speaker Carlisle for the courtesy, 
ability and fairness with which he has pre- 
sided over the deliberations of the first ses- 
sion of the 50th Congress, and adopted a 
resolution tendering the thanks of the Hou'-e 
to its officers for the courteous manner in 
which they have discharged their duties. 
The speaker then declared the House ad- 
journed sine die. The announcement was 
received with applause, and the correspon- 
dents In the press gallery evinced their 
thankfulness by chanting the doxology. 

Ceneral Pleasanton’s Case* 

Washington, Oct. 20.—The President has 
aDproved the act authorizing him to appoint 
Alfred Pleasanton a major in the army and 
placing him on the retired list with that 
rank and grade. Subsequently the Presi- 
dent sent the nomination to the Senate, and 
that body promptly confirmed it. 

Gen. Alfred Pleasanton is a native of the 
District of Columbia. He was graduated 
from the West Point Military Academy in 
June, 1844, stauding seventh in his class. He 
entered the cavalry branch of the annv and 
saw hard service dnring the Mexican war. 

During the rebellion he early ntada his mark, 
and in July. 18(12, was commissioned briga- 
dier general volunteers, being subsequently 
promoted to major general. He remained in 
command of a large force of cavalry through- 
out the war, operating in Virginia, Mary- 
land, Pennsylvania and Missouri. 

Afterthe warclosed Pleasanton resigned, 
as he found his relative rank and position in 
the army to be lower than that which he had 
held before the war. He had been an old 
army comrade of Gen. Grant, and during the 
war they became warm personal friends. 
After Grant’s inauguration as President he 
made Pleasanton collector of internal rev- 
enue for the Fourth district of New York, 
and in December, 1870, he appointed him 
commissioner of internal revenue. General 
Pleasanton, however, did not get along suc- 
cessfully in the internal revenue office. He 
soon became involved in a bitter controversy 
with Secretary of the Treasury Boutwell, 
who claimed the right to review and reverse 
his decisions, which the commissioner denied. 
The dispute at last became so bitter that 
President Grant finally interfered, and in 
August, 1871, requested Gen. Pleasanton to 
resign. This the latter refused to do, where- 
upon he was formally suspended under the 
provisions of the tenure of office act. 

Soon after his removal from office Gen. 
Pleasanton applied for restoration to the 
army, and it was before Congress for years 
before it was favorably acted upon. Foi 
several years past he has been in broken 
health and has been living in poverty in 
Washington. Gen Pleasanton’s record as a 
soldier amply warranted the action whicti 
has at last been taken. He was one of tht 
most gallant and efficient soldiers in the 
Union army throughout the war, and par 
ticipated in 105 different engagements, bul 
was never wounded. 

The Signal Service. 
Washington, Oct. 20 — General Greely 

chief signal officer, in his aunual report, sayi 
that tlie percentage of successful weathei 
predictions for the year were,—for weather 
78.9; wind, 75.5; temperature, 74.2; genera 
average, 70.7. The number of cold wave sig 
uals displayed was 1743, of which 71.5 pe 
cent were verified. About 1100 cities am 
towns are furnished daily weather indica 
tious by telegraph. 

The Sioux Decline. 

Washington, Oct. 20.—Secretary Vila 
said today that the Sioux chiefs had formal 
ly notified him that they had rejected by 
large majority the propositions made by th 
President through the Secretary las 

Wednesday. They submitted a counter pro- 
position agreeing to accept $1.25 per acre, the 

money to be paid at once. This proposition 
tlie Secretary declared could not for a mo- 

ment be entertained by the government. A 
small minority signified their willingness to 
accept the propositions. This concludes all 
negotiations under the new law, which were 
opened by the appointment of the Sioux com- 
mission. The chiefs were presented to the 
Piesident this afternoon, and will leave for 
their reservations tomorrow. Secretary 
Vilas expressed the opinion that one of the 
principal reasons for the rejection of his 
propositions was due to the fact that the ex- 
ecution of the law would break up tribal 
relations, thus depriving the chiefs of their 
present authority. 

Cleveland and the Pensions. 

Washington, Sept. 21.—The whole num- 

ber of special pension bill which reached the 
President since March 4,1885, to the close of 
the session just ended is 1821, of which 1567 
laws, 254 having beeii disapproved.

Senator Blackburn Saturday sumitted a 

voluminous minority report from the com- 
mittee on operations of the civil service, and 
asked that It be printed with the majority 
report. The report declares that, from the 
testimony of several of their witnesses, all 
the evils and abuses complained of today 
came down to this administration as an in- 
heritance. 

W. L. Bancroft, the General Superintend- 
ent of the Railway Mail Service, in his re- 
port to the Postmaster General, states that 
the casualties during the year were more 
numerous than in any preceding year. There 
were 248 accidents to tr?ins upon which pos- 
tal clerks were employed. In these wrecks 
four clerks were killed, 63 seriously and 45 
niifcuuj mjuiru. licit* wnsuuuug tnc jftu 
an increase of 12,704 miles of new railroad 
service. The service is now in operation up- 
on 143,731 miles of railroad besides 5972 miles 
of steamboat routes. The total number of 
clerks employed is 5,094, an iucreasc of 243. 
Only one error was made in the distribution 
of the mall to every 3,707 pieces handled out 
of an aggregate of nearly seven billion 
pieces. 

The President said to a friend this week 
that whether he was re-elected or not, he 
would send a vigorous tariff reform message 
to Congress on its reassembling in December. 
He said that the financial condition which 
would then confront the country would be 
the financial condition of last December, ag- 
gravated by a year’s delay, with its accumu- 
lation of surplus funds iu the treasury. He 
added that its importance warranted him iu 
again devoting his annual message to the 
question of the reduction of taxation. 

Among the bills left uueuacted by Con- 
gress are those for the erection of a building 
at lloulton. Me., and the erection of a monu- 
ment to Major-General Henry Knox, at 
Thomaston.

Dr. Mary A. Allen spoke of the laws of 
health, and Mrs. C. H. Harris, (Hope Led- 
yeari), of the mother department, spoke of 
the duties of motherhood. Miss Willard 
read the petition presented to Congress for a 
bill for protection against crimes against 
women and girls.

