Faio fall was 40 frequent and copious s
to interfere with il farm work and to a
great degree obstruct the growth and
development of crops. Nothing like it
is on record.  lu the time named the rain
fall was heavier by far than ever before
kpown. The soll was kept filled with
water, thus prohibiting sbsolutely the
seeding lo, o proper ume, of much of
the land and also preveating the usual
development of the limited crops seeded.
As s result, the area seeded was much
shortened. Of the two principal crops
of the farm, corn and potatoes, no moce
than half the number of acres was plant-
ed in the state at large that was intend-
ed at the opening of the spring. A large
measure of what was planted was oaly
done at the latest date « crop from the
planting was deemed possible.  Theu,
turther, the floods of water on the land
and the succession of cold and cloudy
days beld lo check the progress of all
vegetation snd brought sil crops requir-
ing a full season so lute as to fail of full
development. Grass is the only crop
that will grow lo uosessonable weather.
Giive plenty of water and grass will make
a crop.

Hay made a full crop and was the only
product that could overcome the ex-
ceptiopable cooditions characteriziog
the season. Of this much was more or
less damaged by the frequent rains dur-
ing its harvest

All other crops, without exception,
made s meagre showing at harvest
Girain, including sll kinds, was hardly
half & crop, and with the quality ss io-
ferior as the quantity. Corn, to which,
hetween the canning factory, the silo and
the corn ¢rih, more and more attention
has vearly been given, was contracted
in area fully one-third from the early
spring intentions.  The results of growlll
were all the way from fallure to two-

thirds of a crop.

Thousands of farmers have not enough
left out of the mud and rot for home use.

Skippieg from the cultivated field to
orchard products there is found almost
% famine the state over. Oaly in a few
isolated cases of limited extent are there
any merchantable spples to be found.
So complete s fallure throughout the
whole state was never before known.
With this the whole story of the apple
crop s told.

The record of the vear on the farm is
not encouraging. Yet io the fifty years
the writer has worked on a farm there
has not been another of so general fallure.
Few sections of the country, we belleve,
can show so good a record. We can

OAT HAY.

Secretary Wilson of the Department
of Agriculture, Washington, in an ad-
dress given at the Ohio state fair, called
attention to two matters which the
Farmer has for s long time advocated.
This is the value of oat hay as a cultivat-
ed forage crop, and the importance of
adaptation of crop to the character and
condition of soil. He spoke as follows:

*The polut I wish to make to-day with
regard to the oat crop is that, if proper-
Iy handled, it is one of the most valus-
ble forsge crops on the farm. [t should
be cut s0 a8 Lo aave the fodder in a green
state, similar to the saviog of corn fod-
der. You will perbaps not get as maoy
oats, but vou will get a fodder that is
quite valuable. This should take the
place of timothy hay, a crop that | bave
vet been unable to see any good reason
for growing oan dry, rolling lands.
Where you have low, moist land, that is
too wet for corn, timothy may be profit-
ably grown, but it is not a valuable crop

It is popular with city ple who buy
hay, but the economic farmer will flnd
that there is very little difference be-
tween a ton of timothy hay sod a too of
well-cured corn fodder, and very little
difference between s ton of timothy hay
and a top of oal straw cut at the right
time. We must stady all of these
economies.

ALL THE OX UTILIZED.

Every Particle Put to Use—Ounly Its Dying
Wreath Lost.

In an article cu the ** Wonders of the
World's Waste,” Willtam George Jor
dan, in The Ladies’ Home Joural, de
tails how science at the present day
utilizes the ox. **Not many years ago,'’
be says, “'when an ox was slaughtered
40 per cent of the animal was wasted
At the present time ‘nothing is lost but
its dying breath ' As but oue-third of
the weight of the animal counsists of
pruducts that can be eaten, the question
of utilizing the waste is a serious one
The blood is used in refining sugar and
in sizing paper or manufzctured into
doorknobs and buttons  The hide goes
to the tanver; horns and hoofs are trans-
formed into combs and buttows; thigh
boues, worth $%0 per ton, are cot into
handles for clothesbrushes; fore leg
boues scll for £830 per ton for collar but-
tous, parasol handles and jewelry; the
water in which bones are builed is re-
duced to glte: the dest from sawing
the boues is food for cattle and poultry;
the smallest bones are made into bone-
black. Ench foot yields a quarter of a
pint of veatsfoot oil; the tail goes to the
*soup, " while the brush of bair at the
end of the tail is sold to the mattress
maker. The choicer parts of the fat
make the basis of butterine; the intes-
tines are usod for savsage casings or
bought Ly gold beaters The undigested
focd 1n the stomach, which formerly
cost the peckers of Chicago $30,000 a
year to renove and destroy, is now
wade into paper.

