Local Idiom*.

No person of observation can travel far, 
nortarry long in different quarters of our 
land, peopled as it i3 by the descendants of so 
many different nationalities, without bein'* 
impressed by their diversities of speech, which are perhaps more remarkable than the 
differences in their manners and customs. 
A brief glance at a few of the former may not be altogether unprofitable, as the subject is a carious one, and is largely suggestive of 

p-ff®ct3 of local pursuits and habits, as well as the foot of ancestry, in changing and 
modifying that English tongue which is sup- posed to be the common language of Amer- ica. 

I visited New Hampshire while a lad, and 
was impressed with the oddity of several 
idioms which were then, and I presume are 
now, a part of the daily speech of the peo- ple. They were certainly unlike anything that I had ever heard in New York. Thus 
—a farmer, desiring to know whether his 
neighbor’s oxen are well broke, and draw well In the yoke, invariably puts the ques- 
tion, .Are they handy?” Iu New York the 
adjective might well be applied to a useful 
boy, or a smart servant girl, but never to an 
animal. 

In the Granite slate also I often heard the 
singular question asked in regard to a partic- ular individual, "Is be forehanded?” A 
stranger hearing such a query for the first 
time would certainly need to be told that it’s 
almost the equivalent oi the very common 
"Is he well off?” of the Middle States. One 
ol the strangest errors as to the derivation of 
an idiomatic word that could be well made, 
was that of a person who insisted that this 
worn was properly spelled Jew-Handed, and 
that the pith of its meaning lay in the fact 
that a person with two sets of hands, if such 
a monstiosity could exist, would be able to 
rake in money very fast. 

Still another peculiarity of New Hampshire 
speech is the question, “how do you like?” 
I never heard the pronoun added; where the 
interrogation related to a book, a town, a 
new song, or a human being, it invariably ended iu this abrupt fashion, as though the 
objective prouuouu were scarce and costly. 

Coming somewhat nearer home, I wouder 
if the remarkable pronunciation of “begrelch” for ‘‘begrudge” is ever heard elsewhere than 
in the Empire state? If so, I never hap- pened to hear it elsewhere. So have I heard 
people from other states criticise, with good- natured ridicule, the lrequent use in New 
T ork ot the barbarous, not to say ungram- 
matical expression, “He hadn’t |ought to do 
it,” an exprtssion by no means infrequent. The use of the word “level” for “levy” by 
a sheriff or a constable is in very frequent 
use by out common people. This, of course, is merely a misconception of the correct word 
to be used; hut, in time, language becomes 
corrupted by just such means. So of the 
outlandish “baffot” for “barefoot,” and 
“bagnet” for “bayonet.” 

Tlie use of the Americanism “tote,” to 
signify “carry” or “bear,” is popularly sup. posed to be confined to the West and South- 
west. I heard it lused during the war by a 
white woman of Virginia with riliculons 
effect, and with a personal application wb-’ch 
I believe is not given to it in the West. She 
was standing in the doorway of her bouse, 
near Berryville, watching the arm; pass, 
when one ol our officers rode up and polb.ely nsL'ml if Tin omi]#1 Kim n Innf h..nn I nn,l n 

canteen of milk of her. She instantly put 
her arms akimbo, and delivered fcerself thus 

“No, you can’t! We hain’t got no bread. 
We baiut got no milk. We’ia clean done 
gone up a spout; so you kin tote yourself 
ftom h’yar.” 

It is unnecessary to say that the officer felt 
constrained to “tote.” 

Tlie use of the words “done” and “done 
gone,” not only by the negross, but by many 
ot'tbe whites of the South, to cypress the 
idea of full and complete perB>rtnar>«“’ UI Hap- 

pening, has very ofterv-£-#u commented up- 
on by observers ■r'southern habits and cus- 

toms Th' most absurd use of this idiom 
n,*r ever heard—and yet no more absurd 
than the use that is daily made of it—was by 
my negro servant, who volunteered to in- 
form me one evening that the sun had “done 
sot.” 

