TAXES PROMPTLY COLLECTED.

A System Which Pleases the People
of Fairfield, ‘

[8pecial to the Press.)*

FAmrieLy, Oct. 19.—Meeting Mr. Hiram
E. Tuck, with his tax book in hand, conver-
sation naturally drifted to the tax question,
and his method of collecting. In 1876 after
passing through the experienca common to
so many towns who adhere to the old time
manuer of collecting, and suffer heavily by
abatements, Fairfield accepted the offer of
Mr. Tuek to collect the taxes for 3 per cent,
aud pay the entire sum into the town treasu-
ry on or before the date of the next annual
meeting. No one thought the work could be
done. No one expected him to sueceed.
Men bad labored hard and been three or four
years closing up their accounts, while the
town was annually callea upon to
make heavy abatements. The offer of Mr.
Tuck was eagerly accepted, as he was known
to be a methodical business man of ability,
The 1esult proved the wisdom of the choice,
for before the first of the succeeding March

the entire tax was collected and paid over,
not one cent xbated, only the errors correct-

For twelve years Mr, Tuek has acceptably
filled the trying position, seeing the tax

row from about fifteen to twenty-eight

ousand dollars, 'ﬁ: hering it all in
fore the appoin me. And for several
years before the first of January. In all
this time he has never been obliged to make
a commitment, or sell one cent's worth of
property, neither has the town been called
upon to do more than correet the errors in
aasessl:f. 80 natural in a town the size of
Fairtie He seen the voting list in-
crease from six to seven hundred, to between
ten and eleven hund and the valuation
of the town grow surpri ly fast.

His method is as follows: As soon as he
receives the tax book, usually about the 20th
of Mnr. he begins the collection of the poll
taxes, looking with interest after each tran-
sient, until the three dollars is safely secur-
ed. Notone is allowed to escape. His so-
licitude for them leads him to watch closely,
for often they are snpperf‘:elhws. though a
rre;tpement are as reliable as any voters

Property holders were, the first year, al-
lowed to fix the date when they would pay,
and Mr, Tuck was sure to meet them prompte
ly. Latterly they understand that one-half
will be called for during September, and the
balance before the first of January, and that
no discounts are allowed, but all must be
paid. It iz a surprise to one not familiar
with the method to see hew readily the peo-
ple have fallen into line, and how they ap-
preciate their tax collector. He is today one
¢f the most popular men in town, The fact
is, the 30030 results following the prompt
collection of the taxes, the f m from the
extra burdens of interest on orders, and the
abatements, which came back on those who
always paid willingly, has satisfied people
that it is the only true method, and while

MAINE SCHOOLS.

Various Things Proposed to Increase
Their Value.

[Special to the Press.]

AUGUSTA, Oct, 22.—An important circular
is to be issued atan early day by the State
Schoo! Department and State Board of
Health, jointly, for the purpose of obtaining
information touching the hygienic condition
of the school houses of the State. The
teachers in the various towns are to report,
the circulars being forwarded to them
through the superintendents of schools or
school committees. The observations are
to be made chiefly during the spring and
summer terms and will chiefly be concern-
ing ventilation, plans of seats, drainage and
surroundings. The result cannot fail to be
interesting as weil as of value, and the
tendency will be to cause the teachers to
make a study of the sanitary conditions un-
der which their respective school houses are
located,as well as to correct,any very glaring
defeots which may be discovered.” The re-

orts will finally be compiled and embodied
n the reports of the two departments.

It is certain that a determined effort will
be made the coming winter to secure the en-
actment of & law providing for free text
books. The measure receiving the sanction
of the State school officials. There are some
twenty towns which furnish free books to
their pupils, among which are Orono,
Waterville and Brunswick. Orono led off in
this innovation, having been a free text
book town for twenty years. Hon. Samuel
Libby, who is well acquainted with the
working of the system, says it costs the
scholars less than 30 cents each per year for
books on the average, while 80 or 90 cents is
the cost under the old plan. 1t is also said
to amount practically to a uniformity of
text books, a measure which has been strong-
ly advocated in some quarters, as the pupil
on removing from one town to another isnot
obliged to purchase new books but simply
leaves those he has been using with the
teacher at the school he last attends and is

supplied with others when entering his next

AMERICAN RAILWAY HORRORS OUTDONE.

