The Beal Case.

Charles made a denial, and 
said you may search me, which George did, 
find nothing on him. George thinks that his 
brother took out two bottles at tbat time, 
and, treating the first one with poison, found 
it did not look just right, aud threw it down 
the stable scuttle, where it was afterwards 
found, while the second one he placed in the 
cellar, from which the father drank the fatal 
liquor. 

United Workmen.

SPEECHES BY BLAINE AND DEPEW. 

Rain Does Not Dampen the Enthu- 

siasm in Rocnester. 

Mr. Depew on the Broken Pledges of 
the President. 

Mr. Blaine on Secretary Bayard’s 
Recent Utterances. 

Rochester, N. Y., Oct. 23.—Despite the 
rain, the Republican demonstration today 
was a big one. Fully 20,000 people, including 
1000 uniformed men, were present from out of 
the city. Among the speakers were Mr. 
Blaine, Hon. C. M. Depew, Senator Hiscock 
and Judge Thurston. In the afternoon, 18,- 
000 people gathered in Franklin Square, 
where there was speaking from two stands. 
Mr. Blaine spoke briefly. Mr. Depew said 
in hi6 speech that what we want is a Presi- 
dent who *does not think he knows more 
than all the rest of the people put together. 
The college professors all say that the great- 
est man that has appeared in the world since 
eighteen hundred years ago, is Grover Cleve- 
land, because he proclaimed the doctrine of 
free trade. The Democratic party promised 
when Cleveland was selected to cut down 
the expenses of the government, but it has 
increased them $107,000,000. The 
President premised civil service re- 
form and has given us Higgins aud Widow 
McGinnis’s pig. He promised not to run for 
a second term but has given $10,000 to as- 
sist in securing a re-election. He has 
vetoed more pension bills than all the other 
Presidents in the history of the country, 
thus showing he thinks the pen is mightier 
than the sword. Mr. Depew criticised 
Cleveland's cabinet and showed that the 
Mills bill was in the direction of free trade. 

In the evening demonstration 8000 men 
took part. The streets were brilliantly il» 
luminated along the line of march ana the 

Sarade was witnessed by 50,000 people. Mr. 
ilaine and several others addressed 3000 peo- 

&le in Washington rink before the parade. Fr. HhliHP ntipnHnn fn tho enppph htr 

(secretary Bayard at Baltimore, recently, in 
wnicli he said that population is increasing 
in small proportion to all these vast forces 
which are needful to men’s use, which 
proves that the country is making more than 
the people of the country need or can con- 
sume. Mr. Blaine said it is a great deal bet- 
ter for the people to have more than they 
can consume tfian to have less. One means 
affluence, the other means pauperism. One 
means wealth, the other means poverty. One means widespread prosperity, the other 
general adversity. He was glad we have the 
testimony of a leading Democrat, free 
t ader and (State’s rights man to the 
fact that under a protective 
tariff, the people have a higher degree 
of prosperity that they ever enjoyed under a 
different policy and have advanced more 
rapidly in the arts of peace and comforts 
than ever before in the history of the nation- 
al government. Mr. Bayard further gives 
thepublic a warning, it we do not take 
which, we shall produce in this country as 
much in seven months as we shall need in 
twelve. That is the last thing that should 
alarm the American people. The fact shows 
above all things, our power to shorten the 
hours of labor. The legitimate consequences 
of labor saving machinery is to require from 
the human laborer less number of hours of 
toll and toward that the good economy and 
philanthropy of the age are both tending. 
Mr. Blaine said he was glad Secretary Bay- 
ard, too, is a valuable witness to that end. 
He unconsciously hears the testimony to the 
grandeur of the success of the party and 
principle which he so long and so earnestly 
opposed. 

The rest of Mr. Blaine’s speech was in re- 
ply to certain criticisms made on him by 
Gov. Hill. 

BANCOR'S RAILROAD. 

Citizens Meet to Discuss the Advisa- 
bility of Selling. 

Baxdoe, Oct. 23.—A meeting of citizens 
was held tonight under the call of the city 
government to hear and consider the propo- 
sitions for the sale of the Bangor & Piscata- 
quis Railroad made by the Castine & Bangor 
Railroad Company, and by Frank Jones. 
Mayor Bragg presided and briefly reviewed 
the history of the Piscataquis road and Ban- 
gor’s connection and interest therein, its 
present financial condition and probable fu- 
ture prospects. President Neally was the 
next speaker and presented a more detailed 
account of the road. He showed the annual 
increase in business and net earnings and 
the large business which had been built up 
by the road with its flattering prospects for 
the future and opposed the sale of the road. 
He did not think Mr. Jones’s proposition 
gave Bangor an assurance of protection to 
her commercial interests or necessary as- 
surances that she would receive the benefits 
to which she is entitled under its connection 
with a through line to the West. Hon. A 
W. Paine told of the establishment of a great 
line of communication to the West and East 
by the building of the Canadian Pacific and 
that between It and the Maine Central tne 
value nf the Piscataquis Railroad was great- 
ly reduced C. A. Bailey, Esq., then spoke 
in behalf of the proposition of the Castine 
A Bangor Railroad Company, arguing that 
thrmitrh if. lianffcr wnnlr) havo /inmrvafinrr 

lines, there being an open port at Castiue all 
the year round through which to receive and 
deliver goods. The Bangor & Castine Com- 
pany was prepared to show their ability to 
carry out the proposition in assurances that 
the city government would accept when their 
ability was shown. 

Hon. J. S. Wheelwright offered a resolu- 
tion that the whole matter be referred to a 
committee of citizens wliose names were 
given to act in conjunction with the commit- 
tee of the city government, carefully exam- 
ine the matter in all its details and report at 
a future meeting. 

Col. J. W. Porter moved a resolution as a 
substitute, making a joint committee from 
the board of aldermen, the common council, 
the Bangor & Piscataquis Railroad Company 
and citizens. 

On these resolutions discussion followed, 
and Hon. G. W. Ladd moved the whole mat- 
ter he laid on the table which was carried 
unanimously and the meeting adjourned 
without day. 

FIVE DAYS’ PAY. 

The Militia Requested to Make Bills 
Small.

the bills now outstanding as light as possible— hence, we trust that the men who were present for duty at the muster will accept live days pay for their time, and that all officers will do the

quest, several companies having already done so. 

