Crord OF GoLp, and Other Poems. By Thomas
Bailey Aldrich. Published by J. R. Osgood & Co.
For sale by Bailey & Noyes.

Within the limits of this volume, Mr. Al-
drich includes those of his poems that he
cares to relain—leaving the others to drift as
tke current of popular fancy may bear them,
whether floaling through the placid shallows
of country newspapers, or salely anchored in
scrap-books and odd cornersof work-baskets,
“Cloth of Gold” is the name given to the
first part of the volume; and, after a poeti-
cal (description of the process of weaving
verse—scarcely specific enough for purposes
of the patent office—it is made up of short
poems on oriental themes. Some of these
are exceedingly graceful, other have less
merit. One of the “‘Songs from the Persians™
is charming enough to have been written by
Hafiz himself, aud combines with its oriental
fervor the refined fancy of our own time and
hemisphere. “The Sheik’s Welcome” and
“A Turkish Legend” are vigorously written,
and medels in their way.

In the second part of the volume our ad-
miration is enlisted for the medisval legend
of “Friar Jerome's Beautiful Book—one of
Mr. Aldrich’s finest efforts. “Palabras Cari-
nosas’’ is exquisitely warm and dainty,
“Lyries,” ggroup of three little songs, rath-
er in ‘tha%glt: of Tennyson’s “Maud,” are
musical and graceful; and the conventional
thread of the nothingness of everything,
upon which these pretty pearls are strung,
need trouble the reader but very little, The
‘“Epilogue™ is very beautiful in thonght and
expression. ‘‘Pampina” is a poem of real
beauty and finish,

In the fourth part reappears the long-time
favorite, “‘Baby Bell;” which, often as it has
been read, never loses its charm, but remains
always a fresh rosebud-poem. The “Invoca-
tion to Sleep” is fine in imagination and

form. In the

l:n:nlomat Habe, Circe,
Pretty Spanish Girl,”
‘Witbout abit of mercy,

we at once recognize Thackeray's “Peg of
Limavaddy"—transplanted to Nevada, among
sagebush and sherry in place of peats and
potheen. But Mr. Aldrich’s management of
the verse is so good, the poem so spirited and
the double rhymes so clever that we welcome
the appearance of the merry Irish girl in her
Spanish costumes. Mr. Aldrich’s apprecia-
tion of recognized literary models, however,
sometimes leads him into regfons quite for-
eign to his own talent, which is graceful, sym-
pathetic, and readily rises to the level.of his
theme, so long as that theme is within the
limits of legitimale art. But when he pro-
poses to himself, in his own words, “to walk
with demons, gnouls and things’’—the prom-
enade, however interesting to the poet, is
hardly enjoyable for the readers who follow
him. A couplet in his “Glamourie” seems
to us to afford agood little moral for the poet

himself:
Ho! thou art lost,
Taon lovest a ghost!

We hope that in future he will be content
to subdue his admiration for the spectral
school of poetry, and trust to the merit of
his own original talent.

“Judith” is thelongestand most important
poem contained in the volume, and is, in
many respects, one of the best—giving proof
that Mr. Aldrich is not only exceedingly hap-
py in graceful lyric verse, but has also the
foree and breadth of treatment requisite for
the large proportions. of an extended poem,
His management of blank verse is excellent;

the Vine, the same unrhymed measure is
skillfully made to produce opposite and equal-
ly fine effects. His descriptive power does
not retard, though it greatly embellishes the
march of the dramatic action. The charac-
ter of Judith, while retaining the Amazonian
strength which the Biblical record associates
with her, is shown io this poem in another
and more womanly phase ; and the brief con-
test of passion and patriotism, with its tragic
ending, gives a human interest to this calm
figure thal has come down to us through the
ages.

We have refrained from quoling from the
volume, in our notice, because we hope to
transfer to our columns some of the poems
that have especially charmed us. And we
cordially recommend to our readers this book,
sufficiently varied to suit all tastes and fine
enough to please the most fastidious.

A¥TER THE BALL, and Other Poems. By Nora
Perry. Published by J. R. Osgood & Co., Boston,
For sale by Bailey & Noyes.

