CHARLES EASTMAN'S DEATH.

Preliminary Trial of the Men Accus-
ed of His Murder.

GreEAT Farrs, N. H., Oct. 24.—The pre-
liminary trial of Holton E. Wells and Fred
K. Towle, for the murder of Charles H.
Eastman, whose body was found in the river
between this town and Berwick, Me., Sept.
18, began this morning before Judge Knapp
of the Municipal Court. County Solicitor
Kivel and James A. Edgerly appeared for
the State, W, L. Foster and Beacham &

Foote for Wells, and City Solicitor Pike of
Dover for Towle. The prisoners appeared

well.

The first witness examined was Henry 8.
Graf landlord of Great Falls Hotel, whe
testified that Wells, Towle and Eastman
were in the hotel on the Saturday night pre-
vious to the death of Eastman. At about
half-past one they had drank some, but were
not drunk; a stranger would not know they
had bLeen drinking. It was his impression
that they left the hotel at about 2 o’clock;
Wells and Eastman left together, Towle
went in an glpgoslte direction.

Harry C. Tibbetts, clerk of the hotel, tes-
titied as to a fracas in thebar room, when
abbed Eastman by the throat. The
scuffle between them was very brief. When
Welis and Eastman left the hotel there was
nothing to show further ill feeling between
them. Counsel asked Tibbetts why he had
not testified about this scuffle at the inquest.
Tibbetts said he was not asked about it, and
said these faets did not come to his mind un-
til a number of days afterward. hear-
ing will probably last four or five days.

That State Prison Quarry.

The unhealthy condition of the State
prison at Thomaston, recently brought to
the notice of the governorand council by
Warden Bean, is due largely to the water in
a deserted lime quarry which for many years
was worked by the prisoners. The pool is
nearly 40 feet deep and as it has for a long
time been the repository of all kinds of filth
it exhales a most unpleasant odor. The ex-
periments which have been made for the
purpose of draining this cistern bave given
some interesting illustrations of the laws of
hydraulics, and have led to an invention
which, though it may not be of great practi-

cal benefit, is certainly s good example of the
ingenuity of Warden Bean. One week ago
Honda; a e siphon was put into the
fool. or a while it woiked well, but it was
ound that after a time the alr bubbles con-
tained in the water collected in the bend of
the siphon and stopped the flow of water.
To prevent this an nious agg-ratus was
devised by which these alr bubbles esea
into an upper chamber comnected with the
bend of the siphon and their place taken by
water. During the weak the siphon lower-
ed the water over 16 inches. L the basin
grows smaller towards the bottom it is cal-
culated that before winter the pool will be
lowered several feet. As not even a siphon
can indace water to run up hill more than 23
fees, when the water has reached that depth
below the surface some other method of re-
moving the remainder must be found.

In this country the progress of women to
positions of honor and fame in fields not
long ago supposed to be opened to men alone
has come to be considered so mueh a matter
of course that & notable achievement by &
woman often recelves little wmore attention
than would the same act performed by a
man. The other day Mrs. Ada Bittenberger,
of Lincoln, Nebraska, was admitted to prac-
tice before the Supreme Court of the United
States ; but, although onlv two other women
have ever attained the distinetion, the event
attracted comparatively slight attention. In
days when women are commanding steam=
boats on the Mississippi and managing
ranches in Texas, the storming of the barrier
of the Supreme Court is comparetively an
easy achievement for an American woman.
But if the soclety of Europe has looked with
less leniency and favor on women who have
had the will to win fame for themselves, it
has pot, at times at least, demied them the
houwor of their performances, A French
essayist has recently published & pamphlet
glving a list of the women who have won the
red ribbon of the Legion of Honor, the order
which the First Napoleon founded and
Grevy’s graceless son-in-law nearly brought
Into disgrace. They number thirty-four,
and a large part of them were tertainly
heroines. Under the First Napoleon the
women thus honored were but two, both
soldiers, the one having taken her brother’s
place in a regiment of the line where she
ruse to the rank of sergeant, the other hay-
ing won the rank of sub-lieutenant by gal-
lantry at the battles of Jemmapes, Auster-
litzand Jena. Altogether seven women
have been decorated for their services on the
battlefield, among them Lady Pigot in recog-
nition of the ambulance work which she did
in the Franzo-Prussian war. But the dis-
tributors of the ribbons of the Leglon of
Honor have recognized the plain truth that
heroie acts may be performed in many other
places than the battlefield, and have given
twenty of the decorations or considerably
more than half of the number distributed, to
sisters of charity. One artist, Rosa Bon-
heur, has been decorated, but the preference
still continues to be given to bravery, and
the latest ribbon was given t, Madame
Dieulafoy, the intrepid wife and companion
of the explorer in North Africa.

