He Claims Lord Sackville was En-

While erecting breastworks the
Union troops were attacked by the Confed-
erates and Best was wounded four times, re-
ceiving one shot while in the water swim-
ming to his boat, which was anchored in the
stream. He lost the use of his fingers on ac-
count of a shot in the hand, and suffered am-
putation of his leg; the wonnds in the arm
and side were not so serious. He swam about
slx hundred yards to his boat after being
wounded in the leg.
