Meetings of Association are for men only,a 
change from last year, making the work a 
lefinlte one for young men. Attendance at 
he consecration service, Sunday, 9.15 a. m., 
17; at gospel song service, Sunday, 4 30 p. in., 
iO; young men’s midweek meeting, Thurs- 
iay eveuing, 28; at Bible class Friday after- 
loon, 145 Meetings have also been carried 
>n during the year at the county jail, Foit 
Preble and the Maine General hospital. 

The Association has a young men’s literary 
lociety composed of 30 members, and lias 
irgai/.ed a boys’ branch, and begins with a 
nembership of 93. They have just organ-

in’s Auxiliary with a membership of 400. The 
ibraries contain 1,100 volumes in good con- 
lition, which have been well patronized dur- 
ng the past year. They give a course of 
ectures and entertainments free to members, 
rhe religious interest is good. The general 
lutlook lor great usefulness is very encourag- 
ng. 

The State treasurer roports receipts of 
(1087.35; expenditures $900.75; cash on hand 
(73; all bills are paid. Fourteen hundred 
lollars were pledged by associations and ln- 
iividuals for a State secretary’s work. 
Addresses were made today on the subject ‘Can Woman assist in our work, and if so 
low?” 

At the afternoon session President V. K. 
Foss presided aud one hundred delegates 
were present. There was a Bible reading 
jy H. F. Williams, Recording Secretary of 
die International Committee. College work, 
including reports from colleges and educa- 
;ional institutions, was conducted by J. R. 
Mott, College Secretary of the Interuational 
Committee for Bowdoin, Colby, Maine State 
Colleges and Bucksport Seminary and Kent’s 
Hill.

CRACKING JOKES BY THE ROAOSIDE. 

Speechmaking Tour of the Hero of 
the Bandanna. 

Judge Thurman Promptly Adopts 
Lord Sackville’s Defense. 

Chairman Brice Sends a Draft to 

Help Carry West Virginia. 

Lima, Ohio, Sept. 26.—Judge Thurman 
and Speaker Carlisle were the central figures 
in the party that occupied Col. Brice’s pri- 
vate car as it pulled out of Cincinnati this 
morning in the rain. Small crowds greeted 
the train at Miamisburg, Hamilton, Hayton 
and Tippecanoe. At Troy Mr. Thurman 
was introduced as the “next Vice President” 
and addressed a large crowd. He said: 
“My friends, if you will all vote as you 
ought to, then, Indeed I will be the next 
Vice President, because I intend to live up 
to inauguration. [Laughter and cheers.] I 
know it is said that I have one foot in the 
grave, (renewed laughter) but after ten 
weeks on the stump and never failing to 
keep an appointment, is pretty good proof that I have two feet on earth. 1 Laughter and 
applause.] Judge Thurman excused himself 
from making a speech, saying that before he 
could speak ten sentences the machine he 
was standing on would move off. It was the 
most unsatisfactory stump he ever spoke on. 
He had tried fifty times in the last ten weeks 
to make speeches from this stump and when 
he got into the very finest sentence he could 
form the pesky thing would run off with him. Mr. Carlisle also spoke briefly. 

At Wapakeneta, 400 or 500 people had col- lected and called for a speech. Some one in the crowd called out, “How is the Old Roman. 
1 shook hands with him twenty years ago Judge Thurman.—“He is just as tough as 
a hickory knot." [Applause and laughter.] A voice— You are better looking than you 
were then." 

Judge Thurman—“Well: I don’t know 
but lam. I believe I grow handsomer as|I 
grow older. I don't know as the ladies think 
so, out tne om Democrats do. [Great cheer- 
ing.] In this place, I recollect very well, I made a speech in 18ti7, that made many votes 
for us that year.” The train moved on, pre- 
venting further speaking. The train was 
greeted in this city Dy a crowd of several 
thousand. The Judge was taken to dinner 
at the Lima House. 

