In France each town, church, and individ-
ual is firmly helieved to be under the es-
pecial protection of suome patron saint. For-
tunately, since the French almanac furnishes
a saint for every day in the year, no one per-
son is in danger of being neglected, and every
good French Catholic considers his annual
fete-day as an occasion to invite in his friends,
dance and be merry.

The inhabitants of Versailles being under
the patronage of the worthy Saint Louis cel«
ebrate his fete with great rejoicing, the far-
famed fountains of the town delight the as-
sembled crowds, wonderful illuminations
blaze forth in the evening, and half the sur-
rounding country in holiday dress pours into
the place. On-this particular morning three
individuals, whom, for convenience sake
let us call simply Londoner nomber one,
Londoner number two and the American
presented themselves early at the Omnibus
station, and found all seats not ouly filled to
the utmost extent of the law, but some even
halved and quartered by the accommodating
spirit of the conductor.

A glance al our disappointed faces, over-
came whatever scruples he might have felt
in thus overloading the Diligence, and he
kindly placed the two members from London

on the top, where their parasols hung grace-

iy over the New England representative
uncolifortably perched on the conductor’s
seal In ®g door way. However we were
only too hapyy jn finding any mede of con-
veyance, and sa. very contentedly until re-
liefcame by two Zestlemen descending from
the top, and tWo persone 1eaying one seat on
the inside, thus settling om ffairs most sat-
isfactorily. *

Verseilles is a qulet, dull little tow. g)ight-
ly enlivened by the presence of the newge.
publican seat of government. In 'tself
offers nothing to attract a atranger, but, the
incomparable souvenirs of two remarkajle
periods of French history, make it one »f
the most interesting environs of Paris. Tie
Chatean of Lounis XIV is the first attraction
which presents itself on arriving. It isa
rambling old stone building, with very little
pretention to beauty of architecture, awd
were it not for the palace Conrt filled *ith
colossal statues, through which the visitor
passes on entering, one would fancyit to be
some strong old fortress rather thas the pal-
ace of the greatest king of France,

At the gateway we bargained With a de-
crepid old cake woman for s W sous each
of refreshments consistag in sone very solid

gingerbread, p=< 3 supplement of three lively
young wasps, who devoted thenselves to our

persons until the palace walls dlered security.
We ascend the broad marble sairway lead-
ing to an interminable suite of apartments,
and for the next hour our waiderings are
among magnificent halls, linet with large
battle pieces by famous molern jainters,

Napoleon, gaining the victory»f Austerlitz
looks proudly down on the'passisg faces. Near

by the battle of Yorktown wherein Gen.
eral Washington and kis army are de-
picted in vivid colors, offers a pleasing re-
freshmert to American eyes in the midst of
8o much foreign fighting, and quite by itself
behind a column, a noble Joan of Are, enter-
ing Orleans holds us a long time m admira-
tion before the quiet grandeur of the painting.
We continue our walk among the pictured
multitude until the last room leaves us at the
foot of a narrow wooden stairway- e as-
cend—wondering if once thi- Was some pri-
vate passage for the g=s Court people; or if it
were on|y a sort <1 kitchen back-stairs, where
the servesas used to hurry up anc down. De
shat a3 it may, they led us that morning in-
to the immense portrait gallery fllled with
faces of the word's celebrities, at all of which
we faithfully gazed. From here we passed
through the bed chamber of Marie Autoi-
nette, the waiting rooms of the attendants,
and reached the sleeping apartment of the
greot king Louis, still preserved in its origi-
nal condition, with a gilded railing around

‘the state bed to keep curious hands from ap~

proaching too near. From the little balcony
of the front window, one looks across the
court-yard down the iong avenue leading to-
ward Paris, and here it was, that when the
king died, the Lord Chamberlain an-
nounced to the people, while breaking the
wand of office, ““Le roi est mort, vive le roil”
Back of the king’s room extends a long sa-
lon lined with mirrors, and running the en-
tire length of the chateaun. It is called the
hall of glass; once it was the palace ball
room, and we imagined the pretty royal la-
dies of the portrait gallery flitting over the
waxed floors, and taking the places of the
pensants, soldiers, and fourists, who to-day

‘are reflected in the long mirrors. Qur necks

are quite broken with gazing up at the
painted ceilings, and with a vain attempt at
enthusiasm we drag listlessly through the re-
maining rooms, out to the garden; there we
sink down on the nearest seat, too tired for
utterance and feeling the weakness of the hu-
man frame to be an undeniable truth.

