in 1739, graduated at Harvard college in 1757,
He camie to old Falmouth to teach school,

built a house on the east gorner of Middle and
willow streets which survived the burning of
1775 but was consumed'in the great fire of
1866. Mr. Bradbury commenced the prae-
tice of law in Falmouth, in 1762. Aftar the
destruction of the town in 1775 he moved to
Standish and from there he returned to New-
bury in 1777, In 1794 he was chosen Repre-
sentative to Congress from the Essex dis'riel.
He was appointed Judge of the Supreme
court of Massachusetts in 1797 and died New-
buryport in 1803 aged 64.
The letter was written while attending the
session of Congress at Philadelphia and is
the property of Miss Hooper, 71 Park street,
daughter of thelady to whom it was ad-
dressed. The ‘’pictures of the King of
France and his Queen’ described were por*
traits of Lounis XVI, the mild and good, and
Marie Antoinette, who were firm friends to
the colonies, and assisted with land and na-
val forces to establish onr independence. The
“dreadfal catastrophe” spoken of was their
execution by the guillotine in 1793, during
the French revolution. The King was exe-
cuted in January at the age of thirty-eight,
When the knife was about to fall his con
fessor, Abbe Edgworth, stooping over the
prostrate monarch, exclaimed: “Son of St.
Louis, ascend to Heaven.”” The Queen was
beheaded in October of the same year, ex-
hibiting great firmness. These portiaits
were probably removed from Philadelphia to
Washington, when the capitol was first oc-
cupied in 1801 and were undoubtedly de-
stroyed when that building was burned by
the British Gen. Ross in 1814, as I have
never seen a notice of them. W G.

Dear HARRIET :—In compliance with my
romise 1 now sit down to write, and though
Yhave nothing material to communicate I
am influenced by the pleasure it gives me, at
this distance of conversing with my children
in the only way which I can.

monds, figs, raisins, and a variety of wines
and punch. We took our leave at six, more
than an hour after the candles were intro-
duced. No lady but Mrs. Washington dined
with us. We were waited on by four or five
men servants dressed in livery.

Perhaps you have a cutiosity to have a de-
seription of Congress Hall; it is a large, ele-
gant brick building, the north end on Chest-
nut street, The representatives’ room is on
the lower floor. The Speaker sils in a large
arm chair with a table before him like a
toilette, covered with green cloth, fringed.
The speaker’s seat is elevaled about 2 feet
and is on the west side of the hall. The
members’ seats are 3 rews of desks, rising
one above another in the form of a semi-
circle, opposite the speaker; these are writ-
ing desks with large armed chairs with
leather bottoms, There is a lock and key to
each desk and places on the desks for ink,
%Rﬁ, sand and a plentiful supply of paper.

here are two fireplaces, on each side of the
hall with stoves. :

There isa good deal of room outside the
semicirele, or as we speak, “without the
bar,” to which we introduce strangers to
hear the debAtes, and where considerable
numbers are alwa&s in attendance, as well
as in the gallery which is at the north end.
At the south end, without the bar, there is
an area or half circle with three large win-
dows looking intoa large square or walk,
the only mall in the city, and two doors {rom
the hall cpen into it. There are holes for

An amendment of the law is also
recommended authorizing -the exchange of
notes fit for circulation held by the redemption
agency for unfit motes held by the treasury
whieh would save double the transportation,
expense and time. Another amendment was
urged requiring all notes not bearing the char-
ter number on their faces when redeemed, be
treated as unfit for circulation and _destroyed.
It was also recommended that the Camptroller
of Currency, with the concurrence of the
Secretary of the Treasury, be impowered to
appoint & special agent to examine affairs of
banks neglecting to keep up _their fine per cen-
tum redemption fund, andon his report, if
waraanted, to place such banks in the hands of
recivers.

With these amendments, and perhaps an
increased amount to be kept in the treasury
for the redemption fund to seven per centum
on the circulation of banks, the necessity or
non necessity of which can be known in time
for Congress to act upon, it is believed the law
will enable the redemption agency to perform
all the functions required or expected by Con-
gress, the banks or the people.

