A Strange Dream Fulfilled.—L. W. 
Lewis, in his reminiscences of the war, pub- 
lished in the Texas Christian Advocate, re- 
lates the annexed remarkable instance as 

literally true, 'the battle referred to was 
that of Prairie Grove, in Northwest Arkan- 
sas, fought Dec, 7, 1862: 

A curious fulfillment of a dream nccurred 
at the battle under mv own eye. A man by the name of Joe Williams bad told a dream 
to many of bis fellow soldiers, some of whom 
had related it to me months previous to the 
occurrence which I now relate. He dreamed 
that we crossed a river, marched over a 
mountain, and camped near a church located 
in a wood, near which a terrible battle en- 
sued, and in a chaigq, just as we crossed the 
ravine, he wa3 shot in the breast- On the 
ever memorable 7th of December, 1862, as 
we moved at double quick to take our place in the line of battle, then already hotly en- 
gaged, we passed Prairie Grove church, a 
small frame building belonging to the Cum- 
berland Presbyterians. I was riding in the 
flaDk of the command, and opposite to Wil- 
liams, as we came in view of the house. 
“That is the church, colonel, I saw in my dieam said he. I made no reply, and never 
thought of the maiiei -,utU',in the 
uing. We had broken the encu-j,’. i;pf. -n[j 
were in full pursuit, when we came upon « 

dry ravine in the wood, and Williams said: 
“Just on the other side of the hollow I was 
shot in my dream, and I will stick my hat 
under my shirt.’’ Suiting the action to the 
word os be ran along, he doubled it up and 
crammed it In his bosom. Scarcely had he 
adjusted it before a minic ball knocked him 
out of line. Jumping up quickly he pulled 
out his hat, waved it over his head and 
shouted: “I’m all right!’’ The ball raised a 
black spot about the size of a man’s hand 
j ust over his heart and dropped into his shoe. 

How Mb. Tweed Lives —Harper's Weekly, 
tells how the enforced retirement of the Tam- 

many statesman is made comfortable: 
F-om being treated as a man convicted of 

enoriaous crimes, Tweed has been allowed to 
assnoin the character of a distinguished guest 
on the idand. He occupies a large room in the 
second sUry of the central bnilding of the pen- 
itentiary. This apartment, situated near the 
head of the &uira leading from the main en- 
trance, is twe«ty feet long, twelve feet wide, 
and twelve feet in height. It contains a doable 
bed, screened by a sliding curtain, and is fur- 
nished with a buieau, washstand, two writing 
desks, one of whies is for the accommodation 
of his private secretary, chairs, books, etc. 
The bureau is supplied with all the necessary 
articles for the toilet. To spare the “states- 
man’s” eyes the whitewashed wall is covered 
bo tuts ueignb oi huuui «iev«u itreii wuu uhmwu 

colored muslin. The floor is partially carpeted. 
The visitor who undertakes to ascend the stairs 
leading to this room is told that there is noth- 
ing there but the private quarters of the effl 
cers, and his attention is politely directed else- 
where. The warden’s bouse, situated about a 

quarter of a mile north of the penitentiary, is 
reached by a pleasantly Bhaded-walb, which in 
fine weather forms the favorite promenade of 
the retired “statesman,” sometimes alone, 
sometimes accompanied by his private secre- 
tary. The screen of trees spares him the gaze 
of curious visitors, and affords opprotumties 
for a dignified retreat should an outsider 
chance to come too near. As he has been per 
mitted to let his hair, moustache and beard 
grow, and to wear the ordinary dress of a gen- 
tleman. he might encounter a visitor without 
being recognized. In the north wing of the 
warden’s house is the large dining room where 
the old “ten governors” used to entertain their 
friends. This is now used by the retired 
“statesman,” who takes his meals there ia pri- 
vacy. It is not to be supposed that the table 
is furnished with the regulation prison fare. 
That would be too coarse for a man accus- 
tomed to Mr. Tweed’s former style of liviug. 

Salmon Cultcbe in the United States — 

More than half a ceDtury since the late Na- 
thaniel Wyetli, of Cambridge, organized a par- 
ty to proceed overland to the Pacific Coast, for 
the purpose of perfecting an arrangement for 
the securing and preserving of salmon, that 
were then known to exist in great abundance 
in the rivers emptying into the bays on the 
coasts of Oregon and California.

