BATES COLLECE IN COURT. 

Resisting an Attempt to Break the 
Will of Mrs. Wood. 

Boston, Oct. 30.—Tbe Wood case came up 
Id court at East Cambridge today. Mr, 
Wood was a man with large possessions, and 
at his death he gave his estate by will to his 
wife, with the provision that in case she 
should die without making a will his heirs 
should have one half of his estate and hers 
the other half. After Mr. Wood’s death, his 
heirs persuaded Mrs. Wood to sign a paper, 
saying she would not make a will. On the 
sober second thought, however, she regretted 
what she had done and gave them $7,000 to 
release her from what might be considered a 
kind of obligation. They did release her, 
the late Mr. Chas. Wood, brother ot Mrs. 
Wood’s husband, acting for them. 

Mrs. Wood’s estate is valued at some $300,- 
000, and in her will, after remembering very 
generously her two brothers and other heirs, 
(she had no children), she gave $50,000 to 
Cambridge for hospital and other purposes, 
$50,000 to Welleslty College, $35,000 to Bates 
College, $5,000 to the American Board of 
Commissioners for Foreign Missions, $2,500 
to the colored Baptist church of Cambridge, 
aud the remainder to a board in trust to ap- 
propriate the income from time to time for 
the benefit of Door women. 

Mrs. Wood’s will was set up in the probate 
court, and an appeal being taken to the su- 
preme court, it was set up there. So the 
case now to be tried is a suit in equity before 
the supreme court, brought by tbe nephews 
aud nieces of Mr. Charles Wood for one half 
of her estate. Mr. Bullard, cashier of the 
First National Bank of Cambridge, is the 
executor of tbe will. His counsel is Hon. 
Saimipl Hnar. assisted hv Hnn. William (i 
Russell, representing Wellesley College, aud 
George E. Smith, Esq., representing Bates 
College. The counsel on the other side are 
Hon. R. M. Morse, Jr., and W. E. Jewell, 
Esq. Judge Holmes—Oliver Wendell Holmes, 
Jr,— is on the bench. 

The only question for the jury Is: “Was 
Charles Wood of sound mind in April, 1879, 
when he executed the release to Mrs. Caro- 
line A. Wood ?” It will be seen that the 
contest is or ly on one half of Mrs. Wood’s 
estate, so that Bates College is sure of $17,- 
500 In any event.

BIC BLAZE AT ATHENS. 

The Business Part of the Town Re- 
duced to Ashes. 

Skowhkgan, Oct. 30—The village of Ath- 
ens, about 12 miles north of this town, was 
visited this morning by a fire which practi- 
cally wiped out the business part of the 
town. Reports from the village say that 
five stores were burned. If this is true 
there is no store left, for there were only five 
stores in the village. The fire started in the 
store of C. F. Dore & Sons, originating in a 
room where their heavy goods were stored.

block of Wade & Ware, the finest building 
in town. Dore & Sons’ stock was a total 
loss. The post office was located in their 
store, and a'l ot the mail, with the exception 
of one bag, were destroyed. The public hall 
and the Odd Fellows’ hall were situated in 
thi3 new block, and nothing remains but 
ashes, the Odd Fellows losing their regalias 
and other property. 0. L. Bush, L. C. Wil- 
liams and E. S. York are said to have been 
burued out. 

The goods in four of the stores were most- 
ly saved, although in a damaged condition. 
Five families were burned out. 

The village presents a most desolate ap- 
pearance. and for a small country town the 
blow is a crushing one. The citizens are 
well-to-do, however, and are doing all that is 
necessary for the sufferers. The total loss is 
estimated at $25,000, on which there is an in- 
surance of $10,800. There is no doubt but 
that the village will be well built up, as men 
of means and enterprise live in the town. 
Ed. Ware, one of the losers, owns the finest 
mansion in Somerset county, and has a plen- 
ty of capital. The citiz< ns worked nobly to 
stop the spread of the flames, but had noth- 
ing to fight them with except buckets of wa- 
ter. At one time it was thought the whole 
village would be destroyed, and great alarm 
was felt. Women and children were aroused 
from their beds, and the whole populace 
fought with desperation. 

MAINE. 

A Safe Blown Open at Eliot. 
[Special to the Press. J 

Eliot, Oct. 30.—The safe in the railroad 
btation here was blown open at a little past 
12 o’clock last night, but the robbers did not 
get any Jbooty for their pains. The books 
and papers were somewhat mutilated but the 
thieves found no money. There is no clue. 

A Fire in New Sharon. 
Fabmington, Oct 30.—The farm buildings 

of Frank Folsom in New Sharon, about two 
miles from the village on the Vienna road, 
burned last night, together with all the hay 
and farming tools. The contents of the 
house were saved. The cause of the fire is 
unknown. Loss $2,000; insured for $GOO. 

Drawn Over the Shaft. 
Lisbon Falls, Oct. 30.—Willie Allen, em- 

ployed in the Farnsworth mill at Lisbon, 
was caught in a belt this morning and 
w hirled over a rapidly revolving shaft. lie 
had one arm torn off, a leg broken and other 
injuries which, it is feared, may proved 
fatal. 

A New Summer Hotel. 
Rockland, Oct. 30.—The Rockland Bay 

Point Company commenced work yesterday 
on a summer hotel at Jameson, the northern 
point in this harbor. It will be completed 
June 1st and contain 74 rooms. A company 
composed of prominent business men of this 
city and western capitalists are the owners 
and will lay out beautiful grounds. 

Suicide by Shooting. 
Skowiikgan, Oct. 30.—Coroner Mayo, of 

Fairfield, held an inquest this afternoon on 
the body of Alvin Ilunnewell, found dead 
i n Norridgewock yesterday. The jury re- 
turned a verdict at suicide by shooting. 

Arrested at Rockland. 
Rockland, Oct. 30.—Detective W. B. 

Watts, of Boston, arrived in this city this 
noon and arrested James Barnes, alias F. 
Clark, implicated in the robbery from Wm. 
Maynard’s store, in Boston, Oct. 17th. 
Barnes came here Thursday and registered 
at the Thorndike under the name of F. 
Clark. He sported around the city pro- 
fessing to be a rich man’s son. On his per- 
son were found two revolvers, a large 
roll of bills and of jewelry, supposed to have 
been stolen. Barnes was complacently 
sitting in his room when the detective enter- 
ed and quickly secured him. Barnes is 
about 20 years of age. 

The Manitoba War. 

Minneapolis, Oct. 30.—A Journal special 
says: An attempt was made last night to 
burn the Canadian Pacific bridge at Hold- 
ingly, Manitoba. The bridge was saturated 
with oil and considerably damaged. The

Badeau’s Case discontinued. 
New Yobk, Oct. 30.—The case of Gen. 

Badeau against the widow of Gen. Grant 
for $10,000 for alleged services on Grant’s 
Memoirs, has been discontinued on consent 
orboth parties. 

Yesterday afternoon Sheriff Sawyer, on a 
hunt for Axworthy property in Cleveland, 
Ohio, had the door of his private vault in the 
National Bank of Commerce forced open, and found therein a lot of stocks, bonds and 
miscellaneous securities. The property has 
been appraised at $152,000. Experts say 
that if attended to, these securities are like- 
ly to realize about $300,000. Axworthy’s 
stealings are greatly in excess of the value of 
his property, however. 

A teriible accident occurred Monday after- 
noon near Blairsville, Illinois. A gang of 
men were repairing the iron truss bridge which spans the Big Mud river. An order 
was given to one of them to loosen a girder 
a fraction of an inch. The girder was one of 
the main supports and one turn of the wrench 
swung the bridge out of plumb, and without 
a moment’s warning the vast body dropped to the water 50 feet below. One man was 
instantly killed, five fatally injured and five others seriously injured. 

An Associated Press despatch from 
1 omona, Galiiornia, says the excitement is 
still as great as ever there over the Murchi- 
son and West letters. Four detectives have 
teen in town during the past few days 
searching for clues of the decoy letter. 
General Barnuin has sent word from the 
national Democratic committee to spare no 
expense in the effort to find Murchison and 
especially to ascertain if Patrick Egan bad 
auytliing to do with the authorship of the 
letter. 

HILL MEN IN A VERY BAD HUMOR. 

The President’s New York Trip Does 
Not Help His Prospects. 

Republicans Confident of Victory, 
and Alive to Democratic Plans. 

Cen. Hovey Says that Indiana Is All 

Right. 

New York, Oct. 30.—The President’s 
visit on Saturday has done no good to the 
Democratic party. It has intensified the 
bitter feeling of the Hill men toward him. 
One incident was sufficient for this—the fact 
that Mayor Grace appeared with Cleveland 
on the reviewing stand and was afterwards 
•loseted with him at his hotel. Mayor Grace 
has been chief among the reform Democracy 
in openly opposing Gov. Hill’s re-election. 
He has fought him with unnecessary bitter- 
ness and denounced him as little less than a 
criminal. To see Mayor Grace honored by 
President Cleveland was sufficient to inflame 
the hearts of the Hill men and their mutter- 
ings are loud and deep. 

The Democratic state committee is made 
up largely of Cleveland’s followers and they 
are managing it entirely in the interests of 
Cleveland. The Hill men are receiving 
small support and all the money that is sent 
in is carefully distributed where Cleveland’s 
managers want it. This has provoked deep 
feeling and the governor himself declared 
recently to a friend in this city that the time 
was coming when he would have to unload 
the burden that he was bearing and let 
Cleveland take care of himself. An earnest 
effort was made to induce the Democratic 
state committee to circulate documents in 
reply to the anti-Hill documents of the Dem- 
ocratic reform club, but the request was re- 
fused and nearly all the literature sent out 
refers to Cleveland and the tariff, while Hill 
is almost entirely ignored. 

