But by and by the separator came luto
the cream while the milk
was sweet and warm, sud ouly needing
somethiog to replace the fat extracted
for butter making to render it as good as
whole milk for the calves

There is s wide-spread practical inter-
est in the best methods of supplementiog
separator milk so as to mike it a good
substitute for the whole milk in calf-
feeding. For the purpose of investigat-
ing this problem the lows station has
con tucted three experiments duriog
three years, and the results have been
very uniform and cootrary to general
opinion and practice.

Oilmenl (faxseed meal) is the feed
ususlly recommended snd almost univer-
sally used for mixing with the separator
mili to take the place of the cream ex-
tracted for butter making. But in each
of these three experiments oll meal has
given lower and more expensive galos
than either oatmeal or a mixtare of
corn meal and flaxseed, and even corn
meal alone gave better results than oll

meal.

When it is remembered that oil meal is
much more expensive than ostmeal or
corn meal, the importance of this test is
apparent. But these resnits are just
what ought to be expected. Cream isa
highly carbonaceous substsnce, aud it is
ressonable to suppose that it would be
best replaced by s carbonaceous feed like
corn meal rather thsan by  highly of-

pous feed like oil meal.

Right ideas suffer more from wrong
presentation than they do from active
opposition.

Parley-
ing Is diffi -ult when your victim is run-
niog away from you us fast as his legs
will earry him.

It is told of Benjumin Franklin that
he sscribed his extreordinary powers of
persuasion to the fact that his manner
alwavs showed respect for the oplnions
of others. Having secared his listener,
he would gradusliy lead up to the telling
points by sayving, “Don't you think?’
rather than [ thiok.” He thus won by
leading his oppopent’s judgment on-
ward to the point of convincing itself.
Whatever trath there i« in this—and |
imagine there is a great deal—it Is worthy
of even more than partial imitation by
every one who attempts to mould the
thoughts of others. But the deference
we show to the opinions of others must
be really sincere—and there i3 no reason
why it ahould not be, for not one of us
absorbs in one small braio all vast truth
—or we shall fall to convince; for the
anare 18 set in vain in the sight of any
bird ; and the pit aloog a line of argu-
ment is never to be digged In the sight
of the victim.

Approach s man in & way that betokens
ajbelief in your own superiority, or with
a manoer that seems patronizing, and he
is almost sure to resent it. You have
for the moment forgotten the venera-
tion due to his individuality. With both
of you, the whole universe is centered on
the spot of ground that each occuples,
und neither must forget the other's view.
Respect the thought of others: believe
ia advance that every man has ldeas,—
or thinks he has, which comes to the
same thing—; and you will find yourself
moving steandliy toward the winning of
him, If he is less firm in his facts and
thought and logic than you. [t is true
indeed that a successful attack on some
one else's thoaght is pot brought about
merely by force of thought.—for force
is too often met with force—, but by
careful preparation beforehand suited to
the person attacked, much ne a general
disposes of his troops differently at
every separste fort assaulted. This
ability to reinforce strength with skill 14
one of the secrets of power among lead-
ers of men. .

for it is told that oo that occasion ouly
| one knight found his sword sha )
enough to carve the boar's head or bus
hand steady enough to lift the lamb's
wool without spilling it
It will be noticed that King Arthar
had ueither tarkeys nor geese, though
both of them are now distinctive fea-
sures of the Chiristmas feast  The tur-
key was not taken to Eogland from

the east till the sixteenth century

But if Arthur’s feast scems gargan-
tuan it was a frogal repast compared
with those that came later Gervase
Murkham describes a “*moderaie din-
uer'' of about A D. 1600 that would
answer for Christmas in the following
amazing way :

**The first course shonld consist of 18
full dishes—that is, dishes of meat that
are of substance and not empty or for
show—as thus, for example: First. o
shield of bruun with mustard; second-
ly, a bosl'd capon; thirdly, s boyl'd
piece of beef; fourthly, a chine of b« f
rosted; fifthly, a neat's tongue rosted;
sixthly, a pig rosted; seventhly, chew-
ets baked: eighthly, a goose rosted;
ninthly. a swan rosted; tenthly, a tur-
key rosted: the eleventh, a haunch of
venison rosted ; the twelfth, a pasty of
venison; the thirteenth, a kid with a
pudding in the belly; the fourteenth,
an olive-pye; the fifteenth, & couple of
capous; the sixteenth, a custard or dow-
sets. Now, to these full dishes may be
added sallcts fricases, quelque choses
and devised paste, as wany dishes more,
which make the full service no less
than two and thirty dishes, which is as
much as can conveniently stand on one
table and in one mess.  And after this
manner you may proportion both your
second and third courses, holding ful-
ness on one half of the dishes and show
in the other, which will be both frugal
in the splendour, contentment to the
guest and much pleasure and delight to
the beholder. ™'

