course, after some beantiful experiments
showing the consiructive power of molecnlar
forces, as following what he wmight call their
architectural instincts, he said;—

The way which these atoms build them-
selves together is to me perfectly astounding.
You bave here a play of power almost as
wonderful as the play of vitality itself. Per-
haps I may have expressed myself too strong-
ly in calling this beautiful experiment aston-
ishing. Still I must say, although I have
seen it, to speak moderately, hundreds and
hondreds of times, I have never looked upon
it without feelings of astonishment. And de-
pend upon it, tmst me, that the revelations
of science are not in the least degree calcula-
ted to lessen our feelings of astonishment.
We are surrounded by wonders and myster-
ies everywhere. 1 have sometimes—not
somelimes, but olten—in the springtide
watched the advance of the tanoul.ing leaves,
and of the grass and of the flowers, and ob-
served the general joy of opening life in na-
ture, and 1 have asked myself this question,—
Can it be that there is no being or thing in
nature that knows more about these things
than I do?

Ladies and gentlemen,
the man who puts the question to himself, if
be be not a shallow man,—if he be a man ca-
pable of being pemetrated by a profound
thought,will never answer the question by

I will only
detain you one moment more, Everywhere
throughout our planet we notice this tenden-
cy of the ultimate particles of matter to run
into symmetric forms. The very molecules
appear inspired with a Jdesire for union and

ARCTIC EXPERIENCE; contalaing Capt. George E.
Tyson's Wonderfal Drift on the Ice-Floe,a his-
tory of the Polaris Expedition, the Cruise of the
Tigress, and rescue of the Polaris Survivors, to
which s aaded a General Arctic Chronology.
Edited by E. Vale Biake. Harper Bros., N. Y.
From Loring, Short & Harmon. .

In all the startling narratives of Aretic ad-
venture, nothing has been found so thrilling
as the “wonderful drift on the ice-floe,” as
it flashed across the world on the telegraph
in May, 1873. Jules Verne’s romance nar-
rating a similar adventure is {ame in com-
parison. The book, which is finely illus
trated thraughout, opens with a resume of
previous exploralions. A chanter follows,
givicg Tyson’s early experienee as a whaler,
His position on board the Polaris, which
sailed Jupne 29, 1871, was as assistant navi-
gator. The general incidents of the expe-
dition, and the adventures of the party ou
the ice-floe, as well as those of that portion
of the crew left on board the Polaris, and
their perilous escape by boats, has been
made familiar to the public. This book
gives the defails of the floating journey,
which proves to have been a thrilling monot-
ony of slow starvation. They lived in snow
buts, divided their stores in meagre handtuls,
depending almost totally on the precarious
supply of seals which the Esquimaux caught
(when they were lucky,) devouring skin and
entralls and drinking the blood, and all this
six months they never smiled, “‘except when
Herron came out of his hut and saw the sun
shining for the first time.” The picture of
“Puney,” the little Esquimaux girl, picking
the snow out of the wall, or- sitting wrapped
in a musk-ox skin, looking up to her mother
every few minutes, saying “I am so hungry,”
and the babe almost perishing for the food
which they cannot give, is very pitiful. The
interest culminates when the ice-floe breaks
up and first their huts and then the tents
are swallowed up, while they escape from
one piece to another, standing all one night
holding their boat, with huge waves dashing
over their frail support. and pieces of ice
like cannon balls sweeping across it, bowling
them off  their feel continually. - Of the ex-
pedition little need be said. It is evident
that fatal elements of discord existed from
the first. The villainy which has been
charged was probably only the misunder-
standing of malicious recrimination. It was _
not unsuccessful when we consider that it
accomplished as much as any expedition, in
making a point farther north than had been
made before, and correcting many geographi-
cal errors. And now we can but still more |

THE MISTRESS OF THE MANSE. By J. G. Holland.
Published by Seribner and Armstrorg. For sale
by Loring, Short & Harmon.

