THE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD,

Manures.

1t seems probable that we are but yet in
the infaney of our knowledge about manures,
As a general thing no one goes wrong in the
use of stable manure. For almost everything
it seems suited. With an abundance of this
one needs nothing else. But it is not always
abundant. Too often it is not to be had at
any reasonable price, and hence one has to
finda substitute, or go on cultivating poor
ground, only to find himself poorer and poor-
erin the end,

Every once in a while we see astounding
statements as to the suceess or want of sue-
cess with various arpllutlonn. One to-day
tells us of some application which was of no
more use than so much brick-dnst; auother
writes that an application ot brick-dust in-
creased the crop enormously; and we do
know one who afew years ago was in the

ea:_]eml practice of applyiug brick-dust to his
and.

We are led to noiice this matter through a
note in the Country Gentleman from a cor-
respondent who, after digginga hole in a
piece of sod to bury a large rock, shatterad
the poor earth all around as far as it eould
be thrown, and the result was an amazing

wih ot grass, equal 10 any growth from or-
inary manure, yet every one knows the evils
wh'ch often attend the l;l;l:dgmg of poor soil
to the surface. It is, in , ane of the ob-
jections made to deep Plowlng that it brings
up the poor surface-soil, and which is several
years before it ean be brought into good culti-
vable condition. Yet we know that often
top-dressing of earth has a wonderful fertil-
izing power. We know of an orchard which is
to annually with nothing but waste
earth got together from wherever it could be
obtained, yet these trees make annual growth
of from three to five inches and are the ad-
miration of all who see them. When asked
what he thinks best for top-dressing orchards
this friend always seems hard to understand
when he replies anythlog whatever; it makes
no difference what.

It is likely, however, that it does make
some difference sometimes. It has been con-
tended by some agricultural chemists in En-
gland that it is no use to apply nitrogen to
the soil, as the soil is capable of absorbing =all
of this necessary fertilizing ingredient from
the atmosphere that it needs. DBut this
probably will only hold good m clayey soils.
1t has been found that dry clay is a powerful
absorbent of ammonia, and it is extensively
used now as a deadornzer; and it is perha
in clayey soils that it has been noticed in this
way. Itmay be that the good effects of
mere earth as a top-dressing may have fol-
lowed from the same cause. The earth con-
tained clay, and tbe clay absorbed ammonia,
and becce the good results, especially on
grass-land, which always seems to be so
much benefited bg nitrogenous manures.

It may be worlth many a one’s while, who
has varnous kinds of earth on his land, to try
experiments with some of them as fertilizers.
We suspeet that often it would be found that
many a dollar sent to a distance for some fer-
tilizer might be saved by looking at home,—
Germantown Telegraph.

To Ascertnin the Quality of Cow's Milk

Provide a number of balf pint white vials,
cormepondinf with the number of cows iu the
dairy. Label and number them consecutively
and the cows to correspond. Fill each vial
with the first milk of the cow bearing the same
number. Note down the quantity of milk
each cow gives. Adfter the milk has stood in
the vials about twelve hours, examine them
aund mark down by sixteenths of inches the
amount of cream that each produces.  Adopt
the sama plan at the next milking, about the
middle of the thwe of milking, and again a
third time at the latter end of milking. ~After
this, compare notes, and the cream producing
qualities of the milk of each cow will be seen
at a glance.

Removing Grease Spois.

In taking out grease from clothing with
benzole or lanentlne, people ienerally make
the mistake of wetting the cleth with the tar-
pentine and then rubbing it with a sponge or

iece of cloth. In this way the fat is dissolved,

ut is spread over a greater space and is not
removed. The benzole or turpentine evap-
orates and the fat covers a greater surface
than before. The onl{ way toremove a grease
spot is to place soit b cm.!u%J paper beneath on
top of the spot, which is to be iirst thoroughly
saturated with the benzole and then well
pressed. The fat is then dissolved and ab-
sorbed by the payer and entirely removed
from the clothing.

To Render n Cesspool Inodorons.

