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Recent Publications. 

The Emiobakt’s Stoey, and Otheb Poems. By 
J. T. Trowbridge. Published byJ.B. Osgood & 
Co., Boston. For sale by Bailey & Noyes. 
Mr Trow .ridge fills worthily a place among 

characteristic American writers. His talent 
is not of the highest order; and he would be 
amoDg the last to claim for himself rank 
with Longfellow, Whittier, or Bryant. His 
views of poetic art are, we laucy, to some ex- 

tent, embodied in a paragraph from one of 
his excellent and practical stories for boys. 
The volume is not at hand, so that we can- 
not quote his language—but his method 
seems to consist in transferring to verse chief- 
ly scenes aud incidents, rendered clear and 
familiar to his mind either by actual experi- 
ence or by so minute an acquaintance with 
the surroundings of the poem that its action 
grows naturally from them. This mode of 

verse-writing is safe, almost sure to be unpre- 
tentious; and, as far as it goes, satisfactory. 
For a poet forcible rather than fanciful, real- 
istic than imaginative—as is Mr. Trowbridge 
—it allows sufficient scope for the best traits 
of his talent. He belongs, with a difference, 
tn MlA ilialinptivolv Amarinan nl Tirol 

Harte and John Hay. But “dialect poetry’’ 
—as critics have named this attempt to faith- 
fully transfer, in lealistic detail, to verse, the 
manners and speech of the different sections 
of our country—finds itself, of course, essen- 

tially modified by the widely differing traits 
that belong to the east and to the west. The 
abounding vigor of the stories of the 
“Argonauts of ’49,” these men who struggled 
hand in hand with nature for the place and 
maintenance that it owed them, is thorough- 
ly western; and a certain boldness of exagger- 
ation is natural to them as to the giant trees 
and Titanic mountain scenery of the country. 
The dialect poetry of New England must de- 
pend more upon work whose very simplicity 
is the result of care and a close acquaintance 
w ith the quaint turns of expression, and the 
nature, at ouce repressed and sincere, of its 

people. It is no slight praise to Mr. TrOw- 
bridgo to say that be has succeedel well in 
his chosen line of writing. He has a keen 
sense of humor, kindly appreciation of char- 
acter, evident experience In writing, aud real 
diamatic power. “The Emigrant’s Story,” 
which forms the title-poem of the volume, 
is very spirited aud well-told. “Farmer 
John” is a bright, wholesome country poem. 
“Old Simeon Dole” is a really admirable 
sketch of one type of New England character, 
and reminds the reader—in its sharply drawn 
outlines, and close fidelity to nature in an un- 

lovely phase—of some of the well-known 
"misers” of the Flemish Painters. “Au- 
thor’s Night” is good, in a different way. 
The rhymes are well managed, and the verse 

easy and wit'y. “The Old Parson” is a beau- 
tiful representation of the nobility of heart, 
the kindly, loving nature of a good old man 

whose faith in his fellows was not to be 
shaken by dogmas of original sin or total de- 

pravity—and of whom Mr. Trowbridge hap* 
pily says: 

His mission Is to help and bless j 
And the bard doctrines t-iat be xireaches 
In words of Joy and gentleness 
Are bidden, like the stones In caches. 

“The cup” is more imaginative than some 

others ot the authors’ poems; but, though it 
contains some fine lines, is not as evenly 

good as some of his more realistic work. 
•‘Sheriff Thorne” is dramatic and well writ- 
ten. “The Story of Columbus;' told to the 
Young” is in the f irm of a ballad in several 

parts. It is clear, condensed and well suited 
for school declamation by the young readers 
for whose benefit it was written. In con- 

cluding our notice, we will merely express 
the pleasure that Mr. Trowbridge's volume 
has given us; and assert our beiief that the 

public will readily recognize the merits of a 

poet, who is wise enough to know the limits 
of his talent and modest enough to keep 
within them; whose essentially popular man- 
ner never is open to any reproach of coarse- 

ness ; and who finds in familiar things sub- 

jects for work of genuine worth. 
Mischief’s Thanksgiving. By Susan CoolMge

mon. 

