aided in reaefnhti u 1» candidate to the Am:lri-
can people. e '\ne never yet supported a
Presidential candidate from Clay to Greeley, or
a Gubernational nominee from Seward to 61|
was oot pat forward by a convention
that was the outgrowth of numberless cau-
cuses, Nor, since the Tribune was in eXistence,
has any United States Sepator been chosen in
New York without being first put forward by
the slative caucus of the dominant party.
If the I'mibune ever protested agaiost the prac-
tice it has escap=d our observution.

The limitation of the caucus is where the end
is carried by unfair aud corrupt means, or
where the nominee is a corrapt and unfis man,
In such a case, if we coirectly understand the
position of the PrEss and the Bpeaker alike,
shey would ju-tify boltiog, as we assuredly
would, uot ouly justity, but advise it. Bac
very happily m the case uoder consideration,

A Significant Projosition.

The question which is likely to agitate the
mind of the average Democtatiz politician of
the Southern states where he is now supe-
tior, Is, **What shall be done with the ne-
gro?’ Blind and obstinate as the Southern
leader is, the experiences of the past ten
yeers have proved to him that he cannot do
withou! the labor of the negro. He has
tried to achieve independence but every effort
hus deepened the humiliatirg conviction that
the colored laborer is of more importance to
Lim than he to the negro. The poor white is
only sure to steal and vote the Democratic
ticket. The experiment with the “heathen
Chinee” as a subsLitute for the hated colored
freeman was such a failure that it was not
attempted but & few times. The emigrant
from northern Earope eantot withstand the
climate and the conditions of plantation
labor. The colored man, then, is the only
resource. On him depends the prosperity of
the Scuth. We cf the Northmay not have
come to this conclusion, bn* we have the au-
thority of the most intelligent correspondents
who have of late traveled through that coun-
try that the sensible plantation owners apd
Democrats ot the South have, even if they
do not proclaim it abroad, and even if their
crazy newspaper editors proclaim the econ-
trary.

In view of this fact, the Democratic lead
ersare cousidering by what device they may
be able to relain the labor of the negro
and yet get rid of him as a voler, or, in other
words, how can the colered man be reduced
1o a condition of serfdom again. Texasisa
Democratic state with a large majerily, and
the leaders of that party having nothing in
theirway have evidently set themselves about
the solution  of the dilemma; and we may
add that if it works well in that state it will
be introduced in every Southern state where
the Democratic parly can secure a majority.
A Dbill, which has already passed the Texas
House of Reprcsentalives, provides that
when any person is convicted of any offence,
he may be employed to labor upon any public
work during the whole term for which he is
sentenced, or he may be hired out to the
bighest bidder, either by privale or public
contract. Under the second section the local
Jjustices may similariy hire out any person,
under sentence for the non-payment of a fine,
until the amoant ef the fine has been worked
out, and where there is no call for public
worlk, any person who will pay the fine may
have the laborer for the same length of time.
The third section, which is still more ingen-
ious—we suppose it will not do to call it an
‘‘outrage’ —proyides that “all persons con-
fined in jail upon a charge of having commit-
ted a misdemeanor or petly offence may be
employed in like manner from the time of
imprisonment until the time of (rial, and if,
upon trial, such person shall be acquitted, he
shall be paid not less than twenty-five cents
uor more than $1 perday, as the presiding
Jjusilce may contract; provided that before
trial and conviction, no person shall be held
to labor withoat his consent.” By the fourth
section sheriff: are required to capture and re-
turn escaped convicts,and all labor performed
prior to escape is forfeited and the convict is
obliged to begin de novo and work out the
full term of Lis sentence, S

