tlements; andaving pow mustered a force of
250 of their oWy pumper, and some French-
men, they, on tle fifth day of February, 1692,
attacked the vilage of York. On the morning
of that memorme day the enemy suddenly
rushed upon the higbitants, who were at rest
in their 8, and g seene of horror ensued,
unparalleled in_the listory of the state. The
agonies of that hour i pen ean deseribe. The
merciless barbarism ol he Indian was well un-
derstood by all, and twglarge number of the
ossai Ianh{precluded all iope of escape. A hor-
rible death, or a more cmel captivity, awsited
each one. The savage yall sent a thrill of
terror to every heart; un d for defense,
the people could do nething w save themselves,
and the enemy drenched the wwn with the
blood of their victims; neither gge nor sex es-
caped;- all were subject to the common
doom.

Rey. Sbubael Dummer, who married o
daughter of Edward Rishworth, previounsly of
Wells, eminent for his social virtuea and his
moral and mental culture, was shot down
while mounting his lorse. His wie was
seized and carried into captivity, wher, heart-
broken, in view of the awful massicre, the
murder of her husband, and the frigatfal pros-
pect before her, she soon yielded # the king of
terrors. Those who had reached the garrisons
were saved. But seventy-five of the inhabi-
tants were murdered, and eighty-five taken
captive, With the excepxon of the garrison
houses, the whole vilage was destroyed.
Mm:ir of those who wete cartied away died in
c.aﬁ_t. vity. -

nder the new charterof William and Mary,
which took effect May 4, 1692, Phipps had been
appointed Governor. He felt more deeply the
necessity of adopting thorough measures of de-
fense. t as far as Wells was concerned, we
have been unable to discover any such atten-
tion to the pressing wants of the people as we
should ex; This awful carnage at York,
and the, destructioz=of that village, was fresh
in the minds of the people. ‘The Indians had
disappeared from that town as suddenly as
they had come upon it. No one knew whers
they had gone. At any hounr the awful scene
might be reenacted at Wells. They remems
bered the word of Moxus when he retired
from the contest. of the previous year. They
knew the resolution of thejtribes ,instigated by
the French, to drive all the English into the
sen. No delay in the execution of their threats,
lessened the assurance that the evil day must
come. Government had furnished them with
but a small military force, though they had
now a heroic commander. As to thoge in the
garrison, the question was narrowed down to
life or death; and thHey were nerved up to
whatever work the occasion might require.
Terror did not disarm them, or lead them to
seek personal safety in flight. They buckled
on theirarmor and resolved lo stand fast at
their posts,

Capt. Convers had been assigued to Storer’s
garrison nﬁ;eeah to the request of the people.
But theavhole soldierly under him consisted of
only fifteen men. This was all the reliable
force to which those shut up here could look.
There were, indeed, many magnanimous and
noble men and women among them. Some
had fled there from scenes of carnage in the
East, and wers wrought up to a frenzy agaiust
the relentless fiends who were to come down
upon them. Though 2ot drilled for miliary ser-
vice, when life depended on the issue, they were
ready for any post.

Two sloops, under the command of Capt.
Samuel Storer and James Gooch, had arrived
on the ninth of. June, laden with provisions
and ammuaition. They bad also fourteen ad-
ditional men for the garrison. On the same
day, the cattle came runmning from the pastur-
age from fright, Madockawando, very indis-
creetly had fired npon them. Thus notice was

iven of the approach of the enemy. Capt.

Jonvers gave orders to allin the garrizon and
in the sloops to be on their guard, and made
every preparation for defense. Spies had been
sent forward by the Indians, to make recon-
noisance; and one John Diamond, a passenger
in the vessel, attempting to escape to the fort,
Ka_u seized by them and dragged away by the

alr. .

