In addi-
tion to the horse cultivator you should
also have a good hand garden cultivator.
A good oue can be bought with four or
five different attachments, for not more
then five dollars. This is very nice to
get up close to small plants, also to mark
out ground for seeds that do not want to
be planted very deep. The garden
should be cultivated after every ralo just
as soon a8 the ground is dry enough to
work. This is the secret of success in
haviog a good garden. Usually when
work is pushiog the farmer, the garden
is neglected uontil the last. The ground
becomes hard, weeds start, the plants
are stunted and the garden never gives
the returns that it should. In the latter
part of the summer a person is apt to
ueglect the gurden and let a weed now
and then go to seed, which will cause an
extra effort the next season.

Work should not cease at any time
during the summer. When preparing
for early vegetables the ground that is
left for later planting should be stirred
or harrowed , a8 this will prevent a
crust forming and will also destroy
weeds, thus making the cultivation easler
later in the season. As soon as the
ground is in the proper condition in the
spring there should be a planting of
pess, beana, beets, radishes, lettuce,
sweet corn, etc. Io ten days or two
weeks there should be apother planting.
By this plan we are enabled to have a
succession of the most delicious vegeta-
bles upon our tables at all times,
throughout the summer months,
with a little forethought and planning
we may extend the time well ioto the
winter.

The farmer has one advantage over hia
city cousin, that is, he can have all the
luxuries the soil will produce without
having to go down loto his pocket and
pay out the money for everything he
places upon his table, or without tsking
much of his time from his regular work,
it he will give his garden a little fore-
thought, and have the work properly
planned. Plant everything long
way of the garden. Have the rows
straight. Cultivate everything at the
right time and it will be & comparative-
Iy easy matter to enjoy what the Creator
will bestow upon those who try to help
themselves. think one of God's best
gifts to man is fruit, and most luscious
of all is the surawberry, yet it is very
strange how many farmers there are who
do not raise this fruit. Strawberries
can be raised in long rows if care is tak-
¢n to plant the ones that have imperfect
blossoms by the side of the ones that
have perfect blossoms, to insure fertiliza-
tion. Or it can be more easily done by
planting several rows, every other row be-
ing & perfect blossoming variety and vice
verss. A good plot should be devoted
to this fruit sod any surplus can be very
readily disposed of. There should also
be u row of raspberries and blackberries,
as they come in succession after straw-
berries. 1o conclusion | will say that if
every farmer will givea little of his time
and thought to s truck and fruit garden,
he will be more thao smply repaid by
the enjoyment, health sod pleasure he
sud his family will derive from it.—
Homestead.

FARM FAGOTS.

Comparatively few farmers visit their
state experiment station with any regu-
larity, snd very many npever do. Some
find it to their interest to visit the sta-
tion at least twice a year, once when
crops are growing and comparisoos may
be made with the farmer-eye, and again
in the winter when the feeding is usually
in progress.—Farm Journal,

Hubbard squashes and others of that
class do not winter well in s damp or
warm cellar. The best place for them ls
a dry room, having a temperalure of
sbout fifty degrees; here they will keep
safely until Aprilor May.—Vick's Maga-
zine.

Beyond all this, they
grow so wild with the horrible gloating
and glut of bloodshed that death alone s
not enough for the dead enemy, but he
needs must be outraged, insulted, mock-
ed when he is dead. Yet all this is
spoken of as glory; it is made so by
drawing s cloak over its horror; and by
being heedless of the dead and heedful
ooly of the survivors. It is the theme
of the descriptive writer, a source of
profit to the contractors, and a summoons
to insensate rejoicing on the part of all
those human parasites who will gladly
reap from others’ sorrows where they
themselves have neither sown nor known
of sorrow or of loss.

