THE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD.

Asparagus Beds.

Whether there is but one, or whether
there are many varieties of asparagus, is a
question which has been discussed the past
few years. Some contend that there is; that
they are larger than others; and that these
will réproduce themselves from seed. Others
say this is impossi

ible on account of the uni-
sexuality of each individual plant, and that
large asparagus is wholly the result of good
culture,

Thisis one of those questions which each
will decide for himself in his own way; it is
enough for us to say that we have seen aspar-
agus years and years ago, long before any
new and superior varieties were talked of,
that was quite as large as any now grown,
let them be “new” or *‘old,” as the case may
be. With good culture as us may be
had good enough for anybody, without caring
m!li? hfgr wg::dmiety it ls.m Bl

'0 have asparagus the ts sho
not be crowded too closely together. Those
who have it extra large give each plant two
or even three feet square to itself; indeed, it
is whispered that this is the s2cret of pminc-
tion of the extra large new varieties. For
general culture in gardens, however, no one
thinks of puting them so wide apart, makes
the most of the ground and looks to warming
for difference. soon as possible after the
stalks have become brown they are cleared
away, and on the surface two or three inches
of manure—well-rotted manure— is put, cov-
ering the whole bed. This remains all win-
ter, and very early in the spring this is forked
in, The shoots which spring up through
this rich earth is quite as fine as the most
fastidious would care for, even when the
planis are in one thick mass together. Gen-
erally the brown stalks are left as litter all
winter, and when the beds are manured at
all it Is in the spring. But it is found best to
put the manure on in the fall, not merely for
the sake of appearance, but thal the plants
seems to be all the stronger for the fall ‘appli-
cation. Those who have tried this fall-cover-
ing believe further that as so treated
comes up earlier in the spring. Perhaps it
may. The frost would hardly penetrate so
deep, and there would thus be less to thaw
out; and then it is supposed that a dark soil,
which manure tends to create, attracts heat
more Lhan a light soil does, and so a manured
bed would warm up earlier in the  spring.—
Germantown Telegraph,

Rotation n Preventive agaiust Insects.

Everg kind of crop has its peculiar insects
which feed on it, in the different stages of
its growth. Some attack the roots, as the
wire-worm, etc.; some the young leaves as
they appear above ground, as the cut-worm,
the turnip fly, etc.; some the stems, asthe
Hessian fly, ete. ; some the leaves, as the to-
bacco worm, the Colorado beetle; and some
the grain, as the wheat ﬂg, etc.

Many of these insects deposit their eggs in
the ground, and from these proceed, in eourse
of time, after their regular transformations,
insects and worms that feed on each particu-
lar kind of crop. As long as the repetition
of the same kind of crop takes place, the new
generation of injurious insects find their fa-
vorite food, and increase and multiply until
they become s0 numerous that leomlgenble
part of the crop is destroyed by them.

If, instead of a repetition of the same kind
of crop, a five or six course rotatioais fol-
lowed, the destructive insects, being deprived
of their favorite food for five or six years in
sTu:et;ulon, some become gmll’ly ddi ished,

amaorpupam%mnl estroyed b
the working of the soil, and the perfect iu{
secta from other loecalities are tatht by in-
sects to seek more favorable places for depos-
iting their eﬁ.‘

1t is true that the wire worm and the cut-
worm feed on a variely of the cultivated
crops, and it may.be thought that a rotation
would not have the effect of banishing them,
but this is the exception and notthe rule.
Evyery gardener knows that in a small garden
it is v ery difficult to keep the crops free from
injurious insects, The reason is that, al-
though rotation may be followed, the crops
cannot be removed to a sufficient distance
from the place which they ocecupied the pre-
vious year, and they are not beyond the
reach of the insects. It is evident that in
field or garden the farther any kind ot crop is
sown from the place a similar crop occupied
the previous year, the better will be its
chance of escaping from the peenliar insects
which prey on it.— Western Rural.

EBuckwheats and Hew te Make Them.

