His busy little brain is all at 
sixes and sevens about cause and effect, right 
and wrong, sin and suffering. “Ann,” says 
he, in strolling two hours after dinner from 
which he was missing,'“Ann, have I had ray 
dinner?” 

But Ann is non-committal,and says, “How 
should I know whether you have had your 
dinner or not?” 

“Was I at the table, Ann?” 
“No, I did not see you at the table?” 
“Thea of course I have not had my din- 

ner.” 
Would you vex this acute little reasoner by 

forbidding him the dinner he forcot to coire 

home to, and cannot even now tell whether 
he has eaten except by external testimony 
and abstract argument? We take no note ot 
time but from its loss, and he never loses any. 
Play is his driving aiidjthriving business. 
School ho stoops to, the sturdy old-fashioned 
school of book, and study and recess, but the 
city kinder-gartcn is an aoominatiou to his 
eyes, “Can’t I tell Miss Kindergarten”— 
this he always call his teacher, whining most 
piteously. “Can’t I tell Miss Kindergarten 
you want her to let me to come home when I 
feel feeble?” and evidently ho has at this 
moment an overmastering attack of feeble- 
ness. 

The mature male heart is easily imposed 
upon.

T1IE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD. 

Tlic failure of faviniug. 
It is worthy of remark that at the present 

time the price of flour ranges from $4 to $15 
per barrel, according to some Philadelphia 
quotations; and this is as low as in the most 
prosperous times before the war. Yet the 
most of what the farmer uses, at a lair av- 
erage, costs one-third more. One would sup- 
pose that with this comparative cheapness of 

i food there would be prosperity among the op- ! erative and laboring classes. This has gener- 
ally been the case in other parts of the world. 
Cheap food and (air times have generally 
gone together. We may therefore, look to 
the cause of the depression of the past year to 
some exceptional cause, not coming under 
the head of general rule, and this will proba- 
bly be found in the tendency of all people, 
rich and poor alike, to live beyond their 
means during the war. They were living on 
debt rather than on actual wealth; on what 
they were to pay, rather than on what they 
had earned; and now as we are year by year 

approaching a solid state of things, it is hard 
to realize the difference. There are many, 
howeyer, who do, and they do not buy; and 
others are compelled to shorten their pur- 
chases, because they have already spent all; 
and these things always tell on the market 
for agricultural prodace. One would sup- 
pose that people must in any event, have 
something to eat; but it is universal experi- 
ence that dull times do seriously affect the 
sale of farm crops. 

Still the question remains why flour should 
be so very low in comparison with all other 
stocks ? We suppose it must be owing to the 
introduction of improved machinery which 
tire war made it necessary to invent. This 
did away with an immense amount of hand- 
labor, aud made production less costly. We 
suppose that even at present prices there is 
as much proiit as before. The improvement 
in agricultural implements has been extraor- 
dinary during the past twenty years. In no 
other department of human iudustry has tho 
progress been so great. In machinery for 
clothing material, the progress started half a 
century befoie it did in agriculture. It has 
put down cotton and woolen fabrics to the 
lowest figures, and agriculture is but just fol- 
lowing. The proper relations ot the agri- 
cultural product to manufacturing wants, 
cannot help but be disturbed uuder these cir- 
cumstances. The past troubles will tend to 
produce an equilibrium. This equalization 
is (indeed fast being realized; and in spite of 
the croakings of some that farming will nev- 
er be what i t was, we believe that as soon as 
still water is reached, which will l>e soon, 
farming will be among the most steadily prof- 
itablelpursuits—if it Is not so already.—Go-. 
Telegraph. 

