SOWING AND L^£|£^'A,NiNQ GRASS 

Fortunate Is the fanner or dilrymtn 
who has a natural gras· farm, for al- 
though large yields of haj are tome- 
time· found in places where the natural 
advantages are absent, high and expen- 
sive eultureie the price paid. We are In 
the habit of maintaining permanent 
mowings and consequently must pursue 
a different method from those who follow 
the plan of rotation. 1 hare seen farm* 
that were divided into fields of 15 or 20 
acres each. The rotation would he 
something like this : On one fleld grass, 
another wheat, another oats, another 
corn, another pasture. The next year 
the mowing or grass fleld would be turn- 
ed into pasture, the wheat fleld would 
become mowing, the oat fleld would 

I Iffow wheat, the corn fleld oats, and 
pasture fleld corn. So it continues year 
in and year out. The wheat crop is the 
only one that receives a direct applica- 
tion of stable manure. 

You will observe that this is pretty 
straight farming. Γ η fortunately, our 
farm* require different treatment. To 
at. quire satisfactory result* we are 

obliged to cater to the constant demands 
I of our wornout hillsides. We must raise 
grass where grass will grow, and corn 
and potatoes wh^re grass will not grow, 

I and use for pasture the place where 
nothing will grow. We watch our prin- 
cipal mowing fleld or home lot with 
more than paternal care. About the 
ouly way we can manage it is to pluw 

I «orne portion of the flelil every year and 
I reseed it. If we feel obliged to take up 

a large urea, and have not the mean·* to 
fertlliz- highly, better reseed as early as 

J |M»s»ir>le after the hay has been removed. 
I Hut If we have the means to prepare a 

highly fertilized seed bed, good results 
an be obtained very late in the «eason 

If we can topdress our mowings I think 
it is the proper thing to do. Perhaps if 

I we should have two or three dry sea*ou« 
I should lose faith, and think the top of 
the ground wasn't the best place iu the 

I world for fertilisers. 
Some hold that autumn seeding is un- 

satisfactory for the reason that good re- 

sults are so transitory, and that it is l*«t- 
! ter to «t*d after some crop where the 
soil had t>een highly euriched to a greater 

! depth than i« possible w hen seeding over 

an inverted *od. On my own farm I 
thiuk I have obtained the most satisfac- 
tory results by seeding ou sod, and being 

I careful to follow with topdressing the 
I very uext year and to omit no year 
thereafter. A liberal allowance of sand 

J or soil worked through the stables and 
I into the mmure pile uitkes excellent 

in iterial for this purpose. Μ ν ex- 

perience with commercial fertilizer as a 

I graM grower i* quite limited and some- 

what unsatisfactory compared with the 
I outlay. 

A* to the variety of grasse* best to 

grow, every farmer'is his own judge. I 
a in quite parti tl to clover as hay, wheu I 
can have it in its moat perfect conditiou. 
I think It will produce more milk at.d 
mon· flesh than almost auytliing else in 
the «hap·· of hay, unie** I except earl* 

I cut tine uglish, which I* generally ad- 
nutted to staud first as a milk producing 
forage. If I remember lightly, it wa* 

m\ father's practice to u*c a mixture of 
timothy, redtop and clover. I followed 
In bis footsteps quite a uumt>er of years, 
uutil I imagined the redtop crowded out 

the timothy, so that after a few ν ear· 1 
got more redtop than I wanted Now I 
seldom sow anything but timothy and 

clover, and I have sometime· c«ught 
myself leaving out the clover, as 1 am 

not always sure to raise clover hay after 
I have sown clover aeed. While I have 
no reason to be dl**ati-fled with m ν suc- 

cess iu other varieties of gram·, Γ have 
had only partial success with clover— 
Often f .Iliug to obtain a good catch and 
a* often lo*tug the «tand from the bla«t- 
Itig eff· cts of «· Inter. 

