THE PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE.

To the Senate and Howse *‘if lllf'j]r"-‘." Hlei=

tives

Since the convening of Congress one year
ago, the nation has undergone a prostration
in business and industries such as has
not been witnessed with us for many years,
Speculation as to the causes for this
prostration might be indulged in without
profit, because as many theories would be ad-
vanced as there would beindependent writers,
those who expressed their own views, with-
out borrowing upon the subject, without in-
dulging in theories as to the cause of this
prostration, Therefore, I will call your atten-
tion only to the fact, and to some questions as
to which it would seem there would be no
disagreement,

The Finaneinl Situation.

During this prostration two special ele-
ments of prosperity have been most abundant,
labor and capital, Both have been largely un-
employed. Where security has beep. un-
doubted, capital has been attainable at very
moderate rates. Where labor has been want-
ed, it has been found in abundance at cheap
rates eomlsared with what of the necessaries
of life could be purchased with the wages
demanded. Two great elements of prosperity
therefore have not been denied us,” A third
might beadded: Our soil and climate are un-
rivaled within the limits of contiugous territory
under i¢s nationality, for its varicties of pro-
duets to feed and clothe the people and in the
amount of surplus to spare to feed less fav-
ored people. Therefore, with these facts in
view, it seems to me that wise statesman-
ship at this session of Congress would dic-
tate legislation ignoring the past, directing in
proper channels these great elements of pros-
perity to any people.

The debt abroad is the only element that
can with always a sound currency, enter into
our affairs to cause any continued depression
in the industries and prosperity of our people,
A great conflict for national existence made
necessary for temporary purposes, the
raising of large sums of
money from whatever source attainable 1t
made necessary in the wisdom of Congress.
I do not doubt their wisdom in the premises
regarding the necessity of the times to devise
a system of national ewrrency which proved
to be impossible to keep on a par with the
recognized currency of the civilized world.
This begot a spirit of speculation, involving
an extravagance and luxury not required for
the happiness or prosperity of a people, and
involving, both dircetly and indirectly, for-
cign indebtedness. The currency being of
ﬂuchlaﬁng value, and therefore unsafe to
hold for legitimate transactions, this money
became a  subject of  speculation
in itself, These two causes however
have involved us in a forei
indebtedness contracted in good faith by bor-
rower and lender, which should be paid in
coin and according to the bond agreed upon
when the debt was contracted—gold or its
equivalent. The good faith of the govern-
ment can not be violated towards ecreditors
without national disgrace, but our commerce
should be encouraged, American shipbuilding
and carrying capacity increased, foreign
markets sought for the products of the
soil and manufactures, to the end
that we may be able W™ pay
the debts, where a new market can be created
for the sale of products, either of the soil, the
mine or the manufactory. A new means is
discovered of utilizing our idle capital and la-
bor to the advantage of the whole people; but
in my judgment the first step towards ac-
complishing this object is to secure a curren-
cy good wherever civilization reigns—one
which if it Dbecomes superabudant with
one  people will find &  market
with some other, a curvency which has as its
basis the labor necessary to produce it, which
will give to it value. Gold and silver are
now the recognized mediums of exchange the
world over, and to this we should return with
the least practicable delay, in view of the
pledges of the American Congress when
our present legal tender system was
adopted and the debt contracted,
there should be no delay, cortainly no unneeo-
essary delay, in fixing by legislation a method
by which we will return’ to specie. To the
accomplishment of this end I invite your
special attention, 1 believe firmly that there
can be no prosperous and permanent revival
of business and industries until a policy is
adopted with legislation to earry it out
looking to a retarn to an  specie
basis, Itis easy to conceive that the debtors
and speculative classes may think it of value
to them to make the so-called money abun-
dant until they throw a portion of their bur-
dens upon others, but even these I believe
would be disappointed in the result,if a
course should be pursued which will keep in
doubt the value of the legal tender medium
of exchange. A revival of the protective
industries is needed by all classes, and by
none more than the holders of property of
whatever sort, with debts to liquidate from
the realization of its sale. But admitting
that these two classes of citizens are to be
benefitted by the expansion, would it be
honest to give it} Would not the general
loss be too great to justify such relief:
Would it not be just as honest and prudent
to authorize each debtor to issue his own
legal tender to the extent of his liabilities,
than as do this} Would it not be safer, for
fear of an over issue by unscrupulous credi-
tors, to say that all debt obligations are ob-
literated in the United States- and now we
commence anew, each possessing all he lhas
at the time free from  ¢neum-
brance: These propesitions are too
absurd to be entertained for a moment by
thinking or honest people; vet every delay in
preparation for final resumption partakes of
this dishonesty, and is only less in degree,
and the hope is held out that a convenient
season will at last arrive for the good work of
‘redeeming our pledges. 'This will never come
in my opinion except Ly positive action by
Congress,—only national disaster, which
will destroy for a time at least the credit of
the individual and the State at large. A
sound eurrency might be reached by total
bankruptey and discredit of the integrity of
the nation and of individuals.

1 believe it is in the power of Congress at
this session to devise such legislation as will
renew confidence, revive all the industries,
start us on a career of prosperity to last for
many years, and to save the credit of the na-

tion and of the people. Steps toward
a returm to a speeie  basis  are
the great requisites of this devoutly

to be sought for end. There are others which
I may touch upon hereafter, A nation deal-
ing in a currency below that of specie in
value labors under two great disadvantages:
First, having no use for the world's acknowl-
edged mediums of exchange, gold and silver,
these are driven out of the country becausc
there is mno demand for their wuse.
Second, the medium of exchange in use being
of o fluctuating value, for after all it is
only worth the price what it will purchase
of gold and silver, metals having an intrinsic
value just in proportion to the honest labor
it takes to produce them,A larger margin must
be allowed for profit by the manufacturer and
producer. Itis months from the date of
production to the date of realization. Inter-
est upon capital must be charged and the risk
of fluctation in the value of that
which s be  received in pay-
ment  added. Hence the the high prices
act as a protection to the foreign producer
who receives nothing in exchange for the
products of his skill and labor, except a cur-
rency good at a staple value the world over.
It seems to me that nothing is clearer than
the greater part of the burden of the exist-
iug prostration for the want of a sound finane
cial system falls upon the working
man, who must after all produce
tke wealth, and the salaried man who super-
intends and conducts the business. The
burden falls upon them in two ways by the
deprivation of employment and by the de-
creased purchasing power of their salaries,
Itis the duty of Congress to devise the
method of correcting the evils which are ac-
knowledged to exist, but I will ventwre to
suggest two or three things which seem to
me as absolutely necessary to a return to
specic payment, the first great requisite in o
return to prosperity.

The legal tender clausc to the luw autkoriz-
ing the issue of currency by the national gov:
ernment should be repealed, to take effect as
to all contracts entered into after a day in the
repealing act, not to apply however to the
payment of salaries by government or for
other expenditure now provided by law
to be paid in currency. In the interval,
pending between the repenl and final re-
sumption, provision should be made by
which the . Secrctary of the Treasury
can obtain gold as it may become necessary
from time to time, from the date when specie
redemption commences, To this might and
should be added a revenue sufficiently in ex-
cess of the expenses to insure an accumula-
tion of goldin the treasury to sustain re-
demption, I commend this subject to your
careful consideration, believing that a favora-
ble solution is attainable and that if reached

to

by this Congress that the present and
future gencrations will ever gratefully

remember it as their delivery from a thraldom
of evil and disgraces With resumption free
banking may be authorized with safety, giv-
ing full protection to bill holders which they
have not under existing laws. Indeed I
would regard free banking as essential, It
would give proper elasticity to the
currency. As more currency should be
required for the transaction of legitimate
business. New banks would be started, and
in turn the banks wounld wind up their busi-
ness when it was found that there was a
superabundance of currency, Theexperience
and judgment of the people can best decide
just how much currency is required for the
transaction of the business of the country.

It is unsafe to leave the settlement of this
{Iuestaon to Congress, The Sesretary of the
Treasury is the exeentive. Congress shonlil
make the regulation under which the banks
may exist, but should not make tanking a mo-
nopoly by limiting the amount of 1edeemable
paper carrency that shall be aunthorized. Such
importance do I attach to this subject, and #o
earnestly do I commend it to your attention,
that I give it promivence by introducing it at
the beginning of this message,

Foreign Relntions.

During the past year nothing has occurred to
disturb the general friendly and cordial rela-
tions of the United States with other powers,
The correspondence saobmitted herewith be-
tween this government and its diplomatic rep-
resentatives, as also with the representations
of other countries, shows a satisfactory condi-
tion of all questions between the United States
and the most of these conntries, and with few
exceptions, to which reference is lhereafter
made, the absence of any points of difference
to be adjusted.

The Belgian Couvention.

The notice directed by the resolutiou of Cou-
gress of Gune Tth, 1874, to be given to termin-
ate the convention of July 17th, 1858, between
the United States and Belgiom has Leen given
and the treaty will accordingly terminate on
the first day of July, 1875, This convention
secured to certain Belgian vessels entering the
ports of the United States exceptional privil-
eges, which are not accorded to our own ves-
sels, Other features of the convention have
proved satisfactory and have tended to the cul-
tivation of mutnally beneficial commercial in-
tercourse amd friendly relations between the
two counlries. I hope that the deputations
which bave been invited will result in the cele-
bration of another treaty which may tend to
the interests of both countries.

