MRS. NYE'S RIDE

In a Wagon Which She is Accused of
Stealing.

Famyinaron, Nov. 22.—Wednesday after-
noon Sheriff Alonzo Sylvester, of Farming-
ton, lodged Charles and Clara Nye, of New
Sharon, in the Farmiogton jail on charge of
larceny.

About three o’clock Sunday morning, Capt.
Peter P, Tufts, Farmington’s well known
town treasurer, was awakened by a violent
ringing of his door bell. A woman stood at
the door holding a harnessed horse by the
bridle She gave the name of s family at
Farmington Falls, said she had been that
night ut Farmirglon with a sick relative, and
a short distance back while returning to Ler
home her borse had become frightened and
wrecked the wagon, and she asked the loan
of a wagon to complete her journey.

The obliging captain readily loaned the
woman his wagon, 8 vehicle valued at from
fifty to sixty doliars. Monday afiernoon,
while in Farmington village on business,
Capt, Tufts met the husbandof the woman
who bad been reported to him as ill, and
found the sto;iy was false. His fears then
aroused, Capt, Tufts hastened to Farming-
ton Falls, and there had the fact that he had
been robbed confirmed.

He pluced the case in the hands of Sheriff
Sylvester, who Tuesday morning by shrewd
detective work got on to a clue and traced
the wagon and woman to New Vineyard,
thence to New Portland and from there
through to Embden, where the wagon was
found at Charles Lane's, who had purchased
it of Clara Nye. Clara had given the wagon
and her note for thirty dollars for a black
horse owned by Lane. Leaving Ewmbden
Wednesday morning with wagon the shenff
hastened to New Sharon where he was met
by Capt. Tufts who thoroughly identified his
property.

THE OREGCON AMCNG THEM.

Ocean Steamers With Little Hope of
Leaving the §t. Lawrence.

MoNTREAL, Nov. 22—The severity and
suddenness of the present cold snap is un-
parallelled even in Canada thus early in the
season. Ice has formed so {ast that already
there is good skating on the St. Lawrence,
just above Montreal. The Lachine, Beau-
harnois, Cornwall and Gallop canals are
trozen over, and it is only with the greatest
difficulty that the barges cau be got t::rougn,

Sorel, 35 miles below Montreal, the river
::r?gvrﬂ considerably, and already the chan-
nel is blocked with ice, and the ocean-going
steamers will be ﬁenly delayed, if they are
able to reach the Gulf at all.

From Batiscan and Quebec like reports
are received, and water communication be-
tween the latter place and Point Levis has
been completely cut off. At Rimouski,
where the mails are shipped for Europe, it is
totally impossible to effect a hudlnfh::g

the steamers Oregon and Assyrian wil

to H‘{ over at Quebec and take the mails
from that point. Their prospeets for cross-
ing the Atlantic are very slim, however, as
the river at L'Islet, 43 miles below Quebee,
is at present impassable, and if the weather
does not moderate grestly they will be stuck
in the ice all winter.

The Allan steamer Pomeranian,which was |

on fire yesterday, caunot be got ready for sea
in time, and she will probably lay idle in
Montreal until the spring.

The other three steamers yet in port are
likely to share the same fate, which will en-
tail a loss of hundreds of thousands to the
company, outside of the expense of unload-
Ing what cargo is already on board, and
whien will have to be shipped by way of
Boston and Portland,

The mercury shows no tendency to rise,
The lowest temperature during the t 24
hours here was 6° below zero and the highest
12° above. The Toronto observatory report
indicates still colder weather for to-morrow.

The severest winter for years is predicted
by old Canadians.

MILLIONS INVOLVED.

Patent lllgh’ts to A Soldering Iron
Used in Canning.

Bostox, Nov. 22.—A jury's verdiet which
will probably prove of the greatest import.
auce as affecting the canning interests of
this country was rendered this morning in
the United States circult court in Boston, in
the case of Lewis MeMurray and others
against George R. Emerson , the well known
canned goods manufacturer, ot Sowmerville.
The amount of the verdict was the apparent-
ly insignificant sum of $93.75 but a brief ex-
planation will show that its extent is of the
‘utmost consequence. Several years ago cer-
tain parties by the names of Danker and
Bostwick whose interests are now represent-
ed by the plaintiffs obtained a patent for a
solderiog iron which superseded the cum-
bersome method of sealing lin preserving
cans then in vogne.

