this afternoon at 3 o’clock, and that the co-
gent reasons that exist why the action asked
for should not be taken will Le strongly pre-
sented. Brackett street is the proper ter-
minus for the overhead bridge extending to
Portland bridge. The present bridge to
Clark street is very unsatisfactory. Its
sharp curves make it positively dangerous.
This bridge, we understand, is nearly worn
out and must soon be rebullt. When 1ebuilt
its location should be changed, and it should
be built straight from the draw of the Port-
land bridge to the foot of Brackett street.
The Portland bridge has become a very im-
portant thoroughfare, and the approaches to
it should be made safe and convenient. The
Clark street bridge is neither. It was the
best possible solution of the difficulty that
existed at the time it was built, but now that
the Unlon passenger station has been located
on Copgress street a bridge to Brackett
street is practicable. In the pear future
such a bridge should be built. The -city,
therefore, should not surrender any rights it
msay bave on Bracketlt street.

The Bangor Commerclal has got out with
the Mugwumps. Commenting on the Bos-
ton Herald’s claim that the Mugwump has
been a very powerful factor in the two Iul.
Presidential elections, the Commercial
says “there is plenty of evidence that in 1884,
when the Mugwomps came out strongest, in
the pivotal State of New York the Demo-
cratic defection was considerably greater
than the Mogwump accession and almost
sufficient to lose the State ; that while Presi-
dent Cleveland, who had the support of all
the Mugwump press in New York, lost the
State by over 13,000, Governor Hiil, who en-
joyed the united and most malignant opposi-
tion of the same papers, was elected by a
plurality considerably larger than that by
which Cleveland was beaten.” This is tan-
tamount to an allegation that the Mugwumps
are sure to drive off moreof the regulars than
their own strength numbers, and therefore
that what is gained from them is more than
lost from the men who hate them so cordially
that they will not vote a ticket which the
Mugwumps support, no matter what are its
merits otherwise. As many Republicans
take the same view of theeffect of Mugwump
support as the Commercial it lvoks as though
herealter the energles of both parties would
be devoted to driving off the Mugwump.

The hesring on the Poruland & Roches-
ter extension disclosed the fact that the
track around the park aund through the
poor farm was to be consiructed mot
to accommodate any exlsting business
or meet any present necessity, but to
take care of a business which s ex-
pected to grow up on Back Cove some time
in the future.

It would seem that
all the connection with the Unlon statlon
that the Portland & Rochester or the Grand
Trunk needscan be had by way of Wood-
ford’s corner, at much less expense than by
the proposed route. To be sure that route
12 longer, but only by a trifie. Mr. Wescott
says the Portland & Rochester will never
accept that route, put what ace its insupera-
ble objections he does not specify. Perhaps,
on the whole, the board’s refusal te act on
Thursday night, was for the best. The
question is a very important one, and needs
all the light that can be shed on it. Before
January it may be {lluminated a good deal
more. At present the public undonbtedly
feels that the location the Portland & Roch-
ester asks for does not promise sufficient
benefits to the city to compensate for the
sacrifices that must be made to obtain it.

In an address delivered this week before
the Congregational Club of New York city,
Hon., Willlam M, Ivins, City Chamberlain,
gave & concise and interesting deseription of
the practical power of the liguor interests in
an election. This power is not only such as
belopgs to & very extensive and prosperous
industry ; but it is, by the peculiar conditions
under which it exists, concentrated in a very
few hands. O@ the liquor stores in New
York city 4710 are subject to mortgages on
their bar fixtures, which mortgages aggre-
gate in value about five million dollars, A
few individuals, generally great brewers and
not many over a hundred in number, hold all
these mortgages. It is plain that when these
hundred men agree upon a policy they have
immediately 4710 places which they can con-
vert Into places of political activity and influ-
ence. The proprietor of each of these places
has within the eirele of his influence a cer-
taln number of voters, often a very large
pumber, whom bhe can drive to the polls to
do the will of his masters. Of eourse money
{s needed in these outposts of influence; but
money can readily be raised by the brewing
kings. During the last election the brewers

