Tiie Elevator. 
A communication will be found elsewhere 

on the subject ot the proposed purchase of 
Galt’s wharf by the city for enlarging our 

commercial facilities. We publish it iu pur- 
suance of our principle of giving a heariug 
to all sides of a public question, although we 

are compelled in this case to question some 

of the premises and dissent from the general 
conclusion of the letter. The whole purpose 
of the negotiations which have been for 
some time pending between the Grand 
Trunk and the city is to effect such a com 

utuauuii ui ciiuit as ouau piuuuvc a icsuii 

mutually beneficial—the accommodation re- 

quired by foreign commerce, which shall give 
freights to the railroad and business to the 

city. To speak of the city giving money to 
the road Is to misrepresent and obscure the 
transaction. Our correspondent makes a 

like error iu speaking of puttiug §130,000 
“into a venture.’' The real proposition as 

it now stands is that the city shall provide 
the wharf and make repairs and the Grand 
Trunk build the elevator—the road to pay tor 
the wharf in thirty annual payments amount- 

ing to the sum of §130,000 and to own the 
Wharf at the end of that time. Thus the 
real cost to the city will be the interest on 

$130,000 annually, less the interest on the 
sinking fund created by the payments of the 
railroad, which will diminish the cost to the 

city year by year until it entire- 
ly extinguishes it. Another specious 
aud ad captandum argument made by our 

correspondent is that the city may be com- 

pelled to pay a large bill for the falling down 
of the elevator with its contents. As the 

Grand Trunk will hold the wharf under a 

long lease, and will build and own the eleva- 
tor, it is a little difficult to see whence the 

city’s responsibility arises, and the proposi- 
tion looks like an attempt to startle the uu- 

tboughtful citizen—a little device which 
throws something of suspicion upon the can- 

dor of the writer. 
The statements of fact we are not prepared 

to fully discuss. Whatever may have been 
the usefulness of the old elevator, it is clear 

that everybody interested means that the 
new one shall l>e so placed and constructed 
as to load foreign ships, and neither the road 
nor the city with the engineering talent at 
their disposal, will be likely to place a large 
sum of money in structures which will tum- 
ble into the mud, or which cannot be ap- 

proached by large vessels. The proposition 
is to use the end and the eastern side of the 

wharf for ocean steamers, and it is said that 

very little dredging is required to fit them for 

the purpose. Steam colliers of large diaft 
_ —i—r .r.ffin.iitioa 

catcd are probably not insurmountable and 
have been considered by the acute and expe- 
rienced business men who have special charge 
of the enterprise. At all events, this is a mat- 

ter which a very little investigation by the 

city’s eugineers can settle. The complaint 
of want of room lor cars on the wharf seems 

hardly tenable, as the area is about three 

acres. 

The discrimination in rates of freight tariff 
in favor of this city was not made as a part of 
this negotiation nor in the way of considera- 
tion. Its discussion is pertinent to this sub- 

ject only as showing the geueral tendency to- 

ward friendly and mutually helpful relations 
between the road and the city—a tendency 
which it is certainly worth while to recog- 
nize and eucourage. Over six hundred and 

forty of the principal business men and firms 

of this city, with the accurate knowledge of 
the situation and the wants and interests of 
the city incident to their occupation, repre- 

senting more than three fourths of the taxa- 

ble property, have expressed the opinion that 
the proposed action is wise and useful. Their 
testimony is of great weight and value. We 
have hitheito fully discussed the importance 
of some such action to the city. As to the 

matters of detail, they are in good hands and 
the objections raised by our correspondent 
will not escape their attention.

overtake him.

The United States Supreme Court. 
Clifford aud Field are said to have been 

the two Justices dissenting from the opinion 
of the Supreme Court in the last legal-tender 
case, where the heir of Maryland, the wan- 

dering heir, the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad 
Company, refused to pay specie interest to 
the parent granny ot the state. They believe 
in specie on both sides, but corporations nev- 

er surrender. 
These two men, Clifford and Field, are the 

only members of the Judiciary who hold with 
tradition, rather than vigor, to ultra-radical 
strict construction. It is assuring to the 

country to know that, whatever political 
changes may be made, the Supreme tribunal 
is, to a great degree, the conservator of the 
national party’s policy. Miller, Swayue, Da- 

vis, Hunt, Bradley, Strong, aud Waite, all 
men of quiet habits and relative youth, wi'l 

keep that high tribunal in the course pre- 
scribed by the spirit of the war that broke 
the pretensions of the provinces. 

Clifford is the oldest sitting member on the 
bencb. His life and privacy are strictly ju- 
dicial. Little or nothing is known of his dai- 

ly walks aud talks. His enormous size and 
statue prohibit him from much exercise. He 
is a diligent Judge. Behind him stretch the 

years of public action far away to the city of 
Mexico, where he made the treaty of peace 
when Texas was the public question, and her 
annexation the policy of the party to which 
Clifford belonged. Faithfully the old man— 

his skin and hair aud the light of his eye, of 
almost muscular strength—stands by the 

opinions he formed as a Van Buren Demo- 
crat. Nobody imputes anything but high 
coi’scieutiousness to him, yet he differs with 
the majority less on the facts than on the 
flavor of the Constitution. What a com- 
monfiru nn flip flnitP mind * A litt.U* DrillltJ!' 
of laws, called the Constitution, docs not 
read the same way to two equally pure, 
equally wise Judges. 

While Clifford boards by Davis at the Na- 
tional Hotel, Field keeps house on Capitol 
Hill. He is a wonderful home-body, and is 

always repairing or adding somethiug to his 
establishment. There, in a part of the same 

building where Calhouu died, and Congress 
met, and prisoners of war were kept, the 

Judge reads everything under the sun. new 

or old, and is a little more in love with his 
home every day. How could he go against 
the legal-tender decision, being so much that 

way himselt. 
The court is a queer little world. Its great- 

est practitioner is dead, Curtis. He was a 

natural lawyer. His rniud could cross an 

ocean on stepping-stones, so exact and so all- 
bounding was it. He used to sit on this 

bench, but resigned to practice and make a 

competence; and every day, going to and fro, 
from law to liquor, from ethics to toddy, he 
described with his elbows, by repeated bend- 
ings ol the same, several circumnavigations 
of the globe. The vast processions of com- 

mon law, the stately pile of the Roman stat- 
utes—which Legare labored so hard to recon- 

cile with the common law, and thus mingle 
the classics and Gothic arches—rose all tae 
clearer to Curtis’ sight on the vulgar com- 

pound called a cocktail. He was a good old 
Democratic toddy-laker. He died in the re- 

cess, when the court was off at leisure. We 
shall not look upon his like again. 

