PRUNING GOOSEBERRIES.

The gooseberry produces its fruit upon
wood that is two years old or more,
therefore care must be taken in regard
to pruning. But if this s done intelli-
gently the fruit may be very much en-
lsrged and improved. How often in
country places we see gooseberries (wheo
we see them at all) a rank growth of
green, heavily Isden on the under side of
the branches with small fruit. If the
wood were trimmed awsy judiclously
there might not be as many bearing
branches, but the berries would be 80
much larger and better that it would
more than pay to take time to do the
necessary pruning.

It is essential to leave enough of the
old wood to bear as much fruit as the
bush will allow, the trimming being
done chiefly oo the wood of but one
vear's growth: this wood has no fruit
buds, just simply the leaf buds. The
pruning should be done before the
bushes blossom. This pruning has a
double purpose; this is to throw the
vitality of the bush into the fruit buds
and Ister to produce lstersl branches
which will in time also produce fruit.

You will think, and with reason, that
it takes a long time to get to Edinboro’,
but these Lowlanders are o charming,
and withal such fascinating and homely
every day folk, that it is hard to tear
one's self away from them. And there
are so many interesting places to visit
that one needs a great dnrof time.

This country, ns well as Ireland and
England, i« rich in landmarks of history.
Old ruined castles abound, that couid
tell many & more wonderful story than
the lore of Arablan Nights could
divalge, could their walls but speak.
Old Caerlaverock Castle, right here at
our feet, i2 celebrated in romince as well
as history, for here the early scene of
Scott’s “Guy Manoering” was laid, and
within its massive and imposing arches,
the hero first made the acqualntance of
the gipay, old Meg Merrilles, as she aat
at her distafl conning the words at the
beginning of this chapter. And Hark!
Hist! is that not she, still sitting at her
distafl, still droning her song?

“Now they warp and now they dwindle,

Whirling -Ith'l?n whirling splodie;

Twist ve, twine ve' Even so

Mingle human bliss and woe."

Ah, no, alas! the vision fades, the
romance s dispelled, for it is only an

In the old church yard of Caerlaverock
{8 a headstone with this inscription:
“Erected to the memory of Robert Pater-
son, the Old Mortality of Sir Walter
Scott, who was buried here in February,
1801." The monument was erected by
Sir Walter himself, and the inscription
further gives a brief sketch of the life
and personality of this quaint character,
who will be remembered as one of
Scott's most interesting creations, an
old man who traveled about this part of
the country a century or so ago, a sort
of religious itinerant, whose occupation
was to seek out the graves of the mar-
tyred Presbyterians and keep them free
from profane accumulations, and employ
himself in restoring with his chisel and
mallet the inscriptions on the grave-
stones of these unfortunate Covenanters
who suffered by the sword or the execu-
tioner. These are most numerous in this
gray Galloway land, where ‘‘about the
graves of the martyrs the whaups are
crying”—and also 'in the vicinity of
Avr and Dumfries. Their tombs are
often found far from any human habita-
tion, in the remote moora and wilds to
which the wanderers fled from their
blood thirsty pursuers.

This devout enthusiast left his home
aod kindred, and for thirty vears wan-
dered about in his pious pligrimage. He

DON'T CUT THE FORETOP.
Dou't cut your horse’s foretop ofl if |
vou ever expect to sell him to a dealer. |
A shaved foretop knocks from 10 to 50
per ceut off of the market valueof a
rosdster, a coach horse, a cob or a sad-
die horse. The practice of clipping
horses' foretops, and generally from
three to six inches of the mape with it, |
has become a very common one. It
n-ver improves s horse’s looks and is
rarely beueficial.

Fashion demands that a coach horse, &
cob, » hack, a roadster or aony sort of »
saddle horse must wear a foretop, and it
is a serious mistake to clip it off of any |
marketable trotting-bred horse. |
M. Newgrass is ove of Chicago’s most |
extensive exporters of horses, und ships |
many trotting-bred cosch, park and sad-
dle horses to London and Liverpool each |
we K.

