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A Wiscasset subsecriber has a heifer
which calved last September. After
this she was given daily one quart each
of weal and shorts. She soou dried off,
but by perseverance the milk flow was
broaght back to two quarts per day.
Siuce then she has proved barren.

The beifer is by no means a promising
ovne. Two quarts of grain could not
spoil any ordinary heifer. Several times
that smount of shorts should not lujure
an animal in her condition. If menl
given 100 soon after calving caused some
fever s0 as to dry up the miik, the small
quantity vielded later indicates an un-
profitable animal. If she has fattened
%0 a8 to become barren, the best thing
to do is to turn her for beef. Some ag-
ricultural papers with veterinary depart-
ments would advise to send to that de-
partment for a bottle of their celebrated
medicine for such cases, but | have little
faith in medicine to cure complaints of
that kind. Doctor Law says that the
preventive of barrenpess is  sound
hygiend ; in other words, keep animals
heslthy by suitable feed and exercise.
Unless the animal in question is par-
ticularly promising on aecount of breed,
I doudt if she will ever make a profitable
cow. Far too many unprofitable ani-
mals sre now lo the country. Failure to
breed is sometimes caused by tuberculo-
sis in the generstive organs. Of course
it is folly to bother with such animals as
breeders. An overfst cow may some-
times be brought in condition agsin by
keeping her in short pasture where she
will have to work for her living. If star-
J vation is the cause of barrenness, a gen-
erovs diet to restore vigor is the proper
| remedy. Withholding service ome or
| two periods is effectusl in some cases.

| Crop prospects hout the coun-
try are positively brilliant as a whole,
although New Engiand and some states
farther west would welcome more sun-
shine and s cessation of heavy rainfall
for the time being. We do not recall a
| season in many years when the first of
June came in with such bright prospects
for the farmer, taking everything into
consideration. It is of course too early
to sttempt aoy forecast of prices for
this sesson’s crops, but a world-wide
view of the whole situstion furnishes
| further basis for the hope that we have
| eptered upon an ers of agricultural pros-
perity and upward prices, in contradis-
tinction to agricultural depression and
talling markets which, with a few unim-
portant exceptions, characterized the
decsde from 1885 to 1593, As early as
July and August last, the Homestead
pointed out the reasons for expecting a
larger measure of prosperity for farmers,
.nd the season since has more than
demonstrated the sceurscy of our judg-
ment. It is certainly a time for the
turmer and his family to be of good
cheer.— Homestead.

I have made no account of shrinkage
in value of cows, as | think every dairy-
man should be sble, by judicious trad-
ing, to keep the quality good.

MIilk snd skim milk sold
by the quart was charged five and two
cents respectively, skim milk fed to
stock charged at one and ooe-half cents
per gallon.

SUMMARY.

With common cows in common sur-
roundings, and primitive methods of
feeding, and disposing of the cream to
the factory in the ordioary way, [ have
made nine cows pay their runniog ex-
penses, interest on the investment, and
declared an anoual dividend of 53 per
cent, besidea furnishing a home market
for fodder and work, and we all know
thst a home market is the best in the
world.

1o other words, I have produced but-
ter in the cream at the door at a coat of
115 cents per pound.—Cor. of New Eng-
land Farmer.

MOLES THE GARDENER'S FRIENDS
Your correspondent of Vermout, tells
that old wornout story that “the moles
ate his neighbor's peas.” After all that
has been written about this subject it
seems strange that any one should be
led into such an error. But asa rule,
farmers are not very close observers un-
leas they have had some special training
that has tsught them to use their eves.
Twenty-five years ago, the late Charles
V. Riley, one of the most accomplished
entomologista of the world, and one of
the moat practical, made this experiment.
He took a large dry goods box, filled it
with garden soil and in it put six moles.
He also added a motley collection of
grubworms, cutworms, fish worms,
beetles, ete. He also inserted from day
to day pleces of vegetables of different
kinds, keeping a record of everything
that went in the box. All decayed por-
tions of vegetables were removed from
time to time. At the end of six weeks
he took his moles out in fine condition
snd turned them loose and then went to
sifting the soil. Every worm big and
little was gone and every plece of vege-
table food was recovered or sccounted
for and not one piece of the latter had
been touched by the moles. Mr. Riley
had recently returned from France where
there was a fine of five francs for killing
a mole.

