LAWS RELATING TO THE DESTRUCTION

OF BIRDS.

Chapter 30, of the Revised Statutes,
Sections 23, M and 25, as amended in
1889, read as follows:

‘““Whoever kills or has in his possession,
except alive, any birds commonly known
as larks, robins, swallows, sparrows or
orioles or other insectivorous birds,
crows, English sparrows and hawks ex-
cepted, forfeits not less than one dollar,
nor more than five dollars, tor each such
bird killed, and the possession by any
person of such dead bird is prima facie
evidence that he killed such bird. Who-
ever at any time wantonly takes or de-
stroys the nest, eggs or unfledged young
of any wild bird, except crows, hawks
and owls, or takes any eggs or youog
from such nests, except for the purpose
of preserving the same as specimens, or
of rearing said young alive, forfeits not
less than one dollar nor more than ten
dollars for esch nest, egg or young, so
taken or destroyed. Whoever carries or
transports from place to place aoy of
the birds named herein during the period
in which the killing of such bird is pro-
hibited, torfeits five dollars for each bird
80 carried or transported.™
While chapter 11, section 97, provides
that it shall be the duty of all teachers
in the public schools of this state to de-
vote not less than ten minutes each week
to teaching to the children under their
charge the principlies of kindness to birds
and animals. Our law allows the :5:
pointing of commissions to take bi
and eggs for sclentific purposes, but such
commissions are surrounded by many
restrictions.

Every box of gela-
tine gives the proper proportions for its
use.
JELLIED CHERRIES.

The jelly may be of the original color
of the gelatine, an amber hue, or colored
+ hale pistache green. Use the solid wax
cherries, extracting the seed with a qulll,
and drop in before the jelly is firm.
Serve with cream.

CHERRY BLANC MANGE,

Take the cherry juice and sweeten,
vdd a tablespoontul of moss farioa, or
make a blanc mange as usual, and add
the cherry julce to make it pink. When
cold, heap whippe | cream around it, and
put some of the finest cherries on the
top.

A CHERRY RIRTHDAY CAKE.

For any child so happy as to be horn
in cherry time, his m r miy makea
cake (any good layer cake wlll do), with
1 filling of cherries, sweetened snd stew-
ed thick, and an icing may be colored
and flavored with cherry julce. Save
some of the finest cherries, a cluster
with stems, and dip them first in the
white of an egg, then in pulverized
sugar, and let them dry. Then lay these
lovely white frosted cherries on top of
the pink cake and light the little wax
tapers—as many as there are years—all
around It.

CRYSTALLIZED CHERRIES POR
HONBONS,

Make a thick syrup of a pound of sugar
snd a cupful of water. When this is
ready to crystallize, dip in the cherrles
one by one, takiog care not to break the
stems off, and let them dry. Put in tiny
~hite boxes long enough to hold the
stems also, and tie each with a little bow
of cherry colored ribbon. Or it incon-
venient to get the boxes, tie three of
these gl-cﬂf cherries with one or two
green leaves in a dainty koot of cherry
ribbon and lay on the napkin or plate.

CHERRY SALAD.

Put in small glass tumblers, first a
Iayer of banana slices, cut across, then
chopped orange slices, then either fresh
wax cherries stoned with a quill, or the
conserved cherries. Pour over all &
spoonful of lemon juice. Set Ina cold
p‘lm until you serve, which should be
s00n, as the banana darkens after belng
cut.

CHERRY AND ALMOND CROQUANTE.

Make a thick syrup of a pound of
sugar, and a cupful of water. Grease s
mold. Dip blanched almonds in the
syrup and arrange so that they line the
inside of the mold. Pat on ice. When
hard fill with jelly, and as soon as this
begins to grow thick, put in the cherries.
Turn the mold upside down on s plate
and wet with a cloth dipped in bot
water. Remove carefully.

SPICED CHERRIES,

An old recipe for serving with duck,
roast fowl, etc. Stone and stew the
cherries. Add sugar and vinegar and
spices—cinnamon, cloves, allspice—to
taste, Also a little lemon julce. Use
cold.—Table Talk.

SOUR CREAM
GINGER CAKES.

Two eggs, beaten without separating,
one cupful New Orleans baking molasses,
one cupful sour cream, two and one-
third cupfuls of sifted flour, pinch of
salt, one teaspoonful of ginger. Add
also a pioch of cloves, cinnsmon and
grated nutmeg to taste. One teaspoon-
ful soda dissolved in a little boiling
water, added last. Beat hard for s few
minutes, and bake in patty pans. This
will make twenty cakes.

FRIED CAKES.

One cuptul of sour cream, one cuplul
of powdered sugar, two eggs, one lea-
spoonful of sods, one-guarter teaspoon-
ful each of salt, cinnamon and nutmeg,
one-half teaspoonful vanilla, flour for
soft dough. Put the sugar in the cream
and let stand while getting the other
ingredients ready. Mix, roll and cut as
any doughouta and fry in hot fat. Drain,

roll in powdered sugar. These are
delicious.

COOKERY.

FRUIT CAKE.

One pound of ralsins, seeded and cut,
one level teaspoonful of soda dissolved
in one tablespoonful of boiling water
sdded to half-cupful of New Orleans bak-
ing molasses, one cupful of brown
sugar, and one cupful of thick, sour
cream. Beat thoroughly and add three
cupfuls of sifted flour (less the amount
required to flour the raisins). Beat
again hard and add one tablespoonful of
cionamon, one teaspoonful of allspice,
pinch of salt, one nutmeg grated, and
last the floured ralsins. Bake in a
moderate oven one hogr. A glass of
preserved strawberries or cherries can be
added just before the raisins, and alsoa
little cut citron, if desired.

BISCUIT DOUGH
made by substituting sour cream for the
sweet milk, and soda for the bakiog
powder (oue teaspoonful of soda in place
of three teasponnfuls of baking powder)
snd omitting the shortening, can be used
for fruit dumplings, steamed puddinge,
and also for the small steam dumplings
served with meat stews.

GRAHAM GEMS,

One cupful of sour cream, one cupful
of buttermilk, one-half cupful of sugar
and one-halt teaspoonful of salt, two
ge, beaten without rating, one
teaspoonful of soda dissolved in a little
boiling water, grabam flour to make
rather a stiff batter.
