The People’s Movement. 
We are in constant receipt of comtnuu iea- 

tions from all parts of the state, not excepting 
the city of Bangor, expressing satisfaction as 

to the course of the Press on the senatorial 
question and giving assurance of the sympa- 
thy generally prevalent among Republicans, 
in the great fight of the party against the in- 
triguers and spoilsmen whose conspicuous- 
ness and assumption of control are so dam- 
aging to the good name and future prospects 
of the party. Of course we can publish 
only a small portion of these letters, but we 

beg our friends not to desist from, expression 
because of the non-appearance of their good 
words. They are useful and helpful because 

they show that not only leaders, but the rauk 
and tile of the party, the great body of honest 
citizens, are with us, aud they enable us to 
know what men are willing to give assistance 
and help in the fight. We shall make them 
effective in the good work against the per- 
nicious system which is oppressing our politi- 
ten ciuuuu. 

We have already published some communi- 
cations and extracts, and expect to publish 
others on this subject. Of course we do not 

approve or sanction ail that may be in them, 
tut publish them as they are, that our read- 
ers may have them fresh from the people just 
as they come to us. We publish also articles 
from other papers, in the same spirit, in order 
that it may be seen how deep an interest, 
this contest for the life of the Republican 
party excites everywhere. 

The information which comes from the 
counties and representative districts, indicate* 
that the extravagant claims of the Hamlin 
operators as to the number of men they had 
“got” were impudent and baselesss assump- 
tions. It seems that there have never been 
more than forty-five members whom they had 

any right to claim, and that they have made 
up their lists by taking all the “unmarked 
logs,” many of which will rot easily be 

brought into the Hamlin boom. In this great 
body of unpledged men lies the hope of the 

party; upon them devolves the grave respon- 
sibility of rescuing the organization from the 
perils upon which it has fallen and of refusing 
to permit it to drift to destruction in the face 

of obvious danger. If there is a sufficient 
care for the party welfare to lead to such an 

expression of the popular will as to break the 
bands which the professional politicians have 
bound around the organization, we may look 
for a long career of usefulness and honor for 
the party, about which clusters so many 
heroic memories. The political body which 
cannot save itself must fall. When there 
arises an organization within the organiza- 
tion, which gains absolute mastery of the 
party machinery, by the industry and ad- 
dress inspired by greed, the average citizen 
outside the ring, finding that his attendance 
upon caucuses means only to assist the man- 

agers or to be defeated by them and his vote 
at the polls is only a ratification of their 
edicts, will be likely to get tired of the party 
and to decline to adorn further their trium- 
phal processions. The fate of the Demo- 
cratic party was sealed when it fell intp 
this condition during the Pierce and Buchan- 
an administrations. Are we not drifting into 
precisely the same condition ? This question 
merits the thoughtful consideration of the 
Republican members of the Legislature in 
whose bands is the power of cure. 

A letter from Marshal Ney bearing the 
date May 19, 1819, has just been received by 
a Philadelphia medium. The length of time 
consumed in its passage suggests some curi- 
ous questions. Ths first and most obvious 
idea which strikes the mind is the great dis- 
tance of Philadelphia from the spirit land. 
We have the impression that communica- 
tions of this nature have been received in 
other cities in much quicker time; but in jus- 
tice to the Quaker City it should be borne in 
mind that possibly the immaterial postal 
routes are subject to the same vexatious de- 

lays as our own. But unless the missive has 
beeu delayed by some stupid supernal post- 
master the time occupied in its transmission 
furnishes au important datum for the deter- 
mination of the distance between its starting 
point and Philadelphia. The knowledge of 
the rapidity of nerve motion gives us the oth- 
er factor (the velocity of thought) required 
in the solution of the problem, aud the ap- 

plication of well-known mathematical rules 
will determine the answer. It may be re- 

marked in conclusion that the subject matter 
of the Marshal’s letter is of little public in- 
terest—or private either, for that matter. 

