In his lecture before the Mechanie Associ-
ation on Tuesday evening, Mr. Fobes esti-
mated the exemptions of church property in
this city at balf a million dollars. Is not this
altogether too moderate? Would not double
this sum fall short of the actnal amount? We
have taken some pains to obtain an accurate
estimate of the church property held by the
different denominations in our city, with the

following result;

In the above estimate is included the par-
sonages and other residences connected wilh
some of the churches which are exempted
under the law.

The exemptions of scientifie, literary, be-
nevolent and charitable institutions are esli-
mated at $700,000, and the United States’
government property exempted from taxa-
tion cannot fall short of $1,000,000. For sey-
eral years previons to the present, certain
husiness corporations were exempted, to the
aggregate amount of about $450,000. But
owing to the decision of the Supreme Court
that such exemptions are unconslitutional,
they are now included in the eity valuation.

It was, however, to the exemptions of
church property, that we attempted more
particularly to call attention, I this prop-
erty were all taxed, the community, as a
whole, would bave no more taxes to
to pay but each denomination or sect would
be obliged to bear its own burdens, so far as
taxation is concerned. As it now is, one de-
nomination in this city paying taxes on eight
or ten millions of property, get an exemption
on little over a quarter of a million of church
property, while apother which pays on an
amount of property estimated at between one
and two million dollars have an exemption of
a third of a million, while other sects having
no church property at all pay largely toward
the city’s needs.

There is so much of inequality, and even
injustice, in the present system of exempting
such property that the question will soom, if
it does not now, demand the attention of the
Legislature. Already the question is attract-
ing the attention of intelligent men both in
and out of the churches. A year since the
leading Baptist clergymen of Massachusetts
discussed the matter,-and a majority of them
expressed themselves as decidedly in favor of
a reasonable system for taxing church proper-
ty. The exemption of this class of property
from taxation is one of the bad results of the
pernicious theory of European governments
that there must be a union between the
church and state, and brought to this country
by the New England fathers who, inanother
form, united the fanetions of the two in their
peculiar parish system. Asthe system o
compelling the local or munieipal government
tosupport the church,has long since been cast
aside as impolitic and unjust, it is now time
to consider the propriety of overthrowing the
errors growing out of it.

Mg. GrADSTONE has stirred up a very live-
ly hornets’ nest. His public career, like that of
all wise men, has not been free from appar-

PPent inconsistencies, and his enemies are call-

ing attention to them. His latest assailant
Mr. H. O. Lewis, Member of Parliament for
an Irish borough, who addresses him in this
vigorous language: ““Your ideas ot the duty
of loyalty weuld appear to be regulated by
latitude rather than principle, You have
deified rebellion in the person of Garibaldi,
yet if James Stephens had fallen into your
hands, you would have hanged him. You
raised no voice against Englishmen going out
to fight under an Italian pirate against a soy-
ereign with whom England was at peace, yet
you sanctioned the punishment of Americans
who landed in Ireland to join the Fenians.
You said not a word against the soldiers of
Spain or Italy who violated tfheir oaths by
taking up arms against the sovereign to
whom they had sworn allegiance, yet you
condemned Irishmen to a life-long imprison-
ment for doing the same."”

THERE are so many reports from Washing-
ton to the effect that a majority of the Re-
publicans in Congress will agree to adopt
some measure during the present session
looking to a contraction of the currency and
a resumption of specie payments that one is
almost led to indulge in a hope that it will be
dome. It is evident that the inflation craze
has reached its elimax, and is on the decline.
The Democrats, it is said, show a disposition
to prevent the adoption of any measure
which will restore the public confidence
and give new life to the business and indus-
tries of the nation. The Democratic leaders
act as though they regard the prolonged pros-
tration of husiness, and the continuation of
that state of affairs which insures want and
distress to the mass of laboring men in the
country, as the surest means of achieving
vietory in 1876,  As they have always placed
the success of party above the welfare of the
country, we may expect that the Democracy
in Congress will place every obstacle in the
way of beneffcent legislation.

Action by the Republican

urean of Education as a necessary instrument
for obtaining and publishing educational statis-
tics, If the Democratic party proposed to be-
gin its new career of power by putting out the
eyes of the government, by destroying the
methods of obtaining intelligence as to the
condition of the people, if the government was
to enter on a system which builds penitentiaries
and was to take no steps to get information as
to whether it was not possible by a better sys-
tem to avoid the system for penitentiaries, then
he thought it was well that they should have
timely notice of it.

