The Katie King Sensation. 
Since the first spirit manifestations at 

Rochester years since, there has been noth- 
ing in that line which has caused so general 
comment or been so wonderful and puzzling 
as the recent Katie King manifestations 
in Philadelphia. Katie, it may be here re- 

marked, gives out that she is or was the 
daughter of one John King, who, in his time, 
turned an honest penny, as a professional 
pirate. She has been dead more than a hun- 
dred years, and previous to her appearance 
as a spirit in Philadelphia had been and is 
still attracting great atteution in England 
with one Professor Crookes. We had laid 
aside for publication an article setting forth 
the exhibitions of the spirit of Katie through 
Mr. and Mrs. Holmes, as mediums, which 
was published in the Galaxy for December. 
Hereafter it will not be worth while to 

publish in detail an account of the apparent 
miracles performed in the name of Katie 
King, as it is announced by Robert Dale 
Owen, one of the most widely known and 
firmest believers in spiritualism, who has 
been investigating those singular mani- 
festations for several months, that the whole 
thing is a humbug, Katie a real human being 
who has not yet shuffled off the mortal coil, 
and the mediums simply jugglers. The par- 
ticulars of this ghostly swindle, which for 

months has puzzled the most acute of believ- 
ers and unbelievers, has not reached us. 

Katie, however, has been discovered by a de- 
tective, traced to a house where she boards, 
and confessed that she has been acting the 
Rnirit. 

Some ot tlie particulars ol this case as set 

forth in the Galaxy paper are so wonderful 
that even in the light of detection, they are 

full of interest. The room in which these 
manifestations have been witnessed, as a 

mystery for more than six months, is directly 
over a stationer’s store and has but two doors 

opeuing out of it, one to a bed-room and the 
other to the stair-way. The passage to the 
bed-room is entirely closed by a board peti- 
tion nailed across the door opeuing and ap- 

parently firmly secured. The closest exami- 
nations failed to disclose any secret place of 

ingress or egress. The cabinet where the 

spirits professed to clothe themselves in mor- 

tal forms, consisted of the following simple 
arrangement: 

The bedroom door was left open at an angle »f 60 

deg.: on the opposite door post a second door was at- 

tached, which came out to meet it at the same angle; 
and when the two doors thas met, the recess formed 
was obviously an equilateral triangle, Just large 
enough to comfortably contain ihe medium, Mr. 

Holmes, seated in a chair. Whenever this little 
sanctum was to he used, the light was excluded tram 
above by a triangular piece of wood laid across the 

tops ofthetwQ doors. 
This cover was lined on the inside with I lack c.otb, 

as were also the insides of the two doors. The air 

being thus shut out from the little closet, the neces- 

sity of the sir holes through the wood partition was 

apparent.. Through the one of these two doors which 
laced the spectators, at the height of Borne five feet 
from the floor, was a circular aperture or window, 
about ten inches in diameter, at which the faces were 

to be seen A black curtnin hung on the inside ot it, 
which was drawn aside just before a face presented 
itself. 

The peculiar kind of manifestations given 
at this place are characterized as “material- 

izations,” which means that the spirits ap- 

pear in their bodily forms. The writer says 
that at the first sittings which he attended 
Katie did not appear at first, but the embod- 
ied spirits of other persons who appeared on 

subsequent similar occasions. One was rec- 

ognized by a gentleman present as his 

brother and a photograph of the brother 
taken when alive showed an exact resem- 

blance between the two, even to the expres- 
sion. Another face appearing at the aper- 
ture claimed by nods to be a former friend of 
the writer. His eyes and a part of his hair 
could only be seen, the rest of the face and 
head being concealed by a bandage. The 

narrator failed to recognize the face as any 

acquaintance of his. Several other bandaged 
faces appeared, and on inquiry the writer 
was told that the process of “materializa- 
tion” was a chemical one, requiring on the 

part of tke spirit, long practice>nd great skill 

and that the first attempts were generally im- 

perfect, and further that the first practice was 

confined to those features of a friond first to 

be recognized. The first faces were so white 
that they might have been taken for plaster 
busts, while others were of flesh-color and 
resembled wax. Next came Katie Kiug. 
Her face resembled that of a living person, 
her eyes winked and she spoke in a whisper. 
At this time Katie contented herself with 

calling some of those present stupid and re- 

marking that her presence could be accounted 
for from the fact that her London medium 
was sick. She also asked Dr. Child to feel of 
a curl of her hair. After doing so he reported 
that it was precisely like human hair. 

