For this reason, the 
back pastures are growing up to bushes 
and woods. Farms where cows an· kept 
and large quantities of grain fed, are th« 
ones that chow the most Improvement. 
Nothing on the farm has paid us better 
for the past year than our oxeu and 
steer*. 1 think if more steers were raited 
and the farmer· would do their work 
with oxen and keep lest horses, the* 
would be better off. Η Π.

PuKTkK— 1 should iudge that stock 
husbandry in this state is of vital im- 

portance to our farmers. The high price· 
now paid for all kinds of cattle, the over- 

atundant amount of feed our pastures 
are producing to fatten it, and the un- 

u-ual amount of hay that will be har- 
vested thi< season, together with the low- 

price· pi id for good hay now in the 
market, «hou Id indue* the farmer to se- 

cure a »utli«. ient amount of stock, nice, 
matched, young, thrifty, growing steers, 
and promising heifers, to eat his pa«ture 
fe* d this summer season, and his hay- 
through the coming winter. He can sell 
this stock at a gi»od profit and have the 
manure to enrich hi·» fields. Sheep, 1 
thi:ik, with care can be kept at a big 
profit in nearly all parts of this «tate. 
I thiuk cattle or neat stock, and sheep, 
are the two heat branche* of stock hus- 

bandry in this locality, and the*e will 

find a ready market at home at highest 
prices. 1 should say th*t yellow corn 

and oats are the N»«t and cheaj»est kind 
of grain to raise for cattle feed in thi· 

vicinity. Mix and grind together, or 

feed w hole. I think there is no rUk in 

keeping and growing g«*>d stock.

our crops with less purchased fertilizer. 
We should return to the method of our

proving the soil by raising nitrogen 
g »th« ring crops. We cannot afford to get 
on with a dairy without protein, neither 
can we afford to purchase protein with 
the present price of butter.

Otwibld—Generally speaking, there 
Is no other way to farm It In thl* locality, 
than to keep sufficient *tock to consume 
all the fodder grown on the farm. All 
the h*y that Is sold with us Is what (ind* 
a local market ; not any Is haled and 
shipped away. As many farmers buy 
hay as sell It. But for once there seems 

to be more fodder in sight than there Is 
«took to eat it, though a sharp drought 
frr»m now out may yet make a great 
ihange in regard to this. Of our domes- 
tic animals, cows are the most Import- 
ant. The more cows we keep, the more 

hog« we mu«t have and the more prov- 
ender we must buy. consequently the 
more and lietter manure is made, which 
means more crops of all kinds. Of 
course this method is not best for every 
locality and every individual case. In 
rvgard to cows, 1 am still of the opinion 
that wc must not aspire wholly to butter 
qualities. There would still be butter 
enough for the demand if a much larger 
}>er cent of our cows tended more to beef. 
I believe it is generally understood in 
scientific circles, that the devastation of 
forests tends to drought aud light rain- 
fall.

Sitting here in the twilight, our eye* 

look from the window on that beautiful 
winding river, the l)ee. And surely 
may not that figure wandering on It* 
hanks be another Annie o' the Bank· o' 
Dee? It Is easy at any rate to weave 

so tue sort of a romance around her, for 
we are indeed in the land of «11 lands to 

give color and romance to even such a 

little incident of every day life as a 

maiden wandering solitary by the river, 
side; but you shall supply the love-story 
this time, for in truth our vocabulary is 

well-nigh ixhausted. 
Aberdeen is called the "granite city" 

because of Its extensive tratllc In a very 
suj»erlor article of granite. All the 
house* are built of this grayish-white 
stone, giving the city the appearance at 
a distance of a gigantic rock with crag· 
and peak-, which are its ateeple· and 
towers. Its antiquities are an old church 
built in the time of Gregory the Great, a 

Scottish monarch who died in the year 
S'.tJ, The house W Broad Street it where 
I*ord Byron lived when a boy. The 
"Brig of Balgowrle" celebrated by him 
In Don Juan is about a mile away. 

