To the Edilor of the Press:
As the time of the meeting of the Fifty-
| fourth Legislature of the state approaches,
' there is naturally some interest respecting its

return to a stable currency new enterprises
will be set on foot, and our eity will move
forward as rapidly as is consistent with le-
gitimate business undertakings.

The fire of 1866 has not infrequently been
mentioned as a blessing in disguise. In a
sense it was, It tied up a large portion of
our capital .in handsome buaildings, suitable

The outlook is eminently encouraging.
The action of the Grand Trunk Railway on
the transportation question gives substantial
encouragement, and the opening of new
roads will largely add to our prosperity. The
Grand Trunk takes substantially the same
position toward Portland as the Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad toward Baltimore, giving
us all the advantages of our favorable geo-
graphical position. Our future was never
brighter.

Tue Springfield Republican has a letter
from Washington, probably written by Mr.
Bowles, the editor of that paper, in which
the author gives his views of the gplitical
sitaation at the national capital. He thinks
the opportunity to restore the Republican
party to the faith of the nation never was
more apparent, The better men of the party
fully appreciate the need of reforms, and are
ready to apply the remedies. He says: *“If the

Mr. Sherman said it was important that the

Mr. Sherman said e did not intend to reop-
en the debate on fisancial topics of the last ses-
sion, The Senate was com of the same

ns now, and it was idle to reopenit. It
was now less than three months from the time
of adjournment, and there was a general feel-
ing that Congress should do something. He
desired to say to the Senate that every word
and every line of this bill tended towards the
announcement in the title. The bill might fall
ghort in many particulars, but it was one which
demanded reasonable concessions from every
Senator. b 5

He then explained the various provisious of
the biM® and said that the first section provid-
ing for the redemption of fractional carrency
with coin, met the approval of both the Secre-
tary of the Tmasurﬂ and the President. The
second section, which repealed the law making
a charge of 1-3 of 1 per cent. for converling
standard gold ballion into coin, required a sac-
rifice on the part of the governmeut to the ex-
tent of $85,000 per annum, that being the
amount levied last year upon those who brought
coin, The third section provided for free bank-
ing. Under the present law banking is virtu-
ally free in some of the Western and Southern
sta.es, but in the great commercial centres of
the country it was not frece. This free banking
section, therefore, provided for the enlargement
of the volume of currency in case the business
of the country demanded it. Italso proposed
to redeem United States notes to the extent of
80 per cent. of the amountof the new bank
notes issned. The section did not propose eith-
er contraction or expansion of the currency,
leaving it to be governed by the business wants
of the communicy. The bill also provided am-
ple means to maintain and provide for specie
mum%ﬁon, and no Senater could doubt that,
if the bill became a law, specie payments would
be resumed on the first of January, 1879, IE
efforts should be made by Senatora to engraft
other questions on this bill they wonld lead to
its defeat, He reviewed the several plans for
specie resumption heretofore considered by the
Senate, and said he had been compelled to sur-
render his ideas in regard to resumption.

‘Mr. Schurz inqguired if the 80 per cent, legal
tenders redeemed were to be re-issued.

Mr. Sherman said that would be a question
for consideration four yearsfrom now, or as
soon as the amount of legal tenders shall be
reduced to $3,000,000. He did not think any-
thing should be said in this bill as to whether
that 80 per cent. shouald be destroyed or re-issu-
Noman knew how fastthe new notes
woald be issued, but_their issue wounld un-
doubtedly revive the business interests of the
country. Before the arrival of the time when
legal tenders are to be reduced to $300
one or two Congresses would bave met
appeared, and he thought it much better to
leave questions of destroying and re-issuing
that money to the future. - :

Continning his argument, he said it would
not be wise to introduce into this bill a contro-
versy which wonld destroy that unity by which
the good it contained would be accomplisbed.

Mr, Scharz said Congress ought to maks the
bill as clear as possible. The Senator (Sher-
man) knew from his own experience that if the
least loop-hole be left the Treasury might re is
sue thirty or forty miliions, as it did once be-

fore.

