Tue programme of the Hamlin men is to
swarm the state ecapital with officials, and
force the senatorial caucus Thursday or Fri-
day night, the first week of the session. As
the ballot does not take place until Tuesday,
the 19th, wouldn't it be well to wait a week
ormore? Don’t attempt to carry the Legis-
lature by storm. Let the members have time
to consider.

Tae silver product of the eouritry has in-
creased very rapidly since 1858, and is now
nearly as great as the gold product. In 1873
the gold mined was $36,000,000 and the sil-
ver $35,780,000. The new silver lode in Ne-
vada, of which such wonderful stories are
told, promises to add immensely to the pro-
duct. Mr. Sharon, who is part owner of the
mine, estimates that it will “pan out” $300,
000,000.

PrussIiA is using the text books in her
public schools as a means to further her
schemes of territorial aggrandizement, A
new official geography states that among the
territorial changes to which Europe will soon
havs to submit is the extension of Germany
by the annexation of Switzerland, Holland,
Belgium, Luxembourg, Lichstenstein, and
what little is left of Denmark. This territory
has an area of 63,225 square miles,and a pop-
ulation of 13,440.283,and makes a very hand-
gome property.

A xEw state,under the protection of Tur-
key, is forming on the eastern shores of the
Caspian Sea. The Mahometans in European
Russia number abeut two million and a half
souls. They are settled chiefly in the Crimea
and have hitherto been exempt from military
service. The new conscription spares no
able-bodied men, and as the Mahometans
prefer moving to fighting under the Giaow:
banner, they are fast deserting Russia and
settling on the Caspian Leyond her jurisdiie-
tion. Tbe Crimea is said fo be almost, de-
populated.

Ix another column we give in full the re-
marks of Hon. J. H. Burleigh in the House
of Representatives, last Tuesday, daring the
consideration of the naval appropriation bill
in Committee of the Whole. The facts set
forth so plainly by Mr, Burleigh will com-
mand general attention, coming, as they do,
from a Republican KRepresentativa in fall
sympathy with his party and zealous to carry
out in good faith its pledges. The evils of
which Mr. Burleigh complains have been go-
ing on the past thirty years and are no more
now than at any other period. It is, how-
ever, the system of ccrruption which is de-
moralizing the public service and creating
wide spread disgust among the best men in
the party. It would not have been parlia-
mentary for Mr, Burleigh to have declared
that these sinecurists at the Kittery Navy
Yard are Mr. Hamlin’s henchmen; that the
“influence at the other end of of the capi-
tol” which strove to retain the chiefest of
them, was Mr. Hamlin’s influence, and that
the same gentleman was the “source’ of the
request which the Secretary of the Navy
could not disregard, when asked to take care
of the man whose office had been abolished.
This is the system, gentlemen of the Legis-
lature, which youn are asked to perpetuate in
the re-election of Mr. Hamlin. Do you think
the Republican party can stand 1t? Is it
honest and right? Isn’t it a great deal like
dishonesty to maintain one’s friends at the
public expense ?

Current Notes.

“Van” telegrapbs from Washington to the
Springfield Republican of the finance bill:—
“The hard money Republicans of New Eng-
land and New York in the house of represen-
tatives have not yet decided what to do.
Hawley of Connecticut frankly avows his
hearty dislike to some parts of the measure,
but he may vote for it for the sections which
he does like,”

Unless Mr. Irwin tells us frankly what he
did with this money we must assume that he
has it in his pocket, and that his attitude is
that of a confessed and contented blackmail-
er. There is no avoiding this dilemma. Un-
til this confession is clearly, fully and cir-
cumstantially given, Mr, Irwin must aceept
the severest condemnation, and as a witness

Mr. Hale remarked that he did not see what
this matter of sinecures had to do with the con-
tingent fund which was for stationery, print-
ing, examining boards, rent, furniture, and a
hu_nd:ed other matters, to which Mr. Barleigh
replied that the sinecure mentioned by him was
paid on a separate pay roll and from the eon-
tingent fund. Mr. Hale further said that the
jtem had been cat dewn $25,000 within the
past two years and the Secretary asked for a
larger sum buil the Appropriation Committee
thought best to keep it at $100,000.

Pending the item appropriativg $1,500,000
for the bureaa of steam-engineering, Mr, Baur-
leigh moved to strike out the last word in or-
der that he might make some remarks.

I maingain that the abbrevi-
ation of that portion of the bill is in the in-
terest of contractors. We to-day have a Secre-
tary of the Navy; good, honest, intelligent offi-
cers in the Navy; constructors and skilled me-
chanies to lay out the work, men that have
learned their trade in the navy yards, and of
superior skill—a perfect organization. But as
an appendage, for & tail [ may say, we have
the contractors, The trouble is that the con-
tractors are winding around the whole body.