The evening service was taken up with a 

sermon by Bishop Samuel Fallows, of the 
Reform Episcopal church, of Chicago, upon 
the ecclesiastical emancipation of women.

New York Clergymen On the Side of 
Warner Miller. 

Tbenton, N. J., Oct. 20.—With the elec- 
tion only two weeks off, the situation in New 
Jersey looks brighter than ever for the Re- 
publicans. All the elements of strength still 
exist and additional elements have appeared 
within a fortnight. The bottom has prac- 
tically fallen out of the prohibition cam- 

paign. The followers of Fisk have not made 
much of a canvass In this State anyhow. 
None of the tent and caravan business has 
been tried here that has been tried in Con- 
necticut, New York, and some of the West- 
ern States. Indeed, the prohibition leaders 
have made less effort in Mew Jersey than in 
any of the doubtful States. Your correspon- 
dent gets from good authority, inside the 
prohibition ranks, the information that Gen. 
Fisk and his friends knew from the start 
that his party had no chance of keeping up 
the record In this State. 

The Republican legislature of last winter 
gave the temperance element just what it 
desired. It passed a bill that gives every 
county an opportunity to state by ballot 
whether it wants liquor sold within its 
boundaries. The moment that measure was 

passed over the veto of the Democrat- 
ic governor, hundreds of prohibitionists went 
over to the Republican ranks. 

Of course there was a lot of prodigals 
among the number. They went from the 
Republican party in 1884, and lost 
the State to Blaine. Their vote alone is suf- 
ficient to turn the tide this year. But there 
were a great many Democrats in this num- 
ber also. There are three strong Democratic 
Prohibition counties in the State. The exit 
from Democracy to Prohibition was slow. It 
was a severe change. But it was sure when 

► finally accomplished. Consequently it was 
not hard to go from Prohibition to Republi- 
canism. That’s just what has happened in 
the counties where Democratic prohibitoin- 
ists abound.

After many incantations this spell 
was broken, and the witch, angered that she 
should have been foiled in her influence over 
the child, hurled at him the imprecation 
that he might live until she paid him back 
for her disappointment. She died soon af- 
wards, and Jeff, when his years had passed 
the limit allowed to man, often recalled her 
words, and felt that he was living on and on 
until she could return to be avenged. Jeff, 
when 00 years of age, was bought by a Mr. 
King of North Carolina, in whose posses- 
sion he remained for forty years. He was 
sold into Georgia, where, at the age of 100 
years, he lived to become a free man. He 
has had wives without number, and his chil- 
dren were so numerous that he never at- 
tempted to count them. Three years ago he 
married a likely young negress of 20, and by 
her became the father of two more children. 
The people around Nannie, who have known 
him for years, profess implicit faith in the 
great age claimed by him. 

DOOMED BY THE MAFIE. 

Antonio Flaccomio Murdered by Or- 
der of a Secret Society. 

New' Yoke, Oct. 21.—The police have dis- 
covered that the murderer of Antonia Flac- 
comio, near the Cooper Union last Sunday 
night, was Calo Quararo, who is believed to 
be now in New Orleans. Francisco lata, 
Natale Sabatano and Guisseppe Canizzaro, 
who have been occupying cells in the Tombs 
on suspicion of being concerned in the mur- 

der, have all made confessions to Inspector 
Byrnes. Flaccomio was marked out for 
death some time ago. He belonged to a 

secret society known as the Mafic, said to be 
composed of criminals from Sicily. It pun- 
ishes by death any member who divulges its 
secrets or gives information to the police 
concerning the identity of any of its members 
who have violated the laws of the land. Flac- 
comio had informed upon a gang of Italian 
counterfeiters, and knew he was to die. He 
arranged with his son to carry on the busi- 
ness in case of his sudden disappearance. 
Sunday, Oct. 14th, he was enticed into an 
Italian restaurant at 8 St. Marks Place, and 
a game of cards made the ground for a quar- 
rel between him and Carlo Quararo. The 
three men imprisoned now swear they saw 
Carlo and Vincenzo Quarro follow Flaccomio 
into the street. Francisco lata says he ac- 
companied Flaccomio and sought to prevent

THE ADMINISTRATION ARRAIGNED. 

Twenty-four Years of Progress with 

Republican Supremacy 

Contrasted with the Pitiable Show- 

ing of Democratic Rule. 

Mr. Blaine Presents the Case at the 

Big Chicago Demonstration. 

Chicago, Oct. 20-Mr. Blaine was the cen- 

tral figure in the great Republican demon- 
stration here tonight, and was received with 
great enthusiasm. In the course of his 

speech he said: 
Twenty-four years of Republican rule in 

the United States form an epoch second only 
in importance to those great years compre- 
hended between the declaration of independ- 
ence and the organization of the Federal 
government. History recognizes this by as- 

signing to the first President and chief actor 
in the later period, a rank second only in 
American statesmanship and heroism to 

Washington himself. The 24 years reached 
from 18G1 to 1885, and were distinguished by 
advance in every department of industry, 
and by progress In every human effort more 

extraordinary than ever realized within a 

like period in any age in any other country. 
At the conclusion of the 24 years, the execu- 

tive power of the nation was transferred to 
the Democratic party, and the political cam- 

paign in which the American people are 

now engaged is to determine whether Demo- 
cratic rule shall continue or whether the Re- 
publican party, on its record of achieve- 
ments, shall be entrusted with a new lease 
of power. The Republicans contend that 
the general welfare of the whole country has 
not been promoted by the Democratic ad- 
ministration, and that Democratic promises 
of reform have been signally disregarded 
and trampled upon. They contend that the 
administration nas been against the natural 
welfare of the country; that it has not main- 
tained the national honor and threatens the 
impairment of the industrial system where- 
by, under a protective tariff, the country ad- 
vanced so rapidly in power and prosperity.

with his administration was inaugurated, 
and for disappointing the just expectations 
which his words iusplred. ..... 