SLEIGHBELLS.
As Commounly Used ns Ever  Some Chang. o
In Customs.

The sleighbells used in this country
are made here, most of them m Con
necticut, and many sleighbells of
American manufacture are exported to
Germany and to Russia  Sleighbells
are as commonly used as ever whenever
there is smow enough to make good
sleighing They may not be heard s0
much as formerly here in the city,
where the snow is cleared away from
many streets and wheels cut ap what is
left, but up the state and elsewhere the
aleighbells jingle in winter just as mer-
rily as ever.

There have been some changes in
sleighbell customa  Sbhaft bells and
bells fixed on the saddle of the harness
bave to some extent taken the place of
the old time string of bells on  straps,
but the strings of bells are still the
more commonly used. Probably a third
of the lell outfits sold powadays are of
the kind that fasten to shafts or the
saddle of the harpess and two-thirds
are strings of bells  The bells exported
are in about the same proportions The
bells attached to shafts and harness are
open mouthed and provided with
tongues. Some shaft bells are made
with all three in a set alike; oftener
they are made in three sizes, forming a
chime. The three bells carried over the
saddle of the barness are set in an orua-
mental frame, which is supported by
the suddle

The sleighbells of the old, familiar
kind, round, with balls inside, are at
tached to straps, as they have always
been, to body straps encircling  the
borse's body, and to neck straps

Sleighbells are made of bell metal,
and they were never made with such
care with a view to their sound produe-
ing qualitiecs, nor were they ever so mg-
sical, #s now  The comumoner kinds of
sleighbells are produced at a very small
cost, and whole strings of bells are sold
at prices that seem marvelously low
Shaft Lells of the commoner kinds are
cheaper v t, and that accounts in some
measure for the increased sales of shuft
bells

The question has often been askod,
and as often answered, How does the
ball get inside of the sleighbell? The
question is here again answercd. Of
course the ball wself is first cast [t s
then placed iuside the ball of saund that
is to foru the core of the mold in which
the sleighbell is to be cast. The wold
is of the form acd size of the outside of
the sleightell The core almost fills
the intericr of the mold, but not quite
There is left ull around, between it and
the wold, a little space. Into this space
the molten metal is poured. and when
it hardens it is a hollow globe of metal,
with the mold outside and the core in-
sidee.  When the sleighbell is taken
from the mold, the sand of which the
core is composed, having been dried out
by the heat of the molten metal, can
casily be shaken out of the bell throngh
its parrow mouth, but the ball which
has been placed in the sand before the
bell was cast is bigger thin the mouth
of the bell that unow surronnds it, and
so it has to stay in. --New York Sun

A correspondent of the Chicago Inter
Ocean submits the following figores as
to the cost of building a good road from
the start:

The figures are obtained from actual
road work in the town of Sugar Grove,
Illa., covering three years. Previous
to that time we had used gravel ex-
tlusively for 18 years and had good
gravel roads, but they would not stand
prolonged sonking rainstorms. Fortu-
nately onr gravel deposits were in many
oasea foll of cobblestone, and it was &
continning nuisance, which we tried
every way to abate but the right way,
antil a stone crusher was suggested.
This solved the problem perfectly and
we have been using the cruosher now
three years and have the finest roads in
the state of [llinois.

To begin at the boftom. With two
men and from four to six horses we
grade a roadbed 25 feet from diteb to
diteh for 20 per mile ready for the
gravel or broken stone. We grade a side
track for $15 per mile. Ouor mannper of
using the crusher is to install in the pit,
putting all the material, sand, gravel
and cobblestone, through its jaws. If
the crusher is run to 320 revolutions a
minute and its jaws kept sapplied, it
will turn cut a yard of material every
five minutes, A broken stone rosdbed
elght feet wide and six inches deep will
represent 752 yards. Cost of crushing,
inclading 10 cents to the owner of the
pit apd hauling it a mile, 50 centa per
yard; 782 yards multiplied b'y 50 centa
gives $391 per mile; add §30, cost of
grading, and we bave $421 and a good,
hard road from the bottom up for a
mile,