“We ’uns” and “you ’ims,” manifestly cor- 
ruptions of such tautology as “we ones” and 
“you ones,” were expressions which so often 
greeted the ear of the Northern soldier dur- 
ing the war, that he almost ceased to think 
them outlandish. A very striking example of 
their use was contained in the doggerel 
rhyme sent by the Confederate soldier in the 
field to his sweetheart at home. I believe it 
has been in priut before; but as I heard it 
read from the letter itself, part ot the con- 
tents of a captured Confederate mail, it may 
he worth while to republish it in connection 
with this certificate of its genuineness: 

’Tis hard for wo ’uns to lire in camps; 
’Tis hard for we ’uns to fight tho Yanks; 
’Tis hard for we ’uns and you ’uns 11 part, 
Since you ’uns has stolen we uns’ heart.” 

It will be remembered that in Sheridan’s 
final raid up the Shenandoah Valley, in the 
spring of 1865, a laige number ot prisoners 
were taken near Staunton. They brought to 
Winchester, where I heard one of them nar- 

rating the story of his capture. The burden 
of it was that “you ’nns came down on we 

’uns, and scooped we ’nns up like herr’n!” 
In this connection, and it is perhaps not 

wholly ioreign to the subject under consiier- 
ation, I am reminded that in this same 
SDritis of 1865. at a house near Winchester. 
inhabited by relatives of the Washingtons, 
the chances of war brought to my bauds 
three original letters ot Martha Washington, 
written from Mount Vernon, in 17U7, to the 
then resident of this mansion. They were 
lost by some after mishap; but I well remem- 
ber that they were written in a bold, round 
hand, ou heavy unruled paper, and—to tell 
the whole truth—they abounded in dreadful 
misspelling. But, of course, we mud re- 
member that in those days there was no fixed 
standard of orthography, for Noah Webster 
had not been heard from, and Washington 
himself wrote about a“hatt” an.l “cloatbes.” 
These letters of Mrs. Washington were fre- 
quent in their mention of “the General,” as 

they invariably styled him, speaking of his 
health, of his having recently ridden out in 
his carriage, and of his desire to pay a visit 
to the valley. But, perhaps, more singular 
to alien ears than anything that I have here- 
in noticed is the expression, “those molasses,” 
which actually prevails in some parts of the 
West. Yet can any one give any good rea- 
son why molasses should not be plural as 
well as ashes? 

“Gobble” and “skedaddle'’ were peculiar 
to the army in war time, and have not out- 
lived that period, I believe, to any extent. 
They were very expressive words, aud gave 
a significant meaning to wbat would other- 
wise have been called “plunder” or “capture” 
and “flight.” They were used both as verbs 
and nouns. 

“Bummer”—that perfectly descriptive word 
for a military vagabond and plunderer—is 
still heard occasionally in the press or in com- 
mon speech, and may possibly survive the 
war long enough to become ingrafted upon 
the language with other queer additions of 
the last two decades. 

I believe the use of the expression “outen,” 
for “out of’ is not confined to any locality. 
I have heard it in widely separated places. 

“Toitse,” which appears as a dictionary 
HJ1 Uj rt ^UIIIIIK, uiimiug, VI uia- 

turbancerhas become obsolete almost every- 
where in this country; though I have heard 
it used in New England as the expressions 
“training” and “carrying-on” are elsewhere 
used to designate the capers and pranks of 
exuberant young people. _ 

Upon reviewing the above, I find that the 
Great Unabridged contains “forehanded” 
“tote” and “skedaddle.” The latter is stated 
to be an importation from Sweden and Den- 
mark and to have been in use among immi- 
grants to our North-western country for sev- 
eral years. The word was certainly never 
known to the nation at large till the war 

popularized it, and furnished illustrations o( 
its meaning. 

“Ornery” for “ordinary” has been in use 
in many parts of the country for some years. 
And the list might be almost indefinitely 
extended. 

It is quite appareut to any one who has 
paid much attention to the use of this “argot” 
(ride Victor Hugo in Les Miserable*,) that 
in its creation it is the offspring of common 
and uneducated people. But its chief pecu- 
liarity is its wonderful tenacity of life, and its 
faculty of spreading among the refined and 
educated. And although these slang and 
corrupted words always lead the existence of 
philological outlaws, and only crowd them- 
selves into the lexicons when their use be- 
comes so prevalent that they can no longer 
be ignored, yet it may truthfully be said of 

nearly each one of them, as the poet sang of 

Plymouth Koek— 
"It lives, it lives, and it ne’er will die.” 