Terrible Results of the Landslide on
an ltalian-Road.
One Mundred and Fifty Dead and
Injured ldentificd.
A Man's Hailr Turns White During
Two Hours' Imprisonment.

Romg, Oct. 22, <A despateh from Potenza
says there were 400 passengers on the train
crushed by the landslide a few days ngo.
One hundred and fifty of the dead and
wounded have besn ldentified. Many of the
victins are unknown. Scores continue to be
unearthed, the soldiers working hard at the
wreck. The work is impeded by cold and
snow. An eotire threatrical company was
killed. Several headless and armless
corpses have been found in the neighbering
river. A mother, who had been driven mad
by the catastrophe, refused to release from
her embrace two dead children. A young
priest was buried two hours and when ex-
tricated it was found that his hair bad turn-
ed white. Ao entire family, consjsting of
six persons, was killed. T'wo carringes in
which were eight city carabineers sustained
nodlll{:. and carabineers were able
to assist In extricating the victims. All the
officials attached to the train were killed. It
is estimated that 200,000 cuble metres of
earth fell upon the Line. Many passengess,
who with their lives, left the scene
im y aftér the accident. It ls there-
fore impossible to tell the exact number
piled. ———

THE PARNELL COMMISSION.
Attorney Ceneral Webster Opens for
the Times.

Loxpox, Oct. 22.—The commission ap-
pointed to investigate the charges made by
the Times agninst Irish members of Parlla-
liament opened court at 11 o'clock shis morn-
ing. Sir Charles Russell, as leading counsel
for Mr. Parnell, opened the proceedings by
applylog for the release from Wexford pris-
on of Mr. William Redmond.

Have they entirely gone out of
business ?

Gen. Greeley says 76 per cent. of the
weather bureau’s predictions last year were
verified. This isa trifle better than three
out of four. Probably this is better than
the general public supposed. But it leaves a
pretty wide margin of error. An extension
of the system and the location of stations at
new points will undoubtedly in the future
very much lmprove the service.

The story the Demoerats are now telling
to the effect Blaine's visit to Indiana was
very distasteful to Harrison and Harrison's
nearest friends, does not jibe very well with
that other story that Harrison was Mr.
Blaine's legates at the Chleago convention,
and his nomination was dictated by Mr.
Blaine. The reason is undonbtedly that both
are lies, and lies never fit into one another.

The Boston Globe is administering tremen-
dous doses of consolation to its downhearted
Demncratie constituency. It tells them that
not only are New York, New Jersey, Con-
neoticut and Indiana doubtful, but New
Hampshire, Iowa, Wisconsin, Michigan,
Minnesota and Illinois are doubtful also.
In the face of the great victory which the
Democrats wonin Maine itseems strange
that the Globe should leave out that State.

Chairman Quay has made very elaborate
preparations to defeat Democratic attempts
at fraud in New York city. He says that he
has been told by Demoerats that over 18,000
illegal votes were thrown for the Demoeratic
ticket in that city four years ago. Even if
the fraudulent Democratic vote this year
swounts to 10,000 he believes the Republicans
will win. But he intends, and belleves he
will be able, to cut itdown far below that
figure,

The Bangor Commereial in the course of a
mnving appesl for funds for the Democratic
national committee, remarks that the com-
mittee has to depend upon the people for its
money, there being no rich Democratic mon-
opolists to con ribute., Have then Havemeyer
of the sugar trust, and the Standard Oil
crowd, and the Hon. Frank Jones, and Col.
W. L. Scott, who boasts that he controls more
miles of railroad than any man in the country,
turned their backs on the Democracy? And
how about Seven Mule Barnum, who was in
Washington the other day bleeding govern-
ment clerks both male and female? Has he
pocketed the funds and cleared out ?

Heory C, Lea appears to be about the
only one of the leaders of the Mugwumps of
1884 who resents in any considerable measure
the recreancy of the President to his elvil
service reform pledges. The restof them
admit it, some mildly censure it, but all
of them propose to give him an op-
portunity to prove recreaut ngain. Mr.
Lea, however, is of a different mind. “In
1884," be says, *I strove for the success of
Grover Cleveland, and I have never repented
of it, for it seemed the best of the alterna-
tives offered. To-day I stand where I stood
in 18684, and ldenounce Mr. Cleveland be-
cause he has proved false to all his pledges
made to secure the independent vote which
elected him, and because his re-election
would mean the indefinite postponement of
reform."”