It is hop d that you will comply with the re- 
quest Just made by the Executive Couucll, each of

ROANOKE AND HYPERION. 

Additional Particulars of the Sinking 
of the Portland Vessel. 

New7 York, Oct. 23.—Steamship Tona- 
wanda brings additional particulars of the 
collision between the steamer Roanoke and 
the Portland (Me.) brig Hyperion. Capt. 
Buckley, of the Tonawanda, said that when 
at a position nine miles distant from Abse- 
enm Light, she passed a brig badly damaged 
and dismantled, with foretopgallant mast 
gone, and sails all in ribbons. Near her 
were two steamers, one an Old Dominion 
side-wheeler, the other an unknown. Con- 
siderable anxiety was felt yesterday at the 
office of the Old Dominion line, until a des- 

patch received from Norfolk, Va., while con- 

firming the fact that an accident had occur- 
red, allayed all fears as regards loss of life. 

The Roanoke was in charge of her first 
officer at the. time of the collision. State- 
ments of all the officers and of the crew of 
the brig will nave to be taken before tlie re- 
sponsibility can he properly placed. Tlie 
Roanoke was not injured to any extent, the 
force of tiie blow having spent itself near 
her stern, smashing a few planks and tear- 

Ing up the woodwork slightly. She arrived 
at Norfolk at 8.30 yesterday morning. 

The Hyperion was built in Wiscasset, Me., 
in 1864, was repaired in 1877, and was owned 
principally by B. J. Willard of Portland. 

Another possible case of collision is sug- 
gested by the report of the State of Georgia, 
which arrived yesterday. Her captain says 
that at noon of Oct. 20tn he passed close to a 
vessel of about 400 or 500 towns, with the 
hull bottom up, but at first sight perfectly 
sound. On closer examination, a ragged 
break in the planking was to be seen on the 
port fquarter. Her rudder also was gone. 
She lay head to the sea and wind, and was 

apparently anchored, the depth of water 
being only 44 fathoms. The position of this 
derelict is latitude 41°, longitude 66', and is 
directly in the path of ocean-going vessels. 

STEP UP AND SUBSCRIBE. 

The Latest Way of Making Soap for 
Democratic Campaigning. 

Washington, Oct. 23.—The Pension 
Bureau today was seized with a virulent but 
not wholly unexpected attack of “reform” a 

la Cleveland. The first symptoms appeared 
soon after the work of the day began. Clerks 
and messengers in the vicinity of the chief 
clerk'8 room were first attacked, and before 
the employes had been released for the d»y 
the epidemic had spread throughout the 
great building. No nook nor corner es- 

caped, and neither man nor woman was 

spared. 
Prompt relief measures were adopted, and 

an experienced professional reformer named 
Monroe, wearing a diploma signed by Calvin 
S. Brice, was called in to prescribe for the 
afflicted persons. This Monroe was furnish- 
ed with a messenger from the chief clerk’s 
office named McDonald, and the two visited 
the various rooms in the Pension Office 
building during office hours. The messenger 
had a list intended to contain ouly the names 
of known Democratic male clerks who had 
Democratic “backing,” and these were call- 
ed upon by the pair. 

Mr.Monroe set forth to them the necessity 
of their contributing one year’s subscription 

was a good Democratic newspaper and was 
doing excellent service for the party in the 
campaign. The price of subscription for 
men was fixed at $9, but from the women he 
asked only $5 for a six months’ subscription. 
No receipts for the amounts received were 
given, nor was it understood that the paper 
was to be delivered, in fact, no addresses 
were taken by Mr. Monroe from his sub- 
scribers, and to some of tbem he threw off 
the mask entirely and said: “This is all 
right. You know what it’s for. It goes to 
the campaign fund.’" 

To others he explained that the money 
was to be forwarded to Florida, to pay the 
expenses of white voters who are now away 
from home and who wish to return to vote. 
He stated that the National Democratic 
Committee was greatly alarmed over the 
prospect of the Republicans carrying the 
State of Florida, the negroes, in consequence 
of the yellow fever scare, now being largely In the majority in the State. The white 
voters, who have left the State in great num- 
bers, he explained, would not be able to re- 
turn without aid. The Democratic National 
Committee had calculated that at least $50,- 
000 would be necessary to get the white voters 
back into the State before the election. 
The subscriptions were quite liberal. It 
Is said that last week the same man "work- 
ed” the Treasury Department in the same 
way, and realized about $8000 in subscrip- 
tions. Today he made two or three mistakes, 
and called out Republican clerks, who In- 
formed him that they were now taking all 
the newspapers they care to take.

New York, Oct. 23.—Colonel Joel B. 
Erhardt was the busiest mau in the city yes- 
terday. The Republican leader is pressing a 

vigorous canvass, and wise men say he will 
come under the wire a winner. Another 
huge roll of manuscript was placed upon the 
Colonel’s desk at headquarters yesterday. It 
contained the names of thousands of citizens 
Irrespective of party, who offered their aid 
to place him in the Mayor’s chair New 
Year’s day. Among the signers of the mons- 
ter memorial were business men, lawyers, 
bankers and wage workers, not a few of 
whom have never yet voted the Republican 
ticket. 

The great majority wrote that they had in- 
tended to support Abram S. Hewitt because 
of his honesty. They had, however, found 
in Erhardt a man just as honest, and, more 
than that, identified with no political trust 
or ring, such as the Mayor wears. 

The County Democracy bosses and a few 
of the Citizens’committee have been engaged 
ever since the nomination of Father Abram 
Hewitt in trying to convince the Republi- 
cans that by voting fer Colonel Erhardt they 
cast a half ballot for Tammany’s candidate. 
Here are some figures which clearly demon- 
strate how easy it will be to elect the Repub- 
lican candidate, provided that every voter 
does his duty.

The Millenium First. 