Miss Nora Perry is one of the most musi-
cal and graceful among our writers of verse,
She plays all sorts of merry tricks with
rhymes, tossing words about in tuneful jin-
gle—yet very rarely forgelting sense in sound.
Her talent is essentially feminine, but with
its delicacy has no lack of strength., “Afler
the Ball,” the title-poem of the present vol-
ume, was published in the Atlantic Monthly
some years since, but its grace of description
and tender, natural feeling are always fresh,
““The Last Ride is a sphited picture of ro-
mance and chivalry, of which the lively col-
ors are subdued by the tragedy which shadows
it. “The Romauce of a Rose” is one of the
legends that spring up even in the unpropi-
tious soil of New England, and is told with
the clearness and vividoess that are the charm
of atrue ballad, ““The Garden of the Lilies” is
especially beautiful—vague, shadowy and en-
chanted. The musical iteration of words, the
ilchly colored phrases, and the undefined mys-
tery of ils theme combine to form a real and
powerfal charm. “An Acquaintance,” and
“Half an Howr” are dainty genre sketches in
modern style. ““Apple-blossoms” is airy and
mucical enough to be sung by a bobolick tenore
solo, with-Blaebells obligati. *“In June” re-
calls the lovely manner of Jean Ingelow’s
pastoral poems.

But few books of the season can equal in
interest this little volume bearing upon its
litle page the name of the accomplished
scholar, fertile writer and eminent traveler
Bayard Taylor. Itis the compilation of a
series of letters written during the present
year from the above named countries to the
N. Y, Tribune.

In his letters from Egypt interesting com-
pacisons are instituted hbetween the state of
the country twenty years ago before the in-
troduction of steam, telegraph and the press
and before the opening of the Suez canal
and the Egypt of to-day awakening from the
sleep of ages, throwing off the bends of ig~
norance and superstition, and taking its
rightful position among the powers of the
earth, An exceedingly interesting chapter
is one entitled a trip to the Fyoone, a section
of country lying within one day’s travel of
Cairo, rich in scenery, and in monuments
and relics of the glorious Egypt of the past ]
and as yet unvisited by tourists. The letter
on Egyptlan antiqaities is fall of praise of the
indefatigable archmologist M. Mariette whose
invaluable discoveries reveal to us scraps of
historty antedating the Christian era by five
thousand years. We doubt if a more inter-
esting series of letters upon Egypt ancient,
political, and religious have ever been pub-
lished.

The Icelandic correspondence relates al
most entirely the Millennial celebration by
which Iceland recognized its one thousandih
year of settlement. Mr. Taylor in his clear
characteristic langnage gives us a clearer
insight into the manly independent nature of
its simple minded inhabitants than any wri-
ter who has preceded him and his narration
of the cordial reception tendered to our
countrymen upon this noteworthy occasion,
when the minds of the people were agitated
by the reception of their king and his numer-
ous suite, and by the adoption of a new con-
stitution warms our hearts towards them and
instead of regardicg them as the cold phleg-
matic inhabitants of an arctic region we
must hereafter regard them as equals and
brothers.

With the innate modesty of a superior
mind Mr. Taylor apologizes for introducing
into his letter his own poem of greeting from
America to Iceland, Had he left it out it
would have been an omission much to be re-
gretted. The volume is a neat pocket edition,
red-edged, with flexible covers and printed in
clear legible iype.

LiyLEY ROCHFORD by Justin McCarthy,

Lindley Rochford, though not original in
construction, incident, or even in character,
is an entertaining book, and fully equal to the
previous works of the author.

The story opens quietly enough with the
marriage of the heroine, “‘a pretty fair-haired,
vivacious, clever girl’” to the man whom she
fondly supposes, in the first glamour of love,
to be a hero, and above all, her especial hero,
but who is simply a selfish, dyspeptic gentle-
man—over-fond of his ease, and very suscep-
tible to flattery, and as the story progresses
proves the old rhyme that “men were deceiv-
ers ever.”

Not having got interested in the gentle-
man even as a young husband and lover,
when, if ever, he would show his most capti-
vating qualities, we fail to feel the proper
sympathy in Linley’s sorrows when she
gradually discovers his general unworthiness
or to think her calm, self-possession at all re-

markahla . .