The thoughts upon these
opics enforced & more practieal, ex perimen-
tal religious loyalty to God and what he has
said ; getting above the world in order to W |
the world; an exceeding righteousness In
dealing with men, and putting one’s self in
the receptive attitude so as to receive the
spiritual life of God.

The afternoon session had these topics:
“What isa genuine revival 2 opzned by Rev.
A. H. Wright, and “How maya genuine
revival be secured ?"’ open by Deacons P. C.
Pinkham and H. H. Burgess. The questions
were answered by the acknowledgment of
absolute dependence upon the Holy Spirit.
Very many valuable suggestions were pre-
sented by the several speakers exalting both
divine and human agencies. All the speakers
Bave voize to an earnest desire for a genunine
revival in our churches.

The conference sermon was preached by
the Rev. E. P. Wilson of Woodfords, and
Was a strong exposition of John 12: 32—“And
L if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw
all men unto me.” This called forth the
theme: “The drawing power of the eross of
Christ”—the central truth of the Bible. It
consists not in the wooden cross but in the
truths for which the cross stands, Thewe
truths are the unbounded luve of God for the
world, the traits of eharacter shown upon
the cross, where Christ voluntarily gave his
life for sinners., The cross of Christ stands
for infinite love and boundless sclf-sacrifice.
The text is a prophecy, seemingly of im-
probable fulfilment, but yet fulfilied and o
be more fully accomplished. Through all
the centuries the cross has been drawing
men,

The sacrament of the Lord’s su pper, a de-
lightful oceasion, was administered by Rev.
Messrs. J. G, Wilson and C. H. Gates, as-
sisted by Deacons Clark and Pinkham.

TP evening session opened with a service
of praise, followed by the discussion of
this topic, ““Agencies in building the loca)
church; the pastor's work; the people’s
work; the spirit of consecration.” The dif-
ferent phases of this topic were discussed by
Rev. Arthur Smith, Rev. 8. K. Perkins and
Dea. J. W. Stevenson, each speaker develop-
ing thoughts which would lead to a working
church.

Postal Examinations.

Yesterday morning the civil service ex-
aminations, arranged by the postal author-
ities at Washington, for the candidates for
postal clerkships and positions of letter
carrier, commenced at  the office
of the assistant postmaster, 1 the
post office building, at 10 o’clock.
The examination of ecarriers lasted
six, and that of eclerks, five hours. The ex-
aminers were Assistant Postmaster Sweat,
Messrs. Jellerson and Sheehan, of the
postal service, and Chaizman Pierce and
Seeretary Roberts of the customs service.
The two latter named gentlemen were pres-
ent by invitation of the postal board.

The government at Washington had for-
warded a sheet containing six sets of ques-
tions, & set of which was selected by the ex-
amining board for both classes of eandi-
dates. These questions were all to be
answered in writing by the candidates, and
no one else was permitted to see them, They
are such as any grammar school boy can
answer. The answers of the candidates will
be forwarded to Washington and later those
who have been successful will be notified.
There were ten candidates for postal clerk-
ships, and ten for carriers’ positions examin-
ed yesterday,