After dinner the Judge was driven to 
Faurot's Music Hall where the afternoon 
meeting was held. The hall was packed and 
the crowd gave an enthusiastic welcome to 
the speakers. Thirty-four handsomely 
bandanna uniformed young ladies from Cold 
Water assisted the glee club in furnishing music. Judge Thurman was received with 
a storm of applause. The “Old Roman" 
after speaking with unmeasured praise of 
President Cleveland aska brave, successful 
level-headed man and indulging in a little 
humor about the bandanna, said: "1 think I 
may safely asseit to every man .who is will- 
ing to open his ears to the truth, that, in the 
long discussion on the tariff the Democratic 
speakers have had victory on their side, 
[great cheering] andl that our opponents 
feel this to be so, is very evident from several 
circumstances.” He expressed the opinion that Republican rejection of the fishery treaty was done to change the issue and also 
that they attempt to make out that the 
President had not stood up in a 
bold and manly manner for the interests of 
the people of the United States. Mr. Thurman 
then asserted that the Republicans would 
neither retaliate or fight and that they pre- ferred to have Mi. Blaine travel around and 
abuse the Democratic party. He also as- 
serted that Senate had so amended the 
Chinese treaty as to secure its rejection. Continuing he said: “Having thus failed in 
the discussion of the tariff, and having fail- 
ed in their attempt to destroy Cleveland 
with their opposition to the Chinese exclu- 
sion bill, some of the mean men of the party have all at once discovered another mare’s 
nest which tney think will hatch offspring that may destroy the Democratic party. [Ap- plause] They want to get rid of the dis- 
cussion of the tariff. They want to get rid 
of tile discussion of the fisheries. They want to get rid of the Chinese question• and 
have started a new dodge.” Here Mr. Thur 
man alluded to the Murchisen letter to I.oid 
Sackvllle and his answer. The letter, he be- 
lieved, was a forgery, but whether a forgerv 
or genuine, it was the production of a de- 
liberate villain who deserves to be scorned 
by honest men. [Great applause.] i he letter itself never was written 
by a man who for one moment 
thought of voting for President Cleveland. 
On the contrary, it was written by some 
skillful and cunning Republican politician

profound secret he was lying, for he intend-

today ? The letter of Murchison’s professes 
to have been written on the 4th of Septem- 
ber last, and the British minister’s answer 
professes to be written on the 13th of Sep- 
tember, yet for more than a month no mau 
ever heard a word of the correspondence ex- 
cept the men in the conspiracy.

A Draft From Col. Brice. 
Wheeling, W. Va., Oct. 26.—Chairman 

Brice of the Democratic national committee 
has just honored a draft on him for $10,000 
sent to Parkersburg. This is the first remit- 
tance of $40,000 to be sent to this State be- 
tween now and election day, in addition to 
all that has been sent before. The money is 
sent in response to demands from the State 
committee, who have represented that unless 
the money was forthcoming the State would 
be lost. 

The national committee has no confidence 
in the ability of the State committee to 
manage the State campaign. 

Pretty much the same tactics will be pur- 
sued as in 1884. when three days before the 
election $80,000 was dumped into the State 
and it was saved to the Democracy. 

Registration In New York. 
New Yoke, Oct. 26.—Both the city officials 

ind private citizens are showing great activ- 
ity here to Drevent Illegal registration Re. 

plying to a communication today from the 
Cleveland and Thurman Dry Goods Club, 
District Attorney Fellows writes that he 
will be glad to receive any information from 
;he punlic which may lead to the detection of 
frauds on the register. Such a course on 
;heir part will greatly strengthen his efforts 
ind any information given will be regarded 
is strictly confidential. The District At- 
torney addressed a letter to the board of po- 
lice justices asking it to make arrangements 
so that cases of illegal registration or voting 
may be heard at any police court in New 
York city, even though the alleged offence is 
committed outside the territory ordinarily 
allotted each court for jurisdiction. If the 
board cannot see its way to do this, the Dis- 
trict Attorney proposes that some one court 
be allotted for hearing all cases under the 
election law. 

Several arrests were made today for illegal 
registration. A deputy United States mar- 
shal, named William O. Keene, was arrested 
today charged with registering from two 
election districts. On being brought to the 
District Attorney’s office the accused said he 
had changed his residence since the first reg- 
istration, and before registering a second 
time bad given notice to the inspector of 
election where he originally registered, be- 
lieving that this was all that was necessary 
to make the second registration perfectly le- 
gal. Ilis story was verified, and he was re- 
leased, but told he had lost his vote. A man 
named James S. Starr attempted to register 
here today by giving an address where he 
was not known. He last worked in a cigar 
store in Ked Banl.N. J., about three months 
ago. He confessed his guilt, and said the 
address had been given him by a stranger. 
He was held for trial. The right of Union 
Theological Seminary students to vote is 
again under discussion. District Attorney 
Fellows said todav that only those could 
vote whose homes were in New York State. 

The third day’s registration was 66,041, 
showing for the three days 255,132, against 
208,268 in 1884. 

Powderly Says He Is Neutral. 
Pittsburg, Oct. 26.—In a letter to Secre- 

tary Coke, of the Window Glass Makers' 
Association, Mr. Powderly says: 

I am not free to advocate either party, and 
have not done so by word, act, art, or inti- 
mation lYou are at perfect liberty to de- 
nounce me through the press of the country 
the moment you catch any trace of my fin- 

gers in this campaign, except It be for some 

well known friend of labor. I believe in 
protection, and have never bought a single 
article made across the ocean. It is ray inva- 
riable practice to ask where an article was 
manufactured before I purchase it. If I 
cannot get a home-made article, I will wait 
until I can. If protection is what is aimed 

at, why are steps being taken to lower the 
tariff by both parties? Why is the differ- 
ence between the two bills now before the 
National Legislature but a little over five or 
six million dollars? 1 may be wrong as to 
figures, as I have to depend upon reports,not 
having seen the Senate bill. I would not al- 
low a single article to land that we can man- 
ufacture ourselves, I would not allow any 
workmen to come over and take the place of 
our own workmen. 1 am a protectionist, and 
in many respects I differ from those who 
are preaching protection in this campaign. 
Were it not for labor organizations, there 
would be no protection for a man who works. 
Were it not for the grand and well disciplin- 
ed L- A. 300, the wages that the glass work- 
ers so proudly and justly boast of would not 
be known. These things are facts, yet f am 
accused of partiality for the Democratic par- 
ty. I am neutral iu the campaign, ana in- 
tend to remain so until election day.