The garden is fast filling up with people,
many of whom are picnicing under the trees.
Patronizing the booth of a second old cake
lady, we followed the example of our neigh-
bors. This, and the noon-day rest, puls new
strength into our party, and we start off re-
freshed in the direction of the two Trianons.
Long avenues of beautiful trees, hiding the
sky above by a solid arch of green,lead to the
great Trianon, the palace built by Louis XIV
for Madame de Maintenon. Soldiers are sta-
tioned at the iron gateway, who watch that
no venturscme traveler steps on the smooth
turf, We did, however, finding the walk-
ing easier, but questioning in our minds at
each step as to the possibility of a shot from
the sentry at the entrance; our doubts were
soon settled by the breathless arrival of an
individual in uniform, and we finished the
walk on the common highway, The great
Trianon is built in the from of an Italian
vilia, and is of but one story. We thought
it a rambling, uncomfortable place to live in,
though some of the rooms were bright and
cosy, especially one with long windows
opening on to the garden, and am inlaid
work-table in the middle, around which the
court ladies used to chat over their embroid-
ery.

Another avenue of trees now leads to the
grounds of the litttle Trianon, and a few
steps bring us to the Swiss village of Marie
Antoinette. It is composed of several rustic
cottages, half grown over with ivy and
honey-suckle, and the mill, farm house and
dairy of the ill-fated queen. The buildings
are grouped about a little lake, where fam-~
ilies of gold fish are darting about in the
water. The scene is wonderfully quiet and
preity. One cannot help feeling the com-
fort it must have been to exchange the mag-
nificence of the court lite now and then for
a play at peasant life at the farm of thelittle
Trianon. We spent a pleasant hour under
the great oak tree, over-shadowing the royal
cottage. To have rested longer was impos-
sible since the fourtains of Versailles were
announced for four, and not to see the “wa-
ters play would be to miss one of the most
wonderful sights in the world, according to
the guide book and the received public opinion.
Back we turn to the garden, On ever side
showers of spray are rising and falling, form-
ing athousand rainbows in the sunlight.
Before us in the midst of a little lake a huge
bronze Neptune seems to be hurrying on his
horses amid clouds of mist. Just above rises
a cirealar ball-sroom whose sides are formed
by crystal like columns falling into marble
basins, and on auother terrace the walers
are throwlng themselves like a veil over a
beantiful group in marble. Down every alley
one catches glimpses of some different fancy
of the artist, and each little flower-bed is De-
ing bathed in the spray of its own fountain.
We climb the highest terrace, and look back.
It is like aglance into fairy-land—the gar-
dens, the people and the sound and sight of
the water continually rising and falling.

An old Frenchman near by touches Lon-
doner number one on the shoulder with, *“We
must hurry ourselves, my wife, or the ommni-
bus will start on without us.” We feel gra‘e-
ful to be notified, assure the bewildered gen-
tleman that his mistake is of no consequence,
reach the station in time o secura ou: places
and for us—the fete of St. Louis is over.

ANOTHER NEW GARMENT For WoOMEN.—
My earryall is a substitute for the corset—a
cross between it and a close-fitting, low-
necked, sleeveless basque. It is made of
drilling, single for summer, lined for winter;
is supported on the shoulders by straps of
doublé muslin or drﬂllnF. four inches wide,
which come within two inches of meeting on
the back, and are divided in front, one-half
coming forward to the centre, the other run-
niag down just in [rount of the arm. They
should be made to fit like a glove, without
whalebonies or steels, and buttoned up in
front. On this garment hang your stockings,
outside drawers and skirts. ake it an inch
or two wider around the waist than the eor-
sets you have been wearing. Take this off
before going to bed; have yourself well
sponged with alcohol and water—a table-
spoonful of alcohol to half a teacupiul of
water—and be well rubbed. If you weara
net compress all night so much the better.
Be sponged in the morning with alcohol and
water, and rubbed again. Then dress in
your new garment, having all your bands
and dress waist adjusted to the inward size,
Avoid extra exertion for a few days, and con-
tinue the sponging and friction night and
morning. Stand up often in pure air; throw
back your shoulders; and for ten times try
how ln.r%aa breath yon can take, drawing
the air through your nostrils slowly; and it
will be strange if, in one month, you are not
ten years younger than when you began.
When your chest fills your carryall so that it
begins to ctamp you when yomn take a long
breath, make a larger one, and let out
dresses and bands. Cultivate the waist as
diligently as you have hitherto repressed its
growth, and if the result is not a degree of
health and happiness, of brightened eyes and
rounded cheeks, at present unknown to you,
Nature has made s mistake in putting “you
Logether, or you have sidned away your day
ol graee in outraging her laws until you are
beyond pardon.— Mrs. Jane G. Swisshelm.