THE MERCANTILE COURSE.

Charles Bradlangh on Eepublicanism in
’ England.

—_—

The fourth lecture of the Mercantile Course
was delivered last evening by Charles Brad.

The hall was well filled, and the audience were
not disappointed, although raised to the high-
est pitch of expectation by the high praise
which Wendell Phillips bad given Bradlaugh
in advance. The orator is about six feet high,
of fine, commanding figure, magnetic voice,
and a hand that has a world of changefol ex-
pression in itself. Whatever may be said of
Bradlaugh's sentiments, it cannot be denied
that he has the charm and grace of the orator.
The aim of the lecture was to show the possi~
bility and necessity of Republicanism in Eng.

land.

First. He started with the definition of a Re-
public: “A Republic is that state in which the
government is for the people and by the people”
In a Republic every citizen must think that his
own political vitality is necessary o the body
politic; that he is a part of the government,
and that what pertains to the government per-
tains not to a set of professional politicians,
but the individual citizen, personally. This
sense of individual responsibility presupposesa
certain degree of knowledge and intelligence.
There was not enough of this popular intelli-
gence in Greece or Rome to build a Republic
on,and so Greece and Rome never had a Re-
ublic. For the same reason there never was a
Republic in Florence or Milan or Lucca or
Venice; those were mock Republics, simply
uilds or associations. France never bad a

public; in 1789 the great French leaders
were not Republicans; Robespierre, Marut and
others appealed to the king and'to_the nobles,
and to almost everybody else, but it never oc-
curred to them to appeal to the high senti-
wents and instincts of the people, and so they
missed the first elements of Republicanism;
the people were not worthy to be appealed to;
they were half starved and povert[y-striokﬂn;
their rebellion was a revolt of the belly and not
of the brain.
Spain never had a Republic, although Cas-
telar is bold, pure and true, still, he is unaided,
and no one man can make Republicanism; a
man cannot make movements, movements
must make the man. There was no Republic
in England under Cromwell: it was simply a
graud dezputism. Even in America thore nover
was a Republic while slavery existed, and it is
uncertain whether there be one now. There is
a grand possibility of one.gbut it does not exist
unless each man feels and asserts his own po-
litical vilali&y.
Second. The speaker then discussed the pos-
sibility of a Republic in England. FParliament
is supreme; the Eoglish monarchy is not strict-
ly bereditary, it is_parliamentary, constituted,
arded, memmed in by the people acting
through their parliament. ‘Parlinment. can do
what it pleases, and there is no Puwer to say
that any act is unconstitutional. Rulers are
made and unmade by enactment. Only thir-
teen out of thirty three kings, from William
the Conqueror to George 111., were hereditary
kings, the others were all qla(fa kiogs, by par-
liament. Queen Victoria is on’ the throne to-
day because in 1689 a statute was passed which
declared the throne was vacant, which said
that James II. was not king, and which ig-
nored James IL’s son. The parliament dis-
possessed Chatles 1. 5 ! 3
Here the spaaker referred with quiet bitter
satire, to their Prince of Wales, and then said:
“In England we are not worthy to be Kings
and Queens ourselves, and so _when we want
new ones we import 'em.” He developed and
elsborated with great force the idea
that the right to alter the succession
is  with the people. This  idea.
he said was upheld by all the greatest of the
English statesmen in every age, by Sidoey, by
Iar;'i Hardinge, and even by Pitt, ‘“‘a tory”,
said the orator, ‘‘and not a rough demagogue
like myself.”