The Argentine Revolution. 
I$y the courtesy of oue of our hruus doing 

business at Buenos Ayres, wo are permitted to 
publish the following interesting extract from a 
letter dated Sept. 28th, giving an idea of the 
condition of affairs since the breaking out of 
the rebellion j 

1 The city is in a great state of excitement ow- ing to a revolution headed by the Mitre party. The National Guards have been called ouG aud the city declared in a state of siege for two months from Sept. 24th. There have been one 
or two unimportant skirmishes in the country districts, hut so far there has been no fighting 
in the city. On the 24th inst. at midnight va- 
rious tramway stations were broken iuto and horses taken out, telegraphic wires were cut and several of the leadiug Mitre party men left the city as fast as possible, aud amoug them many of the most prominent and leadin* 
business men of the city. The government inT- 
uiediately ordered the town closed so no one 
can leave the city without a permit. All tbc 
river and Montevideo steamers have stopped the telegraph wires are not allowed to be used’ 
and the offices of the telegraph companies were 
put into the hands of the troops. For one day 
even, the office of the Montevideo telegraph 
company was closed, but that is now open.— Captains can only go to tbeir vessel# by special 
permits, aud no one is allowed to go to Fiore- 
Lomas, Quilmes or even travel by the railroads 
uuless with these permits. This is done be- 
cause the influential Mitre party men were try- ing to leave the city and because on Friday 
morning the two new gunboats just out from 
England and purchased by the Argentine Gov- 
ernment were noticed to have moved their an- 
chorage, and when a boat was sent off (o them, inquiring wby this was done, the aoswer given 
was that the gunboat had been taken and its 
occupants made prisoners. One of the gun- boats soon got aground, her guns were takeu 
out and she was abandoned; tne other one now 
remains in the bauds of the Milre party and it 
is said is waiting the arrival of the troops marching towards the city from all quarters.— In such a state of affairs, of course all busiue-s 
is at au end. How long this will last we cannot 
say, for if it is true (and all say it is) that 
troops aro marching on the city, we must wait till they come. The troops in the city cannot 
go out for three-quarters of the city is against the government. If it were not for so many of 
the influential men having left the city it 
might perhaps be settled up. Many now be- 
lieve it is going to be a very serious affair. Al- 
ready it is serious enougn to stop all busiuess. 
The government has suppressed all the 
journals in opposition to it, and it is difficult to 
tell what is going on outside the city.

A Journalistic Disorganize!-. 
The Bangor Whig has assumed such offen- 

sive airs of superior orthodoxy as a Republi- 
can journal, that it is entirely fitting to in- 

quire into the grounds of such assumptions, 
especially a3 that paper has gone to the ex- 

tent of elaborately calling several of itt con- 

temporaiies to account in an ex cathedra 
fashion for some alleged lapses in party 
iealty. That the Whig has been faithful in 

the way of endorsing and apologizing for all 
the errors and malfeasances of party leaders, 
no one will question. This it has done with 

ready zeal—so ready and profuse as to be 
sometimes embarrassing to the recipients of 
its laudations—but it seems never to have 
a conception of the higher faithfulness im- 

plied in that just and careful criticism of 

party men and measures whose object ia to 

correct mistakes, to prevent wrong-doing 
and to make the party worthy the praise and 
confidence of all men. J^eTfeTeraTC 
Maine delegating^- j“oseph H. Manley for 
yj-Wead of the Internal Revenue service of 

New England, and the Press promptly 
called their attention to the reasons why the 
appointment should uot be made, the Whig, 
in discharge of its self-imposed duties as 

organ-grinder in ordinary to the delegation, 
came out with one of its elaborate and pon- 
derous articles of deuuucialion of the Press, 
sustaining the recommendation and white- 
washing Mr. Manley. The delegation, 
meanwhile, on further consideration, with- 
drew the recommendation, which had evi- 
dently been made somewhat thoughtless- 
ly, and left poor Mr, Organ-grinder suspend- 
ed in mid air in a singularly ridiculous atti- 
tude. At the urgent request of a messenger 
from Mr. Manley, for whom we never had 
other than kindly feelings, we forebore to 

pain him by pursuing the matter, as our ob- 
ject was fully accomplished by the with- 
drawal of his name, and thus the Whig es- 

caped ou that occasion the punishment 
fairly due to its impertinence and the derision 
due its folly. This is a sample of the habit of 
indiscriminate eulogy indulged in by that 
journal toward those whom it suj-poses it- 
self in duty bound to praise; and this system 
the Whig probably calls journalism. 