The bitterness between County Democracy 
and Tammany Hall is revealed by the spirit- 
ed controversy between Sheriff Grant and 
Gen. Newton. Mr. Grant intimates that 
Gen. Newton favors certain city contractors 
and Gen. Newton replies assailing the intel- 
ligence of Mr. Grant. Democrats foresee in 
this intensity of factional difficulties here 
their most serious danger. 

Every day adds to the demoralization at 
both the Democratic state and national head- 
quarters. The Lord Sackville letter has 
come like a death blow to Democratic hopes. 
The President was besieged by Chairman 
Brice, Senator Gorman and others while he 
was hereon Saturday to take prompt action 
for the dismissal of Lord Sackville, 
and his hesitation and explanations 
mortified beyond measure those who called 
upon him. 

Democatic betting men in this city are so 
thoroughly alarmed at the situation that no 
more large bets on Cleveland are proffered. 
The small bets which are made 
in flux linfplq ara gitnnlv fn Hoon! on ttwa tvuKlist 

in regard to the real condition of affairs. The 
odds on Cleveland ceased a month ago. A 
gentleman who is the intimate friend of one 
of the members of the Democratic national 
committee said this morning that he would 
not be surprised if Cleveland were defeated 
by 50,000 in this State. He said that up 
to last week he had supposed that Indiana 
would surely go Democratic as well as New 
Jersey, but he feared all the doubtful States 
would now be lost. “We have been ruiued” 
said he “by a President who was not satis- 
fied to let‘well enough’alone aud by a fool 
friend in the shape of a British minister.” 

Cen. Hovey Confident. 

Indianapolis, Oct. 20.—Gen. Hovey, the 
Republican candidate for Governor, aud 
Speaker Carlisle were both here today for a 
short time. Gen. Hovey said: “We are cer- 
tain to carry the State, There can be 
no doubt about it. It is not possible 
for the Democrats to buy enough votes to 
defeat us now. Wherever I go I am told of 
many Democrats who will vote the Republi- 
can ticket, and for every one that boasts of a 
determination to change there are two who 
intend to but do not say anything about it. 
The number of changes far exceeds any- 
thing of the kind ever known here. In Clin- 
ton county I was told of an organization 
there known as the ‘kickers,’ with 139 mem- 
bers, all of whom voted for Cleveland, but 
are opposing him this year. 

“In Fort Wayne, where I addressed a 
crowd that filled the hall so near suffocation 
that two persons fainted, I received reliable 
assurances that the Democratic majority 
would be reduced 500. Congressman White 
estimated that the reduction would be 1300. 
So it is wherever I go. There is, 1 tell you, 
there is a Republican ground swell in Indi- 
ana. Allowing margin for all the votes it is 
possible for the Democrats to buy Gen. Har- 
rison will still have a plurality of 10,000.” 

Corman Heelers In New York. 
New Yoke, Oct. 30.—The Tribune this 

morning says of the plans of IheDemocia- 
cy: Every intelligent observer knows per- 
fectly well that the regular Democratic can- 

vass, that is, the “campaign of ideas” that 
Mr. Brice undertook, has “petered” out com- 

pletely. This is not only true in New York, 
but in other States as well. In Connecticut 
every speaker of prominence has been with- 
drawn. The stumpthere is practically aban- 
doned, and the entire management of the 
State, so far as the administration is con- 

cerned, is in the bands of “Pat" Sheedy, the 
gambler, who gained special distinction as 
the backer of John L. Sullivan. He is now 
in Hartford as Barnum’s representative. 
Similar reports come from New Jersey and 
Indiana. A few speakers are still on the 
field for appearance sake, but that is all. In 
other words the leaders know that they are 
beaten unless they carry the election in an 

illegitimate way, and that is just what they 
propose to do. They are going to try to win 
by buyiug New York. The conspiracy they 
have entered into will find expression partic- 
ularly here and in other large cities of the 
State, Troy, Albany, Buffalo, Rochester, but 
Queens, Richmond, Suffolk, Westchester, 
Putnam, Orange and Chemung, and a num- 
ber of other counties have also been selected 
as being favorable for active operations. In- 
to each of these places experienced election 
workers have been sent, or will be this 
week. These men come from Baltimore, 
Cincinnati, Chicago and from various South- 
ern States. Private despatches from Mary- 
land say that for a month past there has 
been a quiet exodus from Baltimore of the 
leading members of the gang that Oorman’s 
lieutenants, Higgins and Thomas, depend on 
to steal that ring-ruled State each year. 
These men are experts in the work. They 
are hardened in crime and hesitate at noth- 
ing to gain their end. 

The plan is to buy up as many election 
districts as possible, and by holding back 
the returns until reports have been received 
from the strong Republican districts, make 
the majorities big enough to give the State 
to the Democrats. 

The members of the Republican committee 
are determined to have a fair and an honest 
election in this city and State and in every 
other Northern State, and all the howls and 
threats of the Democratic schemers will not 
prevent them from carrying out this purpose. 
They know that they have tbe election as 
matters now stand and they do not intend to 
be cheated out of it. They have, however, 
tn PrnifnnH nnoinot Itrnni nnnnoi>:„n 'I'l.n 

other side is abundantly supplied with money. 
It has come to them from all quarters, but 
within the last few days a large amount has 
been received from the South, ar.d from the 
representatives of several large English firms 
in this country. This, with what has been 
collected already from the liquor men, gives 
them a fund sufficient for every questionable 
purpose they may desire to accomplish. 

“Our people throughout the State must be 
on their guard,” said Chairman Bliss, of the 
State committee, last evening, “if they don’t 
want to be defrauded again, as they were in 
1884. The other side is desperate, and will 
stop at nothing to accomplish their pur- 
poses.” 

To this Secretary Fassett, of the national 
committee added: “They are licked. We 
know it; they know it, and they know that 
we know it. Therefore, they begin this 
cannonade against us, hoping to raise a 
smoke that will hide their own rascally 
schemes.” 

A Silly Story Denied. 
New York, Oct. 30.—Hon. Levi P. Mor- 

ton denies in toto the allegation that he was 

engaged during the war in shipping goods to 
the Bahamas, whence they were shipped to 
Confederate ports by blockade ruuners. 

Among the numerous arrests today for 
false registration was Richard W. Dyer, who 
has served four terms in Sing Sing, and had 
been out of prison only 33 days when he reg- 
istered. 

Charles Stuart Well has accepted the nom- 
ination for vice president on the Equal 
Rights party ticket. 

A Letter to Fiske. 
New York, Oct. 30.—The Voice (Prohibi- 

tion organ) publishes a letter from John L. 
Hoover, dated Pomona, California, Aug. 28, 
and addressed to C. B. Fiske, Prohibition 
candidate for President, stating that the 
vote of California would be close and that 
Harrison is likely to carry the State; and 

askiLg which is preferable, to defeat Harri- 
son or Cleveland. The writer professes to 
think that Harrison should be defeated, ana 

that Piohibitionists ought to vote secretly 
for Cleveland. Gen. Fiske did not fall into 

the trap. He referred the letter to Chair- 
man Dickie, of the Prohibition National 
Committee, who replied that there was but 
one course for Prohibitionists to nursue, 
namely, to vote their ticket regardless of 
who might be defeated or elected. 

Six More Arrests. 
New Yoke, Oct. 30.—Six men living in 

lodging houses in Park ltow and vicinity in 
this city were arrested tonight for illegal 
registration in Gravenend, Kings county. 
They said that they and a Dumber of others 
were hired to register there by saloon 
keepers acting in the interest of John Y. 
McKane, chief of police at Cony Island. 
McKane has been known as an anti-Cleve- 
land man. 

A Reward for Murchison. 

Pomona, Cal., Oct. 30.—The National 
Democratic committee has telegraphed 
Postmaster Stein and J. A. Clark to offer, in 
the name of the committee, a reward of one 
thousand dollars for the name of the author 
of the Murchison letter and spend another 
$1,000 on detectives and means to .apprehend 
the author. Several Republicans here posi- 
tively know the man signing himself Murchi- 
son and say he lives here and walks the 
streets every day. 

TO PORT AU PRINCE. 

Tho Kearsarge to Look After Amer- 
ican Interests in Hayti. 

Washington, Oct. 30.—'Tho naval vessel 
Kearsarge, now undergoing repairs at Nor- 
folk, will be put into commission in a few 
days and proceeded direct to Port au Prince.

He 
thereupon sent for Commodore Harmony, 
actiDg secretary of the navy, and 
instructed him to take immediate 
steps for the relief of the 
whalers. Commodore Harmony promised 
to do so, and said he would endeavor to com- 
municate with Commodore Emory of the 
United States steamer Thetis, now cruising 
in the Arctic, and which is expected to ar- 
rive at Sau Francisco in a short time. 

The present plan is to fit this vessel out 
for a relief expedition as soon as she arrives 
at San Francisco, and to expedite her arrival 
there with that end in view.

CLEVELAND'S FAREWELL TO SACKVILLE 

The Administration Attempts to Re- 
gain Lost Cround. 

Bayard Changes His Views Respect 
ing Private Correspondence. 

Her Brittanlc Majesty Not Repre- 
sented at Whashlngton. 