Surely a **moderate dinner'’ like that
would make a lord mayor's banguet
seem stingy, yet there is ample evidence
that such feasts were Dot uncommon
“in that elder day.'* Not every one,
however, set such a table, even when he
could afford it, for Pepys records a din-
per given to the poor by Sir George
Downing one Christmas at which voth-
ing was served but beef. porridge, pud-
ding and pork. It may have been better
than the recipients usually bad for
everyday fare, but they voted it a mean
entertainment for Christmns

The boar's head, as 18 well known,
was for hundreds of years the piece de
resistance of every well regulated Brit-
ish Christmas feast, and it has been
held by some writers that it became the
favorite because of a general desire to
protest against the Jewish probibition
of pork A more probable reason is that
the boar was the fiercest of all the wild
beasts of the country, and killing him
was the highest achievement of the
huntsman. Then, again, his head is
very good to eat.

It would be a most ioteresting study to
trace the origin of our cakes of to-day
back to those olden days of ancient
lendors and m s religious rites.
lnitis that for time immemorial
and sentiment have attached
themselves lo & stra degree to these
cakes of festivale, w even this nine-
teenth century, with all its ‘‘national™
idess has not qlnlle chased away.

The christenlog of our children would
hardly seem complete without the
christening cake, generally resplendent
in white and silver , and almost as
rich as wedding cake itself.

Then the bi ¥y cake appears from
vear to year, sometimes decorated in the
GGerman manner with as many candles as
tke hero of the day can count summers

past.

The weddiog cake has lost nonpe of its
former glory, though no longer sent
around to friends io duinty liitle toxes,
tied up with white ribbon.  And though
many of the pretty old superatitions
are gradually dylog, the falr bridesmalds
still are hknown to sleep wmith a small
piece of wedding cake under their pll-
lows, that a vision of their knights may
be given them in their dreams,

Not many years sgo the custom of
sending funersl cakc—a kind of rich
sponge linger—around to the friends of
the ceparted,with u palr of Llack gloves
and » hat band was still in vogue. This
custom has now entirely disappeared.

The filih of November brings the gin-
getbread patles, and gingerbread, by the
way, may L found all the year around
in Yorkshire, and it well made is by no
means to be desplsed.

Then there Is the bonny Christmas
cahe, briogiog joy to the heart of the
smull boy sud fun and merriment to all,
for in its rich iuterior is often hidden a
ring and » thimble. The very thought
of a Christmas cake briogs before my
eyes the memory of merry, happy scenes,
for what can be happler than a real old-
fashioned Christmas purty, which young
and old evjoy alike, when fun and frolic
are the order of the day *

The old Twellth Night cake, in olden
times one of the dearest of them all, s
now seldom seen.  Shrove Tuesday still
brings its pancakes. These cakes are
sald to b of very ancient urigin.  They
were offered to the sun by the pagan
Saxons.  The Eoglish pancake s not
quite like the American, being thinoer
sud crisper.  In farmhouses piles a foot
or more in height may sometimes be
seen, It belog the chief coocern of the
day to make and eat pancakes. Well
can | remember running home from
school to have a delicious pancake fresh
from the pan.  They are never so nice
s when eaten in this way.

The hot-cross buns must not be for-
gotten.  They form the breakfast of all
good church people on Good Friday.
The old street cry of “Hot cross buns!
hot cross buns: one a penny, two a pen-
oy : hot cross buns,” may still be heard
very early on Good Friday morning in
some districts. These buns are, of
course, very plain. They are highly
glrzed, and have a cross on the top.

Most countries have their own harvest
cake, but they are generally made with
veast, and have some fruit in them.

All kinds of glogerbread make their
sppearance at fxir time; lodeed, they
are in many places all that is left of the
fair. Some are made in the shape of
men and animals, and are gilded, hence
the old sayiog “that takes the gilt off
the gingerbread.” Among these may be
found the lion snd the unicorn, Her
Majesty, her chief minlsters, and so on.

But it is not to times snd seasont we
owe all our own best cakes. Many
places, too, are celebrated for specialties
in the art of cake making. What travel-

instsnce, Is not familiar with the little
packets of Banbury cakes, to be found
at all statioos along the line* They
are somewhat indigestible productions
it Is true, belog made of pufl pastry,
with a rich mixture inside.