The metrical works of Dr, Holland furnish
an example of what may be done by a good
degree of talent, facility, experience, and
worthy intentions—without the true poetic
gift, equally indesertbable and indispensable.
The excellent T 8. Arthur himself could not
more volubly inform us *“how to make home
happy;”’ Martin Farquhar Tupper could not
insist upon familiar truths with more ponder- |
ous sense of original conviction; and all the
bards of all time must admit that Dr. Hol-
land “‘counts his feet an his fingers,” under-
stands the laws of rhyme and accent, begins
each lize with a capital letter, and has no '
part or parcel in the mitigated censure that it
was reserved for an American hnmorist to pass
upon Chaucer,as to his apelling. We frequently
concur in his views ; &ve thoroughly believe in
the goodness of hi8 heart—original ‘%rrors
TAPET —uua yroin presence ol iy veare—
fully written and really good poem, we re-
main unstirred by the subtle touch that has
sometimes moved us in works of less seope of
plan and merit of executiom. Coventry
Patmore has taken a similar theme for his
very delicate and beautiful ““Angel in the
House;” and by comparison of these two po-
ems 50 similar in design and extent, we have
been enabled to see more clearly wherein
“The Mistress of the Manse' is lacking. This
need, we believe, consists, in a measure, of a
want of refinement of ideas and expression.
In saying this we wish distinetly to be un-
derstood, not as accusing Dr. Holland of any
coarseness of thought or word, but simply of
a lack of the fine, almost feminine
perception which graced Patmore’s work. Dr.
Holland is moralist sather than psychologist—
aond sometimes in his very obvious interpre-
tations of thought and feeling misses ia his
calmly evolved theories, the measureless
modifications of individual natures, outward
circumstances, and the indefinitely multiplied
reflections, as in opposite mirrors, of mind
in mind. It is, we are aware, easier to point
out at a first reading, fanlts and inconsisten-
cies, than to appreciate at their full value ex-
cellent and well expressed ideas. ‘These
abound in the book, its intention i3 thor-
oughly good, its language is at times happy
and forcible, it contains some passages of
real heauty; and the plot of the poem,
though simple, is well managed and supports,
without interfering with, the general plan of
the work which seems written rather as the
illustration of the author’s theories of do-
meslic life than as a romance in verse. We
recommend *The Mistress of the Manse” as
a book which will afford much pleasure and
profit to many readers, and whose popularity
is attested by the large and prompt circula-
tion it has already had.

Mns. PARTINGTON'S MOTHER G0OSE’S MELODIES,
edited by Uncle Willis, Boston: S. W. Tilton &

What Mrs. Partington has to do with
Mother Goose, is a conundrum full as pro-
found as any submitted in the rhymes, but
there she is, lugged in to make a preface.

kets October, 1875, will be ouly 2000 hogsheads,
as compared with 135,000 this year, and 115,000
in 1873,

LEATHERETTE —A patent has been recently
taken out in England for a substitute for leath-
er, which is produced in perfect imitations of
different kinds of leather, The sheets of
fibrous pulp, from which the material is made,
are pressed into real skins of leather, the grain
of the skin to be imitated being thus accurate-
Iy reproduced. The article is called leather-
ette, costs nne-eighth as much as real leather
and is stronger and of more uniform quality.
The British Trade Journal. which describes it,
does uot give any description of the process of
manufacture.

Everything so Lovely.

We are sure to have it—the millennial peii-
od in politics. For years, the Democratic
leaders have promised it. Of course they
meant it. But we must not be impatient at
a little delay. The world wasn’t made in a
day, and some penple insist that it wasn’t
entirely flnished in a week. We must give
the Democratic leaders time, True, they
have promised that immediate miracles would
result from the apnouncement of a Demo-
cratic victory ; but then they were sniffing din-
ner and were a little enthusiastic.

ing the people, the Confederate debt can as
well be paid while that of the Union is being
extinguished. No longer will the pensioning
of the Leroes and victims of the Union army
cause heart-burnings, for the blue and gray
shall mingle together upon the pension rolls
as alike deserving the gratitude and care of
the Republic. Sumptuary laws will no long-
er exist; it will be proved that the surest
means f promoting temperance and sobriety
is to encourage the sale of spirituous liquors.

But why attempt to enumerate the bless-
ings we are to have by Democratic ascenden-
cy? Briefly stated, everything is to be love-
ly and every goose is to depend from the
highest altitude.

New Bhips and Shipping.

The new bark Anuvie Lewis, built at the yard
of R. Lewis & Co., in East Deering, by Master
Sargent, sails from here to Boston this morn-
ing, and will load for Valparaiso with a general
cargo. She is 671 tons burden, and is com-
manded by Capt. Morse, late of the batk Ta-
tay. She is 160 feat in length, 32 feet breadth
of beam, with 18 foot hold, and carries 13 men.
Her finish is probably the nicest of any vessel
that sails from this port. The cabin is a model
of neatness and comfort. It is finished in ash
in the natural wood and is trimmed with cherry
and black walnnt, The dining room table is
farnished with reversible seats, upholstered
ina fine manner. The furniture for the cabin
is from the wareroom of Walter Corey. ‘Che
floor is covered with a fine Brussels carpet fit
for the palace of a king. Off of the parlor is
the captain’s stateroom, elegantly farnished;
also a fipe large room for a bath room, medi-
cine chest and a place for nautical instraments.
The medicine chest is from the well known
drug store of J. B, Lunt & Co., and is very
large and complete, O of the dining room is
a very conveniently arranged pantry, and one
or two spare staterooms, the mate’s room, ete.
etc, Thereare good accommodations for 15
passengers. The mate’s room is very conven-
ient, being providea with a writing desk,a rack
for his charts, and many other little fixtures.

The steward’s department is well finished
and is furnished with everything that is expect-
ed to be found in a well regulated kitchen. It
has a larga cooking range with all the utensils
pertaining thereto. The suailors’ quarters are
noticeable for their size and comfortable ap-
pointments. The berths will accommodate
ten men, The vessel is fitted in first class
shape throughout. 1t is furnished with Emer-
son’s patent windlass. The standiog rigging is
of hemp, while the fore and aft rigging is wire
rope. The lower masts are of Southern pine,
while the topmast and jibboom ara of spruce,
She is owned by R. Lewis & Co. and others,
and is to sail inthe White Line. On he sfern
is a fine bust of Miss Aunie Lewis, daughter of
her owner. The figurehead is very flue, and
is from the chisel of Grifiin, the carver.