The contents of a cesspool may be rendered
comparatively inodorous by frequent additions
of plaster, or ground, unburoed gypsum or di-
luted oil of vitrol, or solution of copperas.
Probably the easiest way of using the contents
for manure is to throw fine earth into the un-
u]{a semi-liguid mass is formed, and to scoop
this out and cover it with a quantity of dry
soil gathered in readiness for it. The casiest
absorbs all the liquid and all the gaseous mat-
ter, and if kept covered from rain for a few
days, it will be in excellent condition to spread
over meadows or fallows 1o be prepared Fall

crops.

To Banish Kais,

A correspondent of the Cou try Gentleman
says the way to banish rats is, plant asphodel
near the harn or stable where they are, or put
some in their boles. Rats bave such an aver-
sion for this plant that they will quit the prem-
ises where it is. If they are in drains or in
cellars, scatter sulphate of iron (copperas) in
their runs. The copperas should not be dis-
solved. Itis our best and cheapest disenfect-
ant. The sulphuric acid burns their teet, and
they leave in a short time, without dylng.
This wil be appreciated by every housekeepe,
that has had to endare the stench of a dead

rat,

BOUNTY LAND WARRANTS AND CLAIMS.

Dariog tie year 234 cla ms for bouaty land
warrants were allowed, the warrants callivg
for 35,640 acres of land. The buwmber of ap-
plicatious for bounty land received during the
year was 520. There are now upon the suspend-
el files of the office nearly 100,000 applications
for bounty lands. Of this vumber. 350 cases
were prosecuted during the year. Toe exist-
ence of suspended claims is a temptation to
unscrupulons agents to fabrcate tlestimony
with a view to obtaining the allowance of
claims not admissable upon existing known ev-
idence. The last act of Coogress granting
bounty lands has been in force for Lweely years
a sufficient time for all those who are euntitled
to 1ts benefits to avanl themselves of its provis-
ions. It would, therefore, in the opinion of
the Commissioner be consistent with justice,
and for the in erest of the government "that a
limit should be put by Congress to the period
during whichgthe various acts granting bounty
lands shall continue in foree.

PENSION FRAUDS,

Duriog the last fiscal year the Secrot Service
Division has performed” important service in
the detection and prevention of fraud in the
prosecution of olaims for pensions. Claims
were investigated by this division bumbering
1263, and uurlnz] the year thirteen persons were
convicted cf violation of the law relative to the
prosecation of claims, and five awaited trial at
the close of the year,

The Senatorship.

The position taken by the PrEss of Mon-
day that the success of Mr., Hamlin in his
candidacy for the United States Senate wiil
seriously imperil the continned ascendancy of
the party in this state attracts very general
attention. While many of Mr. Hamlin’s
friends and former supporters are compelled
to reluctantly adwit its trath and to recog-
nize the question, a: distinctly defined be-
tween the party and Mr. Hamlin, the Bangor
Whig makes the effort to sink this, which is a
great public question in the mud-puddle of
personial controversy. The only essential point
of its defense is the denial that Mr. Hamlin
is a candidate in deference to the demands
of office-holders, and the assertion that he be-
same a candidate from the strong urgeucy of
a “large number of prominent Republicans of
the state,” including the “editor of the PREss
himselt who eloguently pressed upon Mr.
Hamlin the imperative duty ot yielding his
preference for retirement, to the interests of
the party and the public.” We present this
point quite fully as it seems to be the Whig's
chief reliance. The purpose is obvious. It
is an attempt to obscure an important public
question by raising a personal discussion and
to avoid an issue which cannot be successful-
ly met, by the more congenial and familiar
task of throwing dirt. But we do not pro-
pose to be beguiled from the plain duty de-
volving upon the PRESs as a Republican
journal, by any such device. There was a
time when the editor of this paper preferred
Mr. Hamlin to the candidate who was then
prominent in the field and said so. But there
was never either *‘argency” or *‘elogquence”
on the subject, and Mr, Hamlin will not say
that it was in consequence of our advice that
he became a caedidate for the Senatorship.
He well knows that his decision depended
upon the result of a perambulation of the
state, which was made by Mr. 8. 8. Marble,to
ascertain whether such candidacy could be
safely ventured or not. It is true that the
editor of 'this paper has always éntertained,
and still has, a very strong feeling of friend-
ship and admiration for the truthfulness,
sincerity, kindness of heart and loyalty to
Tacte which distinguish Mr. Hamlin, and this
feeling makes the ucoassity of opposition to
him patticalarly painful. But the Republi-
can party is of more consequence than any
man. We need not love Cemsar less in order
to love Rome more. When the conviction is
forced home that a journalist’s personal in-
clinations and duty are antagonistic there is
but one legitimate course to pursue,and duty
must be paramount. We do not question the
fact that many former supporters of Mr.
Hamlin can support him no longer, and we
freely concede to the Whig all the advantage
which arises from that state of facts.