Mischief’s Thanksgiving gives the title to a 

very captivating book of stoiies by the author 
of “What Katy did at School” and is a de 

lightful story of a delightiul little girl and of 
all the mischief she was able to accomplish in 
one short day. 

“Nanny’s Subs'itute” is prettily and natur- 

ally told aud “Christie” is a capital Christ- 
mas story. 

In ibe “Girls of the Far North” all of us 

who have any desire to “wing the air” are ta- 
ken on a “wishing carpet,” (a somewhat 
more commodious and sociable affair than 
the “broomstick” which was the accepted 
mode of conveyance in the old time and may 
be reserved for such as we in our later days) 
to Norway and Sweden almost before our en- 

terprising loyal gets wind of our intending a 

European tour. There in the most entertain- 

ing way we are shown the sights and won- 

ders. We see the customs of the country and 
the habits of the people and especially the 
habits of the children which, somehow, have 
a natuial and homelike air about them—for 
children are, I fancy, all over the world, 
good, bad, and mixed. 

We see Frederika Bremer,Lotten Vamberg, 
and many more as children and we see them 
grown to be good women and true, aud fa- 
mous in the world.

Worth Thinking Over. 
Whatever may be said in praise of the 

good qualities of the American people—and 
a great deal may—as a people we cannot 
claim to he above the frivolities of dress and 
fashion. The statistics not only indicate that 
we are the most extensive devotees of luxury 
aud finery but that our expenditures in that 
direction are increasing in a surprising ratio. 

For. instance, in 1864, Paris exported to 
America about $17,000,000 worth of goods, 
largely articles ot finery or luxury, while 
during the present year Paris will furnish us 

about $50,000,000 worth of these articles, 
showing an increase nearly three-fold in a 

decade. Those wiio go iuto the details of this 
increase will find that $6,000,000 of it can he 
charged to kid gloves, shawls, hair, laces, 
buttons, false flowers, etc. 

One would think that our expenditures m 
this direction would be reduced by the 
financial panic of last fall and the season of 
dullness which has followed. Such, however, 
is not the case, for despite the panic, which 
lias stopped the wheels of industry, paralyzed 
every department of business and brought 
poverty to thousands of households tliatnever 
knew it before, we have bought $817,000 
mote of finery this year than in 1873. This 
goes to show that our people will give up 
most anything before they will relinquish 
those articles which minister rather to vanity 
than contribute to comfort. By an examination 
ot the items of expenditure, it appears that 
during the year 1873 we expended $481,000 
more for jewelry than during the present 
year, hut for false flowers we have spent 
$300,000 more, for shawls $300,000 more, 
and for kid gloves $275,000 this year than 
the year preceding. 

One would naturally think that the change 
of fashions would affect the demand for cer- 
tain kinds of finery or adornment. If this 
were the case, we should come to the con- 

clusion that the wearing ol false hair was 

going out of fashion, since there has been a 

diminution of $260,000 In the import of this 
substance or about 50 per cent, in amount. 
We do not recognize any such falling off in 
the abundance of capillary adornments worn 

by the ladies as such a falling off in the 
expense would indicate. An exchange ac- 

counts for this on the possible ground of the 
final triumph of the “world renowned hair 
restoratives.” 

In addition to the articles of finery and 
luxury which we import, the census of 187 
shows that we consume annually about 

$200,000,000 worth of articles which cannot 
be classed among ti e actual necessaries of 
life. For instance, we consume $92,000,000 
worth of malt and distilled liquors, which is 
not only money wasted but ten-fold worse 

than thrown away. In addition to this we 

expended that year $22,400,000 for jewelry or 
domestic manufacture, $16,000,000 for con- 

fectionery and other articles of like character, 
all aggregating as we have said nearly 
$200,000,000. 