This bill, itis evident, is not the woik of
some hair brained politician, impelled by a
hatred of the colored man, but the result of
deliberate and careful study, sinceé it is so
tramed that it will notconflict with the con-
stitutional amendments prohibiting distine-
tions of race or color, although its intent is
perfectly clear. No Texas justice would dare
hire out a white man to servile labor. Even
if the white man was so rash as to be a Re-
publican,we beg pardon, but we think the ag-
gressive Democracy of that section would
rather shoot him, or show the'r attention by
a coal of tar and feathers, The Southern
genileman fully believes that the negro was
designed to do his work, and as the constitu-
tion of the conntry stands in the way of his
decidedly carrying his conviction into effect,
he proposes to doit otherwise, The ordinary
justice of the peace, when this bill becomes a
law, can fix the term of service to suit him-
selt or the man who desires to buy his labor.
He can be put to work before trial and sen-
tenced Lo work after trial, If he isn’t much
guilty the trial can be deferred any length of
time, during which the negro can be kept at
work for the man who bids for his labor, IFf
the convict endeavors to escape and is retak-
en by the sheriff; he has to enter the condi-
tion of bondage for a full term again. On
the whole the slavery of the Texas Democ-
racy will be an' improvement upon the slavery
that the rebellion abolished, since it will have
none of its risks and all of its advantages.

This scheme, readers, which we have men-
tioned, is not the siory of a parlisan buta
ineasure which is already half a law in the
Democratic state of Texas, and which has for
its purpose the praciical disfranchisement
and enslavement of the colored men of that
state. This is the first indication of the
fruiis we may expect from the Democratic
victory of November 3d.

T he Destitute in Kansas,

ArcHiBON, Nev. 22,—The Daily Champion
publishes from the advance sheets an official
report made to the State Board of Agriculiure,
statistics showing the destitution existing in
several froutier counties of the state. Beven-
teen counties in which an aggregate of 158,000
acres have been planted in corn, produced not a
bushel. Five of these counties produced an
average crop of wheat, rye, oats, barley and
buckwheat, and are abandantly able to relieve
any individual cases of destitution in their
midst. The other twelve connties, having an
aggregate population of 23,000, are all on the
remote frontier, and the settlements in them
Lave all been made within three years. The
eight in which the greateat destitution prevails
have been populated within the past year or two,
and the greater part of their population settl
in their limits either last springor the preced-
ing fall. These eight have an aggregate popu-
lation of 17,000 settlers, who generally had
their first crop planted. They had expended
all their means in building houses and putting
in crops. The drought and grasshoppers
wrooght the total destruction of everyt L{l‘
they bad planted, leaving them totally desti-
tute. They are without food, clothing or fael
to sustain them till they can produce something
on which to live, and must be sustained by the
charitable coutributions in other sections of the
state and eountry at large. At least 15,000 peo-
ple must be helped until auvother crop is put'in
the gronnd.

£T. STEPHEXN'S CHERCH.

At the morning service last Sunday, the pas-
tor, Rev. A. Dalton, read the annual pastoral
letter from the Bishop of the American Epis-
copal church. The following abstract gives the
views of the church on the subjects of marriage,
observance of the Sabbath and amusements:

It is a part of the Liberty wherewith Christ
has made us free to lift up all onr domestie life
into the pure atmosphere of spiritual thought
and feeling, Marriage is no looger a union of
conveuience, or a matter of civil coutract, It
is the one blessed heirloom transmitted from
the days of innocence; it is the type and em-
blem of that unien which is betwixt Christ and
the Chureh. The freedom of the chaste, pure,

Lhristian homa stands pre-eminent among the
earfhly blessings bestowed on us in Christ,

How isit, then, that some awong yoa have
presumed to put away & wife except for ttre
canse of fornication? We are distressed to
know that some, under pretext of a civil di-
vorce, have, without adequate cause, dismissed
an uncongenial wife or husband, and after mar-
rying another, bave profaned the holy sacra-
ment by coming to it with a body thus defiled.

Be ye well assured, brethren beloved, that
whatever license may be tolerated Ly society
and by civil conrts, if any persons be joined to-
gether otherwise than as God’s word doth al-
low, their marriage is not lawful. Be admon-
ished that if any cleave ot to his wife, but un-
lawfu'ly warries another, and then comes to
the table of the Lord, although he doth car-
nally and visibly press with his teeth (as Saint
Augustine saith) the Sacrament of the Body
and Blood of Christ, yet in no wise is he par-
taker of Christ, but rather, to his oww condem-
nation doth eat and drink the sign or sacra-
ment of so great a thing.