Soon the enemy, in force, numbering five
hundred, made their appearance. Whether
they emerged from the forests, or came up from
the East in the highway, history gives us no
account, They were under the command of
Portneuf and Laboctee, French Generals, aid-
ed by other French officers aod several Indian
chiefs, This mode of presenting themselves in
face of an enemy, we think was not well suit-
ed to Indian habits of war. We have abun-
dunt evidence that they were of a very coward-
ly !eni})ernmeut. They chose to earry on their
work by wile and stratagem, in small scouts,
and not liking to expose themselves to musket
balls, they would have fought better after their
own fashion. With suoch a force as they had,
the enemy wers sure of success. It is said they
had examined Diamond, and obtaived from
him_all his knowledge of the condition of the
glia:mm aod of the vessels; and to encourage
the Indians, the officers had promised them all
the pillage. Mather says, “ihey fell todividing
persons and jplunder. Such an English cap-
tain should be a slave to such an one; and such
a gentleman should serve sach an one; and bis
wife be a maid of honor to sich or such a
squaw; and Mr. Wheelright, instead of being
a worl.hy councilor as he now is, was to be the
servant oféuch a Netop."” “Gooch’s vessel was
two miles up the river,” says the same author,
“and he wisely bronght her down, undiscerned
to Storer's, by the advantige of a west wind
then prevailing. A careful night they bad on
it."”” One of the enemy’s officers stepped ont in
front and addressed ¢ e soldiers, cnl;ing npon
them fearlessly to enter upon their work, assur-
ing them that victory woulid surely crown,their
eﬁ%rts, snd that all should be theirs, 1t would
gave beena great prize to any of them to se-
cure John Wheelright. He- was the life and
strength of the town. 'These promises izspired
them with a conrage which they had prebably
never manifested before. :

Then with the Indian yell they assailed the
garrison. But all their attempts to force an en-
trance were vain. The brave defenders put in-
to their work their utmost energies, Their
well-aimed guns made havoc in the ranks of
the enemy. Dlather says, ‘‘they kept calling to
surrender, which ours answered with a laugh-
ter with a mortiferous ballet at the end of it.”

At the same time while a portion engaged
the garrison, the rest attacked the vessels.
These lay in & narrow creek where they could
not be moved, and were so situated unoder a
high bank that they could not be boarded,
Mather says, “our sloops were sorely incom-
moded by o turn of the creek, where the enem
could be so near as to throw mnd aboard wit
their hands,” Other accounts make their dis-
tance from them Bi“i yards. They then buile
a breastwork of plank, hay and other articles
near at hand, over which they fired, and one
Indian, with a courage unusual in the natives,
took up a plank or slab and carried it before
him as a shield, when ashot from one of the
sloops, says the author before quoted, “‘went
through the slab and he fell down under it,
with the slab for a tombstone.” They succeed-
ed two or three times in setting the vessels on
fire; but the brave men were on the alert, and
with Iu_ng poles and a mop on the end readily
extinguished the flames.

These stratagems being of uo avail, the ene-
mg attempted another experiment. They built
a breastwork and platform on wheels, on which

several of the men were pushed forward to-
ward the sloops; but when they were within

fitty feet of no vessels, one of the wheels snnk
in themud sud the machine became immova-
ble. One of the Frenchmen jumped off to
ra<e the vheel, and “Stover shot him down.”
Arather stepped out, and “Storer shot him
dewn.” The tide rising,’” says Mather, “‘upset
| their chariot so that the men wWere open to the
sloops, and they got awsy -as fast as they
could.” All their contrivances and maneuvres
Wwere unsuccessful, They continaed their fir-
ing till the close of day, feated in all their
machinations, they called on the Spartan he-
roes to sarrender. But they only responded to
the call by aloud laugh, They had lost none
of their courage, thongh thus assailed by an
almost overwhelming force,

The battle of the first day thus closad with-
out any success on the part of the enemy, ex-
cept the killing of ona man on board the sloops.
Thoungh the Indians knew that the brave de-
feuders on board the vessels were few, they
were probably somewhat embarrassed in their
movements by the contional fear that rein-
Inpr-cmants might come npon them from the
West. Just before they come npon the garri-
son a scout of only six soldiers bad been sent
toward Berwick. These retarning the mnext
Worning suddenly came upon the enemy. The
corporal with great presence of mind and quick-
ness f-l‘_f thought, cried ont, “Captaia Couvers,
doifnrgﬁf??’ roand the hill and these few