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Byron Gordon, the explores,

contribates an article on **Tbe Mysteri-
ous City of Honduras'' to The Century.
The article gives an account of discov-
eries at Copan. Mr. Gordon says:
No regolar burying place has yet
been found at Copan, but a number of
isclated tombs have been explored. The
location of these was strange and unex-
pected—beneath the pavement of court-
yards snd under the foundations of
houses. They consist of small chambers
of very excellent masonry, roofed some-
times by means of the borizontal arch and
sometimes by meanaof alabs of stone rest-
ing on the top of the vertical walls. In
these tombs one and sometimes two in-
terments bad been made. The bodies
bad been lnid at full length upon the
floor. The cerements had long since
moldered away, and the akeletons them-
solves were in & crumbling condition
and give little knowledge of the phys-
ical characteristics of the people; but
one fact of surpassing interest came to
light concerning their private lives—
namely, the custom of adoruing the
front teeth with gems inlaid in the
enamel and by filling. Altbough not all
of the sets of teeth found bad been
treated in this way, there are enough to
show that the practice was general, at
least among the npper classes, for all
the tombs opened, from their associa-
tions with prominent houses, seem to
have belonged to people of rank and for-
tune. The stone used in the inlaying
was a bright green jadeite. A circular
cavity about one-sixteenth of an inch
in diameter waa drilled in the enamel
of each of the two front testh of the up-
per row and inlaid with a little disk of
jadeite, cut to a perfect fit and secured
by means of a bright red cement.

Three Lives Saved.

Suddenly the trio arrived at the Duai
de Ia Marne, where a large crowd bad
collected. A child bad fallen into the
water and was drowning, while its
mother was running up and down, cry-
ing in ngony:

“*Oh, save my child! Who will smve
my child?"’

Fipally a man named Emil Nolle
jumped into the stream and swam out
to the boy.  Incumbered with his cloth-
ing, be was seized in a frautic grasp by
the struggling child, and both were dis-
appearing, to the horror of the specta-
tors, when like a flash of light Dimitn
sprang into the canal. He bad bitten
his rope through.

In two minutes the drowning pair
were at the side of the canal, where
willing bands drew them from the wa-
ter. In the excitement of the work of
resuscitation the bystanders forgot the
dog. When ot last they looked arovnd
for him, bhe had disappeared.  His cap-
tors never saw him again, and there
were three lives saved

Highest Ofce In America.

The power of the speaker of the honse
of representatives bas steadily increansed
from the first congress to the present,
and in its influence ou national iegisla-
tion is believed by many even to exceed
that exerted by the president. Samuel
J. Randall, through whom the influence
of the speaker was ingreased more large-
ly than by any other man in this coun-
try, ouce said: ‘'l came to consider
that the speakership was the highest
office within the reach of American citi-
zens; that it was a grand official sta-
tion, great in the honors which it con-
ferred and still greater iu the ability it
gave to impress on our history and leg-
islation the stamp of truth, fairuess,
justice and right."

Great as are the powers of the speaker
of the house of representatives, and po-
tent for good or evil as are the commit-
teos appointed by him, it is pessimistic
to attribute to either or to both a meas-
ure of power detrimental to the future
weal of the nation. In continuval con-
tact with the people and observant of
the glaring publicity that causes fre-
quent reversals of public opinion, it is
safe to say that future congresses, if
they should initiate legislation of an
objectionable character, would ulti-
mately enact such laws as will har-
monize with the intelligent wishes of
the people and tend to the highest de-
velopment of the republic. —General A.

One Trait of Tankeo Inventions.

A French engineer who bad been on
a tour of inspection in the United States
was not impressed by the big things of
the country. *‘I shall report to my gov-
ernmens,”’ said he, ‘‘that the biggest
things in America are the little things.
The French people are experts in do-
mestio economy and live comfortably
by saving what average families in the
United States throw away. But Amer-
icans are, on the other hand, experts in
industrial economy. They make money
by saving wastage in business and lose
some of it by wastage in domestio econ-
omy. The attention paid to small de-
tails in big works is amazing to me. |
have visited some establishments where
I believe that the profita are made not
in the manufacture proper, but in the
saving of materials and labor by close
attention to details that are with us un
oonsidered trifies.