Buckwheat cake, properly made and of
suitable in ients, isnot only a very harmn-
less little circalar institutio n when decentl
and rightly dressed, but a very excellent aus
healthful adjunct to the morning meal for five
or six months of the dyear as well. I wounld
uot, however, and do not, make them from
buckwheat alone. for the simple reason that
they are not so good by half, Jeaving the ques-
tion of hygiene out of the account. My cakes
are made of buckwheat flour, Graham flonr
from white wheat, and wheat middlings equal
parts, or the two former in equal portions,
and I am of the opinion that no other combi-
natiou of Eralu or meals now known can
surpass this for the intended, A lit-
tle oatmeal in place of the middlings does well
bat is not so good. We think our cakes are
always good when they have had proper at-
tention and I will submit the formula to your
readers for confirmation. Always mix in a
covered earthen jar with suitable spout for,
and never in tin. Mix at bed time one quart
of the flour and in the rtion above men-
tioned; three tablespoonfuls soft yeast; a tea-
spoonful salt; sufficient buttermilk or other
sour milk to make a rather thiek batter. Let
this stand in a moderateély warmn place until
morning, and when wanted for use, thin
slightly with cold water, add a teaspoonful
saleratus or soda, and bake immediately
over a brisk fire to Aunt Chloe’s *
wn,” and serve pretty warm, with the
baking heat slightly diminished, and by no
means steam them under a tin, and wait till
all are baked before eating, as is frequentl
recommended. Then If a little gravy is rel-
ished as!a dressing no harm will ensue, if prop-
erly made, but there iz a vast difference be-
tween lard oil and a juicy meat gravy. If
syrup is used, pures drips, or better still
maple syrup if obtainable should be used, and
not sulphuric “golden drips,” which has
recently found its way into the market and
is poisonous. When the batter Is once started
as above, and cakes each morning, all
you have to do is to leave a small ion ot
the batter each time, let it stand over night as
before, and add the necessary flour, milk and
saleratus in the morning, and the trick goes

It will be the more un-
pleasant to them because they saw unnum-
bered barrels of whiskey in the proceeds,
arising from the sale of timber and the lease of
mines.

ENGLAXND is paying off its national debt at
a rate that cannot be very oppressive to the
tax-payer. The Chancellor of the Exchequer
has officially announced that the sum of $ 2,
315,215, being one fourth of the surplus of
income over expenditure in the year ending
July 30th, is ready to be handed over to the
National Debt Commissioners, to be by them
applied to the reduction of the debt. As this
is the second payment of this nature made
for this purpose there seems to be no immedi-
ate prospect of the extingnishment of the
debt.

THAT the opening of the new route to
New York by the way of Worcester is a mat-

This time the
Duchy of Brunswick farnishes the dish.
The present Duke is the last of his liae, and
with his death the ducal house of Brunswick
becomes extinct. He is a bachelor and is
now in his sixty-ninth year. By Lreaty it is
provided that the German Emperor shall
nominate the regent upon the death of the
Duke. It will then be found very easy for
Prussia-to absorb Lhe little country, regent
and all. The people are getting alarmed at
the prospect and are endeavo.ing to persuade
the Duke to marry., A daughter of the ex-
King of Hanover is the unfortunate woman
named in connection with the match.

More and more the conviction
is being forced home, that we are a’ a crisis
in the history of the Republican party and
that we must choose whether to permit the
plans of the spoilsmen to be carried to frui-
tion at the expense of the continued ascen-
dency of the party, or tomake the general
aud vigorous exertion required to save it.
There are indications in all directions of an
awakening of the people to the importance
of wise action at this critical juncture, and
the gentry who assume that they have “‘got"”
a majority of the legislature are likely to be
astonished by finding members exercising an
independent and unfettered judgment respect
ing their action on this important question.

Ox Sunday Mr. Beecher took occasion to
express his views on a proper observance of
Sanday. Asa day of rest from labor he re-
garded it as the first stage of a higher devel-
opment. The merey of it is greater than any
man can measure. The restof the bodyis a
social elucation. It gives us one day of the
week for social development. Social develop-
ment is one of the best things to go to church
for,if men only knew it. Men should go into
the parks, even after attending service on
Sunday, it that is the best they can do with
themselves. In regard to theatres and con-
certs on Sunday, Mr. Beecher saw no good
ground on which to restrain them, as people
have the right to observe Sunday their own
way. Butunless there is elevating force in
them they should not be encouraged. In
conclusion Mr. Beecher said: ““As I under-
stand them (concerts and theatres) their in-
fluence is not in that direction. Young men
are not elevated or improved by it. If it could
be shown it had that effect upon them or a
hallowing influence on families, I should say,
let them have it.” During his dicourse he
sketched the restraints of a Puritan Sunday
in what he called *a fat saint’s household.”
“Now blessed are they,” he said, ““who shall
lift a poor man out of such harness as this."