JIauge und il« Trcuiuient. 
Mange is a disease that we have not had 

much experience in until last year. Before 
then had it in our kennels twice, but last 
summer we had a curteit of it, and hope nev- 
er to see the abominable disease in our ken- 
nels acaio. Wa tried remedn nftei- r/imorltr 
but no sooner was one dog cured than out it 
would break in another. At last we found a 
way of stopping it, and as we think our re- 
ceipt may be of some little use to others we 
will give it here. Some of the dogs, arid they 
were principally the fattest, had the disease 
two or three times, the poorer ones, as a rule, 
escaped it. Tonics, arsenical preparations, 
ointments, liniments, all were tried, and well 
tried, curing some, but not stamping the dis- 
ease out, although the healthy dogs were 
kept apart from those with mange. Our fi- 
nal and successful method for curing the dis- 
ease was as follows: Once a week tho dogs all had sulphnr and cream of tartar mixed 
with their mush, in the proportions of j oz. 
of each to each dog. To those dogs that had 
mange I gave 4 dram of Athiop’s mineral at 
night, twice a week, and next morning a dose 
of salts. We dressed them every morning 
lightly with a brush with the old liniments of 
train oil, sulphur, and turpentine; into a 
quart of such mixture I put one-half of a $1 
bottle of Mustang Liniment, and as the dogs 
got better I dropped the liniment and used 
Mustang only, which had a marvelous effect, 
for the dogs got well quickly either trom the 
medicine or liDiments, or both combined. 
Once a week they were washed with carbolic 
acid soap.—The Field.

by eating nothing in which lard is an ingre- dient using butter sparingly, eating bread

nent French physician says that the decrease 
of dyspepsia and billious affections in Paris 
is owing to the increased consumption oi ap- 
ples—a fruit, lie maintains, which is an ad- 
mirable preventive and tonic as well as a very 
nourishing and easily-digested article of food. 
The Parisians devour one hundred millions of 
them every winter, and we do not doubt that 
these statements are perfectly correct. In 
fact, instances have come under our observa- 
tion where fresh fruit had an immediate effect 
in checking billious tendencies in individuals, 
and we have heard of whole districts where 
billious diseases became prevalent upon a fail- 
ure of the fruit crop. Fruitgrowers may, 
therefore, count on a constantly increasing demand for the products of their orchards 
and gardens as the health-giving properties 
of fruit become known.—Cin. Wettem To- 
bacco Journal.

The business calendar of the house for Mon- 

day next has jnst been prepared by tbe jour- 
nal clerk. The second matter in order on tbe 
speaker's table is the senate civil rights bill, 
and tho first pending motion to reconsider is 
that of Butler on the house civil-rights bill, 
which is identical with Sumner's.

ornamental and other trees on lands purchased by the United States and for other purposes; senate bills to relieve of political disabilities 
D. H. Manry, D. D. Anderson, Charles M. 
Fanntleroy and Thomas M. Jones of Vitginia; 
senate bill to provide for tho establishment of 

powers to lay down ocean coarse* for vessels 
and provide for increased safety of sea travel.

The Longshoremen. 
Njtw York.Dec 2.—Nearly all the ship owu- 

ers who have been wailing for the settlement 
of the longshoremeu’s difficulty, began the 
work of loxdiug and unloading iu Brooklyn, Hoboken and Jersey City, as well as New 
York, emploviug uou-society men in every in- 
stance. Some of the heavier firms enuouuce 
their intention of never agaiD employing uuimi 
men. All speak well of the class of labor of- 
fering, skilled longshoremen being attracted 
from abroad, and largo numbers of men from 
the coal mining regions are also applying for 
work, which is readily furnished them. Occa- 
sional slight skirmishes occur betweeu the 
strikers aud the new laborers, hut no serious 
difficulty.

Convention loEnilom the Civil Rights 
Bill. 

Washington, Dec. 2.—Movements are on 
foot for a convention of colored men in this 
city on the 8th inst., to advocate the passage of 
the civil rights hill now before Congress, 

Mullen's Successor. 
The Secretary of the Treasury this afternoon 

tendered the position of supervising architect 
of the treasury to John McArthur, Jr., of 
Philadelphia. No response is yet received 
from McArthur. 

Mr. Mnllclt’s Hiigg-stious. 
Supervising Architect Muliett in his report 

says: “1 desire once more to call your attention 
to the necessity of adoptiug some general sys- 
tem in regard to quarantine stations aud the 
storage of damaged goods quarantined under 
state regulations The department has at pres- 
ent extensive statious near Philadelphia aud 
New Orleans, which require cousiderablOx 
peuditures for their preservation, and ate not, 
as far as 1 have been able to ascertain, needed 
at those ports. If such accommodations are, 
however, necessary at New Orleans aud Phila- 
delphia, they are certainly needed iu a greater 
degree at the more important points of New 
York, Boston and Baltimore. I therefore re- 
spectfully suggest the subject be investigated 
and a decision made as to the necessity fur such 
buildings.

opinion that tho eight hour law is oppressive 
aud unjust, us well as iujurious to rho public 
service, and all should be entitled to equal priv- 
ileges and equal pay, auil that eight hours 
should constitute a day’s work tor all, or that 
tho-e employed aud paid by the government 
should be requited to perform the same amount 
of labor that is performed by other mecliauica 
and laborers. 