I am a stanch believer in earl y harvest- 

ing of hay. Almost anything of gras· 
nature will make hay that stock will ,*t 
with a relish if cut and well cured in 
Jun?. \V hlle this is true, it is also true 
that the choicest gra·*»·· If *||owed to 

«tan·! a month or «ix week· longer mat 

make nice looking hay that will com- 

mand a good price In m-trket, but If fed 
to milch cows we will flnd that we are 

obliged to supplement with heavier grain 
rations. One of the most important 
things the h>vmakerha« to consider Is 
•electing the right kind of weather to 

cure the crop after it Is gtown, for as 

* et we are défendent upon out of door 

condition* Select days that are full of 
•unshiue, and night* d· void of dew. To 
m ike ha ν in •uch weather Is a light and 

inexproidve ta«k. The hor-e rake «houid 
be in the field early in the afternoon that 
the hay m*y go in windrow· while it is 
warm. But little work will be required 
'he uext day to prepare it for the baru. 
If we are obliged to make hay when 
cloud* are more prevalent th»n *un*biue. 
we work and worn aorne, and u*e the 
tedder more.—New Κnglaud Homestead.

at ooi-e by th«· rupture of diplomatic re-

and Spain- though m» formal declara- 
tion ha* as yet been m»de. 

Whatever previous difference* of 

opinion may have existed in the minds 
of tbe American as to the manner in 
which the intolerable condition of thing* 
in the island of Tuba was to be brought 
to an end, there is no difference now as 

to :he end to be accomplished. Spauish 
misrule in i'uha must end. and the is- 
land must be free. That U our purpose 
and aim in this contest, and that is the 

justification which we have for engaging 
in that horrible last resort, war. 

How long the war «ill last, or what it 
will co^t in blood and treasure, is a «jue»- 
tion that no man can answer. As to th~ 
tiaai outcome, there U no reasonable 
doubt. On one side is a countrv of vast 
resources and unimpaired credit, which 
has been enjoying peace for a genera- 
tion : on the other side a country rich in 
little but pride, weakened by large ex- 

penditures for wars in its colonies, and 
on the verge of bankruptcy. It mav be 
a prolonged struggle, though it is to be 
hoped it may not. But Spain is doomed 
to lose Cuba. 

The actual acts of war so far com- 

mitted have been confined to the capture 
of unarmed vessels, and no blood has 
t*en shed. If the whole war could be 
carried on In that way, the destruction 
of a few million dollars' worth of prop- 
ertv would tie insignificant. The real 
trouble is yet to come.

Resolved. by the Senate and Ho«w of 

KrpKieoUtiTCt of the I'nited States of 
America, in Congress assembled. 

First, th*t the p*-«»ple of the island of 
Cuba «re and ought of right to be free 
and independent. 

Second, that it is the duty of the 
l ni ted Statej. to dem«nd »nJ the govern- 
ment of th«· I nited Mate* does hereby 
demand that the government of Spain at 

once relinquish It* authority and govern- 
ment on the inland of 4 uba and withdraw 
it* land and naval forces from Cuba and 
Cuban waters. 

Third. rhat the l*r»!iident of the I'nited 
State? be and he is hereby directed and 
empowered to use the entire land and 
naval forces of the I'nited States, and to 

call into the actual service of the I'nited 
Mates the militia of the several states to 

such extent as may be necessary to carry 
these resolutions into effect. 

Fourth, that the I'nited States hereby 
disclaim* anv dis{M»sitiou or intention to 

ei« rvi-e sovereignty. jurisdiction or ion- 

trol over said island except for the 
pacification thereof, and asserts it.· de- 
termination when ihat is accompU-hed 
to leave the government and control of 
the island to its people.

It further appeared 
that there had been no reduction ta the 
railway mail charge* since 1S7S while 
freight rates in the same time have de- 
clined su>me 40 per cent. Aud this enor- 
m«»u* average charge of eight cents a 

t«ound is Imposed on the basis of weights 
.•*taMi*hed for four years during some 

specified month when tbe railroads have 

every opportunity to pad tbe malls and 
are prettv well known in many cases to 
exercise it. 