China and Japan.}

Our relations with China continue to be
friendly. During the past year the fear of hos-
tilities between China and Japan, growing ont
of the landing of an armed force upon the
island of Formosa by the latter, has occasioned
uneasiness, 1t is eamest;y hoped, however,
that the difficalties arising from this cause will
be adjusted and thaj the advance of civilization
in these empires may not be retarded by the
state of war in conscquence of the part taken
by certain citizens of the United States in this
expedition. Our representatives in these coun-
tries have been instructed to impress the gov-
ernments of China and Japan with the firm in-
tention of this country to maintain strict neu-
trality in the event of hostilities and to careful-
ly prevent any infraction of the law on the part
of our citizens on this subject.

I call the attention of Congress 10 a general-
ly conceded fact that the great proportion of the
Chinese emigrants who come to our shores do
not come voluntarily to make their homes with

us, and their lator productive of general pros-
perity, but come under contracts with herd
men, who own them almest absolutely, In a

worse form does this apply to Chinese women.
Hardly a perceptible percentage of them par-
form amy honorable labor, but they are
brought for shameful purpeses, to the diszrace
of communites where they have settled, and
to the great demoralization of the youth of
these localities. If this evil practice can be
legislated against, it will be my pleasure, as
well as my duty, to enforce any regulation
to secure so desirable an end.

It is hoped that the negotiation between the
government of Japan and the treaty powers
logking to the further opening of the empire
and the removal of various restrictions upon
trade and travel, may soon produce the results
desired which eannot fail to inure the Lopefit
of all parties.

Having on previous occasions submit-
ted to the consideration of Congress
the propriety of releasing the Japan-
ege government from the further pay-
ment of the indemnity under the conven-
tinn of October 22d, 1864, and as no action has
been taken thereon, it became my duaty to re-
gard the obligations of the convention as in
force, and as the other Powers interested have
received their portion of the indemnity in full,
the Minister of the United Stites in Japan
has, on behalf of this government, received
the remainder of the amount due the United
States, under the convention of Simonsky., 1
submit the propriety of applying the income
of a part, if not of the whole, of this fund to
the edncation in the Japanese language of a
unmber of young men to be under
oblizgations to serve the government for
a  specified time as  interpreters at
the legation of the cousnlates in Japan.

A limited number of Japanese youths might,
at the same time, be educated in our own ver-
nacular, and mutual benefits would result to
both governments. The importance of having
our own citizens competent and familiar with
the langnage of Japan, to act as interpreters
and in other capacities connected with the lega-
tion and the consalates in that conntry, eannot
be readily overestimated.

Great Britaia.

The amount awarded to Great Britain by the
Mixed Commission, organized under the pro-
visions of the Treaty of Washington, in settle-
ment of the claims of British subjects arisin
from acts committed between April 13, 1861,
and April 9, 1863, beeame payable under the
terms of the treaty within the past year and
was paid upon the 21st day of September, 1874.

In thig connection I renew my recommenda-
tion made at the opening of the last session of
Congress that a special court be created to hear
and_determine all claims of aliens azainst
the United States, arising frem acts committed
against their Ipers«:ms and Pmpert_v,' during the
insurrection. It appears equitable thatanoppor-
tunity should be offered to the citizens of other
states to present their claims as well as those of
DBritish subjecte, whose claims were not admis-
sible under the lateJeommission, to the early
decision of some competent tribunal. To this
end I recommend the necessary legislation to
organize a conrt to dispose of claims of aliens
of the naturefreferred to, in an equitable and
satisfactory manner, and to relieve Congress
and other departments of these questions. The
legislation necessary to extend to the colony of
Newfoundland certain artieles of the Treaty of
Washington, of the 8th day of May, 1871, hav-
ing been had, & protocol to'the effect,was signed
in behalf of the United States and Great Brit-
ain, on the 28th day of May last, and was duly
pruclaimed on the following day. A copy of
the proclamation is snbmitted herewith. :

A copy of thereport of the commissionars
appointed wunder the act of March 9th, 1871,
surveying and making the boundary between
the United States and the British possessions
from the Lake of the Woods to the summit of
the Rocky Mouuntains, is herewith tfansmitted.
I am happy to annonnce that the field work
of the commission has been completed and the
entire line from the morthwest corner of the
the Lake of the Woods 1o the snmmic of the
Rocy Mountaius has been run and marked up-
on the snrface of the eartin. It is believed that
the amount remaining nuexpended 9f tha ap-
propropriation made &t the last session of Con-
gress, will be sufficient to complete the oftice
work. I recommend that the authority of
Congress be given to the use of the appropria-
tion in the completion of tke work of the com-
mission, in making its report and preparing the
necessary papers.

The Alabama Claims.

The court known as the Court of Commisz-
sioners of Alabama Claims, created by an act
of Congress at the last session, has organized
and commenced its work; and it is to be hoped
that the claims admissible under the provisions
of theact may be specdily ascerained and
paid.

Turkey.

It has been deemed advisable to exersise the
diseretion conferred upon the Executive at the
last sesgion of Congress by accepting the condi-
tions required by the government of Turkey for
the privilege of allowing citizens of the United
States to hold real estate in the former country
and by assenting to ajeertain a change in the
jurisdiction of the courts in the latter. A copy
of the proclamation upon these subjects is here-
with communicated.,

The American Repnblics.

In our relations with the independent states
of this hemisphere, which were formerly nnder
the dominion of Spain, thhre bhas been no
material  change. Maranding on_ the
frontiers between Mexico and Texas still fre-
quently takes place, despite the vigilance of
tlhe eivil and military authorities in that qunar-
ter. The difficulty of checking such lru})asses
along the geourse of ariver of such length
as the Rio Grande and sooften fordable, is
obvions. Ttis hoped that the effortsof this
government will be seconded by those of Mexi-
co to the effectual suppression of the acts of
wrong. From a report tipon the condition uf
the business before the American and Mexican
joint claims commission made by the agent on
the part of the United States,and dated October
28th, 1874, it appears that of the 1,017 claiwms
filed on the part of the citizens of the United
States,483 bad been finally decided aud 735 were
in the hands of the umpire,leaving 462 to be dis

wsed of ; and of the 298 claims filed against the
l‘llilﬂ'll States, 725 had been disposed of finally,
and ong was before the umpire, and 271 1e-
mained to be disposed of,  Since the date of
such report, other claims nave been disposed of
reducing somewhat the number still pending,
and others have been passed upon by the arbi-
trators. It bas become apparentin view of
these figures and of the fact that the work de-
volving on the umpire is particularly laborious,
that the commissions would be unable to dis
pose of the entire number of elaims pending,
prior to the first day of February, 1875,tlie date
tixed for its expiration. ; Negotintions are pend-
ing looking to the securing of the results of the
decision which have been reacked, to a forther
extension of the commission for the limited
time, whicl, it is confidently hoped, will suftice
to bring all the business now betore it to a final
conclusion.,

The strife in the Argentine Confederation is
to be deplored, both on aceount of the parties
thereto and from the probable effect on the in-
terest of those engaged in the trade to that
quarter, of whom the United States are among
the principal. As yet so far asIam aware,

there has been no violation of our meutrality
rights, which, as well as our doties in this re-
speet, it ghall be my endeavor to maintain
and obserye. b

It is with regret I announce that no further
payment has been received from the govern-
ment of Venezoela on account of awards in
favor of citizens of the United States. Hopes
have been entertained that the republic would
escape both foreign and civil war for a few
yeard. Its great uatnral resources woald
enable it to honor its obligations, though it is
now understood to be at peace with other
countries, though a serious insurrection is re-
porfed to be in progress in an important region
of that republic. This may be taken advantage
of as another reason to delay the dues of our

citizens,
Cuba,

The deplorable strite in Cuba continues
without any marked changa inthe relative
advantage of the contending forces. The in-
smrection continues, but Spain has gaived no
superiority. Six years of insurrection gives it
a significance which cannot be depied. The
devotion and the temacity of its adherents,
together with the absence of manifested power
of suppression on the part of Spain, cannot
be controlled and may make some positive
steps on the part of other Powers a matter of
self-necessity. I had confidently hoped at this
time to ba able to aqu'munee the arrangement
of eome of the impbrtant questions between
this government and that of Spaip, Lat the
negotiations have been protracted. The un-
happy intestine dissensions of Spain command
our profonnd sympathy, and must be accepted
ag, perhaps, a cause of some delay. An early
settlement, in part at least, of the questions
between the governments is hoped in the
meantime,

Bigh's of Citizenship.