The patentees did not introduce or protect
the invention and iu time a similar I:Rpmtns
was in use in every canning establishment in
the country. A suit was brought against
Emerson as a test case and the patented iron
and that in use by the defendant were so
evidently of the same pattern that no de-
fense was possible. It was agreed that the
iron had been used on 50,000 eans and the
verdict was that the plaintiff should receive
a royalty of $1.674 on every 1000 cans. When
it is taken into consideration how many mil-
lion of eanned goods have been manufac-
tured within the last ten years upon which
the infringing iron has been used, it will be
seen that the amount which may be recoy-
ered is enormous.

One of the counsel interested for the de-
fendant in the present case sald that if the
Fhlntil!a proceeded aginst all who had in-

ringed the patent they could probably cel-

lect as large an amount as $50,000,000.

manufacturers who have violated
rights of the plaintiffs.

BABIES NAMED FOR HIM.

Funny Things in the Mail of the Pres-
ident-elect.

Inpianaronis, Ind.,, Nov, 22--General
Harrison spent the day, which was cool and
preasant, hard at at work in. reducing his
stack of unanswered letters. There seems
to be but little appreciable decrease In the
volume of correspondence daily recelved, and
hundreds of congratulatory letters still contin-
ue to arrive, but gradually the complexion of
his wail is changing from cougratulatory to
solicitation, and applications for office are
daily growing more numerous.

Among the numerous other letlers an-
swered by General Harrison to-day were
forty-four replies fo uts who had in-
formed him that they had named their babies
*Benjamin Harrison.” With one or two ex-
cepsions these namesakes were all born since
General Harrison’s election. The excep-
tions are two sets of triplets, boys, born
shortly before the election, the parents in
each case n-mlmi one for General Harrison,
one for President Cleveland and one for the
father. Acknowledgement to the parents of
a third set of triplets similarly pamed was
made a conple of weeks prior to election.
Mrs. Harrison is also in pt of numer-
ous letters stating that several Carrie Har-
risons have been christened since election
day,and to all such communications she
promptly replies; but the numerous applica-
tions and intercessions for office that are
being mailed to her, receive no attention and
are consigned to the waste basket. It may
be stated that this rule has been adopted by
Mrs. Harrison, and will be lmpardally ob-
served. No communication of a politieal
character will receive her attention.

While President-elect Harrison was read-
his mail this afternoon he came across a blank
circular, sent out by a Philidelphia newspa-
per, offering a cash prize of §50 to the person
who will fill in the correct names of General
Harrison's eabinet. As he read the ecireular
it seemed to su t an idea for he remarked :
;‘I think I could win that prize but 1 won’t
ry.’”
Among the presents recelved by General
Harrison to-day was a richly-bound volume
containing illustrations of ¢ rs taken
from Mun 's famous painting *“*Christ
Before Pilate,” which happl_ens now to be on
exhibitions in this city. The present was
from John Wanamaker, of Philadelphia.

The
bank has not lost a dollar and Lewis had ne
accomplice in the bank.

How the Land Purchase Bill Might
be Made Effective.

Loxvox, Nov. 22.—Debate on the land
purchase bill was resumed in the Commons
tonight by Mr. Parnell.

Hearing Before the Board of Alder-
man Last Evening.

| Messrs. Wescott, Symonds and Put-
nam Speak at Length.

The Board will Take Until January
to Think About It.

It is now said that Mr. Cleveland will de-
votea considerable part of his message to
Congress to a discussion of civil service re-
form. Perbaps he may explain the reason
for the existence of the great gulf between
his promises and his pertormances on this
subjeet. Being no longer acandidate and
unexposed to the danger of becoming a can-
didate, Mr. Cleveland has nothing to lose by
making a clean breast of it, and letting the
public know how much support he got for
his civil service reform undertakings from
the Democratic party.

The long delay and conflletiog claims over
the count in West Virginia are attracting no
unusual amount of interest; but it is worth
while to reflect on what would have been the
condition of the country had New York gone
Democratic, leaving to West Virginia the
decisive number of electors, We should
bave had three weeks of the wost lntense
excitement, and West Virginia would have
been the scene of the most dangerous sort of
political eontlfiet. Yet the country would
unduubtedly have come outof it all peace-
fully. The pew electoral count law provides
for almost every coneeivable crisis; and the
sober sense of the country has never yet
failed to make good its way even in crises
where no previous provisions have been
made,

The returns of school statisties for the
State of New Hampshire throw some ilght
on the interesting question at issue between
the friends of the parochial and the public
schools, During the decade included from
1877 to 1887 there was a large change from
the public to the parochial schools, as is
shown by the following summaries of the
scholars enrolled In the different schools at
the different times:

Publie Private
68,03

035 1,403
1887 61,826 7,862
Decrease of 6,200 Inerease of 6,169

Nearly all of these private schools are pa-
rochial, and the changes indicated by the
figures denote very well the extent to which
scholars have been drawn from public to
parochial scnools, The number leaving the
publie schools in the year amounts to about
one-tenth of the entire school population of
the State. State Saperintendent of Public
Instruction, Hon. J. W. Patterson, reports
that as yet this movement has been eonfined
to the cities and larger towns, and includes
but asmall part of thoss who could be
drawn away should it become general,

The abolition or the school distriet system
will without doubt be agitated in the Maine
legislature this winter., It Is therefore in-
teresting and instructive to observe the
result of such a movement in a sister State.
New Hampshire bas had in operation for
some time a law which Is gradually eliminat-
ing the districts and putting the schools
under town management. There are still
270 school districts left in che State, but the
change has been complete enough to enable
the State Superintendent of Public Instrue-
tion to deduce some valuable facts. The
average length in weeks of the New Hamp-
shire schools in 1885 under the old system
was 10.9 weeks; now, with the new system
in extensive operation, the average length is
22.9. The new law gives withiu a fraction of
three weeks additional term time to every
school In the State. This resuit abundantly
justifies the conclusion of Superintendent
Patterson, who saya: “Towns that have
abolished their unnecessary schools have
given to the children more schooling than
ever before for the same money, and in
towns that have not, the only practical effect
of the law has been to give an improved sys-
tem of supervision, a les« burdensome method
of providing and maintainiug school prop-
erty, and more equitable educational privi-
leges."”

The time of flood tide with the Knights of
Labor is gone, evidently. But among the
things cast upon the shore by it there are a
few of undoubted utility and advantage both
to laborandeapital. The labor legislation of
the last two or three years, the good with the
bad, is largely attributable to the power and
the influence of the Knights of Labor in
their most flourishing period. In almost
every Northern State the Knights of Labor
have placed their own memorials on the
pages of the statute books. Many of these
memorials will perish, many of them right-
fully; yet there are some of them that will
probably be imverishable so long as labor
and eapital continue to be related as at pres-
ent. In Maine theten hour and the weekly
payment laws have been found to work well,
and the repeal of éither of them 1s ot now
within the range of probability. In some
other States more notable innovations have
been taken towards the perfection of a sys-
tem of arbitration. One of the most inter-
esting reports to be presented at the eoming
session of the New York legislature will be
that of the State Board of Mediation and
Arbitrat'on for the current year. The work
of the Board this year in settling labor dis-
putes has been extensive and important and
it has been successful in nearly EVEry case
brought before it, though powerless to en-
foree its judgment in any case. It was es-
pecially fortunate a few days ago in the set-
tlement of the Brooklyn street rallroad
strike, a settlement which satisfied both
sides. All references of disputes to this
Board must be purely voluntary on both
sides. The State has taken mno measures to
compel a resort to arbitration. It has simply
provided a means, and made it free to all
who wish to avail themselves of it. The
favorable workings of it have established a
system from which highly useful results may
oome when the Knights of Labor are but a

Accldent on the Maine Central.

Two cars on a freight train got off the
track on the Meine Central at Cumberland
Centre, yesterday, and trains from the east
were delayed until they could be moved, and
the track put in condition. The malil train
from the ‘east was just back of the freight
train. The passengers were transhipped on
to a speclal,

The 8chooner Millie Florence Cap-
sized Off the Cape.

The Captain and Crew Narrowly Es-
cape Drowning.

Last evening the schooner Millie Florence,
Capt. Frazier, was on her way to this port
after a trip off the Cape to set her lobster
pots. The wind was strong but quite steady
and no danger was apprehended. The crew
were all on deck at:ending to the various du-
ties. There were five hands all told, viz: Wm.
Frazier, George Pierce, John Frolie, Andrew
England, and the fifth man's names we
failed to get.

The wind, just before reaching Broad
Cove rock, had begun to come in great pow-
erful gusts, in place of the steady wind that
had been prevailing, All attention was paid
however to these changes and no one
dreamed of any trouble. Suadenly and
without & second’s warning, the schooner
seemed to be struck by a young cyclone—for
that term expresses it better than the word
squall—and the schooner was capsized,
throwing all hands into the water. The
schooner sank immediately.