ltulm'llh‘

levied an assessment upon themselves of one
ocent a keg upon the Jast year's output. It ia
estimated that this small and easily borne
tax netted elghty thousand dollars for the
Democratio eampaign fund. Ong of the
most remarkable and fnteresting features of
this concentration of political power in the
hands of a few princes of the liquor interest,
is the great power which one ortwo men
may wield in New York city. The great
brewing firm of Bernhelmer & Schmid holds
mortgages over six hundred saloons to secure
the payment of abcut $360,000, while another

brewer, Mr. George Ebhret, holds two hun-

dred mortgages to secure the payment of half
& milllon dollars. Politically considered
this means that Bernheimer & Sehmid have
six hundred centres of political influence in
New York clty absolutély devoted to thelr
interest, and capable of being wielded as a
politieal unit by them. Notonly do these

conditions exist in New York city; they ex”
tend as well to almost every city and Btate

where there are extensive liquor interests.
In New Hampshire the great brewerles in
Portsmouth are sald to dominate the saloon
Interests largely in Manchester and other
ecities of the State, thus giving a constant
and readlly wielded political factor when
such ald i3 needed In the econtroversies of
the State. Greatand dangerous seem such
powers, and great and dangervus they un-
doubtedly are.  But there is this consoling
reflection: The power of the people is still

greater, and the power of the people always.

has been in the end supreme in this country.
Often slow in organizing, apparently vacil-
lating at times and often temporarily yield-
ing the Sower of the American people always
asserts itself, somotimes with & suddenness
and vigor that astonishes the world.

A Too Powerful Official.

The closeness of the newly elected House
of Representatives has drawn public atten-
tion to the despotic power conferred upon
the clerk of that body, There isno other
officer of the government who has so much
power confided to him, with so little respon-
sibility for the exercise of it. He makes up
the roll of members, and there is no appeal
from his decision. The great majority of

The Ashbourne Act,

The Ashbourne Act, over the extension of
which debate has been going on in the Brit-
ish Parliament almost all of this week, is one
of the wumerous acts relating to the land
tenure of Ireland, which is so complicated
and difficult for a stranger to understand.
The decay of the Irish agricultural interests
during the last decade bas been very rapid.
As a consequence the tenant farmers,—ana
almost all the farmers rent and notown
their farms,—have found it more difficult
each year to pay their rent. As hardships
have increased, dissatisfaction with the sys-
tem of land tenure has accompanied dissatis-
taction with high rates of rent. At the bot~
tom of the whole agitation for home ruleis |
the agitation in favor.of 1ower rent ; and side
by side with the agitation for lower rent has
grown up an agitation against all systems of

| rental. Some keen observers have declared
their opinions that in its real nature the
. struggle waged in Ireland to-day Is In reality
‘astrugele to overturn the system of land-
lordism ; and because the mest popular plan
for ovezturslng the landlords contemplates
buying them out with money furnished by
the government, the Irish agitation has been
«described as socialistic in its essence. And
there is much to be said in faver of this view
of the question. The Ashbourne Aet, for
instance, over which the lines of debate have
been drawn this week In Parliament, author-
izes the government to lend money at 4§ per
cent. fo the temant to enable him to buy his
farm when the landlord is willing to sell at
“fifteen years’ purchase,” thatls, for the
total amonnt of the rental of fifteen years.
‘The government pays 3 per cent. on this sum,
and the difference of one and a half per cent.
which comes out of the tenant’s pocket, is
credited to the tenant, and goes towards the
reduetion of the principal, which it is to ex-
tinguisb in about forty years. Already the
government has, in the three years in which
the act has been in aperation, used about
twenty-five milllon dollars in purchasing
farms for tenaats, It now asks for another
twenty-five million dollars for use for the
same purpose. Itis not difficult to see the
force of the objection raised by Parnell and
Gladstone that the government wou'd soon,
should this policy be earried out, become the
landlord of the whole country. It is more

“difficult to understand why the Conservative

party of England, the party of established
monarchy, established church and estab-
lished property rights, should favor a policy
distinetly tending towards sociallsm. Their
reason of course s plain, The Ashbourne
act helps the Irish Conservative landlords
out of some very poor investments, but even
this would not seem to be sufficient reason to
lead the landlord and property-holding party
of England to favor a policy so radical in its
tendencies. The next step will be the forcl-
ble expropriation of all landlords by the gov-
ernment for the masses of the people, a step
that would level the aristocracy of England
forever.