Judge Miller is finishing a law-book, made 
up, I believe, of the decisions of the bench 
whereof he is a worthy member. 

“He is a good man to have around,” says 
Mrs. Miller. “He can just take a book, and 
sit and read good-humoredly all day, and be 

interrupted by the children while writing his 
decisions.” 

When a new man is to come on the bench, 
they chatter together like a number of great 
clucking hens, each of which expects a new 

hen to sit mutually on the general eggs which 
she had no part in laying. They look at him 
when he arrives, and make up their minds, 
and go home and report to their wives every 
day.

I blushed like Ann Page when Falstafi 
winked. 

The awful presence winked three times. 
Suddenly 1 remembered that it was Field. 

This was the bench he was on. I had 
been acquainted with him in California.” 

“Well, Harte, it is the first time a joke 
went round the Supreme Court. They 
couldn’t even take the joke of Cushing’s 
confirmation.”

Commissioner* of Fisheries Ke|»ort. 
The eighth report of the fish commissioner 

will be found of ioterest to all pisciculturists. 
The report opens with pertinent remarks of 
the importance of our inland fisheries. The 
commissioners remark that our rivers are capa- 
ble of beiog so stocked with salmon by yearly 
contributions of young fry to their waters, that 
no protection will be needed, but simply fish- 
ways to allow the grown-up fish to ascend the 
tributaries. The cost of setting up cheap hatch- 
ing houses ou the Penobscot or Kennebec would 
bo but trifling. The cost of salmon ova is re- 

duced to two dollars a thousand. The com- 
missioners propose to seud salmon eggs in de- 
sired quantities to such as are willing to hatch 
and turn them into our rivers at proper 
places. 

From S7U0 invested in the Uucksport Salmon 
Building Works, two hundred thousand salmon 
eggs were the result. In addition, the IX. S. 
government sent 250,000 eggs, making a tola! 
of 450,000 eggs. Ten thousand of these were 
sant to Pembroke to he hatched and turned in- 
to Penmaquan Bivci; fifty thousand to the St. 
Croix; fifty thousand to the Piscataquis; one 

hundred thousand were divided uetween the 
Medomak and tieorgcs rivers; one hundred 
thousand were sent to the Androscoggin; and 
the remaining odb hundred and forty thousand 
were distributed among the Piscataquis, Pleas- 
ant, Baskabegan, Seboois and Penobscot. The 
reports from these varions localities are of the 
most favorable character, but in some localities 
a great number of the young salmou have 
been takeu by men and boys, and there is uo 

law to prevent it—a lack which the commission- 
ers think should he supplied by speedy legisla- 
tion. 

In the year 180!), Buck poi d in Falinoulh, 
Phillips pond in Dedham. Newport pond in 
Newport, Cochuewagan pond in Monmouth 
and Cobbosseecontee pond in Wrjihrap were 
stocked with black bass. These fishes have 
grown and multiplied to the fullest exnecla- 
turn, but the requisite supply could not be ob 
taiued when desired The most marked suc- 
cess bas been at Duck pond, nejr Portland. 
The citizens of Dexter, on their owu aecouut. 
have stocked Dexter pond with these tish, and 
have obtained legislation for their protection. 

In their efforts to establish fish-ways the 
commissioners have met with considerable op- 
position. They have visited the Presumpecot 
river, viewed the dams and obstructions, and 
consulted with the owners with reference to 
the proposed fish-ways. The parties interested 
argued for more time and the commissioners 
agreed to grant them an extension, provided 
they would bind themselves to comply at the 
close of that period. This they flatly refused 
to do, and the commissioners served upon them 
plans and specifications, and also fixed the 
time within which the si ructures should be 
completed. In order to gain time the owners 
have taken ten appeals iu cases before the 
County Commissioners, to the Supreme Court. 
A similar experience has been had at Augusta, 
where the matter has been placed iu the bauds 
of the County Attorney. Two fish-ways lave 
been completed in the Machias, and a 

third is partially constructed. 
The commissioners call attention to the ne- 

cessity of a more uniform system of fishery 
laws for the state The different dates at 
which the close periods begin in different ponds 
and lakes is a source of .endless confusiou. 

The commissioners refer to the large travel 
to this state induced by our inland fisberies.and 
think the effect upon railroad travel, if the tish 
are not protected in breediug season*, wi'l be 
very considerable aud ought not to be over- 
looked. In our state where but a few years 
since an artificial fly for angling was a curi- 
osity. they -re now a regular article of manu 

facture aud sale, even to the shores of Sebec 
Lake Bangor now supplies New Turk, Bos- 
ton, California, even England and Scotland, 
with the most effective, luxurious and costly 
trout and salmon rods Our country stores. 
Irom Rangely to Moosehead, are now as well 
supplied with rods aod flies as with ammuni 
tion. 

The commissioners regard the law entitled 
“An Act to regulate the taking of trout iu 
Moosehead Lake and Brassau Lake,” approved 
February 24,1873, as eminently nowise, unjust 
and partial. By this law the people of Maine 
are virtually told that if they will allow the 
visiting sportsman to catch their trout iu Moose- 
heail until the 15th of October, when they are 

notoriously on the spawning beds and crowded 
up the rivers, that as compensation to the people 
who own the lake, they shall not be allowed to 
catch their own fish until the 1st of March, 
wheu tbe.v, the visiting sportsmen, are ready to 
come again. 

The commissioners suggest that all fishing 
for all kinds of fishes, even pickerel and percu, 
should cease from the first of October uutil the 
first of January. 