When questioved in regard to the prac-
tice of clipping the foretops from trot-
ting-bred horses he said: ‘‘It's perni-
cious. | cannot buy s horse for export |
if his foretop has been cut off, unless I |
can get him at half his real value, be-|
cause the foreign buyers always keep
such & horse until the mane grows out
sgain, snd they must buy them very |
cheap to do that. You cannot say Lo
much sgainst that practice in your pa-
per, or caution breeders too often, as
the number of trotting-bred horses that
come to this market minus their fore-
tops is astonishing.”—Horse Review.
SITTING HEN WITH YOUNG CHICKS.
There is quite a different method of
munagement for the hen that has just
brought off a brood of chicks and one
that hus been hovering them for a week
or more. When very young, the chicks
are weak and require warmth. If the
hen is not confined, and is allowed to
move from place to place, the chicks will
not only become exhausted from cop-
stant exerci-e for which they are not
prepared, but will become cbilled, even
in mild weather, snd it has been fre-
quently the case that they have been
tound vearly desd, because the hen
would oot remain quiet und cover them.
Alier they area week old they can bat-
tle with life to better s vantage, but
during the fi-st week the hen should be
kept closely confined in a box that is
well lighted, the chicks being allowed to
pass in and vut at will.—Awerican Gar-
denling.

h not drops of dew from heaven,
they are drops of dew distilled from
memoriea of childhood’s earijeat thoughts
that are linked with the sight of this
sweet flower, which calls back the robin’s
song, a8 he sll day from the gnarl-
ed old tree in orchywd hy the rose-
bush. A lice of James Russell Lowell's
poem comes back Lo memory :

the principsl points of Interest along the
whole chain of six as lovely lakes as exist
in Maine. Steamers carry one to Upper
Dam—8 miles; Haines' Landiog—12
niles; Indian Rock—13 miles; Cupsup-
tic Falls—20 miles. At Upper Dam
connections are made with Capt. E. F.
Coburn's steamers for Welekenobacook
and South Arm. At Haines' Landing
connections by a short carry are made
with Capt. C. W. Howard's fine steamers
that ply the Rangeley Lake.
So it will be seen that by the Bemis
approach one car easlly visit either Inke,
or do as we did, go vix Bemls and re-
turn vis Rengeley and Farmington, For
one bent on sight-seeing the round trip,
that is, going one way and returning
other, is desirable. There Is al:o » good
approach via Andover, South Arm and
Middle Dim. We are told that the roads
now from Andover to the steamer land-
Ing nre fine and afford one In these days
the rather Infrequent luxury of a pleas-
ant stage coach ride.
We made a short stop at Upper Dam,
crossed the earry In a drenchiog ghower,
then took Capt. E. F. Coburn’s steamer
for the Richardson Lakes, golng the
entire length to South Arm. We staid
over night and uutil after dioper the
next day at Capt Coburn's flne cody
hotel, the Anglers’ Retreat, where every
thing was done to make our stay pleas-
ant. Apglers’ Retreat s a quiet, yet
very pleasant sightly place to stay. It
Is only a few rods from Mliddle Dam,
where we aaw tv 0 men land about twen-
ty fine trout from the ripa just below the
d m in less than one hour's time. Oae
of them weighed 4 pounds, and several
others were two-pounders. Fishing ix
fine here. we know from rsonal
ob<ervation. The view up and down the
lake and at Middle D:m is fine. A good
hotel, fine genial hosts and experienced
guides. Among the old guides we fn-
terviewed were Luman and Willlam
Sargent and Stephen Morse, who have
hid many years' experic nce on the lakes.