I have long been a careful observer of
the mole and its habita. When | have
had s piece of ground infested with cut-
worms or grubworms I have caught
moles and turned them loose, and if not
too much disturbed they will sooun clear
it of worms, but in 25 years' close ob-
servation | have never seen any vegela-
ble matter of any kind eaten by them.
They feed entirely upon sanimal food.
They sometimes do slight damage by
lifting & plant so that its roots die from
lack of moisture. Your correspondent’s
pea vines were probably eaten by cut-
worms and the mole was after the worm

They were married and
came to live here at her home in Lanark.
At that time the warrior was engaged in
various adventures against the Southron
oppression, and night after night eagerly
she watched the winding pathway that
led from Lanark down the heights, to
catch the first glimpse of her beloved.
This same bright moon that now looks
down o'er the peaceful valley, hovered
over ber vigils alx centuries ago, but
now with the blessed light of peace, ln-
stead of shedding its lustre on gory flelds
of slaughter.

But one fatal night, ah! who shall tell
the sgony th«t awsited bher loved and
lover, when he returned, no more toa
liviog, throbbing welcome, but to & mur-
dered bride! This was the tragle cir-
cumstance which first excited him to
draw hia aword for Scotland, though it
may be thought too much like a creation
of modern romance; but we have before
demonstrated that the history of this
proud old nation is f«r more tinged with
romance and tragedy than any creation
of fiction could be.

That pight the well known pibroch of
Lanarkshire sounded over the hilla and
valleys, as Wallace summoned his fol-
lowers to avenge the murder of his wife,
saying to them the memorable words,
“‘Before that moon sets the tyrant of
Lioark must fall in blood, or Wallace
return no more."

Though Lanark is a most interesting
towp, it s the country people who ap-
peal most to the interest and Imagins-
tion, and not the denizens of the city,
for in most places, the world over, city-
bred people are much alike, and offer not
s0 many fascinating features to the ob-
server as do the lowly bred country folk ;
80, Instead of looking about the little
city, a stroll by the banks of Clyde,
whose waters form many a fantastic cas-
cade, s more to the taste. The upper-
most fall, called Bonnington Linn—for a
fall in Scotland is a linn—Is reached by a
beautiful moss-grown pathway, through
the grounds of Bonnington, the seat of
Sir Charles Ross, a descendant of the
tamous Roais clan of Scotland. Visitors
are seldom admitted, but your corre-
spondent had no difficalty In galning eo-
trance, where the master of the house
showed a portrait taken from life, of
Wm. Wallace, a most priceless relic,
and s curious old chalr iln which he used
to sit.

A little farther on is Cora Linn, the
finest fall of sll, where the river takes
three distinct leaps and falls altogether
many hundred feet it seems. On the
opposite cliff is a little pavilion fitted up
with mirrors. so contrived as to give the
water the appearance of being precipated
upon the spectator. Adjoining is the old
Castle of Cora, and the old mansion of
Covehouse, and & stone's throw below Is
the little village of New Lanark, found-
ed by the benevolent David Dale, the
grandfather of Robert Dale Owen. The
inhabitants are emploved io the adjoin-
ing cotton spinning mills.