On the best authority, we ate enabled to 
state that the reports relative to a quarrel be- 
tween the Eastern aud Maine Central Rail- 
road directors, and that the former owes the 
latter a large sum of money, are not true. 
The Eastern has paid promptly “all adjusted 
balances aud is not chargeable with withhold- 
ing a dollar due the Maine Central.” From 
the same authority we learn that “it may 
not be denied that au effort is being made by 
the managers of the different railroad inter- 
ests centering in Portland, to harmonize 
those interests, with a view of affording the 

public every business facility in their power, 
and at the same time promise more favorable 
results to stockholders. Such was the object 
of the meeting Wednesday evening.” 

Tiie Philadelphia Press inclines to llie 

opinion that W. A. Wallace will be the suc- 

cessor of Senator Scott. His friends are urg- 
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hard battles, endured more contumely, re- 

proach, slander aud pecuniary loss, and held 
fewer offices than any member of the Demo- 
cratic patty in Pennsylvania. These argu- 
ments promise to prove effective. If the De- 

mocracy purpose to reward all the battered 
veteians who have been bruiied in the fight 
against freedom, they must be speedy about 

it; for the people feel quite differently, and 
will take the first opportunity to slop that 

sort of thing. 

A delegation of Boston lawyers is at 

Washington in consultation with the Justices 
of the Supreme Court and with members of 
the congressional judiciary committees in rela 
tion to a reorganization of the system of do- 

ing business in the United States courts. 

The Supreme Court is three years behind 
with its business, and the system is said to 

be totally inadequate to the present needs of 
the courts. An effort will be made to secure

Am to Mr. Hamlin. 

There is still another gentleman who is desi- 
rous of serving his country awhile longer la 
that very comfortable article which some of our 

contemporaries, who have had the advantage of 
a liberal education, are wont to allude to as 
“the curule chair.’’ His respectable name is 
Hannibal Hamlin. We are not aware that 
Mr. Hamlin wants to be vindicated against 
anybody in particular; hut he likes the berth 
and thinks he sect his way clear to keeping it. 
It may be a case of optical illusloo, however- 
At the time of his last election, he was under- 
stood to distinctly and solemnly promise that 
he would not again be a candidate. Under 
these circumstances, his reappearance has nat- 
urally created some surprise and some disgust— 
more disgust, we should say, than surprise. 
There has been a feeling among tbe better class 
of Maine Republicans for many years past that 
Mr. Hamlin was a load upon tbe party which 
it could not afford to carry much further. This 
feeling, hitherto mute and undemonstrative for 
the must part, is now articulate, outspoken, 
menacing. There is something very like open 
revolt. The Portland Pbess, a journal whose 
word carries weight with Maine Republicans, is 
making the greatest fight of its history against 
this re-election, and it lias avowed allies and 
secret sympathizers in every county of the 
state. It is not so much what Mr. Hamlin is 
as what he is not, what he has done as what he 
has left undone, that is damaging him in this 
canvass. Conceding to him personal integrity 
and amiability, his opponents urge that he has 
neither the intellectual ability nor the moral 
courage that should go to the composition of a 
senator of the United States in such an era 
as this; that, bis amiability is a positive dis- 
qualification; that, cither from this same good- 
natured unwillingness to give offense, or from 
timidity, or from the dullness of his moral aud 
political perceptions; he has acquiesced iu the 
entire series of criminal blunders which has* 
brought the Republican party to death’s door; 
that be has become tbe bead center of the of- 
fice-holdiug rings which furnish the Maine ar- 
ticle of “Butlerism;” that his candidature, un- 
der the circumstances, is ani nsult and a peril; 
that his re-election will bea case of party sui- 