Mr, Willard of Vt. argued against the Bureau
of Education as unwarrauted interference with
a matter which the people themselves could and
did take batter care of, and declared that there
was no more reason for the Burean of Fduca-
tion or Bureau of Agriculture than for a Bureau
for surgery, or boots and shoes.

Various Matters.

MoNTGOMERY, Dee., 17.—The Alabawa coun-
ference of the Methodist Episcopal Church
(South) has adjonrned.

Bethea of Montgomery, as Commission-
ers,

Affairs at New Orleans.

New ORLEANs, Dec. 17.—The returning
board has reported on the reteros from 23 par-
isbes, besides the 1st and 20 congressional dis
tricts, and promulgate them. These give in
the House 33 radicals and 37 conservatives,

The students of the central boy’s high school
to-day appeared at the lower girl's high school,
to compel the removal therefrom of a pumber
of colored pupils. A committee of five entered
the school and stated the object of the visit,
threatening to use force if pecessary. All the
colored girls present promptly and quietly left
the boilding, and the boys returned to their
own school. It is believed that the school
board will establish an additional high school
for colored children, thus obviating further
trouble.

Result of the Scheol Omirage.

The action of the students of the Central
high school this afternoon in demanding the
removal of the colored pupils of the lower girls
high school, resulted in a genecral mele be-
tween whites and blacksin the peighborhood
of the girls’ school. A colored policeman was
badly hurt, being struckin the breast by a
negro with a belaying pin, and a number of
other persons were more or less injured. Dur-
ing the excitement a negro man fell dead of
heart disease,

In thejease of J. B, Elam, praying for a writ
of mandamus to compel tbe returning board to
receive the canvass and compile the returns of
De Soto parish, Judge Hawkins ot the Superior
District Court decided that be had no jurisdic-
tion to issue a mandamus,

Mecting of the Mississippi Legisl £,

Jackson, Dec, 17.—The Legisiaturo as-
gembled at noon to-day. Nearly all the mem-
bers were present.

The GGovernor’s messaze declares that the
{m:seut. condition of affairs was brought about

by violent men for political parposes. He says
at this moment the state and county authorities
are successfully resisted and the free action of
officials is impossible. Armed insurgents pro-
cure orders for elections with the intention that
the ballots be so cast, in such a reign of terror,
that the will of the majority may be un'one by
a minority., The insurgents have deliberately
and knowingly entered into the work of revo-
lution, and we must face the facts as they ex-
ist. ILf the insurrection is successful it must
reduce the will of the majority to the will of
the mioority, and that minority which means
to gain power by force, must retain it by legis-
lation as harsh and as cruel as its firgt acts of
violence.

In snch a case one race will be deprived of
their rights aund remanded to as unfortunate a
condition as they have ever known, or else be
compelled to wander, seeking homes with many
of their roce in other states.

He closes by requesting the Legislatare to
take snch steps as will overthrow the insurrec-
tion in Warren county and prevent similar oc-
currences in future.

Thicving Oficials.

PoiLAperpHIA, Dec. 17.—The joint special
committec of the City Council to investizate
the conduct of the Board of Health in giving
street cleaning contracts, made a report to-day,
showing a frightful amount of corruption In
the Board. In fact, it appears from this report
that the Board of Health has been run for
vears solely for the purpose of robbing the city
treasury. In the street cleaning countracts the
awards hava beeu almost invariably made to
the highest bidder, instead of the lowest as re-
quired by law. It isshown that the contracts
were awarded nearly to the amouns of $400,000
above the lowest bids, The report concludes
with a resolution for a complete reorganization
of the Board of Health.

PorTLAND BENEVOLENT Sociery.—The
gixty-ninth annual address before this society
will be delivered in the First Parish church
Sunday eveuing next, by Geo. F. Talbot, esq.
The first address was by Rev. Elijah Kellogg,
Oct. 17th, 1805, when a contribution of $213
was taken np, it being the largeston record.
In 1806 the address was by Stephen ILongfel-
low. esq.—contribution $160. Thisis the old-
est charitable society in the city; organized by
the golid men of Portland in 1803, to assist per-
sons of their class who might be reduced from
comfortable circumstances to poverty, without
near relatives to aid them. The gociety under
the control of good managers, has continued to
make its annnal distnibution to proper persons,
according toits limited means, Its present re-
sources are the annual contribution—about
$150—and $500 interest on invested funds.
Other donations, life memberships, and lega-
cies when received, are added to the perma-
nent fand,

An interesting addiess may be expected;

bring out a contribution equal to that secured
by the earnest and ringing appeal of Parson
Kellogg in the dimly lighted “Old Jerusaiem