At the next sitting a number of other 
faces appeared but they did not speak and 
were rigid as though made of plaster or wax, 
and only answered questions by nods. They 
were, however, recognized by their relatives. 
Katie King followed, repeatedly calling her 

auditors stupid, and acting very much like a 

modem coquett e. The following is tlie nar- 

rator’s account: 

“Will you have some oranges?” asked the Doc- 
tor. “Of course I will,” she answered. The Doctor 
then produced six oranges, and began putting them 
into her hands, which she held out to receive. But 
all at once appeared several other pretty and delicate 
hands under hers, some-of which evidently belonged 
to very little children. These eagerly grasped the 
oranges, securing three or four ot them; when oran- 

ges and hands at once disappeared. Afterward Katie 
reappeared and handed out to Mrs. Holmes one of 
the oranges, and also a bouquet of palpably earthly 
flowers, but whence obtained no one Knew. 

Twe of us were looking at her through opera glass- 
es. “Tell those stupid men,” she impatiently said to 
Dr. Child, “to put away those things they are looking 
through.” The Doctor explained to her that, being 
near-sighted, we could not see her plainly without 
them, and asked if she would not consent to let us 

use them. “Yes,” she replied, with a good-humored 
toss of her head. 

At the request of Dr. Child and of Mrs. Holmes, 
she repeatedly showed us her entire arm, bare 
to the shoulder, putting it entirely out of the 
window. An involuntary murmufof admiration al- 
ways greeted this exhibition; for the arm was a per- 
fect model for a sculptor; cast in one of nature’s 
nnest moulds; graceiuuy rounueu, uazzuugiv wuiio, 
but yet of the whiteness of flesh, not ot marble. At 
tbe Doctor’s request she afterward allowed several 
of us to go up to the window to leel her band. I 
placed my own, the palm up, on the lower edge of 
the window, and on feeling her own palm In mine I 
closed my hand on hers, slowly and nrmly pressing 
it. It was a pertectly natural feminine hand, of solid 
flesh and blood, and of a p easant warmth. I should 
here observe that Mr. Holmes, the medium, is a tall 
and slender man, with a long and masculine, hand 
and lingers. 

In answer to a qoestion, Katie told us she had been 
showing herself in London that very evening. Being 
asked by Dr. Child how long she was in coming 
hither, she answered, “Just as quick as thought.” 
She added, “They are killing my medium in Lon- 
dim I want you to write to Mr. Blackburn and tell 
him to send my medium here. They’ll kill her if 
she stays there. They are not so skeptical here as 

they are there.” 
At the sitting of May 1C, two or three faces 

appeared which were recognized at once by 
triends or relatives present. Then came Katie 
King, appearing, talking, aud behaving as usu- 
al. Again she showed her arm on request 
again took oranges from some of us, the little hands 
then appearing under hers, catching one of them, 
and again she allowed her hand to be taken and held 
by several persons present. Taking some ot her 
ringlets in her hand, she showed it to Mrs Holmes, 
saying. “That’s a good curl.” She allowed Dr. 
Child to handle it, who again pronounced it perfectly 
natural human hair. Among other things, she said 
to Dr. Child, “Professor Crookes is a humbug. He 
will kill mv medium if she don’t come away. Write 
to Mr. Blackburn, care of Willie Harrison.” In an- 
swer to questions, she said she used to eo to Mr. and 
Mrs. Holmes’ sittings in Quebec street, London; that 
she had been in the spirit world over one hundred 
years; that she was eighteeu years old when she 
went there; that her fhther was a pirate captain, 
known as “the pirate Morgan,” but whose real 
name was King, and that this was her name. She 
as.* ed Dr. Child to write to Robert Dale Owen to 
come and see her. 

After she withdrew, a man’s fhco passed twice very 
rapidly by the window, fixing its eyes, as it passed, 
on mo. 1 have special reasons for believing that I 
know who it was; but as I cannot speak positively 1 
will not here enter into particulars. It was the last 
face seen that evening. 