The valley of the l>ee, or Deeslde as it 
Is poetically called, has long been a 

favorite resort for tourists because of 
the wlKiness and grandeur of Its scenery. 
On the highway to Braem*r Is a farm- 
house where Byron lived, "rude as the 
rocks where his Infancy grew," and yon- 
der Is old I.ochnagar, with its perennial 
snow?, "the most sublime and pictur- 
esque of our Caledonian Alps," whose 

beauty inspired him to many a sublime 

lyric. 
A great part of the whole surface of 

Aberdeenshire Is under natural wood, 
and some of the immense oak trees (tear 
such unmistakable signs of age as to 

procltim them to have witnessed the 
: rites of the Druids—atTcient priests of 
the pagm tribes of Scotland. The oak 
was their sacred tree. Their great 
remedy was the mistletoe, a parasitic 
plant growing from the branches of the 
oak. It flowers in winter when all else 
is dead, and thus presented to them an 

ι emblem of immortality. They never cut 

it except on the sixth day of the moon's 
! age. A Druid In white robe· severed It 
fioni the tree with a golden sickle, and 
other Druids held a white cloak spread 

i to receive it as it fell, for it was supposed 
that its virtues would be lost If it touch- 
»d tli«» emnnii.

from the heart of this great forest, puls- 
ing and beating and throbbing with a 

life almost humar, for indeed, of all 
inaniimte of j els on earth most like a 

, humtu being is a tree. 
To us who love Niture, the in.«n who 

cuts down a tree cuts luto our hearts. 
From my attic window In the laud be· 

i youd the sea, for years there stood a 

st »tely tree on the hill. Wbeu the eyes 
looked out upou the morning, the tirst 

.oljevt sought was this mnj^silc tree, 
standing alone—iu summer et joying its 

greeu feathers and in winter its bare 
! branches jet mjre beautiful, outllntd 
agaiust the sky. But one heart-break- 
ing day, a man and an ax appeared. It 
was useless to say, "Woodman, spare 

! that tree!" At every stroke of the exe- 

i cutlouer the life-blood flowed. Now a 

stately mansion rears Itself over the spot 
ι where once flourished my beautiful tree, 
and I can thluk of nothing but a gor- 
geous mausoleum erected over the grave 
of a friend. 

At Abernathy, just outside the city, is 
one of the few round towera that Scot- 
land has preserved. It is » fine speci- 
men 74 feet high. These ancient towers, 
of which Ireland can boast a goodly 
number, are so old that it is not certain- 
ly known for what purpose they were 

constructed, but presumably for pur- 
poses of defence—dating from before tbe 
lime that Scotland's written history can 

be read, which began in the year S4—but 
its unwrittcu history cau be read from 
matt rials found on the waste moors, and 
in the ancieut cairns, or burial mounds. 

It is uot known at what period Scot- 
land first became a human habitation, 
but presumably, shortly after Ireland, 
which claims great antiquity. While in 
Dublin a short time ago, the writer was 

told by the librarian of the Dublin His- 
torical Society, Mr. McS weeny, that they 
bad there documents and manuscripta 
which gave unmistakable proof that the 
Island was inhabited shortly after the 
deluge, and that even the names of some 

of the inhabitants at the preaent time 
; could be traced back to Noah ! 

Many of the ancient dwellings have 
been found hereabouts—mere pits in the 
earth roofed over with sticks and stone·. 
The stone axes and other implement* 
brought to light after countless ages, 

■ tell tbe story aa plainly as a printed 
ι book, and bear mute evidence that their 
■ owners were savages. The arrows, 
s drinking cups of sun-dried clay, and 

rude clay urns, found In the burial 
ι moundf, are evidence that the people ol 
ι these long-forgotten agea had the same 

; idea of a future life a· our own Red 
Indian, whose belief in a Great Spirit 

t and Happy Hunting Grounds might put 
s to shame some of the civilized religion! 
i of the present day. 

Tbe town of Forfar is just beyond the 
hill and boasts of having been a royal 

r residence in the time of good King Dun 
ι can, a thousand years ago, who wltl 
r Malcolm, his son, were the Duncan and 
ι Malcolm of Shakespeare's Macbeth—and 
r yonder Is the Castle of Glamis wherein ι 
} part of that famous tragedy was enacted, 

bot Banquo's Ghost failed to materially 
this time. Every one knows the storj 

» so grandly told by the great dramatist 
f bat It differs slightly from the facts ol 

history.