Mr. Thurman said the first and second sec-
tions of the bill were all right, but the third
section, he thonght, was very weak. This was
a bill of a great deal of omission, and the least
ﬁosaibie commission. For a year past there

ad been free banking in muny portions of the
country, and the consequence was that curren-
cy had increased about a million and a half dol-
lars. Pass this bill, and he ventured the asser-
tion that the increase of national bank curren-
cy in the next four years would not be over
$10,000,000, and the retirement of greenbacks
not over $8,000,000. The panic upon the coun-
try now was the result of the over-trading and
extravagance, till at last the bubble bursted and
there came a season of retrenchment and econ-
omy,

1n the history of this country it was shown
that the business of the country never revived
in a less period than four years after a panic.
Nothing but true economy and retrenchment
would set business in motion and make the
country prosperous. It could be not by tinker-
ing or by bills by which omitted everything and
contained nothing. He offered an amendment
as an additional section, ‘‘that from and after
June 30th, 1875, one-twentieth part of the cus-
toms daties shall be payable in United States
legal tender notes or in national bank notes,and
after Jupe 30th, 1876, one-eighth, and after
J u_r&e 30th, 1877, one-fifth part thereof may be
paid. :

Mr. Hamilton of Maryland said that one ef-
fect of this bill would be to ask the next Con-
gress to pass a law anthorizing the reissue of
the 80 per cent. redesmed, The next House of
Representatives would have a Democratic ma-
jority, and he did not want his party to be in
the way of temptation. (Laughter.) .

MECHANICS' COURSE.

Leeture by Rev. Dr, Hill.

—_—

Notwithstanding the storm last evening,
Mechanies’ Hall was filled to listen to & very
interesting lecture by Dr. Hill, upon ‘‘Three
Weeks in the Straits of Magellan.” The lec-
ture was illastrated by numerous maps and
charts, and was one of the best of the course.

He gave a brief sketch of the Hassler expe-
dition, which consisted simply of the govern-
ment, taking advantage of the coast surveys,
being obliged to send a new iron ship—the
Hassler—from Boston to Saa Franeisco, and
inviting Agsassiz and a few others to go with
her and make scientific observations by the
way. This pu_tY paid their own expenses, in-
cluding mess bills, and delayed the vessel only
four weeks in all, for their accommodation.
They touched and tarried at various points in
the West Indies and Sonth America, leaving
Boston Dec. 4, 1871, and reaching San Fran-
§ils°f'87n'h°'° the party disbanded, Aug.

He then gave a more detailed sketch of what
they saw and did during the three weeks in
which they werc passing through the Straits of
Magalbaens, and Smyth's Channels, from the
Atlantic to the Pacific. The great su
the E;\;ty had been the beauty of the scenery.
No book of travelers throngh that region had
prepared them for the multitude of snow-fields,
and especially of glaciers, which they saw,
from tho mid-point of the Straits to the end of
the channel. o lecturer thought that the

laciers had been unnoticed by the writers of

ks of travel in that region, for two reasons:
first, that they had gone at less favorable
seasons, when the ice was covered with _snow,
while the Hassler party were there in March,
at the close of the summer; secondly, that
some of these writers were not familiar with
the appearance of glaciers, and did not recog-
nize the delicate green tinge in the apBarent.
fields of snow, as indicating Jglaciers. One of
these glaciers they visited, and made a partial
exploration and measurement of it, It was a
river of solid ice, a mile and a half wide, avd
se hundred feet deep, moving, according
to the best measurements they could make,
about ten inches in twenty-four hours, down a
steep rocky bed. The rocks and trees about its
end made it evident that it fluctuated a little,
according to the character of the season, in the
distance t0 which it ed its terminal moraine
of gravel in winter, and melted back in sum-
mer. It was also evident that at some distant
epoch its average march in winter carried it
more than half a mile further, in fact, into the
Straits; and that at a still more distant e
its motion had been reversed by s great sheet
of ice pouring over the whole region from the
South Pole, northerly.