On this I bave a little story to tell, and now
is the right time to tell it. Last wioter s mem-
ber of the Committee on Naval Affairs re-
ceived a letter from a contractor at the Kit-
tery navy-yard, claiming that a constructor
from another yard and the head of a Bureau
had received many presents of different

kinds for contractors, that he had paid
them 000 for their influence with
tho Navy Department vo bay a timber-bend-

ing machine of him, now in Boston. The let-
ter was withdrawn during the recess by re-
quest of the party sending it, and acknow -
ment made that they were not right when 1
first letter was sent. The first contract by this
Mr. Griffeths was to complete the new sloop of
war building at Portsmouth. During the re-
¢ ess he receives an extra $4000 for completing
her and £2000 for launchiog her—a ship of six
hundred tons—with all the facilities of the yard
at his command, and he says there was a mis-
take in his sending the letter; and now what is
the result? The man had contracted to com-
rlem the shl‘;; At first he gets four prices to
aunch her; he gets $4000 to complete the ship
again; and now he has a contract, as [ under-
stand it, under which they agree to give him
$23,000 to go on with her, and he does not
agree in that contract to complete the ship; he
does not geem to be bound to do anything bus
have money.

I maintain that the whole abbreviation of
this portion of the bill, the leaving out the
items, 1s in the interest ofjcontractors. In the
Kittery navy yard, now practically closed, only
one carpenter and two laborers are at work in
construction, where they let this ship out, there
my sinecure man is, and his brothers, four of
them, receiving $20 a day, or about that sum,
besides other sinecures and clerks that are re-
ceiving large sums, with foremen and leaders.
The laboring men are turned out of the yard,
when the organization of the Bureau of Con-
struction, one of the seven Bureaus, costs 85,-
000 per month, becaunse tbere is no money for
them—and new men outside get contracts, aml
work the cheapest men they can; and this sine-
care man and his henchmen, with others, are
staying there under full pay, drawing their pay
from the government, and the hardest work
they have to do is to go to the yard and come
awayagain. This thing has been earried on
there until the management of the yard, in the
face of promises of retrenchment and reform
of the party by the party, has become a stench
in the nostrils of all good men in_the vicinity.

Now, sir, I bave said whbat I want to say
about this bill. I meanto try to clean my own
dowicile aud be ready for the next tenant. 1
understand that the House does not sustain me
in what I have said; it did not on the other
proposition; but I predict that the time will
come when members will find out, as I believe
I have found out, what the coutraction from a
hundred lines to one paragraph of twelve lines
in this part of the bill, calling for so much
money, is for. I withdraw my amendment.

Then what did they do? Th:& ut this moni-
tor urn the drE:nok. took m plating
and sheathed . with boards, out her
twelve engines and her turrets and all her
works ‘and landed m_upon_the dock and
then towed her hulk to Chester, Pennsylvania.
They are mow loading schooners with the
works of that monitor, all mixed up togetber
irln t:mfu.slon. her engines, her‘boilci..:u, all:di h:r
plating, preparatory to removing the whole to
Chester, Pﬁl“{l“aﬂiﬂ. My lnﬁnd from Maine
knows, or it is known, that the ship-builders of
Maine make draughts of ships they intend to
build, and from tbese make molds and get out
their frames and transport them to Maine and
build ships on them. The Secretary of the
Navy does different. He sends his materials
for building his vessels away from nayy yards
having all the materials, tools, and skilled
workmen to build them out to Pennsylvania to
get iron frames for them, when the draughts
and measures of the frames could be sent well,
and with hight expense, and the frames re-
turned at light expense to the place where all
the materials are on hand to bnild and furnish
the ship. It islike a man who, wanting a suit
of ucderclothing from Chester, should go there
himself instead of sending his measure and
have the clothes sent him. This is the econo-
my of the navy.

Yesterday, after my card sgpeared in the
Picayune, 1 was called upon by a friend of
Jewell who demanded of me an abject apology
for the card, which I declined to make. Later
in the da the affair was confided to our re-

ve friends. They metat 8 o’clock last
evening and agreed that Jewell and myself
should fight in Alabama on Mouday morning,
the weapous to be duelling pistols and distance
ten Jlaees. These terms haviog been accepted,
I did not, of course, apprehend an attack, es-
cially not from any one ccnnected with the
ulletic. My understanding of such matters
is that antagonists, pending & meeting, should
be courteous, and I was just on the eve of tip-
ping my hat to Mr. Byerly, in front of whom
two ladies were walking, the street being
crowded, when he struck me with a heavy
stick on the head,inflicting & wound two inches
long over the left temple, extending back from
the forehead, He struck me three times when
I clinched with him, in the meantime taking
my knife out of wmy pocket, with my arms
around his shoulders, I got my hands to-
etlier and opeved the knife. Just then T felt
%ya;ly falling on me. Soon after we fell a
polieeman took the knife out of my band and
some of the crowd pulled Byerly off.

The report of the referee was not published until
Dec. 22, 1870; the delay having been occasioged by
iliness in bis family and by the neccesity of at-
tention to official duties as Clerk of Courts. There
was also testimony fending to show consent to such
delay on the part of sald Cutter and of defendant.
The report of the referee, when made, was in favor
of the plaintift and was for the sam of $10,024, with