First, They arraign him for his failure to 
Improve the civil service as he promised in 
every form of words in which official pledges 
could be expressed. Instead of reform there 
has been constant deterioration. Instead of 
curing the system of partisan removals the 
President has developed it to such an extent 
that more officials have been removed from 
office during the present administration and 
for mere political reasons, than by any three 
of his predecessors in office, even though 
three may be selected who were eight years 
each in the Presidential chair. The “spoils 
system," instead of being rooted up as the 
President promised, has been developed 
more intensely than ever before and the as- 
sessment of officeholders is so notorious that 
the chairman of the Democratic National 
Committee takes his station in one of the 
hotels in Washington, within sight of the 
White House, ana as i read from a congrat- 
ulatory dispatch published in a Democratic 

Faper, receives assurance of contributions 
rom more than one hundred office holders 

in a single day. It has, moreover, been 
charged in responsible newspapers and 
proved before a special committee of the 
Senate, that men of bad character, convicted 
and pardoned criminals, have been placed in 
office under the present administration and 
that the civil service has been subjected to 
open shame in a degree hitherto unknown. 

Second, The Republicans arraign the 
President for having surrendered the rights 
of the country in the fisheries of the North 
American coast in a manner derogatory to 
the dignity of the nation and in utter disre- 
gard of the rights of the fishermen. The 
question of the fisheries has been a subject 
of dispute ever since the war of 1812, and 
never before has the country, even in its 
days of weakness, been willing to surrender 
to Great Britain rights which now, in the 
day of our prestige and power, the adminis- 
tration abandons to the sacrifice of national 
honor and destruction of the rights of our 
fishermen. The American people were not 
more surprised at the tame manner in which 
the fishery rights were surrendered than 
were the negotiators of England themselves 
when they found that obstacles hitherto in- 
surmountable by British diplomacy had been 
removed by the present administration and 
tlie gateway to diplomatic victory made 
smooth and easy to the representatives of 
England. 

Third, The Republicans arraign President 
Cleveland for Ills cruel disregards of the 
rights of poor and needy soldiers who in- 
curred their distress and their poverty in the 
service of the nation and who, by mterpo- 
uifinn nf thp Presidential veto, were de- 
prived of the pittance voted to them by a 

Republican Senate and Democratic House. 
Republicans arraign the President 
not merely for the veto of pension 
bills but for his general and dangerous use 
of the veto power, without precedent in the 
previous history of the country and altogeth- 
er beyoud the conception or imagination 
of those who framed the constitution. Jef- 
ferson, whom the Democrats have practical- 
ly described as the founder of their party, 
had eight years of administration, distin- 
guished by troublesome periods and events 
of local moment, and yet he never found oc- 
casion even |once for using the veto, so 

great was his respect for the will of the peo- 
ple as manifested through their representa- 
tives iu Congress. [Cheers.] 

Fourth, The Republicans arraign the Ad- 
ministration for having unjustly, without 
precedent and for partisan reasons, disfran- 
chised 700,000 American citizens in the Ter- 
ritory of Dakota Dakota is so thoroughly 
a State in equipment and iu all her power 
that this year she produces and sends to 
market a larger wheat crop than any one of 
the 38 States of the Union. She has within 
her borders a larger mileage of railroad than 
any one of the seventeen southern States, 
except Missouri and Texas. 

Fifth, The Republicans arralgu President 
Cleveland’s administration for breaking 
down the useful policy of paying off the Na- 
tional debt as rapidly as the surplus in the 
treasury will allow.

What Democratic Success Means to 

Americans. 

Indianapolis, Ind., Oct. 20.—Gen. Har-

ly value the respect and confidence of the 
commercial travellers of the Untied States. 
I value it because I believe they give ad-

country of which they are citizens. Who 
should be able, better than you, to know the 
commercial and business needs of our 

country ? X believe 1 may say for you that, 
as a result of personal knowledge of our 
business needs you have concluded that the 
policy for Americans is the policy of the 
protective tariff. Who should know better 
tbau you that if the discriminating duties 
now 'levied which enable our American 
manufacturers to maintain a competition 
with tho manufacturers of other countries, 
und, at the same time, to pay a scale of liv- 
ing wages to the men aud women who work 
for them, is once broken down, that Amer- 
ican competition with foreign production 
becomes impossible except by a reduc- 
tion of the scale of American 
wages to the level of the wages paid abroad. 
CertKljilv you do not need to bo told that the 
shop or mill that has the smallest pay roll of 
all in pi oportlon to Its production will taka 
the market. Certaiuly you do not need to bo 
told that the wages now enjoyed by Ameri- 
can workmen are greatly larger and the 
comtorts they enjoy much more than those 
enjoyed by the working people of any other 
laud. Since I was old enough to have opin- 
ions or utter them, I have held to the doc- 
trlue that the true American policy was that 
which should maintain not only a living 
rate of wages, but one with a margin for 
savings and the comfort of our workiugmen. 
1 believe that policy essential to tne prosper-

forming a series of obstructions resembling 
regulation barricades. The neighborhood is 
densely populated with working people and 
these being idle on Sunday, filled the side- 
walks, windows and house tops. All the 
women passengers and several men on the 
first car to approach had been frightened off 
by a crowd of yelling boys before reaching 
the obstruction corner. A couple of strang- 
ers, a reporter and the conductor and driver, 
and two of the police guard were the only 
ones who remained when the car was 

brought to a halt. The air became black 
with missiles flying from the house tops and 
windows, the car being literally bombarded. 
Amid shouts and imprecations the riot end- 
ed with the arrival of a timely patrol wagon 
filled with police. The crowds were de- 
spersed, but reassembled as soon as the 
wagon had left. A prisoner was rescued 
from the officers who were left behind and a 

pair of police were being roughly handled 
when the wagon returned again in the nick 
of time. So far as known nobody was dan- 
gerously hurt. 

Royal M- Pulsifer. 