Suppose nine inches in depth of mate-
rial be considered necessary; then 1,173
yards to the mile will be required, and
the cost, adding $30 for grading, will
be increased to $616, If these figures be
correct, what is the use or pecessity of
estimating rondbuilding at §1,000 and
$2,000 a mile? By the use of the almost
perfect road machinery, which can be
had at a cost of $600 for a crusher and
$300 for a grader, [ am sure a highway
can be built at the cost above mentioned,
if the material, sand, gravel and cobble-
stone is as handy as it is in Sugar
Grove, [lls. The voters of Sugar Grove
have had sense enough to eleet from
year to year capable highway commis-
sioners.  Intelligent, skillful commis-
sioners and improved machinery will re-
duce the cost of roadmaking 75 per cent.

EASY TO GET GOOD ROADS.

Keep the Roadbed Dry and Use Wide
Tired Wagon Wheels,

A good roads convention was beld at
Cannon Falls recently which was nota-
ble for the praetical manver in which
the subject under cousideration was
handled, says the Minneapolis Tribune.
No city speakers were imported to en-
lighten the farmers vpon the theory of
road building and to suggest Jegislation
looking to future large expenditures for
costly rosdways, but the neighbors as-
sembled proceeded to show how the
roads could be greatly improved with
the means already available, The main
point brought oot was the necessity of
thorough surface draining by effective
ditehing. The roadbed must be rounded
80 that the water will run off readily,
but the best material tor surfacing de-
pends upon the locality and the charac-
ter of the soil.  If the road surface can
be keptdry, any locality may have good
ronds at comparatively small cost all
the year round.

Incidentally the subject of wide ver-
sus nparrow tires waos taken up, and
David Valentine, a practical road build-
er, stated that he had used bLoth wide
and parrow  tired wheels, and bhis ex-
perienco was such that if he were to
purchase a new Wagon he woonld Dot
take a narrow tired vehicle if he could
get it at balf price, us he could baul
double the load with the same expen-
diture of power ou a wide tire, Where
the roads are dry and bard there can be
po doubt of the superior economy of a
wide tire, not oply in the matter of
hauling the load, but in preserving the
roadway.

ROAD IMPROVEMENT.

First Maka Good Roads, Then Keep Them
Smwooth With Wide Tires,

The movement in favor of good roads
which has ut lust really begun to agi
tate rornl communities all over the
country involvis wmany contributory is-
sues of copsiderable importance, says
The Youth's Cowpanion. For instance,
associations which have undertaken the
task of improving the country roads are
generally advising farmers to make use
of broad tires upon their wagon wheels
instead of the narrow tires which cut
and rut a soft road so deeply,

It is not vasy 1o induce the farmers
to follow this advice, because it implies
and requires at the outset the repair-
ing of the rosd  Broad tired wagons
coold make little or no progress over
some of the muoddy and rough roads
which are too often found wot fur from
the buosiest and most thriving cities
Narrow wheels cut their wuy through
more easily, but only at the cost of ex-
bausting the borses which drow the
wagon, and of still farther injoring the
road as u thoroughfare.

If the bighway could but be improved
sufficiently to bear the heavy tires, the
wheels would act like a miniatare road
roller and assist in keeping the road n
good condition instead of tearing it to

STAND UPRIGHT.
There are many things in the lives of
women which tend to develop a carrlage
ot the body anything but upright.
Girls who tend the baby become one-
sided because they carry the little one
on one arm more than the other. They
might be taught the better way by their
parents or teachers. There are multi-
tudes of little girls in all large clties
whose chiet business is to tend the baby
while their mothers work. Deformity
is common among them. If a girl has
any pride in belng upright in body as
well a8 in morals, she can, even It she
hus an occupation which tends to muke
her crooked, do much herself to prevent
it. In the first place carefully cultivate
the sense which tells her when she s
standiog straight and when she is not.
By payiog attention to this muscular
sense it becomes in time very acute. By
neglecting it the sense becomes dull,—ls
paralyzed. Cultivate it dally or several
times s day by assumlog the upright at-
titude. Stand before the glass and see
when you are stralght, or get a filend to
tell you, and then put yourselfl in this
attitude whenever you stand or walk, or
sitat apy labor in which you are en-
gaged. If you have only to walk across
the room, do it o an upright attitude.
It you have only to stand and converse
with & friend in the street, on the road,
al a party, get yourself so accustomed
to the upright attitude that you will feel
uncomlortable in any other. I[n time an
upright habit will be established, and
constant attention to it will not be re-
quired.