“Should any person doubt the absolute 
truth of this assertion, let him remember 
that the word “bully,” that slangiest of all 
slang words, which we find in much wider 
use to-dry than it should be, had an exist- 
ence in Shakespeare’s time, and was even 
used by Shakespeare himself, as in the “Mer- 
ry Wives of Windsor,” 

“How is my bully rook?” 

And that “lam” in tbe sense of “beat” or 
punish” as used bvour rowdy element to- 

day, was in use centuries ago with precisely the same signification, and is to be found lu 
some of the old dramatists, although Web- 
ster ignores it. So “bummer” and ‘“gobble,” though elbowed ont by the dictionary-makers, may very possibly go down to a remote pos- teri.y, with numerous other kiutlred exp res* sion s—a legacy of doubtful value.

House of Representatives, as he ought to be, 
there will he far more probability that he will 
not serve out his second term than that he will 
have a third. The result of the contest is due 
to the stay-at-home Republicans, and nut so 
much to the Democratic graius as to the Repub- 
lican losses. 

Tbo Republic says that when old Massachus- 
etts deserts the Republican cause it is useless 
to indulge in explanations of the defeat of Dix 
in New York. The heaviest calamity is the re- 
versal of tho control of the House of Represen- 
tatives in Congress. The Republic says that it 
is apprehensive of the effect of the election up- 
on the credit and finances of tho government, 
and that they will prove unfavorable to the sta- 
bility of trade and restoration of business con- 
fidence. 

Nearly all the papers in New York rejoice iu 
the defeat of Butler for Congress in Massa- 
chusetts. 

Tho World says: 
“Grant’s prjetorial phalanx has bseu broken: 

his third term banners his been captured ami 
and reversed for a scoff aud hissiug; the bum- 
mers of his army, the spoiiers of the South, 
have been compelled to slacken their hold 
where the prey nas not been wrenched from 
their teeth; yet this is only the first great bat- 
tle in a long campaign. There are others to he 
won. It is a victory for free trade, hard money 
ami home rale.” 

Tbo Times say tho result in Netv York and 
other eastern states is not a surprise to anybody 
except a few persons in Washington. Siuce 
tho last election, putty leaders have been deaf 
to advice and rcmoustrance, pud nothing short 
of the events recorded to-day could open their 
eyes to the truth. The defeats of yesterday vir- 
tually began with the panic and were caused 
by the mismanagement of the Treasury, the 
Sanborn frauds and the general series of blun- 
ders in all the public departments, aud just 
when the disannnintment and irritation of ti... 
people weie most marked,the administration or- 
gan at Washington began crying out for a third 
term. The Times thinks the party better not 
only change its policy but its leaders. Oc the 
vote in this city the Times says that almost the 
only security the city now posses-ed against the 
creating of a new ring as unscrupulous as the 
old, is the good intentions of two men of very 
dubious character and antecedents,—fohn 
Kelly aud John Morrissey. 

The Herald attributes the defeat to General 
Grant. It says the election is not only a vic- 
tory but a revolution, and closes the political 
career of Gen. Grant. Even the splendid pop- 
ularity of Gen. Dix could not save the admin- 
istration iu that state. Tildeu's success shows 
what can he done by a candidate who conducts 
the canvass upon business principles. 

Tile Portuguese government is about to make 
some very important additions to Its naval

A Proclamation for a Day of Public 
Thanbtigiving and Praise. 

We are reminded by the changing seasons that it 
is time to pause in our daily vocation and otter 
thanks to Almighty God for the mercies and abun- 
dance of the year which is drawing to a close. The 
blessings ot a free government have continued to lie 
vouchsafed to us; the earth has responded to the la- 
bo r of the husbandman; the land has been tree from 
pestilence; internal order is being maintained; and 
peace with other powers has prevailed. It is fitting 
that at stated periods we should cease from our ac- 
customed pursuits, and from the turmoil ot our daily 
lives, and unite in thankfulness for the blessings of 
the past and the cultivation of kindly feelings to- 
wards each other. Now, therefore, recognizing 
these considerations, I, Ulysses S. Grant, President 
of the United States, do recommend to all citizens to 
assemble in their respective places of worship on 

Thursday, the 26 th Day of Nov. Next, 
and express their thanks tor the mercy and favor ot 
the Almighty God, and laying aside all political con- 
tention and all secular occupations, to observe such 
clay as a day of praise. 
In witness whereof I have herewith set my hand and 

caused the seal of the United States to be affixed. 
Done at the city of Washington, this the 29th day 
of October, in the year of our Lord, 1874, and of the 
independence of the United States the ninety- 
ninth.