At last Congress has adjourned after the
longest session in the history of the govern_
ment. It will be remembered on account of
the passage by the House of the Mills tariff
bill, & measure that makes a radieally new
departure in tariff legislation, and which
has In large measure fixed the Issues
of the present Presidential canvass. In-
deed the Mills bill and the regular appro-
priation bills nearly cover the important
matters upon which Congress has spent its
time. As sessions immediately preceding
Presidential are certain to be, this session
has been rather a political than a business
one, that is to say, sll measures have been
scrutinized to ascertain their probable effect
upon the impending national politieal con-
test. At the next session undoubtedly much
more will be accomplished in much less
time.

President Cleveland is reported to have
said that he intends to send a vigorous tariff
messuge to Congress next December because
in his opinion the financial condition which
will then confront the country will be the
same as last December, only aggravated by
the accumulated surplus of snother year.
But perhaps Mr. Cleveland is relylng too
much on thegpolicy of nourishing the surplus
hitherto pursued by those who wish a pre-
text for assaulting the tariff. There muy be
no large surplus remaining from the reve-
nues of the fiscal year, Congress has been
compelled to make large appropriations this
year, and the revenue from the customs and
Internal taxes has shown so far a consider-
able falling off. The total expenses of the
government for the current fiseal year end-
ing June 30, 1880, will be about $422,000,000,
The estimates of the admioistration placed
the total revenue at §440,000,000, made up of
$583,000,000 from customs and internal taxes
and §57,000,000 from the post office. But the
receipts of the first quarter show such a fall-
ing off that instead of eighteen and a half
millions of surplus, as expeected by that esti-
mate, a deficit of about four millions is inai-
cated. Of the fiscal situation of the Govern-
ment the Boston Commercial Bulletin, a
leading financlal journal, says:

1t is true that all the appropriations will not be
expended during the fiscal year, and it Is also
true that the presidential éampal may affect
revenues slightly, but the esseutl | fac: remasins
more promineat than when we last discussed thi s
question, that the present Congress has, by enor-
mous expenditures, removed all chance of another
surplus at the close of this fiseal year which will
in apy way affect the money market, and it is an
even thing that there is s slight defieit, Of
course the fact is not to be overlooked that & sur-
glun of $110.000,000 is carried over from the last
scal year, and that revenue reductivn on & mod-
erate and careful scale Is still desirable, though it
I8 not urgent. The figures speak for themselves
and the joliticlans caunot get away from them,

But this situation meed not make any
change in Mr. Cleveland’s plans. The coun-
try understands very well that it is not the
surplus but the South that has forced him
into his position on the tariff. If there shall
be no surplus he may still go on with hls
plans ngainst the tariff system, because
everyone understauds that the surplus af-
forded merely a pretext, not the real reason,
for his message of last December.,

Southern Anti-Protection Argument.

It might at first thought seem unnecessary,
80 long as there is a ticket labelled “Demo-
cratic” in the field, for Democratic orators to
waste any time discussing the tariff issue in
States of the Solid South like the Carolinag.
But North Carolina onee had a lurge Whig
element; and it still has great natural re.
souvces awaiting development by industry,
Tradition and opportunity there are on the
side of protection If the sentiment of the
dominant party is pretty thorouglly against
it; and the Democratic leaders do not feel
safe in letting the protective idea go unchal-
lenged, or in letting it appear as anything
but a Northern abomination, A correspond-
ent of the Albany Journal gives this deserip-
tion of an econvmic argument heard on the
North Carolina stump;

This is hardly the styleof reasoning adopt-
ed by Col. Thomas Wentworth Higginson
when he advocates a charge of the tariff be-
fore his neighbors in Massachusetts, but

both lines of argument lead in the same di-
rection.

The Refusal of the Sloux.