Philadelphia, Oct. 23.—At the meeting 
of the Presbyterian ministers this morning, 
the Rev. H. F. Lee, in speaking upon tem- 
perance in politics, said: "The Prohibition 
party, to judge from the advancement it has 
made during the past twenty years, cannot 
hope to be successful until the millenium is 
over and long forgotten. We would, if pos- 
sible, abolish the whole rum traffic, but it is 
a matter of great joy that voters in many of 
our States favor prohibition. We want this 
whenever it can be had and enforced, but 
Heaven knows that prohibition does not pro- 
hibit, and it is a pity any one should so 
claim. The Third Party is the main aid and 
hope of the liquor element, which today is 
patting the Prohibitionistsjon the shoulder 
and encouraging them to stick. In words, 
this party is the Prohibition party; but in 
acts it is the anti-Prohibition party, in op- 
posing the party that is the only hope of 
Prohibition or temperance in the country. 
The Republican party is today taking a 
stronger position on the question of temper- 
ance than it took on the question of slavery, 
and is the only hope of the ultimate attain- 
ment of the result.” 

The Rev. Dr. William P. Breed agreed 
with all that Mr. Lee had said. He was a 
Prohibitionist, but he was highly in favor of 
the high license law that works so admirably. 
He did not like the Third Party movement, 
and thought some of the assertions of the 
Third party were almost blasphemous. 

Ex-Senator Bruce on the Outlook. 
Philadelphia, Oct. 23—Ex-United States 

Senator B. K. Bruce of Mississippi, is at 
the Girard House. In speaking of the presi- 
dential outlook he says: “I have travelled 
all through Michigan,Wisconsin and Indiana 
and the feeling in all three States is very 
warm. There is an interesting fight in 
Michigan, where Gov. Luce is a candidate 
for re-election. He is confident of success. 

He is a farmer himself, and talks to the 
grangers in a practical manner. In Wiscon- 
sin there is no doubt of the success of the 
National Republican ticket. In Indiana the 
crowds are really wonderful. I addressed 
open air meetings most of tbo time, the 
crowds being too large to get within any or- 
dinary hall. I have every reason to believe 
that we will carry that State. Gen. Harri- 
son’s speeches have done the party a world 
of good. Everything lie has said so far has 
been wise, patriotic and judicious.” 

Money to Carry Indiana. 
Indianapolis, Oct. 23.—It is now becom- 

ing evident that the political contest in Indi- 
ana w ill close in a way that the Republican 
campaign managers have expected. They 
have repeatedly declared that they feared 
uothing but the corrupt use of money by the 
Democrat.-, and it is now no surprise to 
them to find that an attack of that kind con- 

fronts them. Information has been received 
at Republican headquarters that on Friday 
the sum of S140,0U0 was sent from New York 
by the National Democratic Committee to 
the chairman of the Indiana committee, and 
it is now here available for use. It is esti- 
mated that fully as much more has been col- 
lected in the State, furnishing to the cam- 
paign managers a larger lund than they have 
ever had before, and it is reasonably sup- 
posed t herefore that they will make extraor- 
dinary use of it. At the bank where the 
money is on deposit a large number of 
checks from the Democratic chairman have 
beeu presented within the last icw days, and 
it is evident that the corruption fund is al- 
ready being put into circulation. 

The Republicans think that iho odds nro 
so largely on General Uarrlsou’s side that it 

is not possible for the Democrats to buy 
enough votes to give them a majority, but 
still it is not denied that there is danger in 
the movement. Timely warning has ena- 
bled the Republicans to do every thiug possi- 
ble to prevent the success of the Democratic 
schemes. In this work Jthey rely mainly on 
the five fair election organizations now in 
existence, and the close watch that will be 
kept upon suspected Democratic political 
workers by vigilant men throughout the 
State. 

There has been some difference of opinion 
as to the possibilities of systematic effort to 
buy euough votes to carry the State, but a 
conservative estimate is that if the Demo- 
crats are fairly successful in securing pur- 
chasable or floating votes they may be able 
to make a difference of five or six thousand 
in the result, but it is believed that this can- 
not be done if the meveraents of the bribers 
are properly watched. The Republican 
campaign managers think that they could 
lose 0000 of the floating votes and still there 
would be a plurality for Harrison. 

Sackville West's Advice. 
Los Angeles, Cal., Oct. 23.—A promi- 

nent citizen of Pomona, whose name is 
withheld under pledges, recently wrote u 

letter to the British minister at Wash- 
ington, asking his advice as to the 
duties of those voters who are of English 
birth, but still consider England the mother- 
land. The writer also states among other 
things that while In former years many resi- 
dent Englishmen declined to be naturalized, 
the administration of Cleveland has been 
so friendly toward Great Britain, so kind in 
not enforcing the retaliation act, so sound 
on the free-trade question, etc., that thou- 
sands have become naturalized for the ex- 
press purpose of helping to elect him over 
again.

Brooklyn’s Big Barbecue. 

Brooklyn, Oct. 23.—Arrangements are 
now being completed for a monster Republi- 
can barbecue in Brooklyn, next week. A 
special sub-committee of the Republican 
Campaign Committee, under tho manage- 
ment of Mr. James Wells, has the undertak- 
ing in charge, and expects a greater gather- 
ing Oct. 30, than Kings county has ever seen 
before.

Some of the 
most renowned orators will be present, and 
Congressman S. V. White is now preparing 
the programme of speechmaking for the 
evening. Strenuous efforts are being made 
to obtain Gen. Harrison’s presence for the 
day, and it will be known this week whether 
he will be able to come or not. If he does, a 
mass meeting will be arranged for the fol- 
lowing night at the Academy of Music, and 
the outdoor and indoor meetings will be tbe 
largest crowds of the last three campaigns, 
and will throw the Cleveland demonstration 
of Saturday next far into the shade. The 
local candidates for office will have the op- 
portunity to address their constituents from 
stands erected especially for them, while the 
national speakers will occupy an immense 
grand stand.

A CLEVELAND DEFAULTER. 

The City Treasurer Nearly Half a 

Million Short. 

Cleveland, Ohio, Oct 24.—The greatest 
excitement prevails in this city in financial 
and business as well as in social circles, over 
the reported defalcation of City Treasurer 
Thomas Axworthy. Mr. Axworthy left the 
city on September 28, going directly to New 
York city, from where he is said to havo left 
for Montreal on September 29. Investiga- 
tion so far develops a shortage in the city 
funds of $400,090. 

Axworthy’s bondsmen, consisting of Uni- 
ted States Senator Payne and J. H. Wade, 
Jr., who are on his bond for $500,000 had a 
hurried meeting at the office of Attorneys 
Estey, Dickey and Squire about midnight 
last night, and attachments were immediate- 
ly taken out. one for $50,000 and another by 
the National Dank of Commerce for $25,- 
000, to secure themselves on Axworthy’s pa- 
per. 