Some excellent characters are introduced
in the persons of the eccentric Mr, Tuxham
and Roclie Valentine, the two privileged
friends of Lindley’s “master,” The “Prin-
cess” Sinda and her wily brother, the stately
Mrs. Courcelles and her beautiful, insipid
daughter, though not particularly interest-
ing in themselves, serve well for the purposes
of thestory, and throw outthe beauty of
Linley’s character in its clearest light,

The inevilable public-spirited philauthro-
pists without whom no novel of English do-
mestic life seems complete in these latter
days, are herein represented by Mr. Platt and
his wife, two very good and useful people,but
utterly uninterssting and tiresome as such
people are too apt be in real life,

The story goes steadily on, every character
being faithfully worked up and carefully sus_
tained, the interest increasing towards the
end; though for the greater part of the book
the ordinarily intellizent reader has known
that at the proper time and place, and in
some gentlemanly way, Linley’s husband
would die, thus leaving Linley to marry
Roche Valentine and be happy ever after, as
they deserved tc be.

Tur ENGLISH IN IRELAXD IN ToOE EIGUTEENTH
CENTURY. By James Anthony Froude. In three
volumes, Vols. IT and IIT. New York; Scribner,

The long review given in these columns of
the first volume of this work does away with
the necessity of an extended notice now.
That Mr. Froude has brought his labors to a
worthy ~ end will be generally conceded.
Many exceptions will be taken to his ccnelu-
sions and to the spirit in which he has treated
of Ireland and the Irish race, but it will be
admitted that he has given us in a brilliant,
vivid and picturezque manner, a story never
before completely told, and that by the aid of
private and public documents, many of them
never before made publie,he has made a valua-
ble contribution to our stock of Listory. The
work will hold a high place in English litera-
ture. It shows great industry and profound
study, and abounds in wonderful description
and passionate power. The portraits of pop-
ular leaders,drawn in strong black and white,
are models of historical painting,

The second volume opens with Lord
Townshend’s administration, and embraces
the vice-royalty of Harcourt and the history
of the constitution of 1782. The third opens
with the formation of the order of United
Irishmen, pictures the abortive rebellion of
1708,and concludes with the formation of the

coal sketeh” than those of his namesake
which many people persisted in attributing
to him years ago, Thete is a rapid, hurried
movement in its style which is eminently
fitted to a history of the seven-league strides
which Portland has made during the last
three decades. Indeed the little city seems

From bistory, tradition and personal rec-
ollection, from board of trade and industrial
reports, from newspaper clippings and the
dusty pages of torgotten gazetteers, Mr, Neal
bas collected his materials.

He writes of Portland with a
fervor like that which characterized the citi-
zeus of the Middle Ages, when the walls of
the town were the bounderics of the slate,
and when the municipality called forth that
love and patriotic pride which we of a later
day have transferred to the commonwealth,

Not the least entertaining portions of the
book are the portraits of dead and gone local
celebrities. Mr. Neal is much like the
“lightning artist” who makes the tour of the

provincial cities every winter, e makes a

few bold, seemingly careless strokes with the
pencil, and the man or woman stands before

‘| us, life like and in artistic proportion. Quite

as effective are the pictures of the old town.
There, he says, (and Le seems to point his
finger to it,) on Exchange street stood the
first brick store, built in 1795, by Captain N.
Deering.  Who doubts that the old citizen
sees the low, flat, ugly shop? Side by side
are sketches of the old town aud the new,
admirably and effectively contrasted.

The book is full of what people are pleased
to call John Neal's eccentricides of style,
And yet, probably no style is based on stricter-
theories of art than his, Heis a Pre-Ra-
phaelite in use of words. He writes,as he
strikes,to hit. He does nothing for ornament,
He has none of the elaborate flourishes of the
old-fashioned fencing master, but lunges
quick and straight at the heart, Bret Harte's
happy phrase, “‘sabre-cuts of Saxon speech,”
may be accepted as a definition of Mr, Neal's
literary style.

An excellent portiait of the stardy old
apostle of physical culture is the frontis-
piece of the book, and many gocd engrivings
of Portland past and present add much to
its value. As a volume of great interest to
every Portlander we hearlily commend i,
We regret to notice the disfigurements
caused by very slovenly proof reading.
BIBLIOTHECA DIABOLICA, being a Cholee Selection

of the most valuable Books relating to the Devil,

Seribner, Weltord & Armstrong, New York.