Ships and Great Guns. 

Washington, Oct. 36.—The other day the 
Star said that “the New York Democratic 
Association, one of the most numerous and 
influential State organizations at the na- 
tional capita), is almost unanimous against 
Hewitt, and most of them support Grant; 
and further, that in the government printing 
office the active Democratic workers are all 
for Grant, and declare that the good of the 
Democratic party demands the defeat of 
Hewitt.” H. O. Wilbur, president of the 
association and factotum to Public Printer 
Benedict, now writes to the Star that “New 
York city Democrats, going home to register, 
have been advised not to express opinions either for or against any local candidates.’. 
That is not the truth, and Wilbur knows it. 

Ninety per cent, of the New York Asso- 
ciation are Tammany shouters and if “Father 
Abram” could hear the imprecations that 
are daily showered upon his head by these 
paid heelers here be would dance wich 
wiath. As an evidence of the harmonious 
relations and devoted love that exist be- 
tween the friends of the “Man of Destiny'1 
(?) and those of D. B. Hill, notice that or- 
ders are to be given out to the faithful a few 
days before election that they w'li be ex- 
pected to knife Hill on pain of losing their 
places. Evidence is on every hand that 
Cleveland is determined, by all means that 
he can employ, that Hill’s vote shall not be 
allowed to exceed his own at auy cost. 

A few days since an employe of the govern- 
ment nrintine Office an invalid wn« refnced 
the privilege of having a subscription paper 
passed among his fellow employes to assist 
in defraying his expenses from the city. His 
great crime in the eyes of Mr. Benedict was 
that he had made public the fact that he in- 
tended to vote for Harrison and Hill. The 
name of the man is J. D. Simmons, a well 
known printer, who has worked for years 
on the New York papers. He left Sunday 
night for Binghamton, N. Y., where his 
father resides. He has been a lifelong Dem- 
ocrat. 

Big Ships and Croat Cuns. 

Washington, Oct 26.—In his annual re- 

port, Admiral Porter says: “No matter 
whether we bring dynamite shells and tor- 
pedo vessels to perfection or not our policy 
lies in building fast cruisers and heavy 
armor clads like the Puritan, Maine and 
Texas. These are the heavy artillery which, 
in all battles, have decided the contest and 
will continue to do se, for the ingenuity of 
man will always contrive some plan to pro- 
tect the prime factors, the great ships, from 
the annoyances of the small fry. It has 
been so thus far in the race for the suprem- 
acy of big ships and will so continue. The 
country’s first aim should be to protect the 
coast and the large cities thereon. This can 
only be done by heavy armor dads and 
strong fortifications, carrying the most 
powerful guns that can be contructed.” The 
admiral recommends that the sum 812,000 be 
appropriated for the support of the naval 
war college, an institution he regards as ab- 
solutely necessary in bri aging the service up 
to the required standard. 

A Scheme That Didn’t Work. 

Washington, Oct. 26 —The members of 
the National Democratic committee and 
Democrats generally who are on the inside 
of the fine political work of the campaign 
cannot find language strong enough to ex- 
press their anger against Representative 
Bowden of Pennsylvania for defeating the 
resolution to give the House employes an 
extra month's pay. 

Before the resolution was offered the pay 
roll was carefully scanned and it was found 
that by assessing the poorkeepers, pages, 
capital police and employes of the folding and document rooms, 25 per cent, 810,000 could be raised. The proposition was 
cwcuj atti-yicu vy an an couceruea, as 11 
meaDt threequarters of a months’ salary, clear, without any work, while the contri- 
bution to the campaign would be a gnarautee 
of retention in office and a payment of party 
obligations. William Dickson, the member of 
the national committee from the district, 
originated the idea and worked it up, but he 
discovered almost immediately that Mr. 
Sowden, who was smarting under the Presi- 
dent’s veto of bis public building bill for 
Allentown, Pa., In bis district, and his sub- 
sequent defeat for renomination because he 
voted against the Mills bill, would raise the 
point of no quorum In order to be revenged 
on the President. There is but one senti- 
ment among the Democratic leaders regard- ing Mr. Sowden, and that is that his politi- cal grave cannot be dug deep enough or too 
wide to bury him in the oblivion that he has 
earned.

SENATOR MORGAN TO THE RESCUE. 