The Canadlan Pacifle Bailway Sarvey.

The report of Mr. Sanford Fleming, chief

engineer of the sgrecy Tecently undertaken by

the Canadipe government, develops the possi-
bility of & railway across the continent inside
of the British possessions, to terminate on the
western side opposite Vancouver's Island, a
distance of 2,700 miles, at a gross oatlay of
$135,000,000. It developes also the extreme
folly and utter improbability of any such in-
vestment for at least half a century. It is true

that Vancouver's Island is rich in minerals and
that the discovery of gold bas swelled the
population of ‘‘British Colambia’ to perhapa

20,000, mostly Californians. Bat [ndians and
shiftless half-breeds make] up the bulk of the
remaining populalion of the vast wilderness,

aud a diminishing population at that, if we ex-
cept the Red river country as one ol tho prom-
ising granaries of the futare. This proposed
Canadian line would undoubtedly drain the

trafic from this region, Ilncluding northern
Minnesota and the country southwest of Pem-
bina, as from Fort Garry to Toronto, by this
route, thera is a saving of 416 miles over the
lines via Pembina, Chicago and Detruit. and a
gaving of 637 miles to Montreal, and from Fort
Garry to Sault St. Marie, by water, the saving
of distance is 192 miles in favor of the Canada
route over any line bailt or pfoposed in connec-
tion with our Northern Pacitie,

Mr. Fleming's survey shows that the eastern
portion of the route, stretching from the settled
regions of Ountario and Quebec on the north-
ward of the St. Lawrznce and the great lake s
to the province of Manitoba, is a wilderness,
rough, rocky and densel y timbered, and almost
wholly destitute of agricultural resonrces. The
central region from Manitoba to the Rocky
Mountains is the northerly extension of the
Mississippi bagin, with no special engineering
difficalties in a stretch of 1000 miles, but with
uneertain water supply, aud a painful scarcity
of timber and fuel, though with iadications
that coal may be found and coosiderable iron
ore. The western or mountain region cousists

of two raunges, the Rocky Mountains and the
Coast or Cascade rauge, with an elevated pla-
trau between from 3000 to 4000 feet above the
sea-level, deeply grooved and furrowed with
ridges, lakes and water courses, and scattered
over with timber.  Very serious difficulties are
found in piercing the Cascade range and in de

scending from this elevated platean to the
ocean level, involving carves, tauneis, exeava-
tious and bridges, which demand the extremes
of cast and skill. Also in connecting Vancou-
ver's Island with the main-land by bridzing
numerouns chanunels, about 30 miles of very for-
midable work is to be done. The snow-falling
along this route would not probably be so
troublesome as on the Southern Pacific line.

The fact seems warranted by the experience of
Mr. Fleming, who turned out about a handred
horses and mules employed in the sarvey,

which shifted for themselves, all winter, in the

approaches to the Yellow Head pass, and every

cne came out ready for work inthe spring.

But to human life the hardships and exposures

were 80 great that 21 of the members of the
survey were lost.

FULL ACCOUXNT OF THE OBSEQUIES,

EUVLOGY BY ARCHBISHOPF Mc-
CLOSKEY.

IMPRESSIVECREREMONIES.

The cercinonies attendant upon the" final
obsequies over the remains of the deceased pre-
late of the Portland diocese, Rt. Rev. Bishop
Bacon, which took place yesterday from the
honrs of 10 o'clock a. m. to 2 p. m., were of the
most imposing and impressive character.
Long before the doors of the Cathedral were
opened, a throng of impatient people numbere d
by thousands had gathered around the entran®
ces. At balf past nine o'c¢lock probably not
less than ten thousand men, women and chil-
dren were in the immediate vicinage of the
edifice where the ceremonies were to take
place, and not one-fourth of that number
could find even standing room within the
structure, so that it iz safe to say three-fourths

of the number who desired to witness the im-
posing ceremonies were disappointed.