Third. Is there areﬁublic.'m gpirit in Eng-

land? Mr. Bradlaugh showed clearly that
there is; mot in Windsor or in Grosvenor
Square, but among the working classes in Man-
chester, Birmingham and the Clyde. Even
the Spectator a few weeks since antieipated
that there may be a melfnblic in England goon,
and says there is a right to discuss the question.
In Birmingham last August, at a meeting
which Mr. Bradlangh was addressing, the
question was pus to the six thousand people
present: ‘‘Is a republic desirable?” and only
nineteen hands voted in the negative, while
a forest of hands voted for a republic. And
still England is not ripe for a republie yet; her
people are too poor and too ignorant, 3
ourth —Why does the movement exist?
Because, for one reasom, taxation has become
unbea.mi)le; it has in in comparatively
few {g:u from £5,000,000 to £56,000,000, and
has been cbauged from land where it belongs,
and where it used to be, to labor where it is
oppressive and where it never belonged. He
showed that taxes were enormous, principally
on account
of wars, both of which are engines of despot-
ism. Oue thousand two bundred and fifty mil-
lions of pounds were spent in the early part of
tlns century to stab liberty to death in France,
go that the wave might not roll across the
channel and give England freedom.
One hundred atd sixty families own half of
England and four-fifths of Scotland. Under
the present system land has rights, but the
people have none.

Baf tha are learning, aud they will
1 that there are no rig'hts of property
which can eonflict with the rights of human
life. Honest industry will prevail over demor-
alized poverty and the plow and the spade
shall go through the paltry parchments that
the rich hand-holders put in the way of re-
form.

“If peerages stand in the way,” said the ora-
tor, “‘we wiﬁ down,with peerages; if the crown
stands in the way we will break the crown.”
It is vain to attempt to reproduce the fine
veins of satire and sarcasm which adorned the
lecture. He detailed every varied form of do-
mestic cusseduness with which the royal family
had occupied their elegant leisure, and at the
end of each particular description he remarked,
“and yet Disraeli says that the royal famil
represents the domestic felicity of the Englis
sople.’”” He said that the English nobility
=5 Ea their sons in life by the fullowing rule:
l{ e sons be clever they shall be gevernors,
judges and such; if they be average they shail
vicars and the like; if they be fools they
ghall be foreign ambassadors.

Thelecture was too radical to be popular,
even in America, but won great applanse by
the force and magnetism of the orator.

The Aroostook.

Four Promising Towns—Smuggling—Ge
Enst, Young Man, etc.

There was no part of Maine so disasterously
affected by the war as Aroostood County. It
had just entered upon a period of unusual
prosperity. Hundreds of young men, induced
by the liberal offers of the state to settlers, had
taken up lots. To such an extent was this
true that during the four years previous to the
breaking out of the rebellion that more land
had been sold to settlers than- for three
times as many years previous. In that
time a half dozen whole townshlps
were “taken” by actunal settlers. When the
call of Uncle Abraham came the pioneer was
the first to respond. He had less to keep him

at home for he had hardly begun. Besides the
older towns were full of young men who
eagerly enlisted. We have the bestauthority
for the statement that in no part of the state
did the same nunmber of inhabitants furnish so
many good men for the country’scanse and
at the same time get so little credit for it for
the reason that hundreds went to the cities to
enlist where tempting bountiez were paid.

Hundreds never went back, the bushes and

weeds covered the farm just begun, the tide of
settlers was stopped, the Western fever had
its rap, yet, dospite these drawbacks, Aroos-
took made o greater increase of population

than any other county daring the war decade.

We predict that the census of 1830 will place

that county among such as Somerset and

Waldo,andfif her rai.road facilities are increased

even higher in the list.

Houlton is one of the thriftiest villages in

the Statc and contains a larger number of fine

residences, stores andjother buildings than any
place of its slze in the State. There are the coun-

ty buildings, the custom-house, six churches,
an academy, which our energetic Baptist peo-
ple are abont to take charge of; several mills,
water and steam; more than twenty stores, the
most of which do a large business; two hotels
so excellent that you won’t think of inquiring
which iIs the best; two papers, the Times Dy
Theodore Cary and the Pioneer by W. 8. Gil-
man and just as lively a crowd of business
menas can be fonnd ‘“‘outside.’”” The village
bas more than doubled its number of good
buildings in six years and the growth is now at
its best. Its trade is assurcd by its water pow-
er and the fine farming country which sor-
rounds it. This trade is not confined to Yan-
keedom for despite numerouns custom house of-
ficials on both sides,there is a deai of freo trade
in asmall way. Even the average good man
there can’t be made to see that itis wrong to
take goods to and fro across that imaginary
line marked by iron mile posts. During the
war the “balance” of that kind of commerce
was very heavily against us, Now it is in our
favor, except so far as farm products are con-
cerned, Nearly all descriptions [of groceries,
boots, shoes, farm utensils, edge tools and the
common prodocts of our cotton and woolen
mills are sold cheaper here than in the Do~
minion so that smuggling, great and smali, in
these articles is from us, The Canada &
New Brunswick Railroad which has a branch
into Houlton is the secret of this rapid growth
and its business, (the railroad’s) is iucreasing
annually at a rate of fifteen or twenty per cant.