But the habit of tbick-and-tbiu praise of 
whatever is labeled ‘Tegular” is mt the only 
eccentricity of this organ; it has an equally 
culpable way of lavish deuuuciatbn of, every- 
body or everything within the jarty that it 
supposes the “leaders” do not ipprove. A 
notable case in point was its coiduct in the 

» campaign for the gubernatorifl nomination 
of last year. Not content withgiving a warm 

support to Gov. Kent, in wlifch the Press 
concurred with it, and trating the other 
candidates iu a decorous manner, as the 
Press did, the Whig attacksl Mr. Dingley 
with such savagery before Ihf nomination a3 to 
make a subsequent support >i him very awk- 
ward. There are some facS connected with 
this transaction of a chiracter peculiarly 
damaging to the present nanagement of the 

journal, which we torbeai to give out of con- 

sideration for the feelingsof parlies interested 
—a forbearance which tie Whig would never 

exercise. Concerning its studied attacks 

upon the Press, for which there is no con- 

ceivable motive other tlan a petty and malig- 
uantjealousy about th« relative standing in 
the state of the two journals, we have nothing 
to say,for they harm nobody and,as Mr. Toots 
would say, are “not of the slightest conse- 

quence.” 
And, in the campaign of last Summer and 

this Fall, wo submit to all who have seen the 

paper that it bat subordinated the interests 
of the Republican party to those af Mr. Ham- 
lin; that it has been in the most offensive 
sense of the word a personal organ; that its 
hard words have been rcseived almost exclu- 
sively for Republicans and Republican jour- 
nals. and that Its arguments and laudations 
have been for Hamlinism rather than Re- 
publicanism. There is a kind of willing wit- 
ness, with whom lawyers are familiar, whose 
testimony is dangerous to the side he favors; 
so this journalistic swift witness enthuses 
with such fervor for whomever it seeks to 

help, as to serionsly annoy the subjects of 
his iulsomc gush. Mr. Manley and the 
Maine delegation had a taste of this las1 
winter, Gov. Kent tried it last year, aud 

poor Mr. Hamlin must have often begged in 
very agony of spirit during the current cam- 

paign to be saved from such a friend whose 
zeal is far too fleet of foot for his discretion. 
The capacity of the Whig for “slopping over” 
rises to the bight of genius. In its eagerness 
to do the service required of it no extrava- 

gance is too great for it—truth, decency and 

propriety are thrown to the winds. It has 

even gone to the extent of quoting pretended 
private utterances of brother editors as dis- 

tinguished from utterances of their journals— 
apparently with an utter unconsciousness 
that the field of legitimate criticism stops 
with the printed matter. 

The most mournful feature of this conduct 
is its effect on the fortunes of the party. 
For many years the Whig has been the lead- 
ing Republican jouinal of Eastern Maine, and 
its influence has been large. Everybody will 
regret any diminution of its prestige as a 

safe and candid adviser of the people. But 
such intensify of partisanship within the 
party must be productive of heart-burnings, 
disgusts and animosities which will greatly 
weaken the cohesion of the organization. 
We therefore at raign the Whig as a disoi- 

ga::izing element, dangerous in its sphere to 

the perpetuation of the party. It is unpleasant 
to feel compelled to utter words of censure of 

a contemporary, for many of whose qualities 
we cherish a sincere respect, but which dis- 

figures itself by such reprehensible features

The Safe Burglary Case.

Not an absolute right of property is there 
meant, and that they derive uo authority un- 
der those laws to. sell or dispos.* of such arms 
at tbeir pleasure. 