Washington, Oct. 30.—By direction ol 
the President, the Secretary of State today 
informed Lord Saekville that, for causes 

heretofore made known to Her M ajesty’s 
government, his continuance in his present 
official position in the United States is no 

longer acceptable to this government and 
would consequently be detrimental to the re- 

lations between the two countries. The 
grounds of this action on the part of the 
United States are stated in the report of the 
Secretary of State to the President,dated the 
29th inst., which is as follows: 

Department or State, I 
Washington, Oct. 29,1888. j 

To the President: The undersigned has 
the honor to submit for your consideration 
the following statement with a view to re- 
ceive your direction theron: On the 4th of 
September last, a letter purporting to be 
written by one Charles F. Murchison, dated 
at Pomona, California, was sent from that 
place to the British Minister at the Capital, 
in which the writer solicited an expression 
of his views in regard to certain unsettled 
diplomatic questions between the United 
States and Great Britain, stating at the same 
time that such expression was sought by him 
for the purpose of determining his vote at 
the approaching Presidential election. He 
stated that he was a naturalized citizen of 
English birth, but that be still considerd 
England the mother country, and this fact 
led him to seek advice from the British rep- 
resentative in this country. He further stat- 
ed that the information he sought was not 
for himself alone, but to enable him to give 
certain assurances to many other persons in 
the same situation as himself for the pur- 
pose of influencing and determining their 
political action as citizens of the United 
Mates of English birth,but who still regarded 
their original obligations of allegiance as 
paramount. The letter also contained 
gross reflections on the conduct of this gov- 
ernment in respect to a question now in con- 
troversy and unsettled between the United 
States and Great Britain and, both directly 
and indirectly imputed its sincerity in such 
conduct. 

To this letter the British Minister at once 
rpnlipfl frnm Ttavarlv Mas«af*hiieoLtq nnHnr 
date of the 13th of September last. In this 
reply, he stated that "any political party 
which openly favors the mother country at 
the present moment would lose popularity, 
and that the party in power is fully aware 
of that fact.” and that in respect to "ques- 
tions with Canada which have been unfor- 
tunately reopened since the rejection of the 
[fisheries] treaty by the Republican majority 
in the Senate and by the President’s mes- 
sage to which you allude.” "all allowances 
must therefore be made for the political, sit- 
uation as regards the Presidential election.” 
The minister thus gave his assent and sanc- 
tion to the aspertions and imputations 
above referred to and thus, under his corres- 
pondent’s assurance of secresy, in which the 
minister concurred by marking his answer 
"private,” he undertook to advise a citizen 
of the United States how to exercise the 
franchise of suffrage in the election close at 
hand for the Presidency and Vice Presiden- 
cy of the United States, and, through him, as 
the letter suggested, to influence the votes of 
many others. Upon this correspondence 
being made public, the minister 
received representatives of the public 
press, and, in frequent interviews with them, 
intended for publication, added to the im- 
pugnments which he had already made of the 
good faith of this government in its public action and international dealings. Although 
ample time and opportunity has been afford- 
ed him for disavowal, modification or correc- 
tion of his statements, to some of which his 
attention was called personally by the un- 
dersigned, yet no such disavowal or modifi- 
cation has been made by him through the 
channels in which his statements first found 
publicity. The question Is thus presented, 
whether it Is compatible with the dignity and 
security of the independent sovereignty of 
the United States to permit the representa- 
tive of a loreign government in this country, 
not only to receive end answer without dis- 
approval, and confirm by his repetition, 
aspersions upon its political action, but also 
to interfere in Its domestic affairs by advising 
persons, formerly his countrymen, as to their 

golitical course as citizens of the United 
tates. As between this country and Great 

Britain, there can be no controversy as to 
the complete severance of the ties of original 
allegiance by naturalization. Disputes on 
this point were finally put at rest by the 
treaty of naturalization concluded by the 
two countries on the 13th of May, 1870. 
Therefore, it will not be contended, nor was 
such contention ever admitted by us, that 
citizens of the United States of British origin 
are subject to any claim of the country of 
their original allegiance. 

The undersigned also has the honor to call 
attention to the provision of section 5335 of 
the revised statutes of the United States, bv 
wmcn severe penalties are visited upon a 
citizen of tlie United States who, without au- 
thority or permission of the government, 
“commences or carries on any verbal or writ- 
ten correspondence or intercourse with any 
foreign government or any officer or agent 
there of either with an intent to influence 
the action of such government or its agents 
in relation to any disputes or controversies 
with the United States or with intent “to 
defeat measures of the government of the 
United States." These penalties are made 
equally applicable to every citizen of the 
Uuited States not duly authorized, who 
counsels, advises or assists in any such cor- 
respondence with a similar unlawful intent. 
The undersigned respectfully advises that 
the attention of the Attorney General of the 
United States be directed to these enact- 
ments in older that investigation be made 
with a view to ascertain whether they have 
not been violated in the present case by the 
correspondent of the British minister. 

By your direction, the attention of the 
British government, in a spirit of comity has 
been called to the conduct of its minister, as 
above described, but without result. It 
therefore becomes necessary for this govern- 
ment to consider whether, as the guardian of 
its own self-respect and of the integrity of 
its institutions, it will permit further inter- 
course to be held through the present British 
minister at this capital. It is to be observed 
that precedents are not wanting as to 
the Question under consideration. It is 
a settled rule, essential to the maintenance 
of international intercourse, that a diplomat- 
ic representative must be persona grata to 
the government to which he is is accredited. 
If, by his conduct, he renders himself perso- 
na non grata, an announcement of that fact 
may be made to his government. In the 
present case, all the requirements of comity 
have been fulfilled, the facts having beeu 
duly communicated to Her Majesty’s gov- 
ernment with an expression of the opinion 
of this government in regard thereto.

The President perused it caref ully and sug- 
gested a few verbal changes in the intro- 
duction. When these had been made, mem- 
bers of the press were furnished with copies. 

His Lordship Says Nothing. 
Washington, Oct. 30.— At the British le- 

gation this evening, access was denied to al* 
newspaper men who were informed that 
Lord Sackville had nothing to say. An As- 
sociated Press reporter managed, however, 
to have a copy of the report af Secretary 
Bayard to the President sent to the Minister. 
After about half an hour, Lord Sackville in 
person returned the copy to the waiting re- 

porter and cordially expressed his thanks 
for having had an opportunity to read the 
report, which he said he bad not seen befoie. 
He declined to express any opinion in regard 
to it, saying : “I have nothing to say.” Lord 
Sackville's face wore a pleasant smile and 
he did not seem in the least disturbed at the 
turn affairs had taken. 

Secretary Bayard tonight said the govern- 
ment’s action constituted a complete sever- 
ance of our relations with Minister West. 
The Secretary did not care to enter into any 
speculation as to what Great Britain would 
do, or as to when a new minister would be 
sent here, but Lord Sackville would no 
longer be recognized in any event. 

Comment In New York. 
New Yoke, Oct. 30.—Mr. Blaine arrived 

from Albauy tonight and was besieged by 
reporters. No expression of his views upon 

the President’s action in the Sackville case 
could be obtained. Gov. Hill and all the 
other prominent Democrats interviewed on 
the subject expressed delight at the Presi- 
dent’s action. The comments of Republi- 
cans were not so favorable. They did not 

Krally find fault with the dismissal of 
Sackville, but questioned the Presi- 

dent’s motives and thought he might have 
acted sooner. _. 

THE PARNELL CASE. 

League Bank Books Demanded by 
the Times’s Counsel. 

London, Oct. 30. -The Parnell Commis- 
sion reassembled today. Attorney General 
Webster asked the court to enforce its order 
giving the Times counsel permission to in- 
spect the books of the League in the keepiug 
of the Hibernian, National and Minister 
banks. Sir Walter Phllllmore, counsel for 
the Hibernian bank, contended that the 
commission had no power to compel the pro- 
duction of the books. Presiding Justice 
Hannen said he would not discuss the ques- 
tion. If the banks, under color of protecting 
the privacy of their clients, obstiucted the 
orders of the court, the court would be con- 
strained to put its power into force. Sir 
Charles Russell, counsel for the Parnellites, 
intimated that his clients had not the slight- 
est objection to the production of the books. 
The court then heard formal evidence, prov- 
ing the correctness of the short-hand notes 
of the speeches from which the Attorney 
General quoted in his presentation of the 
Times case last week. 

Sir Charles Russell raised a queston re- 
garding the order In which evidence shall be 
submitted. He said if the Times counsel 
conducted their case in a higgledy-piggledy 
way, like-Attorney General Webster s open- 
ing address, they would never get to the 
bottom of it. Justice Hannen said he hoped 
the evidence would be brought in in orderly 
sequence. The Attorney General promised 
to consult the convenience of the parties im- 
plicated, and said that, as far as possible, he 
would apprise them of the order in which his 
side would submit their evidence. The court 
then adjourned for the day.

OUR HOUSE PLANTS. 

Hints on Arrangements for the Win- 
ter Months. 

[Boston Transcript.] 
Now that the melancholy autumn days are 

here, with falling leaves, and frowning skies, 
the flower garden, withered and dishevelled 
by frosty nights, fierce winds and drenching 
rains, is no longer the attractive spot that it 
has been since spring. It is true that some 
of the later and more hardy flowers—dahlias, 
marigolds and nasturtiums—yet make a 
brave show’, and the chrysanthemums are 
still waiting to be coaxed into perfect bloom 
by the sun, that shows himself these latter 
days to be anything [but a persistent and ar- 
dent wooer. 

But while inclement weather keeps us 
prisoner within doors, waiting and longing 
for the Indian summer, we may find pleasure 
in selecting and arranging the plants that 
shall refresh our eyes with green foliage and 
bright blossoms, when winter holds stern 
sway without. The space that can be set 
apart for house plants In most homes is so 
small in comparison with the out-of-dcor 
garden that it becomes a matter of no little 
difficulty to decide which plants to take in 
and which to leave to the fate that must 
inevitably overtake them in the garden ns 
the days become shorter and the nights 
colder. 