The quaint town of Shrewsbury claima

the delicious little biscuita known as
shrewsbury cakes Americans would
call them cookies. Cornwall is famous
for its saflron cakes. To those unsccus-
tomed to it the flavor Is often found dis-
sgreeable, but one ean easily imagine
what delight a pieceof this once tamiliar
bright yellow cske would give to an
exile from his country. The raisin loaf
is #n especial favorite in Staffordshire.
It is simply made from bread dough,
with the addition of a little fruit, sugar,
butter and spice, with sometimes an egg.
The country people of Warwickshire
make what they call lard cakes. These
also are made from bread dough, spread
with lard and rolled out thinly several
times. Some little time ago, when cycl-
ing with a friend In Warwickshire, it
tell to my lot to unexpectedly aasist in
cooking one of these lard cakes. [t was
in & little village near Henley-in-Arden.
My friend and | had had a good long
run, and felt hot, dusty and tired, so
looked about for some place of refresh-
ment. At length & very small country
inn came in view, which we boldly enter-
ed. For some time no one appeared Lo
Zreet us, but at last a very old woman
presented herself io a clean white apron
wnd lilac sup bonoet. When we made
her understand our wants, she was hos-
pitality itself, but alas! the larder was
¢mpty. So with many apologies and
perfect faith in our honesty, she left us
in sole charge of the inn, while she went
o get eggs, ete, from n peighbor.
“There’s a cake In the oven,” she said,
1s she went out. “Will ye be pleased to
look arter it aod see it don't be burnin’?"
I'his was the lard cake, and very good it
proved to be, when the old lady returned
with the beautiful fresh egge, and we
were seated at her simple table, drink-
ing tea from her best china and listeniog
to tales of the village and country
around; for, she obgerved, if it were
agreeable to us, she would ‘‘set acup”
for herself. We discovared, by lge
way, that the old lady lived all alone,
excepting for the occasionsl visits of
her little granddaughter, and managed
to keep the tiny place clean and bright,
and to supply the simple needs of her
customers.

YORKSHIRE GINGERBREAD.

Four pounds good Yorkshire oatmeal,
four pounds treacle, one pound brown
sugar, one pound butter, two ounces
powdered ginger. Melt the treacle and
butter together ; then stir in the other
ingredients with a knife; put into a bak-
ing tin and bake ina cool oven. Turn
out when cold. The cake should be
about two Inches thick when done.
Sometimes half oatmeal and half wheat
flour Is used, and, of course, molasses
may be substituted for the treacle.

FILLING FOR BANBURY CAKE.
Cream two ounces of butter with two
ounces of sugar; add the yolks of two
eggs, two ounces of flour, one-half tea-
spoonful of mixed spice, one half tea-
spoonful of cinnamon, two ounces of
eandled , slx ounces of currants.

HOMEMADE ELECTRICITY.

Seme Simple Methods by Which It May
He Generated.

It has been discovered that if a steel
knife and a silver fork be inserted in &
large orange an electric current will be
If the end of the fork and
the end of the knife sticking from the
orange be connected with an electric
pieasuring instrument, quite s percepti-
ble current will be found to pass. The
same kind of » battery may be made by
substituting a cucumber for the orange.
In fact, any acid fruit may be used.

In order to make a voltaic pile it is
only necessary to procure ten or more
pieces of zinc about an inch square, the
same number of pieces of copper and a
like number of pieces of paper. The
paper should be tharoughly soaked in
vinegar.

First take a plece of zine. On it
place a picce of vinegar sonked paper,
then put on a piece of copper, then &
piece of paper, then another zinc and
then paper, and so on until all the
pieces of zine, copper and paper have
been nsed. It is important that a piece
of zine should be on one end and a piece
of copp<r on the other. After the pile is
completed again soak the whole slight-
ly in vinegar; then clean it off on the
outside.

If the forefinger of one hand be held
against one end and the forefinger of
the other hand Le held on the other end
of the pile, quite a perceptible current
will be felt.

The thermopile is another electrical
current producer that may be made in
any bhouschold at a trifling expense
The eleetric corrent is generated in this
cas® by heat, and anything from a can
dle to a live coal may be used to pro-
duce the beat. Take a lot of German
silver and copper wire and cut it into
six inch lengthsa Then take n German
silver length and s copper length and
twist the ends together. You will bave
a V shaped armangement of wire.  Take
another lopgth of German silver wire
und twist cue end of it tightly around
the copper end of the V. Continue the
process until you Lave a long succession
of what might be called W's or double
V's arranged with alternate pieces of
copper and German silver wire

Now take two large curtain rings
Bend your string of wire lengths until it
has assumed the position of a star and
clamp it between the two curtain rings
One end of the string of wires should
be copper and the other German silver
You will find when these are clamped
between the curtain rings that the in
ner points of the star fonn a small cir
cle in the middlo of the rings The
rings should be placed on uprights and
a candle shonld be lighted, so that the
flarce will play between the inner
points of the star. —New York Herald