The ship B. Sewall, from Pennell's yard,
Branswick, bas arrived in the barbor and lies
at Railroad wharf. From here she goes to Bal-

-timore, where she will load with grain for Liy-

erpool. She is 1430 tons burden, and is to be
commanded by Capt. Sewall of Wiscasset. She
is a fine logking vessel and was visited by a
number of ship owners yesterday. Her accom-
modations, both for officers and men, are of a
superior character, Her after cabin is finished
in black walnut and chestnut, with mouldings
of carved black waluut and gili. The faroi-
ture is very handsome—marble-topped centre-
table, ete. o

R. N. Merrill is to build a canal boat for Dr.
Chase, to go on the Erie canal. ft is to be flat-
bottomed, 98 feet in length and 17 feet breadth
of beam, and will be about 130 tens burden.
The bottom of the boat is perfectly flat until
within about thirty feet of the stern when it
slopes off to the watermark. This Dboat will
be off in season to go at work on' the canal as
Soon as it is open in the spring.

At the same yard there is bullding a steamer
for the route between this city and Harpswell,
stopping at the several islands along the route.
She will be 70 feet keel and 18 feet beam, and
will be & propeller of 45 tons. She is owned by
W. T. Littlefield and others of Great* Che-
beague.

Model Carringe Manufactery.

The well-known and enterprising firm of
Martin, - Pennell & Co.(Enoeh Martin and
Israel P. Waterhoose), now doing business on
Preble street, are erecting®a handsome and
commodious brick building €or their occapancy,
corner of Cumberland and Elm streets, which
will be finished about the first of January, 1875.
Knights, Redlon & Co. ave doing the mason
work. The dimensions of the structure are 93
feet on Cumberland and 82 on Elm street, liaving
2 hollow square in the center, the area being for
repairing parposes. The building is of four
stories on Cumberland and three on Elm street.
It will be furnished with the most spproved
machinery for carriage building, run by steam
power, and will have two elevators. The base-
ment will be used for storage, the first floor
for blacksmith work, the second for wood and
apholstering work, and the third for painting.
The first floor of the rear portion of the build:
ing will be elegantly fitted up for an office and
repository. It will unquestionably be the best
carriage factory in Maine, and there are wvery
few in New England that excel it in size and
facilities for turning out approved work.

For many years Martin, Pennell & Co. have
enjoyed a first-class reputation, and for substan-
tial work, not suppassed by thatof any carriage
manufacturer in the state. They build light top
carriages of various styles, the *‘Martin and
Pennell wagons' (widely known as such) and
sleighs. Their prodaction per year is from 200
to 300 carriages, wagons aund sleighs, worth
in the market from $40,000 to $50,000, besides
which they do a large amount of carriage re-
pairing. In the new faclory they will have
tacilities for tarning out work to the amount of
£100,000 yearly. Aboul twenty-five men are
employed in their establishment the year
ronnd.

Graxp Trusk SHEDS,—The sheds of the
Grand Trunk, whicn we bave alludedto fre-
gently, are just about completed. They are
built upon the new wharf, which is 500 feet
long, 346 feet wide, and is probably the finest
wharf to be found in the state. The sheds are
built on three sides of it and are 930 fect in
length, and 50 feet wide. There is a platform
18 feet wide all the way round between the
gheds and the edge of the wharf, while on the
inside of the sheds there iz a platform 12 feet
wide between the railroad track and the sheds.
There is a double track running down each side
of the wharf which will accommodate 44 cars.
Inside of these sheds and tracks there isa large
platform 370 feet long and 139 feet in width, to
be used for storing freight. This platform will
be covered the coming season and will make an
immenseshed for the storing of freight. A
gentleman from Boston who visited the wharf
yesterday stated that he did mnot believe that
there were better wharf [facilities elsewhere in
New England.

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The Cochranes are an old family in Scot-
land. They rose to distinction in the fif-
teenth century, and have always been re-
markable for courage and ingenuity. Sir
William Cochrane was elevated to the peer-
age as Baron Cochrane in 1047, and ad-
vanced to the dignity of Earl of Dundonald
in 1669. His grandson was Sir Joha Coch-
raue, of Ochiltree, who, along with Sir
Patrick Hume, of Polworth, was concerned
in the political troubles which, in the rei
of James II, brought ruin on the Stuart dy-
nasty. While Haome was so fortunate as
escape abroad, Cochrane was taken prisoner
in the rising under the Earle of Argyle, and,
being conducted to Edinburgh, was ignomin-
iously lodged in the Tclbooth, on the 3d of
July, 1085, there to await his trial as a
traitor. The day of trial came, and, as a
matter of course, he was condemned to
death.

Iis daughter, however, was
allowed to come as often and stay with him
as long as she pleased. The chief subject of
their conversation was an appeal made to
tke King for mercy.