But of what practical coasequence is it
what any man thought on this suhject months
or years ago? The question is—What shall
be done now? We have just received a sol-
emn and earnest warning that the Republi-
can party can no longer live on its past alone
—glotious as that is—and that, if it expects
to survive, it must bring forth new men and
new measures. We must have for the high
position which is the subject of all this con-
troversy, some active, vigilant man, whose
present deeds will help to give life to the or-
ganization, All that Mr. Hamlin’s age, ex-
perience and position could give, we have had
for the last six years;and yel the last six
years are the years of the Credit Mobilier,
Salary Grab, Simmons, Sanborn and Jayne,
and of all that vast accumulation of discon-
tent which has caused our overthrow in oth-
er states and, unless we take good heed to
our steps, will produce like results here. - All
subterfuge, all attempts to disgnise the plain
issue by the introduction of collateral matter
and personal controversy serve only to more
strongly emphasize the popular conviction
that Mr, Hamlin represents the obnoxious el-
ements of politics which have met such stern
rebuke elsewhere. Granting every word og
Mr. Blaine's eulogy to be true, the fact re-
mains unchanged.

Revolution is |
the last resort of oulraged humanity, but it is
asacred rightand, in some cases, even a duty.
It is the most commonplace wisdom in rulers
to stop short of the last and fatal aggrava-
tion.

So hot a partizan is the Wiiy that it can-
not, or will not, see that thereis a wide.
spread and intense discontent in Maine; that
men are talking precisely as the Republicans
of Massachusetts talked who preferred to
give their state for once to the opposition
rather than submit to the leadership of men
whom they distrusted and despised. Massa-
Chuseits will bereafter bLea better Republi-
can sta'e than before; camp-followers will 20
to the rear where they belong and the leader-
ship will fall into more suitable and reputable
hands, The Massachusetts method of re-
form is a hard one. We can accomplish the
same result here in Maine by easier mathods
if we be wise; and the first step is to relicve

Singers’ Throats.

A New York Sun reporter describes au in-
terview held with an Italian physician ol that
city, whose skill in treating diseases of the
throat and lungs has brought him into more
Intlmate conneetion with the operatic singers
who have g?pemd in that city than perhaps
any other New York physician. The doctor
says that when Adelina Patti commenced her
mausical career she was unable to sing in opera.
She had a fine voice, bat 1t was incapable of
enduring the tremendous strain which the

She sang in concert, but even after that she
was sometimes hoarse; and her throat was
very much irritated. The docter examined
her throat and saw that the tonsils were very
large, The tonsils are of no use tothe voice,
except as modifiers, dat they easily become
inflamed,and inflamation exrends Lo the voeal
organs, producing hoarseness and sore throat.
This was Patti’s difficulty. The doctor pro-
posed to remove her tonsils entirely. Mau-
rice Strakosch and her uncle Scola, the tenor,
objected strongly, that it would destroy her
voice entirely. ““Very well’” said tae doctor,
“I thiuk differently. When you are ready
come to me and I will perform the operation.’
Patti’s voice continued to trouble her, and at
last they did come. The doctor eut oul the
tonsils and sent her into the country for three
months, and at the end of which time she
appeared in Italian opera with immense sue-
cess, From that day her voice has been con-
stantly improving. That success in treating
Patti gave the doctor much practice. Sing-
ers continually came to him wanting their
tonsils out. Sometimes he performed the
operation, but oftener he refused, The doe-
tor says he never attended Parepa for throat
troubles. Nothing ever ailed her throal. It
was a beautiful, perfect organ. She used to
be troubled with rheumatism, but never with
throat disease, Nilsson ke has never attended.
Bhe is a homeopathic, and so also is Miss
Koll Mario was before the doctor’stlme,
that is, his former visits here were, Miss
Cary , like Parepa, is always well, and the
doctor has never known her to be frounbled
with her throat, Capoul never consulted him
Nothing could ever all his throat, for his voice
was all in bhis hands. He couldn’t sing. He
only gesticulated. Mme. Heilbron had a
sweet voice but the doctor says she must be
careful or she will ruin it entirely. On the
whole, the doctor inclines to the opinion that
our climate is bad for the voice. A prolonged
stay in New York he says, would be fatal to
most voices, Even Parepa, with her mag-
nificent vocal organs, could not remain here,