The figures which represent the cost of 

finery and luxury are sufficiently large to 
demand general attention. The alarmingly 
rapid increase of expenditure for articles 
embraced under those heads; the growing 
tendency of the American people to sub- 
ordinate nearly every good to a love of dis- 
play, and to run all sorts of financial risk* to 
gratify such tastes are facts worthy of serious 
consideration and evils which ilbmand au 

early remedy. A people burdened with a 

vast public debt aud cursed with an irredeem- 
able curreucy will achieve greater honor 
among civilized nations by getting out of the 
road to bankruptcy than by winning the 

reputation of being the most willing slave of 
vanity on the globe.

thing to do during their term of service, The 
council recommend that their statement be 
submitted through the Representatives in Con- 
gress of the State of Massachusetts to the 
Senate and House of Representatives, praying these bodies to appoint a special committee to 
inquire into the alleged corrupt and disgraceful 
practices. 

Railroad Competition. 
Boston, Nov. 20.—The competition among Maine Railroads promises to be livelier than 

ever, as a rival to the new line to Portland via 
the Nashua road the Lowell and Windham 
line is being pushed aud be completed in five 
or six months, giving another route to Maine. 
The compromise between Boston & Lowell 
and Boston & Maine, by which both lines will 
receive the benefit of the Windham toute when 
complete, has just been made. 

The Boston board of fire underwriters have 
taken into consideration the propriety of re- 
ducing the commission to brokers from 10 to 5 
per cent. 

The Uallnhue Patent. 
The owner of the Gallabue pateut to-day ob- 

tained an injunction from Judge Nevens of the 
Supreme Court against B. F. Sturtevant and 
F. F. Emory af the firm of F. Jones & Co., re- 
straining them from granting releases and 
licenses under Gallahue patents on pegging ma- 
chines, alco from interfering with suits against 
parties for infringing on patents. The bill al- 
leges that Sturtevant, Emory and their con- 
federates are attempting to exercise authority 
by virtue of an illegal conveyance under the 
patent. Result is of interest to the shoe trade. 

Rcfoim. 
The Peoples’ Reform party, ward and city 

committee met this evening. All the wards 
were represented. The committee reported a 
platform which was adopted. They invite all 
the citizens who are opposed to the rings that 
control municipal nominations, to infringe- 
ments on Boston Common and favor an honest 
and economical administration of the city gov- 
ernment, etc; protest agaiust the manner of 
nominating candidate; in favor of mainining a 
Democratic Republican form of government, 
and the rignt of the people to select their own 
rulers to meet in public convention and nomi- 
nate candidates for municipal officers.

Reports from some sections say that 
ground provisions will be scanty next year, and 
starvation is looked for. In Port Morant har- 
bor every wharf was destroyed. 

The Cuban War. 
Havana, Nov. 18.—Official despatches re 

port the following incidents of the war: A 
small band of insurgents entered the village of 
Cano on the 9th inst., but were driven out by 
the garrison with the loss of one killed and one 
taken prisoner. 

In the central department the insurgents at- 
tacked an encampment at Los Flores, and were 
repulsed. On the night of Nov. 4th the rebels 
attempted to pass the Troncha, near tower No. 
29. A vigorous fire was opened upon them by 
neighboring towers, and after a fight of three 
hours the assailants retired. Their loss is un- 
known. 

In Ciuco Villas jurisdiction the Spanish 
troops attacked a rebel encampment on the 10th 
near Marricoragua. The enemy lost one killed 
and two wounded. The Spaniards attacked a 
party of insurgents on the 3d at a place called 
Canon, and drove them from their position cap- 
turing five horses. 

The following day the troops encountered the 
enemy entrenched in superior numbers at Las- 
via Jacas. A fight followed lasting an hour 
and a half. Six of the rebels were seen to fall, while the Spaniards had three killed and four 
wounded. 

An attack was made on the night of the 12th 
by 200 insurgents on the village of Jumento, in 
the jurisdicion of Trinidad. The garrison made a brave defence and the rebels were com- 
pelled to withdraw.