In your freedom yet again, you are not under
minute direction or prohibition concerning the
manver of employing the Lord’s day, the ob
servances of mestic piety, the participation
in amusements, or the accumulation of gain.
Much trusted in all these particnlars, how stu-
dious should you be to ma the day of rest
and praise honorable and hely, to maintain all
the sanctities of the Christian home, to avoid
frivolity and riot, and to take care that charity

as well as justice restrain you in asking all
your dues, or in seeking your lawful profit!

We tell you plainly that in these particulars
some among you are greatly to be blamed.
Whether it be due to the influence of a laxity
of opinion imported among us from abroad, or
to the demoralization of Continental travel, or
to the waut of lively interest in holy things, so
it is that the Lord’s Day is perverted from its
sacred uses of rest and worship, while in many
homes, throughout the week, no yoice of
prayer is heard at morning and at evening, add
even the daily bread is eaten without mention
of God, the giver, Sadly do we need in all the
land a revival of domestic piety, so that by fam-
ily devotious, aud the right use of the first
day of the week, our homes may be keptclean
and pure,

Especially do we admonish yon against that
laxity of morals which tolerates the participa-
tion by Christian men and women in amuse-
ments which outrage decency and inevitably
soil the purity of those who shars in them.

We specify plainly the numerous indecencies
which are enacted on the stage, and the im-
proper familiarity which characterizes some,
vot all, of the amusements of the gocial cirele.
Let our men value their own purity of thought
and our maidens believe that modesty is now,
as of old, an ornament, not a disgrace. An
think not because iou avoid the profanation of
the Lord’s Day and licentious shows and im-
modest dances, that all is well with you. There
is & temptation, and a fearful one, to license of
another sort; that unrestraint of the lost of
gaiu which leads to unsury and extortion—to
iamh‘ling speculation, instead of honest toil.

'orsuch things just as certainly as for folly
and dissipation, God will surely call us into
judgment.

and $13,000 in cash, '

Joseph O. Moody, of Winterport, has torned
outabout 3,000 fish barrels this season, two-

,thirds of them for Portland, and the balance

for Boston. He has also made 600 syrup bar-
rels for New York, and 500 pork barrels for
Boston, The net prices in Winterport at the
present time: 80 cents for fish barrels, $1 45
for pork. Daniel Moody, of the same place,
manufaciures dry casks and staves, and of the
latter ships to New York over 200,000 this sea-
son, Messrs. E. T. Blaisdell & Bons, coopers
are also doing a heavy business.

Mr. A. F. Winslow, of West Cumberland, a
wealthy and enterprising farmer, is setting a
very worthy example, and were there more
such men in the country, we should unques-
tionably witness more activity than at present
is seen in manufacturing interests, and hear
less cries of dull business and hard times. Mr,
Winslow, having on his farm a very good
water power from the Presnmpscot River, has
just completed a new dam and mill beilding,
and contracted with the Chase Turbine Com-
pany, of Orange, Mass., for his entire wmachln-
ery, consisting of turpine wheels, cirenlar saw-
mill aud stave sawing machines, planers, ete.

The brick company, at Castine, have been
doing a prosperous basiness the past yéar.
They have shipped abons fifty cargoes of brick
in vessels, and have now ready for shipment
quite a large qoantity.

Mesers. Merrill & West, of West Falmouth,
have just displaced their old np-and-down saw
mill with one of the Chase Turbine Company’s
improved water whee!s and circular saw mills,
wharewith they purpose to be prepared to meet
the requriements of their numerous patrons,

The recent purchasers of the Topsham Pa-
per Compauny’s mills, at Topsham, have a num-
ber of workmen employed in making repsirs
and liberal improvements on their mill. Two
new steam boilers are being put in, with vari-
ous other substantial improvements, the neces-
gary stock of fuel and other equipments prepar-
atory to starting the mill in operation early
next month.

Prof. Baird also succeeded in obtainiug
eges of the land locked salmon of Lake Sebec
in Maine. This speciesof salmon, though cow
fresh water, is sngpoled to have run up thither
from the oeean, but npever to have returned.
They are a small fish, weighing from three to
eight pounds, but fine eating; one hun-
dred and fifty thousand of these eggehmra been
gecared and distributed among - rivers of
New England Michigan that run ioto lakes.

THE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD.