For awhile a dead
silence had prevailed all around. Bat they
uow approached ia the full confidence of suc-
cess, much to the terror of some within the
forr. One of the soldiers whose heart fainted
within him at their approach, feeling that it
was impossible for the small company within
to withstand the assaults of the enemy. and
that death must be sure fate of all if they ate
tempted to res ist, ¢alled on Captain Convers to
Convers ‘and you afy @ qean’ wansin '’ wenlisg
cloge and do not fire nuntil yon are sure of exe-
cution.” The assailants marched steadily to-
ward the garrison and gave three hidevus
shouts, while some one called out in Englisb,
*‘Fire and fall in brave boys,” and the whole
at once discharged their guns. Buot the gari-
son returned their fipe with capnon and mas-
kets, The women a¥ this terrible erisis brave-
ly competed with the men in touching off the
canon, handing the ammunition, and doing
whatever wag required, until by the extraordi-
nary exertions of all, male and female, the ene-
my was driven from the ground and abaudoned
the agsanlt npon the garrison, But once more
they directed their forces to the destruction of
the vessels, tryiag & new strategem. They con-
structed o raft about twenty feet square aad
loaded it with combnstible matter, This they
towed down ¢he river as far as they counld safe-
ly venture, ¢t fire to it, and then left it«fo
float down to the sloops. Bat a higher than
human power interfered; ¢he wind chavgad and
blew ths raft on the oppesite shore, aud thus
defeated this well-cenkrived scheme. 1
in all their attempts to induce the garrison to
surrender, or to csptare the vessels, and think-
ing it hazardous to continune the siege longer,
they retreated, doing all the damage in their

The men and women gathered at Wells in
1692 had backbones; with nerves and muscles
trained up by attrition with the adversities of
life, to meet any difficalities or dangers that
might beset them on their earthly pilgrimage.
They had faith in man and faith in , Which
made them strong and fearless in an emergen-
ey, that would have paralyzed most men and
women at the present age. Mather says this
was ‘‘as worthy an action as in our story.” We
feel thas this is a very inadequate deseription
of this memorable conflict. History does not,
record a straggle more worthy of mmtual re-
membrance, Here were five hnn men pit-
ted against seven or eight sailois, on board two
small vessels lying against the shore;
and yet these few men, with an un-
faltering courage, kept this whole army
at bay, defending themselves and their vessels
until the enemy, who bad come upon them
flushed with the certainty of success, wera2
obliged to retire from the contest. There was
scarcely a probability that they could with-
stand the assault for a moment; but calmiy
and numoved by the awful potent, they steod
by their posts and foiled all the artifices of the
ougmy. The vames of those noble men, Gooch
and Storer, shonld never be forgotten by the
townsmen of Wells, We know not who else
on board these vessels, and ‘engaged in this
desperate conflict; but known or nnknown, the
whole crew were more worthy of monumental
remembrance than the thousauds of more
modern times, whese is sanctified in
the hearts of their conntrymen and by memo-
rials outliving the frail human tabernacle.

. Maine in the Centennial.

To the People of the State of Mainc:—The
undersigned, having been appointed by the
President of the United States and the Gover-
nor of Maine, a board to snpervise and care for
the interests of the state in the approaching
Centennial Exposition at Philadelphia, respect-
fully submit to the public the followlng sug-
gestions as pertinent fo the subject.

In 1576, a hundred years will have passed
since the first Congress gave official utterance
to that immortal resolation that “these united
colonies are, and of right ought to be, free and
independent states.””  An act which by iw
boldness and temerity astounded the world,
was through God’s providence crowned with
complete sneeess,  We can never know as they
knew tbe emotions which agitated the losoms
of those whose deeds it is our privilege to ad-
mire and commemorate. The indigoant re-
gentment which blazed with the musketry of

and exaltation which eame from Benningion
and Saratoga—the depression and misery of
Valley Forge—the triumphant raptare of York-
town—these we but faintly imagine.  But our
hearts must swell as we remember that such
scenes were, and that they carried with them
not OIJI{I the fortunes of the immediate actors,
bat of their posterity for all time. Tt becomes
us to give to these men and their great deeds
all the recognition and honor that lies in onr
power. Theirs the task to plant in doubt, in
sorrow and privation—ours the privilege to
harvest in confidence, in gladness and afila-
ence. In the lapse of time the work begun by
our sires fhas been reared by the sons to a
structure surpnssing the wildest dreams of the
men of '76,  To the conguest of arms has been
added the acquisition of new territory, and the
subjogation of the dominion of nature—state
has been added to state and ocean linked with
ocean, until we stand before the world respect-
ed anid feared by the migltiest of its powers,
Can we who are permitted to enjoy the blessed
fruit of the toils of the revolutionary fathers,
who claim from them the lineage of blood aud
the heritage of fame, contemplate all this with-
ont a glow of patriotism aud thrill of honest
pride? Clearly, we ought not to permit the
year 1876 to pass without a recognition which
shall tell to the nations of the earth that we
understand and appreciate our birthright.