““For example, I saw a little grind-
stone in operation at a big works auto-
matically sharpening lathe and planer
tools. This machine costs probably as
much as 100 of our ordinary grindstones
cost, but [ see that it automatically
grinds all the tools for 800 high priced
mechanics, and it only works a few
hours each day. The skilled mechanics
in our country frequently stop their rey-
ular work to grind their own tools, and
then they do it imperfectly. In the
United States tools are all accurately
ground to the best shape by the ma-
chine, so that they do more and better
work on this account in a given time. [
believe that that machioe bhas brains—
the brains of the inventor—and it has
no doubt revolutionized work of this
kind in American machine sbhops. This
is but one case out of many that | bave
noted. ''—Invention

Canary Birds,

At a moderate estimate 400,600
change hands every year in the United
Kingdom alone, the value of them be-
ing aboat £100,000. Of the total nuin-
ber of cavaries sold by British dealers
100,000 at least are "‘made in Ger-
many, "’ for it would seem that the very
air of England is so ennmored of free-
dom that, while its native wild birds
are the finest singers in the wgrld, Ger-
man canaries far outmatch English ca-
naries for beauty aund persistency of
song. I bave often heard German cana-
ries continoe a single trill for a mivute
and a quarter, and [ bave been told of
one whose trill lasted for two minutes
and bad at least 20 changes of npote in
it. This bird was sold for £10. Chiefly
bred in the Tyrol, round the Hartz
mountains and in Thuringia, by weav-
ers and shoemakers, the German  birds
are collected in Aogust and Septemover
by the dealers and begin to arrive in
England in Uctober.

But few of the very best birds come
to England, and when they do it is gen
erally as Lirds of passage. In the earlier
part of the scason the usual retail priee
is from 6 to 10 shillings per bird, ac
cording to the quality of the soug, thoss
prices risiug 50 per cent by the end of
the year. It is seldom that the finest
songster is thought to be worth more
than 30 shillings by the commercial
Englishman.  Consequently the very
fine birds are either bought by German
birdkeepers or sent to the United States
where they readily bring from §20 ¢
240 ench. The average price for the
birds in Germauy is & shillings per
pair. —Good Words.

needed in the cake. Thus—flour, sugar,
butter, eggs, milk extract, baking pow-
der, etc.

A standard measuring cup, such as the
Boston measuring glass, is a necessity,
as only by its use can exact quantities
be determined, and upon this exactness
the success of a cake largely dependa.
This is an improved measure of floest
quality of crystal glass, and the quantity
in the glass can readily be seen.

Whites of six e‘hp. one and one-half
cupfuls of sugar, half a cupful of butter,
half & cupful of milk, two cupfuls of
pastry flour (before measuring), favor-
ing, two rounded teaspoonfuls of bak-
lng powder. Sift the flour five times
after measuring and set aside. Next,
sift the sugar. Measure the butter push-
ing down in cup so that there will bea
solid half cupful. Whash and beat butter
tos cream. Beat whites of the eggs.
There are two ways of mixing this cake,
each good. 1 give both of them.

FIRST METHOD,

Beat the whites light, but not dry, mix
the sugar in gradually, stirring con-
stantly. Next beat in the creamed butter
until of even color and texture, then the
flour and milk not allowing the batter to
become uneven. This may be avolded
by adding a little milk and & little flour
alternately, until all is used. The flavor-
ing can now be added. Three-quarters
of & teaspoonful of vanilla snd ten
drops of slmond Is & pleasing combina-
tion. Last and slone add two rounded
teaspoonfuls of baking powder.

SECOND METHOD.

Cream the butter and then add the
sugar and cream again until very light.
Next add the milk and flour alternately,
and then the whites of the eggs beaten
very light.  Next the flavoring and last
the baking powder.

The oven must be right or the cake
will be a failure even yet. If the hand
can be held in it until forty-two can be
counted slowly it is right.

It not quite sure of the oven a little
trv-cake can be baked in a patty pan. If
right, divide the batter between twn
layer pans. When a broom straw run
into the cake comes out clean it is done.

This should be in sbout twenty-five
minutes. When cool it is ready for the
filling snd icing.