Route.

The Reception at Worces*
ter.

A Pienty of Dinner and a Plenty of
Speeches.

[Special to the Press,]

WoRCESTER, Dec. 1.—This morning, at 7%
o'clock,onr train rolled out of the Grand Trunk
depot, amid the cheers of the people on the
platform and the sound of exploding torpe-
does, driving across the Marginal Way to the
Portland and Rochester depot. At that station
the number of passengers]was largely increased.
At 8 o'clock the train started, having on board
about seventy-five gentlemen, representing the
City Government, Board of Trade, together
with public officers and of the difterent railroad
and steamboat lines centering in the city, At
the different stations along the road the num-
ber was augmented by prominent citizens, It
was a very jovial party and when at Rochester
a car was attached to the train, wherein was
spread a substantial lanch, sent down as a
compliment by the citizens of Worcester, the
spirits of the company rose and they proceeded
to that car and gave thanks.

The ride was very pleasant. The road was
found to be in good condition, the cars good,
the company pleasant and good fellowship the
orderof the day. After a six hours ride the
train arrived at Worcester, where the party
disembarked and were received by Mayor Davis
and members of the City Government of this
city. The party at ooce took carriages and
were driven about the city for two hours, get-
ting a good view of the good streets, large and
commodious workshops and elegant residences,

Arriving at the Bay State House at 4 o’clock,
the party disembarked and began preparing for
the banquet. While this was going on a quiet
reception was being held in No. 16, where gen-
tlemen from the two cities were introdcced to
each other and exchanged courtesies. At half-
past five the line of march was taken up for
the dining hall, where the feast was spread.
Four tables run the whole length of the hall
along which the mingled citizens of Worcester
and Portland were seated, while at the head of
the hall sat Mayor Davis, at his left ex-Gov.
Alex. Bullock, and at his right Mayor Wescott
of Portlaud, and on either side of these Hon,
George W. Woodman ef the Portland Board
of Trade, and H. L. Moen of the Worcester
Board of Trade. Close attention was paid to
the dinner for an hour and then Mayor Davis
called the company to ordar. His speech or
welcome was eloquent and hearty, and was re-
sponded to by Mayor Wescott. He was [ol-

Col, Waters of Groton,a director of the Wor-
cester & Nashua road, spoke of the inception
of the new road aud its progress.

Hon. Geo. W. Woodman then followed with
a plea for Portland.

Gen. 8. J. Anderson made one of his elo-
quent speeches, alluding to the early struggles
of the Portland & Rochester and to the father-
ly care of the Hon. Chas, Q. Clapp, who did so
much for the road, aod closed with hoping
soou to see the Worcester people in Portland.
Mr. Lincoln, Vice President of the Boston &
Albany railroad, was the naxt speaker, who
said that his road had nothing but kind wishes
for the new enterprise.

Hon. W. W. Thomas of Portland, Chas. A.
Sweet of Buffalo, A. H. Dunlap of Nashua,
Wm. D. Hilton, late of the Providence & Wor-
cester railroad, N. D. Whitehouse of Roches-
ter, and others made short speeches.

As a whole the exercises were of the most
gratifying character,and thy friendships formed
can but result in the mutual good of the two
cities and the towns all along the line.

The City Government of Worcester and the
Board of Trade spared no efforts to make the
excursion a pleasant one to their guests. The
supper was an elegant affair. At one end of the
dining hall the word Portlaud was ingcribed in
evergreen letters, and at the other, Worcester.
The exercises closed at about 8 o’clock, and the
return train left the city at 8} o'clock. A large
namber staid ever.

Bavings Bank in Trouble.

Coxcorp, Dec. 1 —The trustees of the Con-
cord Bavings Bank suspended payment this
morning, and a petition was presented to Judge
Smith of the Superior Courtand the Bank
Commissioners, setting forth that the large and
continued call of depositors for their funds,
thereby forcing the sale of the bavk’s securi-
ties at a great depreciation, in he present
depressed money market, tends to reduce its
asggets in such a manner as eventually to sab-
ject the remaining depositors to actual loss, and
praying the court to appraise, fix and determine
the amount of such loss and the present market
value of said assets, and reduce the deposit ac-
count of each of said depositors so as to equit-
ably divide the last amount to said depositors.
The run upon the bank has been heavy, some
$600,000 having been drawn in the past few
months, reducing the deposits from $1,550,000
to $950,000, and with every prospect of a con-
tinuance of this ramn, the trustees have taken
this action, believing it to be for the best inter-
ests of the depositors,

WASHINGTON.