If any plan can be devised that will exteud 
the operations of the eight hour law to all, I 
would very gladly recommend it.

it if possible. 

Cheap Transportation Convention, 

Numerous and graud schemes—Proposed 
Assnulls upon the If. 8. Treusury, etc,, 
etc. 

Richmond, Ya., Dec. 2.—Thu Cheap Trans- 
portation Convention met this morniug. Col. 
Frahel of Ga„ read the report of the commit- 
tee cn artificial water routes. 

The report states the fret that the U. S. 
Senate Committee ou Transportation recom- 
mended the four water routes endorsed by this 
convention last year and quotes and adopts 
as its own the Senate committees report. 

Ron, ,J. C. Southall of Va,, presented a sup- 
plemental report iu which he argued ably 
against the idea tnat railroads will answer for 
heavy transportation anil insisted upoti the 
necessity of the four great water rout s, viz: 
The connecting of the Mississippi with the 
great lake-, a central route betweeu the Ohio 
River aud Chesapeake Bay via James River 
and Kanawha canal, the great Tennessee and 
Georgia caual and the improvement of the 
Mississippi river. 
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Cougress to extend such reasonable aid to the 
Texas Pacific Railroad as will insure its speedy 
completion; to memoralize Cougress to prohibit 
under heavy penalties all combinations between 
competitive lines of transportation, whether by 
land or water, from inflating their capital by 
watered stock, and also to form a court of com- 
mercial justice whose decisious shall be sub- 
ject to review by the Supreme Conrt of the 
United States; that Cougress should fix by la w 
the maxiutn rates for all railroad trafti cross- 
ing state lines; that the sentimeutof this con- 
vention is adverse to an increase of taxation 
upon ihe people, in the shape of interest created 
by an increased bonded debt; that Congress be 
recommended to adopt the national gauge of 
4 feet 8J lurhes. and that it offer sufficient in- 
ducements for all trunk lines of 200* miles aud 
over to adopt this railroad gauge, all of which 
were referred to the Committee on Resolu- 
tions, 

The cowmiltee on national water routes not 
beiug prepared to report, F. G. Conaut of St 

.Louis submitted a resolution, declaring that 
Cougress will be held to a strict account for 
the failure to make ample appropriations for 
the improvement of the mouth of the Missis- 
sippi river, and that this subject cannot be to 
impressively urged upon that body, which was 
also referred to the committee on resolutions. 

A committee was appointed to wait on Gov. 
Kemper and invite him to addre-s the conven- 
tion. 

At the night session the committee on reso- 
lutions reported unfavorably on nearly all the 
resolutions committed to them. After some 
discussion tho report was recommitted. Gov. 
Kemper was received by the convention and 
made an eloquent speech, welcoming them to 
Virginia, and pledgiug the hearty sympathy 
aud cordial cooperation of the commonwealth. 

THE SOUTH. 

The Negroes to Leave Alabama. 
Montgomery, Dec. 2.—The first day’s pro- 

ceedings of the convention of tho colored men 
favorable to removing their race from Alabama 
assembled in tho United States court room, 
having failed to procure any other suitable 
room in Montgomery. Phillip Joseph of Mo- 
bile presided. Twenty counties in the cotton 
belt were represented. Able speeches, present- 
ing the deplorable condition of tno colored peo- 
ple of Alabama, we re made, aud various com- 
mittees were appoiuted. An address, which is 
a direct appeal to the hearts of the northern 
peop’e, is now iu coursa of preparation. A 
lengthy memorial is also being prepared by a 
committee. The convention adjourned to meet 
at ’0 o’clock to day. The feeling to leave Ala- 
bama is unanimous. 