• Moreover, it appeared that the gov- 
ernment «>> paying the railroad* in ad- 
dition an average vearly rental for postal 
car* of *ome or more money each 
year than would be required to build the 

\fter all It *eem* that the trouble i* 
not *4» much with the postal service as 

w it h our corgressmen, who have fallen 
into the hand* of the railroads and are 

b«-ing u***d to help bamboozle and cheat 
I ncle Sara. Is it any wonder that

BRUSHING BLINDS. 

Open windows from the top.

windows. 

CLEANING WALLS. 

Covers broom with cloth and w|p« 
down woodwork and wall in straight 
line·, pressing hard. 

If the cloths become very much soiled, 
they must be shaken or turned or a fresh 
one substituted. 

BLACKING STOVE. 

Wash the stove all over with clean 
warm water. 

Mix the blacking according to the 
directions on wrapper. 

If the stove is greasy, wash it with 
strong suds and soda over night. 

A little sugar or molasses in the mix- 
ing will make blacking adhere. 

If the pipe needs blacking, begin 
with that. 

Hub blacking only on the top, taking 
pains to daub into the corner·. 

Begin to polish at dryest parts ; brush 
vigorous! ν till every part shines. Dull 
spots will rust. 

Open the draughts and light the Are. 
When the wood is burning thoroughly, 
throw on gently enough coal to just 
cover the wood ; too much coal smothers 
the Are; a few coals leave room fora 
draught. 

Throw 6u more when these are nearly 
burned, and during the day burn cinders 
saved from sifting ashes. 

Do not lift full coal hod, but put coal 
on with small shovel. 

To renew a Are in a sick room, till 
paper bags with coal in another room 
and lay on Are. 

A freshly built fire is the best for 
baking. 

When a hot Are la not needed, close 
draughts to save the coal, bat do not 
forget to keep watch of It. 

SCRUBBING Γ LOOK. 
Scrub with brush, hot water And soap, 

And dry off with a cloth, changing the 
water often. 

Brush in the grain of the wood and 
back away from the place you are scrub- 
bing, leaving a dry place between the 
knee· and the wet place at least a quar- 
ter of a yard wide.

Then 
my patent of July, WW. was the rtrst 

apparatus ever used In the world for 
training large guns by electrical mean* 

The i'nited State* government are u*lng 
It extensively In the navy without com- 

pensation to me, notwithstanding the 
fact thst I wa* the Inventor." 

In an article in the Strand Migaz.lre 
by an Interviewer he also **ys : "I have 
not been treated well by my own coun- 

try, and I am now of the opinion that 
Kngland offer* fairer scope and open- 
ing* for the Inventor than America, 
where opportunities and contracts are 

not usually given on grounds of merit, 
but sold for the n>o«t advantageous 
term*—for this rea«on tnv gun 1* not 

adopted there, whilst mv gun carriage 
and smokeless powder hive been mNap- 
preprinted In America."

chance.

The mill agent, importer or manu- 

facturer takes orders for a line of gooda 
from jobbers and from large retailers 
for a full opening supply, but a great 
many of them are thus sold on α guar- 
antee—that Is, the buyers can return 

what they do not sell—a pretty safe 
busine«a for the buyer. When the goods 
fail to move at a stipulated prie»·, the 
sellers are notified that a certain quan- 
tity will be returned. Then m-w nego- 
tiations begin. 

If they are in jobbers' hands aud the 
quantity is large, a drive may be ar 

ranged for; if not large enough for this, 
aNil« may he arranged to a larger re- 

tailer. Theu comes bis auuouncvuiL-nt 
of a large purchase from a well known 
manufacturer or importer, greatly be- 
low cost, and being content with a 

■mall profit tbey are to be sold below 
coat. Very often, therefore, these «ales 
do not mean a loss to the retailer or to 
the importer, but usually to the maker 
of the goods, whether domestic or for- 
eign. Of course, buyers from agents 
who make up the good· into garments 
or convert tbem into bleached, dyed or 

printed articles cannot well fall back 

upon the mills.—Textile World.