Awaiting the results of immediately pend-
ing negotiations I defer to further and fuller
commugieation on the sttbject of the relations
of this country and Spain. " 1 have again to call
the attention of Congress to the unsatisfactory
condition of existing laws with reference to ex-
puuiatioq and the election of nationality, For-
merly amid contlicting opinions and decisions
it was difficnlt to exactly determine how far
the doctrine of perpetnal allegiance wos applica-
ble to citizens of the United States, Congress,
by the act of the 27th of July, 1868, asserted
the abstract right of expatriation as a fanda-
mental prionciple of this government. Not-
withstanding snch assertion and the necessity
of frequent applieation of the principle legisla-
tion has been had defining acts or formalities
that shall work expatriation or when a citizen
has been deemed to have renounced or to have
lost his citizenship. The importance of such
definition is obvious. The representatives of
the United States in forcign countries are con-
tinnally called upon to lend the aid and protee-
tion of the United States to persons, concerning
the good fauth or the reality of whose eit-
izenship, there is at least great question. In
some cases the provisions of treaties furnish
some guide; in others it is left to benefit per-
sons claiming citizenship while living in a for-
eign country, contributing in no manner to the
performance of the dutiesof a citizen of the
Tnited States and without the intention at any
time to return to undertake these duticz, who
use the claims of citizenship of the United
States simply as a shield from the performance
of the obligations of a citizen elsewhere, The
status of children born of American parents re-
siding in a foreign country,of American woman
who have married aliens, of American citizens
residing abroad where such question is not reg-
ulated by treaty are all the sources of frequent
difliculty and discnssions. islation on these
and similar questions and particalarly defining
when and under what circumstances expatria-
tion can be accomplished or is to be presumed,
is especially needed.

In this connection I earnestly call the atten-
tion of Congress to the difficulties arising from
fraudulent naturalization. The United States
wisely, freely and liberally offers its citizenship
to all who may come in good faith to reside
within its limits, on their complying with cer-
tain preseribed reasonable and simple formali-
ties and conditions. Among the highest duties
of the government is that to afford firm, efii-
cient and equal protection to all its citizens,
whether native born or nataralized. Care
should be taken that a right carrying with it
such support from the government should not
be fraudunlently obtained, and should be be-
stowed only upon fall proof of a compMance
with the law, and yet there are frequent in
stances of illegal and frandulent naturaliza-
tion, and of the unauthorized use of certificates
thus improperly obtained. In some ecases the
fraudalent character of the naturalization has
appeared npon the face of the certificate ilself.
In others, examination discloses that the hold-
er had not complied with the law, and in others
certificates have been obtained where the per-
sons holding them were not only not entitled
to be naturalized, but had not been within the
United States at the time of the pretended nat-
uralizalion. Iunstances of each of thése classes
of frand are discovered at our legations where
the certificates of naturalization are presented,
for the purpose of obtaining naturalization or
in demanding the protection of the legation.
When the frand is apparent on the faces of
such certificates, they are taken up by the rep-
resentatives of the government and forwarded
to the Department of State, but even then the
record of the court in which the fraudalent
naturalization occurred remains, and duplicate
certificates are readily obtainable. Upon the
presentation of these for the issne of passports
or for demanding protection of the government
the fraud at the same time escaprs notice, aud
such certificates are not unfrequently used in
the transaction of business to the deception and
injury of innocent parties. Without placing
any additional obstacles in the way of obtain-
ment of citizenship by the worthy and well in-
tended foreigner who comes in good faith to
cast his lot with ours, I earnestly recommend
farther legislation to punish frandulent natn-
ralization, and to secare the ready cancellation
of the record of every naturalization made in
fraud.

Trenties.

Since my last annual message the exchange
has beer made of the ratification of the trea-
ties of extradition with Belgiom, Fenador,
Peru and Saun Salvador; also of a treaty of
commeree aprd navigation with Peru, and ‘one
of commerce aud consalar privileres with San
Salvador, all of which have been duly proclaim -
ed, as has also a declaration with Ruszia with
reference to trade marks,

The Finances.

i he report of the Secretary of the Treasury
which by law is made directly to Congress and
forms no part of this message will show the
receipts and expenditures of the government
for the last fiscal year, the amount received
from each fouree of revenue, and the amount
paid out for cach of the departments of the
government, It will be observed from this
report that the amount of receipts over cx-
penditares has been $2,544.882 30 for the fiscal
sear ending .June 10th, 1874, and that for the
current fiscal year he estimates the receipts
over expenditures will not much exceed nine
millions of dollars, In view of the large
national debt existing, and the chligation to
add one per cent. per avnum to the sinking
fund, a sum amonnting now to over thirty-four
millicns per annum, [ submit whether the
revenues should not be increased or expendi-
tures diminished to reach this amount of sur-
plus. Not to provide for the sinking fund is a
partial failore to comply with the contracts
and obligations of the government. At the
last session of Congress a very considerable
rednction was made in the rates of taxation
and in the numoer of articles submitted to
taxation, the ¢nestion may well be asked
whether or hot 1n some instances unwisely,
In conpection with this subject, too, I venture
the opinion that the means of collecting im-
ports have been so embarrassed by legislation
as to maks it questionable whether or not large
amounts are uot lost by failure to collect, to
the direct lozs of the Treasury, and to tHe
prejadice of the interest [of honest importers
and tax-payers.

The Secretary of the Treasury, in his report,
favors legislation looking to an early return to
gpecie paywents, thus sapporting the views
previously expressed in this messege. He also
recommends economy in appropriations, calls
attention to the loss of revenne from repealing
the tax on tea and coffee without beuefit to
consumers; reccmmends an inerease of ten
cents o gallon on whiskey, and farther, that
no modification be made on the eurrency and
bankingz bills passed at the last session of Con-
aress, unless  modification  should become
necessary by reason of the adoption of mea-
sures for returniog to specie payments.

In theze recommendations I cordially join.

The Tarifl,

I would suggest to Congress the propriety of
readjusting the tariff so as to inecrease the rev-
enue and at the same time decrease the nnmber
of articles npon which duties are levied. Thsoe
articles which enter into our manufactures and
are not produced at home, it seems to me,
should be entered free. Those articles of man-
ufacture which we produce a counstitucut payt
of, but do not produce the whole, that part
which we do not produce should euter fice aiso,
I will instance fine wool, dyes, ete. These arti-
cles must be imported to form a part of the
manufacture of the higher grades of woolen
goods, Chemicals used as dyes,componuded in
medicines, and used in varions ways in manu-
factares come under this class. The introdue-
tion free of daty of snch wools ag we do not
produce, should stimulate the manufacture of
goods requiring the use of those we dojproduce,
and thercfore would be a benetit to home pro-
duction. There are many articles entering in-
to home manufacture which we do not produce
ourselves, the tariff upon which inercases the
cost of producing the manufactured article.
All connections in this regard are inthe direc-
tion of bringing labor and capital in harmony
with each otlﬁcr, and of supplyingone of the
clements of prosperity so much needed.

Arvmy and Navy,

‘Lhe report of the Secretary of War, herewith
attached and forming a purt of this message,
gives all the information concerning the opera-
tious, wants and necessities of the army, and
contain many suggestions aud recommendations
which I commend to your special attention,
There is no class of governmeat cmployes who
are harder worked thau tho army oilicers and
men, nonc who perform their task more cheer-
tully and efliciently, and under circumstances
of greater privations and hardship. Legislation
is desirable to render more efficient this branch
of the public service, All the recommenda-
tions of the Secretary of War I refosed, as inju-
dicious, and especially commend to your at-
tention the following: The consolidation of
government arsenals; the restoration of mile-
age to ofticers traveling under orders: the ex-
emption of money received from the sale of
subsistence stores from being covered intu the
Treasury; the use of appropriations for the
purchase of subsistence stores without waiting

for the beginning of the fiscal year for which

the app‘m{:mprinlion is made; for additions}
appropriations for the collection of torpedo
material: for increased appropriations for the
m* nufacture of arms; for relieving the varions
states from indebteduess for arms o to
them during the rehellion; for dropping officers
from the roilz of the army without trial for
the oftence of drawing pay more than once for
the same period; for the discouragement of
the ﬁlnn to pag soldiers by checks; and for the

establishment of a professorship of rhetoric

and English literature at West Point.

The reasons for these recommendations are

obvious and are set forth sufliciently in the re-
port attached. I also reccommend that the
status of the staff corps of the army be fixed,
where this has not already been done, so that
promotions may be made and vacancies filled
as they oceur in each grade when redoced be-
low the number to be fixed by law. The ne-
cessity for such legislation 1s especially felt
now in the pay depaitment, The pumber of
officers in that department is below the num-
ber adequate to the performance of the duties
rel'-imred of them by law,
. The efticiency of the navy has been Ja
increased during the last year. Under the im-
pulze of the foreign oumpfications which threat-
ened us at the commencement of the last ses-
sion of Congress many of onr efficient wooden
ships were put in condition for immediate ser-
vice and {he frepair of our iron clad fleet
pushed with the utmost vigor. The result is
that most of these arcnow in an effective
state and need only to be manned and put into
commission to go at once into service, Some
of the new sloops authorized by Congress are
already in commission and more of the remain-
der are launched and wait oul{ the completion
of their machinery to enable them to take their
places as part of our effective force. Two irou
torpeddo ships have been completed during the
last year and four of our large double turretted
iron-clads are now undergoing repairs. When
these are finished everything that is useful of
our navy as now authorized will be in condition
for service and, with the ndvance in the scienco
of torpedo warfare, the American nayy, com-
paratively small as it is, will be found at any
tlmﬁo powerful for the purposes of a peaceful
nation.