Fortunately the schooner’s dory was tow-
ing astern, and as one of the crew went over
he grasped at the painter and, drawing his
kaife, severed the rope, thus preventing the
eraft from meeting the fate of the schooner.
It was then a difficult piece of work to get
all hauds into the dory. The water, as euu
be imagined, was bitterly cold, and the men
were quickly chilled by contact with it.
They, however, did succeed in getting in,
and with the oars that were in place under
the thwarts they managed to row over to the
Hfe-saving station, each man taking his turn
in pulling, and thus keeping his blood in eir-
culation.

Whien the crex arrived at the station they
were made welcome by the life-saving men,
thoroughly wermed and dried, and furnished
with a good supper, A horse and wagon
were then provided, and they were brought
to the city, reaehing here just before 9
o'clock.

The Hampton Students.

Next Sunday the Hampton College Stu-
dents will appear at State Street church in
the morning, Second Parish in the afternoon
and Williston in the evening. Gen. Arm-
strong is full of enthusiasm over the condi
tion of things at Hampton. He reports that
the work never seemed so encouraging or
strong as now. Students of both races are
in real earnest. A better class of Indlan
students is coming, and Hampton graduutes
are needed in the South and West more than
ever. The school began its 21st year, Octo-
ber1, 1888, The present enrvllment is 610,
of whom 468 are negroes and 142 Indians.
With the 300 children in the *‘Whittier”
Primary Department, there are 900 pupils on
the school grounds. All but 12 are boarders
from abroad, representing 13 States and Ter-
ritories, also China, Afriea, the Hawaiian
Islands and Cuba. ‘T'he class rooms, dormi-
tories and shops are crowded. The applica-
tions for admission this year numbered 812,
of whom 175 girls and 310 boys were refused
chiefly for lack of room, For two-thirds o
the cost of its support the school depends on
the gilts of friends; $60,000 a year must be
raised by contributions. An earnest effort
is being made to raise an endowwment fund
of §500,000. For this purpose $182,000 have
thus far been contributed. It is hoped that
the tour which Gen, .Armstrour and his pu-
pi's have in contemplation will add buth to

:}m friends and the resources of the institu-
on.

REMARKS OF EX-MAYOR \: ALKER.

Ex-Mayor George Walker spcl. « briefly, in
behalf of the remonstrants. He claimed
that at the time of the dedication of the
Park, when he was Mayor of the eity, Mr.
James D. Fessenden and his brother were

aeunf agents for the Deering heirs in the
sfer of the Oaks to the eity, and that one
of the congiderations for that gift was that
their praperty on the southerly side should
not be taxed on a higher v1luntlon for ten
years than it;then was, prov the heirs
owned the property, and that on the other
side the creek should, at some time or other.
as soon as the City of Portland was able and
the Deering heirs saw fit, be filled up, so that
the interveni space should be one level
lawn, with a large sewer underneath to
drain the whole. Mr. Walker felt that to
authorize the logation of this road through
the Park as now contemplated would be a
violation of the spirit, if not of the letter of
that pledge.
REMARKS OF EX-MAYOR PUTNAM.

Ex-Mayor William L. Putnam stated that
I nothing further was to be said on behalf
of the iremonstrants, he désired to speak
briefly in behalfl of the petitioners. He said:
I bave seen a great deal in the newspapers
about the liberality of the city to railroads;
that the city has already done a great deal,

8¢ lherefore ought not to lznnt this peti-
tion, Ithink the only proposition the Mayor
and Aldnrmef have to consider is, not
whether this is for thel|advantage of the
Portland & Rochester railroad, or any other
road, but whether it is_for the advantage of
the elt%.:nd as far as I have anything to say
it will be on that point only. It does seem to
me that this question ought to be settled
now. Ido not agree with my friends, Judge
Symonds and Brother Walker, in forbidding
boys to tg,lnto the water until they have
learned to'swim. Idonot believe you can
ever increase the business interests of the
city by refusing them facilities until the in-
terests are deve oﬁl. The two are to go
hand in hand. S50me cases the business
interests will anticipate the facilities; in
other cases the facllities must be furnished
before the business interests will develop.
That is exactly the condition of things on
Back Cove, It seems to me this question
should be settled now. Inthe courseof a
year or two malters may change so
that the ipconvenience arising from the
facilities now asked will be greater than they
are today. It seems to me that peogll:n who
are going to develope that part of the city
should know as soon as possible what they
may expect with reference to the develo

ment of it; that the time has come when the
City Government shovld lay out a broad and
wise pulicy about that whole swale that runs
from Green street through to St. John
street. This Is not a new matter; it was
under considerativn as long ago as when I
was in the City Government., It is time to
determine whether that portion of the city