Episodes in American History. By Thom-
as Wentworth Higginson. We are glad that
the political bite which our author received
has not retarded him in his natural voeation
of telling good historic stories. It is nottoo
mach to say that a book from his pen Is
always welcome. He writes English as good
as the best; there is nothing stilted about
him ; he cannot write &4 page without an out-
aropping of humor; he has wit enough, but
does not tire one with it. What more would
yon have? About fifty times too many
booksjare printed every year, but none too
many like Higginson’s. The contents of
this volume are: The Old Salem Sea Cap-
tains; A Revolutionary Congressman on
Horseback; A New England Vagabond;
The Maroons of Surinam ; Gabriel's Defeat;
Denmark Vesey; Nat Turner's Insurrection
and an Appendix. We capnot run through
a synopsis of these “episodes,” but give one
delicious paragraph, which alone, as the
showman says, Is worth the price of the
book.

TWO HUNDRED MILES PER HOUR,
The ilcvol- Locomotive Now Bulld-
ing In this City.

What Is Expected of the Recent
Novel Invention.

“It's the oddest thing you ever saw om
trucks, and it would puzzle you to name it
on looking at It for the first time. Itisan
experiment; there never was anything like it
before, but I tell you I belleve something's
going to come of it. I said on trucks, but
excepting two little pony trucks ‘under the
fire box, there isn’t but one wheel under it,
and that's why 1t s odd,"” said the machinist
to the PRESS reporter yesterday, as he led
the way the “setting up shop” of the
Portland pany’s great locomotive works.
The scene inside was & busy one, and quite
as novel as busy.- Here were the huge iron
skeletons.of half a dozen locomotives. Some
of the blg machines were almost completed,
and lacked only the finishing touch to be
ready to go majestically forth for a hum-
ming trial trip over the road of steel, while
- others were bot just begun, But the report-
er was not there to look at ordina:y locomo-
-tives, although the process of making them
18 indeed “Now show me your
great bicycle locomotive,” said he aftera
glance through the noisy shop. “This way,”
sald the guide, “Lere itis. Now how does
-that strike you ?”
-Well it is an odd thing, known, or rather it
-eventually will be known, as the “Boynton
bieyele locomotive.” = The Portland Com-
pany has had men actively at work upon it
for some three weeks now, and although it
_Is fast nearing completion, considerable yet
_rémains to be done upon it.  Its boiler is
shaped about the same as the common loco-
motive boiler, not differing much in length,
_but rather smallér in diameter than that of a
railroad locomotive. 1Its fire box is deeper,
4nd the cab will be two stories bigh, the fire-
" man acoupying the lower and the engineer
the upper story. 1t has two cylinders of the
same shape, but a little smaller than the or-
dinary locomotive cylinders, located quite
close together under the part of
the boiler 'farthest from  the cab.
Then under the middle of the boiler is one
‘glant, stee] tired driving wheel. 1t is eight
feet in diameter and was cast at the Portland
Company’s foundry last summer. The tire
Is deeply grooved, and on either side of the
great driving wheel is a crank, to take the
place of the treadles of a common bicyele.
The pistons of the cylinders are attached by
means of a driving rod to these cranks and
by the power of steam the novel railroad bi-
cycle will be propelled, it is claimed, any-
‘where from one to two hundred miles per
hour: “How much will it cost?”’ From ten
fo fifteen thousand dollars, perhaps more,
and will weigh say twenty-five tons.

“Who's inventlon is this, and when was
the thing begun?” asked the Prxss man.

THE TELEPHONE MONOPOLY.

Effect of the Recent Supreme Court
Decision on a Matter of Public In-
terest.

[Providence Journal.)