The commissioner* also suggest that the law 
iu regard to the use of uets be strictly euforved; 
that appeals from them be made to the Supreme 
Court; that the law against throwing eugings 
and sawdust into the rivers and streams lie 
more vigorously enforced. 

Washington News and Gossip. 

THE ALABAMA CLAIMS. 
An important test case was argued before the 

Alabama claims commission Wednesday. In 
claim No. 87 ( plea was made for damages on 

account of personal injuries, the sum being 
fixed at $15,810, to which Mr. Creswell de- 
murred. The claim is set up under a provision 
of an act which directs the orurt to receive ail 
claims directly resulting from damages caused 
by the rebel cruisers. Mr, Creswell argued 
that no snch interpretation could be placed up- 
on the provision. Another test case comes up 
for argument on Monday, being a claim for 
consequential damages, such as losses from be- 
ing driven off of fishing grounds. The right of 
an alien to enter as claimant under the act is 
also to be argued. The counsel for the govern- 
ment are well up with their work, and there is 
only a possibility of tardiness on the part of 
the claimant*. The time for filing claims ex- 

pires January 22. Up to the present date 388 
have been presented, leaving about as many 
more still outstanding. 

MR. STOWELL’S ALLEGED CADET-PEDDLING. 

Mr. John P. Brady, a member of the Vir- 

ginia Legislature, was in the lobby of the House 

Weduesday, exhibiting a letterf addressed to 
the Speaker, in which he charged that Rep- 
resentative Stowell, from the IVlh District 
sold a cadetship recently for $1,000, and that 
the cadet, whose name is Schoolcraft, is now 
in the Naval Academy. The letter demands 
an investigation, and names as witnesses a 

dozen members of the Virginia Legislature, 
the Secretary of the Navy. ex-Congressman 
Charles H. Porter, one Webber, a Washington 
claim-agent, and several other persons. The 
letter was intended to be handed tbe Speaker 
to-day.

A (Singular Sail. 

A suit has been eutered iu the Supremo 
Court in the uame os the people of the state of 
New York by Attorney General Pratt, against 
Hugh J. Jewett and the Erio llailway Co. It 
is alleged that while Jewett was elected in July 
last President for one year, he as director 
made a contract with it as represented hy the 
bord of directors, whereby he iu form becamo 
lionud to serve that company as President for 
ten years and the company became bound to 

accept his services for that time and pay him 
840,000 per annum therefor, or in all 8400,000, 
of which 8175,000 was stipulated tube paid in 
investments the first year, viz, $25,000 in cash 
during the month of September, $25,000 in 

equal monthly installments during the first of 
said ten years, through its pay roll, and the 
balance in five promissory notes or acceptances 
of the company of $25,000, each bearing even 

date to mature, respectively, at two, five, six 
aud ten months from the 14th of September, 
1874. The Attorney General alleges that this 
contract is illegal calluseii, fraudulent and 
void, and that the salary is grossly unreasona- 
ble aud exorbitant, notwithstanding which 
the compauy has actually paid Jewett the 
$25,000 cash provided to bo paid and made and 
delivered said five promisory notes and has 
actually paid one of said notes. 

The Attorney General also alleges that Jew- 
ett has in this unlawfully/ alienated the proper- 
ty of the company and suffered it|to bo wasted 
and is guilty of gross misconduct in the office 
of director and President and will continue to 
abuse his trust unless restrained by the court 
aud suspended from office. 

The Attorney General also alleged that the 
said Erie Co. and the New York Central and 
Hudson Kiver Co., another company organized 
under the laws of the state, iu or about July, 
1874, entered into a combination and agree- 
ment, whereby among other things, it was 

agreed that the rates for transportation of live 
stock over and upon Isaid roads should be made 

after a certain time, iucrease said rates and the 
earnings of each of said companies should he 
divided and shared between them, the said 
combination and agreement being afterwards 
made known to Jewett. 

The Attorney General says that such agree- 
ment is wholly illegal and against toe public 
policy. 

The document sets forth other illegal pro- 
ceedings, and the Attorney General asks that 
receivers be apnoiuted to hold the said notes 
for the stockholders. 

The Tilton-Bccchcr Case. 
A consultation of judges in the Tiltou- 

Ileecber case was held this evening in regard to 
the propriety and probability of being able to 
continue the case Monday next. No definite 
result was reached, but it was agreed {that the 
counsel should consult as to the length of time 
the case would last with a view to the decision 
whether it could be tried during the present 
term.

Several bills and memorials were introduced 
and referred.

Agreed 
to. 

Mr. Cameron presented the memorial signed 
by a large number of American seamen, pray- 
ing for such legislation as will better promote 
the efficiency of the marine hospital service.

The Chair laid before the Senate a message 
from the President communicating an answer 
to the Senate resolution; also the message from 
the President communicating in obedience to 
law, a statement of fees accounted for by con 
sular officers in office Dec. 20, 1873. Referred 
to the Committee on Commerce. 

Mr. West from the Committee on Appropria- 
tions, reported back to the House a bill appro- 
priating $30,000 for the purchase of scales for 
the Post Office Department, with an amend- 
ment that proposals for furnishing such scales 
shall he invited for at least seven days, and con- 

tracts awarded to tho lowest responsible bid- 
ders. The amendment was agreed to and tho 
bill passed tho Senate. 

At 1.10 adjourned till Monday. 
HOUSE 

Mr. Stowell of Va., rising to a question of 
piivilege, referred to the personal charges made 
against him by his political opponent, (Porter) 
of having sold a naval cadetsinp for $1000 to 
one Sehoolcraft, and haviog sold his vote on 
other questions. 

He said he had cot had an opportunity of 
denying it before the election, but the result of 
the election had shown the opinions of his 
constituents. He has subsequetnly, in a letter 
to the Petersburg Index,denounced the charges 
of Porter as infamous lies and vile slanders. 
He now asked for an investigation by a com- 

rnitteo of the House. The matter was, on mo- 

tion of Mr. Frye of Me., referred to the Oom- 
misteo on Naval Affairs, with power to send 
for persons and papers, and to report at any 
Gmo 

A resolution was adopted calling for a re- 

port of tbe present condition of tbe freedmeu’s 
banks, and a bill was introduced that the com- 
missioner of the Freedmen’s Bank dec are an 

immediate dividend and sue the trustees and 
other officers of the bank, with a view of hold- 
ing them personally liable. Referred. 