On Tursday afternoon we left this
hospitable retreat by Capf. Coburn's
steamer, and returned to Upper Dum
snd were met by Capt. Fred Barker and
taken to his pleasant csmps at the
“Birches,” thence to Haines’ Landing to
the Mooselookmeguntic House, a fine
commodious house, finely furnished and
attractive. Here, a “Mountiin View"
carringe met us and took us scross the
carry two miles to the far-famed sum-
mer resort on a pleasant cove of Range-
ley Lake, known as *‘Mouuotain View”
House where we stald over night snd ean
testity to its fine appointmente, excellent
culsine, and nicely furnished rooma.
This hotel, eapable of entertainiog eighty
guests, is first class, and provided
with every comfort and luxury needed.
We found Mr. Bowley a very genial and
attentive host and his help ubllﬂug. We
regaled ourselveson a fine lake trout
finely served for breakfast. We found
no place on the entire trip more pleas-
ant and cheerful.

While here we saw a fine salmon just
landed by Mrs. F. M. Frost of Boston,
that weighed 6 1-2 pounds. **Bert” Her-
rick, guide. Fishing bere has been fine.
Mr. A. E. Liccoln of Boston, stoppiog
here, recently caught in ope day 09
pounds of trout snd ou the next day 9
pounds. Most of them were returned to
the lake again, as he did not wish to take
them sway. Salmon of 9 pounds’ weight
have been taken here.

But the chief attraction at **Mountain
View" is its fine features as a summer
resort, a8 the patural location i: fine,
Prmntlng a rare view of lake and forest.
I'he grounds are well fitted up, fine parks
in the rear, flue boiting in front. The
rooms in this capacious hostelry are near-
ly ull engsged for July and August. It
15 really, to us, one of the finest places
on the fateu.

Here on Wednesday morning we took
one of Capt. C. W. Howard’s boata for a
trip of seven miles across Rangeley to
the magnificent well known big house of
the lakes known as the Rangeley Lake
House, where we were finely entertained
and “‘fared sumptuously every day.”
We found the Messra. Marble very gen-
ial and attentive to our wants, and the
house is almost equal in its appoint-
ments to Poland Spring. The location,
on a promontory on Jarbl»-'c Point, is
unexcelled for beasuty and grandeur,
and its furnishings are rich and attractive.
The capacity is nbout .00 guests, and
their comfort and pleasure is assured as
soon as they arrive, We found it all
that reputation has accorded it.

After making the tour of the lake
region we returned via Phillips and
Farmington, stopping off at Strong
station and proceeding by carriage to
Freeman to visit at Frank W. Briggs'.
From Strong to Farmington, Chisholm’s
Mills, then home by the P. & R F. line.

The trip was fall of interest the entire
distance nnd very enjoyable. 'I'he beauty
and fascination of the Rangeley Lake
region has oot half been told. It offers
to the sportsman, summer tourist or the
chronic invalld even, grand opportuni-
ties for enjoyment and recuperation.
This beautiful chaia of #ix of the loveli-
est lakes in Maine is well worth a trip to
behold and is easy of access. It can be
reached the moat directly bv way of the
Portland and Rumford Falls line and
landing st Bemis, thence by lske boats
to all points. Another approach Is by
Farmington »nd Sandy River line to
Phillips nnd Ringeley. S8till another is
by Andover to South Arm of lower
Hichardson Like thence by boats to all
polots. We say to the man of leisure
seeking an outing full of interest and
diversified scenery, try a tour of the

STRAWBERRIES IN MANY WAYS.

A dainty and most attractive way of
tbom-bmyhhnnasm
dish, hulls on and all uppermost.
mm:xwm r. lnuﬂnﬁ;
gkup berry by the hull, dip it
sugar and bite it off. When hulled
and served ln a large dish they
bcurahllyprep:::d. and served with
powdered sugar and cream.

In the early season, when berries are
not plentitul and are expensive, a pint
may be added to a cup of soaked and
uﬁ-mlednphuoruplndwu
& dessert.

STRAWBERRY FINGERS AND SHORTCAKE.
Stem a quart of strawberries; add to
them balf & cup of sugar, and mash. Put
one pint of flour into & bowl;add to it a
In-r teaspoonful of baking powder,
half a teaspoonful of salt; rub in a level
tablespoonful of butter, and add suffi-
clent milk to molsten the dough. Knead
lightly and roll out into a thin sheet a
quarter of an inch in thickness. Cut in-
to strips ao inch wide and from twelve
to fourteen luches long. Roll this
around lady-lock moulds; brush with
milk, dust a little sugar over the top of
each, and bake in a quick oven for fif-
teen minutes. When done slip the
moulds from the dough snd fill the space
with the mashed strawberries. Serve
warm with cream.