Stonebyres,the fall of greatest volume,
is just below, and the river being broader
here it rushes over its T&mlplmnl bed
with great grandeur. ooly “f to
gain access to the fall is by scrambling
up the dangerous steps called Jacob's
Ladder. One unpropitious moment the
earth gave way under the feet, and down
the unfortunate victim went, sliding
about fifty feet over rocks and crags and
roots and every kind of geological form-
ation, and but for a friendly sapliog that
grew on the brink of the river, which
broke the force of the slide and enabled
the hands to grasp Its succoring
branches, a ducking in the river would
have been the consequence; and as no
human being was in sight or hearing, and
the victim of this mischance could swim

It
is around this stone and the historical
characters connected with it, that Sir
Walter Scott wove his story The Talls-
man.

But the famous cave, where Wallace
took refuge that night after he had slain
his enemy, is the objective point; and
ghortly a tiny crofter's cot comes in
sight, at which information is sought
regarding the desired direction to take.
A knock at the door brings forth a
young girl, whose blushes at sight ofa
straoger cannot be hidden under the rich
glow of complexion that sun and wind
and sky had given to her velvet cheek.
She surely must be the prototype of the
beauty of whom Burns wrote:

Her yellow halr compare
coin mum bher swan-white neck,
And her two eyes like stars In akies
Would keep a sinking ship frae wreck.

A VERY FINE ASPARAGUS SOUP.
Take one bundle, or about twelve
good-sized shoots of asparagus; peel,

cut off the heads and put them aside;
cut the remalning part of the shoots into
pleces about an Inch long. Cover with

a quart of water; boll for five minutes,
drain and throw the water away; cover
again with one quart of bolling water;
add a teaspoonful of salt, simmer gently
for thirty minutes and press through s
colander; add one pint of milk: rub to-
gether a tablespoonful and a half of but-
ter and three rounded tablespoonfuls of
flour; add them carefully to the hot
soup; stir until thick and smooth, using
a double boller for the second prepara-
tion. Add a teaspoonful and a half of
ealt, and a quarter of a teaspoonful of
black pepper; strain this through a fine
sleve; reheat and serve very hot.

CREAM OF ARTICHOKE 80CTP.

Take four medlum-sized fresh artl-
chokes ; wash, boll untll tender, and re-
move the skins; chop the artichokes
very fine, then mash them through a
colander. Puat two tablespoonfuls of
butter into a saucepsn; add one sliced
onlon, shake and stir without browning
until the onion Is soft and tender. Add
u bay leaf. Moisten two tablespoonfuls
of flour in a little cold milk, then add
this to one quart of milk; strain into
the saucepan with the butter and onion.
Add the artichoke that has been pressed
through a colander, and stir constantly
until it reaches the boiling point. Straln
through a fine sieve: add a teaspoonful
of salt, a dash of red pepper and serve.
CREAM OF LIMA BEAN SOUP.

Cook one pint of good-sized lima
beans In salted water until perfectly
tender, and press through a colander.
Add to them gradually one quart of
milk; turn into s double boller, and add
a tablespoonful of grated onion, a bay
leaf and a blade of mace. Rubd together
one tablespoonful of butter and two of
flour; add to the mixture; stir untll
thick and smooth; put through a fine
sieve; add a teaspoonful of salt, a dash
ol pepper, and the soup Is ready to serve.

' hite beans, such as kidney, or any
fresh shell beans, may be used In the
same way. The flavorings may be
changed : celery salt may be added in
the place or & bay leaf, or a single clove
may be added.

BLACK HEAN SOUP.

It is very common to use, in maklog
this soup, a good beef stock. Belng
quite putritious, however, it may be
made from water alone. Soak the beans
over night; next mornlog drain off the
water, cover them with cold water,
bring them to beolling point, drain and
throw away the water. To a pint of
beans add two quarts of water. Simmer
gently for one hour, then add an onion
with half a dozen cloves stuck Init, a
bay leaf, and s teaspoonful of celery
salt: cook the beans slowly for another
hour, and press through a colander.
Add a tablespoonful of butter, return
the mixture to the fire, and if too thick
add just a little boiling water. Put Into
the soup tureen which is to be used at
the table two hard-boiled eggs cut into
thin slices, hall a lemon and & table
spoonful of chopped parsley; you may
add, also, a teaspoonful of Worcester-
shire ssuce. Pour iothe puree, and
serve with croutons.