The Press aud other journals are putting 
these and the like considerations, day after day, 
with an earnestness and vigor that must, one 
would say, give the Republican legislators 
pause. It is true, the fact of incumbency and 
the possession of the machine give Mr. Hamlin 
a certain advantage over the opposition. As 
the Press says: "It is like a small force of 
regulars against a great body of unorganised 
volunteers—like the Swiss mercenaries cor- 
fronted with the French people. The fight of 
numbers and enthusiasm against discipline and 
self-inter* st is a hard, but by no means a hope- 
less one." It is true, also, that the members of 
the congressional delegation hare come to the 
rescue, and that Mr. Blame, who is a power in 
Maine politics, has written a Hamlin letter. 
But here again we may qnote a sentence or two 
from the Press: “Mr. Blaine's judgment, uu 

biased and with fall knowledge of the facts, 
would be of great value. Mr. Blaioe’s utter- 
ances, complicated by personal feeliug aud per- 
sonal dauger, may be of very little valne. Be 
sides this, Mr. Blaine, surrounded by flatterers 
aud misled by parasites, is in no position to 

comprehend the true state of public feeling and 
of public desire.” There certainly seems to be 
a rising tide of opinion and feeling—quite as 

much the latter as t he former—which bodes Mr. 
Hamlin no good. The recent letter of ex-Gov. 
Auson P. Morrill—in reply to Mr. Blaine—is a 
very significant straw. In apite of the brag of 
Mr. Hamlin's office-holders, ft tarns oat that a 

majority of the Legislature are as yet unpledged. 
To outside observers, it looks as though his 
chance lay in persuading or coercing the Repub- 
lican members into a caucus. If ithe “anti*’ 
papers and leaders of the party choose to take 
the risk and moet him on his own ground, it is 
their funeral and not ours. Bat it would seem 

better politics not to take an unnecessary risk 
in such a contest, where the enemy already has. 
confessedly, the advantages of position. With 
the caucus, the result is doubtful. Without it, 
the result ought to lie certain. It can be made 
absolutely oeriain, if the right man can be per- 
suaded to enter the lists against Mr. Hamlin. 
The name of this man is John A. Peters. 

Report oT the Commissioner of the 
Penobscot Indians. 

The report of the agent of the Penobscot 
tribe of Indians, Mr. Geo. F. Dillingham, indi- 
cates that the condition of that tribe does not 

differ materially from that of former years- 
During the year the total expenditures for the 
tribe has been $3,419.30, and the total receipts 
(by iwarrant) $8,419.91 The largest expendi- 
tures have been for the support of the sick and 
infirm ($1,939.38 ) and for fuel ($4,688.40.) The 
fund sibling from leases of shores belonging to 

tho tribe and the special appropriations of the 

Legislature amounts to $5,756.85, which has 
been disbursed as follows:—For support of 

schools, $400; salaries of governor, lientenant- 
goveruor, and priest, $180; paid to members of 
the tribe, under chap. 267, Laws of 1873 
$4,631.00; balance remaining, $545.83. 

This is the first year that the above named 
law has, or could have, a practical operation, 
and the result has proved it’ln be highly bene- 
ficial, and of great assistance|to the tribe,—per- 
haps more especially so this year on account of 
the great depression in business enterprises, and 
the consequent small demand for labor in lum- 
bering operations, which usually furnish a large 
part of the Indians’ employment. 

Tbe schools tangbt appear to have been io all 
reflects conducted to tbe general satisfaction of 
the tribe interested in them respectively. 

The agent has erected a scboolhonse at 
Olarnod Island, sufficiently large to accommo- 
date all the scholars in that vicinity, and has 
repaired the ell of tbe parsonage. The crops 
raised by the Indians have been rather below 
the average, on account of inability to com- 

mence farming operations in ibe early spring 
and lack of sufficient manure,Jby which latter 
want the land is being exhausted. The physi- 
cal, social and sanitary condition of the tribe 
presents no material change. Their labor has 
not beeu in great demand, and consequently 
low prices have prevailed. In tbe sale of 
baskets, toy canoes, &c., they have met with 
better success, and tbe demaud upon them for 
fancy wares has called into exercise their ip 
ventive faculties. The amount of the wood bill 
has been very large, on account of the lack of 
wood lots and the absence of saw mills. 

Tbe agent thinks some police arrangements 
should be made to prevent tbe disturbance* at 
Indian dances occasioned by liquor carried 
there by the whites. 