Tae NEpRASKA SUFFERERS,—We gave,a few
daya ago, some extracts of a letter concerning
the locusts in Nebraska. Dr. Hill has since re-
ceived acknowledgements from Kansas, to
which part the collection was sent. The Sec-
retary of the State Board of Agriculture in that
state reports the destitution there, December 1,
greater than had been suffered. Delicacy has
caused many to conceal their snfferings.
Twenty-four counties are in a state of greater
orless want, witha population of 66,000, of
whom 18,000 are in need of aid. Oope singular
cause of suffering has shown itself—in some
sections there is wore wheat than other grain,
and it has been fed to horses, with bad results
already apparent in the health of animals,
Clothing for women and children, bed-clothes,
boots and shoes, and food for man and beast
are the articles most needed—and the call
upon our charities both for Kansas and Ne-
braska is imperative. They will need aid until
pext autumn, when the new crops matare.

In this num-
ber she not only exhibited rare technical merit,
but a deep and inspiring refinement of senti=
ment as well. In response to a storm of ap-
plause she gave a simple Hungarian song. Her
second number was with Ferranti in the duet
“Crispinoe 1a comare,” a brilliant piece of exe-
cution,and given with fine dramatic power. Sig-
nor Ferranti is suffering with a severe cold, and
was horribly hoarse, but was, as usual, full of
hilarity and fun. On account of his indisposi-
tion he was excused from a second appearance,
though certain ill-manuered people in the aun-
dience continued to call for him until they
were hissed down. M’lle De Murska’s third
and last number was Gounod’s “‘Ave Maria,"”
with violin obligato by Monsieur Sauset,
and with Signor Braga with the’cello and
Madame Sauret at the piano; M’lle De

Maurska’s perfect phrasing, and breadth, expres-
sion and finish of style were very noticeably
displayed.

Madame Carreno-Sauret looked more ma~
tronly than when here in in’her maiden estate,
but was as brilliantly and darkly beautiful as
ever. She appeared with Sauret and Braga in
a trio in C minor from Mendelssohn, in a fan-
taisie upon Don Juan with her husband, and
alone in & nocturne from Chopin, playing with
refined taste and pleasing grace of style.

Herr Habelmann received a cordial welcome
and most enthusiastic recognition. His re-
markably strong, clear and sweet tenor created
quite a furore, and i nse to an encore to
hus first number, Abt's “Verlgenheit,” he gave
the “Geliebte,” His second emcore was an
English song, in which his fine phrasing was
counspicuously apparent.

Signor Braga played with much feeling
and delicacy of sentiment, and exhibited com-
plete command over the finger board of his
‘cello., Fe was very warmly greeted, and was
pursuaded to appear again in response toan
importunate encore.

Monsieur Sauret exhibited the perfect into-
nation, brilliant execution, and general mas-
tery over the violin, for which he is justly cele-
brated. But he lacks that indescribable some-
thing, a certain personal force, which goes to
the making up of a grea’ maestro.

In place of the Fantaisie de Ballet set down
for him on the programme he gave a Ballade
Polanoise by Vieuxtemps.

Signor Marzo played what accompaniments
fell to his lot with spirit and correctness.

As a whole, the concert was one of the besg
ever given in Portland, and has added another
to the number of excellent musical entertain-
ments given by the Army & Navy Union.

GEOMETRY AND Farrm. A Fragmeotary Supple-
ment to the Ninth Bridgewater Treatise, By
Thomas Hill, New York: G. P. Putnam's Sons.
18i4. For sale by Loring. Short and Harmon,
While grappling with the dense definitions

in the first chapter of this little book the
reader will recoguize gratefully that law of
compensation by which density and bulk are
in imverse proportion; he will be glad that,
since the book must be so thick, it could be
made so thin, But, once out of those entan-
glomeénts and fairly embarked upon the course
of the author's theught, he will be likely to
exchapge that momentary satisfaction for an
increasing regret that his journey with the
authoristo be so brief.

For the views unfolded in these seventy
pages of generous type will engage the intet-
est, if not the assent, of all thoughtful readers.
Under the competent guidance of a skilled
mathematician we are led to the discovery
that even in the relations of forms and nam-
bers are contained revelations of God. Men
play with conic sections and evolve certain
laws of form which have no known applica-
tion in nature, cither in the heavens above, or
onthe earth heneath; aud. afterwards digcover
them to be the laws Dy which the heavens
were made! Inother words, Mind has left a
certain language tecorded in the forms and
orbits of the heavenly bodies, aud Mind again
independently of that record, writes the same
language upon the student’s slate! A “math-
ematical demonstration™ of kinship between
Designer and learner; or, more than that, a
proof that Mind is onz.  So, then, it is uo wete
dream of credulous cdesire that, in kiod, at
least, God’'s thoughts are as our thoughts, and
His Word is not far from apy one of us.