The above is a sample of the manifestations 
witnessed by the writer on several occasions. 
Robert Dale Owen reports manifestations 
still more wonderful. He saw Katie stand in 

tbe door of the cabinet and rise gradually 
until she touched tiie top of the door, over 

seven feet from the floor. He even declares 

that he has seen her gradually fade into thin 
air while occupying the same position at the 

aperture of the cabinet. Accepting the fact 
as these gentlemen did after the closest seru- 

tiny, that there was no possible access to the 

cabinet, and that it was impossible for 
Holmes to perpetrate a fraud, so carefully 
was he examined, it is no wonder that these 
“manifestations” have called forth general 

comment and have been regarded as beyond 
explanation other than by assigning them to a 

supernatural agency. When, however, de- 
tective finds Katie at the boarding house and 
she has confessed that the whole tiling is a 

humbug, it is easy to account for the most of 
the se-called manifestations. The wonder Is 
that these performances have escaped detec- 
tion for six months. 

The Saturday morning after the «ext an- 

nual Fast, we shall, without doubt, publish 
abstracts of sermons in which the bad ten- 
dencies of the times will be set forth at 

length. The sordiduess of politicians will be

SENATE. 
Washington, Dec. 18. 

Mr. Cameron stated that King Kalakana was 

in the President’s room in the rear of the sen- 

ate Chamber, and suggested that the Senators 

call upon him there. He moved a recess till 

one o’clock and that the Senate proceed in a 

body to tbe House at 12.15 o clock to attend the 

reception of the King. Agreed to. 

The Senators then proceeded to the 1 resi- 

dent’s room, where they were presented to the 

Royal visitor, and at 12.15 o’clock proceeded to 

tire House headed by Vice-President Wilson 

and the Sergeaot-at-Arms It ranch. 
At 12 35 the Senators returned to their Cham- 

ber when Vice-President Wilson took the chair 
and said if there was no objection, the session 

of the Senate would be considered resumed. 
Mr Edmunds moved that when the Senate 

adjourned to-day it be to Monday next. Agreed 

l°He then moved that tbe Senate adjourn, but 

cave wav for a motion for an executive session 

and at 12.40 p. m„ tbe Senate proceeded to tbe 

consideration of executive business. 
At 1.10 p. m., the doors were re-opened and 

the Senate adjourned till Monday. 
HOUSE 

Ti,.,.-.. an immense crowd in the galleries 
and corridors. Punctually at a quarter past 
twelve the door keeper announced the presence 
of the Senate, and thereupon the members of 
that body, headed by Vice-President Wilson, 
filed into the hall. In teu minutes afterwards 
the fall of the Speaker’s gavel announced the 

presence of the King at the main door, and 

then, after the Senators and members had risen 

to their feet, and while they remained standing, 
the King, supported by Senator Cameron and 

Representative Oith. walked down the aisle 
and took position on the area in front of the 

Speaker’s chair. Senator Cameron then said, 
*‘J have the honor to present to the Spoaker 
the King of the Hawaiian Islands.” 

The Speaker, addressing the King, said: 
Your Majesty—In behalf of the American 

Congress, 1 welcome you to these halls. The 
Senators from our states and the Representa* 
tives of our people unite in cordial congratula- 
tions upon your auspicious journey and on the 

expression of the gratification and pleasure 
afforded by your presence in the capital of the 
nation as the nation’s guest. Your Majesty s 

appearance among us is the first instance in 

which a reigning sovereign has set foot upon 
the soil of the United States, and it is a siguifi- 
bant circumstance that the visit comes to us 

from the west and not from the east. Probably 
no single event could more strikingly typify the 

country’s progress in your Majesty’s country 
and in our own than the scene here and now 

transpiring. The rapid growth of the Repub- 
lic on its western coast has greatly enlarged our 

intercourse with your insular kingdom, and has 
led us all to acknowledge your wisdom and 
beneficence as a ruler and your exalted virtues 
as a man. Our whole people cherish for your 
subjects the most friendly regards. They trust 
and declare that the relations of the two coun- 

tries will always be as peaceful as the great sea 

that rolis between us, uniting and not dividing 
us." 