This affection is governed by 
something more than outward beauty, 
it out lasts the wear and tear of time; 
and many a doll with only one leg and 
no arms, and a face from which all ex- 

pression has been rubbed away by long 
caressing, has still the same warm 

corner In the heart of Its mother. Let 
us hope that in spite of the new order of 

things, and the new modes of life, 
nothing will ever happen to dim that 
bright spot in the childllfe, that b&lo 
that surrounds the remembrance of doll's 
parties In old garrets on Saturday after- 
noons.

REVENUE TAX DECISIONS. 

SOUK WHICH ΛΚΚ OK iKTEKfctT TO 

ΤΗ Κ «ÎKSKRAL Pt BMC. 

Commissioner Scott of Washington 
has issued an important digest of deci- 
sions which he has recently rendered 
under the war revenue stamp bill. The 
digest is in the form of a circular, whieh 
i« issued for the benefit of revenue ofti- 
cers and the public. The answers not 

only give the atlirmative dec'tiont ren- 

dered bv the commissioner, but many 
negative decisions with their reasons, 
are also given. Many decisions which 
have not been hitherto accessible are 

given. 

H»·!* are some of the decisions which j 
are of general interest : 

A fM*r«on h** to place a etarnp on un 

ord* r for cash drawn on a merchant by 
une of hi* custodiers. 

Certificate* of deposit drawing intér- 
êt, if left κ certain time, are taxable 
the «mu·· ms promissory notes. 

The w ithdrawh! of fund* by a depositor 
on the presentation of his deposit book 
at the saving* bank doe* not r« quire a 

stamp if there is nothiug accompanying 
it in the shape of an order for money. 
Receipts given for the withdrawal of 

saving* acvouot do not r» quire a «tamp, i 

Real estate mortgage notes require to 

be stamped in addition to the stamp 
placed on the mortgage. 

In ca«es of loans on real estât·", where 

promissory notes *re given, which are 

not paid at maturity, but on which an 

extension of time is granted, without 
the taking of a new note, it is held that 
every such extension i« a renewal of the 
note within the meaning of the statute 
and that the requisite stamp must be ι 

affixed for every such renewal or ex- 

tension. 
All check* drawn by officer* of states, 

counties aud municipalities for the dis- 

charge of the obligations of the states, 
counties and municipalities are exempt 
from stamp taxes. 

The person who signs and issues a 

bank check without affixing the proper 
stamp becomes involved in liability un- 

less it is shown that he had no design to 

evade the payment of the stamp tax, and 
that the stamp was affixed and canceled 
at the bank txfore payment. 

A bank may remedy the defect of an 

unstamped check byatlixiug the stamp 
itself; otherwise it becomes liable to the 
penalty under the law. 

Bucket shop proprietor· giving memo- 

randa of transactions are required to 

pav special tax as brokers. 
The exemption granted to co-opera- 

tive building and loan associations is 

confined to the stock and bonds issued 
by the associations, and doe* not relieve 
them from other stamp taxes. 

The ordinary notaries jurat is not re- 

quired to be signed. 
Certificate* of death, marriage and 

birth given in pursuance of the laws of 
the state requiring the collection of vital 
statistics as a basis of the administration 
of the public health laws, come within 
the exemption of section 17. 

The term "certificates of any descrip- 
tion uot otherwise specified in this act, 
but which are required by law," ha· 
caused more inquiries than any other 
one matter. It i· ruled that in order to 

subject any given certificate to tax it 
must be a certificate required by some 

municipal, state or national law. Certi- 
ficates in the exercise of state, municipal 
or governmental functions are exempt, 
but when an officer gives a certificate on 

his own private business it is subject to 
tax. 

Baggage forwarded by railroad com- 

pany or express, subject to extra charges, 
comes within the law requiring a stamp 
on bill of lading. 

Deeds signed, acknowledged and fully 
executed in June do not require a stamp 
even though delivered in July. 

As to mortgage», it is the general 
principle that a mortgage U not valid 
uuless admitted to registration. No 
mortgage should be admitted to regis- 
tration without the proper stamp affixed. 

A policy of insurance does not require 
the stamp until it is issued, or is offered 
as an insurance policy. The local 
agent can affix the stamp when the 
policy is presented to the cuatomer jusl 
as well as the general agent. A stam[ 
must be attached to premium notée ai 

1 well as to policies. 
Only purely co-operative or mutua 

1 fire insurance companies carried on bj 
1 the members for the protection of theii 

own property and not for profit an 

exempt from taxation. Assessment 

beneficiary life associations insuring 
their own members and not for profi 
come within the exemption provision 
Exemption given to fraternal beneficiary 
life associations applies also to fraterna 
beneficiary accident associations. 