Of course no report of the lecture is possible,
since it was a densely crowded narrative of
twenty-one days incessant sight-seeing and ad-
venture, The climate, chan fn?orsridl_v a8 £u
go from east to wWwest, an wly in geing
from south to nerth;the vegetation, with i's
blue barberries, and  evergreen beeches; the
birds so fearless that a sailor walked up toa
wild goose and brought it on board, and so
numerous as to cover acres of gronnd complete-
]y frem sight; the winds so violent that a brook
of fair size trying to fall over a precipice was
repeatedly thrown straight up into the air, and
converted into a perpendicular fountain; the
native Fuegian, running stark naked till the
age of 12 or 14, and not much better afterward,
without any houses, or caves. or shelter, except
an otter skin, and a rude arbor beech
bonshs; and this in the south latitnde corres-
ponding to that of Labrador, altbough a milder
climate; tbese are a few of the interesting
points mentioned.

Tha lecture was illustrated by a large map of
the Straits, and by half 4 dozen sketches of
the scenery described.

LovAL LecioN oF MaiNe.—A pumber cf
the members of the Loyal Legion of this state
held a meeting at the Falmouth yesterday,
The meeting was entirely of a social nature,
and no business was transacted. The only
members present from out of the city were
Gen. Chamberlain of Brunswick, Gen. Smith
of Bangor, and Capt. Follinsbes of Lewiston.

The meeting adjourned to Monday evening,
when a larger attendance is hoped for. The
members will either unite with the Massa-
chusetts Commandery, or establish a State
Commandery.

MintiA  MaArrers.—General Chamberlain
and several members of his staff had an infor-
mal conference in this city yesterday, taking
into consideration the militia system of the
state, which is believed to be very faulty. Noth-
ing definite was agreed sgpon, but it is probable
that members of the staff will appear before
the Legislature next month to ask for some
modification of the present law. Itis claimed
that the law 1s cumbersome and contradictory
and that it leads to divided responsibility and
conflicting authority.

The Churches and Sunday Eyening En-
tertninments.

Mg. Epitor: The cry has gone forth al
over the land against Sanday theatres and con-
certs, and all good citizens rejoice; for what-
ever else we may say about Sunday, it is,
confessedly, a day of guiet rest, and an oppor-
tunity for worship. But are our churches
blameless in this regard? Let us see.

Two years ago some of our citizens ar-
ranged for Sunday evening preaching at City
Hall. Allthe expenses were paid by private
subscription, even to the printing of the
hymns. Several clergymen preached, in their
iurn, and always to a vast audience of hushed
and reverent hearers, hungering for the
peculiar peace and plenty that always come
upon vast concourses of worshipers.

Business Notes.

The Lewiston Machine Company bave de-
clared a semi-annual dividend of four per cent.,
payable on and after Jan, 1st.

The value of Maine's erops this year is esti-
mated at $27,683,186; 1,806,300 tons of hay were
cut, and 3,020,071 bushels of potatoes were
raizsed.

So the
amount of lumber sent out can fairly be given
at 40,000,000 feet.

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The subjoined interesting account of the
traits and customs of the Aborigines in
Maine in the early part of the eighteenth
century, is extracled from the History of
Wells and Kennebunk, now in press:

In concluding this chapter, it may be well
to add some account of the Indians, with
whom our predecessors were specially ac-
quainted; the author has known and had
frequent conversation with men who, living
in their neighborhood, were thoroughly
acquainted with their geculiar characteris-
tics, It may be thought by some of our
readers that the spirit cherished toward
them was not consistent with the relations
which they were bound to maintain, While
we cannot but heartily condemn the various
agencies by which, from year to year, their
characters were moulded, we cannot flnd it
in our hearts to complain of the people of
the last century, for their enmity toward
these natives. iney were here a large part
of the warmer seasons, living and having
their homes among the settlers. Some of
them dwelt on the north side of Gooch's
creek, near where the road now passes; here
were about twenty wigwams. Another com-
muunity of six or seven wigwams lived on
Great Hill and Grandfather's neck, and a
third, a small distance below Larrabee’s fort,
where there were three or four wigwams.
These structures were made of small sticks of
wood about twelve feet long, standing upon
or driven into the ground, in a circular form,
inclining inward at the top, leaving only a
small for the escape of the smoke, and
covered with brush, clay, skins, or anything
else atlainable, 10 make them tight and
warm.