Boston, Oct. 20.—Royal M. Pulsifer, prin- 
cipal owner of the Boston Herald was found 

dead today at his summer residence at Au- 

burndale. The family and physicians say 
there is no indication of suicide. Mr. 
Pulsifer left his family in Boston on 

Thursday last, saying he should go to Au- 
burndale and get a good night’s rest. 
Nothing was heard from him until today 
when his wife became alarmed and sent 
to find him. His body lay naturally up- 
on the bed. He had been dead several 
hours. Mr. Pulsifer was 52 years old. 
He had been very enterprising and suc- 

cessful in business. His connection with 
the Herald dates from 1869. He was genial, 
generous and public spirited. He had been 
interested in several large undertakings, 
some of which, it is said, caused heavy loss- 
es, and this at first gave color to the theory 
of suicide, for which there now seems to be 
no foundation.

A TRAIN BURIED BY A LANDSLIDE. 

Excursionists From the Naples Fetes 

Crushed by Tons of Rock. 

Seventy Injured Passengers and 

Ninety Bodies Taken Out. 

Manitoba Again the Seat of a Rail- 
road War. 

Roue, Oct. 12.—A despatch fiorn Potenza 
says that ten cars of a train crowded with 
ixcurslonists returning from the Naples 
teles was crushed In a remote portion of that 
listrict by a landslide consisting of about 
S00 metres of rock. The telegraph line being 
broken by the fail, help was delayed two 
hours. The scene that followed was horri- 
ble. Seventy injured passengers and 90 
corpses have been taken from the wreck, and 
still two cars are burled beneath the rock, 
»nd it is certain the list of dead will be in- 
creased. The work of excavation continues. 

War In Manitoba. 
Winnipeg, Oct. 21.—The local govern- 

ment recently granted a local railroad com- 

pany rights of way. The proposed route 

crosses the line of the Canadian Pacific six 
miles west of Winnipeg, The Canadian 
Pacific Company disputed the rights to cross 

their tracks and blocked the proposed in- 
tersection by side tracking a locomotive at 
the disputed point. They also secured an 

Injunction restraining the new company 
from prosecuting its work pending an ap- 
peal to the privy council. Public feeling In 
the matter Is very bitter against the Cana- 
dian Pacific, and yesterday some 400 citizens 
proceeded to the disputed point with the in- 
tention |of forcing a crossing. The 
f’nnitilian Parifie wnrp nnt'.fi**! and. T>v use of 1 
a special train, managed to get two or three 
hundred armed workmen to the scene pre- 
pared to defend their property. The citi- 
zens were overawedby this display of force 
and withdrew before any collision took 
place. It is feared another demonstration 
against the Canadian Pacific will be made 
tomorrow, and serious results may follow. 
The Wiuuipeg magistrate threatens to call 
out the troops.

Scotland Yard 
is hard at work, hunting in its own peculiar 
fruitless way. Newspaper men are writing, 
racking their brains each day for some new 

formula to express the fact that nothing has 

happened. London's millions of inhabi- 

tants. worked up as they have never been 
before, keep on patiently boyiDg millions 
awl millions of special editions with nothing 
in them, and, mixed up with the rest, and 
perfectly safe, is the interesting human mo 
iecule wno has excited the horror and inter- 
est of all of his fellows by destroying half a 
dozen of them in a peculiarly inhuman fash- 
ion. The wildest ideas about him exist and 
are encouraged. The comic side which the 
murder-scare presents, as do most big things, 
is supplied by the bloodhound element. 
The attempt to get dogs, by 
the keenness of their scent, to 
make up for detective dulness has been very 
entertaining. The policemen charged with 
handling the hounds were as much afraid of 
them as any murderer could be, and it is not 
surprising that the poor brutes should have 
decided a few days since to ruu away and 
enjoy themselves, free from the prodding 
truncheons of timid constables. While the 
big bloodhounds and the policemen have 
been practising and doing nothing, however, 
a smallidog from Tilbury has been gaining 
glory for himself and the little local reporter 
who owns him. The reporter, confident in 
his dog. took him to the cellar in White- 
chapel where the trunk of the murdered wo- 
man had been found, and together they soon 
UUcalUJCU uuc ui me nuiuau a uii39iu( iri,-.

DR. TANNER’S IDEAS. 

He Talks of Prematura Burial and 
Suspended Animation. 

(.Chicago Tribune.] 
Eight years have gone since Dr. H. S. Tan- 

ner performed his wonderful feat of fastiug 
forty days and nights in Clarendon Ifall, in 
New York city. For sixteen days he touched 
neither water nor food. After the sixteenth 

day be began to drink water and subsisted on 

this alone during the remaining twenty-four 
days of bis fast. The public has not heard 
much of the plucky little doctor for the last 
few years, but not long ago ba turned up lu 
Chicago, bright and chipper, a splendid 
specimen of a man in perfect health, and 
with a rotundity of form indicative rather of 
the bon vivant than of a man who eats only 
two meals a day in summer and only one in 
winter. 

“Where have you been keeping yourself, 
doctor?” asked a reporter, after friendly 
greetings had been exchanged. 

“I have just returned from New Mexico, 
where I have been for nearly four years, pur- 
suing certain investigations of a scientlhc 
nature. I am much Interested in the subject 
of suspended animation or counterfeit death, 
lam convinced that a far greater percentage 
of people arc buried alive than even those who 

have ever given the matter much thought 
would be ^miogtobelieve.lnno country in 
th« world arc the dead buried with such 
criminal haste. I may say. as In the United 
States. I have been looking into this subject 
more or less for the last twentv-five years, 
and the evidence I have accumulated s start- 
lina I tell you it is murder, and it is high 
time some agitation was started for the pur- 
nose of securing needed legislation on the 
subject of burial of the dead 

"the principal of life is so subtle,” con- 
tinued the doctor, “that man with all his 
science knows nothing about it; and the only 
safeguard against the awful crime of bury- 
ing alive those we love lies in the precautions 

hat are taken against committing their 
todies to the tomb before decomposition has 
et in. This Is the only unmistakable sign 
hat death had finally taken place. The pen- 
ile of Holland were among the first to 
iwaken to the importance of this »ubject,and 
n 1764 a society was organized in Amsterdam 
or the purpose of looking into cases where 
leath seemed counterfeit rather than real, 
in less than four years they had resuscitated— 
laved from entombment alive—no less than 
50 persons. In 1766 the authorities at Milan 
ind Venice, and those at Hamburg, followed 
he example set by Holland, and a little later 
limilar societies were formed at London, 
['arts and Glasgow. As a result of the work 
ind investigations of these societies, among 
he members of which were some of the fore- 
nost scientists of the times. It has been prov- 
■d that In a great number of cases where every 
mown test bad been appied and preparations 
nade for tbe burial the subjects nad recover- 
'd. These experiences led I’rof. Morine, of 
:he University of Rome, to offer a prize of 
1,500 francs for the best essay on apparent 
leath, and tbe Marquis d’Ouehe left JO.OOO 
francs to be used in discovering tbe best 
means that could be applied in detecting the 
counterfeit of death. And so in all coun- 
ties statistics colletod on this subject are 

dartling, as revealing the danger of prema- 
ture burial.” 