10 DESTROY THE BUFFALO BUG.

The buffalo moth is usually hatched
early in April, and from that time on
carpets and such woolen hapgings or
garments as are suspected should be
carefully watched. The best preventive
and surest method of killing the bug
when found in carpet is to take s quan-
tity of gasoline or benzine— tewrall g1l-
lons «t least. Use s watering-can, sod
with it sprinkle the carpet untll thor-
oughly saturated ; sll windows and doors
in the toom should then be tightly clos-
ed sud remsin so for at least six hours
Care must be taken not to do this while
the furnace is in use, nor must any light
be allowed in or near the room, asthe
gas generated is highly imflammabie.
A second, and, io extreme cases, third
application, at intervals of » fortnight,
will destroy any stray buogs which may
have been newly hatched.

Another remedy which flnds favor
with many housekeepers I3 steaming.
To do this, at least six irons should be
hested so that they can be used in rota-
tion. As the moth always begins around
the edges of a carpet, molsten two or
three feet of the border with hot water;
place over it several thicknesses of wet
cloth, and iron over it untll the carpet
teneath it 1s well penetrated with the
steam. Contioue in this way until the
entire margin sod any other parts lo-
fested have been treated.,

RAISED DOUGHNUTS.

Seald one pint of milk, sdd one-hslf
of a teaspoonful of salt, snd, when luke-
warm, one-half of 1 yeast cake dizsolved
ina little lukewsrm water. Add sufil-
clent flour to make a drop baiter, beat
untii smooth, cover and set in a warm
plsce uotil light sod spongy. Cream
together one scant cupful of butter and
one cuplul of granulsted sugar, add two
beaten eggs wod whip this Into the
spouge. Cover and set away again untll
it 1ises & second time, then add flour to
make a soft dough; turn out on x well-
floured board snd knead for five minutes,
or until smooth. Return to the bowl,
and when the dough is light, roll it out
an ioch thick; cut into any desired
shapes, let stand oo the board for about
ten mivutes, then drop a few at a time
in smoking hot fat. Draw the Kkettlea
liitie to one side, that they may not
brown too quickly—they will be done o
from four to six minutes, according to
size. See that the fat smokes in the
centre before each lot is dropped in, else
they will become fat soasked. A lump
of sugar or a smull spoonful of stiff jelly
may be pressed into the centre of each
when cut and when cooked they may be
rolled in powdered sugar.

PASTRY TALK.

In making custard, pumpkin or lemon
pies, it is better to partly bake the crust
before adding the mixture, in order to
keep the pastry from absorbing the
molsture und becoming “*soggy.”

Strips of cotton an inch wide, wet and
placed around the edge of the pies, will
keep the juice in. It should be removed
when the pies are first taken from the
oven.

Hot cakes, pies, etc., need not be re-
moved from the pans in which they are
baked if precuution is taken to set them
up on small supports, 8o that the air
can circulate under them. Tbis effctual-
ly prevents the moisture from steam in
the bottom of the pan.

Beef drippings may be used io place
of lard and butter in making many of
the table delicacies. It should first be
clarified by pouriog bolling water over
it, and stirring it so that the impurities
will be washed out and settle to the bot-
tom. Letit cool and the clean drippings
will rise at the top and be ready for use.

FISH FOR INVALIDS.

Fish is certainly a valuable acquisition
to the dietary of the lnvalid and dyspep-
tic, often being well tolerated when
stronger kinds of anlmal food cannot be
borne.

CHEMICAL FIRE ENGINES.

They Hare Done Much to Reduce the Loss
From Water at Firea

Mr. Charles T. Hill writes of *'The
Fire Patrol" in St Nicholas, the final
paper in his series on the New York fire
department. Mr. Hill says:

The **‘chemical engine,' used consid-
erably in the fire departments of soveral
cities, bas aided materially in lowering
the loss by water at small firex The
preparation carried in the tanks of these
engines bhas a double advantage—not
only does it extinguish a large body of
fire with the uso of a small amount of
water, but the liguid itself evaporntes
quickly, leaving very little “'drip"’ in
the apartments or floors underneath the
fire.
The tanks of these engines are charg-
ed with a solution of bicarbonate of so-
da (baking sda) and water, with a
small cylinder of sulphuric acid sos-
pended at the top  When the tank is in-
verted, this acid is emptied into the
sodn and water, and the mixture at
once generates carbonic acid gas ot a
great pressure.  Charging the liquid
with this gas gives it the necessary pres
sure to drive 1t a considerable distance
The hoso is coiled around a reel on top
of the ngine, and always connected
with the taaks, so when the fircmmen ar-
rive at a fire all they bave to do is to
run off as much hose as they need, dash
up stairs with the line, give the order
to **‘dump’’ one of the tanks (there are
two, carryiug 00 gallons each), and they
are all ready to go to work. The chem-
fcal eugine has extinguished more than
25 fires of cousideruble size since it has
been in servics in the New York depart-
moent, a little over a year It is station-
ed on the upper west side of the city,
where there are a great number of
dwellings and flats, and it has aided
materially in keeping down the fire
losses in that part of New York

A NEW YORK MAN WHO MAKES HI8
LIVING AT THIS CALLING.

Whime of Seme of His Patrons Whess
Timeploces He Looks After—Mystory of
the Cloek That Would Not Go on Friday
Twealy Oloeks In One House.

Clock winding seemas a simple enough
task to be performed by owners for

there may be more, though not many
—whosg ouly oorupation is the wind-
ing, regulating and occasional cleaning
of clocks for numerons familiea He
makes daily rounds so as to cover his
entire ronte, but he never visits the
same house oftener than once a week
OUn that day his coming is expected, and
be has free access to all the rooms,
whether they are occupied at the time
or not Through the various halls and
apartments he goes, from the top of the
bonse to the bottom, winding the clocks
and giving a touch here and there toa
regnlator where he finds it necessary
Uf course he does not pay any attention
to the little nickel alarm clocks, which
ron for only onc day. His care, being
givon weekly, ts spent upon the eight
day clocks of more expensive design and
workmanship

The clock winder whom The Tribune
reporter saw had several stories to tell
about the pursuit of his occupation.
*Some people are very particular about
the striking of their clocks,”” he said.
“*They will ask me if | can’t armnge to
bave all the timepicces in the house
strike together Now, sa a general
thing. that is an impossibility, and I'll
tell you why Some clocks are arranged
to strike just baif a minute before the
hour, some for a quarter of a winute
before, some for a few seconds after the
hour and o on. You see if [ fixed them
so that they wonld strike together they
would not be exactly together in point
of actusl time, which is more important
In one house on my list the family owns
20 clocks. Of these | suppose 5 or 6—
perhaps more—striko in unison, and
the otherx all within a minute. My or-
ders in this house are to have all the
clocks except ome at precisely the cor-
rect time Thisodd one is the timepicee
in the bedroom of the mistress of the
house, and she wishes it kept three
miuutes fast. [ think that is the only
iustauce among my customers of any-
body who wants a clock perpetually
fast., and | am very certain there is no
ono who asks me to keep one slow.

*When | undertake the care of the
clocks in & house, nobody else is allow-
ed to touch them, and the servants in
particular have orders never to move or
interfere with them in any way Some-
times this is done sccidentally, and it
ts hard to find out how the clock has
been njured. A few months ago [ lost
oue of my best houses because there was
one clock which 1 could not seem to
put in proper order. I would take it
away, clean it thoronghly and lock to
every smallest part of the mechanian.
Apparently it made no difference. The
clock positively refused to run right
Fiually 1 gave it up, and that family
had a mighty poor opinion of my abil-
ities as a clock repairer

**Some weeks after that I came across
a clock in another house which acted in
exactly the same way. I was puzzled
for awhile. Finally I noticed that it al-
ways stopped on Fridays That was
queerer than ever, until by chance 1 hit
upon the solution of the mystery. The
servant, while dusting the roum on that
day, was in the habit of passing her
cloth along the mantle under the clock.
This would have made no diffircuce
with many timepieces, but this one had
an open bottom, through which the tip
of the pendulum projected The dusting
cloth just touched this enough to stop
it. The girl did not kuow what she had
doue, and thus the family were mysti-
fied nnew ench week by finding that the
clock wonld not go on Friday

in two years, and in that way keep them
in proper runuing order Most people
thiuk that it is just as well to let a
clock run antil it stops, fairly clogped
ap with dirt. but that isa’t so.