The Elections. 
Further returns do not improve the situa- 

tion from the Republican staud point. In 
nearly every state the Republicans have lost 
members of Congress, and in several of those 
hitherto the most steadfast and intelligent, 
the disaffection appears to be the most gen- 

eral. At another time we shall undertake to 

set forth some of the causes that have result- 

ed so seriously, but as our readers are more 

iuterested in the details of the defeat, at this 
time we shail confine our remarks to that 
topic. 

In Massachusetts the overturn as much as- 

tonishes thoso who have caused it as those 
who have for twenty years regarded (he Dem- 
ocracy in that state as hardly are collection of 
a party. The revised returns of the vote far 
Governor gives Talbot (Rep.) 88,391, Gaston 

(Dem.) 95,523, Andrew, Labor Reform, 31, 
Gaston’s plurality 7132. The Legislature 
will stand: Senate 25 Republicans, 15 Dem- 
ocrats ; the House 151 Republicans, 85 Demo, 
crats. The Democratic Governor will have 
a council composed of seven Republicans and 
one Democrat. The Legislature is largely 
opposed to prohibition. The Congressional 
delegation stands 5 Republicans and 6 oppo- 
sition—a Republican loss of six compared 
with that in the present Congress. 

The majority against Governor Dix in New 
York will not be less than 30,000. It is esti- 
mated that 16 of the 33 Congressmen elected 
are Democrats—a loss of seven Republicans. 

New Jersey reports 12,000 majority for the 
state tieket, a Democratic Legislature and 5 
of the 7 Congressmen are of that party—a 
gain of four, the present delegation standing 
6 Republicans and 1 Democrat. 

Wisconsin evidently repents its action of 

last year in displacing the Republican party 
majority011 ani* ^is year S'ves a Republican 
a joint ballot, ia ReP^anon 
penter is not elected, a be(ilrlfJ^a^.?ar' 
will be. The Congressmen will probably be 
divided as m the present House, six Repub- 
licans and two Democrats. 

Michigan is another state which has bowed 
before the storm. At best the Republicans 
have lost half of the Congressional delegation 
and it is quite probable that the Legislature 
may return a United States Senator of a dif- 
ferent political complexion from Mr. Chand- 
ler. 

Pennsylvania falters, and it is more than 
probable that |a Democrat will succeed Mr. 
Scott lrom that state in the United States 
Senate. 

Illinois, which promised well last night, 
swings into the opposition line and reports 
more than half her Congressmen elect on the 
same side. 

In the balance of the states which held 
elections Tuesday, the Republicans lose mem- 
bers of Congress as compared with the pres- 
e it House nearly as follows: Alabama 3, Ar- 
kansas 2, Delaware 1, Georgia 3, Kansas 2, 
Louisiana 5, Maryland 2, South Carolina 1, 
Tennessee 5, Virginia 3. 

When the returns are all in it will be 
found that the states voting Tuesday gave 
the opposition to President Grant’s adminis- 
tration a majority of nearly fifty iu the next 
House.

It is reported that Pennsylvania has gone 
Democratic by 3000 to 5000 majority, with 10 
Democratic and 11 Republican Congressmen. 

Philadeephia, Nov. 4—Forney’s Press ad- 
mits that ths result upon the state ticket is 
very doubtful and that the majority either way 
will be extremely small. From the prescut 
returns it concedes the defeat of Death, Rep., 
for Secretary of Internal Affairs. Its estimate 
concede to the Democrats a majority of one on 

joint ballot in the legislature, but thinks this 
may bo changed by official returns. For con- 
gressmen it concludes that the Democrats have 
14 and probably 1G members of the 27. 

MARYLAND. 
Baltimore, Nov, 4.—Further returns from 

the Gth congressional district, which seem reli- 
able though unofficial indicate the election of 
Walsh, Dem., to Congress,over Sannders,Rep., 
the present member. This will make the en- 
tire delegation Democratic. 