The unexpected independence of the Sloux
warriors has somewhat disarranged the
scheme for settling their followers in fixed
habitations where progress in eivilization
might begin. The scheme was conceived by
Congress In a spirit of justice and wisdom,
there is no reason to doubt, and it is to be
regretted that any hindrances should be in
the way, either because of the remembrance
of former acts of bad faith on the part of the
government, or on account of the ambitions
of the chiefs, who would lose their prestige
with the deeay of the tribal and reservation
systems. Some of the chieftains who visited
Washington seem to be very able savages,
men whose influence, I exerted in bebalf of
the intended reforms, would have been of
great advantage to the government, Chief
Jobn Grass, in spite of his very common-
place name, impressed the officials at the
Capital as being a very able man. He is de-
scribed as tall, straight as an arrow, broad-
shouldered, and grave. lle has a square
forehead, an aquiline nose, and piercing
black eyes. His manner is slow ank deliber-
ate. Every statement was delivered with
great impressiveness, and he did not make a
single gesture throughout the talk. He felt
himself, too, a publie servant, bound to act
honestly for the goed of his people, if we
may judge from his speech as reported in the
newspaper translations.
of Bioux chiefs,” he said, “and, unlike some
of the other representatives, I am tiying to
save a portlon of the reservation, which is
really the home of my people. For many
generations my forefathers have been buried
in the beautiful valley of the Moreau, which
belongs by hereditary right to my band, the
Blackfeet Sioux. In this controversy my
people are appealing to me to save their
homes. The people will follow as the chiefs
lead in the matter. There will be no trouble,
The Indians do not fight as they once did-
Close rooms and too much herding together
have taken the spirit out of them. When
they ate wild meat and slept in the teepees
they were bardy and strong. Of late they
are becoming less and less powerful. The
Indians are as last beginning to think for
themselves, and in this direction their salva-
tion lies.” Unfortunately it seems that the
exercise of this power to think for them-
selves by the chiels at Washington has led
to delay and embarrassment in a great step
forward for the Indians. Until the tribal

relations and communal systems of land

holding are broken up and the Indians are
seitled as freeholding agriculturalists, little
advancement can be expected.
FASHION NOTES.
Fall and Winter Goods—Light Fabrics
for Evening Wear.

[Boston Transeript.]

The latest importations exhibit a full line
of fine woolens in all the standard colors,
among which are perhaps more conspicuous
the mahogany, the gobelin blue blue, reseda
and dark green. A French serge is fine and
soft, and in many instances Is sbown with
a broad striped serge, which is used for com-
bination with the plain, solid color. In no-
wise has the combination costume gone out;
it continues to illustrate the variety that
may be obtained from the combining of col-
ors, and the manipulation of fabries, of sev-
eral tones of one color, or even several colors
in contras, and several fabrics, may be dis-
covered in the construction of ons costume.

The Scldiers Monument Foundation

The foundation of the Soldiers’ Monu-
ment Is very solid. It is to be about thirteen
feet deep and between six and seven feet of
it will extend above the street, Around the
foundation, end ten feet from it willbea
curbing, about eighteen inches high, and
from this to the top of the foundation there
will be a grassy slope. The huge granite
shaft will rest on the four walls of the foun-
dation, and as there will be a hollow in-
side of the shaft it will be seen that there
will be a hollow space from the bottom of
the foundation to very near the point where
the figure is placed. There is no special
reason given for leaving this hollow space,
except that it makes but little difference in
the solidity of the structure, and besides, it
saves thme and material.

Off for the Senegal River.

Some time ago the PrEss wrote an account
of the new trade with the West Coast of
Africa that J. H. Hamlen & Co. hoped to ac-
quire for Portland, and stated that the Dbrig
Charles E. Sparks would be the initial ves-
sel engaged in the trade. Yesterdsy she
cleared for St. Louis, on the Senegal river.
Her eargo contains 17,000 pounds of tobaceo,
1320 barrels of bread, 1350 pounds of butter-
ine, 3900 pounds of lard, 10 barrels of beer,
besides canned goods§of all kinds, codfish,
cheese, butter, brooms, hardware, chairs,
tables, oil cloth, lamps, druggists’ sundries,
cartridges, Florida water, ete. The bulky
part of the cargo conslsts of 362 tons of ice,
pine and spruce lumber and shingles.