Axworthy’s reasons for embezzling are un- 
known. He was considered very wealthy 
and rated by those In a position to know at 
over half a million. Many belive that he 
was caught in Hutchinson’s wheat corner 
and lost $500,000. There is on deposit in the 
various Cleveland banks about $250,000 in 
Treasurer Axworthy’s name. But how much 
of it is city funds and how much personal, it 
is impossible to tell. Axworthy was at the 
Windsor Hotel, New York, September 129, 
and left the same day. 

Safe In Europe. 
Cleveland, Oct. 23.—It Is now learned 

that Axworthy tied to Europe. A cablegram 
is known to have been received lrom him by 
one of his married daughters here, Saturday 
last, dated at Liverpool, which read: 

Papa Is ia Canada. Tell mamma not to worry. 
A full investigation of the city treasurer’s 

accounts has been made which shows there 
should be to the credit of the city depart- 
ment $876,887, to offset which there is in 
banks here $447,450, making a deficit of 

J1429,437. It was rumored this afternoon that, 
ust before leaving New York, Axworthy 

drew $200,000 from the American Exchange 
in New York, which the eastern depositing 
of city funds and bonds. 

The Money Not Drawn. 
New Yoke. Oct. 23.—The statement that 

Defaulter Axworthy. of Cleveland, had 
drawn $20,000 from the American Exchange 
Bank of this city was emphatically denied 
today by ibe bank officials.

Boston, Mass., Oct. 23.—Mrs. Frances 

Hodgsou Burnett, the well known and popu- 
lar novelist, arrived here fioiu New York 
late last night, and will remain for a few 
days, attending to literary matters, after 
which she will go to her home in Washing- 
ton. Before leaving New York she signed a 
contract with a New York weekly paper to 
write a stoiv, for which she will receive 
$15,000, the largest sum ever paid a woman 
for any single story. Amelie Rives Chanter 
is under contract to write a story for another 
New York weekly, for which she is to re- 
ceive $7000, and this was thought to he a re- 
markable price, but h"re is another woman, 
and an American, too, who is to receive 
more than twice that sum.

who saw him do It, were members of a secret 
order of Sicilian criminals which flourishes 
in America,is another revelation of what the 
close mouthed, silent footed detective system 
organized in New York can do. 

So carefully and completely was this case 

worked out that not a man even in I he inner 
sauctum at police headquarters knew that 
the Inspector was paying any attention to it 
—none but the two Italian detectives, Tessa- 
ro and Perazzo. And yet evidence enough 
has been secured to warrant Coroner Eld- 
man In closing the inquest and committing 
Yicenzo Quarterara to the Tombs as an ac- 

cessory to his brother Carlo, the real assas- 
sin. There Is every reason to believe that 
Carlo will soon be in custody. 

There Is no doubt at all that the Mafia so- 
ciety exists in New York, New Orleans and 
other American cities, and that Its members 
shield each other in crime. Inspector Byrnes, 
for reasons that are obvious, will not make 
known either the extent of his knowledge of 
this nefarious organization or the means he 
has of knowingits every ramification. He 
can today quietly reach out and touch the 
shoulders of its members as easily as he can 
identify an anarchist or a wbyo. Their most 
sacred haunts are open to his inspection. 

If it bad not been for this the three prison- 
ora_Votolia Slakatlnn f linuannn f'anirrarfl 

and Francisco Ata—never would have con- 
fessed. The open sesame, the concealed 
spring, was in the possession of the inspect- 
or aha his men. 

When Vincenzo Quarterara walked into 
the quaint, dim room where Byrnes sat yes- 
terday and surrendered himself to justice he 
did not know that two human shadows were 
only a few feet behind him—shadows that 
had been close to him for five days and 
nights. At that very moment the coroner’s 
jury down town was declaring that he and 
liis brother were guilty of murder. The 
famous thief taker tried in vain to catch the 
prisoner in some admission of guilt. The Mafia existed ot the beginning of this 
century in Sicily. It was then a noble order 
of patriots banded together secretly for the 
preservation of their nationality. Its aims 
were high and pure. The bravest and best 
of the race belonged to it. Traitors were 

Smashed in the way known to Sicilians, by 
eath. There were meeting places,' oaths 

and officers. The society reached all classes, 
from the lowest to tbe highest. Tbe saint 
and the sinner associated on an equal footing 
in its Democracy. But just after 1860, when 
Italy, united by Garibaldi, Cavour and Vic- 
tor Emmanuel, absorbed Sicily, the reason 
for the Mafia no longer existed, and it died 
out as a patriotic organization. But the low- 
er orders, and especially the criminals, held 
together. In time all honest men abandoned 
tbe Mafia, and it became the refuge of crimi- 
nals only. It was a plague to the govern- 
ment, a barrier to justice, and tbe police of 
Sicily have in vain tried to break it up. 

Thousands of criminals have been driven 
to America, and here they have come togeth- 
er in groups without special forms of organi- 
zation and without officers other than tbe 
natural leaders of such bodies. Between 
New York and New Orleans there are now. 
Inspector Byrnes thinks, several thousand 
Mafias. They are a proud, fierce race who 
look upon ordinary Italians with disdain and 
distrust. Most of them are barbers, fruit 
sellers or saloon keepers. Some carry stilet- 
toes, but the favorite weapon of the Mafia is 
tlie razor. Long experience has taught them 
that it is better to carry a weapon that is 
not prohibited by law. There is no reason 
to believe that the Mafias of New York 
take formal oaths of tbe Masonic kind or 
have the attributes of formal societies. 
Their order is as intangible astheWhyo 
gaug. It is an organization and it isn’t. A 
murderer who Hees from Sicily red handed is 
taken into its bosom and shielded. Many 
small fry counterfeiters, forgers and black- 
mailers belong to it. The man who betrays 
another in tbe Mafia Is doomed. There is uo 
mercy shown to him. The assassin who is 
to avenge the treachery will pursue him to 
tbe uttermost ends of the earth. Whether 
the Mafias in New York work directly with 
the Mafias in Sicily no one dan say, but there 
are reasons for suspecting it.

BOUNO BY THE FATALITY OF EVENTS. 