This is an admirable catalogue, forty pages
royal octavo of works relating to demonology,
arranged chronologically in two parts, the
first comprising serious and meditative
works, the second witty and humorous wri-
tings. It bhas also a copious index with notes,
quotations and proverbs. There are twelve
illustiations showing the concention of satan
by different ages and nations, By these we
find that his infernal majesty is generally rep-
resented in some sort ofhuman shape, saving
among the Egyptians who had him pictured
as a dog-headed creature, and the Assyrians
who represented him as a winged bull ram-
pact. The latter idea is good, and shows
the philosopbers of Nineveh to Lave been
gentlemen of taste. We may infer, likewise,
that the winged bull in its normal state, was
not simply symbolical, but actually wor-
shiped as a deity. There are over 500
books catalogued, commencing with a narra-
tive of a witch prosecution in 1324 in the
first part, and with Gesta Romanorum 1577
in the second. Notwithstanding this long
list we can think of some others which might
claim a place, such as the Ettrick Shepherd’s
“Witch of Fife” (queen’s wake), Beckford’s
Vathek, Bulwer’s Zanoni and Strange Story,
Frere's Hindoo Legends, Geo. Sand’s Con-
suelo, &c.; but the subject has countless
ramifications. Il speaksof Inzrease Mather's
Remarkable Providences as “a very amusing
volume couveying a faithful portrait of the
state of society, when the doetrine of a pe-
culiar providence and personal intercourse
between this world and that which is unseen
was fully believed,” as if the Spiritualists,
the Shakers and many other sects had not
kept the belief in fashion.

The large collection of works which the
compiler has succeeded in cataloguing, shows
the importance of this branch of literature,
and he will merit the thanks of the literary
world.

THE PRESS.
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What it Means,

The wisest of the Democratic leaders are
very ready to declare thal the overthrow of
the Republicans in the recent elections is not
entirely a {Democratic victory. They well
know that as a party they have presented no
vital question to the country, nor promised
any special measures of reform. Since the
“new departare’ of the Northern Democracy
in 1871, when it ceased to make open war
upon the constitutional amendments, as a
party it bas had 2o policy, but to oppose
everything which the Republicans advocated.
. The trath is the people have become dis-

gusted with the bad tendencies of many men
who have assumed to be Republican leaders,
and, after long forbearance, have at length
resolved on their overthrow, The Democrat-
ic party they found ready for their use, and
in their indignation they used it as an out-
raged man would a club upon an assailant.
Having tried every other means to rid the
party of the .abuses which it permitted, in
their despair they resorted to those desperate
measures which we noticed all over the
country last Tuesday. Tuesday’s indignant
voice is not a protest against Republicanism,
or agaiost the constilutional amendments, or
the settlement of the issues growing out of
the war, but against caucus perversion, cor-
rupt tendencies, ring rule, and  the absolute
control ot the machinery of the Republican
army by a set of camp followers. In brief, it
was not Republicanism which the Repnblican
masses trod under foot Tuesday, but its dead-
liest foe, best typified as Butlerism and best
illustrated and most severely rebuked in
Massachusetts. Illustrations of this tenden-
cy might be found near home, but the most
notable is that of Gen. Butler in Massachu-
setts, where every federal office which he
could control has been filled by such fortune
seekers as have commended themselves to
him by their shrewd and unscrupulous char-
acter, Against the indignant protest of a
vast majority of the business men of Boston,
and all of the honored men who had in the
past added enduring honor to the record of
the party in that state, Gen. Batler secured
the appointment of a ward politician to the
Boston collectorship, the most important
office in New Engiand, Nor did the reck-
less and defiant spirit of Butlerism stop
there. Dictated by bis master, Collector
Simmons, in deflance of the civil service rules
and the best interests of the government, dis-
charged many efficient officials and replaced
them with the worthless and debauched
tools of Gen. Butler, causing serious in-
convenience Lo those who have to do busi-
ness through the custom house.