Talking of 8ackville’a Letter In a 

Long Winded Interview. 

The President Not Disposed to Take 

Official Action. 

The Minister Who Writes Politics 

Looking After His Fences. 

Washington, Oct. 26.—The administra- 
tion people are still engaged in considering 
how the effect of the letter of British Minis- 
ter West, “Lord Sackvllle,” can best be 
broken. Consultations at the White House 
have been almost continuous since the letter 
appeared. Secretary Bayard, Senator Mor- 
gan and the officials of the State Department 
have been discussing precedents, but it has 
not been found possible to suggest anything 
except the interviews of Secretary Bayard 
and Senator Morgan, which were carefully 
prepared and given to the press. There is 
no attempt in any quarter to deny the 
authenticity of the letter. Minister West is 
busy now in looking after his own fences, 
in anticipation of a rebuke from his own 

government for having been indiscreet 
enough to reveal the interest which Great 
Britain has in the election. His main effort 
seems to be to cause it to appear that the 
publication is due to a betrayal of confidence, 
and that he did not intend to participate in 
the campaign. It may be of interest to 
know that the newspaper searchers after 
truth at the British legation have been ad- 
vised by the liveried flunkies in charge that 
they are to inquire for “Lord Sackville” and 
not for Minister West. 

Ex-Senator John B. Henderson of St. 
Louis, who is here, says of the West letter; 
“That letter shows precisely how English 
sympathy stands, and it shows, moreover, that under all this recent bluster of the 
administration concerning Canada there was 
no real seriousness of purpose, and that Lord 

President’s letter on the fisheries question 
was written for effect. I should say that he 
has made himself the Democratic Burchard 
of this campaign. I think bis letter will 
cause the Democrats to lose a great many Irish votes.” 

The interview with Senator Morgan fills 
two columns in the Star. That it represents 
as nearly as possible what the President is 
desirous of making people believe Is his atti- 
tude upon the question cannot be doubted. 
Great stress, of course, is laid by Mr. Mor- 
gan upon the President’s, as well as bis own, 
indignation upon finding the sincerity of 
the retaliation message questioned. Mr. 
Morgan Is quoted, for instance, as saying: “Minister West has probably as much 
knowledge as to the President’s disposition in this matter as you have, o' as has any 
other private citizen. He has no more. The 
only thing he has to base an opinion on is 
what the whole world has, the President’s 
niessage. Not only has Mr. West no private 
information, but, as I know to be a fact, Mr. 
Cleveland has no| private views on the sub- 
ject that conflict with the clear utterances ol 
his messages. When Mr. West attempts to 
construe the President’s attitude differently, and to advise an American citizen as to the 
disposition of his political franchise, he is 
guilty of unwarrantable interference with 
the affairs of this country. His deductions 
are based on nothing, and his conclusions 
are absolutely false. I do not say that he 
does not believe in them himself. I say 
merely that he does pet know Mr. Cleveland 
and is deceiving hinself.” 

And then Mr. Mo Kan branches out in a 
historical survey or the fisheries question, 
which contains nothing that is either new or 
does not constitute the old defence of the 
Bayard-Chamberlain treaty. Referring once 
more to the retaliation niessage, Mr. Morgan 
says: 

‘I know the motives that inspired that 
message, and my admiration for the man (the 
President) expands with the knowledge. I 
declare solemnly there was no thought of 
gaing party advantage by It. It was inspired 
by the highest motives that ever enter a 
statesman’s heart. Mr. West, or whoever 
else attributes other motives to him, does Mr 
Cleveland a gross Injustice. In this message he expressed just what was strongest in his 
miuu, auu u was in perfect accord with his 
attitude from first to last. He did not doubt 
for a moment that Congress would grant to 
him the power he asked for, and he expected to exercise it at once. I can say with full 
knowledge that had the bill that passed .the 
House so promptly been adopted by the Sen- 
ate, the proclamation requiring duties to be 
collected on goods in transit to and from 
Canada through the United Statas would 
have been issued. If the bill should pass after election at any time during his admin- 
tration he would enforce it at once.” 

Mr. Morgan also spoke of the action of 
Lord Sackville as not only indelicate, but 
highly improper, and termed his attempt to 
define Mr. Cleveland’s attitude as the height of impudence that no man with a regard for 
propriety would be guilty of. He said that 
Lord Sackville was on no such terms with 
the President, or with the State Department, to enable him to judge of their views,—and in the same breath Senator Morgan declared 
that he did not think there should be any of- 
ficial notice taken of the Minister’s utter- 
ances, and fie believed that the President 
thought so, too. 