The cathedral presented a very animated as-
pect at the opening of the scrvices. The rear
slips were filled to repletion by the surging
multitude, and the reserved seats were occu-
pied by officials of ‘the eity government and
others invited, including many of our promi-
nent citizens.

After the office of the dead was chanted, the
solemn high mass was performed, the officers
being as follows:—Rt Rev. Bishop Johmn J.
Williams, Celebrant; Very Rev. Jobm O'Don-
nell, Vicar General of Nashua, Assistant
Priest; Rev. John Muarphy of Bangor, Deacon;
Rev. John Daddypel Oldtown, sub-Deacon.
[Rev. Duddy was allar boy under Bishop
Bacon, and was ordained by the same.] Rev.
E. M, O'Callaghan of Augusta, Master of Cere-
monies; Revs. Power of Portland, and Healy of
Boston, Chanters. The Archbishop theu pro-
nounced his eloquent discourse on the life ‘and
character of the deceased, in substadcé as
follows:

ARCHBISHOP MCOLOSKEY’S EULOGY,

Little did you think, dear brethren, when
gm last looked upon the face of your . bzloved
ishop,and listened to his words offaffectionate
farewell, on the eve o©f his departuré; some
three short months ago, that you could never
again look upon that kind and radiant counte-
nance only as it reposed In the sleep of death.
He left you apparently in the enjoyment of
fect bealth, and now he is brought back a
ifeless eorpse. .Anticipating his safe return in
due season, yon had prepared to give hima
warm and heartfelt greetisg, But, alas! it
was divinely ordered that grief shouli usurp
the place o ?oy. and poignant sorrow take the
place of exultant praise and gladsome thanks-
Eiyi_ . Heavy indeed has been the blow that
a8 %Iﬁu U ATl yout relillutl UgEts: -~ The In-
tensity of your grief shows how much you
loved him, and it eyinces likewise how much
he loved you. Heé was great to his brethren,
to whom he was bound %7 the most eundearing
ties. He was great to the eity in which he
ined his episcopal see. He was a friend and
ther to all, and by his remarkable affability,
courtesy and gentleness, he won all hearts.
But he is gone, »nd all should remember and
imitate his exalted virtnes. Yes, you will re-
member him; we all will. His memozy will be
most affectionately cherished, and his charac-
ter will be a model to pattern after,
These words of mine are not those of simple
anegyric or funeral discourse, but the heart-
?elt tribute of honor and affection for the de-
ceased. : :
Some account of his absenee from his_charge
will be of interest to my hearers, When he
uit his diocese with the intention of visiting
%ome, it was not- for the %?lrpose of taking
mere respite and recreativn, but it was an im-
perative duty to make a periodical visit to the
tombs of the Apostles, to make known to the
Vicar of C hrist the spiritnal progress and con-
dition of his ple, and to confer with re-
spect to the best interests of the church. This
was his sole object and purpose, and all other
motives attributed to him are wholy erroneous,
‘When, in my company, he departed upon
the steamship to cross the Atlantie, there was
D ly no one on board who was in better
th and spirits thanhe. His geniality,
kindness and affability were so prepossessing
that in a short time no one on board was so un-
iversal a favorite as was the Bishop of Port-
land. Bat his health rapidly failed, and when
within three days of Brest, lie might have beeu
seen at three or four o'clock in the morning
walking the deck, and suffering intensely from
the disease that had fastened upon him, indeed
so alarmingly that it was feared he could not
live an hour. Said he to me: *““This sickness I
feel willbe my last.” The Bishop made a
general confession, ander the strong convie-
tion that he could not recover from his malady.
On reaching Brest he was immediately placed
in the Naval Hospital, and the government
hysicians, on being apprised of the nature of
ﬁu disease and consequent sufferings, expressed
the belief that nine out of ten persons sub-
jected to a similar ordeal would have died. He
was very kindly and tenderly cared for in the
hoapite:l,; The admiral's apartments were
placed at his disposal, and the physicians and
nurses were with him constantly, and did all in
their power to alleviate his terrible snﬂurin;.r]n.
The Sisters of Charity were also ready to do
what they could, so that nothing was wanting
in the way of care, narsing and medical advice.
In two days he seemed to rally, and in fifteen
days, at the Feast of the Assamption, he
ered the sacrifice and conscerated a large
number of candidates, which seryice cxbausted
Lis pbysical powers and rendered his case more
desperate than it had been before. He was
conscious of the tax he was .imposing
upon  himself, but felt irresiatibly im-
lled to the service. He was pros , and
is condition grew more critical, Temporary
rallying spells and relapses supervened, and
were frequent up to the time of his departure
for home.. When I arrived in Brest 1 was in-
expressibly shoeked at the change that had
taken place in the Bishop’s condition. He did
not look like the same man, and I had grave
apprehensious that he wounld not be able to
stand the trial of the ocean voyage. The phy-
sicians, however, advised me to take him out of
the hospital and ran the risk of the voyage.
Said the Bishop: “I must go; to stay behind
would break my heart.” On the voyage, day
after day we feared would be his last, and as I
sat by his side I could see scarcely any grounds
for hope that he would behold the morning
sun. But with the most careful norsing he
was permitted to reach the shore with some
hittle remuant of life, where he was placed
under the tender care of the kind Sisters of
8t. Vincent's in New York, where on the fol-
lowing day ha calmly breathed his last,
Although not permitted to reach his home to
die, we lht'oul(;ua be devoutly thankful that
dissolation did not take place at sea, with the
painful necessity of committisg his body to
the deep, and that his precions remains could
be brought home and laid to rest amid the
prayers and tears of his dearly beloved.
On taking my departure from Brest for
Rouwe, the Bishop confided to my l.'ee{lm;;I the
perous offering of his people to the Holy
ather, saying that it was the heartfelt offer-
ing of his diocese, and asking acceptance and
the apostolic benediction thereupon. The of-
fering was duly presented, and I was commis-
sioned to be the bearer of a message from the
Holy Father to you, expressive of his heartfelt
thanks and apostolic benediction. 5
I will not detain you to enter into detail in
regard to the life-work of the deceased. He
informed me that he was born in the city of
New York, over sixty years ago. He was edu-
cated in that city and in the College of Mon-
treal, finishing his studies in Baltimore. After
his consecration in New York he was placed
over the church at Utica, and subsequently at
Ogdensburg, where his position was very re-
sponsible and laborious, and where he did ex-
cellent service. He was translated from Og-
densburg to Brooklyn, where his strenuous ef-
forts were successful in finishing the beautiful
church of Mary, Star of the Bea. 1n the year
1855 he became the first Bishop of the diocese
of Portland, where he has ever shown an in-
domitable zeal and energy of mied and bodi
that wpothing could intimidate. He shran
from no hardship. He allowed himself no rest.
He was always busy, affording himse'f few
hours for sleép, and no iuduigences, not even
those that are considered harmless, His fro-
gality, seli-denial and self-sacrifice were won-