Travelling from Houlton northwest forty
miles over the worst road that ever was but
through the fine farming towns of Littleton,
Monticello, Bridgewater, Blaine and Westfield,
we come to Presque Isle. Onthe way, how-
ever, to rest your horses, you will stop on the
hills and takea view miles away on eithe
hand to see that there are thousands of acres
of excellent tillage lauds, as far as the eye can
see; and if you make your trip in early Octo-
ber when the hardwood forests are putting on
their delicate but brilliant autumnal tints,
your vision will take in the most gorgeous and
magnificent sights to he seen in Maine because
on 80 extensive a scale. This remark applies
to all the country above Houlton,

Presque Isleis another trade center, with
mills of ail kinds, & dozen well stocked stores,
two churches, an academy, the largest hotel in
the courty and a model in its way, a number
of Dbeautiful residences to say nothing of a
large number of neat cottages, In 1860 nearly
half of the village was burned, but now it has
ten substantial buildings where it then had
one. Two newspapers flonrish here, the San-
rige by Father Stickney, and the North Star by
Dr. Parker, both of whom drive vigorous pens,
often into each other.

The town
contains a large number of first class men and
some of the ablest and most icfluential in the
county. Intensely Republican, it once in a
while asserts the character and purity of its
faith by giving two-thirds of ils vote against
regular nominations. It is surrounded “with
charming scenery which extends all along the
Aroostook river. Fort Fairfield has the repu-
tation of being one of the best towns in the
county in every respect—a reputation to which
it is fully entitled.

The village of Caribou, in the town of Lyu-
don, is another trade center. Itis the outpost
of the English speaking setilements, is grow-
ing fast and already has a very large trade for
its dozen stores aud shops. It has a good water
power and all the mills required for country

business.

The four places named are the principal
trade centers of the county and each is sur-
rounded by fine, growing farming towns and
lands requisite for the support of a dense agri-
cultaras population, As has been before inti-
mated, the uon-resident proprietors are dis-
posed to keep settlers off their lands as the
fires of land clearing are sure to destroy the
tracts of timber lying between the hard wood
ridges. The E. & N. A, Railway Co. has quite
a large amount of settling land which it is
obliged to sell when required for settlement,
We predict that within a few years some of
these fertile scres will be required by actual
gottlers, for the shrewd young men will spon

ses that Aroostook is & better country to make
gnsy inat farming than is the West, and

further, more young men will see that it is
much batter to live an independent life as a
farmer than a dependent one in the cities or
about the factory towns, .

At present, farms well begun can be bought
in any part of the county for a small price,
With 81000 to begin with,a man can get a good
farm, and a lot with a be ginnieg for balf that
sum.
l©  The Aroostook country is becoming quite an
important section to Portland wholesale trade.
A few years ago a Portland jobber was scarcely
known in that county, now Portland traders
are gelting a large part of the trade, simply
because they can give as good bargains as mer-
chants elsewhere,

In concluding these letters respecting our
new county, we would advise the man who be-
lieves that the only road to success is by labor
and has come to the sensible conclusion that it
can be won ¢on a farm as well or beiter than
elsewhere, to take a trip to Arodstook and
make enquiries at the places above named, for
a location in the vicinity of either of them. If
he is politically inclined and purposes to make
that a business, Aroostook isn’t & good place
to locate, for the market is crowded and things
politically are mighty “onsartin’ there.