Consultation of Bailroad Kings. 
Baltieore, Nov. 12.—A conferance of the 

prominent railroad officials was held to-day. 
Among those present were President John W. 
Gerrett and Vice President King of the Balti- 
more & Ohio, Commodore Vanderbilt and his 
son of the New York Central, President Jew- 
ett and Vice President Blanchard of the Erie, 
President Scott and Vice President Cassett of 
the Pennsylvania Central, President Chapin of 
the Boston & Albany and General Freight 
Agent J. H. Rutt6r of the New York Central 
road. 

A proposal to the Baltimore & Ohio road to 
become a party to the Saratoga contract was 

delivered, but that road, in conjunction with 
others, agreed to abolish all commissions on 
tickets and drawbacks on freights. It was in- 
dicated that the Baltimore & Ohio would nn r- 
sue as licrefcre a conservative policy regarding 
transportation and co-operate with the other 
lines in all legitimate measures of economy. 
It was urged by the Baltimore & Ohio man- 
agement that the first step in the direction of a 
complete reform was to abolish the fast freight 
lines now in use on the the three Northern 
trunk lines, viz: The Pennsylvania, Erie, and 
New York Central. It was claimed that under 
this system, independent organizations are 
enabled to clear large. profits 
which by right belong to the railroad 
companies, and which, if obtained by the latter, 
would enable them to maintain always rea 
sonable tariffs. The officials of the trunk lines 
named expressed themselves desirous of the 
abolishment of the fast freight lines, but said 
that the condition of affairs at the present 
time would not justify it. m

New York, Nov. 12.—A despatch from 
Washita River, dated the 7th inst., says a des- 
perate fight with the Indians took place the day 
previous, thirty miles from Camo Supply, by 
28 men of Company H, cavalry, under Captain 
Farnsworth. The fight lasted from 1| o’clock 
till dark, daring which 15 out of 100 Indians 
were killed, 50 more were wounded and several 
of their ponies killed. Our loss was one man 

killed, four wounded, ten horses killed and two 
wounded. Capt. Farnsworth’s ammunition 
giving out, ho retreated during the night, cut- 
ting his way through the Indian camp and 
reaching Camp Supply the morning of the 7th. 
A detachment of cavalry was sent in pursuit of 
the Indians. The latter appeared to have bet- 
ter arms and more ammunition than our 

troops.

RUMOR OF THE DEATH OF 

QUEEN VICTORIA. 

London, Nov. 13.—A despatch to the Daily 
News from Vienna, says: The Zagbtall has re- 
ceived intelligence that strange rnmors are cir- 
culating in St. Petersburg of a Socialist con- 

spiracy, in which the conspirators made an un- 

successful attempt to mnrder the Czar, and a 
number of arrests were made in consequence 
in Moscow. 

A private dispatch to editors, dgted New 
York 3.30 A. M., says: “A rumor of the death 
of Queen Victoria has been afloat to-night, hut 
is doubtless unfounded.” 

The Carlist Repulse Refore Iruu. 
London, Nov. 12.—A despatch to the Stand- 

ard says that the Republicans lost 200 men in 
the attack on San Marco the 10th, The fight 
lasted four hours. Wednesday morning the 
Republican army advanced in three corps. The 
right under Lama turned the position of the 
Carlists at Oyarzun, and the left under Gen. 
Portilla, drove them from tbe mountains near 
the sea, turning their formidable trenches. The 
centre under Gen. Blanco, suffered severely 
from a heavy fire. Towards one o’clock in the 
afternoon the Carlists abandoned all their po- 
sitions and retired into the Navarre. 

The Times correspondent telegraphs that the 
garrison of Irun in their sortie burned the 
houses and frame buildiugs which afforded 
shelter to the Carlists, and the havoc thus cre- 
ated is immense. All the country around is in 
dames. 

The News’ despatch from Madrid says the 
story that Don Carlos was at Hendaye originat- 
ed in alleged telegram from the Spanish Con- 
sul at Bayonne. 

Madrid, Nov. 12.—The loss of the Carlists in 
the engagements near Iran was heavy. When 
they retreated they succeeded in carrying off 
their guns. It is believed they will return to 
Estella. The government has received intelli- 
gence that Gen. Lazrna has entered Irun. 