The stately calla at the first hint of au- 
tumn’s coolness, was taken from the shaded 
corner where it had made such vigorous 
growth since spring, carefully potted, and 
placed in a cool loom. Now it is biought 
forth and given the place of honor. Many 
persons think that the calla will blossom 
better through the winter if it is left dry in 
the cellar during the summer But if it is 
set out in a shady place in the garden, and 
given abundant water dally the bulb will 
increase rapidly and the leaves grow mam- 
moth in size. When first taken from the 
garden it should be left in coolness and 
shadow for a few weeks, till the roots get 
accustomed to the changed condition. Then 
it may lie placed In a sunny window, and 
very soon buds will appear, and the superb 
white blossoms will open one after another 
through the winter and spring. 

The geraniums that for so many weeks 
have brightened the borders with gorgeous 
masses of color will bloom with equal free- 
dom the latter part of the winter making the 
window where they are placed attractive to 
the passers-by. When all are beautiful it is 
hard to make a choice. There must be a rose 
geranium for its fragrance and a silver-leaf 
anu a Mine. i’olloek lor their fine foliage. By the middle of November the great gera- 
niums that are too large for the window may 
be taken up and the earth shaken from their 
roots and hung up In a dark, cool cellar. 
Life will remain in the roots and stalks, and 
If they are set out again in the middle of 
May they will soon put forth new leaves and 
buds, 'ihe foliage of many begonias is so 
beautiful that the plants are attractive even 
when not in bloom. Several varieties bloom 
freely In winter, one very lovely, with dark 
foliage and coral red flowers. Those that 
bloom constantly in the garden in summer 
will not be likely to flower in winter. 

The gloxinia is a plant that is deservedly 
becoming a popular favorite. It is an Inter- 
esting plant in more respects than one. It 
has beautiful velvety leaves, and great droop- 
ing flowers of various hues, one of the hand- 
somest varieties being waxen white with a 
rose-tinted throat. Each flower clings to its 
stem in unfading beauty for many days be- 
fore falling. It has a mode of repro- 
d uction that is singularly interesting. 
You fall into raptures over the plant of a 
friend adorned with countless beautiful 
bells. She cuts off a green leaf and gives 
you, telling you to place it in water and it 
will root. You try the experiment, half in- 
credulous. The leaf Is placed in a vase of 
water; in time a pair of tiny leaves appear* 
at the base of the stem: a little root is seen; 
you set it out very carefully, leaving the par- 
ent leaf to feed with its substance the young 
plant a while longer. By and by the old 
leaf withers and falls. The new plant needs 
it no more, but sends out leaves constantly, increasing in size, and in a few months it Is 
adorned with blossoms. It will not do to 
set the gloxinia in the garden in the summer. 
Kain turns the foliage black, and it soon 
withers and dies. 

Few plants are more satisfactory in the 
whiter than the Chinese primrose and cycla- 
men. They require little care and are con- 
stantly in bloom. They will thrive in a 
warm, dry place near a stove or radiator, 
where many other plants will be shrivelled 
and stunted in growth. The partridge aloe 
and varieties of cactus will also grow well 
in situations too dry for most other plants. 
Whatever favorites are excluded from our 
collection for lack of space, room must cer- 
tainly be found for the spicy lemon verbena, 
and for the heliotrope that blossoms so 
freely and yields so lavishly its delicious 
fratrranne. 

It is difficult to conceive of a drawing- 
room ornament more beautiful and attractive 
than a pot of maiden-hair fern on a small 
table, for ferns must not be massed with 
other plauts, but must be allowed ample 
space If their entire loveliness is to be re- 
vealed. If the fern has a favorable location 
in a cool north window, it will, with a little 
care, develop into a symmetrical, globular 
mass of the most exquisite foliage imagina- 
ble. It will be a mosaic of all shades of 
green blending into a most harmonious 
whole. A very beautiful and very interest- 
ing fern is the Asplenium bulbiferum. This 
is a native of New Zealand. On the upper 
surface of its iong feathery drooping fronds 
grow little leafy bulbs. V^hen one is suffi- 
ciently mature to live apart from the frond 
on which it grows, it may be easily detached 
by passing the hand gently over it. The 
parent plant, bearing here and there these 
tiny baby ferns, each clinging fast to its 
little brown cradle, is a charming revelation 
of Nature’s resources. 

Few plants contribute more to the adorn- 
ment of home than the English ivy. This 
will transform a plain bare room into a veri- 
table bower; for, though it grows slowly, 
the leaves remain on the stem for years. 
The Ivy will grow for a long time in water, 
and slips placed iu bottles concealed behind 
pictures may be trained a-ound and above 
them. The ivy is particularly lovely on 
white or light tinted walls. If a pot be 
placed on a low brackett on either side of 
the door leading from the hall into the recep- 
tion room, the embowered door will express 
a more gracious and acceptable welcome to 
the straugei entering in than any illuminat- 
ed motto conceivable. 

Democratic Methods In Virginia.

Chinese New York Does Honor to 
the Dead Ccl-:tlal. 

New 1'okk, Oct. 30.—Other curious funer- 
als there have been in New York city, but 
never one so curious as that of Li Yu Doo, 
tlie Chinese General. He was one of the 
greatest and richest Chinamen in the East, 
he had led his countrymen in their rebellion 
of 18G1, he had reached the 33d degree, and 
was a Grand Master in Chinese Free Mason- 
ry; ho had had two wives in China; |he had 
beeu wealthy there, aDd he had made more 
m ouey here; he had become owner of store* 
in New York, Boston aDd Philadelphia; be 
had been brave, and wise, and popular, and 
for all these things his fellow MoDgollians 
were bound to send him on his silent journey 
to the Beyond with all the pomp and mortu- 
ary splendor. 

The great soldier breathed his last on Oc- 
tober 10, and in the nine days since then the 
preparations for the funeral had been con- 

stantly making; 40 men had been at work 
constructing the emblems of mourning, and 
hundreds of dollars had been subscribed to 
pay the bills. So the Chinese colony was 
proud yesterday when ail was ready for the 
great event. The body had been embalmed 
and was in Undertaker Naughton’s shop at 
67 Mctt street. At 6 a. in., it was taken from 
the small room and put in the big stable. The 
walls had been draped with black, and on 
the celling a wide strip of white cloth 
crossed another strip of black, running from 
corner to corner like the letter X. All the 
carriages had been taken out and the horses’ 
stalls were bidden by hanging blankets. The 
black cloth-covered coffin was on the saw 
horses in the furthest corner. At Its foot 
was a big table, on which was the food that 
the Chinese prepare for their dead to eat in 
case they get hungry on the trip to the home 
of Confucius. There were a shoat and a 
kid each cooked and ready for carving, a 
cone and candied paste, and some bowls of 
rice. Then, lest Ll Yu Doo might be very 
hungry and need more, there was another 
table, on which were placed a whole roasted 
pig, some pots of tea. some bottles of wine. 
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anges. All around these things to eat were 
chop sticks and little teacups, and big baskets 
of flowers sent by friends. 

The dead man was dressed in the robes of 
a Mandarin of the dynasty of Ming. His 
queue was wound around the top of his bead, 
and on his breast was Chinese paper money, in his left hand were some gold pieces. On- 
ly those who put the gold there know how 
much there was. They put that and the 
paper money in the coffin, so that Li Yu Doo 
might have cash to pay expenses on his Jour- 
ney to the other land, and also to appease 
the spirits that might molest him ou the 
way. On the tables furthest from the coffin 
there burned seven lights. Two of the lights 
v -re huge candles of red wax, four were 
smaller candles of white wax, and the 
seventh light was a bunch of joss sticks. 

Early In the morning chief officers of the 
municipal government of Chinese New York 
solemnly entered the chamber of death. 
They wore bands of black and white around 
their left arms, and had on blouses and trou- 
sers of white cambric. Proceeding to the 
coffin they saluted the body, and then, step- 
ping to the farthest table they prostrated themselves at the end where the candles and 
incense tapers were burning. Each man 
stood there in turn alone, and prostrated 
himself three times till his head touched the 
floor. After these men had been performing this service for an hour or more, a company of 10b members of the Lun Gee Tong, the 
Chinese Free Mason Society, marched down 
from their rooms at 10 Pell street, to the un- 
dertaker’s shop. They were dressed in blue 
and white and yellow blouses and loose 
trousers. They went through the ceremo- 
nies that the municipal officers had begun. At 1 o’clock the police pushed the mob 
aside, and made a narrow lane down Mott 
street. Then out came the men in uniform, the body was put in a hearse, aud the march 
down the thoroughfare of Little China was 
started. It crossed the Bowery to Oliver 
street, and turned up Henry. While going 
over the Bowery the horse cars and all traffic 
were stopped for half an hour. Boys clung to the crossbars on the elevated railroad 
posts, and even the roof tops were black 
with people. Up Mott street you could see the houses marked with Chinese signs and decorated with Chinese lanterns and black- 
boards draped with crape. 

In the procession were various Chinese Societies clad in the Ooriental magnifience of 
tbe'r regalia, followed by two tally-hos, 
seventy two carriages, and a wagon loaded 
with food for the dead soldier. Enough China- 
men followed in ordinary dress to swell the 
number to over 1,000.