So the artists vacillate between here and Eu-
rope. The geat trouble is catarrh, and it is
almost impossible for a singer who remains

here long enough to escape its attacks. Tbe
doctor complains, moreover, that the artists
in some cases do not take proper care of
themselves, For instance, the other evening
Del Puente was tosing in “Il Trovatore”,
That morning the doctor was called to his
room and found him ill from the effects of an
attack of cholera morbus. The night before
he had sung in the Terrace Garden, afler-
wards eating heartily of oysters. The result
was the doctor told Mr. Strakosch that Del
Puente could not sing, so Tagliapietra was
obliged to fill the role, and make his debut
sooner than he intended. As a rule, how-
ever, the arlists are well aware that their
voices are their stockin trads; that on them
depend their bread and butter,and so,as a rule,
are very carefui, refran from all dissipation,
and lead quiet lives. Sometimes a singer,

dissatisfied with the role assiged, feigns ill-
ness, bat it is hard to deceive a physician,
and that artifice rarely succeeds. As a class,
the artists are honest, simple-iearled people,
devoted to their art, and not earing much for
anything else.

MERCANTILE COURSE.

Lecture by Rev. E, C, Relles of Salem.

The fourth lecture in the Mercantile Library
Association was delivered at the City Hall last
evening by the Rev. E. C. Bolles of Salem,
formerly of this city. The subject which was
“The Little Builders of the FEarth,” was
beautifully illustrated by means of the stereop-
ticon which threw microscopic images against
alarge screen. Mr. Bolles is well known in
this city and his lectures on the microscope a
year or two since greatly entertained the eiti-
zens of Portland. He is an enthusiast in the
study of the minute forms of animal and vega-
table life, and his store of knowledge coupled
with an easy and graceful flow of expression
renders his lectures very popular and instruoct-
ive. Inopening Mr, Bolles said that there was
no story more interesting than that which
geology told us. Fifty years ago but little was
known as to who the real builders of the earth
were, but the microscope had thrown a great
deal of light on the subject, He would first
speak of the rock builders. He described a
little organism found attached to seaweeds.
These conisted of little cubes of crystal joined
like necklaces. These cabes enclosed a little
spherical dot or cell, which was a living organ-
ism, and which had the power of attracting to
itself the silica or flint from the water aronnd
it, and forming a hard covering which wonld
melt no sooner than glass. This was one of
the simplest of plantlife known—only a single
cell enclosed in a crystal cube. These diatoms,
as they were called, though almost invisibler