Fernald. This was an action against the General 
Inspector of Fish to recover damages alleged to have 
been caused by the fault of James Frye of Camden, 
a deputy inspector, in not properly inspecting and 
branding fifty-eight barrels of mackerel. 

The fish laws of this state provide that mackerei 
to be branded No. 1 must be of the best quality, not 

mutilated, well struck with salt, measuring not less 

than thirteen inches from the extremity of the head 
to the crotch or fork of the tail, and free from rust, 
taint or damage. 

These mackerel were packed by James Frye of 
Camden in August, 1874, bearing his inspection 
brand, and immediately shipped to this city by boat 
and thence by boat to New York. The plaintifis put 
in a large amount of testimony to the eflcct that up- 
on their arrival in New York they examined them 
and found that from a quarter to one-third of them 
were thin, of poor and inferior quality and mcasur- 

jug leas than thirteen inches, many being as short as 

eleven inches. The plaintiffs reshipped ten barrels 
back to Portland for reinspcction, disposing of the 

remaining forty-eight barrels, as they say, at a large 
discount. 

The ten barrels were examined by about every 

deputy inspector in the city and some old cullers of 

fish, and the testimony as to their condition at t 

time was very conflicting, some saying the fish were 

number one with the exception of a little rust caused 

by the pickle getting out; others that there were ten 

to fifteen pounds in every barrel less than thirteen 
inches and thin and poor in quality. 

The defense put in the testimony of the deputy in- 

spector ana those who packed and culled these Asa, 
that when packed they were of good quality and 
number one in every respect; that they were in good 
condition when shipped; that it the fish were in any 
other condition afterwards it was from some causes 

occurring after they left their hands. Verdict lor the 
plaintifis for $150.71.

Ocr Common Schools.—State Superinten 
dent Johnson’s report of the condition of our 

scnoois in tbe state, tor tue present year, win 

show a gratifying improvement as compared 
with the statistics of last year. Tbere has been 
an increase in the number of scholars in at- 

tendance, the total number reported being 132,- 
333, the whole number of scholars registered in 
ihe state being 223,219. The average attend- 
ance bas been 108,478. The average length of 
our public schools has been twenty-one weeks 
and five days. Tbe amount of money raised 
for school purposes by towns is $2.90 per schol- 

ar, an increase'of thirteen cents; $2 are allow- 
ed by the state in addition to this. The wages 
of teachers have nearly doubled since 1860. The 

aggregate amount of money expended for pub- 
lic schools in the state, including school houses, 
for the year ending April, 1874, has been $1,- 
191,712, an increase of nearly $50,000 over that 
of last year, and over $300,000 within the past 
ten years. Of this sum the state has expended 
$367,000, exclusive of the amounts paid for 
normal and free high schools, the balance hav- 
ing been paid by towns There are some 2600 
school bouses reported in good condition, and 
1400 reported unfit for school purposes. The 
total value placed on all school houses, includ- 
ing grounds is $3,000,000. During the summer 

161 male teachers were employed, and in win- 
ter 1928 against 4366 female teachers employed 
during the summer, and 2367 in the winter. 
The statistics show that female teachers arc fast 
taking the place of male teachers. Mr. John- 
son's statistics do not include free high schools, 
which are not yet complete. It is believed that 
some 175 of these schools are now maintained, 
with an attendance of some 12,000 scholars. 

All for Love.—This story is a true tale of a 

clerk on Middle street, and what he did for 
sweet love. In common with many other young 
men about town, his fancy was taken captive 
by a certain charming young actress who has 
been delighting the Portiaud public for some 
time past. It is in spring, according to an em-

Fatal Fortune.

I lived happily iu the house of my relative, 
satisfied with the ordinary pursuits of a coun- 
try gentleman. Time had long since cured 
me of my boyish infatuation for the nursery 
governess.