Botany as an uid to Herticulture.

To the man or woman who is engaged in a
struggle for life, the study of any of the natu-
ral sciences s usually considered worse than
useless; and, if the individual have no higher
aspiratons than simply to labor that he or
she may eat-or drink, the proposition will
probably hold good. Yet, if it were possible
to teach the elements of some of the sciences
in our feommon schools, there is no doubt
that the-effect on the rising generation would
undoubtedly be seen in a largely-increased
{gt!-tility in resources in the ordinary cares of
ife. -

One of the great troubles in the study of
sc'ences is, that it seems impossible to get our
eduzators out of the old rut that there is but
one ro. learning—through Rome. They
esteem the study of Latin and even Greek
indispensable before those sciences wherein
classical names arve used to designate species,
orders, families or things, can be pursuved.
While this may be right in the case of the
student who pursues the study of a science to
its end, it is fallacious su far as the student is
concerned who studies ascience asan aid to
his particular calling, when that calling is not
one requiring deep scientific research.

For instance, the farmer and hoiticnltarist
should understand sowething of entomology
and botany. Every one does in fact acquire
more or less knowledge in this direction, for,
it we learn Lo distinguish a fruit, a flower, a

" Lree, a variety of grain or grass, and correctl
name it, we know something of botany; an
s0, if we are able Lo distinguish aund correctly
name an inseet, we know something of ento-
mology. Still, we should be able to do more
than this, 'We shounld understand the history
and habits of phants and insects beneficial
avd noxious; and sll this may be easily ac-
quited by the average boy and girl without
interfering seriously with the ordinary stud-
ies of our couniry district schools, The
trouble is that the average teachers know
no'hing of these things themselves. Why
not? sine2 the generic names necessary to a
common comprehensioa may be acquired
while pursuing the study, just as a child
learns to read or spell,

There is no doubt thal the study of botany
would give the farmer, and especially the hor-
ticulturist, more pleasure than any other
study that could be pursned. It would give
an intimate acquaintapce with those things
that are daily dealt with. It would make him
acquainted with the various characteristies of
every shrub, tree, grain, grass, vegetable,
fruit, flower or plant that meels our eye, and,
through these, the character of the soil they
oceupy. %

This acquaintance will enable us, not only
Lo appreciate the beauties of the flower on ev-
ery hand, but also give zest to life in a variety
of ways, We shﬁl be more likely to make
our homes pleasant through the cultivation
of flowers and curions plants—to aldto the
comforts of home by the cultivation of fruits.
It will cause us to plant trees for shade, and
lor shelter of our animals. It will increase a

- taste for furcher study,and this, again, will
necessitate the purchase of books that will
tend to broaden the mind in various diree-
ticns. At all events, If it serve but the one
purpose of making home more attractive, and
thus lessening the increasing tendency of our
youth to waste lime in village- saloons, or
even more questionable places of amusement,
it would pay the cost a hundred-fold. Itis a
question that interests parents especially. All
that Is needed is a persistent elfort in the
school districts. The time is ripe. It need
not cost the dismissal of our present teachers
if they have the sense to second the move-
ment by increased study themselves, for
;EWhefe there's a will there's a way.”—W.

Eeeping Poultry for Profit.
The late C. W. Dickerman Lhus described
his manner of keeping and feeding fowls in
winter, which will be found all right:

My winter quarters for them are not as
large as they ought to be, being only twelve
feet square for from twenly to thirty fowls,
but they have the run of the yard whenever
the snow does not forbid. Instead of clean-
ing out these quarters weekly or oftener, as
is 80 often recommended in the books, I oc-
casionally throw a few shovels of earth (from
the boxes before mentioned) over the drop-
pings. Their quarters are not as warm as I
should provide, were I to build a house ex-
pressly for them but I have two large win-
dows in the the south and ‘east sides (dis-
carded sash from an old house) which gives
them all the benefit of the sun’s warmth and
ima.lms up for considerable lack of batten-

ng.
g(.‘uld weather is the Lrying time when most
feople complain that their hens do not lay.

t requires more attention to the fowls to get
eggs in winter than in summer but they can
be had. Give them sunlight and keep them
warm, in the first place, and secondly give
them waried food,