The location of the celebration will be at the
city of Philadelphia, where still stands Inde-
pendence Hall, containing the bell that pealed
the notes of freedom to the laud, and where
were initiated the stirring sccnes of the revolu-
tion, The state of Pennsylvaunia and the city
of Philadelphia have made most liberal appro-
priations in_aid of the celebration, In the
magnificent Fairmount Park will be erected the
buildings of the Centenupial, inclading saperior
accommodations for every department of the
exhibition, + Thess buildings will cover forty
acres of ground, will be elegant in_architeetu-
ral design, and combine the best fruits of the
experienca of the managers of similar exposi-
tions in this conntry and Earope. In thisim-
mense space will be displayed the products of
all the nations of the earth. Every state of
our Union will contvibute the best and most
attractive results that its industries afford, and
their sons and daughters will meet face to face
with the greeting of a comwmon nativnality.

Next to the grandeur of the occasion the
magnitade of the undertaking and its now as-
sured sucecess challenge our admiration.  The
spirited and friendly rivalry of the states of
onr Union will be called forth to make the oe-
easion for each worthy of itself. All the di-
versities af our varied climate will be shown
by the productions of each; all the results of
mechanieal skill, of cuun*ng handiwork, of
patient industry, of valuable invention,—all
that makes elezant our homes that contributes
to comfort, that mitigates elimatic extremes,
that increases wealth, that lightens labor or
recompenses toil— will each have its part.

This occasion witl be not only national but
inter-national. All the countries of the world
have been invited to participate, and a very
large number have already signified their ac-
ceptance. Wares from the teeming workshops
of the Old World will be_there displayed. Eng-
land, France, Germany, Belgium, Russia, Ita-
1y and all European countries will be re?re-
sented, as well ns Asia with its famous fab-
rics; South America, Japan, the islands of the
Pacifio nnd Australia.

In this grand celebration the peeple of the
state of Maine are invited and expected to have
their part. As one of the sisterhood of states
that form the glorious Union, we oaght not to
permit the occasion to draw near without prep-
arations for its proper recognition. We have
an intelligent, active and inventi\'o'fopulﬂtlwi
we bave manufactures that nould do credit to
any country in the world; we have uncounted
resources of soil, mine and forest. It needs
only a resolve on the part of those who control
these—a resolution which shall declare that
Maine must be worthy of herself on this great
occasion—to make an exhibit of which every
son and daughter of the Dirigo State s.h:m be
proug. We hope that our people will take
this matter into serious consideration and make
preparations in the coming season for their

ACCORDING to the Chicago Tribune the
Northwest shows a healthier activity in trade
than do New York and the other cities on
the Atlautic coast. The West began to re-
cover from the financial disaster sooner than
any other section of the union, and the jim-
‘provement has been slowly but steadily going
forward. The farmers have -generally re-
ceived remunerative prices for their produets,
the freight charges have boen growing less,
and the people have been pracliclng close
economy.

Accounts of elections to the Yrench
Councils General are from time to time sent
over the wires, but what a Council General
is appears to be but little uonderstood in this
country. France is divided into departments,
the departments into arroudizements, (coun-
Lies ),the arrondizements into cantons(towns)
and the cantons into communes (wards).
At the head of each department is a General
Counoil composed of representatives elected
by each canton. These councils are elected
for six years, onc half the members renew-
able at the end of three. Their function is
exclusively of an administiative character,
The ivitiatiorPof measures belougs entirely
to the Prefect or Governorof the department,
who is appointed by the government, and
they can do little more than approve the
measures pul forth by the central authority.
Under certain circumstances, however, the
influence of those councils may be of great
importance, and the triumph of the Repub-
licaus in the elections may yet bear fruit in
the establishment of a conservative republic.

The young man called with ail
his might, but the engineer heard vothing but
the sound of the storm, and before any warning
could be conveyed to him the engine, Laggage
car and one of the passenger coackes went over
the embankmtnt 50 down into the creek. Tha
rear passenger carts did ot go off the track, it
being blocked up vy the wreck of the foremost
ones.