The following iz always acceptable if
plaln : To two cupfuls granulated sugar
add ten tablespoonfuis of boiling water
and atir until dissolved, but no longer.
While the sugar and water are boiling
beat the whites of two eggs to a dry
froth, and when the syrup will spin a
thread when held in a current of air

ur over the beaten eggs rery, very slow-

v, almost spoonful by spoonful, beating

all the time, and when well mixed take
the wire egg beater, and beat until
smooth, glossy and cool. Use a gener-
ous half for the filling, and ice the top
and sides with the remainder.

When this primary work, so to speak,
in cake making is well mastered more
elaborate flling may be tried.—FEx-
change.

RECIPES.
FILLING FOR MOCK MINCE PIES.

Simmer together for ten minutes one
capful of chopped and seeded raisins and
a cupful of hot water ; add one cupful of
molasses and one tablespoontul of butter
and set aside until cold. Add one-quar-
ter of & teaspoonful of salt, ground
spices to taste, two cupfuls of sugar,
two-thirds of a cupful of vinegar, four
milk crackers rolled fine, and the juice
and grated rind of one lemon. Putat
once in a crust and bake in a moderate
oven.

VEGETABRLE sOUP.

Any one who has ever made & Scotch
vegetable soup after Betty's recipe will
wish to make it again. To three or four
quarts of stock the proportion of vege-
tables is one-half of a piot of each, car-
rots, cabbages, onlons, potatoes, turnips,
all finely chopped, nntr a flavoring of
thyme. To these must be added one-half
of s pint of pear]l barley, which should
be allowed to come to a boil in a pint of
cold water, then added to the .ml:.

DELICIOUS FRICASSEED CHICKEN

is prepared thus: Cut up the chicken
and boil with a slice or two of pork in
sufficient water until quite tender. Fry
two or three slices of pork, when cooked
a little, drain the chicken and fry with
the pork until quite brown. Then take
the chicken and pork out and pour the
broth into the frying-pan with the pork
fat, making a gravy thickened with
flour; season well with butter, salt and
pepper, and put the chicken into the
gravy for a few minutes to reheat.

POTATO SALAD.

A delicious and inexpensive potato
salad for supper is made thus: Catin
cubes cold, boiled potatoes, place a
layer of potatoes in the salad bowl, then
pour over it the following mayonnaise
dressing (to which has been added one
small onion chopped very flne); add
another layer of potatoes, then another
Isyer of dressing, until the dish is fall.

COOKED MAYONNAISE DRESSING.

Add the well-beaten yolks of three
eggs to five tablespoonfuls of boiling
vinegar. Cook in an earthen bowl, set
in a pan of boiling water, until stiff, be-
ing careful to stir clean from the sides
of the bowl while cooking. Remove
from the fire, add four ounces of butter,
and stir until cool and perfectly mixed.
When quite cool, season to taste with
salt, pepper, mustard, and thin with
aweet cream to the required consistency
(do not add onion, except for potato
salad). Oll may be used in place of
cream. This dressing will keep for sev-
g&hyn. It is excellent for chicken

Haits and Where to Find Them.

Frogs are most plentiful on the
shorea of ponds and streams filled with
plant growth and in low moist places
in meadows In searching for them in
grass wait till you see one jump, then
catch it in your hands They are not so
easily got from the shores, as they
are apt to take to the water at the first
alarm.

Crabs are usually found under stones
along the shores of & stream or pond,
and in some localities in low moist
places in grass landa Seize the crab
back of the pinchers and it cannot nip
you.

Dobsons are only found ander mossy
stones in swift ruoning waters. They
are of a dark gray color, have man)
legs, and when fully grown are about
three inches long. The head is shield
shaped and armed with good stont pin-
cers, so handle the dobson as you wouald
a crab. The best way to get a supply of
dobsons is to have some one hold one
edge of a fine mesbed net on the bot-
tom of the stream, while you turn over
the stones above the net with a hoe.
The dobsons, loosing their hold on the
bottom, will be carried by the current
into the net. Put frogs, crabs and dob-
sons into a pail with plenty of grass and
some water, If you are to keep them for
some time, change the water occasion-
ally.