Newspaper Postage.

WasHINGgTON, Dec. 1.—The commissioners
appointed by the Postmaster General to pre-
pare instructions to the postmasters concerning
the law requiring the Dra_m{ment of postage on
newspapers and periodicals after the first of
Jauunary next, have performed that duty, They
recommend that instead of placing stamps on
separate periodicals or papers, or on packages
containing them according to weight, the forms
as already printed show a current account with
the publishers, and after the printed matter is
weighed the requisite amountof stamps be
pasted, in tbe form of a receipt given to the
publisher or his agent at the time of mailing,
the credit and receipt having a corresponding
number, somewhat after the manuer of a check
book.

M.C.M. A, COURSE.

Lecture by Hon. George T. Davis.

The first lecture of the Main: Charitable
Mechanics’ Association course was delivered
last eveniag at their hall, by Hon. George T.
I'avis.  Notwithstanding the severe storm the
hall was filled and a large number who were
anxious to hear lecture, stood up in the entry
throughout the whole lecture, Mr. Davis
chose as his subject *“The Uncertainties of the
Law.” Dauring the delivery the audience often
showed their appreciation by hearty applause.
The andience was largely composed of mem-
bers of the legal profession,

Mr, Davis said that if there was uncertainty
in the law, the same thing could be truly said
of all subjects of human inguniry or knowl-
edge; and he referred to the disputes arising
from the discovery of Leverrier's planet, and
from the rectification of the Julian calendar by
Pope Gregory, as illustrative of the difficulty
of establishing the truth even in the most defi-
nite of all sclences.

He said that tbe use of technical expressions
in Jaw had often been objected to as calculated
to confuse the common mind and make the ob-
taining of justice difficult and uncertain. He
cited the case of erroneous pleading by which
Bryant was driven in disgust from the bar, as
a case where justice was certainly defeated by
technicality ; but he claimed that in every de-
partment of human knowledge, medicine, the-
ology, mathematics, military, navigation, it
was found necessary to use techunical terms to
ensure precision.

He stated a number of reasons why the re-
sults of law must always, to a considerable ex-
tent, be fluctuating and uncertain; that the
courts were called upon to construe phrases
used by unlearned men and men of confused
minds; that though nature might elude re-
search she would not try to mislead it, while
courts and juries are often called upon to grope
among difficulties interposed by fraud; that
many lines of decision of a puablic character
might be and had been changed in consequence
of public exigency or a change of public opinion
in an opposite direction; and he cited various
instances in confirmation of this view—the case
of the Trent, the dealing of our government
with privateersmen, the judicial legislation io
the Dred Scott case. He also spoke of the trial by
jury as an essential bulwark against the tyran-
ny of despotisms or of majorities, but as not
calculated toensure the greatest certainty or cel-
erity in the transaction of the ordinary business
ofthe courts. He spoke of Judge Curtis’ dis-
senting opinion in the Dred Scott case, and also
of the life, character, and death of that great
jurist, and dealt upon the essential lines of dif
ference between the services which the great
lawyer might render to his country and those
which might be rendered by a statesman like
Lincoln. The lecture closed with some personal
recollections of Mr. Lincoln and of the period
of which he was the central figure.

Business Notes.

Eli Plammer and sons have freighted in
their canal boats to Sebago Lake Station this
fall, over 19,000 boxes of sweet corn from the
Bridgton corn factory, and between 8,000 and
9,000 boxes from the Naples factory.

The long drouth has made the water very low
‘in the streams and ponds at Harrison. The
Harrison wire works have been compelied to
shut down entirely on account of water, Rick-
er & Sons are more fortunate, having a steam
engine with which they drive their machinery
when water is low.

Among the industries of Bowdoinham, Mr.
Berry, of the firm of Berry, Son & Co., runs
the steam mill which turns out about §$125,090
worth of lumber annually, aud does not ope-
rate during the winter months. Merrow &
Rideout, the past season, built a bark of 750

tons, a fine vessel. Kendall & Soas, with a

tide mill, grind yearly about 100 tons of plas-
ter, and 50 tons of feldspar. Mr. Higgins man-
ufactures annually about $10,000 worth of ci-
gars. Mr, North furnishes tin ware for two
peddling carts, Car & Crocker runa coat fac-
tory during the winter months which gives em-
ployment to quite a number of ladies at their
homes.