Goy. Kemper's Message. 
Richmond, Va Dec. 2.—Tbe General As- 

sembly met to'day. Gov. Kemper submitted 
tbe annual message. He favors a consolidation 
of tbe state debt iu uniform obligations paya- 
ble in thirty years, bearing au annual interest 
of four per cent, sterling. A plan for provid- 
ing a state curreucy is proposed which tbe Gov- 
ernor believes would relieve one of the must 
giievous wants of people. He reviews the rec- 
ommendations of his first message ou emigra- 
tion aud sa.vs that the sta’e should be its own 

agency in tbe matter, thereby freely giving to 
actual and prospective emigrants information 
iu autbeuticf urn and ensuriug.tbqm against all 
impositions, &e He recommends siriugeut 
aud effectual legislation to prevent gross ine- 
qualities in charges on some of tbe railroads," 
especially at poiuts where competition does not 
ensure proper charges. He favors tbe comple- 
tion of the central water Hue by the common 
government and urges the withholding of no 
possible aid or eucouragemeut which might 
contribute to tbe eousumuiation of that great 
work. Tbe Governor makes uumerous other 
recommendations looking to economy and im- 
provement iu the state, gouernment. Ill regard 
to tbe political situation b3 says tbe south will 
not income prosperous until all enforcement 
acts are repealed, aud that tbe politic 1 equali- 
ty of all races is established and their social 
equality a settled impossibility.

The K. I.. A. iMKic. 
The sixth lecture in the Mercantile Course 

was delivered, in City Hall last evening to a 

good house, by tbe Rev. Hr. Porteous. His 
subject was “Genius.” 

Tho speaker is a portly man, of command- 
ing presence, with anburn hair and florid com- 

plexion, and with a kindly look in his keen 
blue eyes. His voice is remarkably full and 

sonorous, hut he spoke rapidly, aud bis language 
was at times indistinct. 

He prefaced his lecture by saying that there 
are two classes of men: those who know too 
much, whose knowledge takes in the universe, 
who continually chatter; and those who never 

speak, who by their very reticence become bores. 
He belonged to neither of these classes. He 
intended to say something about genius, but he 
did not expect to tell everything about it. 

All people think they know what genius is, 
said the speaker, but it is not easy to frame a 

definition of it. Three men, geniuses them- 
selves, have attempted it. Brongham calls it 
the supremacy of tho intellectual over the 
emotional and animal faculties. Hazlitt says 
it is tho fancy and imagination in excess. 
De Quincy calls it tbe heart playing through 
the head. The lecturer traversed all these 
definitions, finding none of them satisactory. 
He offered one of his own: Genius is the har- 
monious development of all the faculties. 
Having told what genius was, ho proceeded to 

give illustrative examples, remarking that it 
takes a genius to describe a genius. 

GoDius, according to Hr. Porteons, takes 

many shapes. Every nation, aud every province 
of a nation, and every county of a province has 
its pecuiiar form of genius. (At this the audi- 
ence fell to wondering what form of genius was 

peculiar to Cumberland county.) Types of 
national and provincial genius were mentioned, 
and examples cited. The speaker made the 

subject of wide range, and did not confine it to 

government, or war, or literature, or science. 
The lecture had many fine passages, and in 

some places rose to lofty eloquence, but in tbe 
main it was rather heavy. The speaker at one 

point provoked a faint rnstle of applause by 
wishing himself an American. The aspiration

Resolutions. 

Bowdoia mad Physical Culture. 
The Students of Bowdoin College are to give 

a gymnastic exhibition in City Hall, Friday 
evening of this week. Those of the readers of 
the Press who were present at the exhibition 
which they gave here two years ago, will not 
fail to atteud this entertainment, which will be 
made superior to the former, not only by the 
introduction of new feats but also by greater 
skill in the performance of the old ones. The 
exhibition is of interest, not so much on ac- 

count of the feats themselves, although they 
compare very favorably with the best gymnast 
tic performances ever exhibited in the city, bu- 
because they exhibit the result of the regular 
and systematic course of discipline which is 
carried on at Bowdoin. These performers are 

not a few exceptionally strong men, who were 

selected from the whole number of students 
and who liavo spent their time on physical 
training to the exclusion of everything else, 
but on the contrary, they arc men who were 