Iy

Scientide Expeditions,

Much has also been accomplished during the
year in aid of science and to 1ncreass the sum
of general knowledge and farther the interests
of commerce and civilization, Extensive and
much needed soundings have been made for
hydrographic purposes and to fix the proper
roate of ocean telegraphs, Further surveys of
the great isthmus have been undertaken and
completed, and two vessels of the navy are now
employed in conjunction with those of Eng-
land, Fraoce, Germany and Russia in observa-
tions connected with the transit of Veuus, so
useful and interesting to the seientific world.
The estimates for this branch of the pablie
service do not differ materially from those of
last year, those for the gemeral support of the
service being somewhat less, and those for per-
manent improvements at varlous stations
rather larger than the corresponding estimate
made a yeer ago. The regular maintenance
and a steady increase in the efficiency of this
most important arm in proportion to the
growth of our maritime intercourse and inter-
ests is recommendéd to the attention of Con-
gress. The use of the uav,{)in time of peace
might be further utilized by a direct authori-
zation of the employment of naval vessels in
e:glorations and surveys of the supposed navi-
gable waters of other nationalities on this con-
tinent, especially the tributaries of the two
great rivers of South America, the Orinoco and
the Amazon. Nothing prevents under the ex-
isting law such an exploration except that ex-
{;een itares must be made in such expeditions

vond those usuallg rovided for by the ap-
propriations, The field designated is urques-
tionably one of interest and one capable of
large development of commercial interests, ad-
vautageous to the people reached and those
who may establish relations with them.

Poatal Matters,

The education of the people entitled to exer-
cise the rightof franchise, I [T
tial to general prosperity everywhere and, es-
pecially so in republics where neither education
nor previous condition enters into account in
giving suffrage. Next to the public school the
post-office is the great agent of education over
our vast territory, The ral,ﬁdily with which
new sections are being settled, thus inereasing
the carrying of mails in & more rapid ratio
than the increase of receipts, is not alarming.
T'he report of the Postmaster General, here-
with attached, shows that there was an in-
crease of revenua in his department in 1872
over the previous year of $167,441,100, and an
increase of cost of carrying the mails and pay-
ing employes of $304,146,801., The report of
the Postmaster General gives interesting sta-
tistics of his department, and cowpares them
with the correspouding statistics of a year ago,
showing a growth in every branch of the de-
partment. A postal convention has been con-
cluded with New South Wales; an exchange of
postal cards estabiished with Switzerland; and
the negotiations pending several years with
Fraunce have terminated in a convention with
that country which went into effect last Ag-
gust. An international postal congress was
convened in Berne, Switzerland, in Septenzber
last at which the United States was represent-
ed by an officer of the postoffice department of
much experience and of qualifications for the
position. A convention for the eslablishment
of an international postal union was azreed up-
on and sigoned by the delegates of the countries
represented, subject to the approval Jof the
proper authorities of those countries. I re-
spectfully direct your attention to the report of
tlxe Postmaster General and to  bis sug_estions
in regard to an equitable adjostment of the
question of compensations to railroads for car-
rying the mails.

The Southern Troubles,

Your atteation will be drawn to the uunsettied
condition of affairs in some of the Soutbern
States, On the 14th of September last the Gov
ernor of Lounisiana called upon me, as provided
by the Coustitution and laws of the United
States, to aid in suppressing domestic violence
in that state. This call was made in view of a
proclamation issued on that day, D. B, Penn
claiming that he was elected Lieutenant Gov-
ernor in 1872, and calling upon the militia of
the state to arm, assemble and drive from pow-
er the usurpers, as he designated the officers of
the state department. On the next day I izsu-
ed my proclamation, commanding the insur-
gents to disperse within five days from the date
thereof, and subsequently learned that on that
day they had taken foreible possession of the
State House. Steps were taken by me to sup-
port the exisiting and recoguized state govern-
ment, bat before the expiration of the five :In{s.
the insurrectionary movement was practically
abandoned and the officers of the state govern-
ment, with some minor exceptions resaomed
their powers and Juties. Counsidering that the

iresent state administration of Louisiana has
Lm,-u the only government in that state for
nearly two years, that it has been tacitly ac-
knowledged and acquiesced in as such by Coun-
gress and more than once expressly recognized
by me, I regarded it as my clear duty, when
legally called on for that purpose, to prevent its
overthrow by an armed mob under the pretence
of fraud and irregularity in the clection of 1872,
I have beretofore called the attention of Con-
gress to this subject, stating tlrat on account of
frands and forgeries committed at said election,
and because it nrpears that the returns thereof
were never lega l{.canvmd, it was impossible
to tell thereby who was chosen; but from the
Lest sources at my command I have always be-
lieved the present state officers received a ma-
1 repeat
what I said in my special message of Febrnary
13th, 1873, that in the eventof no action Ly
Congress, I mnst continne te recognize the gov-
ernment heretofore recognized by me.

I regret to say that with preparations for the
election, decided indications appeared in some
localities of the Southern States of a determin-
ation, by acts of violeonce and iotimidation, to
deprive eitizens of the freedom of the ballot,
because of their ];oliticnl opinions, Bands of
men, masked and armed, made their appear-
ance; White Leagues and other societies were
formed; large quantities of arms and ammuni-
tion were imported and distributed to the or-
ganizations; military drills, with menacing
demonstrations, were held, and, with all these,
murders enough were commit to spread ter-
ror amoeng those whose political action was to
ba suppressed, if Po&-‘;ihh:, by these proceed-
ings. Insome places colored Ilaborers were
compelled to vote acconding to the views of
their employers, under threats of discharge “if
they acted otherwise,and there are too many in-
staneces in which, when these threats were dis-
regarded, they were remorsely executed by
those who made them.

I understand that fifteenth amendment to
the constitution was made to prevent the like
state of things, and the act ol May 31st, 1870,
with amendments, was passed to enforce its
provisions; the objects of this being to guaran-
tee to all citizens the right to vote and protect
them in the full enjoyment of that right. Ea-
joined by the constitutior to take care that the
laws be faithiully executed, and convinced by
undoubted evidence that violations of ssid act
had been committed and that a wide spread
aud tlagrant disregard of it was contemplated,
the proper officers were instructed to prosecute
the offenders, and troops were stationed at con-
venient points to aid them, if necessary, in the
performance of their official duties. Com-
plaints are made of this interference by feder-
al aathority, but if said amendment and act do
not provide for such interference under the cir-
camstances as above stated,then they are with-
out meauing, force and effect, and the whols
scheme of colored eofranchisement is worse
than mockery and little better than a crime.
Possibly Congress may find it due to truth and
justice to ascertain, by means of a committee
who can hear whether all the alleged wrongs of
colored citizeus for political reasons are real or
whether the reports thereot were manufactured
for the occasion. The whole number of troops
in the states of Alabama, Louisiana, Georgia,
Florida, Sonth Carolina, North Carolina, Ken
tucky, Tennessee, Arkansas, Mississippi, Mary-
land and Virginia, at the time of the election
were 4,082, These embrace the garisons of all
the forts frem the Delawars to the Galf of
Mexico.

Auother trouble has grisen in Arkansas.
Article 13 of the constitution of that state,
which was adopted in 1368, and upov the ap-
proval of which by Congress the state was rc-
stored representation as one of the states of tha
Union, provides in effect that before any
amendments proposed to this constitution
shall become a part of it, they shall be passed
by two successive Assemblies and then sabmit-
ted to and ratified by a majority of the electors of
the state voting thereon,On the 11th ofMay, 1874,
the governor convened an extra session of the
General Assemuly of the state which, on the
18th of the same month, passed on act provid-
fng for o convention to frapse & new  constitn-
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tivn purspant to this act, and at wn election
beld oo Juue 30tn, 1874, the couvention was
aporoved aud de'egates were chusen thereto,
who assewbled oo the 9th of last July and
fo wed & new coustitation, the schedule of
which provided fur the election of an entire
se. of slate officers in a4 manover contrary to
tie theo exisuing election laws of the state.
On Octwber 13th, 1874 this constiution, as
t.erein provided, was sobmitted to the people
for their approval or rejectivn, aod accoed ng
to the election returns #as approved by a large
majority of th pse qual:fied to vote thereon, and
il the same election persons were chosen Lo
fill all the state, county and towunships offices.
The governor elected in 1872 for the term of
four years tarned over his office to the govera-
or chogen under the new coostitution, where-
upon the lieutenaut governor, also elected in
1872 for a term of foar years, claiming to act as
governor and allezing that said proceedings
by which the new constitution was made and a
new set of ofticers elected were unconstitution-
al, illegal and vuid, called upon me, as provid-
ed in section 4, article 4 0! the Constitution to
protect the state agaiust domestic violence.
As Congress is now investigating the political
affairs of Arkansas I bave declined to inter-
fere. The whole subject of executive inter-
ference with the affairs of a stats is repugnant
te pablic opinion, to the feeling of those who
from their official capacity must be used in
such nterposition, and to bim cr those who
must direct. Unless most clearly on the side
of the laws such iuterference becomes a crime
wzile the law to support i1t is conlemped with-
ont a hearing. I desire, therefore, that all
necesgity for executive direction in local affairs
may become unnecessary and obsolete. I in-
vite the atlention, not ouly of Congress, but of
the people of the United States, to the canses
and effects of these unlappy questions. Is
there not a dispusition or oneside to magnify
wrong and outrages and on the other to belittle
them? If pablic opi nion counld be directed to a
correct survey of what is, and 1o rebuking
wrong and aiding the proper anthorities iu
punlshluﬁ:h a beuter state of feeling would be
luculcated, and the sooner we wouhi have that
peace which would leave the states free indeed
to regulate their own affairs. I believe. on
the g:rt of our citizens of the Southern states,
the better part of them, there is a disposition
to be law ahiding and do no violence either to
individoals er to the laws existing. But do they
do right in ignoring the existence of violence
and bloodshed in resistance to constitutional
aathority? I sympathize with their prustrate
condition, and would do all in my power to re-
lieve thew, acknowledging that 1 some in-
stances they have had most trying governments
to live under, and very oppressive ones in the
way of taxation for nomipal improvements
not giving benefits equal to the hardships im-
posed.JBut'can they proclaim themselves ea-
tirely irresponsible for this condition? They
caunot. Violence has beeu rampant in some
localities, and has either been jastified or de-
nied by those who could bave prevented it.
The theory 18 even raised shat theze is to be no
farther interference on the part of the general
yuvernment to protect citizens within a state
where the state authorities fail to give protec-
tion. This is a great mistake. &Yhilo I re-
main executive all the laws of Coogress and
the provisions of the Coustitution, including
the recest amendments thereto, will be en-
forced with vigor, but with regret that they
should have added one jot or tittlejto the execu
tive duties or powers. Let there be fairuess i
the discussion of Southern questions, the advo-
cates of both or all poiitical parties giving
honest trathtul reports of occurrences, con-
demniung the wrong or upholding the right,
and soon all will be well. Under the existing
conditions the negro votes the Republican
ticket, becanse he kuows his friends are of the
party, Many a good citizen votes the opposite,
not vecause he agrees with the great principles
of state which separate parties, but because,
generally, he is opposed to the pexro rule.
This is a most delusive ery. Treat the negro
as a citizen and voter as heis, and must re-
main, and sovu parties will be divided, not oun
the eolor line, bat in principle. Then we shall
have no complaint of sectional interference.
Judical Matters,