The decision rendered against the Belj
Telephone Company by the United States
Supreme Court Is not only of interest be-
cause it is the first set-back which this com-
pany has recelved after a long succession of
favorable verdiets in the Courts, but Is of
much importance in its general bearing upon
patent laws, in that it establishes the prin-
ciple that the monopoly inherent in the pa-
tent is not a right, but a privilege, and that
in granting it the nation does not necessarily

Eun with it< power of supervision and con-
rol. The essential facts in this case may
be soon told. The Government, after inves-
tigations in the Attorney General’s office and
by Seereua Lamar, of the Interior Depart-
ment, and the two heads of departments in

the Patent Office, concluded tBh:hprbm Jacia

evidence existed that the Telephone
patents were obtain through
mistake and fraud; and suit
was therefore brought in the United
States Court for the Distriet of gOhlo. The
Bell Company p however, that it

could only be sued where it was incorporated
that is, in Massachusetts: and the vern-
ment forthwith brought suit there, only to be
defeated, the sustai the demurrer of the
company, that inthe absence of specefic law
to that éffect the Government has no right to
take away a patent, even though it were true
that it had been obtained ulmuﬂ;h‘ error in
the Patent Office or by {raud on part of
theapplicant. The present decision of the
Supreme Court simply sets aside the opinion
of the Massachusetts Co and declares it
to be good common sense, that the nation is
competent to correct its own blunders and to
withdraw from an action into which it had
been led by misrepresentation and chiean-

ery.
r;‘he decision affects the Bell Telephone
Ccmgl.ur no farther than this; jit does not
touch the merits of the real question at
issue at all, and the origioal case will now ﬁo
before tho Court in Massachusetts for trial 1f
the Government still thinks it worth while
to prosecate the matter. Whether it will do
s0, it s, of course, impossible to say, and it
is to be supposed that the decision will rest
very la upon the extent and value of the
the evidence secured by the Government
since last winter. The contention of the
proscution s first that Gray and Bell ap-
I:lled for patents on the same day, and that
nstead of declaring an interference the
clerk filed the applicants face down in the
order of their receipt, but that the next clerk
instead of revising the pile begaz to work
from top to bottom, and so gave to Bell a
precedence to which Gray was entitled; and
second, that Bell swore that he was the orig-
inal inventor of the telephone, well knowing
that he was not, that with one of his attor-
neys and an examiner in the Patent Office he
investigated the papers in the offlce, whereb
be was enabled to incorporate the details o
the inventions of other applicants in his
own applieation, that he purposel
his telepbone a “multiplex telegraph™
in order to throw the Government off its
guard. These are serious cln.rfes. and if
their truth is established should certainly
call for thereversal of the patents. But it is
to be remembered that the decision of the
Supreme Court last March—the last prepar-
ed by Chief Justize Waite—covered this
yery matter of propriety of invention and of
frandulent procurement; it acquitted Bell of
the charge of collusion and summarily dis-
missed all the other claimants, declaring
emphatically that **Bell was the first aiscov-
erer.” There has o rumor current of
late that the Drawbaugh peorle have acei-
dentally discovered new and important evi-
dence of a sort not suspected by them dur-
ing the prosecution of the former suit, and

80, Meanwhile it must seem
evident that little expectation can
be entertained of driviog the Bell

Company from its position unless some
such new evidence exists; and in any even
such is the law’s delay, the company wil
doubtless be able to continue its course of
extortion and oppression for two or three
years without molestation. By that time the
patents in dispute will have very nearly ex-
pired, the first having but a little over four
and the other ng,ﬁ“ years to run.

ompany. lmpo t it certainly is in that
it sweeps away the monstrous pretence that
the nation may be swindled into nting
privileges worth a hundred million of dollars
to its possessors, and have no power to re-
dress the wrong when it becomes apparent.
But the Bell Comruy seems to too
strongly intrenched in its position to be se.
riously moved, even if these patents should
be anuulled. Its monopoly by no means de-
pends altogether upon these. On the con-
trary, the original patents .are probably of
comparatively small importance to it now.
If it were deprived of all its monopolies, it
has ﬁ;" w1 to such magoitade, and so posses-
ses the field, that it might successfully defy
competition, although forced to abate some
thing of Its greed. The melancholy thlng is
that the inventions which make the telephone
a practical business success almost all lie
outside of these patents, and that the Bell
Company has pretty much the monopoly of
them. Patents which are essential to™ the
telephone of todar have been bought by this
company and have still muul' years to rum;
while for ten years or more it has, by taking
advantage of the imperfections of our patent
laws, en&r ed the uﬁunm of other Inven-
tions and delayed the day of the issue of the
patents upon them, its hope being to secure
these patents as nearly as possible to the
date of the expiration of the original letters,
and thus practically secure an extension for
seventeen years more. The Bell Telephone
Cowpany constitutes one of the most exact-
ing and oppressive monopolies which the
country has known ; it has amassed amazing
wealth by extortion from the people who
have given it life; and the nation would re-
joice to see It erushed. But the prospect of
effecting this object by direct assault ce
ly seems very slight. ~ What we may do—
and, it is much to be feared, all we can do—
is to amend our patent laws that the truth of
fraud may be more readily ascertained, and
that it shall become impossible for men eo-
riched by the nation to thwart its will and
secure privileges which it was never intended
for them to possess.