Mr. Swann, from the Committee on Appro- 
priations, reported the diplomatic appropria- 
tion bill appropriating $1,344,785, which was 
made the special order for tbe 23d inst. 

Mr. Willard, from the Committee on Foreign 
Affairs, reported a bill repealing the third sec- 
tion of the last diplomatic bill, which, after 
explanation, was passed. The repealed section 
forbids consular officers to grant certificates for 
goods or merchandise shipped from countries 
adjacent to the United States, which have 
passed a consulate after purchase for ship- 
ment. 

The House went iuto Committee of the 
Whole, Mr. Tyner of Ind, in the chair, and re- 

sumed the consideration of the bill authorizing 
the issue of 3.65 convertable bonds. 

Mr. Willard of Vt., offered an amendment, 
providing that greenbacks shall not be a legal 
tender in payment of debts ou contract, after 
the 1st of July, 1875. 

Mr. Dawes, chairman of the Committee of 
of Ways and Moans, opened the debate. He 
spoke of the present condition of things as be- 
ing fraught with evil, and said the patience of 
the people was well nigh exhausted. The ques- 
tion was, whether the peuding bill would rem- 

edy the evil. There was no lack of earnestness 
for the remedy, but there was a gread diversity 
of opinion as to what would prove a remedy. 
Why was it that labor was out of employment 
and capital was not willing to invest itself in 
the hands of labor. His colleague (Butler) 
had given as a reason that capitalists were 
afraid lest Congress would contract the cur- 
rency. His colleagues argument had two 
points: First, that capitalists v ould not lend 
money on time, because they were afraid of 
Congress, and the executive would contract the 
currency. 

Mr. Butler—That is not my proposition. 
Mr, Dawes—If there was anything in the ar- 

gument it would be because currency when 
contracted, is not worth as much to the credi- 
tor when his debt is paid. 

Mr. Butler—Not at all. 
Mr. Dawes—If more is worth more to him 

when the debt Is paid, then of course he would 
rather lend his money on time. The fact is 
that capitalists are afraid to lend money on 
time lest the currency should be not contracted 
but expanded, and because they know an in- 
flated currency is not worth as much as a con- 
tracted currency. 

The effort of tho pending hill, however, was 

to perpetuate the present condition of things. 
As to its saving interest to the government, 

ho proceeded to demonstrate, it would increase 
the burden of interest to the government. He 
also argued that inasmuch as a 5 per cent. 30 
year bond, payable in gold, is now worth only 
par in the market, a 3.65,per cent. 30-year gold 
bond would be worth only 84 per cent., and if 
payable in currency would be worth 10 per cent 
less. He characterized Mr. Kelly’s ideas as tbe 
sublimest stretch of financial imagination and 
the loftiest flight of political economy that has 
ever becuksent abroad on the air from the 
House, and suggested that no holder of 5 and 6 
per cent, gold bonds was going to be fool 
enough to exchange them for 3 65 currency 
UUIIU13 

As to his colleague’s opinion that it took four 
bushels of corn to transport one bushel from 
Iowa to the Atlantic seaboard, he (Dawes) had 
referred to the price current and found that 
corn in Chicago cost 73 cents a bushel, and the 
transportation to the seaboard was only from 20 
to 22 cents. 

Mr. Dawes, passing from (his point and 
touch'ng on Butler’s allusion to the savings of 
the Massachusetts servant girls and the conse- 

quences of their withdrawal from the banks, 
proceeded to argue that the direct and inevita- 
ble consequence of the substitution of the 
pending bill for the existing state affairs, in- 
stead of bringing relief by appreciating the 
greenback to gold, would sink it 10 and 15 per 
cent., and thereby take from the laborer 10 and 
15 per cent, of the purchasing power of his 
day’s wages and cut down his now scanty loaf 
of bread. He argued the greenback would be 
worth as much as gold to-day if the govern- 
ment would pay it when presented, and it would 
never be worth as much as gold till the govern- 
ment did that. 

In conclusion, he said: Those who are respon- 
sible for public affairs have no time to lose. 
We can put off our duty in the premises no 

longer. The Republican party has just three 
months to save or destroy its existence. No 
other power than itself can accomplish its ruin. 
It will pass out of mind and memory in the 
politics of this country, if at all, by its own 

hands. It has the power, as well as the privi- 
lege of accomplishing either of these results. 
Whatever in the near future awaits that party, 
let it not die for want of courage. 

The committee rose without action on the 
bill. 

The Seuate amendment to the bill appropri- 
ating $30,000 for scales required in carrying out 
the iaw for the prepayment of postage on news- 

papers, was concurred in and the bill was pass- 
ed. 

Mr. Garfield of Ohio, made an effort to have 
the adjournment until Monday next, but seve- 
ral votes showed a majority of the House 
against it. Adjourned. 

WASHINGTON. 

Appointments. 
Washington, Dec. 10.—The President has 

made the following appointments: Benjamin 
Moran, Minister to Portugal; Wycharn Hoff- 
man, Secretary of Legation at London, Robert 
Kiatt, Secretary of Legation at Paris; John 
W. Thatcher of Virginia, Commissioner of 
Patents; Ellis Spear of Maine, Assistant Com- 
missioner of Patents. These were sent to the 
Senate with a large number of appointments 
made during the recess of Congress. 

Finances. 
The Seuate Committee on Eiuance bad a con- 

ference on financial matters to-day. The uues- 
tion discussed was as to whether there would 
be time this session to mature and secure the 
enactment of a bill on the subject, even should 
the committee so determine there was a diver- 
sity of opinion on the points. The committee 
came to no agreement. 