To make strawberry shortcake, pre-
pare a dough precisely the same as for
the fiogers.  Roll this into a sheet an
inch thick. cut it into an oblong shape,
brush it with milk, and bake in a quick
oven for fifteen minutes. Have the
strawberries mashed and sugared. When
the cake is dome pull it gently iuto
halves ; butter each half a little; put the
lower half on the serving-dish und cover
it thickly with struwberries. Put the
remaining strawberries over the top.
Serve at once with cream and powdered
SUGAT.

STRAWHRERRY CIHHARLOTTE AND SPONGE

To make strawberry charlotte, sonk
half & box of gelatine In half a cup of
cold water for fifteen minutes. Mash
sufficient strawberries to make one pint
of julce: add one rur of sugar and stir
until dissolved. Whip oue plot of cream.
Stand the gelstine over hot water until
melted ; add it to the strawberry juice
and sugar; stir, and as soon as it begina
to congesl fold in carefully the whipped
cream. Turn into s mould and atand
away to cool.

Strawberry sponge is made by covering
half & box of gelatine with half a cup of
cold water and allowing it to soak for
fiteen minutes. Mash sufficient straw-
berries to make one pint of julce; =dd to
thiz one cup of sugnar, stir until the sugar
i dissolved ; melt and add the geletie.
As s00n 8s this beging to congeal, fold
into it carefully the whites well-beaten of
four egge: turn into a mould and stand
away to harden. This may be served
or plain with a soft custard.

A plain charlotte russe may be mould-
ed in a border or round mould. At
serving time turn out carefully and il
the centre with freshly hulled straw-
berries.

FROZEN STRAWBERRIES AND ICE CREAM

Mash one quart of strawberries; add a
cup and a half of sugar and the juice of
one lemon ; stand aside for an hour, then
sdd one piot of water; turn into a
freezer and freeze the same as you would
ordinary lce cream. Turn the dasher
aslowly. Frozen strawberries may be
served in punch-glasses with a little
whipped cream on top, or plain.

To make strawberry fce cream mash
one guart of strawberries; add to them
one cup of sugar. Put one pint of cream
in a double boiler: add to it another cup
of sugar; stir constantly until hot ; take
from the fire, sand when cool add another
pint of uncooked cream. Turn into the
freezer and freeze, When frozen atir in
the strawberries, cover the can and turn
again for a few minutes. Then pack and
put aside for use.

T'o make strawberry water ice, mash
sufficlent strawberries to make one quart
of juice, strain through a piece of cheese-
cloth; add to the juice two cups of
sugar, the juice of » lemon and a quart
of water. Freeze, turning the crank
very slowly.

i

PRESERVING FRESH STRBWHERRIES.

While the sun-preserved fruits require
time and patience, they are, without
doubt, much to he preferred to those
cooked over the fire. In the country,
where & hot-bed is at command the work
is easily done. Stem strawberries care-
fully without brulsing; put them into a
wire basket, which plunge down into a
pan of cold water and drain thoroughly.
Weigh the strawberries, snd to each
pound allow one pound of granulated
sugar. Select large stoneware plates,
mske them very hot either on top of the
stove or in the oven; sprinkle over a
layer of the granulsted sugar snd cover
this closely with the berries. Cover with
glsss and stand in the sun's bottest rays.
Move the dish as the sun changes its
position. At four o’'clock bring them in
and stand aside in & closet or cool place.
Next day put them out sgain in the sun;
by this time they will oo doubt have be-
come clear, almost transparent and thor-
oughly soft, but perfectly whole.  Lift
each berry carefully with a fork snd put
into a tumbler or bottle. Boil the syrup
over the fire for & few minutes until it
thickens ; strain, cool, and pour it over
the fruit.