Dried white bean, gplit pea and lentil
soups may be made after this same
receipt.

BISQUE OF crcumskr sour.

Put two tablespoonfuls of butter and
one onion together in a double boiler;
cover Lhe boiler, and allow thls to cook
for thirty minutes; then add four good-
sized, almost ripe cucumbers that have
heen peeled and grated; stir for a mo-
men! ; add & teaspoonful of celery salt
and one quart of milk. Rub together
ope tablespoonful of butter and two of
flour; add to the mixture, cook until
thick and smooth. Add a dash of red
pepper, and strain through s very fine
sleve. Reheat and serve with squares
of toasted bread.

Squash soup may be made after this
same receipt, boiling and mashing the
squash, and adding it to the onion, and
finishing the same as directed for the
bisque of cucumber.

CREAM OF CORN S0UF.

Score down the grains and press out
the pulp from rix goodsized ears of corn;
add to this in a double boiler one quart
of milk, s teaspoonful of grated onion,
oot more than one-eighth of a teaspoon-
ful of ground mace, sbout & teaspoonful
of salt and a dash of pepper, and, if you
like, a teaspoonful of sugar. b to-
gether one tablespoonful of butter and
two of flour; add to the soup and stir
until thick. Serve o a hot tureen after
pressing through s puree sleve.

CREAM OF CARROT SOUP.

Grate three good-sized carrots; cover
them with a pint of hot water; add a
slice of onion, a bay leaf and two cloves;
cover and cook slowly for one hour.
Rub together two tablespoonfuls of but-
ter and three of flour; add to the carrot
mixture a quart of milk, stir in the thick-
ening, and stir carefully until the boll-
ing point is reached, and press through
a sieve. Season with a teaspoonful and
abalf of salt and a quarter of a tea-
spoonful of pepper.

Salsify, turn E:nd parsnip soups may
be made after the same receipt.

CREAM OF CELERY SOUP.

This, perhaps, is the daiotiest of all
the thicker cresm soups. Take three
heads of celery, wash and cut into small
pleces; cover with one quart of water,
cook slowly for a hﬂf hour; press
through a colander, using just a8 much
of the celery as possible. Put thisin a
double boiler with one quartof milk.
Rub together three tablespoonfuls of
butter and three of flour; add to the
soup and cook until smooth and thick;
add a tesspoonful and a half of salt and
a dash of pepper.

GREEN PEA SOUP.

Shell two quarts of fresh green 3
wash the shells, and cover tiem uPl:l‘l.n
quart of water; boll five minutes, drain.
Add to this water the peas; cook until
tender, and press through a colander;
add two teaspoonfuls of sugar. Adda
pint of milk, two tablespoonfuls of but-
ter and two of flour; add salt and pep-
per, and gerve at once.

MOCK OYSTER SOUP.

Scrape twelve good-sized roots of
oyster plants or salsify and throw them
st once into cold water. Cut into thin
slices, cover with one quart of water
and cook gently for an hour, or until
perfectly tender. Add a quart of milk,

a few months following the cessation of
hostilities will fully repay all the money

spent in the war. When the grandeur
of the ides of freelng the downo-trodden,
oppressed Islands dawn upon Eumﬁ."
he continued, ‘‘several of those nations
will regret not having demanded the
political emancipation of the Island long
ago, and thus secured to themselves the
tremendous business which will come
from Cuba to the Uvited States. The
wealth and resoyrces of the Island have
been and still are greatly underestimated.
“[ have been all over the country on
horseback, and [ tell you that not one-
half of Cuba Is under cultivation. Her
crops can easily be trebled. KEven her
tarming methods are not yet modero-
ized. The sale of modern farm machin-
ery in Cuba, once peace is declsred, will
be enormous. If Cuba waz not a per-
fect garden she would not have pro-
gressed as she has under the Spanish
rule. In that respect she ls an exception.
People do not geperslly understand to
what extent the Spanish have tyrannized
over that beautiful island.