The agent suggests to the Legislature the pro- 

£riety of purchasing the old field notes of 
ore Alford, who surveyed tbe islands in the 

l’euohscot river, and which can be bought 
probably for less than $100.

VewelM Condemned. 

Boston, Dec. 16.—In the U. S. District Court 
Judge Lowell gave a dtcision in the oases of 
the United States agsiiet the brig Mary Celeste, 
and the schooner Sylvia W. Swazy. Proceed- 

ings were bronght under information hied by 
the District Attorney, alleging that the vessels 
were of American build, and tbafc during the 
late war were transferred to the British owners. 

Subsequently the vessels were sold to American 
owners, and they took out new papers of regis- 
tration, swearing therein that the vessels were 

of foreign register, and that they had been 
wrecked in American waters. The court finds 
that the law has been violated, and condemns 
the vessels.

God in the Constitution. 

The convention of the New England friends 
of the movement to secure a religious amend- 
ment of the constitution of the United States 
met here to-night. Between 200 and 300 dele- 
gates were present. Charles G. Nazro was 

chosen president. 
Judge Bennett reported a set of resolutions. 

First, that the connection which has hitherto 
existed and still exists in part between onr 

government and Christianity now demands ex- 

pression in our fundamental law. 
* Second, that such an expression aud authen- 

tication of the connection of our government 
with Christianity is now required fully and ex- 

plicitly to harmonize our national constitution 
with our common law aud the Christian ways 
of cur civil life. 

Third, that this recognition of Christianity in 

the national constitution does not involve a 

union of church and state, hut rather the oppo- 
site since it enables the nation to express its 
own relations to Christianity without in'erven- 
tion of any church organization. 

Fourth, that as the Christiau institutions of 
this nation do not infringe upon the rights of 
auy class of citizens, hut on the bulwark and 
safeguard of all rights, the securing for 
tbe.?e institutions on explicit legal basis in our 
fundamental law cao be in no manner intoller- 
ant or proscriptive. 

Fifth, that this constitutional recognition of 
the connection of our government with Chris- 
tianity is necessary, not to sustaiu the] Chris- 
tian religion, but to aid in preserving and 

maintaining Christian institutions and usages 
of<our nation.

knowledge of the whereabouts of the Rosa 
child. 

Ex-Mayor Hall moved in the state «ourt 
chamber to-day that if the order restoring the 
performance of Les Deux Orphaliues in the 
Union Square Theatre was granted, an order 
to show cause should be gtanted.

WASHINGTON. 

The Amended Civil Rights Rill. 
Washinotoe, Dec. 16.—The House Com- 
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supplementary civil rights bill, taking that 
which passed the Senate last year and is now 

pending in the House as a foundation. The 
only alterations are the omission of ceme- 
teries and the insertion of a provision for sepa- 
rate school for whites and blacks with equip- 
ments and provisions for instruction in all re- 

spects equal, the appropriation of school funds 
to be pro rata between the races. An altera- 
tion is also make in tbe matter of punishment 
for violation of the law. Instead of tbe penal 
ties being cumulative, the House Committee 
made them either civil or criminal. 

Tbe chairman of the committee has been in- 
structed to report the bill as a substitute for tbe 
Senate bill with the understanding that Mr. 
White of the committee shall offer bis bill as a 

substitute. Tbe latter does not prohibit sepa- 
rate accommodations in tbe schools, railroads, 
inns, etc., for the two races, provided tbe ac- 
commodations are of equal equipment and 
kind. 

Treasury Balances. 
The following are the Treasury balances for 

to-day:—Currency, $14,682,556; special deposit 
of legal tenders for redemption of certificates of 
deposit, $49 080,000;coin, $77,823,327, including

Ip the Court of Commissioners for the Ala- 

bama Claims, to-day, Gen. Creswell and Judge 
It. M. Corwine argued the case of whale ship

breaking up of the voyage and loss of the Out- 
fit, refit and investment, amounting to many 
thousand dollars. 