To confine these remarks, however, strictly
to the contents of the volume, The tirst chap-
ter treats of Symmetry in Space, and is made
especially interesting by an exposition of the
aw of extreme and mean ratio and of its em=
bodiment in plauts and planets,—in the rela-
tive position of leaves upon the stems of plauts
and in the relative periodic times of plants.

In other chapters similar illustrations of
mind-working ic the determination of the
relations of things are drawn from manifold
observations. *‘Space has three dimensions,
time but one. Yet, in some respects, time s
richer in its contents for man than is space.”
From Symmetry in Time we have color, heat,
and music, the information given through the
spectroscope by rays of hgzht from distant stars,
and the harmouy of tints in a landseape.

“Number is an impress of thought, it isa
pure creation of spirit; and its constant sug-
gestion in the forms and periods of nature, 18 a
clear demonstration that uature is the work ot
an Intellect which controls both time and space
in thought.”" ***And the increasing knowledgze
of the physical world, in our mniveteenth cen-
tury, brings us increasing proof that God, who
planned heaven and earth, was acquainted
with numbers; made all things in number,
weight and measure, and adopted the smaller
numbers, either out of preference for them, or
in condescension to the minds of his children,
whom he has placed here for their preparatory
education.” A reason is given for the mystic
charms that claster arcund the nunibers three,
five, seven and nine,

The Caleulus enables the huwman mind to
carry its native element of time into the do-
main of space. It puts into the hands of the
geometer & comprehensive language and gives
plasticity to iufinitely rigid space. Under this
head the author shows the singular mathemat-
ieal relation which the elasticities of gases,
rods, and vibrating strings, bearto the force
of gravity, of which force, however, they are
entirely indepeudent.

In the chapter on Applied Mathematics, the
relation of mathematical science to physical
science is considered. Also the gradual proe-
es8 by which, in the great text-books of na
ture, the educatiot of man, is conducted. *“The
circle and the ellips® are among the simplest of
figures, defined by the simplest laws, Accord-
ingly, the Creator has strewn examples of the
circular form around us on every'side; and, by
the pictured alphabet of the heavens, called
our attention to the consideration of ellipticay
orbits. When, in the course of ages, some of
the comparatively easy problems of astronomy
bad been successfully solved, problems of more
difficulty were gradually brought into view:
and phepnomena which were not obvions, not
pictured alphabet, but the fine pri
tion, led men into the hidde:
ties, electricity, chemistry,
molecular physics,”

Other special topics are,—Motion, Muscnlar
Action, Geometrical Instinets, Motion Ilternal
in Duration, Motion Omnipresent in Space, the

Sphere of Human Influence, Magnitude, and

Chance and Average. In the chapter on Mag-

nitude, the wonders of the spira mirabilis are

shown. The extracts given above, together
with these titles of chapters, will indicate the
comprehens:ve scope and method of the work.

This *‘fragmeutary supplement” cousists, for

the most part, of grand outlines of thought

drawn with the bold sweep of a master hand.

To give an intelligible presentatlon in brief of

these outline is impossible, aud the only al-

ternative, exhibition by chips, has been pur-
sued far enough to show the gencral character
of the observations presented by the author.

In dignity of style this little work is unsur-
passed. Itis needless to remark upon the ab-
sence of those minor but most common offences
in works of this sort, rhetorical gands and
flourishes of**fine writing;" there is no waste of
words; every thought is severely straitened to
exact expression. The writer is not unfre-
quently committed by the very grandeur of bis
theme to passages of uncommon beauty and el-
oquence, but even in these passages he only de-
scribes with concise exactness the idea that he
geeks Lo communicate,

This elevation of style is noticeable in a fine
superiority to possible dissent on the part of
the reader, and to his possible unenlighten-
ment. There is a subtle persuasive charm in
the conspicnous assumption that every reader
will agree with the writer, and that no reader
can fail to understand him. There is noconde-
scension to opposition, none to ignorance. But
what is thus gained in elevation perhaps costs
something in effectiveness. There will be those
who will wish that the author had conuected
his work with the philosophical discussions of
the present time, by exhibiting its polemical
significance and its bearing uvon the issues of
contemporary controversy, And there will be
those who will wish that some regard had been
paid to the reader’s possible lack of informa-
tion. When the author ascribes to symmetry
in time not only music but color and heat, and
passes on without explanation, he leaves the
ordinary reader in a state of bewilderment.
The ordinary reader pausing in perplexity over
this statement: “‘Heat also has its colors, or
tones, a8 is known to all who have noticed that
the sun’s heat passes freely through glass,
which is impervious to the heas of a fire"—
is entitled to the author's sympathy. It is
enough to say, in reply to such regrets thas the
book was not intended for the ordinary reader:
but that gives occasion for a new regret, that a
work on a theme so sublime and embody-
ing reflections so exalted and so charged with
inspirations for the common heart and mind
coald not have been more completely adapted
to the common intelligence.