The Kiug had a momentary conference with 
one of his attendants, Judge Allen, and then 

the latter, expressing his regret that the King 
was so afflicted with a cold and hoarseness that 
he was uuable to read his reply to the Speaker’s 
address, he proceeded to read it for him, as 
follows: 

Mr. Speaker,—For your kind words of wel- 
come l most cordially thank you; for the dis- 
tinguished mark of confidence, l tender to the 
honorable Senate and House of Representa- 
tives my highest sentiment of regard. It is in 
accord with the very courteous and generous 
treatment I have received from the executive 
department of the government and from all 
the people whom I have had the pleasure to 
meet since I landed on the shore of the Pacific. 
I appreciate the complimentary terms in which 
the honorable Speaker has referred to me per- 
sonally, for our success in our government and 
for our progress in the higher civilization. We 
are very much indebted to the government and 
people ef this great country. Your laws and 
your civilization have been in a great measure 
our model. I reciprocate most cordially the 
hope for the continuance and growth of friend- 
ly relations between the two countries. I am 

mosr happy to meet you, gentlemen, on this 

The Speaker came down from tbe cliair and 
was personally introduced to the King. After 
an exchange of courtesies tbe Speaker returned 
to the chair, knocked with the gavel, caljiag 
the members again to their feet, and the King 
retired as he had entered, followed by members 
of the Senate, the spectators dispersed, aud the 
Houee proceeded with the business. 

A bill for the relief of certain settlers upon 
the public lands, who suffered from graskop- 
pers, passed. ■ 

Mr. Uurlburt, from the Committee on Rail- 
roads, reported a bill for chartering a double 
track freight railway company trom tide water 
in the Atlantic to the Missouri river, and to 
limit the rates of freight thereon. Ordered 
printed and recommitted. 

The House then went into Committee of tbe 
Whole on the legislative appropriation bill. 

A paragraph in relation to mileage of TJ. S. 
marshals and deputy marshals gave rise to a 

long discussion, in the course of which the 
Department of Justice was characterized by 
Mr. Beck as being “honey combed with frauds, 
tbe Western district of Arkansas and the dis- 
trict of North Carolina were alluded to by Mr. 
Speer of Pa. as being run by political thieves, 
vampires aud scoundrels. 

On the other hand the Department of Justice 
wos defended by Mr. Hale of Maine and Mr. 
Maynard of Tenn. 

The result of the discussion and vote was that 
tbe provision in the last army appropriation bill 
p inhibiting the allowance of mileage is not to 
be construed as applying to legal traveling fees 
of U. S. marshals. No fees, however, are to be 
allowed for constructive mileage, and all claims 
for mileage are to be accompanied by sworn 

proof that the distance for which mileage is 
claimed was actually and necessarily travelled 
by tbe officer. 

When the paragraph for the Department of 
Justice was reached, Mr. Beck of Ky. moved 
to strike it out, and renewed his attack upon 
that Department, declaring that the Attorney 
General was a more guilty man in connection 
with the affairs of Louisiana than Judge Durell 
himself, who had resigned and confessed his 
guilt. He charged that the Department of 
Justice had appealed from the decisions of the 
courts of claims in the cotton cases and bad 
dismissed the appeals whenever the friends of 
the Department were employed and had their 
fees arranged; that the Department had used 
the army for tbe basest of purposes, and was a 

department of injustice instead of a depart- 
ment of justice. When the proper time came 
he woulJ, if he got an opportunity, make good 
what he had said about the Attorney General 
and the Department of Justice. 

Mr. Speer of Pa. also criticised the fact that 
the Attorney General had not complied with 
the laws which required a report to be made of 
the expenditure ok tbe contingent fund of the 
Department. 

Mr. Garfield of Ohio replied to Messrs. Beck 
and Speer, and criticised the|use of such words 
as “vampires, thieves, robbers and swindlers” 
in connection with a department of the govern- 
ment. He declared that, while the Judiciary 
Department had not always been as economical 
as it ought to have been, there had been a 

steady, earnest work done in cutting down 
the expenses of that Department, not alone by 
flie Committees of Congress, but by the 
Department itself. The Republican majority in 
Congress bad on his (Garfield’s) own motion 
made the appropriations for contingencies de- 
finite and precise, instead of appropriating, as 

the Democrats had done in their rule, millions 
of dollars in a lump. Against what particular 
thing in the bill he asked had the gentleman 
from Pennsyluaaia (Speer) directed his thun- 
der. That gentleman had been kicking against 
the sky, shooting at stars. His fusil roared and 
the skips re-echoed. Where were his birds? 