An original lease requires a stamp 
No sump is required for copies of tlx 
lease issued at the same time as th 
lease. 

Reports of earnings and dividends d< 
not require stamps. 

Bonds given by persons appointed h; 
the court, such as guardians, receiver? 
assignees, executors, are taxable.

A SUGGESTION TO BUSY HOUSE- 
KEEPERS. 

I wonder how many housekeepers 
know tint cooked food three times · di? 
is by no means necessary to the health 
and well being of a family ? Two of the 
three meals a day may consist solely of 
fuit and milk, with results that In most 
cases will be not only satisfactory, but 
markedly bénéficiai. This Is no purely 
theoretic statement, but one based on the 
writer's personal experience, and sup- 
ported by that of a number of acquaint- 
ances. 

A few Tears ago I was under the ne- 

cessity or consulting a physician. My 
trouble, 1 may be allowed to state, was 

insomnia, my appetite and digestion 
both being good. To my surprise the 
doctor, a «ell-known New York prac- 
titioner, upon making a few inquiries, 
calmly informed me that I was in the 
habit of eating too much bread and 
meat, and that I most refrain from tak- 
ing either at breakfast or luncheon, and 
partake of them only in moderate quan- 
tities at dinner. The regimen he pre- 
scribed for me «as as follows : 

Breakfast, one or two glasses of milk, 
sipped slowly in the intervals of dress- 
ing, and a little fruit, preferably a 

banana or two. Luncheon, the same. 

Dinner, a «mall portion of meat, roast 
or brolled, one potato, one vegetable, 
fruit and cotlee. No soup, bread, pud- 
ding or pastry ! I was advised also to 
drink two glares of milk between break- 
fast and luncheon, and the same between 
luncheon and dinner, always taking care 

to consume it quite slowly, as otherwise 
It would he oitllcult of digestion. From 
three pints to two quarts a day is a fair 
allowance for an adult who adopts this 
regimen, but, if necesssrv, the quantity 
can be increased. 

I was extremely skeptlc*l as to the 
Nui* Ht which I was assured 1 would 
derive from this treatment, and was 

convinced that the meagre breakfast 
snd luncheon allowed me would prove 
quite inadequate to the strain on body 
tnd mind, consequent on regular édi- 
torial work. To my surprise, however, 
I discovered that my u*u»l «ubstantlal 
breakfast of fruit. porridge, bacon, toa«t 
md coffee, could be replaced without the 

«lightest inconvenience or unpleasant- 
ne«·, bv the simple banana ami pint of 
milk. For the latter menu, I confess, I 
had »t flr*t but smill relish. Following 
the physician's advice, however, I did 
μι go to the break fust table. where I 

nrglit easily h ,ve been tempted to dl«- 
otn \ orders, but partook of mv simple 
η past in uiy own room. I observed this 
rtginx n scrupulously for a period of 

three month·, and the result was entire- 
ly satisfactory. 1 never felt faint or hun- 

gry, was iiot once troubled with indiges- 
tion, aud uiy general health wa« better 
thtn it had teen for month* before. I 

eventually returned to my former evil 
way·, not from any necessity, or par- 
ticular craving fora change, but because 
in y lot bring cast for a time among 
-trangi rs, 1 preferred to conform to the 
cu»t« ms of the hou^e in which I was a 

guest. 
My experience, however, has taught 

me a le*«on of some value. I h-»ve the 

«atUfactory assurance that at any future 

time, «hen tou«eho)d or other emer- 

gencies may make the preparation of 
meals a s« rious drain on time or strength 
I can with perfect impunity, revert to 

my partial diet of fruit and milk, which 
involves no labor of preparation, and 
hut little cleaning up. 

in the case of a farnilv, if all the mem- 

tier* were amenable to reason, they 
might t>e induced to tnikc the experi- 
ment at least occasionally, thu« doing 
hwhv with half the domrslic responsi- 
bilities of the housekeeper's day. Where 
milk is plentiful, the «avlng would be 

enormous, but even at city prices, the 
increased supply of milk needed would 
>>e more than set off bv the saving of 
fuel, and the decrease in the butcher's 
and baker's bills. 