The whele Indian population in Wells was
about one bundred and sixty; they were of
different tribes, according to the division
made by etbnologists, but classed under the
general name of Abnekis, Whether they
were of the Saco, Picracket, Kennebee, Pe-
nobscot, Norridgewock, or some other classi-
fication, we cannot determine, In ancient
times, the people here were not accustomed
to make any distinctions; they were all In-
dians, or say: Tom Wawa, or Wahau-
nay, was the leading Sagamore, having his
home on Great Hill. The inhabitants called
him the king; he was well known to the
whites; entered freely into conversations;
visited their houses, and was well acquainted
with their various employments and habits
of life; and thus gathered all the information
necessary to aid him in any subsequent raids
upon them. He was not the Hopewood, as
some have supposed, who died long before
this time, for he lived several years after the
Lovewell fight, in which he was second in
command, Like most of the Indians who
dwelt among the English, he was addicted to
the free use of intoxieating liqnors; and
while savage by nature, he was made much
more so by its frequent use. He was in the
habit of beastly iutoxication, as were all the
Indians then commorant in chis vicinity.

It was with these wild savages that the
peopie of Wells had been involved in the ter-
rible war of which we have given an account.
While dwelling them, familiar with
their houses and families, enjoying a social
intercourse, and manifesting toward them
the kindest friendship, suddenly their hearts
would overflow with malice, and they would
be found wreaking out their vengeance upon
them in relentless torture, and cruelties the
most revolling. Wawa was the Jeader in
the aitack on the Darrell family; he was,
we suppose, well acquanted with all the mem-
bers; yet he and his treacherous band counld
in the absence of the father, cruelly murder
his wife and children, and soon afterward re-
turn and dwell among the people, as if they
had no agency in their death., They could
one day exhibit all the innocence ofa true
and honest friendship toward their white
neighbors, and the next, without provoca-
tion, but merely from the promplings of an
infernal spirit, riot in their blood.

This trait of Indian character, the sudden
vibration from apparent ﬁ:ien&shlp to the
most malignant and cruel hatred, without
provocatio,is entirely inexplicable and with-
out parallel among other nations, There can
be no mistake as to the fact; our informants,
as well acquainted. with them as with their

, in all our conversations with
them, recognized this as a marked feature of
the Indian character. In every-day life they
were associating with them, and could re-
count all their names as well as those of the
white men ; and While thus dwelling together
in apparent harmony and peace, all at once
the ‘would become sullen, and discon-
tinue their associations; and thea would be
seen grinding their knives and making prepa-
rations for renewal of hostilities. And
yet there was another remarkable feature of
this peculiar Indian polity; they never thus
transformed themselves from friends to ene-
mies without giving notice, so that all might
take heed to i lves and their property;
like those men who are subject to spells of

insanity, who eonfident that the Emi
mkeouﬂng% upon them, warn their imdzto
take pro t;nmbni wglrd against in-
jury. ’Igne: abit of giving this notice was in-
variable; whenever they came in from gheir
raids they | near their wigwams a pile
of stones,in a conical form, two or three
feet highs~ So long as this pile remained they
were at peace with the tes; but when war
was to be renewed, it was thrown open.
They were never guilty of a violation of the
armistice signified by this monument.

There is another fact which we are unable
to reconcile with the general history of the
relation of our tathers to. the aborigines of
the country ; our knowledge of that portion
of the tribe who were accustomed to abide in
this vicinity, is derived from men who were
contemporary with, and dwelt among them;
sothat we ate confident and well assured of
what we affirm. These hostilities, we are in-
formed, were meyer continued more thana
month or six weeks at a time. We know
that the wars continued many years; and no
history which 'we have seen speaks of any
such suspensions of arms, or such intermit-
tent wars, as this fact suggests, We shall at-
tempt no solation of this problem ; but recog-
nizing the fact as stated by our informants,
we do not understand why these savages,
who could thus suddenly break up their
homes and slay the inhabitants. should not
have been regarded as murders, and disposed
of as criminals of that character always have
been, instead of being suflered to dwell
among them unmolested. =

When the Indians returned thus to their
homes, and raised the pile of stones, they
seemed to be overjoyed that hostilities had
ceased; they came to the houses of their old
friends, with faces as radiant with joy as
though they had been long absent from the
scenes of their former attachments, and had
returned innoeent of all iniquity. Almost
the first thought was, of music, and dancing
with those on whom the day before they
would have inflicted the most merciless
cruelties. They seem to have been iaflu-
enced by some principles or motives of which
we have no knowledge.