“Now don’t you think,” asked tbe doctor 
"that this is a subject that people should be 
discuss, should be waked up about?’’ 

“Wliat remedy have you to offer, doctor?” 
Simply this: 1 hold—and It certainly can- 

not be successfully contradictod-tbat tbe 
setting In of decomposition is the only cer- 
tain sign ol death. In tbe absence of this 
burial should be delayed weeks and months, 
if necessary, for so long as there is no decay 
life may hang by a feeble thread, and. by 
that subtleness of which I have already 
spoken, the recovery be spontaneous. 

“Another discovery that I have made,’’ 
said the doctor, “is that hibernating animals 
do not use their lungs during their period of 
bihornwWoti. Per several years I have been 
studying the habits of this class of animals, 
and do you know, I am about convinced that 
man can hibernate-’’ 

Here the reporter must have looked the in- 
credulity he felt, for tbe doctor hastened to 
explain: “Take tbe bear for example; It* 
>rgans of respiration are the same as man’s, 
ind it hibernates for months without food or 
lrink. 1 have also been studying the pbilos- 
>phy of the adepts who used to be able to go 
nto the death trance at will. Their prepara- 
!ton for this was long fasting, and the trance 
nonunion iouowing was, m my opinion, a 
season of hibernation. I am studying now 
with a view of making some experiments in 
this line, and the time may come when I will 
permit myself to be sealed up in an air tight 
coffin and laid away until such time as X shall 
designate lor it to be opened." 

“But, doctor, you will uot expect to come 
out of a test like that alive, do you?” 

“Yes, indeed,” was the earnest reply. “I 
have twice been near the portals of the tomb 
in my studies of this subject of life orlncipte 
and of suspended animation, and 1 firmly be- 
lieve I can go still nearer—that I can to all 
Dtitward appearances be dead, and, remaining 
that way for a length of time, can st*ll come 
hack a living witness of the truth of my 
theories and investigations.” 

Speaking of his fast he said: “The fact is, 
with most people the body rules the mind, 
while the reverse should be the case—the 
mind should control the body. Appetite.and 
it may be a depraved one, clamors for this or 
that desired article, the people rush off to 
gratify it. When I began my forty days’ 
fasting I said to my stomach: ‘Here old fel- 
low. I nave a job for yon. 1 want you to 
take a good, long rest, and 1 want no grum- 
bling about it.’ That settled It. At 10 
o’clock of the last day of my fast, when 1 had 
only two hours to go, a little child that was 
in the room where I was thrust a ripe peach 
under my nose. If Adam was tempted as I 
was then I do not wonder that he fell. I had 
so little longer to go without eating that I 
relaxed my will power.and truly my greatest 
sufferings were during the last two hours of 
my fast.

cluster about her. I hold three of her degrees and I value as one ot the highest honors Fever received my election by her alumni to the hoard of overseers, llut 1 do not feel 
bound to accept durlug all my life all the 
political and economic opinions of her faculty. 
Five or six years after I graduated 1 began the 
study of American history, and almost the first 
part I studied was the career of Alexander Ham 
liton. 1 read bis report on manufactures. It Is a 
great argument for the application of protection 
to the United States, that industries might be de- 
veloped and built up. I found that I could not 
answer it, aud I have not found any one else who 
has succeeded In overthrowing that masterly rea- 
soning. It made me a convert to the Hamiltonian doctrine years before 1 had anything to do with 
politics. Since tbeu I have studied Ameilean his- 
tory u ore widely, and 1 have been brought into 
closer contact with the practical effects of our 

Srolectlve system of to-day. The result has been 
■at since 1 first read the Report on Manufactures 

12 years ago, I have become with each succeed- 
ing year a stronger protectionist, for 1 have been 
more and more convinced that to the United 
States, with their situation and their social and 
political conditions, proper industrial protection 
was the only sound and wise policy to be pursued. 

It would he well if every college graduate 
should follow the course of investigation 
marked out by Mr. Lodge, before he pre- 
sumes to instruct the nation In the way of 
free trade. In college very likely he has 
been treated to a course of study in maxims; in the practical world he will find that the 
tariff question Is a study of markets.

FOXHUNTING IN AMERICA. 

Expense. Irate Farmers and Barbed 
Wire Fences the Creat Trials. 

[N. Y. Tribune.] 
Fox hunting, the favorite English country 

sport, has been introduced in many parts of 
this country, in spite of some opposition and 
ridicule. A Tribune reporter a few days 
ago went to Orange, N. J., the headquarters 
of the Essex County Hunt, one of the most 
noted of the suburban bunting clubs. He 
found £. P. Tbebaud, the master of the 
hounds, in the charming club bouse of the 
Essex County Country Club, of which the 
hunt is an adjunct, and was put in posses- sion of many interesting facts relating to the 
sport. 