MICHIGAN. 
Detroit, Nov. 4.—The Democratic gains 

throughout the state are immense. The Re- 
publicans do not claim over 5000 majority on 
the state ticket. Williams, Democrat, for 
Congress in the first district will have over 
1000 majority. The second district is elose.but 
is claimed for Waldron. Republican, by 300 
majority. The third is claimed for Willard, 
Republican, by 1500 majority. Potter’s major- 
ity in the fourth district is estimated at 1200, 
and Williams, Republican, in the fifth at 1000. 
Partial returns elect Durand, Democrat, in the 
sixth by over 400. In the seventh Couger, Re- 
publican, is re-elected by probably 1400 major- 
ity. The eighth is claimed for Bradley, Repub- 
lican, by 1200 majority. 

The Senate has two or three Democratic rua- 
loruy. aue uousa is claimed by Doth parties 
by six or eight majority.

Suicide.—Wednesday afternoon Mrs. Jane 
Cutter of Saccarappa, wife of John A. Cutter, 
committed suicide by drowning h’rself in the 
canal. When taken out of the water she had 
been but a few minutes dead.

Loss of Ship Pacific.—A special cable dis- 

patch from Liverpool to John T. Smith reports 
that ship Pacific of Yarmouth, Me., 1812 tons, 
CaDt. Lorine. from Antwero for Cardiff, has 
been totally wrecked at Stackpolc, Wales. The 
Pacific was owned by S. C. Blanchard and 
others, and was built at Yarmouth in 1869. 
The disaster is an unfortunate one for the own- 

ers, as the ship was valued at upwards of $112,- 
000, and there was only $10,000 insured on her, 
which risk wa3 held by the Boston Marine In- 
surance Company of Boston. 

Business Kotes. 
The Auburn shoe manufacturers have held a 

meeting and resolved “that we will resist, in 
common with the boot and shoe manufacturers 
of New England, any and all such claims or 

demands made upon us by the owners of the 
so-called Gallahue patents; that we will not 
settle or compromise any such claims or de- 
mands, or any suit brought agaiut us to collect 
the same; that we will resist and defend our- 
selves from any such suit either in law or 

equity. We furthermore agree that we will 
not take any license or in any way encourage 
the validity of the same.” 

In October, 1873, 30,855,310 feet of lumber 
were surveyed in Bangor. For the same month 
this year, 21,722,150 feet is the amount.

One other and my- 
self are the only two that survive of the 114 
privates and officers. The other man is 83 year s 
of age.

The Import Business.—The imports of for- 
eign dry goods into the city of New York for 
the month of October, 1874, arc half a million 
less than for the same month in 1873,and a mil- 
lion and a half less than 1872, while they were 

two millions and a half less than for October 
31. 1871. The total of such imports at said port 

for the ten months ending October, 31, 4874, 
entered at the port, is ten millions less than for 
the same period last year, and thirty millions 
less than for the same period in 1872. Thero 
has been of late a constant shrinkage in values, 
with no piospect of an immediate reaction. 
The market for domestic goods, woolen and 
cotton, is dull, without any increase of activity, 
when concessions in price are made. It is very 
difficult to see how there is to be any marked 
improvement in season for the spring trade. 
Everybody is husbanding resources. 

Pbof. Seelye.—Julius H. Seelye, Congress- 
man eleet from the 10th district, is a Professor 
at Amherst College, occupying the chair of 
Mental and Moral Philosophy. He is a man 

of strong convictions, and broad acquirements, 
and is widely and justly esteemed in the educa- 
tional and religious world. He is a clergyman 
by profession, but his educational duties have 
absorbed most of bis time. He is a profound 
scholar and well versed in many departments of 
knowledge. A journey which he made to India 
a year or two ago was signalized by an intel- 
lectual encounter with the Brahmins, and their 
system of philosophy and religion; the lectures 
which he delivered were listened to with great 
interest by a class of people rarely reached by 
Christian teaching, and a new interest was 
awakened in Christianity. He adds to his ac- 
quirements as a scholar a keen perception, and 
a fund of sound sense; and on all questions of 
finance and right government, his vote may be 
relied upon on the side of honesty and patriot- 
ism.