France Entrenched Because Europe 
la In Arms, Says M. Roche. 

London Socialists Wants to Rival the 
Lord’s Mayor’s Show. 

Attorney Ceneral Webster Continues 
His Opening for the Times. 

Paris, Oct £!.— General Boulanger was 

present in the Chamber of Deputies today. 
Baron Zeubegran stated that the enormous 

proportions of the public debt demanded re- 
duction s in government staffs and the sale of 
state railways. 

M. Roche, reporter of the budget commit- 
tee, declared that tbe criticisms were exag- 
gerated. It was not French expenditures 
alone that were increasing. All the Euro- 

Kan budgets were augmenting. Europe had 
en transformed Into a vast intrenched 

camp. France was not free in her move- 
ments. She was bound by the fatality of 
events, and it was impossible to isolate her- 
self as an island before the menacing coali- 
tions. He appealed to the patriotism of 
members of the Chamber to pass the budget. M. Roche s speech was greeted with cheers, 
and the Chamber adjourned. In theSenate, M. Peoanster. of the Right, 
proposed that a committee be appointed to 
consider the question of the revision of the 
constitution and the suppression of the con- 
cordat. He said those questions were on the 
cabinet's programme, and it was necessary 
to debate them in order to understand tbe 
situation. It behooved senators to beware 
ol dangerous Utopias. 

M. Banbris said It was not for the Senate 
to raise those questions. The Senate would 
always do its duty, and fully confided in 
President Carnot’s firmness. 

The proposal was rejected. 
Tho Parnell Commission. 

London, Oct Oct. 23.- On the reassem- 

bllng of the Parnell commission today, Mr. 
Joseph Diggar, one of the Irish members of 
Parliament Involved In the Times’s charges, 
personally requested that he be supplied 
with copies of those speeches read from by 
Attorney General Webster yesterday which 
referred to him. 

The attorney general promised to supply 
them, and then continued with the presenta- 
tion of the Times's case. 

He said Mr. Parnell’s supporters had been 
trying to exhibit him as one who stood aloof 
from the anti-rent and plan of campaign 
agitators. But the fact was that, as far back 
as 1880, Mr. Parnell had led the anti-rent 
movement, and in a speech in County Kerry 
in that year be bad told his hearers that the 
Land League had plenty of money to defend 
those tenant farmers who refused to pay 
their rents. 

The attorney general then reviewed the 
history ot the league and quoted from the 
alleged Parnell letters which appeared In 
the Times. 

London Gossip. 
London, Oct 23.—The Socialists are ar- 

ranging for a rival procession and display on 

Trafalgar square on Lord Mayor’s day, but 
the Indications are that the affair will be s 
fizzle. In any event it is certain that no 

demonstration on Trafalgar square will be 
permitted by the authorities, and it is not 
likely that the procession w ill approach any- 
where near to the proportions calculated up- 
on by the projectors of tbe affair. Should 
their estimate be realized however thete will 
doubtless be a riot. 

A Roumanian named Eisenberg recently 
defrauded a Lon Ion dealer of £10,000 worth 
of diamonds and absconded to tbe Continent. 
When he arrived at Naples he telegraphed 
his sweetheart, whom he left behind him, to 
meet him in Alexandria. The detectives 
were apprised of the receipt of the tele- 
gram, ana the girt was followed, with the re- 
sult of arresting Eisenberg when she joined 
him. 

Count von Hatzfeldt, the German ambassa- 
dor, had another interview with Lord Salis- 
bury today, tbe purport of which Is un- 
known, but it is believed to relate to Dr. 
Mackenzie’s book and the publication 
of the report of the German doctors In Eng- 
land. 

The report presented by tbe French Budget 
Commission asserts that tbe French dock 
yards and arsenals are carrying about $30,- 
000,000 worth of needless material, the bulk 
of which is liable to become worthless before 
necessity arises for its use. Tbe report also 
charges gross carelessness and dishonesty in 
other ways, declaring that $13,000,000 have 
been wasted in tbe last three years which 
proper and conscientious administration 
could have saved. The cost ot naval and 
military stores, the report alleges, has some- 
times varied 30 per cent in tbe same town.

London, Oct. 23.—The Inman line steamer 
City of Paris, sister ship to the City of New 
York, built by Messrs. Thompson of Clyde- 
bank, was launched today.

Farmington Celebrates. 

Sunday night and the early hours of Mon- 
day, was tbe second anniversary of tbe great 
fire that swept away sneb a large portion of 
Farmiugton. Monday evening the citlzena

on the site where two years previous bad 
been only blackened ruins. 

The meeting of Monday evening was held 
under the auspices of the Woman's Christian 
Temperance Union, and was presided over 
by Mrs. Helen B. Coffin beedy, Franklin 
County Vice President of the Maine State 
Union. Afterapral.se service, and prayer 
had been offered ny Dea. J. P. Thwing, the 
Hon. Francis U. Butler, the noted historian 
of Farmington, spoke upon the subject, 
“Farmington as it was,” dwelling particu- 
larly upon the early settlemeat of the town 
and developing many strikingly interesting 
historical points. 

Kev. Francis 8. Thacher followed, and 
dealt with the moral advance made by the 
town, and gave Farmington a most favora- 
ble showing in that regard.

Young Emperor William has already vis- 
ited the great courts of Europe and has on 
his visiting list even such relatively humble 
establishments as the courts of Portugal' 
Spain and Belgium. But why does he not 
pay a visit to the court of the empire on 
which the sun never sets, and to the Queen 
and Empress whose sons and daughters are 
married into nearly every royal family in 
Europe, including the family of his own 
father? It is plain that the young man is 
very much out with his grandmother. 

Oue objection which the government at 
Washington have to paying the Slonx the 
dollar and a quarter au acre asked by the 
latter for their reservatiou lands Is novel hut 
at the same time seems reasonable. The 
government fears that the Sioux will have 
too much money, and hence will mitt the 
stimulus to work and hence to progress In 
civilization. The example of the Osage 
Indians of Indian Territory justifies the gov- 
erument anxiety about the Sioux. The 
Osages are the wealthiest community in the 
United States. They have, in addition the 
possession of plenty of lands for their sup- 
port and for farming purposes, a fund in the 
Uuited Slates Treasury, the interest of 
which is sufficient to give every family of 
five persons $800 per year. They have so 
much money that oiehalf the aunual income 
is withheld by the government, and yearly 
goes to increase the large principal. The 
result of this wealth is a total stoppage of 
the civilization of the Osages. They do not 
work themselves, but hire white men to 
work their lands. They also cling to their 
tribal relatlous and refuse to take land In 
severaltv. Bearing In mind how apt a 

plenty of money is to spoil a civilized, edu- 
cated and refined man, a wise and paternal 
government may reasonably look with dis- 
trust upon Its probable effect on u howling 
savage. 