There is, too. a wide-spread feeling that a
great many Congressmen, whose personal
record is pure, and whose political career has
been fairly creditable, have, in a measure
fallen into the belief that their success de-
pends mainly upon the number of friends
they can keep in office. They do uot ap-
parently take into consideration the inherent
virtue and intelligent recognition of the in-
telligent masses of the party. In short, they
have fallen into the bad ways of the old Dem-
ocralic leaders, who relied upon patronage as
a means of success, This deplorable practice
has brought into official places as local lead-
ers, many unscrupulous men, and in scores of
instances deprived the service of the country
of efficient servants. Inour own state by
far the greater part of the federal officers are
efficient and worthy men, but on tne otner
hand a few of them would disgrace even a
Buchanan administration. The Republican
masses also beiieve that there are too many
officials in our custom houses, too many
special agents traveling about the country,
too many disreputable Whiteleys, too many
sinecures hanging on to the Treasury depart-
ment, too many barnacles siicking to navy
yards, They have been promised reform in
this respect year after year, while these offi-
cials have continued to draw their pay and
manage party caucuses. Weary with waiting
for of’t promised reforms, and despairing of
bringing about a better state of affairs while
- some of the present leaders are retained, tens
of thousand s ofiRepublican voters took occa-
sion Taesday to rebuke such un-Repablican
practices.

Another thing which had a tendency to bring
aboul the result of Tuesday, is the growing
dictation of officials elecled or appointed to
serve the people. There are scores of good
men, who, baving held office for twenty
years, constantly act on the presumption that
the Republican party was created and exists
for their special benefit. This is bad enough,
but when the Butlers, and the camp-followers
of the party assume such proprietorship, it is
unendurable, During the past four years
thousands of men have been hunted out of
the party, their motives and characters as-
sailed, and the men themselves made the ob-
jects of pelly persecution simply because they
have thought fit to oppose the schemes
of this class, Repuplican journ-
als, which have forcseen the tendencyof
these bad practices, and denounced them er
lifted up a warning voice, have peen stigma-
tized as traitors to the party. Prominent
Republicans in Congress rebuking corrupt
rings, party extravagance or bad measures,
have fared no better, A few leaders have
thrown about them sometking of the sanctity
of that divine right which kings have as.

consp'cuous prominence of the bad clements
of the parly, both shecked and exasperated
thousands of the best men in our ranks. The
majority, in view of the unsettled condition
of the South once more voted for party can-
didates, buttens of thousands closed their
eyes to everything but the means to put an
end to past abuses and those even remotely™
responsible for them,

It was vain to appeal to the past record of
the party, vain to point out the danger in the
South, vain to promise ecouomy in the fy-
ture and instance the efficient labots of Sec-
retary Bristow and Posimaster General
Jewell, vain to tell how unworthy of confl-
dence the Democratic party is, lhousauds
were bent on a chbange, willing to abide the
conzequences however to be deplored in the
future.

The revolution of Tuesday meauns that the

into the Republican party—that they will no

Tonger be generalled by camp-followers—that
they have done with Batlerism and all the

When these men are banished with their
bad practices, when Bristows and Jewells
control every department, in short, when
real Republicanism is restored, these thous-
ands will return to their old allegiance.

THE VON ARNIM CASE.

The 8i. Louis Sterv Reiterated.

Saturday, the 3lst, Von
Schmidt proceeded to the office of a German
merchant, got the 1mportant papers and starte
ed for Europe that day. Von Schmidt admit-
ted that the papers in the merchant’s posses-
sion were a portion of the lettars of Bismarck
to Von Arnim, abstracted by the latter from
the archives of the Paris legation, Thomas
Lanergan, a detective, after being shown ex-
tracts from eastern gzgers denying the accounts
of the arrest, admi to looking up a young
German on advices from Berlin, and also that
the man went back volantarily. He said there
was no arrest, because the offenca was of a
political character. He did not deny the pax=
ticulars stated in this despateh, nor would he
admit them, giving as a reason that his con-
nection with the affair was confidential and he
would not violate it. He was very much
annoyed that the facts leaked out begore the
arrival of Von Schmidt at Berlin.

BISHOP BACON.

The Funeral Ceremonies.

AN ACCOUNT OF HIS LAST HOURS.

The body of Bishop Bacon was embalmed
Thursday night and will be bronght by steamer
to this city for interment. A pontifical high
mass will be held in the Cathedral of the Im-
maculate Conception, at which Bishop Laugh-
ton of Brooklyn, Bishop Lynch of Charleston,
Bishop McNieuney of Albany, Vicar General
Quinn of Massachusetts and Vlcar_ General
0'Donnell of Maine will be the principal cele®
brants. It is thought also that Archbishop
McCloskey of New York may accompany the
remains.