This, indeed, is the most extraordinary dec- 
laration on the part of the administration 
mouth-piece, voicing the opinion of Mr. 
Cleveland. On the one hand it represents the President as highly indignant and out- 
raged at the conduct of Lord Sackville, and 
on the other it asserts that no official notice 
ought to be taken of the matter. 
It remains to be seen how Lord 
Sackville himself will regard the whole 
question. Though he has shown himself 
indiscreet in this one instance and apparent- 
ly indifferent as to results, he Is known to be 
sufficiently sensitive not to pass without 
notice sucfi comments as Senator Morgau and the President, speaking through him, 
see fit to make upon his conduct. 

There is one rather ludicrous feature to 
this whole business, and that is the specta- 
cle of the British minister advising American 
citizens of English birth to vote for an 
administration whose postal service he so 
mistrusted that about a year ago he em- 
ployed, and still continues to employ, a 
special messenger to carry the European mail of the Legation semi-weekly to New 
York to be there put on board the outgoing 
steamer. In explaining this the minister 
said at the time that it was done as a matter 
of convenience, but it is well known that 
this special service was resorted to because 
of a fear that the postal service of the ad- 
ministration might prove "leaky.” 

ITEMS FOR HORSEMEN. 

Something About a Croat Trio Near 
Home. 

In the turf contests in this state this sea- 
son the horses which have, perhaps, been 
watched with the most interest by Cumber- 
land County horsemen, are Mr. Snell’s Jack 
Spratt of Deering; Gilbert Fowler’s Gen. 
Stark of this city and W. D. Kamsdell’s 
Winthrop Pilot of Deering. Not only by 
horsemen of this vicinity is this really great 
trio admired, but whenever these trotters 
have been shown and wherever they have 
contested a race they have made friends who 
reasonably anticipate a brilliant future lor 
them. Of the three Mr. Snell’s gelding is 
the favorite of the majority of horse admir- 
ing people of Cumberland County, and he 
has justly won this place in the estimation 
of the public. From the time when Jack 
Spratt started with Aubine at Bangor to the 
free for all race at the Saco driving park be 
proved In every race to be a great trotter. 
At Lewiston during the State fair he trotted 
a mile in 2.23, winning the race from Aubine 
in three straight heats; at Gorham he trotted 
the last heat in the free for all in 2.24, win- 
ning the race, also, in three consecutive 
heats, and at Saco, on a very slow track, he 
trotted in 2.26. These heats were trotted 
very easily, and there was speed to spare. 
Ira Woodbury, his driver, held him in on the 
home stretch at Gorham, when Spratt 
trotted in 2.24, and it is believed that he 
could have shown a mile in 2.20 that day. 
Aubine trotted parts of the first two heats at 
Gorham at a faster clip than Spratt showed 
during the race, and this led some to believe 
that the mare is capable of beating the geld- 
ing. By others who claim to know, it is said 
that Aubine cannot maintain throughout 
the race the marvelous clip which she some- 
times shows. In other words she is not the 
“stayer” that Jack Spratt is. Which is the 
lastest horse yet remains to be decided; 
either, under favorable circumstances, it is 
thought can trot in 2.20 or better, but how 
much faster, time alone can tell. Jack 
Spratt has won 81,500 for his owner this year 
and in no Instance has he greatly exerted him- 
self to win a race. He will now be trotted 
if suitable arrangements can bs perfected, to 
beat the fastest time ever made in Maine 
Although it has been said that Mr. Snell 
will not enter bis horse in a race after this 
season, it istprohahle he will be trotted at 
least one more year. The writer saw Jack 
Spratt this week, aud the great horse is 
apparently in as good condition as when he 
began the season. 

Mr. Iiamsdell was called upon and he wa9 
very willing to show his stallion. Concern- 

Ins Winthrop Pilot Mr. Ramsdell said: 
“X must say that the horse surprised me, al- 
though X knew he was a good one. XXe is six 
years old and weighs 1,160 pounds. I en- 
tered him at Gorham not expecting to win a 
race because I’ilot is a green horse and had 
had scarcely any training. He trotted a 
heat in 2.38 and had a good deal of speed to 
spare. Moreover, he did not appear to get 
exhausted in the least, trotting the last beat 
faster than the first, and proving himself not 
only a trotter but a stayer. I tbink I could 
have given bim a mile In 2.36, but I didn’t 
want to get a record on him this year. At 
Saco, in the 2.40 class, he trotted the third 
quarter of the last heat through the mud, at 
a .30 slip. I think this norse can beat 2.30 
next year, and I am not the only one who 
thinks so. He has a frictionless gait, an- 
other thing in his favor, and is trotted with- 
out boots. He has the breeding of a trotter, 
and has finished this season without receiv- 
ing even so much as a scratch." 

Winthrop Pilot has a mild disposition, and 
is as gentle as a mare. He has all the quali- 
ties of a trotter, and we believe, barring ac- 
cidents, a brilliant future is awaiting him. 
He will be campaigned next year after Au- 
gust. 