The churches, educational institutions, or-

han houses and asylams in Maine and New
E!ampshlro bear evidence to his profound wis-
dom and untiring energy. All these are things
to retain with pleasare in four memories. The
scriptures declare that “‘Blessed are the dead
who die in the Lord, for their works do follow
them.” The departedsaid not, do this and do
that, but he took the lead in every
worle, You will never forget to consider well
the end of his conversaiion. He sought only
to prepare the way to Leaven, You will re-
member his many pertonal sacrifices. You
will remember his bright and exemplary vir-
tues, and his fine qualities of mind and heart.
You will remember him in your homes, in the
bosom of your families. You will remember
him at the altar, where all around you are the
evidences of his unflagging zeal, his beautiful
taste, and his sincere lova of the house of God.

He will take his place among the saints and
martyrs and apostles, You will no more look
upon his paternal and beanteous t ce,
but the remembrance thereof will ever be fresh
in your memories, He died within the octave
of the festival of All Saints, and his mind was
then there, Latus devoutly hope and trust
that the spirit of the departed Bishop is now
with All Saints, and may we all so live that
our last end shall be like unto his.

At the conclusion of the Archbishop's dis-
course, the bishops were vested in stole and
cope, after which they proceeded to the cata,
falque upon which the remains reposed, where
the solemn ceremony of j absolution was per-
formed. The body was then conveyed to the
vault beoeath the chancel, and as it was horne
down the broad aisle the grief of the assembled
maultitude was too violent to be repressed. *The
eyes that ache, the hearts that mourn,” it
were impossible to number in that bereaved
congregation.