General Stampede.

special telegram from Hendays says tlie retiral 
of the Carlists from Irnn ended in a general 
stampede. Hundreds of burning houses mark 
the progress of the Republicans who occupied 
San Martial at 9 o’clock Thursday morning,and 
are on their way to desroy the fouoderies at 
Vera, to which place the Carlists; before Hav- 
ing their old positions, burned the houses of 
Republican sympathizers. One of their lead- 
ers, Cehellas, is accused of treachery and has 
fled. Another, Menditi, is wounded.

A It IIY AND NAVY COIIRNE. 

Lecture ou “The Stage ” by the Hon, 
Daniel Dougherty. 

The first lecture of the Army ami Navy 
Union Course was delivered at the City Hall, 
last evening, by the Hon. Daniel Dougherty, 
of Philadelphia. His subject was “The Stage,” 
and he prefaced his lecture proper by a few 

judicious remarks upon the mission of the pub- 
lic lecturer. He then passed to consider some 

of the methods by which mortals seek to 

gratify their cravings for enjoyment, and said: 
The amusement most popular and permanent 

among all lettered peoples is the public theatre. 
When I say theatre I do not mean the Italian 
opera which to lovers of scientific music, es- 
pecially to those who understand the language, 
may be a choice enjoyment; far less do I allude 
to opera bouffe, nor to the vile mixture of 
mirth and murder yclept the melo-drama, nor 

the sensational piece prepared only to ride the 
wave of a popular excitement, nor the vulgar 
melange that gratifies the eye for a time with 
gaudy colors, and then with the lascivious 
movement of the ballet—all these might well be 
banished from the boards. 

I speak of the stage that rose from the dawn 
of civilization, that lias flourished in agfs famed 
for the highest culture, that has inspired the 
pens of immortal poets, given scope for the ge- 
nius of the most gifted actors, educated the 
masses to correct pronunciation, purified their 
tastes and elevated their sentiment, instructed 
them in the history of forgotten empires, filled 
them with the glory of great deeds by recalling 
from the grave and enacting before their eyes 
the lives ol heroes who died thousands of years 
ago, that has roused the drooping spirit of de- 
jected nations and rekindled the expiring fire 
of patriotism, that has united the heart of un- 
told millions with touches of nature that makes 
the whole world kin, that with gracious mirth 
that will not wound hits at the follies of the 
time; that if properly conducted would reform 
abuses, suppress vice, promote virtue; that was. 
in the early ages of Christian Europe, and 
could be made again, a handmaid of religion 
itself. 
It will he my simple province briefly to vin- 

dicate the stage, yet deuounce its degradation; 
uphold the dignity of the profession, yet own 

the failings of some of its most brilliant orna- 
ments, and to allude to the rival schools of 
acting in the higher range of the drama. 

That the stage, as now conducted, is im- 
perfect, that its tendency in the main is to cor- 

rupt, that on and around it are gathered evils 
which the moralist must mouru and the Chris- 
tian condemn, is emphatically true. But be- 
cause of the evil that gathers around the stage, 
should we seek to destroy it entirely? We 
ought rattier strive to rescue it from its degen- 
eracy and dedicate it to nobler purposes. It is 
as unjust to condemn all players as it would he 
to condemn all doctors ou account of quacks, 
the bar by reason pf pettifoggers, or the clergy 
because the sacred habit of the minister some- 
times hides the heart of tha hypocrite. Actors 
are always before the public, and like all pub 
lie men, their.actious and moves even in pri- 
vate life, are made topics of general conversa- 
tion. Yet I confidently declare that they are 

luuuouiuufl, uvnviauig uuu ia\r .iuiumg as 

any of what are styled the learned profession. 
I hasten to say that I do not class the c'ergy as 
a profession—it is brighter, holier, it is a vo- 

cation, a call from God. 
Acting is the highest of the imitative arts. 

The actor ranks above either the painter or the 
sculptor. The painter, after many months, 
transfers his vision of beauty to canvas, The 
sculptor, by slow degrees, shapes icy marble 
into forms that look like life, but the actor 
tired with genius and tilled with bis part,makes 
the heart quiver and the pulses beat as he de- 
picts not a resemblanoe but reality itself. The 
opposition which the clergy in the past, aud 
now, have to the theatre, is limited to its 
abuses, its desecration, to performances that 
are sordid, corrupt, wicked aDd obscene. Were 
the stage as it should be it would be counte- 
nanced and encouraged by the highest and the 
best. Milton, Dryden, Pope, Addison, Steele, 
Johnson, Goldsmith, Thompson, Waiter Scott, 
Washington Irving, and Charles Dickens were 
its advocates. Some of the best of the moderd 
plays were written by distinguished protestant 
divines. 