Henry and Grand streets on the way to the 
ferry, it took five ferryboats to get the 
funeral over the river, and then, at 3p. m., the march up Broadway, Brooklyn, was be- 
fun. Au immense crowd was waiting at 

•vergreen. When it heard the mingled music of German and Chinese players it 
scampered over the graves to the far away 
corner of the cemetery, where the Chinese 
have their burying plot. At 4.40 the coffin 
had been taken from the hearse and carried 
through and avenue of Chinamen to the 
grave. There were 2,000 Americans on the 
hill, and they wouldn't give the Chinamen 
any chance until thejpolicemen drove them 
back. Then the coffin was lowered. The 
banner of the Lun Gee Tong was stuck at 
the head and two huge lanterns of the dead 
planted on poles next to it. Tom Lee threw 
the first soil upon the resounding box lid. While he ^was doing that the other Chinamen stripped themselves of all their funeral trappings, 
sashes, blue and red and black blouses, ev- 
erything that they had put on that had any- 
thing to do with the funeral, and piled them 
all up on the left of Li Yu Doo’s grave. 
Then on the pile they put the mandarin um- 
brella, the eight emblems of Tau, the poles and banners, and when the pile was big aDd 
broad and long they lighted it and stood to 
one side to pray In silence. It was Li Yu 
Duo s funeral pyre, and, though there have 
been Chinese fuuerals iu Evergreen before, this was the biggest one ever burned there. 
The last thing thrown on it was his trunk. 
It was filled with his clothing and all his per- sonal property. This was done so that ev- 
erything he had in this world for daily use 
might go out to him transformed in smoke 
for use in the next. Another set of China- 
men placed two chickens, some bowls of 
rice, and cups of tea on the grave. Then two 
bottles of wine were emptied on the mound, 
and all that the living could do for the dead 
was done. It was late when all was over, and the sun had gone down so far that the 
last thing itjsaw as it was speeding to make 
day for Li Yu Doo’s native home was his burial in a foreign land.

was going on. When he had borrowed *2 for the rather doubtful purpose of “tapering off,” he asked: “Going to the office?’’ “Yes 
I replied; Wouldn’t if 1 were you.” “Why 
P®1', * inquired. “Just been there myself, they re looking for you!" “Who are looking forme? Why, every blessed German in 
towu. lliey say they are going to make a lead mine of you ! Good thing you’re so 
precious ugly or I might have been mistaken for you myself.” Thinking he must be 
drunk, and not wishing to continue the ^conversation if he was, I laughed and passed on. 1 had nearly reached my destination when I run up against the city editor, who, finding his symptoms of the 
night before a false alarm, had returned to 
work. 

I was about to greet him when, “Hullo!” 
he cried, “you’re the identical lunatic 1 was 
hunting! What the dickens have you been 
doing?” This last seutence, originally re- 
plete with strange invectives, 1 have thought 
fit to revise, retaining merely the sense there- 
of, an office I shall have lo perform with 
most of this gentleman’s utterances. “Well, 
what have I been doing? You seem in a 
pretty state of mind about something!” “I 
just knew you’d play thunder when 1 went 
off.” “But wtiat have 1 done?” “Done! 

Why, doggo nit. you’ve insulted every German l 
in town float the paper 400 subscribers and 
deuce knows how many advertisements I 
You’ve—” “Have I really?" I broke in. 

seriously alarmed. “But how?" “But the 
worst of it is, pursued the the frenzied editor 
not noticing my interruption in his excite- 
ment, "they think it’s me!" “Think what’s 
you?" “Why, you bullet headed British 
outrage, think you’re me!" ‘.You must feel 
intensely flattered, colonel; but I wish you’d 
tell me what I’ve done." “Didn’t you write 
up that German ball?" lie almost shrieked. 
“Yes." “Well!’’ “Well!" And you headed 
it ‘Dutch Dancers'?’’ .“I did.” “And yet 
you ask me what you’ve done? why dad 
blame my skin! Are you aware that when 
you call a nice, fat, beautiful swigging Ger- 
man a Dutchman you Insult him mortally?" “Can t say I am.” “Well, you will be if you 
saunter round to the office, There are about 
fifty of them there looking for you with shot- 
guns. They’re making things happen around 
them I promise you!” 

It turned out as he said. In my innocent 
zeal to do honor to the German element I had 
unhappily selected words which expressed to 
their ears the most pointed and humiliating 
affront. The city editor’s anger, however 
was not proof against the pathos of my situ- 
ation, which really was rather a serious one, 
although my mistake affected him almost as 
it did myself in his capacity of reviser or ex- 
punger of bad matter. He was silent a mo- 
ment. and then he said: 

“Look here, old man. I’m for you. I don’t 
want those rascals to do you up. Sneak up 
stairs and get some paper, and then we’ll go 
and ‘monkey’ with Fritz and get him to talk 
with his plagued countrymen?’ Fritz was a 
German (I dare not say Dutch, even novty 
much patronized by our office. Without 
going into details, let it suffice to say that the 
purchase of enough lager beer to jaundice an 
elephant, most of which I clandestinely de- 
posited in the various spittoons that adorned 
Fritz’s floor, an hour or two of Indefatigable 
flattery, the expenditure of nearly a month’s 
salaryland two columns of explanatory mat- 
ter In the next morning’s edition had the ef- 
fect of neutralizing the baneful effects of my 
temporary authority. I do not think we per- 
manently lost a single subscriber, but I 
never heard the last of my Dutch dancers.

Why. their manufacturers can actually beat us 
out of the field on tbe score of mere cheapness 
only. So far from protection enhancing the coat 

with which we, with ail our free trade, canuot 
manage to compete. Yale lockmaker* can afford 
to pay the carriage of their good to England and 
yet uutlersell the Wolverhampton masters In the 
very heart of the lock trade. Just as the Belgians 
can <|Uote lower rates for angle Iron delivered In 
Derby than the local Iron masters of the Mid- 
lands. Philadelphia engine makers can turn out 
as serviceable a locomotive as anv English Arm 
and ship It all the way to New Zealand for six 
hundred pouuds less than the English tender. In 
South Russia, agricultural trade is said to be pass- 
ing entirely Into the bandsof American exporters In 
spite of English and German competitors, though 
the latter are nearer by 8000 miles to the local 
market. With the exception of made up clothing, which Is dear because labor l\ highly paid and 
not because the duty on the stuffs Is so heavy, 
there Is not a single manufactured art tele pro- 
duced In the United States from carpets to cottou, 
Irom locomotive- mglnes to steel axes, from agri- 
cultural Implcmeits to cutlery aud “Yankee 
aotlous," as many little domestic appliances are 
called, which Is not as cheap, or even cheaper 
there than la this country. 

Having finished reading the editorial Mr. 
Blaine asserted that there Is not one article 
In the United Mates to-day that Is not far 
cheaper than it was when protection was 
applied to It The argument of the campaign 
Is not (or capital, It is fer labor. His not 
for the rich man, but it Is one for the wage 
earners, and If It is lost It Is lost to the hurt 
of every man in the United States who earns 
his bread In the sweat of his face. [Ap- plause.] Mr. Blaine then discussed the Sack* 
vllle letter and other matters. He concluded 
with a eulogy on Uen. Harrison, and a pre- 
diction of Republican success. 

Mr. Blaine was followed by Judge Tenny, 
of Brooklyn, and Uen. Hastings, of Pennsyl- 
vania. This evening there was a parade of 
all the uniformed Republican clubs of the 
city and a seore of clubs from abroad, includ- 
ing one from Pittsfield.

se let.” Lord Sackville furnished the in- 
foruiatiou by advi-iug Murchison to vote 
for Cleveland. The episode thus consti* 
tuted is no side issue. It has a direct bear- 
ing on the tat iff Question. The Republicans 
have from Die first charged Mr. Cleveland 
und the Democrats with playing into the 
hands of the English free traders; aud this 
charge has from the first been repelled by 
the Democrats as false. Now the British 
minister comes fotward’aud over his own 
signature, and uuder the seal of the lion and 
the uuicurn, affirms his belief that Mr. 
Clevelaud is really playing into the hands 
of the English. Thereby no side issue is 
raised, but a liood of fierce, white light is 
thrown unto the main question under dis- 
cussion. 

Perhaps no more entertaining feature of 
the sensation over Lord Sackville’s letter 
can be found than the comments of 
the foreign papers, which vary all the way 
front the ponderous disgust of the London 
Times to the snappish scoldings of Tory 
papers in Canada. As these Tory papers of 
the Provinces have constantly predicted and 
hoped for Cleveland’s election, their wrath 
may be explained on other grounds than that 
of pride wounded by the humiliation of 
British diplomacy. “Lord Sackville’s let- 
ter,” says the _>un, published in St. John, 
“was not a crime. It was a blunder, which 
high authority has pronounced to be worse 
than a crime. It speaks well for the inno- 
cent freshness of this nobleman's nature 
that after long experience in diplomacy in 
many countries, and especially after seven 
years’ residence among the greatest political 
tricksters in the world, he Rhnnld h nvp hpon 

deceived by so palpable a fraud as the Cali- 
fornia letter.” For the abilities of these 
aforesaid “political tricksters” the virtuous 
organ of the Canadian Tories seems to have 
the most contemptuous admiration. “A 
Yankee," says the Sun, “would have seen at 
once that the letter was a part of a political 
plot, though had he received it in another 
country he might have been victimized, for 
not even a Yankee would suspect that any 
other person but a compatriot would be 
equal to a trick of this kind." No doubt 
this is true so far as one foreign nation is 
concerned. A Yankee would certainly never 
suspect an Englishman of but one sort of a 
political stratagem. A British diplomat 
has publicly described how a certain British 
miuister sent to Washington to negotiate a 

treaty succeeded by “floating it through on 

champagneand this is the brightest case 
of strategy that stands to the credit of Brit- 
ish diplomats in America. 