were shown by the microscope to be covered
with beautifal scalpture, in regular asd sym-
metrical forms. The city of Berlin was built
over a bed of rock formed of these diatoms.
The bed was 120 feet thick and the diatoms
were 50 small that there were 70,000,000 in an
inch. The city of Richmond was also builé
over such a bed, and if haman mummies were
sabstitnted for the diatoms they wounld be piled
to a height eqnal to half of the earth’'s diame-
ter, or 4000 miles. These diatoms were propa-
gated. with marvellous rapidity by another cell
forming aud the cube containing it splitting off.
One single diatom wounld increase to twenty-
two in one minute and to one million in twen-
ty-four hours. The Nile and the Ganges were
made shallow by them, and to them the Arctic
Ocean owed its hue of deep olive green. Along
the coast of Patagonia they bad built a great
bana of white stone, and the Victoria barrier,
for four hundred miles along the great Antar-
tic glacier, was built by them., Wherever wa-
ter was they were found, slowly and surely
building up the substance of the globe. The
stope of the great P{'lra.mids of Egypt owed its
existence to animal life, They were formed by
microscopic animals, simply little masses of
jelly. which had the power of attracting to
themselves with a calcereous secretion li:tsm
the water around them, The sea was filled
with these creatures, which dying, dropped
their living covering to the bottom of the sea.
The delicate gray limestone of which Paris was
boilt was made by these creatures, and the
great range of the Andes was in places entirely
formed by them. Thus it was seen that the
most minate microscopic creatares had had a
far r inflaence in the formation of the
earth than the elephants, whales and mam-
moths at which we wondered so. We had been
told that in the depths of the sea there wasmo
life; but dee redging showed that it was
teeming with life. The dredge often came u
filled with a slimy ooze of gelatinous mass, al
of which was living matter. The bottom of
the sea was carpeted with a living mass of
creatures, the like of which had bailt the chalk
cliffs of England. 8o the microscope gave a

look and a long leok into the history of
the world.

Mr, Bolles went on to describe the fuel Luild-
ers, He showed on the screen pictures of the
beantifal fern impressions found in coal beds.
The coal formation of the earth were bnilt by
the lives of plants. The propagation of ferns
by the spores on the back of the leaves was de-
scribed. 'Whole masses of coal were accumu-
lated and compressed fern spores. Coal was
formed vot only of the ferns but of the gigantic

vegetation.

Much poetryand bad science had been
written about the eoral insect building the is-
lands up from the bottom of the sea. The
truth was that there was no coral insect, but
the coral formation was owing to the polyps
who built on the flanks of the sinking islands
of the ancient sea. The coral was simEIy the
skeleton of the dead polip secreted in the same
way as our bounes were formed.

The last described were the frost builders.
Mr, Bolles first told about the concrete, the
glaciers, ice fields and snow drifts, We were
accustomed to s of winter as the season in
which there was an absence of life, but it was
a time when mighty forces wera at work. He
went on to § of the powers of crystalliza-
tion, and showed some beautiful forms of snow
crystals. We might as well try to count the
sands of the desert asthe various forms of
the snow crystals. It was remarkable that
when mosses of solid _ice melted the crystals
appeared in exactly the shape in which they
were formed. The lecture closed with a beau-
tiful illustration of the forces of crystallization
at work, made by floodinga glass plate with
salts dissolved in alcohol. evaporation of
the alcohol produced crystals on the glass, and
on the screen the rays conld be seen shooting
and forming, mach as the auroral light shoots
across the heavens,

Her length
over all is about 220 feet, breadth of beam 39
feet, depth of hold 24 feet. Hemp and wire
rigging. She has a poop deck running forward
nearly to the mainmast, The cabinis very
tastily finished in black walnut and ash with
chestnut panels. The painting, which is very
fine, was done by Mr. Hitcheock of Yarmouth.
On each side of the after cabin isa large
room finely finished and furnished. The for-
ward cabin is also finished and farnished in
good shape., There are inthe forward cabin
two staterooms, pantry, store room, second
officer’s room, ete. Inthe after cabiu there are
state rooms, llesides a spacions one for the cap-
tain, a bath room, water closet, store room,ete.
The entire frame of the ship is of the best
quality of white ash; the ceiling in in the lower
hold and betwreen decks, beams, all inside work
and outside planking of clear Georgia pine.
Her fastenings are heavy—keelson bolted with
11-8 iron, bilge fastening 1 3-8 treenails driven
through and wedged,and butt and bilge bolted.
The stern bears the full name; the figure
head represents Mr. Sewall of Boston as he ap-
peared twenty years ago. Sheis pronounced
by the French Lloyds to be the finest vessel
built in Maine this season.

FINNAN HADDIES,

—

A Medel Curing Establishment.

Finnan, Scotland. claims to be the first place
where haddock were smoked. The first lot
were called after the name of the town, “Fin-
nan haddocks,” and acquired quite a reputa-
tion by that name. The first that were oured
in this country were cured in some part of Can-
ads by a Scotchman, and to shorten the mame
he called them by that by which we know them
to-lay—*‘Finnan haddies,”” The late Thomas
McEwan was the first to introduce this kind of
fish into this part of New England. At first
they met with rather a slow sale, Lut now
wherever there there is a Scotchman, there can
Finnan haddies be sold. But a few years ago
there were only a few hundred pounds cured in
this city, while the past year there were over
800,000 pounds cured here.