If I 
had not understood what his words meant, 
his look would have enlightened me. The 
tears came into my eyes; my heart heaved 
finri flntfnrtxl Tvil.lltr* mn hnn.ln 

tore up and scattered the grass round me. 
The silence became unendurable. I spoke, 
hardly knowing what I was saying; teariBg faster and faster at the poor harmless grass, 
as if my whole business in life was to pull up 
the greatest quantity in the shortest possible 
space of time! 

‘‘We have only known each other a little 
while,” I said, “and a woman is but a weak 
ally in such a terrible position as yours. But 
useless as I may be, count on me now and 
always as your friend—” 

He moved close to me before I could say 
more, and took my baud. He murmured in 
my ear: 

“May I count on you, one day, as the near- 
est and dearest friend of all ? Will you for- 
give me, Mary, if I own that 1 love you? You have taught me to love, as you have 
taught me to hope. It is in your power to 
lighten my hard lot. 1 ou can recompense 
me for all that I have suffered; you can 
rouse me to struggle for my freedom and my rights. Be the good angel of my life. For- 
give me, love me, rescue me—be my wife!” 

I don’t know how it happened. I fouud 
myself in his arm6—and I answered him in 
a kiss. Taking all the circumstances into 
consideration, I dare say I was guilty in ac- 
cepting him, of the rashest act that ever a 
woman committed. Very good. I didn’t 
care then—I don’t care now. I was then, and I am now, t|ie happiest woman living! 

CHAPTER vn. 
It was necessary that either he or I should 

tell my lather ot what had passed between 
us. On reflection, I thought it best that I 
should make the disclosure. The day after 
the panic I repealed to my father Roland’s 
melancholy narrative, as a necessary preface to the announcement that I had promised to 
be Roland’s wife. 

My father saw the obvious objections to the 
marriage. He warned me of imprudence which I contemplated commiting in the 
strongest terms Our prospect of happiness, if we were married, would depend entirely on 
our capacity to legally supersede the proceed- 
ings of the lunacy commission. Success iD 
this arduous undertakiug was, to say'the 
least of it, uncertain. The commonest pru- 
den e pointed to the piopriety ot delaying the 
ttarriage until the doubtful experiment had 
bwa put to the proof. 

This reasoning was unanswerable. It was, 
nevertheless, completely thrown away upon 
me. 

AVbeu did a woman in love ever listen to 
reason? I believe there is no instance of it 
on record. My father’s wise words of cau- 
tion had no chance against Roland’s fervent 
entreaties. The days ot his residence at 
Eastbourne were drawing to a close. If I let 
let him return to the asylum an unmarried 
man, months, years perhaps, might pa*s be- 
fore our union could take place. CoudI ex- 

pect him. could I expect any man, to endure 
that cruel separation, that unrelieved sus 

pense ? His mind had been sorely tried al- 
ready; his mind might give way under it. 
These were the arguments that carried 
weight with them in my judgment. I was of 
age, and free to act as I pleased. You are 

welcome, if you like, to consider me the most 
foolish and the most obstinate of women. In 
sixteen days from the date of the picnic Ro- 
land and I were privately married at East- 
bourne. 

My father—more grieved than angry, poor 
man—declined to be present at the cere- 

mony; in justice to himself. My brother 
gave me away at the altar. 

Roland and I spent the afternoon of the 
wedding day and the earlier part of the eve- 

ning together. At nine o’clock he returned 
to the doctor’s house, exactly as usual; hav- 
ing previously explained to me that he was in 
the power of the Court of Chancery, and that 
until we succeeded in setting aside the pro- 
ceeedings of the lunacy commission, there 
was a jeaious necessity for keeping tlie mar- 

riage strictly secret. My husband and I 
kissed, and said good-by till to-morrow, as 
the clock struck the hour. I little thought, 
while I looked after him from the street door, 
that months on months were to pass before I 
saw Roland again. 