I feed principally corn through the winter
but vary il with wheat, oats, buckwheat, po=
tatoes and meat seraps. Part of Lhe corn I
feed whole and a part I have cracked or

round into meal. I prefer the cracked, 1
eed whole grain at night and the ground in
the morning on the principle that through the
long night they need something that will
stand by them, that bhaving digested all their
night's feed by morning, they need some-
thing that they can act upon quickly. For
the same reason in the very coldest weather,
when I get out to give them their morning’s
feed, I carry a basin of warm water, from the
teakeltle, and wet up their dough with that,
It will warm them quick]f and make them
feel comfortable, an essential as I have before
saidtoa supgly ofeggs. The wheat I feed is
!creheli’ilugs which can be had at any feed slore
probably.

Mashed potatoes fed warm are just the veg-
etable food they need, and wete Lon a farm
should carefully husband a few bushels of the
small potatoes for this purpose.

The meat scraps I buy of the butcher in
large cakes and I believe it is as cheap as
corn, while it answers a purpose like tbat of
the bugs and worms of the summer,

Wintering Plants in Rooms and Cellars.

& Those who grow tender plants in summer
for ornamenting the lawn and flower beds of
course like to keep them over the winter and
yet, in tully nine cases out of ten, but little
success is had with those wintered in rooms,
and perhaps fully as little with those wintered
in the cellar. Those that are to be kepton
the flower stand in rooms, should not have
much heat upon first being taken in. They
shoufd be kept in the cooleat part of the room,
but should Lave plen.y ot light until well es-
tablsibed, or until they begin to make new
growth. Ifone have a bow window that may
be closed atnight, this answers a purpose
sinece the sun may be admitted above and the
Elants may be kept shaded below. If you
ave hot-bed sashes and a frame, alittle bot-
tom heat, say ten inches of manure covered
with enough sand in which to plunge the pots,
and keeping the sash pretty close and shaded
until the roots of the plants begin to draw,
and send moisture to the tops, will answer
a very good Eurpose. Kecep them covered
warmly at night, and, as they begin to grow,
give air and water, and at the end of a month
thely may be taken into the room, and with a
little care they will give much satisfaction. Do
not give too much water to window plants
or those kept on a stand in the room. The
soil should be kept moist of conrse, but fre-
quent and light syringings will tend to obvi-
ate the excessive dryness of living rooms.
This is the great difficulty with plants wintered
in this manner, and to assist in neutralizing
this trouble as much as possible, a vase or ba-
sin of water should be kept constantly on
the stove or heater to supply this lack of mols-
ture, Geraniuws, pelargoniums, tender roses,
and other tender or half hardy, woody or
half woody perennials, may be kept in a light
cool, dry cellar that does not freeze, if some
care be laken. They do not need much wa-
ter, but must be as cool as possible, without
freezing. If care be taken to give them air in
fine weather and alittle water gt long inter-
vals, just enough so that the earth does not
become really dry,there willbe but litt)e troub-
le in wintering them mnicely. any plants
after being wintered all right are killed 1,
pulting them out of doors too early in the
spring. We bave known large oleanders to
be killed dead in the spring from exposure to
frost, a single night, when the thermometer
marked 24 deg. The same plants had with-
stood a lower temperature in the cellar du-
ring the winter. When taken from the cellar,
they should be carcfully guarded from frost un-
til the last of May or first of June according to
latitude, and although tender plants will

stand a considerable degrez of cold in the cel-
i3 is better that th;{ be kept from actual
frost,— Western Rur

Water-Proof Blacking.

The following receipt is not only free from
this defect, but also has the merit of render-
ing the leather and stitches water-proof, and
preserves thom from the influences of the
weather: Take two ounces of mutton tallow
and two ounces of beeswax; melt this over
the fire, and add two tablespoonfuls of soft
sonp, stirred slowly. Rub together in a mor-
tar, and powder finely two and a half ounces
of lamp-black, halfan ounce of indigo, and
six ounces of fine white sugar. Mix them
with the melted fat and soap, slowly stirrl
in the powder, Take from the fire when we
dissolved, and turn in balf a pint of oll of tur-
pentine, Stir until the whole mass is well in-
corporated, and keep in bottles tightly corked.