The engineer, fireman and baggage master of
the train went over with it. bhey were cat
of the rnins after two hours’ hard work, very
dangerously burued and braised, but ure ex-
pected to recover. Several of the passengers
were slightly injared, but none were prevented
from proceeding on tileir joorney.

Cariosities of the Storm.

There were many remarkable circumstances
convected with the storm. It passed through
the town from the sonthwest, commencing at
the Fair Grounds, and making for itself a path
varyivg from 300 to 400 feet in width., In gome
places the strougest and most carefully con-
stracted buildivgs were lifted completely from
their foundations and laid level witﬂ the ground,
Not far from theseold and dilapidated buildings
were left standing, apparcutly unharmed.
The Baptist, Methodist and two other Protest-
ant churches were all situated within a block
of the Catholic chureh, which was recently
erected, and none of them were injared in the
least, while the house of ihe Catholie congrega-
tion was torn to pieces.  Parts of the tin roof,
which covered it, werz blown half & mile into
the country.
Near the church the High School building
was situated. Lt was compleiely destroyed.
causing a loss of $20,000. In the vicinity was
a large boardiug house, the side of which was
blown in and oll the windows broken, A num-
ber of ladies were in the house at the time, but
wone were injured.
After the storm the bomeless families were
taken to the resideaces of more fortunate
friends. About 500 were deprived ot homes,
and it is estimated that the total loss to the
town aud private individuals will reach $300,-
0%. The Memphis and Charleston Railroad
Company lose $20,000.

The storm in that region was accompasied by
thunder, lightning and hail.

On Lake Erie.

Port CoLBURN, Out., - Nov. 24 —Water in
the canal has reached the level of Lake Erie
and the lock gates were thrown open by the
shock of the water passing throngh. This nev-
er happened before in the Wellaud canal, The
water in the harbor has risen six or seven feet.
The storm last night wasone of the most se-
vere ever experienced here. The water dashed
over the piers with such force that 1t was im-
possible to see the lighthouse and the keepers
couldn't get out to light the lamps.

MARBINE ACCIDENT.

The Schooner Water Lily Grounds on
Scarbore Beach—The Captain and Twe
Seamem Drowned.

The storm of Monday proved very severe all
along the coast. The schooner Water Lily, 90
tons burden, hailing from St. Joho, N, B, but
owned in 8t. George, by Mr, Charles MeGee,
wason her way to this barbor loaded with
lumber. When the gale struck the vessel she
was near Wood’s Island. The most of her sail
was taken in, but the sea was rauning so high
that it was almost impossible to manage her.
The captain endeavored to make Wood’s Island
but failed. He then tried to gain Richmond’s
Island but also failed. At this point the cap-
tain attempted to beach the vessel, as the only
way to save her. He managed to steer her be-
hind Shooting Rock, a short distance from
Prout's Neck, and anchored near tbe beach.
He put down two large anchors, but the wind
was blowing so hard they feared she wounld go
ashore. The waves washed the decks of every
thing mmovable, and it was with the utmost
efforts that the captain and erew kept on the
vessel,

As the storm increased the eaptain thought
that the vessel would goto pleces, and that
they had better try and reach (he shore. After
ashort consultation they lowered a boat into
the angry waves and all five—ile captain and
crew, stepped into the boat. Soonjafter leav-
ing the vessel the boat capsizedand the cap-
tain and two seamen were lost. The mate
and one of the crew succeeded in swimming
ashore, and were taken to the house of Charles
Wiggin, where they received the kindest of

1 treatment. The captain’s name is vot known,

but the other two who were lost were McCloud
and MecViear. The mate’s mame is Daniel

Vickery. They all belong in the Provinces,
The captain leaves a wife and four children.
McViear was about 23 vears of age, and un-
married, and McCloud was 17 years of age.

Yesterday morning Mr. Charles Wiggin came
to this city and notified the British Consul of
the disaster, who at once telegraphed to Mr.
McGee at 8t. George. It is reported that the
vessel is water logged, and that at low water
she'touches the Leach. This morning an at-
tempt will be made to get her off, and she will
probably be bronght to this city and taken into
the dry dock to be examined. She is about
four years old, and was considered strong.