(irubs are excellent bait for trout ear-
ly in the season. They are found in par-
tinlly decayed tree trunks, stumps and
old timbers left in moist places. Cut
into the wood with an ax, and if you
find it full of holes of the size of a lead
pencil knock it to pieces and pick out
the grubs. Put them in a tin bait box
with some of the rotten wood you found
them in.—Hurper's Round Table.

**The finest French laces are made in
Normandy, the cheaper ones come from
the Auvergne, which was the first
French provinoe to produce pillow lace.
Bayeux, with ber tributary surround-
ingn, is the largest and best producer of
black lnces. Her chantilly is par ex-
cellence the finest ever made, Cnen is
also a center for black laces. Normandy
produces good black and white blonds
Guipures are made in the Auvergne, bat
the finest ccdve from the Vosges. Mire-
court furnishes fine point and pillow lace.
Brussels furnishes most of the Belgisn
necdle points, though east Flanders,
Brabant and Hainault now supply large
quantities. The old laces for which
Binche, Bruges and Flanders were once
80 celebrated are no longer the mode,
though still much prized by connois-
seurs. This is also troe of malines, or
mechlir, lace and valenciennes, though
the latter is returning to favor. Bruges
makes a round mesh valenciennes, not so
beautiful as the lozenge ground, and
coarser qualities come from Courtrai
and different parts of Flanders. Lille
and Valenciennes formerly belonged to
the Netherlands, which accounts for
their early proficiency in lacemaking.

She is the birthplace of fashions and
novelties and dictates lace designs, kevp-
ing alive emulation and rewarding merit
through her Society of Decorative Arts
To France must be accorded the palm
for black laces, while Belgium may
claim it for the vaporous fineness of her
points, nothing equaling in ethereal del-
icacy her famous point de gaze.'

Nervous Prostration.

Dr. J. Curtis Webb, an eminent Eng-
lish physician, recently lectured on this
subject. The lecturer said that hysteria
was a symptom of nerve exhuustion and
was o state in which the ideas control-
led the body and prodoced morbid
changes in its functions. If allowed to
go on uninterropted, nervous exhaustion
and breakdown followed.  The seeds of
this really terrible disease were in 99
cases out of 100 sown and watercd dor-
ing the period of education and training
of girls at and after a eritical pericd of
life. Such cases were more frequent
since the introduction of the system of
higher education of women, for the ad-
vocates of this made the great mistake
of nssuming that there was no real dif-
ference between girls and boys between
the ages of 14 and 21, He mentioned
the frequent occurrence of cases of
anmema and breakdown among girls and
attributed this to excessive mental work
and the lack of healthy exercise.

He advocated golf, cycling, lawn ten-
nis and other games as & preventive and
corrective and insisted upon the neces-
sity for regular indulgence in physical
exercise. It was not work which hurt,
but perseverance in work after pature
bad held out ber danger signals in the
shape of constant lassitude, loss of ap-
petite and irregularity of functions
Nervous exbaustion sometimes occurred
as a result of excessive physical exer-
cise, and among middle aged ladies as a
result of worry. The remedy in the lat-
ter case was to live easier and according
torule. The complaint was also met
with in young children and was in these
cases generally due to the forcing of
mental faculties or coastant scolding
and nagging.

An Estimate of Heary George.

Henry George had all the populm
gifts of the American orator and jour-
palist, with something more. Bincerity
rang out of every utterance. Sparing in
book knowledge, he had hammered out
his thoughts upon the forge of personal
experience and showed them bot from
the bammer, rude and unfinished in
form. For this very reason ‘' Progress
and Poverty,'' a stumbling block to re-
sponsible politicians, to the economic
professor foolishness, struck the common
miod of the thinking people with con-
vincing sud dramatio force. The infla-
evce of this first book of serious eco-
pomic import which ever reached the
outer circle of the English readiog pub-
lie is not to be slighted. It is a matter
of deep significance that such a book
should bave reacbed a circulation of far
upward of 100,000 copies. Upoun the
pressure of the early popularity of bis
book Henry George threw the weight of
his present personality, and bis great
gifts as orator and debater secured his
influence and widely advertised his doe-
trives at a time particularly favorable
to their reception.—Fortnightly Re-
view.