The lumbermen in the vicinity of Skowhe-
gan are very busy at the present time fitting
out teams for the woods, to convey men and
provisions, and it is generally understood that
an unusual amount of lumber is to be cat on
the streams which flow into the upper Kenne-
bec, this winter.

The factory building at Skowhegan is fast
approaching completion, and will soon be
ready for the machinery. The mysterious dis-
appearance of Mr. Fairgraves has somewhat
retarded the work, but 1t 18 now being pushed
rapidly forward, and in the event of his where-
abouts not being discovered other parties stand
ready to put in the maochinery and fulfill his
his part of the contract, so that the interests of
this place will not suffer.

Bkowhegan was once the great potato depot
of Bomerset county, but now scarcely any po-
tatoes are brought there, owing no doubt to the
SBomerset railroad which draws the farmersto
Norridgewock and Madison. Buat Skowhegan
has the county buildings and the prospect of a
factory, and is jubilant.

The Madison Slate Company are doing a
thriving business, the offize of the manager
Mr. T. H Dinsmore, being at Skowhegan,
The Mayfield Slate works have a factory for
martleizing their slate there, which is, tuining
ont some very fine work.

The Mechanic Falls shoe factory is about
starting up azain.

About thirty tons of broom-corn per year are
used by the Lewiston Broom Co.

Mr. C. M. Bailey has bought the carpet fac-
tories of Moses Bailey at Baileyville, and com-
menced manufacturing oil cloth carpets there
the 30th. As some fifty men will be employed
there, it will be of much benefit to that com-
munity; it will also furnish a market for woodg
thas giving the farmers something to do during
the winter months. The shops there have been
idle now for about ons month.

Berry & Co’s Inmber mill, and Kendall's
grain, feldspar and plaster mills at Bowdoin-
ham are ronoing on full time, and it is said
are doing a thrniving business, notwithstanding
the pressure in their line of business. Lyman
Tripp Las built on Main street, a two story car-
riage shop and is operating successfully in that
line of business,

A shoe mapufacturer in Lynn, Mass., who
now employs 340 workmen, has propused to
certain citizens of Skowhegan, that if they
will erect a building snitable for his business,
he will move there aud rent it for the next ten
years, and bind himself to buy it at the end of
that time, provided the town will exempt his
property from taxation during the ten years,

We learn: that several “solid men” in Phila-
delphia bave pnrchased the extensive granite
quarry at East Bluehill, in which D. B, Rick-
er of this city is largely interested; and intend
to do a large business in quarrying granite for
Philadelphia and other markets. The compa-
ny which has purchased tke guarry proposes to
begin at once the erection of more boarding
hounses and other buildings for the business,
and be prepared to work several hundred men
the coming year.

The lumbermen from Phillips are now mak-
ing their way into the Lake regions to com=
mence their winter’s operations. Mr, Abner
Toothacre is expecting to pat in some eight or
ten millions and other partics as much moie,
Bnow is from 10 to 15 inches deep. The
streams are very low,but there was an abundant
rain Sunday, the 20th.

Potatoes are
werth from 40 to 50 cents per bushel and find a
ready market at Farmington Hill, the terminus
of the Androscoggiu branch of the M. C. R. R.
Wool skins are bringing a high price and the
farmers are realizing @ fair return from their
“flocks and herds'’ the present season,

8. D. Warren & Co.,, of Camberland Mills,
have just completed two large two story brick
buildings, The two buildings are virtually one,
as ons roof covers them, with an archway be-
neath. The first floor will probably be used
for s machine shop and other kinds of busi-
ness. It is proposed to build an iron bridge to
connect the new establishment with the mills
on the other side of the river.

FirstSession of the Forty=Third Congress.

[GENERAL NAaTURE—NO 76.]

An act for the better government of the United
States.

Beit enacted by the Senate and House of Rep-
resentatives of the United States of America in
Congress assembled, That on and after the pas-
sage of this act, any officer of the Navy who
may be promoted in course to fill a vacancy in
the next higher grade shall be entitled to the

v of the grade to which promoted from the
H:l.e he takes rank therein, if it be subsequent
to the vacancy he is appointed to fill.