below the average weight and strength, and as 

it happened in this case many of them were 
suffering from chronic complaints when they 
commenced on the coarse of training. The 
students when they enter college are put on the 
mechanical apparatus, anti there their muscles 
are developed and their frames built np. Af 
ter the class has worked for some time in this 
way, certain men are selected to tako part in 
the exhibition, not that these are the only men 
who have derived any good from the course, or 
that are capable of development, any more 
than the eight men who are assigned senior 
parts aro the only ones in the class who have 
derived benefit from the instruction in English 
composition, but because these show themselves 
best fitted to do the work assigned to them. 
Nor are these men selected solely on account of 
their strength—a certain amount of strength 
is necessary, but there are many in college who 
possess this—but on account of their peculiar 
mental qualifications. Frequeutly tlie strong 
man has to give way to his weaker neighbor, 
who, although he does not possess great strength 
yet has his strength so perfectly under the con- 
trol of bis will, that it enables him to perform 
a feat—simple enough on the floor—at a dizzy 
height. This control of the muscles, this coel; 
ness aud presence of mind, which enables one 
to concertrato all his energies on a certain 
thing, and that, too, just at the right time, are 
the crowning attainments of_ physical culture. 

There are few men who possess these quali- 
fies to a sufficent extent to perform an act at 
the height of fifty feet, which they would do 
who me greatest ease on toe grounu. let mis 

power of concentrating all one’s energies and 
hurling one’s self for a short time against some 
Tmpending obstacle is of inestimable value to 
any man in his every day life. 

The Bowdoin Athletes do notclaim that they 
can compete with professional gymnasts in 
feats of strength and endurance, and of course 
it could not bo expected of them. The time 
allotted to them for practice is too short. Only 
two of those who will appear in this exhibition 
participated in the former one. Under these 
aircumstauces it would be useless for them to 
attempt feats requiring herculean strength, but 
in those requiring courage, self-possession and 
rapid, responsible exercise of the judgment, 
they show themselves masters of the situation. 

Cadets’ Ball.—The Portland Cadets have 
engaged City Hall for their fifth annual hall, 
New Year’s evening. The Cadets always have 
first-class assemblies, and doubtless on this oc- 

casion they will have a full hall. It will he a 

good chance to give the hoys a benefit. 

Bnslness Notes. 
The Dexter mills have cat down the pay of 

all their employes that earn over 81 per day, 
ten per cent, to take effect from December 1. 
Amos Abbott & Co., have commenced to run 

three-fourths time in their mill. 
Hathorn, Foss & Co. of Lambert Lake, will 

saw hemlock this winter and discontinue the 
making of box shooks. 

Corinna on the Maine Central railroad sent 
20,800 bushels of potatoes to markets west of 
Portland last year, besides much bay,live stock 
and dressed meat. 

The shoe factory at Mechanic Falls will start 
up in about two weeks. On the settlement of 
the affairs of the old company, tho machinery 
was purchased by citizens of the village. Mr. 
James Houghton, the new proprietor, leases 
this for one year, at the end of which timo if 
business meets his expectation he will purchase 
and make the factory a permanent institution. 

Messrs. Allen, Record & Co., of Andover, 
kip and thick boot manufacturers, have pur- 
chased the two-story buildiug known as the 
“old cabinet shop,” and w ill use it for the ex- 
tension and enlargement o£ their business. 

Shipbuilding next season at Columbia Falls 
will be greatly reduced. Probably, Mr. J. H. 
Crandon will build one DOO tons. Timber for 
two frames of 300 tons each is in the yards 
here, but no prospect for cither being built next 
year. Abour two-thirds of the amount of 
lumber usually hauied will bo cut in this win- 
ter. The manufacture of short lumber will be 
carried on in a limited manner. 

The recent movement by tho wholesale kero- 
se.nA daalora nf ltangor to soouro tho establish- 
ment of a depository in that city has proved 
successful. The Oriental Coal Company of 
Boston have secured No. 33 Broad street as a 

branch and depot of the main refinery, to be 
under the charge of the Messrs. G. B. Whitto- 
more & Co. At tho present time 300 barrels 
are in store. 

Meeting or the Governob and Council.— 
The Governor and Executive Council held an 

adjourned session at the State House, Thurs- 
day, to continue two or three days. 

Several pardon cases were heard, but no de- 
cisions have been reached. 

W. T. Hobart, agent of the Passamaquoddy 
tribe of Indians, presented his account for set- 
tlement. 

The Governor and a portion of the Council 
visited the Insane Hospital, and with several 
of the trustees, examined the reconstructed 
chapel, who has been fitted up for tho recep- 
tion of patients. Everything is reported as