The report of the Attorney General contains
valuable recommendations relatiog to the ad-
ministration of justice in the courts of the
United States, to which I invite your attention.
I respecifully suggest to Congress the propriety
of increasing the number of judicial districts in
the United States to eleven, the present num-
ber being nine, and the creation of two addi-
tional judgeships. The territory to be travers-
ed by the circuit judges isso t and the
business of the courts is so steadlly incrcasing
that it is growiog mora and more impossible
tor them to keep up with the basiness requir-
ing their attention. Whether this wonld in.
volve the necessity of adding two more justices
of the Supreme Court to the present number I
submit to the judgment of Congress,

Indinns.

The attention of Congress is invited to the
report of the Secretary of the Interior, to the
legislation asked for by him, The domestic in-
terests of the people are more intimately con-
nected with this department than with either
of the departments of the government. Its
duties have been added to from time to lime
until they have become 80 onerous that with-
out the most perfect system and order it will
be impossible for any Secretary of the Interior
to keep trace of all official transactions baving
bis sanction and dove in his pame, and for
which be is held personally responsible. The
policy adopted for the management of Indian
affairs known as the peace policy bas bren ad-
hered to with the most satisfactory results, It
is confidently hoped that a few years more will
relieve our frontiers from the danger of Indian
depredations, 1 commend the recommendation
of the Secretary for the extension of the home-
steud laws to the Inaians and for some sort of
territorial government for the Indian “Terri-
tory. A great majority of the Indiaus cecupy-
ing this tertitory are believed to be incapable
of maintaining their rights agaiost the more
civilized and enhightened white man. Any ter-
ritorial form of government given them, thero-
fore, should protect them in their homes and
pmtrerty for a period of at least tweuty years
und before its final adoption should be ratified
by a majority of those affected.  The report of
the Secretary of the Interior, herewith attach-
ed, gives much interesting statistical infor-
mation which I abstain from giving an ab-
stract, and referyon to the report itself,

Peusions,

Tha act of Congress providing the oath which
peusioners must subscribe befor : drawing their
pensions cuts off [rom this bounty a few sur-
vivors of the war of 1812, residing 1n the South-
ern states. I recommend the restoration of
this bounty to 2ll such. The number of persons
whose nsmes would be restored to this list is
uot large. They are all old persons who could
bave taken no part in the reqellion aud the ser-
vices for which they were awarded pensions
were in defence of the whola couantry,

‘The Centennial.

The report of the commissioner of agriculture
herewith contaius suggestions of much interest
to the general public and refers to the ap-
proachiog centennial and the part his depart-
ment is ready to take In it. I feel that the na-
tion at large is interested in having this expo-
sition 2 success, and commend to Congress
such action as will secure a greater general in-
terestin it, Alremdy many foreign patioons
have signified their intention to be represented
at it, and it may be expected that every civiliz-
ed pation will be represented.

Civil Service Reform.

The rules adopted-to improve the civil ser-
vice to the government bave been adhered to as
closely as bave been practicable with the oﬂ;:-
sition with which they meet. Their effect, .
lieve, bas been beneficial on the whole and has
tended to the elevation of the service, but it is
impracticable to maintain them without direct
aud positive support of Congress. Geperally
the support which this reform receives is from
those who give it their sapport ouly to find
fault wben the rules are apparently departed
from. The removal from oftice without pre-
ferrivg churges against the parties removed are
frequently cited as a Ceparture from tbe rales
adopted and the retention of those against
whom charges are made by irresponsible per-
sons and without good grounds is also often
condemned as a violation of tbem. Unpder
these circumstances, therefore, I announce that
if Congress adjourns without positive legisla-
tion on the subject of **Civil Service Reform,”

will ragard such action asa disapproval of
the system and will abandon it except so far as
to require examivations for certain  appointees
to determive their fituess. Competitive ex-
amioatious will be abaudoped. The geutlemen
who have given their services witbout compen-
sation as mewbess of the board to devise rules
and regulations for the government of the civil
service of the country have show much zeal and
earpestness in this work, and to them as to
myself it will be a source of mortification if it
is to be thrown away, but I repeat that it is im-
possibleto carry the system to a successfal is-
sue without the general approval and assist-
awce and positive law to support it.

Labor QQuestions.

I bave stated that three elements of prosper-
ity to the nativn—capital, labor skilled and un-
skilled, and products of the soil—still remain
with us. To direct the employment of these is
a problem deserving the most serions attention
of Congress. If employment can be given to
all labor offering itself, prosperity necessarily
follows. I have n—xpresses the opinion, and re-
peat it, that the first requisite to the accom-
plisbment of this end is the substitation of a
sound currency in place of ona of a fluctuating
value., Tbissecured, there are many interests
that might be fostered to the greaf profit of
both labor and capital. How to induce capital
to employ labor is the question. The subject of
* cheap transportation Las occupied the attention
of Congress. Much new light on this question
will without doubt be given by the committee
appointed by the last Congress to investigate
and report upon this subject.

Shipbuilding.

. A revival of shipbuilding, and particularly of
iron steamship building, is of vast importance
to our pational prosperity. The United States
is now paying over $100,000,000 per annum for
freights aud passage ou foreign ships, to be car-
ried abroad and expended in the employment
and support of other people’s, beyond a fair per
centage of what should go to forciga vessels,
estimating on the tounage and travel of each
respectively. It is to be regrotted that this dis-
P ? in the carrying trade exists, and to cor-
Tect t I would be willing to cee a great depart-
ure from the usual course of the government in
fupporting what might usually be termed a pri-
viale qntvrlnr;ee: I would not suggest as a rewm-
edy direct subsidy 1o Awerican steamship lines,
but I would suggest a direct offer of ample com-
pensation for carrying the wails between the
Atlantic seaboard cities and the continent on
American owned and American built steamers

and would extend this liberality o vesseis car
rying the mails to the South Awerican States
and to Central Awerica and Mexico, and would
pursue ibe same policy from our Pacific sog-
ports on the Pacific,

It might be demanded that vessels built for
this service shonid come to a standard fixed by
legislation in tonnage, speed and all o her
aualities looking to the pogsibilities of the gov-
ernment requiring them at the same time for
war purposes, The right also of taking posses-
sion of them in such emergency should be
guarded. I offer these suggestions, believing
them worthy of consideration in all seriousness,
affectiog all sections and all interests alike, 1f

unything better can be done t direct the coun-

try 1oto a gourse of gensral prosperity, no voe

will be more ready than I to secund the plan,
District of 'olumbia Alai 8.