This view re-
ceives confirmation from the observation of
deaf and dumb people, who asa rule,
dumb because they are deaf. They possess
the vocal organs developed, but they
cannot s because they are not able to
imitate either the sound of or the
mechanical vocal efforts of s |inlel'om:.s.
and this, not because of innate inability, but
because of the lack of a medium of intercom-
munication.,

And yet the observation of the casesin
Massachusetts and Nevada to which we
have referred shows that there must be ex-
ceptions to what would seem to be a general
mfe. Those children in Nevada knew no
more of the accepted theories of philology
than they did of the differential calculus.
They did not know the first thing about the
development theory ; they never heard of the
rules of linguistic structure; and yet the
constructed for themselves w language whie
was, for all practical purposes, just as much
o language as_Hebrew or Greek or German
or ngllsh. It meant something to them;
each could understand the other; each could
say what he or she wanted to say, and that
constitutes a language.

The Phonograph vs. Shorthand.

13 the shorthand writer's business ruined ?
Are the 150,000 men and women at present
engaged as amanuenses, court and news-
paper reporters to be obliged to look for
“other fields of labor” on account of the
antagonism of ithis new and wonderful re-
sult of Edison’s brain ?

These and other equally consequential
questions are to-day being asked by the
thousands interested. At first sight it ap-
pears as if this new machine would accom-
plish these ends so direful to many, so bene-
ficial perhaps, to more. It has been held all
along and dally IHustrated in the matter of
salaries that the stenographer is a mere
machine; that his operations, after the dif-
ferent kinds of “pot-nooks’ are learned, are

urely mechanical. Business men seem to

orget that it migims not only brains to
write and bralns to read, but braivs to lis
ten, Ltoo. And this is the first and most dis-
astrous weak point about the phonograph.

It must be remembered that most business
men are not in many senses of the word lit-

erary.
It is difficult to talk good, grammatical
Eugllsh in prompt answer to a bulky mail,
aud tbe difficulty is remedied by “‘backing
and filling,” by changing words and sen
tences, and oftentimes f entirely altering
the original meaning. All this is obvlously
impraciicable in the use of the phonograpi.
1t will be lnpossible to alter or improve the
hraseology after the words are uttered.
hough it must be confessed that the trouble
after all is not so much with the machine as
with the man, and when the minds of men

phonograph will yastly increase.

Business men who can dictate a reply aec-
curately and coneisely enough upon read
a letter may utilize the phonograph wi
some degree of success. But even then there
are sufficient obstacles in the way of its use
to debar its immediate acceptance. One of
them is the fact that no economieal, reliable
and rapid method of copying the letter after
it has been dictated into the wax cylinder
has as {:t been presented. Copiles of all
business letters in this day of complication
and rush are as a matter of principle retained,
and until this obstacle is overcome itisa
serious one.

The wax cylinders are some three or four
inches long and perhaps half as much in
diameter, and these attributes of the new-
comer are greatly to its injury when the
proper filing of correspondence is consid-
ered. Along with co ‘ﬂng of letters written

0es the systematie filing of letters received.

nd there are scores of patented files upon
the market now, the first aim of every one of
which is to ecom:ﬂlh.e space. According to
the proposed method a man who daily re-
ceives fifty letters will bhave half his office
filled bﬁ.nam.

Another point against th:xhono oh isin
the matter of time consumed in listening to
the contents as they may be ground out.
Every one knews how mueh faster one can
read to himself than aloud, and this prinel-
ple applied to the question in hand will
show the difference in the amount of time
in the of one’s malil, by the
ear-reading of the new process as compared
with the eye-reading of the old.