The report of the treasury was incidentally 
before the committee, its recommendations ex- 

citing brief comments. Some of the members 
of the finance committee consider it probable 
that tbe comm'ttce will take no action on the 
tariff and iuternal revenue questions this ses- 

sion except to recommend the passage of the 
bill introduced by Mr. Sherman providing for 
the appointment of a commission of inquiry 
into the changes of rates aud classification aud 
modes of collecting duties, etc., with a view to 
the revision of the law* for the collection of 
customs duties. 

Alabama Claims Commission. 
The Court of Commissioners on tbe Alabama 

Claims to-day announced decisions in cases 11 
aud 239, as follows:—The allegation of loyalty 
must be averred in the petition of the claimant, 
either in terms or in substance, so as to meet in 
tLis particular tbe requirements of an act of 
June 23, 1674. Where an amendment of the 
petition is necessary aud the claimant is'on the 
high seas|or beyond reach, the attorney of 
record may amend it, but he must set forth in 
tbe affidavit or depositiou of a third person, the 
fact of such absence of the petitioner and the 
impossibility of liis return in time to verify 
tbe amendment belore the expiratiou of the six 
months allowed for filing petitions with tbe 
court. 

The question whether all sailors on American 
vessels, of whatever nationality, captured and 
injured by Confederate cruisers, are entitled to 

indemnity, occupied the court during the day. 
Various Mailers* 

Senator Morton occupied his seat in the Sen- 
ate, to day, for the first time, looking much 
better than for several years. He was warmly 
congratulated by brother Senators from both 
sides of the chamber when lie entered. 

Johann C. Kondrup, Danish vice consul at

THE SOUTH. 

The Vicksburg Troubles—Both Hides of 

the Quarrel. 
Memphis, Dec. lO.^-Vicksburg papers of 

Tuesday were received last night. The Herald, 
after reviewing the events of a few days 
previous, places the responsibility for the blood- 
shed upon Governor Ames, Attorney General 
Harris and Peter Croshy, tkc Sheriff of Warren 
county, and refers to tho fact that not a single 
negro from tho city joined those from the 
country. 

On the receipt of Governor Ames’ proclama- 
tion, Mayor O’Leary issued one, declaring that 
there had been no disturbance whatever in Vicks- 
burg to give rise to tho uncalled for proclamat ion 
of the Governor. That which seemed to give 
rise to it was a quiet and orderly meeting of 
the tax-payers of the city and couuty who, 
without arms and violence, asked for tho resig- 
nation of irresponsible officials who have failed 
to execute their bonds as required by law. He 
maintains that the city government is able to 

preserve the peace, and in conclusion calls upon 
all good citizens to stand in readiness to ropel 
an expected attack. 

A meeting of citizeus was held Tuesday 
evening. A resolution was adopted charging 
Sheriff Cooper with arming negroes and being 
responsible for the bloodshed, but recommend- 
ing all citizens to abstain from inflicting per- 
sonal violence upon him. 

A staff officer of Gov. Ames learned the fol- 
lowing:—That the colored men had an under- 
standing to Croshy in his effort to regaiu 
possession of his office, and started from vari- 
ous parts of the country Monday morning. 
Early that morning Crosby was seized by the 
mob. One of the leading men, of a body of 
men going to Crosby’s aid, (one Owens) saw 

him and received his orders, countermanding 
those previously given and ordering him to de- 
sist from further efforts in his behalf. 

Under a flag of truce, Owens returned to his 
friends and was reporting his interview with 
Crosby, when the White Leaguers vetsd to as- 
sault the Owens’s party, and at once the slaugh- 
ter- began. They advanced and opened fire on 

them. It is reported that few of Owens’s men 
had arms, and they at once broke and run. 

■It is said and (believed that some sixty or 

eighty men were killed. The same old story, 
negroes killed by the score; none of their oppo- 
nents hurt, and still negroes to blame. It is 
reported to mo that unarmed negroes with cot- 
ton bales going to town wero killed, also men 

were killed elsewhere without any arms in 
their hands. A Presbyterian minister was shot 
dead, wantonly, in the streets of Vicksburg. 

The I/alral. 

The latest from Vicksburg is that order has 
UvJeu iuiiv leaiurcu. 

New York, Dec. 10.—Governor Amos of 
Mississippi sends a statement of affairs in 
Vicksburg to tbe newspapers here, under yes- 
terday’s date. He says the troubles there are 
the natural outgrowth of the violence of last 
August’s elections. The Leaguers having 
forced themselves into tho grand jury, found 
indictments against only one official, a negro 
named Davenport. No charge was made 
against Sheriff Crosby. He has made his 
settlement to date, but the Leaguers antici- 
pated he would defraud the county because bis 
bonds were not sufficient. The Leaguers also 
say that the petit jury will be packed to acquit 
Davenport and two ex-county officials, also 
indicted. So far as Governor Ames knows, the 
indictment against Davenport and pretended 
packed juries were tbe only cause of the pres- 
ent usurpation and bloodshed in that city. The 
Governor says that after a meeting of the so- 

called tax-payers a committee waited on 

Crosby and demanded his resignation. Crosby 
declined to resign, and asked what charges 
weie preferred against him. The chairman 
of the committee stated that they were only 
instructed to ask his immediate resignation. 
Afterwards a mob of some 600 waited on him 
and he resigned to save his life. So he has 
stated to me. Other officials to be visited made 
their escape or secreted themselves. The Cir- 
cuit Court was in session and tho judge, being 
deprived of his sheriff, camo down from the 
bench and was going to leave the rooms, but 
was forced to return to it and adjoura the court 
to a given day. 

He then gives a detailed account of the fight- 
ing, but it contains nothing of importance 
beyond what has already beeu given by tele- 
graph.

VENUS. 