DELICIOUS STRAWBERRY DUMPLINGS.

Put oue piot of flour into 2 bowl; add
to it half a teaspoonful of salt and a tea-
spoonful of baking powder; rub in care-
fully a tablespoonful of butter, and add
sufficient milk to just moisten. Koead
lightly, and roll out into a sheet about &
sixteenth of an inch in thickvess. Cut
with a large round cutter; put three
strawberries in the centre of each round ;
fold over the dough, rolling it carefully
80 that you cannot see the opening,
stand In a greased baking-pan, brugh the
top with milk, and bake in a quick oven
for fifteen minutes. Serve with straw-
h-errf butter, which may be made by
beating two tableapoonfuls of butter to
# cream, and adding gradually one cup
of powered sugar. Add one mashed
berry, beat thoroughly, then xnother and
another until you have added at least
four good-sized berries. Dish and stand
aside to harden a8 you would any hard
sauce.

STRAWHBERRY CUPS FOR DESSERT.

Put one pint of strawberry juice over
the fire : moisten three tablespoonfuls of
flour in s little cold milk; stir ioto the
hot milk, and stir until thick and smooth.
Take from the fire. When cold add the
yolks of four eggs, and then fold In care-
fully the whites beaten to a stiff’ froth.
Fill into greased custard-cups, and bake
in a moderately quick oven for fifteen
mioutes. Serve with strawberry sauce,
which may be made as follows: Mash
and s train sufficient strawberries to make
half a pint of juice; put over the fire un-
til it just reaches boiling point; add a
teaspoonful of lemon jaice, snd pour it
over half a cup of sugar that has been
mixed with a tablespoonful of flour.
Return to the fire, cook for just a minute,
and pour, while hot, into the beaten
whites of two eggs.

STRAWBERRY SPONGE CAKE.

Beat the yolk of six eggs with balf a
od of powdered until very
ight, then fold in carefully the well-
beaten whites of six eggs, and add slowly
a cup and a half of sifted pastry flour.
Bake in three layers. While this is bak-

ing, boll one cup of sugar and
a quarter of a ofwater until it spins s
thread. Pour the syrup while hot over
the well-beaten whites of two and

beat until stiff and cold. When cakes
are cold put one oo your serviog-dish,
cover over with a thick layer of this fil-
ling, then cover thickly with strawbeffries,
then another more of the filling,

OUR ATTITUDE TOWARDS CUBA.

Looking back over the century, we see
how often Cuba has been a source of
{rritation, anxiety, and danger. Military,
commercial, economic, ethical, and polit-
ical reasons have combloed to compel
the United States to concern it<elf with
the neighboriog island.  Nevertheless,
from 1795 to 1895 there were but two
cuses of direct interference with the
destinles of Cubi—by President John
Quiney Adams in 1826, and by President
Girant in 1873,  We saw the Spanish
Empire break up without stirring for
Caba: we saw filibusters In 1548-31, io
1854, In 1868-78, in 1884-5, and the ad-
ministration never gave them ald or
comfort; fn 1834 and 1573 there came ex-
cuses for war, und they were not claimed.
Among the advocates of the annexation
of Cuba have been Presidents Jeflerson,
Mounroe, John Quiney Adams, Jackson,
Polk, Fillmore, Pierce and Buchanin,
and it was not snnexed.

Reviewing the whole period, it seems
an historieal truth that—so far from the
Cuban policy of the United States haviog
been one of aggression—few nations
have shown more good temper toward s
troublesome neighbor, more patience
with diplomatic delays, or more self-
restraint over a coveted possession. Even
alavery, though it could prevent, could
not procure, anpexation. The Cuban
controversy has not been sought by the
United States: it arises out of the
geographical and political conditions of
America.  As the French orator said in
1703 : I do not accuse the King; I do
not accuse the nation; I do pot sccuse
the people; I accuse the situstion.”—
From A Century of Cuban Diplomacy