“Cubans have been taxed to death,
and the worst of It is that the money
thus collected has not been expended for
the benefit of the people there, but went
to the home government—at least, what
remained of it after the local officials
had extracted their stealings.

“The custom house at Huvana has
long been one of the worst pest holes In
the world. Bribery of the port officials
has been a common thing for years. For
instance, there is no dutv on corn, but
there is a high tax upon flour.  Accord-
ing to the rules, every tenth barrel must
be opened and inspected. A deal will be
made with the collector whereby a cargo
of flour will be admitted for small pay-
ment, which goes into the pockets of
the officials. The cargo will be labeled
corn, and every tenth barrel is filled
with that article and given a distinguish-
ing mark. Thus it is passed through
the hands of the collector—nine oot of
every ten barrels contsining flour. Many
thousands of barrels of flour have also
been shipped to Havana covered with a
cargo of coal.  Cheese Is sent down in
the centre of a barrel of potatoes, und
jowelry 1s often stored In s case of
wooden ware. Every branch of the
government I8 notoriously corrupt.

“'In introducing goods these officials
had to be bought up all along the line
from the highest to the lowest. If the
Spaniards saw that you were getting a
foothold and selling conslderable quan-
titles of goods they immediately arrang-
ed for a special tax to cover your line.
Thus all progressive movements were
throttled. Notwithstanding all these
drawbacks the United States has been
constantly increasing her trade with
Cuaba for ffteen years and millions of
dollars have been invested there. Mod-
ern methods have thus been introduced
to some extent. Many of the natives
still care for the sugar in the old-fash-
foned way.

“‘While Cuba had the best seed tobreco
In the world, they sllowed vast ousn-
titles to go to waste. We Introduced
drying seeds, which saved all that was
formerly wasted. The introduction of
machinery effected s saviog of 20 per
cent in caring for sugar cane. These
and other reforms and changes were
being slowly accomplished under Span-
ish rule, and the strides made under sn
improved government will, in my opio-
jon, astonish the world. Take Mexico,
for example. Our business men began
trading with that couutry fifteen years
ago. She was then using English and
German machinery on a small scale.
(Our machines were lighter and did the
work as well. We soon got the trade.
At that time Mexico did not manufaci-
ure goods of any kind. Now she has
the fineat cotton and paper mills in the
world, and Is making wonderful strides
in civillzation and advancement. Just ss
soon as she broke the Spanish yoke the
improvement commenced and has con-
tinued ever since. In Cuba a Spanish
land-owner is content so long as his
plantation earns him a sufficlent Income
to allow his living in splendor in Madrid
or Paris. He does not care for improve-
ments or machinery. There is no go-
sheadativeness about the Spanlard. He
is a royal eotertainer, but dishonest in
his business dealings, not sparing his
own brother In matters of money and
business. Spaniards have no idea of
machinery. There are no engineers and
few mechanics among them.

“The vellow fever is confined almost
exclusively to Havana. It could be eas-
ily stamped out by the establishment of
sanitary regulsations and the cutting of
a canal from the harbor to the ocean.
The Spanish government made an ap-
propristion for this work, but it was
stolen by corrupt officials and the work
was never begun. Cuba's climate ls
naturally healthy, and the observance of
sanitary rules will make it free from
contagious disease like yellow fever.

One of the most striking things In any
country which Spain has dominated at
one time or another is the fact that the
people, no matter from what race they
spring, consider themselves superior to
and will not associate with the Spap-
jards. Even though they are assoclated
with the Spaniard and rule.”—New York
letter.