Tbe United States demurred and denied tbe 
right of the owners of the Splendid to recover 
uuder tbe law, claiming there could be no re- 

covery except for the property destroyed. 
To this Corwine replied, that the act provid- 

ed for two classes of claims, viz.: First, those 
which resulted in total loss; second,those which 
result from partial loss. That whereever there 
was proof of actual loss, a recovery followed as 
a matter of course. Tbe court held Ihe case 
under advisement. 

The same gentleman will argue the interest- 
ing questiou of tbe right of the British subject 
to participate in this fund for a loss accruing 
on an American vessel, the subject being a res- 
ident of the United States when the loss occur- 
red and has so continued ever since.

Last evening Euocli Knight, esq., delivered 
iu the Mercantile course to a large audience in 

City Hall his lecture entitled "Wit and Hum- 

or." It is hut simple justice to Mr. Knight to 

say that his lecture will compare favorably 
with aDy delivered iu the course this season, 

and that in fact it is superior in ability aud 

subject matter to nearly all. We present an 

abstract. 
That wit or humor can ever bo “(nought 

out” by practice, by sitting dowr, however 

doggedly,to work, may be fairly doubted. In- 

deed, to undertake. to bo “funDy” is a very 
serious business. But in the first place, the 

difference between these two great lights of 

life and know'edgc should be remembered, for 

in Iheir true place and exercise they make up 
the brightest aud best phase of our literature. 
Even many cultivated persons have failed to 

make and bold this high distinction, for wit 

may be, and generally is, anything but fuu, iu 

which general class humor is almost always 
found. Any terse aud vigorous form of speech 
will answer'the general definition of it, though 
it sting like a serpent’s fangs, and rankle in 
the memory like poison in the blood, and, in 

fact, tiie wittiest men the world ever saw never 
knew the lovely light and the warmth of hum- 
or at all. Wit is the scimeter stroke that 
makes the victim cringe longere the abrasion or 
the blood appear; while humor may be ouly the 
stuffed club that contuses aud puts to discom- 
fiture and route, but never quite destroys. Wit 
is the thunderbolt that crashes through the 
roof straight to the mischief; while humor is 
that milder Hash that throws its strange, fan- 
tastic gleames into marvellous variety, leapiug, 
glowing and blinding in its glare, hat it never 
kills. Sure, Johnson was a great leader in the 
school of British wit, and v.’ho wielded the two- 
handed sword of British criticism with merci- 
less stroke, crushing every skull around him 
except that of the airy and shallow Boswell, 
whe seems to have beeu the ouly spared monu- 

ment of that wealth of weird and wrathful 
wit—spared to give us the life of his master 
wlio’e service was sweetly slavish. Johnson 
hail many moods, and was, possibly, something 
more than a wit; but iu no true sense was he a 

humorist, and no tLouglitful essayist has ever 

put him there. Sir Philip Eraucis was only 
another, and a finer, type of the sturdy wit of 
that time and people-^-dogged, disperate wit, 
,it piuttmaail iis words hv hard means and uev- 

er illumined by one gleam that lights up|the do- 
main of humor. And so of wit in our own 

land and day. The wittiest American orator is 
Wendell Phillips, a man whose very humanity 
is set on an intellectual formula, whose wit 

spared not Lincoln in the terrible days of ’64, 
nor Seward in his grave—whose intelligence is 
forever up to the snow line, and who never felt 
the tropical breath of humor. Indeed, wit is 
unlovely in all ages of literature, and not even 

George l3. Prentice, the wittiest American 
editor who ever lived, had enough of humor’s 
gentleness to take the rancor from his remorse- 
less wit. And the tendency of mere wit is 
always to embitter controversy, and to put off 
the fair consideration of most tliings.Tbe study 
of wit is hearty and vigorous, and sharpens 
one in a wonderful way, somehow, but its ten- 

dency is too much of invctive, too broad beg- 
gary of premises, too little of kindliness. 