Let it not be inferred, however, that the book
is too difficalt to be read with pleasure and
profit by a person of average information. It
will, indeed, require attention, but it will am-
ply reward attention, even though it should be
in some parts not fully understood. Aund who-
ever will take it up with a desire to understand
it, and in the mood of assent, will hardly finish
the pernsal without wishing to express to the
author a grateful appreciation of the knowledge
and insight which counlid offer to the public this
rare frait of wisdom. C. W. B.

A poem by Mr. Longfellow cannot but be
among the choicest of the treasures of song
and story ihat every winter come to make
glad the place of summer birds that have
flown, summer bloom that has fallen. Gray
stretohes of winter skies, long white folds of
snow, strong winds blown from the ice-fields—
have taught us, of northern lands, the worth
of the fireside, have set among our precious
words “home.”

“The Hanging of the Crane” is an idyl of
the home, It is a poet’s vision of the history—
old and ever new—of a hounsehold, beginning
with the day when the crauve was first hung in
the fireplace, when guests flocked in to wish
joy and prosperity to the newfounded family;
it tells of the little king who wandered from”’
the moon where all wonders are, to reign des-
potically over the household; of the fairy
princess that came to divide the love and pow-
er with her brother; of the circle that widened;
the mother-love that must reach across seas
and lands, yet never shall fail to find its own;
and how at last the house made rich in tha
days and deeds it had seen, and fragrant with
unfading memories, opens its doors wide
again, and again happy guests come with gocd
wishes for its master and mistress; while
around the crame,the fire burns as red as
when, fifty years before, it was new-lit on the
hearth.

Everywhere, throughout the poem are the
familiar traits of Mr. Longfellow’s genius ap-
parent—the richness of learning iilustrating
the fine poetic fancy; the tendernesz, delicacy
and warmth of treatment—especially notice-
able in the charming description of the baby
boy, a picture soft, rosy, and full of celestial
unconscionsvess as a cherub of Raphael—and
the eqnal finish of verse,the noble modera-
tion of manner of a poet whose nature and
art combine to give him his place.

The illustrations by Miss Hallock and Mr.
Thomas Moran are worthy of the poem. Miss
Mary Hallock has, we believe, no superior in
this country as an illustrator; her designs are
uniformly delicate, gpirited and finished, and
her style, without exaggeration or mannerism,
is all ber own. The admirable “interiors,” the
dainty figures, with which bher pencil has
graced the volume, need ouly to be geen to be
appreciated. Mr. Moran's landscapes are full
of intention and finely executed, The vignettes
by Mr. J.J. Harley are also good, and add to
the attractioos of this holiday edition of a
poem which will soon be counted among the
household treasures of many a home,

Tex DAYS 15 Spary. Illustrated. By Kate Field.
Published by J. E. Osgood & Oo. For sals by
Bailey & Noyes.

This is a sketchy series of letters, written for
some newspaper, and now collected together.
Kate Field is ubiquitous, and dashes off her
impressions of all she sees and hears, flingiog
this way and that her ideas about one country
and another, one great man and another, evi-
dently on the gpur of the moment, just as a
man throws his boots sprawlingly over the
floor at night. She sees Castelar, and tells in
a sharp and decided way what she thinks of
him, gives a rather hazy opinion as to the fu-
ture of Spain, and most of her adventures are
extremely exaggerated and high colored. The
book is however quite readable, but the less
said of the illustrations (?) the better.

Tae LiTTLE LAME PRINCE. By the author ot John
Halitax, Gentleman. Published by Harper Broth-
ers, Sold by Loring, Short & Harmon.

Mrs. Dinah Muloch Craig, unlike mauny lady
writers, did not commence her literary carecr
with achild's story and work up to a more
ambitious height, but after years of care-
ful study and labor, she brings her experience
and wisdom to the task, and these, added to
her own natural style and taste, malke delight-
ful books for little people.

In “The Little Black Prince” the charm that
sarrounds all her later and better works is un-
broken, She writes as one who loves children
and loves to write for them. Those who have