Mr. Cox of N.Y., from bis seat—The election 
brought them down. 

Mr. Garfield, (cautioning)— If that gentle- 
man (Speer) sees anything wroDg in the bill let 
him point it out and I will help him to set it 
right, hut I cannot answer an indictment 
against the universe. I am tired of this ever- 

lasting clamor, of this vagueness and mere hur- 
rah to which we are treated every hour, and if 
we do not get up a roar in answer, we are told 
that there is no economy in the House, They 
say we will show you our economy. The 
country did wait and let you show yourecono- 
my for inauy years until the government had 
run down and touched bottom in bankruptcy 
and protest. lu that broken condition the Re- 
publican party saved the government from de- 
gradation and slavery and ruiu and treason and 
rebellion, and lifted it ud into the light of free- 
dom and into respect for the rights of man. 

‘•Bark, bark,” said he, to the Democrats, "but 
remember the glories you bark at." 

“Mr. Speer of Pa., replied to Mr. Garfield 
that he would not submit to a rebuke from 
that gentleman or to a leoture from him on bis 
(Speer’s) past course or that of his party. Per- 
haps they had erred but the man who lifted 
the rod of correction over them shonld be a man 

along whose pathway the light alone had shone 
and not one who had come out of the mists and 
clouds of suspicion if not of guilt. 

Mr. Garfield—(to a member beside him)— 
What is that? 

Mr. Spear (overhearing the question)—I say, 
“it should not come from a gentleman who 
came out of the mist and clouds of suspicion, 
if not of guilt.” If I was fighting the stars 1 

beg the geutlem.m to believe that I was not 
fighting him. If I was discourteous, 1 with- 
draw the remark which would bear that inter- 
pretation, but I am here not to be rebuked 
while in the line of my public duty, and I say 
that it is not the right of a gentleman on this 
floor fc.aviug charge of sncli important interests 
as the gentleman from Ohio ha», to answer su- 

perciliously at least, in the manner and in the 
tone if not in the language, a question proper- 
ly p^t hy a person properly authorized to put 
it- 

Mr. Garfield—Any teaching that it is ueces- 
parr for me to receive, I will try to receive iu 
due time. I ask for a vote. 

The motion to strike out the paragraph was 

rejected. 
Finally the bill was completed in the com- 

mittee of the whole and reported to the House. 
There a discussion arose in reference to the 
rent of a house ou K street for the use of the 
Post Office Department, L having been alleged 
that the reut, 34200 a year, was exorbitant, aud 
that A. It. Shepherd was the owner. 

Mr. Tyner of Indiana, defended the action of 
tbs Post Office Department in the matter, while 
his colleagne,Wilson,called attenlio to ihe fa-1 
that the same property sold a year or two since 
for 313,000. 

Finally a vote was taken on the anieudment 
reducing the rent from 34200 to 32200, and it 
was agreed to. 

A vote was then taken on the amendment to 

abolish the capital police and substituting 
watchmpu, which was rejected. 

All the other amendments to the bill were 

agreed to in gross and the bill passed. 
Mr. G. F. Hoar of Massachusetts, offered a 

resolution permitting the committee on the 
condition of the South to proceed either as a 

committee or subcommittee to Louisiana, to 

make investigation. Adopted. 
Mr. Fort of Illinois, announced the death at 

Norfolk, Va., of his colleague, Mr. Rice, and 
moved a committee of five members to accom- 

pany the remains to Illinois. Adopted. 
The Honse then adjourned to Monday. 

NEW YORK. 

The Case of Charlie Hon. 

New York, Dec. 18.—Superintendent Wal- 
ling has declined to make any statement as to 
his search for Charlie Ross. Yesterday he was 

closeted all the morning with Capt. Hines of 
Philadelphia, Mr. Lewis, the uncle of the miss- 
ing boy, and several others interested i n th e 

case. After the conference the Superintendent 
detailed two detectives to accompany Captain 
Hines, hut up to the present time no new de- 
velopments have transpired. It is stated that 
a reward will soon he offered for the returu of 
the boy. The police authorities do not credit 
the reports that the boy lias been foully dealt 
with, and Superintendent Walling expresses 
the belief that he will find the boy before many 
days. 