The woman who has nil her own work 
to do and a large family to care for. 
might well try this cxixritnrnt, as an 

• ccasionable saver of time and strength. 
It is e*|*rially adapted to the summer 

months when fruit and milk are cheap, 
and the labor of cooking most exhaust- 
ing. I cannot say whether a working- 
man would find sutliclenl sustenance in 
the fruit and milk diet, but for tho&e 
a ho do oflice or house w ork. It amply 
sutlices. 

Fruit may tu· iiongnt at me iowcbi 

prices In large quantities. A whole 
bur.ch of bannnas or κ cu*e of orange* 

ruay be ordered for family u«e. I>ried. 
*s well *« fresh fruit* may he introduced 
into th*· diet, hut not canned or preserv- 
ed fruit* unle»« eaten without bread or 

'•Ucult. 
It seems extraordinary that one can 

«ubslst wholly without bread or fari- 
naceous food of any kind, but having 
proved this to be the ease, I can no 

longer rrgard the -in-called staff of life 
as a necessity. After three months' 
complete abstinence from it, ray health 
wa* l>etter than ever before. 

I have personal knowledge of three 
other instances in which this treatment 

proved entirely successful, the *u»ijecle 
f«« Ing a di«tinguUh«*d New York journal- 
ist past 50, a society woman In her 30'·. 
and a hard working young reporter, 
none of whom suspended any of their 

ordinary occupations or experienced the 
«lightest ill effects from the sudden and 
radical charge of diet. 

There are. of course, per*on* who are 

unable to take milk in any form, but 
those who are, mty safely m^ke the ex- 

periment. Single tnen and women who 
live in lodgings w ill tind it a convenient 
and economical arrangement. Ttioe* 
who work in an olHce or shop can have 
a quart of milk delivered daily at their 

place of business, the sealed bottles be- 

ing most convenient for this purpose. 
A pint in the morning and the remainder 
in the afternoon can be taken in small 
qiuntities at intervals. 

If any reader doubts the value of this 
suggestion, I shall have pleasure in re- 

ferring him to the well-known physician 
from whom I first received it (and whose 
fee, If I remember rightly, was $3), but 
«uch as are willing to take the same ad- 
vice from one who followed it, and 
proved its wisdom, ate welcome to the 
information free of charge.—Americao 
Kitchen Magazine. 

RECIPES. 

LETT ICE SANDWICH. 

Select nice, teuder, crisp lettuce, wash 
and dry well, but do not make the saud- 
wiches until just before serving. 

Butter the bread and cover w ith the 
lettuce and spread a thin layer ol 
salad dressing on the other slice and 

press together tightly, fhit in halves, 
or cut into rounds before filling. Te*r 
the lettuce to fit the slices. When a rich 
mayonnaise is used it is not necessary 
to spread with butter, although many 
recipes call for it. 

CONTINENTAL SALAD. 

Select small, smooth tomatoes, cut 
from the centre of the top down nearly 
to the stem, through the skin and thick 
part only, dividing it Into six equal 
parts, and then cut each of these points 
half way down or more, away from the 
centre, leaving that like a ball of juicy 
pulp and seeds with these points opening 
out like petals. 

Arrange two or three delicate leaves 
of lettuce in a circle. Spread two table- 
spoonfuls of whipped cream dressing in 
the middle, lay a tomato oo the cream, 
and if you like put a triangle of cucum- 

ber between the petals. Mayonnaise may 
be used If you prefer; or a simple 
French dressing. 

WHIPPED CREAM DRESSING. 

Chill and whip half a plot of thick 
cream until stiff. Add gradually three 
tablespoons lemon juice, one teaspoon 
salt, one saltspoon each of paprika and 
black pepper ; and three tablespoons of 

grated horse radish. 

RASPBERRT TRIPLE. 

Steam one cup of rice in three cups ol 
milk till soft. Salt to taste, and let It 
dry off. PUe lightly on a platter, mak- 
ing a wall or border roend the edge. 
Fill the centre with freah raspberries, 
piling then higher than the rioe. 
Sprinkle with powdered sugar. Reserve 
one pint of the berries, mad», and strain 
the juice, sweeten to taste, and mix It 
with one c*p of cream.