But thils strange development of character
was not universal. There was one among
them who seemed to have more of the spirit
of civilized mau. Ambereuse, living in one
of the wigwams on Mousam river, was a man
of peace; never manifesting any propensities
for strife and war, but always desiring to live
on friendly terms with the white men.” He
was never known to have any agency in war,
He said he did not like war. Whenever his
companions deserted their wigwams for their
direlul work, he remained at home; and
though the pile of stones was l|i1rm:tmuad, he
continued his associations with the settlers
as intimately as it peace was undisturbed,
We suppose he was of the number of those
who were then denominated “praying In-
dians.” This friendly Indian lived here till
1752, when he removed to South Berwick.
Sullivan in his History of Maine says: “There
came to Berwick an Indian named Amberuse,
with his wife. He said he hated war, and
only wanted to live where he conld make his
brooms and baskets and live in peace. Ile
remained there for several years and then re-
moved te the Kennebec.”

As stated before, the Indians had but a
summer residence here. During the sum-
mer months, for the most part, they subsist-
ed on clams,fwhich were then very abundant,
‘When unsuccessful in the pursuit of game,
these farnished the necessary supply for all
their wants. They had numerous canoes,
vet they were not in the habit of fishing be-
yond the mouth of the rivers. Salmon, shad
and alewives abounded in the streams, and
at the Mousam Falls great quauntities were
taken. heaps of clamshells used to
show themselves in the vicinity of their wig-
wams,

The food which was most highly prized by
them was the deer, which at the time of
which we are speaking had begun to dimin-
ish. The progress of the settlement, and the
clearing of the forests had tended to drive
them inland. Yet they were still to be found
in considerable numbers, and every capture
was a source of much joy; not merely for the
food secured, but because of the exciting
scenes which followed. Every one hae heard
ot the Indian pow-wow. It was set up here
on all occasions of rejoicing; and especially
when they had been suecessful in the chase.
One grand object of the pursuit of the deer
was, lo obtain their hoofs, these rendering
important service in earrying on the pow-
wow. A large number of them was required
for each indinidual. When the deer was
killed, the hoofs were taken off, and prepared
for use by removing all the interior sub-
stances, and leaving nothing but the shell or
horn. They were then dried by exposure to
the sun, and being thoroughly siccated, were
strung upon scme kind of acord for use in
the savage frolic. As another part of their
paraphernalia on these occasions, they were
provided with strings of beads, about the size
of robins' egzs, When they had met with
any unusual success, or any joyous event oc-
curred, they organlzed and prepared for the
pow-wow. The hair was shaved entirely
trom one side of the head, which was then
painted, one part red and the other blue, and

tied round the legs just above the ankle, each
person wearing two strings; thus equipped,
they began the pow-wow. This was per-
formed by jumping and shaking (for the pur-
pose of rattling the deer-horns, which censti-
tuted the music,) bellowing, hallooing, roar-
ing, and other noisy vociferations, incapable
of deseription ; altogether making, as I have
been told by those who had witnessed these
frolics, a most awful melody; this was con-
tinued till closed by the exhaustion of the
participants,

These Indians seemed to have no idea of a
God. There was nothing in their action which
looked like worship, or which indicated any
sense of dependence on a higher power.
They had become wofully corrupt; those who
lived in those days concurred in the jngg-
ment that they were desperately wicked.
The only answer to the enquiries as to their
worship which we could draw from those
who furnished the foregoing facts was, that
“they worshipped no other but the dev-
il, and him they served constantly*”’

the much-mooted question whether or not
Bret Harte is a poet. Those who hold that he
is will trinmphantly point to *‘Concepcion de
Arguello’® and to “For the King” with its
suggestion of Browning. While those who de-
ny to him the divine afflatus will depreciating-
1y mention that very unsatisfactery and pro-
saic “Ghost that Jim Saw,” and other bits of
verse quite as poor. The collection embraces
poems of as decided merit as any ihat he has
written. Those who hold that that jeux
desprit, “The Heathen Chinee,” was the con-
summate flower of his poetical genius, will very

ikely think that Mr. Harte's powers are fail-
ing. Those who know how much better work
he has done than in the dialect poem which
first made him famous, will see no marks of