The Essex County Hunt is composed of 
between twenty and twenty-five men, whose 
love for this amusement prompts them to 
incur the large outlay in money and time 
necessary for Its indulgence. While the so- 
cial headquarters of the hunt are at the 
Country Club house, in Huttton Park, just at the base of tne Orange Mountains, yet its 
real centre of activity is to be found at “The 
Kenuels,” which are in Fairview avenue, in 
the valley between the first and second 
Orange Mountains. Here is kept the pack 
of impurted English fox hounds, under the 
charge of "Harry” Howard, the huntsman 
of the club. Perhaps few readers have any definite idea of tne expense attending the 
keeping up of a hunting establishment. The 
hounds themselves need the most watchful 
care, and the losses by death, accident, stray- 
ing or “breaking,” as it is technically termed, amount to about 33 per cent, of the park in 
each year. This loss must be made good by fresh importations. So far all attempts at 
breeding have resulted in failure. Proba- 
bly the best specimens of English fox 
lioundK never (inn t.heir wav tn thia n/mntrv 

the demand among English sporting men 
being sufficient to keep them at home. The 
Essex County Hunt imports annually about 
a dozen hounds, costing about 8400 for each 
importation, or an average of 833 each. The 
position of huntsman, the responsible head 
of the kennels, requires an exceptionally able man and his salary is 850 a month. 
Two helpers, at 830 a month, are also em- 
ployed. The rent of the ground and build- 
ings for the kennels mav be ronghly put down at 8300 a year, and the keeping of say forty-eignt" mrnnds at 81 each a month 
makes the expense somewhat as follows: 
Huntsman, at *50 a month .*600 
Two helpers, at 830 a month each. 720 
Kent. 300 
Keeping ot hounds.. 670 Purchase of hounds. 400 
Incidentals. 204 
Damages paid.—. 600 

Total.. 
Divided among twenty members this in- 

volves an expense of about 8105 a year each 
for the maintenance of the pack. But each 
member must have at least two hunters, and 
if he is ambitious to shine as a polo player three or four ponies in add tion. These, with the necessary grooms and stable at- 
tendance, round up into a bill of expense large enough to satisfy the most ambitious. 
The hunting season is a short one, opening about the first of October aud rarely 
lasting later than the first of Decembei. 
During this period two runs a week are 
the ruTe, usually, on Wednesday and Satur- 
day afternoons. The larger part of the year 
the hounds are inactive and receive no spec- ial attentiou beyond proper care and feeding. For a month or two before the opening of 
the hunting season the pack is taken in hand 
for training. The simple diet of vegetables 
and cereals is changed for one of horse flesh. 
This is fed to them sparingly, one meal a 
day at nightfall being all that is allowed. 
The huntsmen, or the master of the hounds, takes the pack out for two hours exercise 
daily, from 6 to 8 a. in. At first gentle runs 
over smooth country are indulged in. As 
the animals improve in condition, the exer- 
cise becomes more vigorous and the country 
over which they are takeu rougher, until at 
the day appointed for the opening meet 
each hound is a perfect specimen of train- 
ing. 

The popular notion of a hunting meet is a 
haphazard race after a fox or a drag, without 
particular direction or aim. Nothing is fur- 
ther from the fact. The huntsman and mas- 
ter decide on the course and, fixing the point 
for the "throw-off,” study the route carefully 
for a <l.:y or two. The drag, or anise-seed 
bag, is used until the open country is 
reached, generally about one third of the 
course, and at that point the fox is liberated, being generally given fifteen minutes’ head- 
way. The day following the meet, the offi- 
cials again go over the course and appease the wrath of the farmers whose fences have 
been broken and lands damaged, making such just and equitable payment of damages 
as is necessary. This item alone for the last 
year aggregated over $500. 

The Essex County Hunt is especially for- 
tunate in its membership. All are in the 
full vigor of early manhood and there are 
few obstacles in the country about the 
Oranges that can daunt them. Perhaps the 
most brilliant rider Is Charles A. Heckscher, 
who is noted for always riding straight to 
the hounds and as being the pluckiest man 
in the hunt Other good riders are Douglas 
Robinson, Jr., Charles Lee, John Dallett, Jr., and Cuaries and Emil Pfizer. The mas- 
ter of the hounds, E. P. Thebaud, must not 
be forgotten. He Is clear, cool-headed and 
always to be found well up at the finish.

PERSONAL AND PECULIAR. 

The Savannah (Ga.) News prints the re- 
port that Sam Jones Is worth over $100,000 
and continues to pile up wealth very fast 
by his original style of preaching.

Many Americans have predicted that corn- 
ers and attempts to corner would eventually 
lead to riots if not wars. Their predictions 
have not come to pass, but, according to 
foreign papers, the little war England has 
been carrying on with the Thibetans had its 
origin in a tea corner which had been formed 
by the llamas of Lhassa.

his illustrious grandfather had descended 
upon him. "Mademoiselle, I hope so,” was 
his answer. Both lie and his sister Jeanne, 
by the wishes of their grandfather, were suf- 
fered to grow up comparatively uneducated, 
as v ictor Hugo did not believe in forcing 
children to study accomplishments for which 
they had uo vocation. But to have lived 
beneath the same roof with the greatest 
poet of the century, was in Inself a liberal 
education. George Hugo is a very handsome 
young man, with much of his grandfather’s 
charm of manner, and a pair of large, expres- 
sive brown eyes, which he knows how to 
use to the best advantage. He is an adept 
in the art of flirtation, and delights in prac- 
ticing his skill with the young American 
girls that he may chance to meet In Switzer- 
land or at the watering places.”

aud George B. St rules. Tills is a action of tres- 
pass (ju f clausum, to recover data ges for the 
removal by tie defendants of a lence from tlie 
laud at the foot of Brackett street, claimed to he 
owned by the plaintiff. 

The defendants Justify the removal of the fence 
on the ground tha It was In a public street, name 
ly, Brackett street, and that they did it bv virtue 
of their offices as City Marshall and btieet Com- 
missioner. 

The laud in question lies between Commercial 
street and where Brackett street formerly ended. 
Tne plaintiff purchased it of the old roitiand 
Bridge Cutnpiinv about 185G. and soon after re- 
moved to New Yors. Boon after the city under- 
took lo extend Brackett street and old locate an 
extension over Urn land of Lane s to Commercial 
street. Lane claims that lie received no notice of 
the proposed location and had no knowledge of It 
until two years after. No damages were awarded 
him l>y the committee. 