Our esteemed Democratic fellow citizens 
who depend upon the Eastern Argus for 
their facts must hare risen from a peiusai of 
the despatch from Lafayette, Indiana, yfhich it contained yesterday in a thoroughly per* 
plexed state of mind. The despatch in 
question started off in this way: 

There is no doubt In the minds of those who 
have known Mr. Blaine for any length of time 
and have seen him recently, that he is not the 
same man, physically, th*t he was four years ago. He has lost much of his old time fire and vigor, •nd were he ever so anxious to elect Harrison, his 
friends say lie could not have doue more than he 
did without seriously endangering his health. 

A short way further on after setting out 
that Mr. Blaine's presence in Indiana had 
been ungrateful to Harrison, and that Mr. 
Blaine took ofTence at the alleged coolness 
of his treatment and refused to speak at the 
Tippecanoe battle ground the despatch pro- 
ceeds as follows: 

Harrison’s r> anagers, for the purpose of con- 
cealing the difficulty, bad it bruued about that 
tbe plumed knight was suOeiing from a cold, 
when, in fact, he never was in better health or 
fluer voice, as was manifested by his cordial 
greeting 01 trleuds who gathered at the depot to 
see him off. A correspondent was dose to Mr. 
Blaine while he was entertaining nls friends, and 
there was not the slightest indication of hoarse- 
ness in his voice, or any debility in his appear- 
ance. 

Tbe same man who in the beginning of the 
despatch is represented as having “lost much 
of his old time fire and vigor." a few lines 
further on appears as “never in better 
health," and without the “slightest indica- 
tion of hoarseness in his voice or any debility 
in his appearance.” The author of this des- 
patch appears to be a mixture of liar and 
fool. 

It is noticed that the shrewdest speakers who 
address workingmen relraln from advocating free 
trade.—[New York Sun. 

This remark applies to the political area 

comprised within the limits of New York 
city, an area which is commonly supposed to 
be unreservedly given over to the Democracy 
and all its errors. But it Is a fact under- 
stood by the shrewdest observers that New 
York city is not so thoroughly given over to 
free trade as it is to other Democratic errors. 
There is, ft is true, within its limits a large 
element dominated by the interests of tbe 
great importing houses. There are also many 
doctrinaire free trade voters as well as sev- 
eral powerful newspapers of the same stamp. 
In public discussion, In noise, in social influ- 
ence this free trade influence may appear to 
carry everything before it in the Democratic 
ranks and even make some impression 
among the members of the Republican party 
in the city. But it should not be forgotten 
that New York is above all a great indus- 
trial city, inhabited by quiet and toiling 
thousands whose appearance in political 
controveisieu is limited to the simple exer- 
vise 01 me rignt oi citizenship on election 
day. They aieemployed largely in protected 
industries, and are in sympathy to a great 
extent with the industrial policy that has 
created for them the opportunities of labor. 
Tills fact is well understood by astute New 
York Democrats like Mr. Edward Cooper, 
through whose influence the platfoim of the 
last Democratic State convention was made 
to give a wide berth to the Mills bill. Mr. 
Cooper knew that there had never been a 
genuine free trade fight in New York city. 
The mere suggestion of such an issue in 1880 
cut down the Democratic city majority to 
41,273, and gave the State to the Republicans. 
A still more vivid idea of the p. wer of the 
labor vote was given in 1886 wh« n the upris- 
ing for Henry George nearly overpowered 
the Democracy and would have done so quite 
had not timid Kepublicans gone to the aid 
of Hewitt. Henry George, it Is true, was 
and is a free trader, but that issue was not 
at all Involved in that contest, which was the 
fight of labor and which showed how great is 
the influence of labor in the fibre of the New 
York Democracy. With the memory of such 
events fresh in their minds they would be 
very foolish orators who should preach free 
trade to the laborers of New York city. 
Fortunately foolish orators are the kind the 
Democrats have been employing this year. 

The Doubtful States. 
There are four States generally admitted 

to be doubtful. They are Indiana. New 
York, New Jersey and Connecticut. There 
may be some degree of uncertainty about 
some other States, but it is very small. The 
interest centres, therefore, upon these four 
States. The electoral votes of all the States 
number 401, so that the candidate who is 
elected must have at least 201 votes. Cleve- 
land iB sure of the votes of Alabama (10), 
Arkansas (7), Delaware (3), Florida (4), 
Georgia (12), Kentucky (13), Louisiana (8), 
Maryland (8), Mississippi (!)), Missouri (16), 
North Carolina (11), Soutli Carolina (9), Ten- 
nessee (12), Texas (13), Virginia (12), and the 
chances are that he will carry West Virginia 
(6) though Ills success there is by no means 
certain. These States throw 153 electoral 
votes. Gen. Harrison is practically certain 
of the votes of California (8), Colorado (3), 
Illinois (22), Iowa (13), Kansas (9), Maine (6). 
Massachusetts (14), Michigan (13),,Minnesota 
(7) Nebraska (5), Nevada (3), New Hamp- 
shire (4), Ohio (23), Oregon (3), Pennsylvania 
(30), Itiiode Island (4), Vermont (4), Wiscon- 
sin (11). These States throw 182 electoral 
votes. 

To be elected Mr. Cleveland must get from 
the doubtful Statesof Indiana, New York, 
New Jersey and Connecticut at least 48 
votes. The electoral votes of these States 
are as folluws:

New Jersey.".. o 

Connecticut.6 
It he carries Indiana and New York he 

will have euough aud three to spare. If he 
loses Indiana ne must carry, to be elected, 
the remaining three doubtiul States, namely, 
New York, New Jersey aud Connecticut, lit 
he loses New York he is defeated, even 

though he carry all three of the remaining 
doubtful States. New York is therefore 
absolutely essential to him, and in case of 
the loss of Indiana so also are New Jersey 
and Connecticut. 