Ou the arrival of the remains at the station
they will be received by & battalion of militia,
consisting of the Montgomery Guards and
Sheridan Cadets, under command of Capt.
McMahon, and by the Portland Catholic Union.
The route of prucession will be up Commercial
to Park, up Park to Danforth, up Danforth to
State, up State to Congress, down Congress to
Free, down Free to Middle, down Middle
to Temple, up Temple to Congress, down Con-
gress to the episcopal residence. Col. A. W,
Bradbury acts as marshal, and the funeral
cortege will be accompanied by Chandler's
Band.

The Cathedral of the Immaculate Concep-
tion, the church of St, Dominic, the Orphan
Asylum and the episcopal residence have been
draped in black,

The Catholic Union, at a meeting beld last
night, voted to turn out as a body, ‘81'"1 invite
the community at large to join.

The remains left New York at eight o'clock
last night, and will arrive here this afternoon.
“They will lie in state until Tuesday, when the
funeral services take place. Archbishop Me-
Closkey delivers the faneral oration, ani
Bishop Williams acts as celebrant.

The following account of the Bishep's ar-
rival in New York, taken from the New York
Herald, will be found of }interest:—At about
four o'clock yesterday morping the I'rench
steamer Pereirve, from Havre and Brest, came
to an anchor off Sandy Hook, the fog being too
dense for the pilot to bring her up the bay.
Awong the disappointed people on board her
was the venerable and Most Reverend Arch-
bishop McCloskey, who was (esirous of reach-
ing shore as soon as possible on account of the
sickness of a brother prelate on board the ship,
viz.: Bishop Bacon of Portland, Me., who was
about breathing his last. Lowards the after-
noon the atmosphere having become brighter,
the steamer came up to the Narrows, where
she was boarded by a Herald reporter. On the
upper deck were seen a dozen or more of

ench priests, walking te and fro to warm
themselves it the chilly air.

» Archbishop McCloskey was found on deck
also, leaning against the rail, looking the piec-
ture of health and talking with Fatbher Barry.
After a pause in the conversation the reporter
addressed himself to the Archbishop and re-
quested that he would tell him about the in-
creased illness of Bishop Bacon and also about
his own travels, &c ;
The Archbishop then said :—*'I left here with
Bishop Bacon last August, and have been
forced to return home about & month sconer
than I otherwise intended; but the impossi-
bility of transporting the Bishop to Havre by
rail made me do to take the French steamer
from Brest, the Pereire being the last vessel
this season to leave Brest for Naw York, the
com not intending to call there any longer.
The Bishop had to be transported to the ship in
a very debilitated condition, and it was uncer-
tain how long he conld support the effect of
the rolling motion, but it was the best thing
that conld be done under the circumstances,
The sufferer had been in hospital at DBrest,
where every care and attention was devoted to
him. He is now very, very weak. .

“With reference to myself, I have spent the
most of my time while in Europe at Rome and
Paris, making arrangements for jthe altar and
stainediglass for the cathedral. My health
since I bave been away bas been good, I am
glad to say,” A
The Archbishop told the reporter incidentally
as he was leaving him, that he had telegraphe
up to the Sisters, at No. 195 West Eleventh
street, to make arrangements aod prepare a
room for Bishop Bacon, as he wanted the best
of nursing. Igankin,g the Archbishop for his
kindness, the reporter]left him. -
Upon arriving at New York the Archbishop
was welcomed home by Mr. George McKenzie
the agent of the Transatlantic steamers, and
many other friends. Shortly afterward o large
deputation of clergymen, comprising Viear
General Father Quion, Fathers Kearney, Far-
ley, Reilly, and many others, clambered over
the steamer’s side to congratulate the Arch-
ishop upon his safe return home, and numer-
ous were the inguiries as to friends in Rome,
&c.  Nor was the sick Bishop forgotten.

y sailors on the upper deck, and the mourn-
ful party atlast placed their patient in the am-
bulance. A few moans were all the sounds he
uttered. His face was terribly altered by long
sickness and suffering, and one observer, look-
ing steadily at him thought he was dead, so
stark and rigid did he look, The ambulance
went at & walking pace over the badly paved
streets leading to St. Viceent's the Sisters of
Charity institation, at No, 195 West Eleventh
street, where kind hands were waiting to do all
that ly ain their power to alleviate his fearful
sufferings.

by said by-laws, and execule his judgments.