Gen. Stark also, has all the qualities of a 
trotter. He Is a “stayer," well built and 
powerful, and Portland has reason to be 
proud of him. He trotted handsomely at 
Lewiston, and has since proved to be all that 
bis friends predicted he would be. He is 
eight years old, was sired by Sherrod, be by 
Lecompte. Dam, Hampton. His breeding, 
it will be seen, should make him a trotter. 
Now he goes In the 301ist,havlng got a record 
of 2.28$ at Beacon 1‘ark. Jack Spratt, Gen. 
Stark and Winthrop Pilot! What a future 
awaits them! Surely it is a great trio, and 
one of which Maine should be proud. 

TRAPPER AND THE TRAPPED. 

Minister West and the Letters Re- 
ceived and Sent- 

The letter by which Minister West, (Lord 
Sackville) was induced to write his now 
famous letter, was written September 4, by 
a British-American resident of Pomona, 
California. The astonishing performance of 
Minister West can be best understood by 
comparing this letter with bis reply: 

Sir:—The gravity of the political aituatlon here 
aud the duties of those voters who are of English 
birth, but still consider England the mother land. 
vvuodiusv k“v apvtuKT a iioioui uuci iui iuuuuill|( (or information. Mr. Cleveland’s message to 
Congress on the fishery question Justly excites 
our alarm and compels us to seek further know- 
ledge before finally castlngour votes tor him, as 
we intended to do. Many English citizens have 
for years refrained from being naturalized, as 
they thought no good would accrue from tbe act, but Mr. Cleveland’s administration has been so 
favorable and friendly toward England, so kind In 
not enforcing tbe retaliatory act passed by Con- 
gress, so sound on tbe free trade question and 
so hostile to the dynamite school of Ireland, that 
by the hundreds—yes, by tbe thousands—they have become naturalized for the express purpose 
of helping to elect him over again. The one 
above all of American politicians they consider 
their own and their country's best friend. I am 
one of these unfortunates with a right to vote for 
President In November. I am unable to under- 
stand for whom I shall cast my ballot, when but 
one month ago I was sure Mr. Cleveland was the 
man. If Cleveland was pursuing a new policy 
toward Canada temporarily only and for the sake 
of obtaining popularity and continuation of his 
office four years more, but Intends to cease his 
policy when bis re-election Is secured In Novem- 
ber and again favor England’s Interests, then I 
should have no further doubts, but go forward 
and vote for him. I know of no one better able 
to direct me, sir, and I most respectfully ask 
your advice In the matter, I will further add that 
the two men, Mr. Cleveland and Mr. Harrison, 
are very evenly matched and a few votes may se- 
lect either one. Mr. Harrisen is a high tariff man, 
a believer on the American side of all questions and undoubtedly an enemy to British Interests 
generally. This State Is equally divided between 
the parties, and a mere handful of our naturalized 
countrymen can turn it either way. When it Is 
remembered that a small State (Cororado) de- 
feated Mr. TUden In 1B76 and elected Hayes, the 
Republican, the importance of California Is at 
once apparent to all. As you are at tbe fountain 
head of knowledge on the question, and know 
whether Mr. Cleveland’s present policy Is tempo- 
rary only, and whether he will, as he secures 
another term of four years in the Presidency, sus- 
pend it for one of friendship and free trade, I 
apply to you privately and confidentially tor Infor- 
mation. which shall In turn be treated as secret. 
Such Information would put me at rest myself, 
and If favorable to Mr. Cleveland, enable me on 
my own responsibility, to assure many of our 
countrymen that they would do England a ser- 
vice by voting for Cleveland and against the Re- 
publican system of tariff. As I before observed, 
we know not what to do. but look for more light 
on a mysterious subject, which the sooner It 
comes will better serve true Englishmen In cast- 
ing their votes.

Salisbury Sending Messages Ite the 
Minister at Washington. 

No Official Action Taken by the 
United States. 

The Times Demands Letters From 
Parnell to Egan. 

London, Oct. 26.—No official communica- 
tions have yet passed between England and 
the United States with reference to Lord 
Sackville’s letter on the American presiden- 
tial contest. Lord Salisbury sent Lord Sack- 
vllle several direct despatches deploring the 
minister's injudiciousnes*. It is expected 
that the United States government will make 
some demands to counteract, if possible, the 
injury to President Cleveland. Mr. Phelps, 
the United States minister here, has already 
bad an interview with Lord Salisbury on the 
subject. 

The Parnell Inquiry. 
London, Oct. 26.-The Times has served 

subpwnas upon Frank IJugh O’Donnell and 
hts solicitor, requiring them to produce cer- 
tain documents before the Parnell commis- 
sion. It has also subpoenaed Hugh Camp- 
bell, Parnell’s private secretary, to produce 
letters which he wrote for Parnell to Patrick 
Egan and others. 

The commission again listened to Attorney 
General Webster’s representation of the 
Times case today. The speaker quoted from 
speeches of Dillon and other Paroeilites to 
prove their support of the plan of campaign. 
He dealt in succession with a series of utter- 
ances by O’Brien, Cully, Cox, Kenny and 
Matthew Harris to show their sympathy with 
outrages, and he intimated his intention to 
deal at length with the violent orations of 
league members made in County Clare dur- 
ing the years 1888, 1886 and 1887. 