The mournful procession passed down the
centre aisle, and the organ gave forth its most
 eympathelic tones, and the great Cathedral
bell'tolled its melancholy’ requiem, the priests
meanwhile chanting the Benedictus.  The pa-
geant passed into the street and through the
chapel entrance, the Bisters filing into the
chapel, the priests dividing to each side, and
allowing the remains of the distinguished and
lamented deceased to pass through to the vault,
where Bishop Laughllx pérformed’ P final
services,” after which the ‘clergy depanted, and
Fatber Bradley remained to sce the casket
properly placed and the vault sealed. Thus
were concluded the memorable obsequies of the
highly respected and honored Bishop, wkom
to know was to love, to name was to praise,

VISITING MERC HANTS.

BThe run to Bemis’ station was delightful, the
clear atmosphere and bright sunshine rendering
the mountain scenery extremely beautiful.
On reaching Bemis’ atation the Vermont and
New Hampshire delegations had already ar-
rived and were waiting for the train. They
numbered ninety-two in all, and represented
the mercantile interests of the towns along the
line of the Qgdensburg railroad in Vermont
and New Hampshire. A portion of the party
left 8t. Jobnsbury, Vt., at eleven o'clock Mon-
day forenoon, and the remainder at 3 o'clock.

As soon as the Portland party had disem-
barked, Hon. G. W. Woodman, President of
the Board of Trade, {proposed three cheers for
Vermont and three for New Hampshire, which
were given with a will, and to which the visi-
tors responded with three for Portland.

There was a little delay in consequencs  of
shifting the train, which was well improved by
taking up a contribution for the relief of a
man who had lost an eye by a premature blast
in the Notch and whe was being conveyed to
Portland, but it was only brief and the varty
soon got aboard for Portland. An excellent
lunch was served in the cars and’ the tide to
this city was spant in conversation and general
hilarity.  Arriving at the Eastern depot at
about 3 p. m., the party was conveyed in car-
riages about the city and finally to their hotels.
At 7 o’cluck the visitors, by invitation of the
merchants, sat down to & supper at the Fal-
mouth Hotel. Plates were Iaid for about three
hundred, and the party included the great ma-
jority of our large business firms. President
Woodman presided and the divine blessing was
invoked by the Rev. William H. Fenn, pastor
of Figh street church. The party then pro-
ceeded to dispose of the feast, which was
sumptoous, and elgantly spread. The proyer-
bial “feast of reasonand flow of soul” fol-
lowed.

Hon, Geo. Woodman called the assemblage
to order, and in a few appropriate words wel-
comed the guests from Vermont and New
Hampshire. His speech was greeted with fre-
guent applause. ;
Ex-Gov. Washburn was next introduced. He
was glad to meet the business of New Hamp-

Portland and Ogdensburg ,and his allusion to
the prominent part which the Messrs. Fair-
banks of St. Johnsbury took in the scheme was
received with tremendous enthusiasm, He well
rememberéd the dificnlties that were antici-
pated in making the psssage of the Notch, but
in the work already accomslished he could sce
the entire completion of the taskin the near
future. He was the friend of all railroads—
the Grand Trunk, the DMaine Central and the
Rochester—because they will all be of advan-
tage to Portland. He hoped the visit of the
Vermonters would be profitable to the mer-
chants of Portland.fIudeed to use the langnage
of George I and his Queen to their English sub~
jects they were here “for our goot.” He refer-
red to the growth of the Ogdensburg enterprise
and called upon Ex-Gov. Hendee of Vermont,
as one of the earliest and most sanguine friends
of that road.

Ex-Gov. Hendee said it was appropriate for
him to address the citizens of Portland as
“friends and neighbors'’ as the time was near
when Vermont and Maine would be united so=
cially and in business by the completion of the
Portland and Ogdensburg Railroad. He re-
counted the occasions in the past whenjhe ad-
dressed the citizens of Portland. Once he had
been introduced by Gen. 8. J. Anderson,whom
he considered one of the best men in New Eng-
land, and again by Samuel E, Spring,the hand-
somest man in Portland. He said the party
from Vermont repcesented all the prineipal in-
dustries of their section. ~ The pulpit, the bar
and the medical profession were all repre~
sented. Had the notice been longer the party
would have been much larger. He referred to
he work in the Notch and said that when it
was first proposed to cut through there he had
some doubts of the [feasibility of the project,
but he liad saen enough to-day to convince him
that the work would soon be = successfully ac-
eomplished. Indeed he believed that wherever
he conld carry himself on foot there was a suita
ble place for a railroad. He referred to the short
ening of the line to the seaboard by the comple-
tion of the Portland and Ogdensburg Railroad
and its connections, and said that their freight
from the west would then tend to Portland. He
“was impatient to see the completion of the
road.