A panegryic on Shakespeare served to intro- 
duce the orator in the role of a reader aud he 
recited with much power Cardinal Wolsey’s 
counsel to Cromwell and passages from Mac- 
beth. He then related a humorous story of 
how his histrionic talent led to his arrest for 
murder, and gave his audience a French- 
man’s idea of Shakespeare. He then passed 
to consider the rival styles of acting. 

There are, he sa'd, two styles of acting in 
the higher walks of the drama. These are 
called the statuesque and the romantic, hut 
may be better known as—one talent, the other 
genius—the school of art and (he school of na- 
ture. The one is the result of long training, 
and strict and thorough preparation; the other 
the outgushing of a gifted nature, improved 
and regulated by education and good taste. 
John Philip Kemble, Barry and Macready are 
of one school; Garviek, Cooke and the elder 
Kean are among the illustrious departed of the 
other. I have heard it said that in the part of 
Macbeth as performed by the eminent English 
actor, Mr. Macready, now living in honorable 
retirement, that the emphasis, gestures, pauses, 
the play of the features,the attitudes, aye,even 
the number of steps taken on the stage, were 
exactly the same iu each performance. Kean, 
for an example ot the other school, studied un- 
til mind, heart and soul were absorbed with the 
thoughts, feelings and language -of the char- 
acter, then launching his coneentiated power 
in the part he played, (as John Philip Komble 
paid of him,) “terribly in earnest.” 

Undoubtedly Kean was the greatest of all 
great actors of America or Britain, greater 
even than Garrick. Coleridge said to see Kean 
was to read Shakespeare by lightning. 

Only second to Kean was Geo. Frederick 
Cooke. He like Kean and Garrick and Better- 
ton could play comic as well as serious parts. 
His Richard III, Shylock and Sir Pertiuax Mc- 
Sycophaut rank among the wonders of the 
English and American stage. He too had tha 
same inhrmity as lxeau. He died in a debauch 
iu New York. 

All tlie great actors said tbe speaker, have 
peculiarities, and then he gave to the audience 
imitations of Keau as Cardinal Wolsey, Mac- 
ready as William Tell, the elder Booth as 
Richard III, Edwin .Forrest as Jack Cade 
and Charles Fechter as Claude Melnotte. 

Speaking of Mr. Feebter, he said that 
though he might be a very good French actor 
and has intensity aud a thorough knowledge 
of stage business, yet ou the Euglisb stage he 
cannot be regarded as an emiuent tragedian. 
For when he speaks rapidly he cannot be un- 
derstood at all, and when tie speaks slowly he 
lacks pronunciation. 

Mr. Dougherty related several amusing »ii 

ecdotes of actors and then proceeded to consid- 
er the condition of the stage at the preseut. 
There is a tendency to cheap novels, and cheap 
poetry, and the popular song is “Shoo Fly, 
don’t bother me.” And in no way is the de- 
generate taste of the day more strikingly ex 
hibited than by the stage.TlieEngiish dramatic 
artists. Jonson, Beaumont, Fletcher, Ford, 
John Webster, rest in u' broken slumber on 
the shelves. Massenger is rarely heard of anu 
Shakespeare, though he may be worshiped in 
the closet is dishonored on the stage. Our 
glorious English tongue spoken in its purity is 
less attractive than the slang of the negro ser- 
enades The purest sentiments and the exhi- 
bition of the noblest virtues have given place 
to the double entendre aud the coarso jest of 
the burlesque of the Blonds. It is universally 
admitted that the English and American stage 
is now far below the French, Italian and Get* 
man. Contrast these with the times when in 
London the nobility and gentry crammed the 
boxes, when royalty went in state, when 
Burke, Fox, Reyuolds, Windham, Sheridan 
and Gibbous took their seats nightly together 
in the orchestra, when a chair was always 
ready at the wing for Dr. Samuel Johnson, all 
to see the matchless Siddons walk in glory the 
boards of DruryJLaue. 