Mr. Reed and the Shook Industry. 
Mr. George L. Kimball comes up to the 

support of the Portland Herald’s assertion 
that Mr. Reed allowed the shook business to 
perish rather than consent to a reduction of 
the duty on sugar of ten per cent. The 
Herald sadly needs support, but such as Mr. 
Kimball gives It will prove of very little 
value. Mr. Kimball at the outset says: 

The Puess says: “The cooperage meu be- 
sougbi Congiess for relief, either by increasing the duty on sugar in bags, or by reducing Ibe 
duty ou lu.g-.li ad sugar.” Now, as a cooperage 
man, I am prepar a to say the flrstpartof tlie 
above statement Is entirely untrue. Tue cooper- 
age men never petitioned Congiess to mcrease 
the duty ou su.ai imported lu bags At a meet- 
ing of the cooperage in u It was unanlmeusly decided that to ask for such a measure would kl.l 
the whole tiling. 

The language here attributed to the Press 
belongs to the Portland Advertiser. But 
we will waive that point and assume ail the 
respousiliility for it. Mr. K inball says the 
cooperage men never besought Congress for 
relief by raisiug the tariff on sugar in bags 
If Mr. Kimball will turn to ihc Argus of 
December 28,1885, he will And there a circu- 
lar prepared by certain leading lirms in the 
shook industry “which will,” wo quote the 
language of the Argus authorized undoubt- 
edly by the authors of the eircu ar, “be seta 
to every member of Congress.” It is to all 
intents and purposes a petition settiug forth 
the importance of the shook industry, the 
PansRd 11f itu iltifilinti anrl unirtruufinrv mnaiu 

ol its revival. The means suggested are 
three in number. And this is tile language 
in which the circular expresses two of them: 

As there seems to be no prospect of having a 
commerct.il treaty wttn Spain, the only redress is 
fur our govei milt ut to 111 ke a reduction in Ibe 

iiresei.t duty n sugar (when itupor ed in hugs- 
teads) ol about *>ne quarter cent a pou..d, the 

dutt on sugar h. bags lemaiuing as at present; 
or to increase our present duty on suga r in bags. 

The circular expresses no preference as 
between these two methods. Now if Mr. 
Kimball is correct iu saying that the cooper- 
age uieu had unanimously decided that to ask 
for an increase of the duty on sugar iu hags 
would kill tlie whole thing, then the cooper- 
age men themselves are responsible for kill- 
ing the “whole thing,” for they asked iu this 

circular, which was placed in the hands of 

every Congressman, just as much fur the in- 
crease of the duty on sugar iu bags as they 
did for a reduction of the duly on sugar in 
hogsheads. Mr. Kimball, then, is clearly in 
error when he says that tbe shook men never 

besought Congress to assist the shook indus- 
try by increasing tbe duty on sugar in bags. 

Again Mr, Kimball says: 
Mr. Keed in talking with our cooperage commit 

tee on the subject suggested tliat- the measure 
would have a better chance of success if some Southern Democrat should Introduce the bill iuto 
Congress, and at the last Interview our committee had with Mr. Keed before lie leit home for Wash 
lngton, the committee Informed Mr. need that 
arrangements had been made for a Democratic 
Representative fiom Baltimore, Md„ to introduce 
a bill reducing the duty ou sugar imported tu 
hogsheads and Mr. Keed promised to do all be 
could to secure its passage. 

This statement Is lacking in ingenuous- 
ness, inasmuch as it neglects to say that the 
Maryland member failed to keep his engage- 
ment. The member referred to was un- 

doubtedly Mr. Findlay. He, according to 
Mr. Kimball, bad agreed to introduce a bill 
reducing tbe duty on sugar in hogsheads, 
and Mr. Reed had agreed, according to Mr. 
Kimball, to support it. Instead, however, of 
introducing such a hill Mr. Findlay coutented 
hintself with simply introducing a resolu- 
tion of inquiry as to the causes of the decline 
of American cooperage. This resolution was 

introduced Jan. 6, lt»86, immediately after 
the assembling of Congress after the holiday 
recess, and was referred to the ways and 

means committee to report by bill or other- 
wise. Thus the whole matter was turned 

over to the ways and means committee to 
take what action they deemed proper, or no 

action if they preferred. It was Mr. Findlay 
that failed to keep his agreement, and not 
Mr. Reed. Mr. Reed could have justified 
himself in doing nothing more in tiie matter. 
He could have fallen back on the plea that 
the coopers had arranged how tiie matter 
should be brought before Congress, and that 
their arrangement had failed not by reason 
of auy negligence on his part, but on account 
of the failure of the man whom they had 
selected, to do as be agreed. But he did no 
such thing. The coopers’ arrangement having 
failed he proceeded to do what in his judg- 
ment was for the best interests of their 
industry. He knew, what everybody knows 
who Is acquainted with Congress, that a 
specific measure would be much m ire likely 
to arrest the attention of the committee on 
ways and means than a general resolution 
like Mr. Findlay’s. So on the eleventh of 
January he introduced a bill increasing the 
duty on sugar in bags. This bill was re- 
ferred without any discussion whatever to 
the committee on ways and means. Now Mr. 
George L. Kimball contends that the intro- 
duction of this bill instead of a bill reducing 
the duty on sugar in hogsheads was a fatal 
mistake. As matter of fact, however, the 
nature of the bill, in the light of Mr. Reed’s 
statement before the ways and means coin, 

mittee, became a matter of no sort of conse- 

quence. The reasou, undoubtedly, why he 
Introduced this bill instead of the other was 

that the introduction by him of the latter 
measure would have closed the door to the 
presentation of a bill reducing the duty on 

sugar in hogsheads by a Southern Democrat, 
and there were obvious advantages in having 
a bill of that sort coiue from that source. To 
be sure there were strong reasons to believe 
that the Southern Democrat who had been 
depended on had cbunged his mind, but this 
was uot absolutely established. There was 
still a possibility that he or some other 
Southern member might Introduce such a 

bill. To make sure that the mutter should 
get before the ways and means committee In 
a definite form so they could uot readily 
ignore it, and at the same time 
not to deprive the coopers of the advantage 
which would accrue to them from having a 

Southern member introduce a bill reducing 
the duty on sugar in hogsheads, Mr. Reed 
introduced his bill increasing the duty on su- 

gar iu bags. Mr. Heed was prepared to keep 
bis agreement to support a measure reducing 
tbe duty on sugar in hogsheads whenever 
one should be introduced, and when lie ap- 
peared before the committee to argue the 
matter he told them distinctly that he did 
nut insist on iiis particular measure. Here 
in his attitude us publicly stated by him at 
the time: 

The cooperage industry is widespread and 
employs the leisure time of agieat number of 
men scatt. red over a large portion of tbe Atlantic 
coast of tbe United Slates. If ibis bill is passed 
it will, without in anyway increasing the price of 
sugar, prevent Ihe destruction of the cooperage business I do not, however, insist on my own 
measure, for I have presented ihat rather as a 
means of bringing the matter befme the com- 
mittee. 1 am reauy to reduce the duty one quar- 
ter <f a Cent on sugar imported In coopeiage 
packages, If ihe committee prefer. But I have 
orgeu (lie committee with much persistence that 
the sub] ct should be taken up separately d not 
be complicated by a general tariff bill. If made a 
part of such a bill it might be joined with provis- ions to which many of its frioous coula not agree. If presented alone justice may be done. 1 asked 
that tbls course might be takeu, but on moti' n of 
Mr. Mills of Texas Die Democratic members of tbe 
committee, iu a solid body, voted to postpone Die 
matter until after the geuerai tariff bill was dis- 
posed of. 

The above statement was published in 
the Portland Advertiser in February, 1886 
and has remained unchallenged. It shows 
that Mr. Keed was as ready to consent 
to a reduction of duty as to an increase, 
and that he was prepared to support a mea- 
sure of that kind whenever one should be 
presented by the Southern Democrat, who 
had agreed to introduce it, or should be 
reported by tbe ways and means committee. 
The committee had before them along with 
Mr. Reed’s bill a resolution looking to an 

investigation of the causes of the decline of 
the shook industry and tbe remedies. They 
had a half dozen petitions on the subject. 
They could have modified Mr. Reed’s bill so 
as to make it provide for a reduction of the 
duty on sugar in hogsheads and Mr. Reed 
would have supported it or, under the in- 
struction of Congress in referring Mr. Find- 
lay’s resolution which was “to report by bill 
or otherwise,” they could have prepared au 

original bill reducing duty on sugar in hogs- 
heads. Yet they refused to do either. 

But Mr. Reed did not stop with one at- 
tempt to get the committee to do something. 
iu nit; laiier pari or April he again called 
the matter up and asked the committee ex- 
plicitly to vote on the question whether they 
intended to do anything for the relief of the 
shook industry either by bis bill or in any 
other way. And every Democratic member 
of the committee voted No. 

There never was a more sincere, persistent 
or intelligent effort made in Congress for the 
relief of an industry than Mr. Reed made for 
the shook industry. And the attempt of the 
Portland Herald, assisted by Mr. Kimball, to 
saddle upon him the responsibility for the 
failure far transcends the limit to which 
partisanship can decently go.

GO EASY.

EVAPORATED FRUIT. 

The Croat Business Centering Around 

Rochester, N. Y. 

Rochester, N. Y., is the recognized centre 
of the evaporated aud dried fruit industry 
of the United States, which during recent 
years has assumed very large proportions,the 
goods being shipped in large quantities to all 
of the leading markets of the world. 