The fish are caught along the coast by fishing
vessels carrying from six to twelve men. They
are brought to this port and thea begins a
sharp competition between the venders of fresh
fish and the men who want the fish to smoke.
Of course this competition has the effect to
keep up the price and the fishermen can al-
ways sell all they catoh at a good price. The
curing business makes Portland one of the besy
places for fishermen along the coast, as they
can always sell their fish for the very highest
price.

There are four of these curing establishments
in the city. A PRESs reporter visited one of
them yesterday and witnessed the whole opera-
tion of curing the fish. The one selected was
that of D. Wyer & Co. at the foot of Franklin
street. This firm have been in the fish curing
business about ten years. Their establishment
was formerly located nearly opposite their pres-
ent place of business, but they were obliged to
erect new buildings on their present site on ac-
count of increasing business,

Their new buildings are large and very con-
venient. They have a capacity for curing five
tons daily. The season begins about the ,first
or October and lasts until the last of April.
The firm employ about a dozen men to carry
on the work and their sales this year cannot
fall short of $50,000. The fish are brought
from the wharves in carts to the establishm ent
where they are dumped ina pilee. When a
sufficient quantity have been collected, two men
begin cuttiog off the heads and threw the fish
juto a tub of water. From here they are taken
by a man who *“‘sounds’ them and passes them
to a man who “scrubs” them, after which they
are ready for the “‘splitters.” After being split
open they are put in a pickle and remain there
from one to three hours and a half. The next
thing to do is to hang them up on nails driven
into sticks of wood about four feet in
length. They are then dried a little and given
into the charge of the ‘‘smoker.”” They now
leave the main building and are carried into
smoke room. This room i8 provided with four
kilns, 8 feet by 14 and 16 feet high. They will
hold about 6000 pounds of fish. The sticks
holding the fish are hunog in the kilns and the
fire is kindled. The foel used is sawdust with
a small quantity of wood. The top of the
kilns are provided with an aperture on each
side to let out the smoke and the steam from the
fish. Itis necessary to have the smoke pass
the fish in order to have them well cured, and
the quicker it passes the better they are cured.
It requires from 20 to 30 hours to do the smok
ing. When smoked they are taken out and
hung in the drying room to cool. They are
then cured and are taken to the packing room,
packed, boxed and sent to market. The mar-
ket isprincipally in Canada and the West.
Large orders are almost daily received from
Chicago, Toledo, New York, St, Louis, Detroit,
Cincinnati, ete. ete.

The firm will retain their old building for the
curing of herring exclusively. They do quite
an extensive business in this branch. The past
year they cured about 4000 pounds. OF course
the amount of business done at an establish-
ment of this kind depends upon the cateh of
fish.

The
afternoon session was organized by the choice
ot J. W. Munger, Esq., as chairman, and was
devoted to the discussion of the propriety of
reorganization, and resulted in the appointment
of a committee of three to report a constitu-
tion. The meeting was then addressed by Rev.
Mr. Russell, of Falmouth, John Munger, Esq.,
of this city, and others. In the evening, the
committee appointad in the afternoon reported
& brief preamble and constitution, which pro-
vides for a president and vice-president from
each town, who shall act as chairman of the
local town committee; a recording secretary,
a treasurer and an cxecutive committee of
seven to be located in Portland. The third ar-
ticle, or bond of union, is as follows.

Haskell, of Falmouth, Among the vice-presi-
dents elected are Rev. G. W. Bicknell. of Port-
land; Andrew J, Chase, of Deering: Rev. O, F,
Russell, of Falmouth; Rev. D. B. Randall, of
Cape Elizabeth; Rev. George B, Ilsley, of Yar-
mouth; Rev, Mr, Bean, of Gray; Rev. Mr.
Whitcher, of Westbrook; Hon. William Goolds
of Windham; Major H. O. Shorey,of Bridgton;