A hurried note from my husband reached 
me the next morning. Our marriage had 
been discovered, (we never could tell by 
whom,) aud we never had been betrayed to 
the doctor. Roland was then on his way 
back to the asylum. He had been warned 
that force would be used used if he resisted. 
Knowing that resistance would be interpre- 
ted, in his case, as a new outbreak of mad- 
ness, ne nau wisely suDmittea. "i nave 
made the sacrifice,” the letter concluded; “it 
is now for you to help me. Attack the Com- 
mission in Lunacy—and be quick about itl” 

We lost no time in preparing for the at- 
tack. On the day when I received the news 
of our misfortune, we lest Eastbourne for 

i London, and at once took measures to obtain 
the best legal advice. 

My dear father—though I was far from de- 
serving his kindness—entered into the mat- 
ter heart and soul. In due course of time we 
presented a petition to the Lord Chancellor, 
proving that the decision of the Lunacy Com- 
mission might be set aside. 

We supported our petition by quoting the 
evidence of Roland’s friends and neighbors, 
during his three years’ residence in the Lake 
country as a free man. These worthy people 
(being summoned before the Lunacy Com- 
mission) had one and all agreed that he was, 
as to their judgment and experience, perfect- 
ly quiet, harmless, and sane. Many of them 
had gone out shooting with him. Others had 
often accompanied him in sailing (ezcur- 
sious on the lake. Do people trust a mad- 
man with a gun, and with the management 
of a boat? As to the “act of violence,” 
which the heirs-at-law and the next of kin 
had made the means of imprisoning Roland 
in the madhouse, it amounted to this. He 
had lost his temper, and had knocked a man 
down who had offended him. Very wrong, 
no doubt, but if that is a proof of madness, 
what thousands of lunatics are still at large! 
Another instance produced to prove his in- 
sanity was still more absurd. It was solemn- 
ly declared that he had put an image of the 
Virgin Mary in his boat when he went out on 
his sailing excursions! I have seen the im- 
age ; it was a very beautiful work of art. Was 
Roland mad to admire it, and take it with 
him? His religious convictions leaned to- 
ward Catholicism. If he betrayed insanity in 
adorning his boat with an image of the Vir- 
gin Mary, what is the mental condition of 
most of the ladies in Christendom, who wear 
the cross as an ornament round their necks ? 
We advanced these arguments in our petition 
after quoting the evidence of the witnesses. 
And, more than this, we even went the 
length of admitting, as an act of respect to 
the court, that my poor husband might be ec- 
centric in some of his opinions and habits. 
But we put it to the authorities whether bet- 
ter results might not be expected from plac- 
ing him under the cate of a wife who loved 
him, and whom ho loved, than from shutting him up in an asylum among incurable mad- 
men as his companions for life. 

Such was our petition, so far as 1 am able 
to describe it. 

The decision rested with the Lords Jus- 
tices. They decided against us. 

Turning a deaf ear to our witnesses and 
our arguments, these merciless lawyers de- 
clared that the doctor’s individual assertion 
of my husband’s insanity was enough for 
them. They considered Roland’s comfort to 
be sufficiently provided for in the asvlum, 
witli ail nllnwatinn rtf oomn limwlroit nnnmta 

a year, and to the asylum they consigned 
him for the rest of his days. 

So far as I was concerned, the result of 
this infamous judgment was to deprivs me 
of the position of Roland’s wife; no lunatic 
being capable of contracting marriage by law. 
so far as my husband was concerned, the re- 
sult may be best stated in the language of a 
popular nwspaper who published an article 
on the case. “It is possible,” said the article 
—I wish I could personally thank the man 
who wrote it—“for the Court of Chancery to 
take a man who has a large fortune, and is 
in the prime of life, but is a little touched in 
the head, and make a monk of him, and then 
report to its self that the comfort and hap- 
piness of the lunatic have been effectually 
provided for at the expenditure of seven 
hundred pounds a year.” 

Ro'and was determined, however, that 
they should not make a monk of him, and, 
you may rely upon it, so was I. 