Auother receipt for water-proof bl is
as follows, and the materials are less costly:
Take six tablespoonsiul of soft soap and melt
with one pound of beeswax, To this, when
thoroughly mixed, add four ounces of ivory
black or lamp black, in powder; one ounce of
Prussian blue, pulverized, and mix with the
wax and seap. Then stir in two_ounces of
linseed oil; take from the fire, and add half a
pint of tuopentine. Only a small quantity of
either of the two last receirts is required to
E:lish harness, boots, or shoes, and it shounld

carefully spread over the surface of the
leather, and then polished with a soft brush.
—Country Gentleman. .

Blacking for Various Uses.
A good blacking for hounsehold purposes can

be made by mixing with a paste three ounces
of ivory-black with a half once of sweet oil
and two ounces of molasses. Intothis pour
half an onnce of oil of vitriol, and when well
mixed add to it three-quarters of a pint
of water in which hasbeen stirred one-
quarter of a pint of vinegar, This makes a
ﬁne]]ilquld blacking for shoes, boots, belts and
the like.

Another recipe for blacking consists of four
ounces of ivory-black, half an ounce of Prus-
sian blue, one ounce of sulphate of iron, one
ounce of sweet oil, two ounces (two lable-
spoonfuls) of molasses, and a quart of weak
vinegar. Half a tablespoonful of oil of vitri-
ol will give this, and all blackings, a superior
brilliancy, but its use is attended with the
drawbaci: that it destroys the leather, and
also rots the stitches of the articles upon
which it is used.

Both of these receipls for blacking, howev-
er, require friction with a brush to give a
bright gloss to the surface on which they af

lied. Liquid composition blacking is sold
y boot dealers which requires no rubbing to
rodace a polish, and compositions of this
Eind can be made lg adding a strong solution
of gumarabic to either of the above receipts.

Drilling Whent.

A singular discussion arose in the papers
last fall as to whether there was really any
advantage in the drill over broadcast sowing,
It is strange to find such subjects come up.
To experienced minds it is like arguing
whether we had not better abolish reaping
machines and return to the old eradle, if not
indeed to the sickle at once. To us a more
reasonable matter would be the width of the
drills. 'We do not know of any extended and
satisfactory experiments in the cuuntlz, 50 a8
to test the matter beyond question, At any
rate, what a foreigner would call very close
sowing is the rule here, In England, how-
-ever, where cloze calculation is much more
the rule in farming among the more intelli-

nt, than with us, there is a growing feeling
ﬁf fayor of wide drill. Some set them as
wide as ten inches, and the reports, especially
this year, are generally in favor of wide drills.
—Germantown Telegraph.

Cultivated and Grassy [Orchard,

The Practical Farmer describes an experi-
ment made on the Eastern Experimental
Farm of Pennsylvania, in a standard Bartlett
gear orchard. One portion had lain in grass

ve or six years, and had formed a tough sod.
This was carefully and thoroughly plowed
last year. Another Furtlnn bad been cropped
with vegetables until within two years, when
it was seeded to grass. Both portions had
been alike dressed with fresh ashes a year
ago, at the rate of one bushel per tree. Both
seta heavy crop of fruit this year. The
trees on the portion two years in grass
ripened their fruit soounest, dropped their
leaves prematurely, and the fruit was smaller
than the other, The trees on the portion
lowed last year retained Lheir leaves late, the
it was large and perfet, and sold at $4 per
erate wholesale.

Liguid Blacking for Harnesses.

Take four ounces of the best glue and three
ounces of gum arabic, and dissolve them in
three-quarters of a pint of boiling water.
Strain the boiling hot muella(fe through
coarse muslin, and place it in a dish over the
fire, adding to it six ounces of finely pow
dered lamp-black which should then be gently
sprinkled in, and the mixture boiléd slowly
until it has
liquid blacking, stirring it carefully all the
time. When this blacking is a little cool, put
it into wide-mouthed bottles, and attach a
sponge to the cork by means of a wire, with
which you can apply it tothe leather. All
the above compositions, howeyer, have the
disadvantage of losing their polish when ex-
posed to rain or moisture.