Forwarded berewith will be found the report
of the commissioners appoinied under an act of
Congress, approved Juoe 20th, 1874, to wind
up the uffairs of th+ District government, It
will be seen fro n the report that the pet debt
of the District of Columbia, less securities on
havd and available, is: Bonded debt issoed
prior w July 1st, [874, £888,304,043; 8.65 bonds
aect ot Cougress Juue 20th, 1874, %208816.873;
certificates of the Board of Aundit, $477,0535,-
845; total, 81,574,266,761—less special umprove-
meat assessments, chargeable to  private prop-
erty in excess of any demand against such as-
sessments, $161,405,437; less Chesapeake and
Ohio Caual bonds, £75,000, and Washiogton &
Alexandria Railroad bonds, $59.000. In the
bands of the Commissioners of the Sinking
Fuod are $174,805,437, leaviug the actoa. debt,
less said assets, $1,309,461,324. In addition to
this there are claims preferred against the gov-
ernment of the District amounting in _the esti-
mated aggregate reported by the Board of Aud-
it to $341,778,748, of which the greater part
will probably be rejected. This sum cau with
no more propriety be included in the debt ac-
acconnt of the District government than can
the thonsauds of claims agaiust the general
government be included as a portion of the
rational debt, but the aggregate sum thus
stated includes something wore than the fund-
il debt chargeabie exclusively te the Disirict
of Columbia.

Tue act of Congress of Jane 28th, 1864, con-
templates an apportionment between the
Uuited States goverement aud the District of
Columbia in respect of the payment of the
principal apd i tof 3.65 bouds. Therefore,
comptting with precigion the bond deb:t of the
District, the ngeregate sums above stated as
respects the 3 65 bonds now issued, the out-
standiog certiticates of the board of audit and
the unadjosted claims now peuding before
that board shonld be reduced to the exteut of
the amount (o be apportioned to the United
States goveromeuot.

In 1he matter of the act of Cougress of June
20¢h, 1874, 1 especially invite your attention to
the report of the commisgioners of the sinking
fuod, relative to the ambiguity of the act of
June 20ch, 1874; the interest oo the District
bonds and the lidation of the indebted-
oess of the District. I feel much indebted to
the gentlemen who consenied to leave their
private affairs avd coma from a distance to
attend the businessof this district, avd for the
satisfactory and able manoer in which it has
been conducted. I am sure their services will
be appreciated by the entire conntry.

Itwill be seen from the accompanying full
report of the board of health that the sanitary
coodition of the Districs is very satisfactory.
In my opiuvion the District of Columbia shounld
be regarded as the ground of the national
cdpital, is which the eotire people are inter-
ested. I do not allude to this to urge gener.us
appropriations to tue District, but to draw the
attention of Congress io framing a law for the
government ot the Distric:, to the magnificent
scale on which the city was plauned by the
founders of the government, the manner in
which for ornamental purposes, reservations of
streets and avenues were laid out, and the

roportion of the property actually posiessed
gs the general government. I think the pro-
portion of the expenses of the goveromest
and the improvements to be borne by the gen-
eral government, the cities of Wasbivgton and
Geaorgetown, and the county, should be care-
tully and equitably defined.

Missinsippi River.

In acrordance with section 3 of act approved
June 23d, 1874, I aEpo'mued a board to make a
survey of the mouth of the Mississippi river,
with a view to determine the best method of
obtaining and maintaining the depth of water
sufficient for the purposes of commerce, &c.,
and in accordance with an act entitled ‘‘An
to provide for the appommtmentof a commis-
sion of ergineers to iuvestigate and report a

srmanent plao for the excavation of the al-
r:via.l basin of the Mississippi now subject to
inundation,” T appointed a commission of en-
gineers, Neither board hes yet comfletell its
labors. When their reports are received they
will be forwarded to Congress without delay.

The Republican Senators yesterday in caucus
chose Mg’rrill of Maine, Bfrgum, cfgam,b, and
Pease a committee to report a revised list of
Sevate commilteer, No important chavges are
anticipated.

The President sent Murshall Jewell's name
for Posumaster General to the Sepate yester-
day
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The President’s Message.

As usual, President Grant’s message is a
matter of fact document. No time has been
wasted in rounding periods, or elaborating
sentences. Itis so brief thut every citizen
can find time to read it, and so full and faith-
ful is it in the recital of the workings of the
government the past year, that all necessary
information relative thereto, can be obtained
by a persnal. Noting the present prostra-
tion of business, the President points out, as
the only remedy, an early resumption of
specie payments. The necessity as well as
the duty of this step, Le enforces Ly brief,
but unanswerable arguments. He also rec-
ommends the repeal of legal ‘ender clanse of
the currccey bill ucder certain conditions,
and also advocates a system of free banking,

Passing from the financial topie, which he
considers the most important, the President
proceeds to give a brief account of our rela-
tions with other nations. It is enough to
state bLere that we are at peace with the
world. Tlissuggestion relative to Chieese
immigration will commend itself to thought-
ful people. He discusses at length the rights
of citizenship, and calls attention to abuses
practised under our naturalization laws.

He deems an increase of the revenue im-
portant, and to obtain this he recommends
that a tariff be again imposed upon tea and
co'lee, and the tax increased ten cents on
whiskey. He would also re-adjust the tariff)
in which he takes ground in favor of the pro-
Lleclive system.

The next imporiant topic muoticed is the
Southern troubles, He defends his aclion in
the Louisiana affair, and relates the difficul-
ties now existing in Arkansas. He believes
that the Fifteenth amendment and the laws
under it are for the protection &f the colored
people in their political and civil rights. Ifnot
he declares that “‘their enfranchisement is
worse than mockery and little better than
crime,”” His closing remarks on this subject
are worthy of consideration. He declares
that both parties have done wrong in the
past and urges a new departure as the only
road to peace.

Of the other topics considered in the wmes-
sage we can only speak briefly. The Presi-
nent recommends that the number of Asso-
ciate Justices of the Supreme Coutt be in-
creased to eleven ;e hopes the Centennial
Exhibition will be saccessful, but makes no
recommendation for an appropriation; he is
more and more convinced in the necessity of
civil service reform, but notifies Congress that
he will bave to abandon it unless it co-oper-
ates with him, which he urges it to do; he
congratulates the country on the revival of
ship-building, and urges that American built
and owned steamships shouald have the pref-
erence in carrying our mails,

Briefly stated, theseare the promipent
features of the message. On all important
topics, it will meet the approval of the Eas-
tern states and of conservative people gen-
erally., e does not renew his recommenda-
tion of last year for a grand system of internal
improvements, or that of two years ago for
free trade in ships.

The message, as transmifted by telegraph,
is full of inaccuracies, aud the paper closes
very abruptly and withouta benediction.
There is, however, hardly a point at which
the every-day citizen can Lake exception.

THE Saturday morning club of Boston, of
which the New York Times gives an enter-
taining account, is an institution worth mod-
elling after. The club, which numbers seven=-
ty members, is composed of young unmarried
ladies, Boston's brightest and best. Itis an
association for mutual improvement and in-
struction, and the meetings are held at a pri-
vate house. The leading writers of Boston
give the young ladies the benefit of the first
hearing of lheir magazine articles, lectures,
poems, etc. and submit them to the criticism
of the club. Members who ara abroad send
letters descriptive of what they see. The club
is divided into sections, according to the
tastes of the members. One section is devot-
ed to art. The studios of the city are visited,
and the work of the members is submitted to
the criticism of the section. The important
matter of house decoration and furnisbing is
very properly included in the department of
art. Another section is devoted to cookery,
At stated times each member gives aluncheon
to the others, each of whom must come with
a dish of her own concoction. The acenmu-
lation of receipts is one of the objects of the
cooking section. All this sounds good enoogh
to be true.

Irbas already been stated in these col-
umns that the Grand Trunk railway has, in
ils new freight tariff, made a marked and
flattering discrimination between Portland
and other eastern cities. The freight on a
bushel of corn is five cents less between Chi-
eago and Portland than between Chizago and
other New England trade centres. The
rates from Chicago to Boston are one cent
less than by other routes, but still are four
cents higher than the Portland tariffi,. To
way stations between this city and Boston
the advance is five cents, Meichandise is
only billed to Boston from here over the Bos-
ton & Maine, though it is billad to way sta-
tions on the Eastern. The liberal policy to-
ward the Grand Trunk which is meeting with
such favor in this city has already begun to
bear fruit.

Rumoms of the failing health of Disraeli
are rife of late, and the prominent English
conservative statesmen are already casting
eyes towards the succession to the leadership
of the party. The promivent candidates for
the prospective vacancy are tiie Earl of Der-
by and the Marquis of Salisbury. ‘Lhe first
vamed has, in a sense, a hereditary right to
the succession, being the son of that Lord
Derby who was thrice premier, ITe is classed
with the moderates, and is one of those emi-
nently safe men who never commit them-
selves. The other is a descendant of Cecil,
Queen Elizabeth's crafly secretary, andis a
Tory of the Tories, an impulsive and brilliant
but rash leader.

Ax the reeent election in New York, an
amendment to the constitution was ratified
requiring election officers to take the follow-
ing oath:

“1 have not, directly or indirectly, paid
offered or promised-to pay, contributed, offere
or ‘pmmmed to contribute, any money or other
valuable thing as a consideration or reward for
the giving or witholding of aoy vote at the
election at which I was elected to the said
office, and have uot made any promise to in-
fluence the giving or witholding of such
vote.”

The Republican papers-of thai state are
suggesting that Mr, Tilden, Governor elect
be required to put his hand on the book and
take the above oath,

TuE rebellion in the Argentine Confeder-
ation has come 10 a lame and impotent con-
clusion. Gen. Mitre and Lis associutes haye
been granted full amnesty, and peace has
been restored. At one time the rebellion had
good prospects for suvceess, and there were
reports of negotiations looking to an adjust-
ment of difliculties on the basis of a new
presidential election. But the revolutionists
soon after suffered reverses, and were in no
condition to impose terms. There seems to

bave been Lut little bloodshed, though the p

loss to business interests must be large.