Report* of Prof*. II a rid* oil and Ilarkness 

New York, Dec. 10.—Professor Davidson of 
the American observatory, sends the following: 

Nar/asaki, Dec. 9.—During our observations 
of the transit of Venus to-day the weather was 

unusually cloudy and unpromising. The time 
at which we calculated the transit would begin 
passed away without our being enabled to re- 

cord tbe exact moment of the first contact. Af- 
ter about a quarter of an hour, and before Ve- 
nus reached her second contact, the observers 
at the equatorial caught a glimpse of the sun 
and the planet, and were quite successful in 
taking several measurements of the planet’s 
cusps during the interval between tbe first and 
second contact. The time at which the latter 
contact occurred was obtained with success 
and recorlcd. Shortly after the second contact 
lurther measurements of the distance between 
Venn* and son’s western edee were made with 
the micrometer. In all, there were taken 150 
micrometric measurements oE the line between 
the cusps. Besides theseJ31 micrometic revolu- 
tions were made of the passage of both edges 
of the sun across the meridian of the station, 
and similar views of the right and left rims of 
Venus in crossing the same time. Eighteen 
mirometric surveys wore made of the respective 
declinations of the sun and planet, observing 
both the upper and lower limbs while parsing 
the meridian. About sixty excellent photo- 
graphs of the transit during various periods of 
its occurrence were taken. Extreme good for- 
tune attended the astronomers, for just as Ve- 
nus departed from the sun the clouds began to 

gather and threatened rain. 
Towards tbe close of November we were ena- 

bled to telegraph the difference of longitude 
to Vladinstok, so that the location of the posi- 
tion here is definitely determined. 

At the latest hearing from Prof. Hall his 
party were all well. Tbe members here are in 
the best of health. 

Prof. Harkness send3 tbe following despatch 
from Hobartstown: 

Tasmania. Dec. 0.—Although the weather 
was bad, our observations at tbe lime of the 
traosit were partially successful. We suc- 

ceeded in taking 113 photographs of Venus 
during her passage over the disc of the sun. 

London, Dec. 10.—Telegrams in regard to 
the transit of Venus report that the observa- 
tions failed in Onisk, Orenburg, Kasan, Uru- 
lek, Astracban, Kertchand Tiflis, but were en- 

tirely successful at Yokohama. 

MINOR TELEGRAMS.

Boston Boot and Shoe Market. 
Boston, Wednesday, Dec. 0. 

The shipments of boots and shoes from this market 
to places outside of New England for tbo past week 
have been 12,594 cases, and 2194 cases rubbers,against 
G,196 cases tor the same week last year. 

Total shipments since January 1, 1,172,457 cases, 
against 1.159.033 cases for the same period last year. 

The shipments from Lynn lor the week have been 
1517 cases, against 942 cases for the same week last 
year. 

A large number of orders for singlo cases and small 
lots of goods is one of the most noticeable features of 
the shoe trade at the present time, and as indicating 
that stocks must be sol 1 up closely in the various 
distributing towns, it forms ft very encouraging fea- 
ture as to the prosperity and success of next sea- 
son’s business. A year ago stocks were large at all 
the distributing points,and heavy goods were worked 
off until well into spring. Now it would seem that 
the stocks are very low, and that the market will be 
comparatively bare when the demand for spring 
goods opens.

Wive* of Great Men. 
Mr. George Dawson, tlie English lecturer 

who has been so warmly received in nearly all 
the large cities of this'eountry, lectured in the 
Army & Navy course last evening. In person- 
al appearance he is a good representative of 
the tine type of Englishmen. In speaking ho 
affects tho conversational manner, and is an eu- 

tertain'.ng lecturer. Last evening he was suf- 

fering from that hoarseness which appears to 

Seize upon our transatlantic cousins about as 

soon as they laud upon our shores. The sub- 

ject of his lecture was ‘Wives of Great Men.” 
Referring to the idea entertained by some 

that the wives of great men arc a collection of 

angels, he remarked that great men in the se- 

lection of their wives did not essentially differ 

from the common people; some of those mar- 

riages were admirable, some of them common- 

place, and a great many of them miserable. 

The right principle upon which to found mar- 

riages should he a thorough understanding and 
comprehension of tho word friendship. True 
fiiendsbip, said he, was the drawing together 
of two people through love, which was the 
holiest and noblest of human prerogatives. In 
this connection Mr. Dawson made pleasant al- 
lusion to pretended friendships,. such as are 

expected to exist among relatives, causing 
much amusement among his audience. Com- 
ing deeper into his subject he remarked that lie 
would take up and discuss four clerical wed- 
dings, two of them happy, harmonious and 
true, and two of them unfortunate, ill-assorted 
and miserable. In referring to unhappy un- 

ions it was tho custom for the world to classify 
them as “afflictions” or “judgments,”in accord- 
ance with the position the parties occupied. 
The first of the four marriages ho should dis- 
cuss was that of Martin Luther, who married a 

nun. This marriage was held to he a charm- 
iug and perfect one. Luther loved his wife 
with all his heart; they both left the old church 
and espoused the new one, and. their married 
life was ono of unbroken happiness, made so 

through a complete understanding of each oth- 
er and a mutual friendship. 

The marriage of Richard Hooker, a great 
man in the English Church, was next consid- 
ered. Hooker had a fearful scold for a wife 
a woman who, on one occasion, ordered him 
away from a party of friends he was entertain- 
ing to rock a cradle. She was a coarse, vulgar, 
illiterate hoyden, and their life one of the most 
miserable. Though they .became man and 
wife, they never could be friends if they lived 
together till eternity. 

Richard Baxter’s marlied life was next re- 
ierreu IU. >» uuc uc nao 

a woman heard of him and went to hear him 
preach: she was burdened with the cares of 
life, but as she listened to him they became 
lighter; she fell in love with him; it was the 
fate of some women to fall in love with their 
pastors (loud applause); they became firm and 
warm friends and would have been friends had 
they not been married; before they became 
united they entered into an agreement—a sort 
of protocol—each agreeing not to disturb tho 
other or interfere with each other’s preroga- 
tives or rights; they lived together seventeen 
years, and the union was one of the happiest 
ever known. It was founded on a perfect 
friendship 

John Wesley and his marriage was his next 
subject. To this great man woman was a mys- 
tery he coludn’t solve. To the woman he loved 
he "was a tutor, a lover, a pastor and a master. 
She was a worldly woman, wore curls and was 

fond of dancing and late suppers; but these she 

Save up and became a Puritan. But Wesley, 
aving no mind of judgment upon the subject 

of marriage, submitted the question to a party 
of Moravians who came over iu the same ship 
with him. This circumstance incensed his be- 
trothed and she became cool towards him; as 

her coolness increased her hair began to length- 
en out and her old taste for balls and suppers 
to Jrevive. Eventually she married another, 
and through Wesley she was excommunicated. 
He subsequently returned to England and after 
awhile married a widow. Their wedding ba- 
rometer was “set fair” at first, then it became 
stormy. She was a very jealous woman, and 
the barometer kept sinking. She opened letters 
from some of his flock, but couldn’t understand 
or appreciate their contents, and the result was 

that after twenty years of married misery she 
went off and never came back. The lack of 
sympathy and friendship was assigned as the 
cause of all their troubles. 