But coming to the main branch of this 
theme, linmor, let us lake it ia its broadest 
and best estate, as we tiud it in ( ur own land, 
for American humor is as much broader than 
the British, with which alone we can compare 
it, as our country is broader than England. 
For hard-headed sense, and even for many 
forms of wit the British Isles have ranked 
high in production, hut for cosmopolitan hum- 
or no people on the earth can compare with us. 

Punch lias humor, but it is pinched, and pow 
dered', and provincial. The world has wondered 
why New York lias no Punch, like Loudon or 

Berlin, but the world has not stopped to think 
that fun is so abounding with us that no one 

recepticle can gatherum any peculiar measure, 
so much of immorous matter is to he found in 
all our periodical literature—the leading news- 

papers even, haviDg a feature if not a depart- 
ment. 

The lecturer then passed to a brief review of 
the foremost American humorists, aud the work 
accomplished by them. Volumes of bright 
things are said upon any general topic while it 
is passing before the popular gaze, and specific 
reforms wrought by this same gentle agency. 
.John Phenix’s matchless ridicule of govern- 

! meut expenditures on the golden shore of Cali- 
fornia shook the whole continent with laughter; 
and later the Bigelow Papers broke the front 
rank of the slave power as connected with the 
Mexicau war. A long train of half-fledged 
ard inconstant humorists followed these early 
writers, most of whom “wrote themselves out,” 
while a few have fully impressed themselves 
upon the literature of their times, in one or 
two instances clothing such in the armor of 
dialect, destructive and dominant. But much 
as- has been glorious iu this growth, a vast 
amount has been not only crude hut coarse and 
vulgar, mere lias oeen a tenuency ro ouscuru 

spelling, aud still absurder speech, nourished 
by thoughtless clamor of partizanship and sold 
in the market-places by indiscriminate puffing, 
investing our literature with a clownish and 
vulgar swagger aud slang that have no place in 
true humor—the humor of humanity. Kudo 
hands curse and despoil humor. It is a gentle 
thing and must not be overdone. 

A great number of illustrations were given of 
the comprehensive character of American, and 
its cosmopolitan range, utterances which the 
speaker claimed could never be made by other 
people on the whole earth, many of them of an 

intensely funny and epigrammatic kind. And 
this immeasureable fund of humor is not only 
the most buoyant and enjoyable of all intellect- 
ual things, but is the deepest and most appre- 
ciative of all human capabilities. The man 

who has delicate humor is a man generally of 
fine instincts, and without narrowness or bitter- 
ness in his heart, for humor is wit with a soul 
in it, flavored aud seasoned through and through 
with humanity and kindliness. And so it be- 
comes the great agency for good in the world. 

“Cervantes smiled Spain’s chivalry away.” 
; and in thousand well remembered struggles 

with humbugs and with grosser wrongs, when 
the mere ravings of wit have done their utmost 
humor has lifted the clouds and let in the_ bles- 
sed light of victory and peace. Humor is the 
great interpreter of all sentiment. It gives 
joy in times of joy, making gladness creep into 
our beans as the sunlight dances on summer 

waters, and in adversity its tears baptize every- 
thing that is sacred in grief ; for true humor 
can strike every note on the scale of the human 
passions. 

The lecturer paid a warm tribute to the great 
masters of humor, Beranger. Hood, Burns, 
Goldsmith, Addison, Thackeray, Dickens, and 
all the rest who have, stood upon the charmed 
heights, and urged that the standard be kept 
very high iu ail our literature. The noblest ex- 

pressions of manliness come forth through this 
gentle interpreter. Men have affected to des- 
pise sentiment, but they know not what they 
do. The intellect forms opinions, but the soul 
speaks in sentiment. Sentimont is the lan- 
guage of the heart, and true humor interprets 
it to all tne worm, Keeping in uieir jusi uamiiiu 

the true harmonies of this poor world—world 
that has had too much of the pageant of trag- 
edy that creaks its chariot wheels aiong the 
glaring, hardened h'ghways, aud too little of 
the gentle sunshine that penetrates every cran- 

ny of the crumbling back street. The lecture 
closed with an appeal for love and light in lit- 
erature that can alone glorify the life or trans- 

figure the promise of what is to come.