There is a growing impression that if a large 
sum had been offered a lew days ago, in such a 

way that the New York detectives could have 
received a share of it, that Charlie Ross would 
have been at his father’s house ere now. No 
doubt is now entertained that as soon as the 
amount of the reward is announced the boy 
will be produced. 

A large crowd of people continued to call at 
the Brooklyn morgue to-day for the purpose of 
viewiDg the remains of Mosher and Douglass, 
the dead burglars. Up to midday neither Mrs. 
Moslier nor Mrs, Douglass had called to claim 
the bodies. If n it applied for before to-mor- 
row interment will take place at the cost of the 
city.

WASHINGTON. 

Important Revelations Concerning the 
Pacific Rail. 

New York, Dec. 18.—A Washington special 
to the Herald has no doubt that Irwin will 
make a complete exposure of the Pacific Mail 
matter so far as he is concerned. His testi- 
mony is quite long as given to the sub commit- 
tee. In reply to a caution of the commit tee to 
be careful as to his assertions, be said be might, 
tell too much truth, but all was truth which he 
swore to. His exact language is as follows: 

“To meet squarely the general insinuations 
which underlie all these details is to say that 
everything I have,which in any way represents 
money, that ever belonged to the Pacific Mail 
Steamship Co., 1 own by virtue of written con- 

tracts, of which the company has or ought to 
have copies, for services rendered. All the 
money paid me by the Pacific Mail Steamship 
Co. in connection with the subsidy,was applied 
by me precisely in the manner and for the pur- 
poses intended by the company, namely, in 
the compensation for services which resulted 
in the donation to that company of $5,000,000, 
and which were tendered by mauy persons, in- 
cluding a number of gentlemen of talent and 
experience, who were necessarily engaged dur- 
ing three or four years." 

Admitting that he employed gentlemen of 
talent aDd experience, the committee will, if 
possible, find out who the parties are who have 
been professional lobbyists, buying and selling 
the votes of members of Congress, and whose 
services, as Irwin said, were ot such value that 
nobody had ever suggested that they should 
tender them gratuitously, even cheaply, any 
more than do the gentlemen who now serve the* 
Pacific Mail CompAy. Of the fact that the 
subsidy was lobied through, Irwin made no 

disguise, and in speakingof the allegation that 
he paid money to a member of the appropria- 
tion committee of the Forty-second Cougress, 
he said 1m know personally that gentleman 
was strenuously opposed to the subsidy,and hi s 

vote was not to be had for money, consequently 
he did not attempt to influence him nor did he 
allow auy ms to sell that vote to him. But 
another phase of the lobby rather astonished 
members of the committee, when they were 
iuformed that there was also another lobby, in 
which at least one.Senator was pecuniarily in- 
terested in opposing the passage of the bill 
granting the subsidy. 

Irwin has rented commodious quarters, fitted 
un two rooms for offices, engaged stenographer 
ana clerks, and now has bis private secretary. 
He says he will tight it out if it takes till the 
4th of March. 
Other Testimony on the Pacific mail Sub- 

sidy. 
Washington, Dec. 18.—The Ways and 

Means Committee assembled this afternoon to 
continue the Pacific Mail investigation. 

T. T. Johnson, Secretary and Treasurer pro 
tern of the company in 1872 was called to assist 
the committee in the examination of the books 
and answer inquiries, both as to specific en- 
tries and the general methods of office business. 
Mr. Johnson, among other things, testitie d 
that on the 9th of May 1872, a draft for $2000 
through Jay Cooke & Co., was given to It. E. 
Parsons. Loans were found entered on the 
books of $23,482, and $2000 to Stockwell. No 
report was ever made o the company how the 
money sent to Irwin was expended, and Stock- 
well never informed the board that he had em- 

ployed Irwin to look after the subsidy. There 
were no entries on the books to show that any 
part of the $750,000 were returned. 