The street was never opened to Hie public for 
horses, teams and carriages, but a fligbtof wood- 
en steps were built for foot travellers. Tlie p'ain- tiff contends that tlds was not such an opening to 
tile public wltbin six years from the location, as 

claim- that whether it was, or not, the city has 
obtained a prescriptive right of way to that part 
of llte premises covered bv the flight of steps, for 
the evidence is undisputed that it lias been so 
used by the public without interruption for more 
than 30 yeats. As to this prescriptive way Judge 
Walton agreed with the City Solicitor. 

The evidence was taken before the judge with- 
out a jury, aud If the parlies do not settle the ease 
before the first of January next, it is to go to the 
law court to determine the legality of the attempt- ed location and extension of Bracken street

PHONOCRAPH-CRAPHO PHONE. 

The Wonderful Instrument that Re* 

produces the Voice. 

About ten years ago Edison, the inventor, 
displayed a machine that stored up and re- 

produced at will tUe.souiitfs n| th*' huraah1 

voictj/ As first CxluijlV.d. wfchfifc wit# 
Juiperfect*jyjd u^eftil p'tinc^fi^.^^tjS'sdp 
elitists laboratory or tlfe muSCiim of' Curiosi- 
ties!’ Sftree that time tjie early defects have 
been everconie anti the perfected phcliograpli 
and tho phonograpli-graphophoneis as prac- 
tical as the type-writer or telephone. By it 
the slightest shades and variations of the hu- 
man voice are registered and reproduced 
with absolute accuracy; music, whether vo- 
cal or instrumeuta 1, in all its rhythms, melo- 
dy and intonations; in a word, all kinds of 
sounds may be treasured up in this extraor- 
dinary instrument and reproduced as many 
times as desired. 

A company has been formed for the man. 
ufactnre and sale of these perfected phono- 
graph-graphophones and Mr. Smith, a gen- 
tleman well known to many of our citizens, 
who is visiting Portland, has one of them 
with him which he has kindly exhibited to 
several gentlemen interested in scientific 
pursuits. The instrument resembles a sew- 
ing machine. The foundation principle con- 
sists in the cutting of minute impressions up- 
on the surface of a small wax cylinder by 
means of a tiny cutting instrument, actuated 
by sound waves, and in these same minute 
impressions or punctures afterwards setting 
in vibration a small diaphragm attached to a 

delicate needle point that delves in and out 
of the myriads of minute impressions with 
inconceivable rapidity, as the wax cylinder 
is revolved beneath the needle point, with 
the latter slightly resting on the waxen sur- 

face. The wax-cylinder, or impression plate 
is less than six inehes tong, and is held in 
place on a steel liar. To the recorder is at 
tacked a rubber tube with mouth piece, aud 
the person whose words or song are to be 

I recorded speaks or sings through it. The 
adjusting of the recorder takes but n 

moment and then the reproduc- 
er is placed ou the feeder. 
To this reproducer is attached a tube, with 
small trumpets placed at one end, and these 
trumpets are placed in the ears of the person 
who wishes to hear what the instrument has 
to say. When either the recorder or repro- 
ducer is in use, the cylinder revolves by 
means of the treadle, whose speed is regulat- 
ed by a governor. 

It is claimed for this instrument that it 
will supersede in many cases both sten- 
ographers and copywriters, because it re- 
produces every word with perfect accuracy, 
it never gets tired, and never wants lunch or 

holidays. A lawyer or business man. whose 
time is very valuable, fits a cylinder to the 
steel bar of the machine, puts the recorder 
ou the feed bar, and talks into the recorder 
an important opinion, a complete argument, 
or all the details of a number of business let- 
ters, and they can be reproduced at any time 
without any more care taken on his part. 

It was our pleasure to attach the trumpets 
to our ears and hear a discussion on the 
merits of the instrument that had been re- 
corded some time, reproduced in the speak- 
er’s own voice, as plainly as it he were talk- 
ing with him at the telephone. We also 
heard the song of “Old Dog Tray" fairly well 
sung, and some whistling that, if it was not 
quite equal to Mrs. Shaw’s or Miss Chamber- 
lin’s, was still very good. Mr. Smith brought 
some cylinders with him from New York, in- 
to which his wife—who has visited in Port- 
laud a good deal—and his children had 
spoken, sending messages to their friends 
here, and these were reproduced in their own 
voices to the great delight of a 11 who heard 
them. Kev. l)r. Hill was present at ihe time 
and was asked if the instrument fully came 

up to ids anticipations, and he said it did. 
The phouograph-graphophone embraces 

all the patents of Edison, Bell and 'fainter.

DOBOTRY AND DON PASQUALE. 

A thoroughly pleased audience left City 
Hall Saturday night, after the performance 
of “Dorothy” by tho Bostonians. Belong- 
ing, as it does, to tho period when “we lived 
under the king,” Dorothy” lias all the flavor 
Of colonial times, albeit its scene of action is 
laid in ilie old country.

PULPIT AND PLATFORM. 

STATE STREET CHURCH. 

Mr. William Reynolds, of Peoria, Illinois, 
president of the Chicago International Sun- 
day School Convention, spoke at State street 
church last night night on the importance of 
Sunday scliuoi work. Mr. Reynolds said in 
briff-r,.' S V y:_ ; ;.; ; 

“A -rfew year? i)W -* Preach gentleman 
came to tlris.■cwnutry-for-the purpose ot look- 
Ing into'our institutions, and he has written 
a book concerning them. He says that he 
was most interested in what we call our Sun- 
day schools. ‘Many of the youth of that 
country,’ he said, ‘receive their religious in- 
struction inwhat they call tlie Sunday school.’ 
There ure today 135,000 Sabbath schools in 
the United States,which are taught by 1,250,- 
000 teachers, aud thore are about 0,000,000 
pupils in these schools. There has never ex- 
isted such an intelligent pew as there is to- 
day. Our ministers arc preaching to more 