Conceding 182 electoral votes as certain for 
Harrison he has only to get 19 votes in the 
doubtful States to give him a majority of the 
electoral college. If he carries New York 
though he lose ludiaua, New Jersey and 
Connecticut, he will be elected with 17 votes 
to spare. If he loses New York and carries 
Indiana and New Jersey, he will be elected 
with seven votes to spare, though he lose 
Connecticut also. If he loses New York and 
New Jersey and carries Indiana and Con- 
necticut be will be elected with lour votes'to 
spare. To be elected he must carry Indiana 
or New York. One of those States is abso- 
lutely indespenslble. New York alone will 
be sufficient, but Indiana will need to 
be supplemented by either New Jersey or 
Connecticut.

YOUR CASHMERE SHAWL. 

Where and How It Was Made and 
What It Cost. 

[Drake's Magazine.] 
Much good-natured raillery lias been in- 

dulged in at the expense cf Queen Victoria, 
owing to her invariable habit of giving but 
one present on all occasions. Her Cash- 
mere shawls are looked for by every relative 
who marries, and by every high court lady 
who is specially honored by her. They are 
gifts worthy of a Queen, however, for they 
are the most beautiful articles made for 
women to wear, and cost more than any 
other single garment. The shawls of Cash- 
mere are justly celebrated throughout the 
world for their extreme brilliancy and ele- 
gance. These shawls occupy a pre-eminent 
place among textile products; and the Cash- 
mere shawl trade is of the highest antiquity and importance. The cone pattern, with its 
flowing curves and minute flowers peculiar 
to these shawls is well known. The unri- 
valed of the excellence of the manufacturers 
of Cashmere is attributed to certain proper- ties in the water of that country; for, though 
great pains have been taken to manufacture 
similar shawls in other places, they have 
never the texture and softness of those of 
Cashmere. 

The hair of the Cashmere goat is louger than that of the Angora animal, and not, like it, curled into ringlets, but straight. A 
single goat yields only about three ounces; 
so that the fleeces of 10 goats are required for 
wo mauumvnuic ui u snawi u yaru nun a 
half square. The hair is spun by women and 
dyed after it is spun. Sixty thousand indi- 
viduals are employed in Cashmere making shawls, though the number of looms, which 
200 years ago amounted to 40,000, has been 
reduced to 16,000, produces annually about 
80,000 shawls. 

A shop-shed or tent in Cashmere has 
generally three working people, and a re- 
markably fine shawl will occupy them a 
whole year or more to make. Of the best ■ 

kind three people will work only about a 
quarter of an inch in a day. The plain 
shawls are woven with a shuttle: the varie- 
gated ones are worked with wooden needles, each different colored thread having a dis- 
tinct needle. The “oostand,” or head work- 
man, directs them as to the thread and colors 
they are to use in order to make the figure; and though the rough side of the shawl is 
uppermost on tiie frame, and the pattern 
perhaps quite new, he never mistakes the 
regularity of the most figured patterns, sometimes shawls are made in separate pieces, and afterwards joined together. 

A few years ago the shawl weavers of 
Sprmagar, Cashmere, were reckoned to be about 22 per cent, of the inhabitants. The 
proportion is now less, owing to the reduced 
demandfor Cashmere shawls, both loom- 
made, and hand-sewn. Tne Maharajah has endeavored to meet the depression of the 
shawl trade by an extension of silk manufac- tures. The annual tribute of the Mabaraiab, presented in token of the supremacy of the 
British government. Is "one horse, 12 perfect shawl goats of approved breed (six male and 
six female), and three pairs of Cashmere 
shawls. Some years ago the annual value 
of these manufactures in Cashmere was es- 
timated at £300,000, but the amount has since 
greatly declined. Cashmere shawls of the 
finest quality are sold in London at from 
£100 to £400 each. The chief demand for 
shawls has generally been from France, and 
French patterns have somewhat interfered 
with native art. A collection of Cashmere 
shawls was exhibited recently in London 
which was superlatively flue. Some were of 
the usual cone or shawl pattern; others snuff 
colored, of softest'texture, inwrought with 
gold. One was worked with a map of the 
oily of Sprinagar, the capital of Cashmere; the streets and gardens, houses and temples, with the people walking about among them, aud the boats on the deep blue river, being 
seen as clearly In the quaint drawing of a 
medueval picture as in a ;photograph. Another shawl, more soberly colored, was 
one mass of the most delicate embroidery, 
representing the conventional Persian and 
Cashmere wilderness of flowers, with birds 
of the loveliest plumage singing in the 
blooms, and wonderful animals stalking round and wondering men. 

The shawls of Karman in Persia, not much 
inferior to those of Cashmere, are woven by hand, similarly to the carpets. The material 
called kurk, of which these shawls are 
made, is the under wool of a partlculiar kind 
of goat. The whole of the "kurk” is not 
made use of in the looms of Karman, a large quantity being annually exported to Ainritsis 
in upper India, where it Is manufactured 
into false Cashmere shawls. The Paris 
niihwIs are principally of the kind known as 
French Cashmere, in which, by aid of the 
draw loom and of the jacquard, a surface 
appearance is given precisely similar to that 
of the Oriental shawls. Real Cashmere 
shawls cost from #300 to #5000 in this coun- 
try, the duty to on them being so very high. Xu England they are cheaper, there being no 
duty to pay. At present they are not as 
pooular as they were 10 years ago, the use 
of furs being more general and their expense 
being less, while their beauty, in the eyes of 
the generality of people is made greater.

Governor Hill, accordiug to the New York 
Press, told some friends last week that he 
was expecting at least forty thousand more 
votes in the State than would be given to 
Cleveland. The New York Sun thinks Hill 
will lead the electoral ticket by twenty thousand. 

The empress dowager ot China amuses 
herself by playing a sort of hide-and-seek 
game on the water, at night, without lights. 
Lately her boatmen have taken to running 
away and others have refused to obey her 
orders. The reason for this disaffection is 
that, according to law, the penalties incurred 
should the empress drown, eveu were it es- 
tablished that the boatmen were not in fault, 
include not only their death, but that of their 
families. 