It will be seen by the above section, that
while the truant officer has the right to make
complaints for truancy to the Municipal Judge,
and to commit the boy after the court has
passed judgment, the court bas no aunthority to
empower him Lo make the arrest, the law ree-
ognizing only a constable, or sheriff's officer, in
that important matter. 1

which the glory has departed, rendered siill
more desolate by the skeletons of the trees,
while the swash of the waves on the rocks
sends a chill to the marrow, supplementing the
bleak winds which are of [themselves sufficient
to repress the ardor of the most deyoted lover
of nature,

The village of Castine, however, is de-
lightful even at this season, with its
spacious, well-cared-for and hospitable houses,
running up from the water to the crest of the
hill where lang syne the British gans frowned
over the Bay. Here is located the Eastern
Normal School, which has acquired a deser-
vedly high reputation as a training school for
teachers, under the efficient charge of Mr.
Fletcher and his accomplished associates. The
usefulness of the school has lately been much
moreaccd by the oatablishmentof a madal
school in which the primary scholars of the
village are trained after the most @approved
fashion under the general supervisionof Mr.
Fletcher, but under the special caré of Miss
Perkirs of this village, who develops a de-
cided talent for this kind of labor and promises
to be very successful. Some featuresof the
kindergarten system are adopted, so far asis
practicable in such schools, and object teach-
ing is made an important element in the in-
struction. Here the advanced classes in the
normal gchool have an opportunity to put their
theories in practice with real scholars and their
edneatiou is thns made practical.

Ship-bailding hLas been active here during
the scason and, this morning a fine three-
masted schooner was launched from the yard
of J. W, Dresser, Esq. Speaking of ships, calls
attention to a wantof this region which has
long been apparent, and that is of a steam
revenue cutter in this district for the saitable
protection of our shipping iaterests. The
whole coast of Penobscot Bay and eastward is
rough and dangerous, and the navigation, in
the winter season, especially, is extremely

bazordous. The amount of commerce in these
parts is large—over 35,000 vessels passing Owl's
Head in a year—and the larger portion of the
coastwise traffic from the proviuces passes
through the “thoroughfares.” The ports of
Mt. Desert island are much used as barbors of
refuge, and many vessels come to grief while
threading the intricate channels among the
rocks.

The cuatier Dobbin, now on this stalion, a
gchoouer, dependent on the wind for means of
locomotion, has afforded such relief as a sail-
ing vessel conld in fifteen or twenty cases dur-
ing the past year, under the capable direction
of Capt. Abbey. In many of the cases much
property might have been saved, had she bzen
a steamer. Other pointsof less importance
have steamn cutters, and it is a matier of con-
stant surprise and enquiry, why there should
not be suitable provision to meet needs which
are so evident. Itis to be hoped that the de-
partment will take measures to provide the
much needed protection Lo onr commerce.

BAGADUCE.

A Potato Iiem.
To the Editor of the Press:

An item in your paper of to-day notes that
the Maine Central Railroad shipped from in-
terior Maine to Boston, last year, 363,000 bush-
els of potatoes; also that the road received
thereon an average of nine cents the bushel ns
freight money.

This is quite suggestive. The average piice
realizad by the farmer was not far from forly-
five cents, Had he been obliged, from lack of

transportation facilities, to force his product
npen the starch factories, breaking down the
Pnce of starch and potatoes together. he wonld
have done well to command twenty cents the
bushel. The difference, twenty-five cents, rep-
resents the increase of his profits resulting
from the railroad, and it excels by one hun-
dred and seventy-seven per cent. the entire
sum realized by the road as its share for trans-
porting the product to market.

Bat turther: just in _propertion as potatoes
bore a higher value in interior Mainein conse-

uence of the railroad, did the land that pro-

uced them bear a higher value, and the hous-
es and barns thereon, the farm stock and
equipment, and the laborer himself that raised
them. This process carried out not only with
reference to potatoes, bat also the other pro-
ducts of industry in the territory tributary to
the Maine Central, and for a period of years,
has beyond doubt added well on to fifty mil-
lions to the property thercon, or more thau
four times the cost of the railroad. This en-
hauncement of values has extended to every
form of property. It has enriched every man
who has anythiog to sell, whether land or
merchandise, or the Jabor of his head or his
hands. Bach items of news often signify mora
than appears at the first glance.