At this point Presiding Justice Hannon's 
patience seemed to be exhausted, and, lean- 
ing forward he asked the attorney general It 
be did not think be had already given suffi- 
cient indication of the line of argument he 
intended to adopt. 

The attorney general said he must deal 

as affording tne most striking proof of tbe 
character of tbe league’s agitation. He quite 
understood Justice Uanneu's hint and was 
desirous of adopting any practical suggestion 
which would enable him to shorten nis re- 
marks. 

The attorney general concluded his remarks 
by stating that the men who had actually par- 
ticipated In the outrages would he called as 
witnesses and they would tell what moneys 
had been paid to them and how the crimes 
they were hired to commit were arranged. 

The court then adjourned until Tuesday. 
Pope and Emperor. 

London, Oct. 26.—The Dally Telegraph’s 
correspondent at Rome has had an Interview 
with the Pope. Bis Holiness received the 
correspondent graciously. He said he worked 
very hard, but did not engage In literary la- 
bors. He continued : "You may tell tbe Eng- 
lish Catholics that I am well, considering 
my advanced age and the multiplicity of 
my occupations. My health is really good, 
though I have had a good deal to trouble 
me of late.” I ventured to task His 
Holiness If tbe German Emperor s recent 
visit to the Vatican bad proved satisfactory, 
“1 .cannot say,” be replied, “that we 
are either satisfied or dissatisfied with the 
Emperor’s visit. That he came to Rome was 
not at our request, nor was his object In 
coming favorable to us, but rather to those 
who are against ns, to those who for ten 
years must have practically compellad me to 
restrict myself to this palace, from wfilch I 
cannot issue.” 

Opposed to Floquet’s Scheme. 

Paris, Oct 28.—At s meeting today of the 
Republican left of the senate It was shown 
that a majority of the members of tbe senate 
were opposed to Premier Floquet’s proposal 
for a revision of the constitution. They con- 
sider the scheme fraught with danger to par- 
liamentary power and at the same time to thf 
liberty of action of the executive. 

An Antl-Boulanglat Riot. 

Pabis. Oct. 26.—At a Boulanglst meeting 
meeting in the Salle Wagram tonight, 300 
persons were present. A party of Antl-Bou- 
langists, headed by M. Lullier, provoked a 
free flg*>t. Many persons were carried out of 
the place with lacerated and bleeding faces. 
During the turmoil, Lullier fired a revolver 
from the platform into the aedlence. Ue was 
immediately thrown down and belabored 
with stick?, one of which penetrated his 
neck. Lullier fired again three times, where- 
upon the gas was put out and a general rush 
made for the doors. Lullier was taken to a 
drug store, where bis wounds were dressed. 
It Is not known whether any one was wound- 
ed by the shots fired by Lullier. 
Letters From Gladstone and Morlay. 

Dublin, Oct 26.—At a meeting of the Pro- 
testant home rulers today a letter from Mr, 
Gladstone was read in which he deplored the 
fact that the Protestants of Belfast, who a 

century ago were devoted nationalists, now 

assembled to applaud Hartington and every- 
thing their forefathers condemned, and con- 
demn everything their forefathers applauded. 
A letter from Mr. Morley was also read. Ue 
spoke most hopefully of the progress of the 
Irish cause. 

Foreign Notes. 
A retired German officer, named Hohen- 

burg, arrested at Nice while mailing a Lebel 
cartridge, on the charge of being a spy. has 
been sentenced to imprisonment for five years 
and the payment of a fine of 910,000. Ue will 
not be allowed to stop in Prance for ten years' 
from the expiration ol bis sentence. 

Two beatiful daughters of a gamekeeper 
have been found murdered in a forest near 
Leskan, Moravia. The breasts of one of the 
girls were severed while the other girl was 
pinned to the ground with a spike driven 
through the abdomen. The motive for the 
crime is supposed to hare been jealousy. The Canadian Pacific, it is reported, is pre- 
paring to resist the Manitoba railroad grants 
with a force of 2000 men if necessary. 

The St. Petersburg papers express indigna- 
tion at the manner in which King Milan of 
Servia secured a divorce from Queen Natalie, 
and denounce the divorce as illegal. 

A despatch from Berlin says the Dunsburg 
court has declared the stoppage of the publi- 
cation of Mackenzie’s work on the rase of 
the late Emperor Frederick to be illegal. The 
decree forbidding the sale of the book was 
therefore rescinded.

Whitney has been over to New York half a 
dozen times lately to compose tire quarrel 
between the Democratic factions in the 
metropolis; Fairchild has sounded the 
praises of the administration’s financial 
policy from the sub-treasury steps in New 
York city; yet when Consul General Waller 
wants to make a speech in the interest of 
Democracy in Connecticut he is notified that 
a speech from him would be a violation of 
the civil sci vice reform views of the admin- 
istration. Verily this is straining at a gnat 
aud swallowing a camel with a vengeance. 