A. M, Dickey, Esq., of St. Johnsbary, said
that he conld not say with Gov. Hendee that
he was one of the original projectorsof the
road; he had become interested im 1t at acom-
paratively recent date. He believed the rond a
fixed fact. Vermont is doing all in her power
and will meet the Forest City at the Connecti-
cut River. When this was accomplished the
interests of Vermont and Portland wonld be
ideatical. ‘He was glad to make the acquain-
tance of the citizens of Portland, and hoped the
occasion would be but the beginning of a long
acquaintance both socfally and for business
purposes. !

Bliss N. Davis of Danville, who is famoas in
Vermont as the altorney whom Bristol Bill at-
tempted to murder in'the .court room after he
he had secured his conviction, made a very hu-
morons speech, which was so frequently inter-
rupted with applause that it was exceedingly
difficult to catch a connected sentence., He be-
lieved ‘the Ogdensbug Railzoad was mot to be
stopped at Barlington, but was to extend to
Puget Sound and thence to Hong Kong in

up to give place to the Ogdensburg. The work
begun here at Portland was a mighty one and
its projectors do mot comprehend the immense
importance it isdestined to attain. |

Mr, D, C. Linsley of Burlington, Vt., Presi-
dent of the Barlington & Lamoille Railroad,
and an engineer of national repute, having
been connectad with the Northern Pacific road,
said Burlington would have lad representa-
tives to speak for (her business interests had
they been able to have got herc. He thought
the branch from Cambridge to Burlington on
Lake Champlain was of immense [importance
to the Ogdensburg railroad. On .the comple-
tion of Caughnawaga canal freight can be
brought from the Northwest all the way to
Burlington by water, and - by means of the
Ogdensburg read it can. he laid down at the
seaboard at Portland cheaper than at New
York. Water conveyanee must always be the
successful corapetitor of land conveyance for
long distances, and as this route was nearly all
by water, it'must become the first highway to
the sea. He said-the Ogdensburg road was, s0
far, one of the best built roads in the country,
and he looked forits completion at the close of
anpther summer.

Hon. Horace Fairbapks of St Johnsbury
was received with deafening applause. He
said the visitors were quite overwhelmed with
the courtesy- they had met with. He expressed

fhtiataction ot the peagrens I hehine "and
Vermont would clasp hands at the Connecticut
River next season.

Hon, J, B. Brown referred to the chinges
which the past forty-five years, dating from
the time that enr-trade with Vermont ceased,
had brought abont, and looked for a speedy
renewal of interconrse with our neighbors across
the Connecticut river.

Gen. 8. J. Anderson said the assemblage
'was one calcalated to unite Maine,New Hamp-
shire and Vermont. They had met then at the
request of the business men of Portland. The
matter of railroad connection was subordinate
to that of a business connection. He alladed
to Ethan Allen us thejrepresentative Vermont-
er and the embodiment of the honesty and
probity of the people of that state.

Mr. E. M. Aldrich of Whitefield, N. H., ex-
tended the greetingy of the business men of
New Hampshire. - Unfortunately before he
began his remarks the compauy seewmed to

THE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD.

How to Drive Sheep.

Like many other persons, I handled sheep
a long time before acquiring the art of driving
them to the best advantage, when the sheep
are turned on the road withoat any help to
assist me. The first day I drove eight to ten
mileg, and got them in good pasture at night.
The next morning, after getting under way,
I found the sheep were very hard to drive;
they wanted to lie down under every shade,
and I labored hard all day, and only made
seven or eight miles on the journey; and
this was my experience for three or four
days. Ibegan at last to reflect as to the
cause of the sheep driving so badly, and it
occured to me that the reason was, they had
filed themselves during the night, and
wanted to lie down and chew their cud, in-
stead of traveling.on a full stomach, I re-
£olved to change my tactics at the next stop-

ing place. Accordingly, when night came,
Emw.l of turning them into a pasture field
as herelofore, I put them into anice elean
barn-yard, and let them rest all night instead
of eating. The result was that next morning
when I turned them on the road I had 10
get before them. I found it necessary to use
a long pole to keep them back, so marvelous
was the change, and so impetuous was . their
anxiety to push ahead. The reason for this
change was change was simply owing to the
tact that the sheep had had agood nmight's
rest, and were fresh and huvgry.— Corres-
pondence American Farmer.