In closing the lecturer offered some sugges- 
tions for the improvement of the theatre. The 
theatre should not be large; acoustics should be 
carefully attended to; the decorations should be 
rich but not gaudy. A school for actors would 
also tend to i ill prove the stage. Crowd the 
theatre the first night aud it the piece have 
merit bind the author’s brow with the laurel. 
If it lack merit, if its language bo low, its ten- 
dency immoral, hiss it from the boards. Thus 
will the stage be worthy of a religious people 
and intelligent community. 

Street Lamps in Cape Elizabeth—Those 
who have occasion to cross Vauglm’s bridge in 
tbe night will be pleased to learn that the Se- 
lectmen of Cape Elizabeth have erected four 
stre-t lights in that vicinity. The nature of 
the material of which the road in that, localitv 

is made is so dark that it is impossible to see a 

team approacliiog on a dark night. These 
lights were furnished hy the New England Gas 
Light Co. of Boston, and the burners are their 
improved solar patent, said to he much supe- 
rior to that in use in this city in those localities 
where the street mains are not laid to furnish 
gas. It is to he hoped that the city will furn- 
ish lights for their portion of the bridge and up 
Cassidy’s Hill. It is said that seven more of 
these lights are to be erected upon the rolling 
mid grounds by private enterprise. *

This will 
enable passengers leaving New York at three 
o’clock, p. m., to reach all points to Bath, 
Kockiand and Bangor early the next day 
Bath and the towns on the Knox & Lincoln 
road now have no Ruch accommodation. * 

Views of a Properly Bolder. 
Mr. Editor.—I atnjthe owner of a valuable 

property near the foot of High street. It is a 

concern to me therefore, as to other property 
holders and business men in the vicinity and 
to the whole public, that the convenient use of 
the street be not impaired. The street corn 

mittee, some of the papers inform us, have 
visited the bridge and grade complained of at 
the foot of the street, and the railroad yester- 
day made a minute change in the cant of two 
of the lower planks in the bridge, but it still 
remains at its former height. The grade is 
still excessively steep. Now the bridge can be 
lowered three feet by first lowering the track 
to its level at the Commercial street crossing, 
and then bringing down the bridge to the 
height of Park street bridge.

History of Seven Days.

ELECTIONS. 
Full returns of the elections of last week do 

not give the Republicans any more cause for 
congratulation than those published in our last 
issue. It was a very complete defeat, and the 
Democracy are making the most of it. The 
following is the way the states voting the 3d 
inst. went, with their majorities: 

Republican—Florida, 1000; Nevada, 1000 for 
Congressman; Kansas, 15,000. Rhode Island, 
5000; Wisconsin, 8000; Minnesota, 6000; South 
Carolina, 15,000; Mississippi,-; Michigan, 
2,000, 

Democratic—Alabama, 10,000; Arkansas, 
7000 ^Delaware,1000 ;Marylaud,20,000; Louisiana, 
7000;New Jersey 12,000; Georgia, as large as it 
pleases the Democracy to count it; Virginia, 
12,000; Kentucky 30,000; Tennessee 30,000; 
Massachusetts 6.000 for Governor; Missouri, 
35,000; Illinois 8,000; Pennsylvania, 3,000. The 
Democrats will gain United States «enators in 
Iuiana, Pennsylvania, New York, Missouri 
and West Virginia by the fall elections though 
the retiring senators of Missouri and New 
York. Scburz and Fcntou are not counted as 

Republicans. 
Carefully prepared tables showing the com- 

plexion of both branches of the Forty-fourth 
Congress, present the following general results: 
The Senate will have 43 Republicans to 30 Dem- 
ocrats and 1 Independent Republican—majority 
12. Of the 275 representatives already elected, 
probably 101 are Republicans and 174 Demo- 
crats and Inlependeuts. In this latter esti- 
mate only six districts are doubtful, so that 
the placing uf the anti-administration majority 
at 71 is very near the exact truth. Seventeen 
districts remain to be represented at elections 
to be held in the spring and fall of next year, 

POLITICAL. 
The Democrats all over the couutry have 

been jubilatiug over the result, but there ap- 
pears to be a variety of opinions expressed re- 

specting the future policy of the party. For 
iustance, the Democratic congressmen of Mas- 
sacliussetts as they set forth their views, occu- 
TlD mflrn Qlltronoail nvnunila iVinn 1.1 4l,n 

licans in 1866 on the question of civil rights. 
On other hand some of the Southern pa- 
pers hold to the old doctrine of opposition to 
the last amendments to the constitution. The 
West arc for repudiation; the cast for hard 
money. 