Within a radius of forty miles of Rochester 
there are more than 1500 evaporators, from 
the small farm house drier of a capacity of 
twenty-five bushels a day to the large steam 
evaporatory drying 800 to 1000 bushels of ap- 
lili-s f.irli I ivPiitv.fmir linur^ Thawir ununn. 

r»tors give euiployiuent during the autumn 
aud early winter mouths to at least 30,000 
hands, who average from 85 to 812 a week, 
according to experience aud usefulness. 
New factories are erected every sea-on, 
proving that the business is profitable when 
properly and economically conducted. The 
production during the past season, 1887, may- 
be well considered the largest since the in- 
ception of the business some fifteen years 
ago. A careful estimate places the total 
quantity at about 30.000,000pounds, worth at 
first cost some 82,000,000. To produce this 
quantity of apples are required 5,000,000 
bushels of apples, 15,000 tons of anthracite 
coal, and the coustaut attendance, night acd 
day, of an army of men, women and children 
numbering 25,000 to 30,000. The water elim- 
inated in the process of evaporation amount- 
ed to 225,000 tons, reducing the bulk of the 
fruit to about one-eighth of its original 
weight, each 100 pounds yielding, when prop- 
erly evaporated, twelve pounds on an aver- 
age. The fruit is usually packed in cases of 
two cubic feet measurement, holding fiftv 
pnunds net, the product of say eight aud one- 
half busliels of green apples. The advantages in freight alone will be ap- 
parent in the following comparison, showing 
tne cost of shipping one case to Liverpool, 
England, which at existing freight rates will 
cost a little less than thirty cents, while in 
the green or fresh state in barrels the same 
quantity would cost 82.25, and In the canned 
state almost 82.10, without considering the 
deterioration of the green fruit and the dan- 
gers of fermentation of the canned article, 
the apple in the evaporated state being 
transported without any danger of deter,.na- 
tion or decay. The refuse of the apples)such 
as the parings and cores, is dried and form 
the base of all the cheap jellies manufactur- 
ed at present The quantity produced last 
season will aggregate some 12,000,000 
pounds, so that not a particle of the fruit is 
wasted. 

The principal consuming countries abroad 
are Germany, England, Belgium, Holland 
and France, In which the new product lias 
eptliely displaced the old fasnioned sun- 
dried fruit. There were shipped alone to 
France during 1887 some 18.000,000 barrels of 
a quality known as chopped or sliced apple, 
which is dried without being either pared or 
cored, and is used chiefly for the production of cider, cheap wines and distillation when 
the vineyards of France suffer from phyllox 
era. home 4,000,000 pounds were exported during the season, of which more than one- 
half were shipped from Rochester. The 
goods are also taken in considerable 
aud increasing quantities by the West Af- 
rican and Austraiiau trade every season. 

Work at the Springvale corn factory is 
nearly finished for tl.is season. The com- 
pany has put up about,150,000 cans,about twe- 
thirds of what would have been canned but 
for the failure of the corn crop caused by drouth and early frost. 

SPIRITUALISTIC FRAUDS. 

Margaret Fox Repents and a New 
York DenHst Shows Up Tricks. 

An audience of 2,000 persons in the Acad- 
emy of Music in New York the other night 
saw Dr. 0. M. llichmond, the dentist, pull 
the fangs of spiritualism with his little tricks 
and with the exhibition of Margaret Fox, 
the once famous producer of spirit rappiugs. 
The audience was an enthusiastic one when 
the doctor did his tricks, aud a disgusted oue 
when he showed how simply he had done 
them. All the pleasure of being fooled van- 
ished when the method of fooling was ex- 

Jiosed. The Doctor, looking particularly 
ovial in a dress suit, came upon the stage, 

which contained no furniture but a small 
table, with an ordinary looking two-fold 
slate in his hand. He laid the slate on the 
table aud advancing to the footlights re- 
marked in a casual sort of a way that lie saw 
so many familiar faces in the audience that a 

regular introduction seemed unnecessary,aud 
perhaps it was just ns well that he had for- 
gotten at his office a little speech with which 
hr had proposed to open the entertainment. 
The audience thought that was pretty bright 
aud applauded, lie smiled aud remarked 
that maybe the spirits would say sumet1 iug 
appropriate for him. He picked up the .• '.ate 
which he had previously held open so that all 
could see that it was blank, ami opening it 
there was seen on it writing which he read. 
It was a brief expression of a desire that 
fraud and falsehood be exposed. 

A committee of sixteen uieu from the audi- 
ence was then called to the stage. The Doc- 
tor tore a piece of paper into slips, which he 
laid upon the table, aud asked the committee 
while he retired to select the name of some 
recently deceased persou of note, and to del- 
egate oue of their number to write the name 
upon oue slip of paper. The committee had 
a long discussion among themselves, while 
the audience called out encouragiug remarks, 
such as "Flay hall!” “Write Harrison;lie’s 
as dead as anyone!” “Time!” and “Take 
your base!” 

When the Doctor returned with an ordi- 
nary looking high hat iu bis hand, he asked 
some one to throw into the list all the slips of 
pa) er, aud he picked out oue without looking 
at li and euclosed it in an envelope, which he 
laidluut in plain view ou Unstable. Then au 
ordinary shite was examined by the com- 
mittee, and passed aruuud among the audi- 
ence. 

The envelope containing the slip of paper 
wan opened by oue of tile committee and the 
paper placed in a little round loans box 
which tlie Doctor held out in his hand. Then 
he aunoun ed that upon the nlate 
he wouiu produce a com •umiealiun signed 
by the person whose nau.e hud been w ritten 
upon the paper, and furthermore, would pro- 
uuce iroiu *::e oox me meatiest sup oi paper, 
with tile name written upon by direction of 
tbe committee. While a small table was be- 
ing broughtiu Dr. Richmond said: 

I am n<>t attacking tne theory of spiritual- 
ism, which is a very pretty one indeed,a» any 
one who lias ever lead Swedenboig knows, 
but the tiling X attack is the fraud and hum- 
bug that is called Spiritualism.'' 

Somebody misunderstood this, and lie said 
afterward: “lam told that some iu the 
audience think I am a Spiritualist. There is 
no such a thing as spiritualism. [Applause.J 
Anything doue contrary to natural law is a 
miracle.but there hasn’t been such a thiug as 
a miracle for at least 1,H00 years.” 

t lie table being set down in the centre, the 
Doctor called for a piece of chalk, which, be- 
ing passed around among the committee^ he 
placed under the slate. Then he stepped 
back, and said: 

“The name on the impel was Frederick 
William. Is that right?” 

ft was, and the committee looked astound- 
ed. Lifting tlie slate, be showed it covered 
with writing, which lie read : 

mould not come back to live in a world where 
one smile must balance a lliousa d tears, for in 
this world ot bliss there is naught but eternal 
happiness. Fbepehick William. 

The Doctor opened the brass box and 
handed to the committee the slip ot paper up 
on which the name was written. 

“Now. if anybody asks bow I know that 
the spirits didn’t after all," he said, “write 
that communication, I’ll say that I know 
they didn’t because I wrote it myself at my 
office this afternoon. This is a trick which, 
up to this time, no medium in this country 
has been able to do. Any Spiritualist who 
has paid a dollar to gets hero will find out 
how to make a thousand when I show how 
the thing is done.” 

It was simple enough. The hat had a false 
piece which he slipped in over the original 
slips of paper, dropping in a lot of blauk slips from his hand at the same time. It was one of 
these blank slins that he took front the hat 
and that was put in the box. A confederate 
behind the scenes meantime took the original 
slips from the hat and obtained that with 
the name upon it. The box was a double one 
so cleverly made that the deception defied 
detection to one who did not know the trick. 
The slip with the name in it was put in one 
compartment and the committee put the 
other slip in the other compartment. This 
accounted for the slip of paper, and the audi- 
ence looked cheap, but cried hopefully for 
the explanation of tbe slate writing. That 
was simpler yet. The slate, which had been 
lying in plain view all the time, was pickui 
up, and by a careless twist of the wrist the 
doctor shook out the side on which the wilt- 
ing was. This was a thin bit of cardboard 
with a slate surface, which fitted exactly in 
to the frame on one side of the slate nre- 

viously passed about the audience was notic- 
able to the eyes of the committee. The pre- 
pared piece, with the writing on it, was 
brought in with the table, a piece of news- 
paper pasted over the back making it indis- 
tinguishable from the real newspaper that 
also lay on the table. While placing the 
chalk under the slate the Doctor fitted the 
loose piece with the slate frame, and that 
was all there was about it. The audience 
was too chagrined at the way it had been 
taken in to applaud very heartily at this, and 
their taste spoiled for the tricks that follow- 
ed. 

Dr. Richmond then produced “Washington 
Irving Bishop’s bank note trick," telling the 
number of a note by means of secret signs 
from a confederate, and produced some spirit 
pictures a la Diss Debar. 

“There is no such thing as spirit manifes- 
tations,” said the Doctor, “and anyone who 
claims they can do things like this ought to 
be in the penitentiary. 

“You ought to be there too I” called out an 
angry Spiritualist. 

“On. no. I’m turning State’s evidence; I’m 
all right!" said the Doctor, and the audience 
wanted to put the Spiritualist out. 

On behalf of a Philadelphia man who, he said, was in the audience, the Doctor of- 
fered $5,000 to any one who could produce a 
mark an inch long on a slate by any power 
except a natural one. 

The Margaret Fox part of the show nar- 
rowly escaped being ridiculous owing to the 
stage fright or other affection which made 
her unable to speak her piece, and prevented 
her from reading it except in the halting 
fashion. What she finally read was a few 
sentences expressive of her regret at having 
been so greatly instrumental in perpetuating the fruud of spiritualism upon a too confid- 
ing public. She solemnly asserted that now 
8he was telling the whole truth, and asked 
God to forgive her as she hoped lie would 
forgive those who believed in “this silly, 
nonsensical, wicked thing.” 

Doctors from the audience went upon the 
stage, and felt the woman’s foot as she made 
the motions by which she used to do the rap 
plug. Then she stood iu her stocking feet on 
a little pine platform six inches from the 
floor, and without the slightest perceptible 
movement of the person made raps audible 
all over the theatre. She went down into 
the audience, and there, resting tier foot on 
another person’s, and showed how by the 
motion of the great toe the sound was pro- 
duced. 