But one alterative was left to us. The 
authority of the Court of Chancery (withiu 
its jurisdiction) is the most despotic authority 
on the face of the earth. Our one hope was 
in taking to flight. The piice of our liberty, 
as citizens of England, was exile from our na- 
tive country, and the entire abandonment of 
Roland’s fortune. We accepted those hard 
conditions. Hospitable America offered us a 
refuge, beyond the reach of mad-doctors and 
Loids Justice. To hospitable America our 
hearts turned as to our second country. The serious question was how we were to 
get there ? 

We had attempted to correspond, and had 
failed. Our letters had been discovered, and 
seized, by the proprietor ol the asylum. Fort- 
unately we had taken the precaution of writ- 
ing in a “cipher” of Roland’s invention, 
which he had taught me before our marriage. 
Though our letters were illegible, our purpose 
was suspected as a matter of course, and a 
watch was kept on my husband, night and 
day. 

Foiled in our first effort at making ar- 
rangements secretly for our flight, we con- 
tinued our correspondence (still in cipher) 
by means of advertisements in the news- 
papers. This second attempt was discovered 
in its turn. Roland was refused permission 
to subscribe to the newspapers, and was for- 
bidden to enter the reading-room of the asy- lum. 

These tyrannical prohibitions came too 
late. Our plans had already been communi- 
cated, we understood each other, and we 
had only now to bide our time. We had ar- 
ranged that my brother and a lriend of his, 
on whose discretion we could thoroughly rely, should take it in turns to watch every even- 
ing for a given time at an appointed meeting 
place, three miles distant from the asylum. The spot had been carefully chosen. It j 
was on the bank of a lonely stream, and 
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waterproof knapsack, containing a change 
of clothes, a false beard and wig, and some 
biscuits and preserved meats, were hidden in 
a hollow tree. My brother and his friend 
always took their fishing-rods with them, 
and presented themselves as engaged in the 
innocent occupation of angling to any chance 
strangers who might pass within sight of 
them. One one occasion the proorietor of 
the asylum himself rode by my brother on 
the opposite bank of the stream, and asked 
politely if he had had good sport! 

For a fortnight these stanch allies of ours 
relieved each other regularly on their watch 
—and no signs ot the fugitive appeared. On 
the fifteenth evening, just as the twilight was 
changing into night, and just as my brother 
(whose turn it was) had decided on leaving 
the place, Roland suddenly joined him on the 
bank of the stream. 

Without wasting a moment in words, the 
two at once entered the wood, and took the 
knapsack from its place of shelter in the hol- 
low tree. In ten minutes more, my hus- 
band was dressed in a suit of workman’s 
clothes, and was further disguised in the wig 
and beard. The two then set forth down the 
course of the stream, keeping in the shadow 
ot the wood until the night had falleu and 
the darkness hid them. The night was 
cloudy; there was no moon. After walking two miles, or a little more, they altered their 
course, and made boldly for the high road to 
Manchester, entering on it at a point some 
thirty miles from the city. 

Ou their way from the wood, Roland de- 
scribed the manner in which he had effected 
his escape. 

The story was simple enough. He had as- 
sumed to be suffering from nervous Illness, 
and had requested to have his meals in his 
own room. For the first fortnight the two 
men appointed to wait upon him in succes- 
sion, week by week, were both more than his 
match in strength, The third man em- 

ployed, at the beginning of the third week, 
was physically a less formidable person than 
his predecessors. Seeing this Roland decided, 
when evening came, on committing another 
“act of violence.” In plain words, he sprang 
upon the keeper waiting on him in his 
room, and gagged and bound the man. This 
done he laid the unlucky keeper (face to the wall) on his own bed, covered with 
bis own cloak, so that any one entering the 
room might suppose that he was lying down 
to rest. He had previously taken the pre- 

caution to remove the sheets from the bed, 
and he had now only to tie them together to 
escaie by. toe window of hi* room,situated on 
the upper floor of the asylum.Tbesun was set- 
ting, and the inmates of the asylum were 
then at sea, After narrowly missing discov- 
ery by one of the laborers employed in the 
grounds he had climbed the garden inclosure 
and had dropped on the other side—a tree 
man! 