Every Dewocralic member of the Su-
preme Court ot Indiana which decided that
the children of colored citizens have no right
to attend the public schools except in locali-
ties where they are sufficiently numerous to
have a school of their own, are candidates
for the United States Senate. These judges
evidently hase decided opinions 4s to the best
melhod to endear themselves to the Demo-
eratic members of the Legislature.

Reports of the Secretary of the
Treasuary.

Reccipts and Expenditures.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 7.—The Secretary of the
Treasury estimates that for the corrent fiscal
yeur the revenne of the government will amount
to $284,318,285.99, and that the ordivary ex-
peoses will be $275.315,498.42, which will leave
o surplus remaining of $9,002,796.57 to be ap-
Eaied to the sinkiog fund. There will, however,

a deficiency in the sinking fund account for
this year $22,002,748.43.

For the fiscal year ending June 30, 1876, Le
estimates the revenue will be $293,000,000, and
the expenditures $272,778,000, leaving a surplus
revenue in excess of expenditures of 820, 20~
000 to bo applied to the sinking fund, which
will be insuficient to the extent of $11,020,914

Specie Paymenis,

Concerning the resumption of specie pay-
ments, the Becretary “ﬁ : So much bas been
spoken and written within tbe last decade, es-
ﬁeciaily at the last session of Congress, on the

nancial question, relating to and growing ou
of our currency system, that further extended
discussion of the subject atthis time would
scarcely-seem to be pecessary, The opinions
entertained and expressed by public men aud
communities of peopie, as well as the sense of
Congress as heretofore indicated by votes of the
two Houses, must be accepted as one of the
factors of the financial problem. Nevertheless
the great and paramount importance of arriv-
ing at an ultimate solution of the matter, and
of restoring to the government and the people
& sound and stable carrency, indoces the Sec-
retary to bring the subjeet again to the atten-
tion of Congress, and to ask that decisive steps
be now taken by the law makicg power for a
return to o specie basis. 3

To attemtgl. an enumeration of the complicat-
ed mischiefs which flow from an upstable cur-
reucp, would carry this report to iuexcosable
leugth, and after all would be buat a repelition
of what has been often said. No nation can
long peglect the wholesome maxims founded
upon universal experience that upholds public
ciedit withount sutfering financial disturbance
and bringing serious consequences upou its peo-
ple, It will not be denied that the existing
18=ue of legal tender notes us a circulating me-
dium would never have been made except in
the great emergency of a war, 1ovolving no less
an issne than the preservation of the nation.
Whether this argnment in support of the valid-
ity of the legal tender acts be rested upon the
war powers conferred upon the goversment by
the Constitution, nor on other promises of that
instrument, it is clear that Congress could noi
bave been induced to pass such acis under any
other circumstances than in a time of the most
pressivg aod urgent need, sach as a state of
war only produces. .

The most earvest defenders of the power to
issue government obligations and make thew
by law legal tenders for all debts, publiz and
private, would scarcely be fouud to advocate
the exercise of the power except under circum-
stances of extreme necessity, and then ovly
for the time of the emergency, and there is
abundant evidence in the debates and proceed-
ings of Cougress, and in the statutes them-
eelves that was not intended to make the legal
tender motes the permanent currency of the
bouutry. The acts aunthorizing the issue of
such notes provide for their conversion into
bonds of the United States bearing interest at
the rate of six per cent. pér 2noum,

The act of March 1st, 1860, in terms declare
that “the faith of the United Statesis solemnly
];ledged to the payment in coin or its equiva-

ent of all obligations of the Unired States not
bearing interest, known as TUnited States
notes.”” The act further sffirms that *“the
United States solemoly pledges its faith to
make proqision, at the earliest practicable pe-
rind for the redemption of the United States
notes in coin,” ; 7

The purpose of the act is well expressed in
its title which declares it to be “anact to
strengthen the public credit,’ and that such
was the efect of the act campot be doubted, for
it is an unconditional assurance on the part of
the government, not only that its notes shall
be paid in coin, but that this shall be doue at
the earliesy practicable period. The faith of
the government could not be more cleasly or
absolutely pledged than i doue by this act of
Congress, to say nothing of the previons legis-
ation.

Thbe length of time has now elapzed since
the final overthrow ot the rebelliun,as well as
proper 1egard for the faith of the nation, ad-
monish us that the ipitiatory steps towards
the redemption of its pledges ought not to be
longer postponed. It is pot unworthy of re-
mark that the era of the war will not be closed
until the period of redemption shall have beeu
reacted.

It is sometimes urged by the advocates of a
continuance of our paper circulation, that’ its
amount being now definitely fixed by law, it is
not liable to the flactnations in volume which
attacbes to a carrency that may e increased or
diminished at the will of the Secretary; but this
suggestion leaves ont of view entirely the fact
that it is of little consequence where the power
to chan%:;lha volume of currency rests, the dif-
ference ingronly in-the degrec of prnbsbnlitr
of its use. be existence of the power at all
and the apprehension of its being called into
exercise is the evil from which mischievious
aonse uences are likely to flow. The quality of

exibility governed Dby the law of ‘trade and
commerce, and which regulales the increase or
dimination of the volumeof the circulating
mediom acecording to the requirements of legi-

‘timate business, is of value; but that which is

contralled by the legislative will and may de-
pend upon O?arty exigencies or the supposed
necessities of the Treasury, or the demands of
speculative enterprises, is objectionable in the
highest degree. Such a cuarrency is liable to
sudden and violent expansion or contraction,
having no necessary connection with the legiti-
mate demands of trade and commerce,

In a country like ours, with varied industries
and extensive commercial relations among its
different sections and with other nations and

les, stability of the circulating mediom is
indispensable to the general prosperity. Credit,
which necessarily enters largely into” commer-
cial transactions, can only be steady and secure
when it has for its foandation a stable curreney.
The quality of stability in money attaches oniy
to coip, which, by common consent of man-
kind, is the vertible into it at the will of the
holder, the truth will be understood and acted
npon. S

It is obvious that there cau be o resumption
by the goverument g0 long as the volume of
Eaper currency is largely in excess of the poss-

le amount of coin available for that purpose
which may come into the Treasury in any year,
and while no provision is made for the conver-
sion of this paper mouey into apything having
a nerer relation to coin; nor is it possible for
the banks or the ?gopla to resume so long as
the large awouunt of irredeemable paper now in
circulation continues to bo by law legal tender
for all private debts with reference both to the
past and the future. ‘Whi'e this state of things
lasts gold will continue to flow from ns, and
find employment where the nataral laws of

-trade, ucobstructed by restrajning legislation.

make its daily use indispensalile.

The Secretary, therefore, recommends Con-
gress to provide by law that after an early and
fixed day United States notes ghall cease to be
legal teuders as to contracts thereafter made.
But this provision should not apply to official
salaries or to other ordinary expenditures of
the Government under then existing contracts
or appropriations. Between the day thus to
be fixed and ths time of final resumption a
suffcient period should elapse to enable the
people and baoks to prepare for the latter by
such gradual processes in business as will
neither lead to violent contraction in ecredit
and values, nor suddenly increase the obliga-
tions of debtors. The sudden and immediate
sp}:recisa:on of the paper dollar to its par
value in gold is not only no necessary element
of redemption, but, as far as practicable, shonld
be avoided, The time shounld not, in the
opinion of the Secretary, be extended beyond
threa years, and might safely be made as much
less as in the judgment of Congress wounld
sufficiently protect the interests of debtors and
avoid the eviis.of too sudden contraction,

The Committee on Laying out New Streets,
reported the laying outof 8t. John street to
the Saccarappa road.

An order was introduced 1equiring owners or
occupants on Middle street to put on their new
street numbers. It was laid on the table,

The Commitlee on Streets reported, estal-
lishing & fenee line on Pleasant street, from
Park to High,

Thomas Burgess, petitioner for damages by
injury on street, was given leave to withdraw.

Ordered, That the City Treasurer hire on cred-
it of the city $34,500 on six year 6 per cent.
bonds to pay interest due in January on cit;
bonds in aid of the Portland & Rochester Rail-
road; that Committee on Drains aud Bewers
adjust sewer assessments to which exceptions
bave been made; that the Legislature be peti-
tioned to grant authority to the city to take and
hold personal property to the additional amount
of $200,000.

Petitions presended, OF Westbrook Britannia
Company for permission to erect stationa
steam_engine on Plum street; of Caldwell
Hodsdon, for same on Cross street; of Dyer
& Curtis, for permission to erect a wooden
building on Cross street; of Isaac Smith, for
damage by defect in the street; of steam fire

company No. 2, that the name of its engine be
chauged to John ¥. Chase. .