John Milton’s marriage was a most disas- 
trous one. He was the most learned man iu 
Europe, and in person a perfect Apollo, yet 
at thirty-seven years of age he went away and 
came back with a young wife. She was a mere 

child, a slim, straight-waisted, ignorant thing, 
who cried for her mother, and ran off to her. 
Milton brought her back subsequently, aud 
though they lived together their marriage was 
an unhappy one. 

Sam Johnson met the widow Porter, fat. fair 
and forty-seven. Johnson was very poor, and. 
she very rich, and she pited him. They agreed 
to a marriage, and after a little trouble in re- 

garu lo wno snouiu ue muster, us iuiuuijjucu 

and everything was happy. 
Albert Durer, the famous German painter, 

had a wife which kept him constantly in hot 
water; and John Flaxman, the sculptor, had a 

most perfect and friendly marriage. 
The life of Thomas Moore was next touched 

upon. He married a woman who was a good 
housekeeper and nothing more. While he was 
in prison she visited him and tried to have him 
renounce his treason and return home. 

Lord William Russell, politician, had a loving 
and true wife, and his married life was a hap- 
py one. 

From these and other illustrations, the speak- 
er drew the conclusion that it was a great mis- 
take for persons to marry when they woald not 
be friends without marriage. 

THE MONTH’S MIND. 

An Imposing Memorinl Mass. 
"" » 

Yesterday morning the solemn and impres- 
sive memorial mass known in the liturgy of 

the Catholic Church as the Month's Mind, was 

celebrated at the Cathedra! of the Immaculate 

Conception with fitting pomp and ceremony. 
The clergy of the diocese assembled to offer up 
their prayers With those of the bereaved flock 

for the repose of the soul of their late beioved 

Bishop, the Right Reverend David Bacon. 
The interior of the great cathednl was ap- 

propriately draped. The high altar was 

shrouded in purple, the emblematic color of 

woe, while all about it the walls were hung in 

black. Around the catafalque with tbe epis 
copal mitre at its head, were sever, branded 

candelabra and huge tapers. The Episcopal 
throne was wholly draped in black. 

Tbe memorial service began at teu o clpck. A 

long line of priests swept in from the vestry, 
preceded by the acolytes, whi’.e five bishops, 
clothed in tho rich robes of their sacred office, 
entered the chancel. At the same time the 

strains of the memorial march pealed forth 

from the organ. 
The most eminent in station of the clergy- 

men present was Archbishop Connelly of Hali- 

fax. With him were Bishops McNierney of 

Albany, Laughlin of Brooklyn, O’Rielly of 

Springfield, and Williams of Boston. Bishop 
McNierney acted as celebrant, Father Barry of 

Concord, as assistant priest, Father Keegan of 

Brooklyn as deacon, Father Mutseers of Bath

land as master of ceremonies. The sacrificial 
offering of the mass, during which the rich- 

toned organ poured forth the solemn strains of 

Schmidt’s requiem, was very impressive. The 

responses of the many priests, who held 

lighted tapers in their hands during the recital 

of the offices for the dead, the assemblage of 

black-robed sisters in front of the altar, the 

acolytes with their bauds of crape, the candle- 

encompassed catafalque,and the solemn music, 
all united to lend an unusual solemnity to the 

mass. 

The address, which was delivered by Bishop 
Laughlin of Brooklyn, was short, occupying 
not more than fifteen miuutes ia the delivery. 
His text was takeu from the fourtli chapter of 

the Epistle of St. Paul to the Tbessalonians, 
“For you know what precepts we gave you by 
the Lord Jesus. For this is the will of God, 
your sanctification.” The discourse was in the 

nature of an explanation of the duties of a 

Christian priest, and of a eulogy of the faithful 

manner in which the late Bishop discharged 
these duties. Of the many virtues of the de- 

ceased he said ha should not speak strength. A 

tongue more eloquent than his had already re- 

cited them, and left but little to say. Certain 

persons are chosen by Almighty God to be his 

special instruments in the gradual sauctifica- 
tion of the world. God Himself appeared to 

and dwelt with men and taught them the 
truth. Certain men, His Apostles, He chose 
for the work of sanctification, and promised 
them that He would he with them always in 
their labors for the dissemination of the true 
doctrine. He was with them, and has con- 

tinued with their successors, those who form 

the episcopacy of the CatholicJChurch. We 
who haye been called to the holy ministry 
should bear in mind that our sanctification and 

the sanctification of those to whom we miuistei 
is the will of God. The lamented Bishop evei 

bore this in mind. He was familiar with the 
doctrine of Christ and the duties of His minis- 

try. The diocese increased rapidly iu teachers, 
aud iu communicants under his rule. His cares 

increased apace; but with the multiplication ol 

his cares there came an increase iu bis capacity 
for work. He had a high sense of the solemn 

responsibility of his office, and imposed hand.- 

on no man lightly, as these assembled here tc 

do him honor testify. Bishop Laughlin closed 

with a high tribute to the late Bishop and to 

the clergy of the diocese.

The Elevator. 