F. W. (>. Bellows, formerly Vice President 
of the Pacific Mail, certified that private 
checks for $400,000 were sent to Irwin at Wash- 
ington. The latter replied that he had not re- 
ceived the amount ha expected, which was 
$500,000. A check for $50,000 io the order of 
Charles Albert, witness thought oovered a part 
of the money finally paid to Irwin. The 
vouchers from Eldridge and Irwin covered sun- 

dry expenditures in Washington. Witness did 
not know what these expenditures were. 

Other witnesses testified that the board of 
directors voted to pay all legitimate expense* 
in Washington to obtain a subsidy, but others 

Qualified this by saying that resolution only re- 

erred to attornies. All of the testimony 
showed that the affairs of the company were 
loosely managed by Stockwell who who was 
President when the subsidy was secured.

High School to-day repeated their visit to the 
Girls Lower High School and forced the colored 
girls to leavt. Their action produces some ex- 
citement in the [neighborhood of the school but 
no violence. The school board to-day passed a 

resolution dismissing all the public schools till 
after the holidays or until further notice. 

FOREIGN. 

German Parliament. 

Berlin, Dec. 18.—In the Reichstag to-day 
duriug the consideration of the appropriaiions 
for the foreign office, Herr Windhorst opposed 
the grant for the secret service and moved to 
strike it out. Herr Benuiugsteu replied that 
the motion was simply an attack on Prince 
Bismarck, in whose person the ultra-montanes 
unceasingly and bitterly assailed the German 
Empire and the national policy. He asked that 
the Reichstag pass a vote of confidence in the 
Chancellor by rejecting the motion to cancel 
the grant for secrect service. A division took 
place, and Herr Windhorst’s potion defeated 
by 71 yeas to 1D9 nays.

Recent Publications. 

Childhood Sonqs.—By Lncy Lircom. Illustrated. 
Published by James K. Osgood it Co., Boston. 

Portland: For salejby Coring, Short & Harmon. 
A very tastefully arranged volume of poems 

foi young readers. The numerous illustrations, 
the dainty paper and binding add to the at- 

traction of the pretty child-songs in maDy 
keys. The poems themselves vary iu merit, 
but are all simple, innocent and written with 
an evident love for children. Their faults are 

not those of the modern manner of juvenile 
books, the realistic rattle and very young 
American precocity—hut rather those of the 
over-mild sort—little birds, playful lambs and 
the beauties of nature and desirability of in- 
fantile behavior to correspond with the scene. 

When the winter is in a merry mood, and lias 
no urrierc-pentee of the papas and mammas— 

bat becomes wholly a child among children, 
her verses are delicious. “Baby’s Day,” “Hal’s 

Birthday” aud “lu Time’s Swing,” are speci- 
mens of this charming, natural manner. 

“Spring Whistles" is a graceful song of the 
unformed dreams that bud in every child’s 
heart, with the earliest leaves of the spring- 
time. “Kock-a-by Baby” swings softly as if 

‘upon the tree lop”without the subsequent de 

pression alluded to by the classic authoress 
whose happy phrase we have just quoted. 
“Redtop aud Timothy” is very spirited and 

airy. “New Year Song” is delicate and imagi- 
native. But finest of all, to our mind, is “Cat 
Questious” which is iu the impassioned style of 

Joaquin Miller. William Morris, or any other 
modern poet that we might name. The fine- 

ly sounding metre, the rapid, vivid language, 
and accusal of destiny rise to the most tragic 
heights. It is as though a cat had met Fate 

upon a ridge-pole and was uttering her war- 

like note, first a distant growl, then a pro- 
longed wail, followed by a desperate yell, and 
an indescribably ironical spitting at her oppo- 
nent. What poet, mocked of the fates could 
do better tban puss, in the following verse: 

Waking to hands that first smooth us. 
And then pull our tails; 

Punished with slaps when we show them 
The length of our nails 1 

But, seriously speaking—Miss Larcom’s little 
volume is one that will have a sweet and whole- 
some influence, and that should form one of 
the many charming Christmas gifts that we 

trust all our little readers will receive. In or- 

der to give a specimen of Miss Larcom' lovely 
verse,we reprint the following cradle-song from 
her “Baby’s Day”: 

My baby shall go 
To the island of Sleep, 
Where soft little dream-waves 
Around him will creep. 
Aud when the moon rises, 
Away iu her boat. 
With the stars rowing races 
All night he shall float 
And when morning’s red horses 
Spring out of the sea, 
As swift as a sunbeam 
Ha’II pnmA liurk to nip. 