intelligent congregations than ever before. 
There hf.s never been so much study of the 
llible as there is today. I picked up in 
Philadelphia the other day n pamphlet in 
which there were fourteen expositions of 
the scriptures by some ot the leading men of 
this country and of Europe. The price of 
it was ten cents. The best talent is being 
employed to expound the scriptures to you. 
They are paying $50 a day in your neighbor- 
ing city of Boston to a layman for expound- 
ing the scriptures to a Sunday school class. 
The work done by tlie Sunday schools all 
over the United States is amazing. There 
was never anything like it before. We need 
not fear infidelity. Any earnest Christian 
man or woman can start a Sunday school. 
The first thing needed is a house, and 
that can easily be obtained. Kext children 
are needed, and I never knew of a place yet 
where there there was not ulenty of them. 
Even tlie anarchist children of Chicago go to 
Sundav school. The Chicago anarchists 
have tw o Sunday schools, and 1 was told by 
a friend who visited one of them that they 
taught, first, that there is no Uod, secondly, 
that the Bible is a lie and thirdly that one 
man has no more right to*property than an- 
other. The next tilings needed in organiz- 
ing a Sabbath school are lesson papers, aud 
they can easily be obtained. Next n hymn 
book, and they sell one containing 425 differ- 
ent hymns for five cents. The next thing 
needed is one earnest Christian man or 
woman to go ahead with the work. The 
Sunday schools of America have increased 
40 per cent, in number and attendance In the 
last eleven years. When you think that 
each Sabbath school is the beglDiiiug of a 
church isn’t the outlook a bright one?. I 
went down into a place in our city where 
they had never heard of a Sunday school. I 
hired a rdotn and got a number of good 
Christian workers to go down with me. 
Then I went out on the street and hired the 
boys for five cents a bead to go in aud stay 
half an hour. I got them tn and then 1 
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spoke up saying, “That fellow down there 
can sing.” 

"What can he sing,” said I. “Dandy 
Jim.” “Sing it,” said I, and so “Dandy 
Jim” was the first hymn sung in that Sun- 
day school. I asked them if they would like 
to hear me sing, and when they said they 
would I sung them a gospel hymn. Then I 
asked them if they would like to learn the 
chorus. 

“Isn’t the half hour 'bout up?” queried 
one of the boys. “Yes, it is, and I am glad 
of it,” said I. Come next Sunday and stay 
another ball hour and I’ll pay you fire cents 
a piece. 

“Can we bring anybody with us?” 
"Yes, bring your sisters and your cousins, 

and your aunts if you like. I’ll pay them 
five cents a head.” 

And so next Sunday I had a full house. 
What was the result of that Sunday school? 
It lias grown to a church of 660 members, 
owning a elnuch property worth 840,000. 
And some of those very boys have been el- 
ders in that church. 

A frieud of mine went to another part of 
the city where there was no room to be had, 
and so he held his first Sunday school in a 
car which he got the railroad com- 
pany to switch off for him. 
The result is a self-supporting church of 300 
members. The progress of the Sunday 
School is amuzing. There never was so 
much intelligent work done as is being done 
today. You should attend the Sunday School 
convention and give to those who come from 
a locality less favored than yours, your best 
modes of doing this work. I’ll tell you my 
idea of a church service. 1 would have but 
one preaching service, and that in the morn- 
ing. lu the afternoon I would have Sunday- 
School, Bible class, call it what you may, of 
young and old, all tne members of the 
church, and in the evening 1 would have an 
evangelistic service with the minister at 
the head, aud the laymen tailing part. 
When you bow to God before angels and 
men it amounts to something. Be deli- 
geut in business and fervent in spirit.” 

Mr. Reynolds told numerous stories to il- 
lustrate his lecture, and referred to consid- 
erable length to his work in establishing 
Sunday Schools in Hamilton county, 111., 
and in other States. When he had finished 
speaking a collection was taken for the Sun- 
day Schools’

Dr. Small took his, text from Psalms 
XLVIII, ix. “We have thought of thy lov- 
ing kindness, O God, iu the midstoC thy tem- 
nle He said : 

“The text Is the word Temple; in one par- 
ticular, the most prominent word in the Bi- 
ble, representing the most remarkable build- 
ing that ever stood on earth, aud that stand- 
ing for what was more wonderful even than 
itself. Its special divine plan, its rare ma- 
terials with sucli vast amounts of pure gold, 
its.sacred furniture, its great dedication, all 
were for something most important. Not 
for glittering show, or ordinary assemblies, 
cr meeting the king; but what was repre- 
sented by the tilling cloud of divine glory— 
tho presence of God. So learning of God— 
his very presence—was learning that he is 
everywhere, in other temples as in ours, 
which we would have purest for his houor. 
There, better than was ever built of marble, 
wood or gold. God appeared in living tempi-, 
human and divine, iu the one “greater than 
the temple,” in whom dvvelletlr nil the ful- 
ness of the Godhead bodily, about rising 
from the dead. “He spoke of the temple of 
Ids body.” Then, "He is the bead of the 
body of the church.” the special temple iu 
which he dwells. But In the church only as 
in true Christians, “Know ye not that your 
body is temple ol the Holy Ghost which is in 
you.” Him that overcometh will I aiake a 
pillar iu the temple of my God. Upou the 
chief corner stone the lively stones added 
“till the last headstone isjbrought with shout- 
ings of grace.” For the completion of the 
real temple is to be Heaven itself. “There 
fore are they before the throne of God and 
serve him day aud night in his timple, aud 
he that sittelh on the throne shall dwell 
arnoug them aud wipe away all tears from 
their eyes.” 

“•jo it proves that the temple is most re- 
mari able for teaching what is so much more 
wonderful than itself 1 showing how much 
more valuuble are we than anything materi- 
al, what extreme folly is making ones self 
worthless, when there is possibility of such 
iutinite promotion aud houor.” 

A large audience gathered iu the beautiful 
auditorium room of this church for the even- 

ing service of Temple Hay. The following 
programme was presented in an interesting 
manner hy the school. The most important 
facts regarding the building of Solomon's 
Temple were given by the different classes 
under the direction of the superintendent. 
The singing by the choir and school with the 
du t hy Misses Euii j .'ebb and Myra Rob- 
erts, aud the solo by Mr A. B. Hall were ex- 
cellent and appropriate. The selections 
“Within Pure Gold,” aud "The Missing