There is a couple that has traveled for six 
years and has stopped at most of the impor- 
tant places on the globe that are accessible 
to tourists. During their travels six chil- 
dren were born to them. This happy couple 
is Mr. and Mrs. George Sigourney of Boston. 
Mrs. Sigourney was a Miss Ilenriques, of 
Buffalo, and she was married in 1882. Mr. 
and Mrs. Sigourney are at Sacramento, Cali- 
fornia. Twin boys were born to them in St. 
Petersburg, a girl in China and another boy in Brazil. Their six years of traveling cost 
them $73,000. 

The Utilization of the Power of Niagara 
Is a problem which has long been under con- 
sideration by engineers. But as yet no satis- 
factory solution has been reached, nor has 
the $100,000 premium said to have been 
offered for a feasible plan ever been awarded. 
It is said that the power constantly going to 
waste at Niagara is sufficient to run all 
the machinery in tbe State of New York. 
This ir the age of electricity, wheu power 
and light can be conveyed to auy distance, 
and perhaps the proper way to harness the 
tremenduut force of the great waterfall lies 
in this direction—changing it to electrical 
force, and conveying It to the great industri- 
al centres which are already built uu. The 
idea ot having the force of Niagara on tap in 
hundreds and thousands of far-away work 
shops seems almost like a phantasy from 
the "Arabian Nights.” but it is nevertheless a 
possibility.

AN EXTRADITION CASE. 

On a Charge of Assault With Intent 

to Kill. 

Deputy United States Marshal Andrews 

arrived nome from Eastport yesterday morn- 

ing. having in charge William J. Best of 
Campobello, on a complaint of J. G. Stevens 
who charges him with an assault with intent 
to kill Edward M. Batson at Campobello 
about two weeks ago. 

Best was taken before United States Com- 
missioner Rand—who is specially empower- 
ed to act in extradition matters—immediate- 
ly on tbeir arrival, and a hearing was com- 

menced to see whether the request of the 
Dominion government that he be extradited 
should be complied with. It appeared from 
the evidence presented by the prosecution 
that George Batson keeps a grocery and 
liquor store at Campobello, and when the 
quarrel occurred he had left his brother, Ed- 
ward M. Batson, to keep store. Best and 
George Batson were not on good terms, the 
trouble growing out of a political difference 
of opinion. On this occasion Best came to 
the store, got a drink and treated his friends. 
This much the defence admits. The Bat- 
sons then allege that after Best went out of 
the store he attempted to come back, and 
Edward tried to keep him out, being afraid 
of him, and when he tried to shut the door 
in Best’s face the latter fired, the bullet 
Clashing through the glass in the door, strik- 
ing Edward in the face, and passing out in 
front of the right ear. It is understood that 
the defence will be conducted on the grouud 
of self-defence. G. A. Curran of Calais ap- 
pears for the Dominion government, amftl. 
B. Cleaves of this city for Best. Bird, Dis- 
trict Attorney, appeared for the United 
States. 

Best is a native of New Brunswick, but 
served with distinction during the war for 
the Union, having lost a leg in its service. 
He was naturalized in Massachusetts, and is 
a member of the Grand Army of the Repub 
lie. 

A despatch from Eastport says: “After 
the shooting occurred. Best hired a man to 
row him to Lnbec,, but as he neared the 
shore be found that Batson’s friends bad got 
there ahead of him and were talking of 
lynching him, so he immediately directed 
his course towards Eastport, but was fallow- 
ed by Batson’s party, which fired several 
shots at him while in American waters. The 
attack was so violent that he put into Ea;t- 
port to seek protection. He was told by one 
of the prominent government officials at 
Eas'port that they could not extradite him 
for the offence he had committed, but he af- 
terwards retained legal counsel, who told 
him that under the existing treaty he could 
hft arr^stori fnr attorn itt to kill nnd was uti. 

vised to settle it with the Batsons, if possi- 
ble, before legal proceedings should begin, 
and in reply he said he would fight the Bat- 
sons to the end. Edward Batson was not 
dangerously Injured, and he is now attend- 
ing to bis business.

ACCUSED OF LARCENY. 

Eugene coodwin, the Stable Keeper, 
Arraigned In Court and Bound 
Over. 

Eugene Goodwin, the well known stable 
keeper on Green street brought before the 
municipal court yesterday on a charge of the 
larceny of seven hundred dollars from Henry 
C. Fernald of Bartlett, N. H. 

The story told by Fernald is that lately lie 
sold a piece of land in Bartlett, N. H., for 
81000. He received 8300 in money and 8700 
in checks on a Portland bank. He came to 
Portland several days ago to get the checks 
cashed. He went to John L. Best, to get 
him to go to the bank with him, for the pur- 
pose of Identifying him. Mr. Best could not 
go but requested Mr. Goodwin, who was 
there at the time to go in his place. Fernald 
had with him a man named Thurston, of 
Windham. Goodwin took Fernald and 
Thurston in his wagon and drove to the 
Canal bank. Arriving there Goodwin took 
the checks, which were endorsed, and told 
Fernald there was no need for him to go into 
the bank. Goodwin went in, but when be 
came out said that he couldn't get the money 
until the next morning. Upon that Fernald 
and Thurston were taken to the Portland 
House and put to bed to sleep off the effects 
of liquor which they had taken. In the 
morning Fernald found he did hot have the 
money nor the checks. He went to Good- 
win’s house, but Goodwin had gone to Bos- 
ton. He waited until Goodwin returned and 
then caused his arrest on a charge of larceny. 

Goodwin admits that he got the cheeks 
cashed. When he came out of the bank he 
says Fernald and Thurston were both so 
drunk that he thought it best not to give 
them the money. He started to drive them 
to the Portland House, for the purpose of 
getting them taken care of. Ou the way 
Fernald clamored for the mouey and Good- 
win finally gave it to him. Fernald and 
Thurstun then had a quarrel as to which was 
the soberer and which was better able to 
take care of the money. Goodwin claims 
that he has no further knowledge of where 
the money went. 

In court Hon. J. W. Symonds, of Symonds 
& Libby, and Mr. I. W. Par .er appeared for 
Goodwin. He waived a hearing and was 
bound over In the sum of 81,500. John L. 
Best and D. E. McCann furnished bail for 
him. The witnesses in the case were also 
bound over in the sum of $500 each.