In a speech delivered at Cincinnati Con- 
gressman McKinley describes the interesting 
scene at the office of the Secretary of War 
when George Washington came up from the 
retirement of his home on the Potomac to 
take command of the forces of the United 
States then mustered to repel the aggressions 
of France on the rights of the infant Repub- 
lic. After the oath had been taken a uni- 
form was given him, the quality and texture 
and form of which bad been agreed upon by 
the department. Gen. Washington looked 
the suit over and said: “Gentlemen, can all 
this be produced in the United States?'’ 
1 hey said: “No, General; a large portion 
of this we imported from France. All this 
lace, all this gilt, much of the texture that 
has been used to make this suit came from 
other countries.” “Then,” said Gen. Wash- 
ington, “I will have none of it. American 
clothing, made of American wool, in Ameri- 
can looms by American workmen, is good 
enough for the Commandei of the American 
Armies.” General Washington would not 
be dependent on a foreign government with 
whom we had unsettled differences for even 
a suit of clothes. What would he have said 
had he been told that the time would cenie 
when a President of the United States 
would receive without protest aid from the 
influence of a British agent? The flush of 
Indignation that would have overspread his 
august features wonld be ling-ring yet on 
every ten-cent postage stamp in the land- 

Minister West’s Ac'vlco. 
The administration appears to be in a peck 

of trouble over Minister West’s advice to the 
Britlsh-American citizen of California. It 
has devoted one cabinet meeting to a discus- 
sion of the matter, without apparently com- 
ing to any contusion as to what is best to 
he done. There is some talk of asking the 
British government to recall him, as the 
most hopeful means of extricating Mr. Cleve- 
land from the hole into which Mr. West is 
supposed to have put him. But after all. 
what is the need of all this hubbub about 
Mr. West’s letter? There was nothing par- 
ticularly new or striking in it. Its opinions 
had perhaps rather more of an official air 
than the opinions the British and Canadian 
press have been giving on the Presidential 
campaign, but they were in precisely in the 
same direction. The London Times has 
practically told citizens of the United States 
that Englishmen desire the election of Mr. 
Cleveland, and of course that is sufficient to 
Indicate to the American voter who prefers 
the advancement of the interests of England 
to those of the United States how he 
should vote. Had Mr. Murchison been a 
subscriber to the London Times his letter to 
Mr. Viest would have been entirely superflu- 
ous. lie would have found sufficient advice 
there to guide him ho w to vole to advance 
the interests of the Mother Country. But he 
probably wasn’t a subscriber, and so applied 
to the nearest intelligent Englishman whom 
he knew of. This Englishman happened to 
be Mr.West. And Mr. West kindly gave his 
views on the subject. His advice was to vote 
for Mr. Cleveland. How why should Mr. 
Cleveland make a fuss becau.-e an accom- 
plished gentleman who has frequently seen 
him and who no doubt admires him, advises 
another gentleman to vote for him ? Doesn’t 
Mr. Cleveland want people to vote for him? 
Or is all the fuss because the gentleman who 
advised the other gentleman to vote for him 
18 an Englishman? But Mr. Cleveland 
sh mid remember that if he is dear to Eng- 
lishmen it is simply because he has made 
himself so. He has bred the English heart 
in his behalf, not Mr. West Mr. West 
merely voiced the general feeling of English- 
men. The existence of that feeling Mr. 
Cleveland, and not Mr. West, Is responsible 
for. It was perhaps a little indiscreet on the 
part of Mr. West to express his views so 

pointedly, but then he did not expect his I 
letter would be made public. He hoped to j 
do his country and Mr. Cleveland both good j turns. Mr. West was not responsible for j 
the publicity that caused his good Intentions 
te somewhat miscarry, and It will be very 
cruel and heartless of the administration to 

punish him for it. It Is to be hoped therefore 
that the threatened humiliation of Mr. West 
will not be enforced. It will be an act of base 
Ingratitude on the part of the administration, 
and it may be a positive injury to the coun- 

try, for It Is not at all likely that the next 
minister England sends us will equal Mr. 
West in point of stupidity, and certainly 
while Mr. Bayard remains Secretary of State 
the more stupid the British minister at the 
capital the better for the country. If Mr. 
West’s letter has produced a bad impression 
among the people of the country who prefer 
American Interests to British, Mr. Cleveland 
can remove It perhaps by issuing another 
buncombe proclamation. Or he can recon- 
vene Congress and recommend a declaration 
of war against the British crown. At any 
rate Mr. West should be spared. If he were 
removed, Lord Dufferiu might be sent, and 
that accomplished diplomatist might beguile 
Mr. Bayard into consenting to the annexa- 
tion of the United States to Canada,