All the Republican leaders aod journals are 

giving their view of the causes of the Demo- 
cratic deluge. In general the vanquished as- 

sign these cause, haid times growing out of 
the panic causiug dissatisfaction; the injudi- 
cious acts of Congress the past two years; ring 
rule and Butlerism in party affairs. There are 
other causes but these are most prominent. 

The Republicans generally say it is all for 
the best and are generally cheerful at the re- 
sult. 

The constitutional ameudmeuts offered in 
New York for the vote of the people were 

largely defeated or nearly so by the adverse 
vote of Democracy. They have probably de- 
feated that punishing bribery at elections and 
in the legislature. That don’t speak well for a 
reform party. 

THE SOUTH. 
There is a curious condition of affairs at the 

South. The leaders make loud professions 
and all the whiie the followers*are here and 
there abusing the colored people. There were 
a large number of election riots in Alabama 
and elsewhere, and though the first reports 
charged the colored men with being the ag- 
gressors, later reports show that the White 
Leaguers are iu fault. At Eufula, Alabama, 
the whites incited a trouble between two col- 
ored meu and then fired into the crowd driving 
the negroes from the polls. Eight were killed 
and many wounded. There is also a dispo- 
sition among the whites to fraternize with 
such negroes as vote the conservative ticket. 
This was illustrated iu the case of a negro 
voting the Democratic ticket, who was killed 
in the riot referred to, by the whites turning 
out and attending his funeral. It begins to 
appear as if the opposition to the negro was 
rather political than because of his color. 

At all of the conservative celebrations of the 
victory, the speakers have declared for fair 
play for all. Senator Gordon did this, yet his 
state (Georgia) disfranchised a large Repub- 
lican vote by restricting the polling places to 
so small a number that it was impossible for a 

large number to vole. Speakers at New 
Orleaus made the same kind of fair talk, who, 
before election, at the White League conven 
tion declared that white meu must rule, in 
that city it is proposed to hold religious thanks- 
giving services to thauk God for the political 
deliverance or tevolution as they call it. 

The leading conservatives of New Orleans 
have petitioned President Grant to remove the 
federal troops from the city and state, affirm- 
ing that the people are capable of seif-govern- 
ment. It is nnderstood that Gen. Grant wil] 
reply that the stats authorities cannot main- 
tain itself against domestic violence and con- 

sequently lie does not propose to do it. A large 
number of arrests are being made by state 
officers and generally there is au unsettled con- 
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THE NATIONAL CAPITAL. 
The Court of commissioners on Alabama

FOREIGN. 

Additional advices from Macao and Hong 
Kong more than confirm the previous report of 
the damage by the late typhoon and tidal 
wave.

At Macao the tidal wave broke on the shore 
with terrific violence, sweeping everything be- 
fore it. When the tempest was at its bight fire 
broke out in six different places, the work of 
incendiaries and a large number of buildings 
were burned. Macao was laid in ruins and 
the misery of the residents is fearful. It is com- 

puted that over 10,000 lives were lost iu Macao 
alone. Four days after the calamity the efflu- 
via from the dead bodi is was so horrible that 
the soldiers refused to bury any more. Four 
thousand bodies were then covered with tar 
and burned. 

The Carlists have abandoned tht/siege of 
Iran. The troops were about to assault the 
works when orders were given to abandon tbe 
siege, the result, probably, of tbe arrival of Re- 
publican reinforcements. 

The first attempt of tbe Prussian government 
to have priests elected by congregations has 
taken place in one town and has resulted in an 

utter failure. 
The Pope has been ill again, but his sickness 

is not alarming. Annotber blow be struck at hid 
temporal power by the Italian government, 
which will ask foreign governments to with- 
draw their ambassadors from the Vatican.

Treasurer Spinner’s annual statement for the 
fiscal year ending June 30, shows that the 
panic diminished custom receipts 824,985,689