PERSONAL AND PECULIAR. 

Laurence Oliphant, who a month ago was 
feared to be dyiDg, has so far recovered that 
he is making plans to soon leave England 
again for his distant home at Haifa. His 
recovery, which nobody expected, is due to 
persevering in the use of massage treat- 
ment. 

“Long John” Wentworth’s will contains 
no bequest for Dartmouth college, though he 
always used to be hinting wiiat he proposed 
to do for his alma mater in this direction. 
The alumni used to put up witli a good deal 
ol bulldozing from “Long John” at com- 
mencement time on account of these great 
expectations, and it didn’t pay. 

The post of President of the Hritish Koyal 
Water Color Society, vacated recently by 
the resignation of Sir John Gilbert, will 
probably be filled by the election of E. J, 
Poynter, It. A. It wns first proposed to give 
it to Alma Tadema, but the objection was 
raised that he was a foreigner. Pojnter 
can’t paint very well, but he is undoubtedly 
of Hritish origin. 

A curious case has just been decided upon 
appeal in a Scottish court. A young woman 

brought an action of breach of promise 
against a young man who admitted having 
been engaged to her. His defense was that 
•he objected to smokiug and finally said: 
“Choose between your cigar and me.” He 
made the choice promptly in favor of the 
weed, and when she sued him the Judge held 
that by offering the alternative she was re- 
sponsible for the swain’s desertion, and the 
superior court sustained the decision- 

Statistics collected by Colonel Dawson, 
United Stales commissioner of education, 
show that in 1875-6 there were 309 colleges in 
the country, attended by 26,243 studeuts, 
while in 1885 there were 300 colleges, with 
33,315 studeuts. Including scientific schools, 
the attendance of students for the respective 
years were 32,211 and 41,161. In 1875-6 there 
was one student to every 1712 of the popula- 
tion, and in 1885-86 one to 1690. Including, 
again, scientific schools, the ratio of students 
to population was one in 1395 in 1875-76 and 
one in 1368 in 1885-86. These figures show 
that, while the number of colleges has de- 
creased, the number of students has in- 
creased, which, in the opinion of educators, 
is onward progress.

A CRAND FIZZLE. 

An Attempted Democratic Celebra- 

tion at Knightvllle. 

It was Knightville’s turn last night, and 
(or some time the Democratic leaders had 
been arranging (or a grand torchlight pro- 
cession and flag raising in the suburban vil- 
lage. Notice was sent to all the Democratic 
city campaign clubs, namely the Cleveland 
Longshoremen Working Men’s Club, Cleve- 
land and Thurman Glee Club, Cleveland 
Zouaves, Putnam Guards, Putnam Jr- 
Guards, Emery Guards and Evening Stars, 
to be on hand at the headquarters last night 
ready to march to Knightvllle on the grand 
occasion. After much effort one juvenile 
club consisting of about 30 members, and one 
other club of about the same size composed 
in part of men old enougn to vote, were in- 
duced to fall in line and march to the Cape 
They were beaded by Merriman’s Band and 
after crossing the bridge were enabled by the 
light of their torches to find their way 
through several of the cross streets on which 
it was evident from an occasional dimly 
lighted re-lucnce, a few of the patriotic still 
resided. It was not the cold fall night that 
chilled the ardor of the Democratic populace, 
but the gloomy outlook for success iu the 
national election. After a while the proces- 
sion passed in front of George Stevens’s gro- 
cery store and Mr. O. C. Evans made a vain 
attempt to restore the noisy crowd to order. 

“The first thing on the programme,” said 
the chairman, “is the dropping of the Hag. 
Please drop the flag.” But the flag didn’t 
drop. The string broke and the bunting re- 

mained in a roil. Then a man got a ladder, 
climbed the flag pole until lie could reach the 
rope aud lowered the whole tliiug to the 
ground where the strings that bound the flag 
in a roll were cut. Then, since the flag drop- 
ping was a failure-, there was a flag raising. 
The band played “Rally Round the Flag,’’ 
and then three feeble cheers were given. 
Next, Thomas Talbot, Esq., w as introduced 
aud made a very brief speech, which could 
uot be lie-ard ou account of the noise. Ue 
was followed by Augustus F. Moulton, Esq., 
who did not attempt to speak at great 
length, having profited by the experience of 
his predecessors. Those who remained 
when Mt. Moulton finished speaking soon 

dispersed, the torchlighters went home in 
the cold, and where once was turmoil quiet 
reigned. The demonstration was about as 
near a perfect fizzle as any similar event in 
this vicinity has ever been.

HOME FOR AGED WOMEN. 

The Annual Reports and Election of 
Officers. 

The annual meeting of the Home for Aged 
Women was held yesterday afternoon at 3 
o’clock. The annual report of the managers 
was presented, and is as follows: 

managers’ report. 

October, 1888, closes the thirty-fourth year 
of the Home. Since the annual report one 
death has occurred and two admissions, and 
every room in the bouse is now occupied. The health of the inmates is generally good; 
the only case of serious illness being one of 
lt>ng standing, brought on by untiring devo- 
tiou to a sick friend, and borne with a pa- 
tience that has gained the bearty sympathy of all. The chief variation in the establish- 
ed order of the house is caused by the resig- 
nation of the matron who has been in charge 
for sixteen years, and the family finds itself 
in that condition ol mingled agitation and 
suspense which is wont to attend such a 
change. The new matron is ready for her 
duties, and “farewell” and “welcome” must 
be said in the same breath. 

The permanent fund of tha, I^Titution 
grows slowly, and the tr (iSRTrpr in nut. util I I 
depend largely on donjuffins and subscrip- tions to meet the current expenses. In this 
connection the luefias of the Home may be 
interested to 'hear of a bequest made years 
ago, it will be remembered, by the late Rob- 
ert I. Robinson. It consisted of a certain 
sum, the use of which was left to his wife 
during her lifetime. The principal was at 
last to revert to the Home, aud was a source 
of much litigation, euding finally in favor of 
the latter. In July last the proposal was 
made by Mrs. Robinson to place the proper- 
ty-valued at about 85000—in the hands of 
the board, receiving in return 8200 per au- 
uuui for its use, aud ensuring the ultimate 
posses.-iun of the whole to the Home. The 
offer was accepted, aud the trust duly placed 
in the car- of the treasurer. 

The managers lecord witli sorrow the 
death of three of their number during the 
past year, that of Mrs. Fogg, who had beeu 
with them for 12 years, and Mrs. McLellau 
and Mrs Hart, who shared the struggles of 
the early days of the society, the one 22, the 
other 25 years age. Mrs. Hart’s resignation 
ic July last, was followed a few weeks after 
by her death, before she had cea-ed to be 
identified with the board. Two other famil- 
iar names will appear no longer on the list 
of officers, that of Mrs. Spring, one of the 
vice presidents, who has beeu a manager for 
33 years, and that of Miss Greoly, who for 20 
years has given her faithful services, first as 
secretary and afterwards as treasurer. Their 
eo-workers feel that however gladly newer 
aud younger members are welcomed, yet 
none can take the place of those wlm have 
“toiled and wrought and thought” with 
them. 

The decision of the president to decline a 
re-election is mentioned with reluctance. 
The board will miss the presence of one who 
for 25 years lias guided its meetings with a 
care that showed the interest of tile Home to 
he very near the heart. The books of the as- 
sociation bear full testimony to her faithful- 
ness, but tlie hearts of its mem- 
bers alone can fitly speak 
of her unwearied services performed with a scruplous exactness suggestive of up- 
right Puritan ancestors, united with a gentle 
courtesy peculiarly her own. She will bear 
with her as she leaves the earnest desire 
that the comfort belouging to rest aud 
freedom from care may never be wanting to 
her. 

It is a pleasant duty to reiterate, year after 
year.thanks for donations from kind friends, 
aud the managers now, as before, grateful Iv 
acknowledge gifts of fruit, (towers, milk, 
meat, ice, vegetables, articles of clothing aud 
of household lurnituc, dainties for Thanks- 
giving and Christmas, the welcome luxury of the daily and weekly papers, and the un- 
stinted aid of physicians, lawyers and 
clergymen. The value of other favors, too, winch the Home knows well, can hardly he 
reckoned by the aid of mathmatics. A 
frieudiy visit, an hour’s reading aloud, an in- 
teresting book, a bright greeting from a 
child’s lips, have often brought a tliril of 
pleasure of wnicb the donor was quite un- 
conscious, and have made an apt illustration 
of the injunction of our most kindly of poets: 
‘Give wliat you have. To some it maybe 
better than you dare to think.”

NOT SETTLED YET. 

The Owners of the Douehty Fail to 
Cet Their Money. 

Some time ago it was announced in the 
Press that the Canadian government had 
settled the Doughty case, or had agreed to 
pay the owners o£ the vessel $600. The 
owners—as we are informed by Mr. Lord, of 
Sargent, Lord & Skillin, one of the owners— 

through their counsel, Messrs. Woodman & 
Thompson, requested that their permit to 
touch and trade should be returned to them 
with the bond they gave the Canadian gov- 
ernment when the Doughty was seized, and 
the money awarded them. The counsel in 
Canada, however, claimed $150 for legal ex- 

penses. When this fact was made known 
to Mr. Putnam, Mr. Lord says that gentle- 
man stated that the governmeut had paid 
$800 for services, aud that the counsel had 
no right to charge this $150. Nevertheless, 
the linn ordered their counsel to instruct the 
Canadian lawyers to take out the $150 from 
the $600, and seud them the balance, $450. 
Mr. Lord says the firm have not seen any 
signs of the money yet. 

In the cases of the George W. Cushing and 
C. II. Harrington, the two vessels were fined 
and the owners lost every cent of the hues.