Arrived on the high road to Manchester 
mv husband and my brother parted. 

Koland, who was an excellent walker, set 
forth on bis way to Manchester on foot. He 
had food in his knapsack, and he proposed to 
walk some twelve or fifteen miles on the 
road to the city before lie stopped at any 
town or village to rest. My brother, who 
was physically unable to accompany him, re- 
turned to the place in which I was then re- 
siding, to tell me the gcod news. 

By the first train the rext morning I trav- 
eled to Manchester, and took a lodging in a 
suburb of the city known to my husband. A 
prim, smoky little square was situated in the 
immediate neighborhood, and we had ar- 
ranged that whichever of us first arrived in 
Manchester should walk round that square, 
between 12 and 1 in the afternoon, and be- 
tween 0 and 7 in the evening. In the eve- 
ning I kept my appointment. A dusty, foot- 
sore man, in shabby clothes, with a hideous 
beard, and a knapsack on his back,met me at 
my first walk round. He smiled as I looked 
at him. Ah! I knew that smile through all 
disguises! In spite of the Court of Chancery 
and the Lords Justices, I was in my hus- 
band’s arms once more! 

We lived quietly in our retreat for a month. 
During that time (as I heard by letters from 
my brother) nothing that money and cun- 
ning could do toward discovering Koland 
was left untried by the proprietor of the asy- 
lum, and by the persons acting with him. 
But where is the cunning which can trace a 
man, who, escaping at night in disguise, has 
not trusted himself to a railway or a carriage, 
and who takes refuge in a great city in which 
he has no friends? At the end of our month 
in Manchester, we traveled northward, 
crossed the Channel to Ireland, and passed a 
pleasant fortnight in Dublin. Leaving this 
again, we made our way to Cork and Queens- 
town, and embarked frern that latter place 
among a crowd of steerage passengers in a 
steamship bound for America. 

My story is told. I am writing these lines 
from a farm in the west of the United States. 
Our neighbors may be homely enough, but 
the roughest of them is kinder to us than a 
mad doctor or a Lord Justice. Ronald is 
happy in those agricultural pursuits, which 
have always been favorite pursuits with him; 
and I am happy with Ronaid. Our sole re- 
sources consist of my humble little fortune, 
Inherited from my dear mother. After de- 
ducting our traveling expenses, the sum to- 
tal amounts to between seven and eight hun- 
dred pounds; and this, as we find, is amply 
sufficient to start us well in the new life that 
we have chosen. We expect my father and 
my brother to pay us a visit next summer; 
and I think it just possible that they may 
find our family circle increased by the pres- 
ence of a new member in long clothes. Are 
there no compensations here for exile from 
England and the loss of a fortune? We 
think there are. But then, my dear Miss Au- 
stell, “Mary Braaing’s husband is mad; and 
Mary Brading herself is not much better.” 

It you feel inclined to alter this opinion, 
and if you remember our old days at school 

.as tenderly as I remember them, write and 
tell me so. Your letter will be forwarded if 
you send it to the inclosed address at New 
York. 

In the meantime, the moral of our story 
seems to be worth serious consideration. A 
certain Englishman legally inherits a large 
fortune. At the time of his inheritance he 
has been living as a free man for three years 
—without once abusing bis freedom, and 
with .the express sanction of the.medical su- 
perintendent who has had experience and 
charge of him. His next of kin and heirs at 
law (who are left out of the fortune) look 
with covetous eyes at the mouey, and de- 
termine to get the management and the ulti- 
mate possession of it. Assisted by a doctor, 
whose honesty and capacity mus: be taken 
on trust, these interested persons, in this 
nineteenth century of progress, can lawfully 
j'mprison their relative for life in a country 
which calls itself free, and which declares 
that its justice is equally administered to all 
alike.