The committee on wharf facilities made their
report. The report stated that the Grand
Trunk proposed to make Portland the distrib-
uting point for Maine and parts of New Hamp-
shire, Vermont and Massachusetts. Arrange-
ments have been made with the Allan line for
two steamers a week, aad freight rates to Port-
land have been made five cants a hundred
pounds of grain and ten cents a barrel of flour
less than to Boston. The direct advantage to
Portland is estimated at £100,000 a year, The
Grand Trunk wish a little assistance in the
way of wharf and elevator facilities. The large
expenditnres made in this eity ($200,000) has
exhausted its resources. Galt’s wharf (now for
sale to Portland at £80,000 gold) is the only
suitable property for theroad. It comprises
more than 12,000 feet of land, less than one-
third being on piles, and it will cost abont 840,
000 for repairs and dredging. This makes an
expenditure of $130,000 to put it intoshape.
The cost of an elevator is estimated 270,000,
making a total cost of $200,000. If the wharf
is purchasad atan expense of $130,000, and
thirty year bonds issued by the city, the Grand
Trunk will purchase the property from the
city, paying for the same in thirty annual pay-
ments, and will construct at their own expenso
an elevator and all sheds required fcr their use.
The committee recommend the passage of the
following order:

Ordered—That the joint standing committee
on wharf accommodations be continued, and
they are hereby authorized to netgotiata for the
purchase, for and in the name of the Portland
Grain and Warehouse Company for a city
wharf,Jthe sm‘chssa to inelude the wharf,build-
ings, foundations and dock room known as
Galt’s wharf, situated on the southerly side of
Commercial street, and lying between Atlantic
wharf on the east, and Franklin wharf acd
Thames street on the west zide, and to repair
and to rebuild said wharf and to dredge around

The report of the commitiee was accepted,
and the order refused a passage by four yeas
to three nays (a two-thirds vote being re-
quired), Aldermen Smith, Sampson and Clark
voting nay.

The vote was subsequently rescinded, and
the order laid on the table, the following de-
bate taking place:

Alderman Daveis thought tbe matter of im-
mediate consequence, and that the order
should be passed.

Alderman Smith said that much of the
trouble that had come upon the city had come
from measures similar to this, such as margi-
nal ways, etc. While conceding that the
Grand Trunk had done more for the city than
bad any other road, still, in view of the past,
hs did not fecl at liberty to vote for ths mea-
sure.

Alderman Daveis did not see that the city
could by any possibility come to loss. He
thought there was an immediate neeessity for
the wharfage facilities asked for.

Alderman Smith thought the heavy pro-
perty owners, the men whose business will be
benefited by the movement, should Jfurnish
the money to carry it out. The owners of
small houses, the men of limited property,
should not be called upon to pay additional
taxes,

Alderman Clark thought the property worth
not half what is asked for it, and saw no sure
guaranty that the Grand Trunk will take it off
the city’'s shoulders.

Alderman Clement thought the city secure.
As the payment by the Grand Trunk begins
the first year the burden will not be heavy.

The Mayor explained that the proposition
was virtually the proposition of the Manager
of the Grand Trunk, Mr, Hickson. The pro-
perty is taxed for %61,000 since the fire which
destroyed the elevator. The improvements
projected by the Grand Trunk are valued at
$70,000. There is a suit pending between Sir
A. T, Galt and the Franklin Wharf Company
in relation to a portion of the wharf.

able reception. The finished manner in which
it was rendered called forth an enthusiastie
encore, which was graciously responded to by
the ¢uartette.

Beethoven's Mass in C formed the second
part of the programme. The “Kyrie” is not
the prayer that hopes almost against bope, the
agonized entreaty of trembling men—as it has
been often made by other great composers—but
seems rather to be the expression of pious, re-
pentant meditation. The openinz phrases are
‘tuneful, simply harmonized, and most ex-
pressive. They scem to give, as it were, the
keynote of the whole composition—a calm, no-
ble and finished work., The constant employ=
ment of donble thirds gives to the first part of
the “Kyrie'’ aneffect of harmonious parity and
richness, After an earnest episode introduc-
ing keys a little remote from that of C the
original theme returns, succeeded by a few
measures which terminate the namber. The
“Gloria’ is vigorons and exalted: the forcible
scale-passages of the accompaniment seeming
to lend wings to the soaring voices. After the
high, strongly accented phrases with which it
begins, the soft notes of “etin terra pax”
smooth the way for the announcement of
“‘zood will to men’ which is briefly treated in
fugue style, and is interesting in subje¢t and
manner. To the contralto golo are allotted the
first measures of the “Qui tollis"”—and these
sombre tones, the ejaculations of the chorus,
and the pulsating notes of the aecompaniment
are highly emotional. The “Quoniam tu so.
lus” contains a superh fugue. The *‘Credo’
opens with a fine effect, and one characteristic
of Beethoven's genins. Afler two instrumental
measuzes,in which the exclusive use of the chord
of C leaves no doubt in the mind of the hearer
a4 to the key in which this number is written—
the four vocal parts @il "unisono, supported by
the continued chord of C inthe accompaniment
sing in loog, not lond, tones the words “I be.
lieve.”” After this simple, emphatic statement,
the voices pause—soon to resume with height-
ened accent the trinmphant recital of their
faith, The striking intervals, the powerful
harmonies, and the admirable figures of the ac-
companiment, combine to form a noble effect—
one that must e heard repeatedly to ensure
full appreciation, The **Crucifixus” contains
fine harmonies, notably some chromatic pas-
sages, The effect is gloomy, tragical—lacking
perhaps a little the tender, even personal, grief
with which parallel passages in the works of
Bath and Haydn are penetrated. The voices
repeat one to another the word which has eet
the seal to their sorrow. The fugue ‘et vitam
venturi seculi’” is very elaborate, and of marked
interest to the musical stadent. After the vig-
orons “Pleni sunt ecwli”—which presents very
noticeable points to the musician—occurs the
more trananil “Benedietus,” ending in a short
but remarkable fugue, of which the strongly
accented theme, intricate connterpoint, and im-
portant accompaniment recall somewhat Han-
del's manner. The ““Agnos Dei” is magnifi-
cently written and it is with diffidence that we
venture to think the first notes too high for the
voices, consequently detracting from the ease
and expression. The wonderful pathos and
fine contrapuntal effects compel throughout
this nomber the attention and admiration of
the hearer. Asthe finale of the “Dona nolis
pacem’ reappears the gentle entreating theme
of the “Kyrie;” and softly, peacefully, as it be-
gan—ends this rich, thoughtful, and earnest
work of the great composer who has g0 trath-
fully expressed the despest feelings of human
spirits—and has translated into music the un-
trauslatable into words,

The chorus of which our musical public are
50 justly proud,is too well and favorably known
to call for extanded comment. It always
proves itself equal to tha tasks, often arduous,
imposed upon it. The soloists, Mrs. Wether-
bee, Mrs. Pratt, and Messrs. Pennell and Coyle,
acquitted themselves in an eminently satisfac-
tory manner. Mrs. Wetherbee's voice is like
the strong, sweet, black wine of southern
Spain. Mr Kotzschmar approved himself
once more a model conductor. Miss Blanchard,
the pianiste, discharged her duties to the gen-
eral acceptance, producing the marked and
favorable results which always follow upon
earnest and appreciative study.

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LUMBERING.

Daripg a conversation, Saturday, with a
gentleman eu route for the lumber camps, I
ascertained a few facts regarding the prospects
for the winter. In Jerusalem township, the
Franklin Lumber Company of Boston have
for several years past operated largely on the
vast tract owned by them. Last winter about
15,000,000 of spruce, 100,000 of ties, and a large
quantity of poles were landed in Carrabasset
stream. Thiz Jarge amount is still in the
stream, and will probably remain till the spring
freshet. This year their operations will be
much snaller on this account. The company
will employ between forty and fifty men, and
intend to get out about 2,000,000 of spruce,
Ten miles farther north, in No. 4, we reach the
region owned by the Coburn Land Company.
At this point operations will be carried on
largely this winter. We are unable to state
its exact amonnt, but it is estimated that some
25,000,000 will be landed in the Stratton brook.

A SMALL TRANSACTION.

For somg dissatisfaction regarding the in-
vestment of the funds of this county, our
County Commissioners—J. E. Thompson of
Phillips; John Richards of Salem; G, W, Da-
vis of Farmington Falls—attempted to defeat
the election of our worthy County Treasurer
(L. W. Merrill) at our !ast election, and even
went, so far as te circulate printed letters
severely criticising his cooduct of affaire,
M H, 8. Davis, editor of the Chronicle,
in bebalf of a large majority of the Republi-
cans in the county, denounced the course of
the Commissioners, and as the organ of the
party urged the re-election of Mr, Merrill than
whom a more eflicient cflicer this county has
never had. At the polls the eftect of the of-
forts of the Commissioners’ plot was seen
when Mr, Merrill was re-elected by a very
large majority, runniog far ahead of the Govy-
ernor’s vote in nearly every town. Since the
election the Commissioners have been very
loud in their abuse of the Chronicle, although
the first two of the Board are Republicans,
whose clections were secured, in great part, by
the efforts of Mr, Davig, und at a recent meet-
ing they capped the climax by notifications to
the geveral county officers not to have any
mors of the county printing done at the
Chronicle office, They find no fault with Mr.
Davis’ prices, but say they do not owe him for
apy favors. The course being taken by the
Commissioners is exciting considerable indig-
pation, and may vesult in something more
than talk. 1t is boped, bowever, that the as-
pect of affairs will be changed January 1,