Mb. Editor: That tho city has the legal 
right to buy a wharf to help a railroad put up 

an elevator thereon is, in my judgment, not a 

tenable proposition. It was doubtless felt so 

to be since we find the projectors of the enter- 

prise providing for a certain amount of “mu- 

nicipal” use of said wharf, in landiog “curb- 

ing stone, paving stone, etc.,” whatever the 

“etc.” may embrace. In reference to the al- 

leged municipal use it is altogether too small 
to warrant the designed expenditure. Besides, 
no room eonld bo spared for the specified work 

if the elevator proves a success. The “munici- 

pal uses’ argument lias no weight as support- 
ing any such outlay as is proposed, and may be 

dismissed at once from consideration. 
An elevator stood on the proposed site fif- 

teen years. In that time it loaded, or partly 
loaded, one steamer'. It loaded sundry vessels 

with oats during the war, smallish craft, draw- 

ing hut little water. It served some local con- 

venience for grain speculators in holding grain 
at very low cost to them. This is the total 

record of its usefulness. It was as utter a 

failure as ever money was wasted upon. 
The reasons for this are not far to seek. In 

the first placo the site is unfit. There is not 

space enough, and the space is not of the 

proper shape. An elevator should he so located 
that parallel tracks, as required, may bo run 

alongside and through it, and trains of twenty 
cars more or less, brought up, emptied, and 
shoved along out of tho way, without backing 
and filling, and delaying the operations of tho 

elevator. This cannot he done on Galt’s 

wharf. Moreover, sufficient depth of water 
cannot he got in the docks alongside. Excava- 
tion, if carried te a depth to admit an Allan 
steamer, ur uiuu v*. 

cause the whole concern to tumble down and 
out into the dock. If the building were full of 
grain Portland would have to pay for it, and 
pay all the other damage, and a pretty bill it 
would be. Seventeen feet is the greatest depth 
that can be carried at the point safely. Fur- 
ther, the steamers that come here do not take 
grain in bulk. They are strongly disinclined 
to do so. There are no elevators in Liverpool, 
and it is found better to put the grain in bags, 
as itcan be more cheaply handled. Once in a 

while a little bulk grain is taken, and a lot of 
peas, but the sum total is small. Not over one 
third the cargoes of the steamers is grain. 
The bulk is pork, beef, bacon, cheese, butter, 
ore, etc., etc. 

As regards large shipments of grain for 
trans-ocean ports there is as yet no satisfactory 
evidence that the Grand Trunk can compete 
with the roads centering at New York or Bal- 
timore, with their much shorter mileage. To 
build qlevators, or to provide for elevators at 
large cost, before there is any assurance that 
the business can be carried on on a large scale 
would be unwise. If private parties or cor- 

porations are disposed to experiment, let it be 
at their own, not the public cost. Grain ship- 
pers a class so well known in New York and 
Montreal, and to somo extent in Baltimore, 
who manage the whole of trans-ocean grain 
shipment, are unknown here. Now to put 
$130,000 of the city’s money into a venture, in 
the hope that somebody will drift along and 
save it from loss is foolish. It is unjustifiable. 

An elevator would be locally convenient. That 
may be conceded. But it is not Indispensable 
for even local uses. The Salt-Block elevator 
cost but $5,000, it is said; and this with oue or 

two more, associated with existing storage 
room, would do all the grain-lifting required 
for local purposes. 

It has not made an altogether agreeable im- 
pression that just at the nick of time when 
this extraordinary demand is made upon the 
treasury of the city of Portland by the rail- 
road interewed, that it should be found restor- 
ing to us, as if for the emergency and with 
considerable flourish of newspaper trumpets 
the advantage in freights which belongs to us 

by our position, and which we should hare had 
from the first. The writer, on his part, finds 
it not impossible to conceive that the coinci- 
dence, though not happy, may have been ac- 
cidental. So accustomed have we become to 
the discrimination against us, as compared 
with Boston, maintained for years, that this 
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obvious right is actually hailed as a boon for 
the iudulgeDt corporation! But let the past be 
past. The main question is what security have 
we that the old discrimination will not be re- 
stored when once the railroad has got our prop- 
erty? Will the railroad pledge itself to secure 
to us by written agreement and pledge onr 

right in the case permanently ? It can of course 
have no objection to tbis if it means to do it. If 
it will not secure usit should have no further aid 
from the city. But further, the reduction of 
rates extends to only “grain and flour.” How 
about the bacon, pork, beef, ore, and other 
merchandise making up so large a part of the 
freight to this port? Has the reduction been 
made on these also? Has it likewise been se- 

cured to us permauently? How is it about the 
lower-province business? Does Portland get 
“flour and grain,” or anything else, at as low 
figures as the Montreal shipper commands at 

our wharves, who supplies the provincial mar- 

ket? Is not the discrimination so heavy 
against us that Montreal and other points com- 
mand the trade to the substantial exclusion of 
Portland? Will the Grand Trunk please show 
its full hand, not merely a single trump, in this 
matter of freights, when it asks us for further 
help? 

If the railroad will secure to Portland for all 
time the relative advantage over Boston that is 
due us by our position and by wbat we have 
done for the road in past time, not on an arti- 
cle or two hut on the whole list, then we might 
feel some disposition to go in with something 
like unanimity into this elevator business, even 
if it is not legal and promises little advantage, 
but not on Galt's wharf. That is not the place 
for it. Located there, it would prove an inevi- 
table and total failure, as before. To assume 
that there is but one site for an elevator (and 
that good for nothing) on our whole shore line, 
is a monstrous absurdity. The Grand Trunk 
has far better on its own premises. If Port- 
land is to put money into such a job, at least 
let it be where there is a probability sometime 
in rhe course of human events, of some consid- 
erable good coming of it. 

The truth is that except perhaps a small af- 
fair for bagging grain, the railroad wants no el- 
evator here. It would find the wharf conven- 
ient for its Province business, for storing coal, 
rails, old iron, etc., and that is about all there 
is to it. Perhaps our people would like to pro- 
vide a wharf for such a purpose. We owe a 

great deal to the Grand Trunk railroad, and a 

great deal to other railroads too. But when 
we put out the city’s money on railroad ac- 

count, we ought to do it not under false impres- 
sions, for purposes and in places which experi- 
ence declares against, and not| without assur- 
ances that the good we have vouchsafed us to- 
day shall not be wrested from us to-morrow.