Speaking Likenesses. By Christina Rossetti. 
Published by Roberts Brothers, Boston. Port- 
land : For Sale by Loring, Short and Harmon. 
This is one of the most attractive juveniles of 

the season—iu many respects. Miss Rossetti’s 
fame as a poet will ensure her immediate wel- 
come when she comes before the public with 
her merry stones for the children—and yet, in 
the very traits which have distinguished her 
verse we find the sole objections to her present 
work. It is top imaginative, we think, to be 
quite desirable for children with intense and 
fanciful natures. While pleasing and 'nter- 

esting them, the grotesqueness and wierd con- 

ceit* of “Speaking Likenesses’’would be apt 
toover-excite them. and make the bed-time a 

moment of dread, and the mamma’s goodnight 
kiss, and subsequent turning out of the gas- 
light only the prelude to the vagne terrors that 
beset the baby imagination. The very clever il- 
lustrations by M4 Hughes are open to the same 

objection,as thoy of coarse follow closely the de- 
sign of the story. Miss Rossetti is so really re- 

fined* therels such a good intention in her 

book, that we regret to make these strictures 
upon it We believe, however, that the fault 
of which we speak, is one that equally be- 

longs to her writings for “children of a larger 
growth”; and, though its effects are not there 
as pronouncedly undesirable, we are sure that 
fewer studies of the distorted, the fantastic, 
and thsr luti/ietque—if we may coin a word— 
would result in a manner more truly artistic, 
collected and enjoyable in subject and treat- 
ment. Her clearly ontlioed figures would be- 
come lithe and lifelike Graces, instead of 
Chinese idols, interesting by force of ugliness! 
aud the value of her work wnuld rise from the 

capricious one of fashionable bric-a-brac to the 
real worth of object* of art. of course we re- 

fer to a part, not by any means to all of her 

work, of whioh much is very beautiful. 
In spite of the objections that we have be- 

lieved It our duty to make in order to set 

parents da their guard against placing “Speak- 
ing Likenesses1'’ in the bauds of over-sensitive 

childffcp, we hope that many merry, rosy little 

people will enjoy its quaint fancy, without any 
harm—for surely it was the design of its 
writer/to give only pleasure. 
The Man in the Moon and other People, by 

R. W. Raymond. New York: J. B. Ford &Co 
HVniri TTnvt.. Fno’ff ^ Donhain. 

A collection of admirable fairy tales. Se.en 
of them are old acquaintances, having ap 
pealed in 1870 under the title of “The Children’s 

Week,” viz.: “Hayty Toyty," “Underland and 

Sea,” “Glorioso,” “The Christmas Angel”, 
“The Idea that flew out of thej Fire”, “The 
Palace of the Days”, and “Karl the Fiddler.” 
These are newly arranged and thirteen others, 
squally good, added to them, making one of 
the best gift books of the year. “Under Land 
and Sea” is most as good as Kingsley’s Water 
Babies. Some of the newjstories are by Sarah 
D. Raymond. The illustrations are charming, 
and the book is exquisitely gotten up.

A Collection ot Songs 
for Little Ones. Boston: Estes & Lanriat. For 
sale by Dresser McLellan & Co. 
The small people will be delighted to see this 

pretty little volume and to read the songs 
which great poet# have written for their special 
delectation. The book, handsomely printed on 

tinted paper, is made up of such charming se- 

lections as Clement Moore’s “Visit of Santa 
Claus,” Whittier’s “Barefoot Boy,” Alling- 

tf ham’s “Birdie,” Longfellow’s “Weariness,” 
Howitt's “Wood Note,” Jean Iogelow’s “Sev- 
en Times One,” Lowell's “Longing,” Scott’s 
“Youog Lochinvar.” Mrs. Heman’s “Casabl- 
anca,” Longfellow’s "Children’s Hoar,” Ten- 
nyson’s “May Queen,” and Shakespeare’s 
“Under the Greenwood Tree.”
