Light in the East.

The friends of the Republican parly every-
where will rejoice to know that Judge Peters
has consented to permit his name to be used
in the senatorial campaign. This probably
ensures Mr. Hamlin’s defeat and the final
breaking down of the regime which has be-
come so distasteful to the Republicans of
Maine. The great popularity of Judge Peters
in the eastern part of the state guarantees a
strong support in Mr, Hamlin’s own personal
stamping ground, and his freedom from all
complications with the cliques and rings,
which are such obstructive parasites upon
the party, commend him to the good graces
of all men who are willing to stand for the
party against its internal foes. It is hardly
necessary to give any account of Judge Peters
to the people of Maine. He has long been
well known as a lawyer of great eminence In
private practice and as Attorney General, as
a brilliant and efficient representative of the
fourth distriet for three terms in Congress,
and, later, as a dignified, discreet and able
incumbent ot a seat on the Supreme Bench
of Maine. He would honor himself and his
state in the Senate of the United States,

Keep the Party Pledge.
Two cabinet officers, Messrs. Bristow and

Jewell, are doing their utmost to redunce the,

expenditures of their respective depart-
ments, the Treasury and the Postal, If let
alone, they will accomplish a great reform
and save the tax-payers several millions an-
nually. Should they receive the co-operation
of Congress, the expenditures of the govern-
ment might be reduced several millions more.
If they fail in the accomplishment of their
plans, it will be because Republican Con-
gressmen and politicians combine to oppose
them. Already there comes the report that
Becretary Bristow 1s meeting with a great
deal of opposition in his efforts to reform the
administration of the custom houses. He
has, however, succeeded in having a handred
and twenty useless officials removed from the
New York custom house. At Philadelphia.
where forty useless officials are reported, he
has not been so successful, the discharge
having been postponed by the persistent in.
terposition of Congressmen from that local-
ity, whose henchmen the unnecessary forty
undoubtedly are.

The people who are demanding these re-
forms have been led to helieve that General

istow is not of that order of cabinet offi-
cers who ate reached by “‘influences which it
is difficult to withstand” when these influ-
ences are the requests of senators to retain
their worthless henchmen, They believe
that Gen. Bristow does not recognize that
the maintenance of useless officers is any one
of the purposes for which the government
was established. They have reason to be-
lieve that he believes that the affairs of the
government, should be managed on strict
business principles, that castom houses and
navy yards and government works are not
asylums for the care of any class of depend-
ents, but places in which there should be
efficient and honest men employed, suffi-
cient in number to transact the public busi-
ness by working the same number of hours
each day as men outside in private business.
The observing people believe that the Secre-
tary of the Treasury regards the paying of
salaries to senatorial or other henchmen who
render the government no service, or evem
inadequate service,as only a roundabout kind
of dishonesty, and little better in fact than
direct robbery by those who directly or indi-
rectly participate in it. Consequently the
people are looking to him and Postmaster
General Jewell to carry out the reforms they
have begun. :

It is difficult to conceive how the average
Congressman can be so blind to passing
events and so deaf to the warnings of the re-
cent elections as to believe that his inter-
est lies in obstructing the work which Secre-
tary Bristow and others have begun. Does
he forget that the people are more nuwmer-
ous than sinecurists retained at the public
expense? Does he forget the pledges the
party has made to the country to conduct its
business with economy? Does he not see
in the elections of last November the evi-
dences that the people are tired of promises
of reform and economy which are only half
kept or not at all? Admit that the Repub-
lican Congresses have abolished effices by the
thousand since the war, and reduced the ex-
penses of the government, there is yet a great
work todo in the direction of economy.
Nor is it any excuse to urge that the Democ
racy would not have done so well. The fact
ig, the Republican party is a better organiza-
tion than that'of their opponents, and its
action in any respect should not be judged by
the standard of a party whose inspiring mot-
to is, ““To the victors belong the spoils.”

Let us hope for the good of the country,
for the future welfare of the Republican par-

.ty, that our Maine Congressmen will unite
with Messrs Bristow and Jewell in puiting
the service of the federal government in
Maine on an efficient and economical footing.
By so doing they will merit and receive the
approbation of the people so that when the
time for re-election comes round they will not
need henchmen or be obliged to sead federal
officials to “‘take care’ of this or that caucus
or summon them to assemble at Augusta, to
“influence” the representatives of the people
to re-elect the senatorial aspirant who gives
them bread at the expense of the nation.

Our New York Letter.

The Finance Bill-A Move in the Right
Direction—Another Deluded Usngress-
man—The recently Deeeased Newspa-
per—H and Dish st Jonrnalism.

New Yors, Dec, 28, 1874,

The new finance bill is a step in the right
direction, at all evemis, Considering the
diversity of opinion prevalent in the ranks of
the majority, it was as much as could be ex-
pected. The country has got to be educated
up to a thorough comprehension of the neces”
sities of the situation, and while that process
is going on, it will be well if we prevent bad
legislation, without being toc particalar as to
attaining the best. That must come by and
by. It is hardly to be expecied that new
banks will be created to issne the additional
hundred millions necessary to ensare the
wished for reduction of legal tenders to three
hundred millions, but it is something 1o have
Congress admit that such a reduetion ought
to take place. Itisalong time to wait for a
resumption of specie payments—five years—but
if we can once get the principle established
that it is necessary to resume, we have gog
started cn the right road, rongh though it be
and slow the facilities of conveyanece. It is
not a very great while ago since some men of
note and standing were in the habit of ridi-
culing the idea of a return to specie payments,
as an old fogy notion, which the Republic had
entirely outgrown. It is a point gained to
have that delusion cured. There are influen-
tial men in and out of public life who cling
pertinaciously to the theory that government
notes are the best sort of carremey, and that
there is no need of making any provision for
their redemption, inasmuch as they are se-
cured by the pledge of all the property in the
United States. The inflationists of the Demo~
cratic party are intent on making this a polit-
ical issue 1n the next Presidential campaign,
There will be some difficulty in reconciling the
conflicting views of the leaders, east and west,
on this momentous question but the Republi-
cans have done wisely in agreeing upoa a pol-
icy which will have the effect of throwing upou
the Democracy the responsibility of perpet-
uating an irredeemable and depreciated cur-
rency. Eschewing details about which it
would be impossible to expect unity of thought
and sction they have taken the initiative in
support of two propesitions which constitute
the very essence of financial restoration. They
are inter-dependent and indisp ble te a
fina! solution of the great problem which in-
volves the honor and prosperity of the country,
The Secretary of the Treasury and the Comp-
troller of the Currency have shown with great
clearness of statement and force of reasoniog
that the retirement of some twenty per cent of
the outstanding legal tender notes must pre.
cede resumption. The pendiog bill recognmizes
the correctness of this theory, and whether ths
result ean be attained by the plan it embodies,
or not, the party stands committed to the prin-
ciple and maust sustain it by more effective
action in the future,should the present prove in-
adequate. It isa gratifying sign to see Repub-
lican senators interchanging counsels, surren-
dering individnal preferences and trying with
honest purpose to lift the country out of the de-
pression and stagnation occasioned by the pre-
vailing sense of uncertainty in respect to the
safety and stability ot the circulating medinm-
The caucus system is the only thing which can
keep a great party together. Those who de-
claim against it, are either moved by the wish
to destroy the power of political organizations,
or elso they take an extremely superficial view
of affairs, The right of private judgment
must have snitable limitation, in order to main-
tain the harmony and usefulness of a great
body of men, banded together for common ob-
jects, but as a matter of eourse, widely diver-
gent as to the methods by which the highest
good may be accomplished.

The “press gag” humbug bhas immesbed
another distinguished vietim within its drag
net. The last martyr is our own representativ
at large, Mr. Lyman Tremain. Undaunted by
the fate of hLis predecessors in the same dan-
gerous field for the tillage of buncombe, be
threw a sop to the Bohemian cerberus in the
shape of a bill virtually making libel a privi-
leged right. Instead of getting thanks for his
pains, the head centre of tha libeMous fraterni-
ty was so shockingly ungrateful as to set about
throwing mud at the unfortunate member who
had made such a sacrifice of manhood and
aignity to ingratiate himself in his fasor. The
assailed party made the matter worse by intro-
dueing it Into the House asa priviliged ques-
tion, Answering a newspaper attack is about
the most absurd thing an aggrieved man can
undertake. The aggressor has the advantage
of a steam power press, constantly at his com-
mand, and is not restricted by any obligation to
respect the rales of fairness or truth. The con-
sequence is that he uot only adheres to his
calumny, but fortifies it by new statements, in
which he makes up in vigor of rhetorie, what-
ever deficiency way arise from his paucity of
facts. But this is not the least of the embar-
rassments of Mr, Tremain’'s position. He 15 a
lawyer of uo mean repute, and if he had ever
examined the Poland amendment with suffi-
cient care to nnderstand its meaning soad in.
tent, he would have discovered, What is plain
enough in its text, viz., that it relates simply
to the punishinent of crimes and misdemean-
ors committed against federal law. Now as
theve is no federal statute making libel a crime,
that is an offence which cannot be punished
under the obnoxious amendment. It is strange
that even the newspaper craft should bave so
generally overlooked this point, but itis still
more incomprehensible that it should have ese
caped the attention of any man of average
standing in the legal profession. Of course
every Congtessman who has sought to curry
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contains no provision whatever affecting near-
Iy or remotely the liberty of the press to de-
fame any maun public or private, no matter
how grossly, or in what entire absence of prov-
ocation, will expose himself to popular derision
as s00n &8 an accurate definition’of the law can
reach the public ear, amid the noise and bal-
100 of these crazed times.

The comments which have been made upon
the early demise of the N. Y, Republic have
been based upon the erroneous idea or willful
misrepresentation that it was in some sort an
“‘organ” of the administration. In reality, it
was the personal adventure of an over-sanguine
gentleman, who, while intensely devoted to
maintaining the ascendency of the Republican
party, was at extreme variance with the Presi-
dent and his Cabinet on the paramount ques
tion of finance, and on the only occasion on
which he sought to speak oracularly from a
partisan standpoint, announced views diamel-
rically opposed to those entertaimed by the Ex-
ecative and the Treasury Department. A
more apposite illustration of the inutility of
organs is to be found in the experieuce of Mr.
Jay Gould, who invested so large a sum of
money in the purchase of a controlling interest in
the Tribune. That his stock speculation might
be abetted by the careful employment of its
money articles in his service, he endeavored Lo
keep his ownership in the concern a profound se-
cret. It has, however, become so generally un-
derstood that it is his paper, that it may ham-
mer away at a corporation for months withont
affecting its shares perceptibly. The Times, per
contra, which is conceded to be an independent
sheet, and subservient to thejprivate interestsjof
no individual or clique, bas such a prodigioas in-
fluence thatin the case of the Pacific Mail Co.,
its expositions caused a decline of twenty per
cent. on the stock within a few days. Time
was when the Tribune was a power in the com-
mumty. At present it is utterly impotent
among readers of ordinary iutelligence. 1ts of-
fensive personalities, its transparent mendaci-
ty, its impudent assumptions, and its habitual
ill temper and spleen, have reduced it to such
an equivocal rank in journalism that its asser-
tions are of no more account than those of the
pumerous flash newspapers which trade in
scandal and support a precarious existence by
retailing the gossip of the town.

“gugar of milk,” the youth swallowed itat
once and sat down to die. To the surprise of
the clerk he showed every indication of poison-
ing, and he thinks had he not told him of the
harmless nature of the portion he would have
died from mere imagination.

A man from the United States opened a
drinking saloon in Vietoria, Vancouver's
Island, and his first hour's experience was
lively. Six Indians filed in with great gravity.
One of them took a position at the right of the
proprietor, behind the bar, with an uplifted
scalping knife, and another stood at his left
with a musket. A third poured sixjtumblers of
whiskey, and the fluid was silently run down
six throats. Then the solemn customers filed
out without a word,leaving the man prejudiced
against a rush of Indian patronage.

MANCHESTER, Dec. 28,—A man giviog his
pame as 0. Bailey, claiming to be largely en-
gaﬁed in crushing quartz in Placerville, Cal.,
and to have arrived in New York city on the
18th inst., reached this city on Tuesday last and
immediately contracted with 8. C. Forsaith &
Co., of this city, merchants, for a lot of ma-
chipery, amounting to $1690, to be shipped to
California. JIn payment he gave a draft on
Duncan, Sherman & Co., of New York city,
bankers, who deny all knowledge of Bailey,
and say he has no credit at their banking house.
At his  botel, just before leaving this city for
Vermont, he represented to Forsaith -he had
dropped his pocket book containing his money,
and requested that Forsaith telegraph Dunean,
Sherman & Co, to send him some money. On
theso representations he obtained a loan of $30,
iving his check on his New York bankers as
Eef He left this city Thursday, and Satur-
day City Marshal D. A. Simons started in pur-
suit of him and on Sunday, at 1 o’clock, arrest-
ed him in Montﬁelier, returning to this city
this afternoon with his prisoner. It has since
been ascertained that he swindled Swain, Tar-
bine & Co. of Lowell, in the same way, their
bill for machinery being $2400. Before the ar-
rival of Marshal Simons in Montpelier, be had
rurcra’md machinery of lhetLagggglanuf_'actut-
ng Company amounting to , paying in
fag ed drafts on Duncan, Sherman & Co., as
ore. He also obtained loans of money in
Lowell, the same as in Manchester, gi\'iniz his
check in payment. He is about 20 years o d, of
fine address, and carries with him a large
amount of tracts and other religious publica-
tions. in Montpelier yesterday he took a prom-
inent part in the exercises of one of the relig-
ious societics.

A $12,000 Burglary in Boston.

Boston, Dec. 28.—Some time between Sat-
urday night and this morning the jewelry store
of George W. Dearborn & Co., 165 Washington
street, was forcibly entered and robbed of gold
watches, diamonds and other articles of value
of upwards of $12,000. The discovery of the
robbery was made by the clerk who opened the
store this morning.

_ + The Pacific Mail Investigation.

NEw York, Dec. 28.—The sub-committee of
the Ways and Means began their session this
morning in the Fifth Avenue Hotel,

Mr. Cole, president of the American Ex-
change Bauk, was the first witness examined,
in reference to the deposites made by Mr. Ir-
win in the bank. He testified that on the 20th
of May last two sirangers entered the Ameri-
can Exchange Banlk, and one of them present-
ed a check for 815,000, signed by Col. Irwin,
He asked the presenter of the check what his
pname was, but this he refused to disclose, Tha
amount was paid and the parties left, followed
by a messenger, who saw them enter the Park
Bank. On sending to the Park Bank, Mr.
CUole found that the man who drew the check
from the American Exchange Bank gave his
name as King, and stated he was post-
master of the House of Representatives at
Washington. Another snm of $75,000 was
drawn from the Marine Bauk on a checkfor
the amount on the same day. Of the $390,000
paid on that day $19,000 was paid by certified
checks and the remainder in notes over the
counter. This oceurred in May, 1872, The
sums Mr. Irwin deposited up to that date were
only small sums, ranging from $1000 to $4000.
On'the 27th of May three sums, viz., $100,000,
$100,000 and $125,000, were drawn by differ-
ent persons on certified checks made payable
to bearer and signed by Mr. Irwin. The large
dht!;pnsi& of 750,000 was made on the 25th of

AY.

The two men who came for money on the
29th of May appeared to know each other very
well. Witness thought he could easily recog-
nize King, but could notidentify the other per-
son. At the time of this large deposit by Ir-
win, witness ascertained that the sum. was de-
posited in checks of the Pacitic Mail Compauy.
About one fyear after Mr, King had drawn the
first sum of movey from the American Ex-
change Bank, he called again to draw another
check, which was net so large in amonnt; did
not remember the sum named in the check,
and did not koow whether Mr. King had
been at the bank lately. The witness sub-
mitted the account of Irwin with the Amer-
ican Exchange Bank and left it with the com-
mittee. -

Beaumont Clare,assistant cashier of the same
bank, testified that he had a Jislinct recollec-
tion of a large sum being deposited by Irwin.
The degosiw remained in the bank two days,
when the three first checks were presented.
The day after, the two strangers called and
presented the two checks for the larger sum
and were questioned as to the establishment of
their identity. They went in to see Mr. Cole,
who said it was pecessary that they should be
identified, as they had paid money before on
forged checks, and did not wish to be caught
again. The man who was followed to the
Park Baunk left then and came to the Equita-
ble building, at the corner of Cedar and Broad-
way, where he entered the elevator and was
lost sight of. The witness went down to the
cashier of the Park Bank, and ascertained that
the man who drew the money was Wm. 5.
King, postmaster of the Hounse of Lepresenta-
tives. The cashier of the Park Bank wasJ.
L. Worth. Witness saw the gentleman who
drew the $115,000 check about a year after-
wards, He was recognized by the witness,
who said he remembered him addressed as Mr,
King. The witness described Mr. Kingasa
medium-sized man, wearing bushy side whis-
kers. He thought Irwin was in the city at the
time. He did pot know if Irwin drew any
checks. No effort was made to ascertain by
tbe anthorities of the bank if Irwin was in the
city. The book keepers ivthe baok were
changed every six months or so.

When the committee met after adjournment
the books of the Pacific Mail Company were
produced.

Samuel J. Hartitt, banker and broker, and a
member of the banking firm of Harritt &
Noyes, testified that he had been five years in
the business. Knew Stockwel!, but not Irwin.
During the year 1872 he had bought and sold
stock of the Pacific Mail Company and Pasa-
ma Railroad for him. A check numbered 2365
was handed him to recognize, which he fai!mi
to do. The check was dated May 24, 1872, On
that date witness received no stock from the
Pacitic Mail Company.

After referring to his books witness stated
that on the 21st of May, 1872, there was an en-
try of £228,756.98 for 4700 shares of Pacific
Mail to the credit of A. B. Stockwell. No oth-
er sum, from either Irwin or Stockweli, was re-
ceived from the 21st of May to the 4th of June
inclusive,

On the 15th of May the firm delivered 5000
shares of Pacific Mail stock, for which they re-
ceived $133,602.50 in checks from the company.
These were all the transactions which occurred
with the flrm in the month of May. Witness
did not know Irwin at all. Never sold stock
for the Pacific Mail individually, but only for
Stockwell. On the 8th of September, the same
year, Stockwell deposited a check on the Na-
tional Bank of Commonwealth for $500,000.
This check was dated September 7th. The
check was endorsed on its face A. B. Stockwell
and Harritt & Noyes.

On examining his books witness stated that
the entry on September 9th was Tacific Mail
Steamship Company exchanged $500,000. Mr,
Stockwell bad for this a check from the firm on
the Continental Bsok $507,547.95. The ac-
connt closed for that year on the 2d of Novem-
ber, 1872,

Witness was tolid by Mr. Hatch that on the
4th day of May, 1872, a check for $650,000 had
been deposited with the firm by R. B. Irwin,
but this witness said it was not deposited and
was not entered on the books, On the 15th of
May a clerk of the company credited to Mr.
Stockwell for stock valued at $483,612.50 was
deposited. On the 21st of May a check for
$228,275.83 and another for $1,515 were depos-
ited, both for 4,700 shares of Pacific Mail
stock. On the same date checks were received
from Mr. Markham to the amount of $5831,250
for stock.

Mr. Delewater, Cashier of the Maine Na-
tional Bauk, testified that he had beld that po-
sition simce 1861, Baing asked with reierence
to two strangers who were followed to his bank
by Mr. Clark, witness desired to refresh his
memory from the bank and wasallowed to ap-
pear at a future time for examination.

J. L. Worth, Cashier of the Park National
Bank since 1863, testified that he knew BMr.
King but was not very intimate with him, Had
learned from the note teller that King had
taken out notes of deposit amounting to F115,-
000 or thereabouts in May, 1872,

Thomas Ellis, note teller of the Park Na-
tional Bank, tesiitied thaton May 30th he re-
ceived from Mr. Kiog $112.500 to be used as
follows: 840,000 to be placed in the St. Paul
Bauk, Minneapolis, Minn.; $5,000 to pay a note
about to reach maturity; $1.000 to be placed to
the credit of the St. Panl Bauk of Minnesola,
and had also gissued six certificates of depos-
it at his instance, amounting in the aggregate
I.Kn_ 856,475.17 issued to the order of Wm. 5.

About a dozen of the regular lodgers at the
station will be sent to the Alms House this
morning.

The New Railread.

A short time since the Pgess published a
short accountof the Cumberiand County Cen-
tral Railroad. It is proposed to have this road
form a connecting link between the Portland &
Rochester and Grand Trunk and Maine Cen-
tral roads. Hon. Frederick Robie and twenty-
eight others are named as the corporators in
the act of that date. The road isto be con-
structed from Danville Junction through the
towns of New Gloueester, Gray, Windkam and
Gorham to some point at or near Gorham vil-
lage, where it will connect with the Rochester.
The act of incorporation specifies that the cor-
poration thereby created shall locate an actual
survey of the route proposed, and file the same
with the County Commissioners on or before
the 31st day of December, inst., and the road
is to be completed by 1876, or the charter re-
wvoked. As the Rochester connection with
Worcester was expected to have been made at
an earlier date, the present charter will bave to
be renewed in order to secure the completion of
the work. The route as decided upon follows
the course of a stream from Danville to a point
in Gray, along a dead level counnty, thence
along the valley of Pleasant river to its junc-
tion with the Presumpsecot, which latter stream
it crosses at that point by a bridge, the only one
necessary to be constructed on the entire route,
a distance of twenty-three miles. Thus the ex-
pense of construction will probably be less than
for any equal distance in the state.

The incorporators held a meeting in this city
yesterday and organized by the choice of John -
D. Anderson of Gray, as chairman, and Steph-
en Hinckley of Gorham, clerk. The charter
granted by the Legislature of 1872 was accept-
ed, and the following Board of Directors chos-
en: Daniel Holland, Lewiston; A. C. Chand-
ler, New Gloucester; John D. Anderson, Gray;
W. H. Vinten, Gray; J. A. Parsons, Wind-
ham; Frederick Robie, Gorham; Stephen
Hinckley, Gorham; William Small, Raymond;
William Goold, Windham.

The following officers were elected: Presi-
dent—Frederick Robie, Gorham; Treasurer—
J. A. Parsons, Windham; Secretary—Stephen
Hinckley, Gorham.

Mr. W. H, Vinton was authorized as a ccm-
mittee to request an extension of the charter
by the next Legislature.

The meeting adjourned subject to the call of
the President.

8ecoxp Parisa CHURCH.—Soon after it was
found that the Second Parish charch was to
befinished mp this winter, S. W. Larrabee,
Esq., began to make an effort to obtain suita-
ble windows for the church. He has been very
suocessful and has obtained a number of very
nice ones from different persons. D, N, Skil-
lings, Esq., of Baston, has just put in a fine
flowered glass window which is very beautiful.
1t is in memory of his mother. The top of the
centre pane has a snow white dove set in the
flowering. Below the gallery in the same pane
is the following inscription: “In memory of
Sarah Skillings, died Sept. 19, 1855, aged 66
years.”” At the top of one of the side panes is
an anchor, and below the following inscrip-
tion: “For ye have the poor with you always.”
On the other side is an open bible at the top of
the pane, and at the foot the following inscrip-
tion: “Lord I have loved the habitation of thy
house.”” This is probably as nice a memorial
window as there is in any church in the city
Mrs. W. W. Thomas and Miss Mary Goddard
bave putina window in memory of their
father and mother, Henry Goddard and wile,
Another one has been given by Mrs. William
¥. Moses of Bath, in mamory of her
sister, Miss H, A. Larrabee. Fine flewered
glass windows have alsc been donated by the
Sabbath School, J. E. McDowell, Esq., and
John Sparrow.

THE BAILHOADS,

The Warsa Ended—The Lion and the
Lamb Lie Down Tegether—No Little
Child Leads Them—The Blockade
Broken—The Coniract Between the Bose
ton & Mnaine and Maine Central Signed
The Same Terms Offered to the Enstern,

Eic., Etc,

—_—

Last night the fallest meeting of the Maine
Central directors that has occurred for years

was held at the Falmouth, and did not adjourn
until nearly midnight. The following directors
were present; President Morrill, Messrs. Co-
burn of Skowhegan, Brown and Pierce of Port-
land, Alden of Augusta, Strickland and Woods
of Bangor, Patten of Bath, Wooldredge and
Ward of Boston, Jonesof Portsmouth, and
Cook of Salem. The only member of the board
absent was Mr. Lothrop of Boston, now in
Europe. Besides the Maine Central directors,
{be following railroad men were at the Fal-
mouth: Manager Hatch of the Eastern, Supt.
Lincoln of the Maine Central, President White
and Supt. Furber of the Boston and Maine,and
Messrs. Drammond, clerk of the Maine Central
and Edwin Noyes of Waterville.

The subject under consideration was the
proposition of the Boston and Maine to the
Maine Central for business over these roads.
We understand that the proposition was con-
sidered all the evening, slightly amended and
finally signed by the respective contracting
parties at half-past eleven.

The following are the essential features of
the contract: The Maire Central and the Bos-
ton and Maine are to be connected and the cars
of both are to run on either road, as those of the
Maine Central and Eastern now do. The Bos-
ton and Maine is to have $1.50 for passengers
ticketed through to Boston from any point on
the Maine Central, and $2 a ton for freight.
Charlestown, Malden and Chelsea are to be
considered as through to Boston. To points
this side of the places above named the Maine
Central is to fix the tanff, which is to be di-
vided between the roads pro rata, according to
the number of miles each road carries the pas.
senger or freight.

The contract goes into effect at once and the
“frog” will be putin to-day, and by the first
day of January the new arrangement will be in
full operation. The Maine Central also pro-
posed to enter into a similar contract with the
Eastern, and thereis every reason to believe
that it will be accepted, thus ending the rail-
road strifes that have so long been waged to
their own and the public injury.

A half million people in Maine have 2special
reason to rejoice at the happy termination of
the blockade which has continued for two years
at this point, and which was creating so bitter
feeling against the railway which runs through
the heart of the state. It issaid that Hon. J.
B. Brown of this city, more than any one other
man, has contributed to bring about this happy
result.

Tae MusEuM.—Mr. Arnold established him-
self as a favorite in Portland when he assumed
the part of the Brigand in Fra Diavola, and on
his reappearance at the Museum last evening
he was very warmly welcomed. “Behind a
Mask” isa play which affords considerable en-
tertainment and which contains some striking
situations; but its chief claim to popular favor
is the opportunity afforded by the operatic se-
leetions for the display of Mr. Arnold's admira-
ble voice.

The audience was enthusiastic over Mr. Ar-
nold’s singing and acting, and if anything can
be judged from the applause last evening, the
play is destined to have a successful run. We
look to see a crowded house this evening.

RBeport of Trustees and Officers of the
Insane Hospital.

The L'rustees of the Insane Hospital say in
their annual report:

The hounse of last winter gives' the Trustces
power to appoint Superintendent and Treas-
urer, subject to approval of Governor and
Council, but confers no power of removal. The
Trustees anticipate no difficulty on this ac-
count however. Their review of the werkings
of the institution covers the same ground es-
sentially as the report of the Superintendent,
heartily endorsing his suggestion for a new
building for kitchen, amusement hall, ete. The
present chapel room is only 17 x 33 feet, and
from 200 to 250 are desirous to attend religious
serviees. It is estimated that a suitable brick
building finished and ready for occupancy, in-
cluding removal of fixtures from the present
kitchen will not exceed §25,000. Ar additional
boiler for heating poarposes is recommended at
an estimated cost of $2000. An appropriation
will be asked to provide furniture for the rooms
in the chapel building to be occupied by pa-
tients whose diseases are of a mild type. This
will only afford temporary relief to the crowd-
ed condition of the wardsof the institution. ¥
The average increase of patients for the past
five years has been 15 per year, and notwith-
standing the removal of 47 patients by law the
average number for 1874 is16 more than for
1873. The discharge of imbecile patients does
not meet with favor. Numerous protests were

made against its enforcement, Trusteeshope the
sulject of a new hospital building will receive
early and favorable action of the Leglslature.

Superintendeut H. M, Harlow reports to the
Trustees that there were 411 patients at begin-
ning of the year, 205 men, 206 women; received
since 189—96 men and 93 women,making whole
number under treatmett 600 - 301 men, 199 wo-
men; 207 have been discharged—109 men,
women; leaving in hospital Nov. 30, 1874, 393—
194 men and 199 women. The condition of
those di were as follows: d 3L
men and 30 women; Jimproved 14 men and 19
women; unimproved 30 men and 31 women; 34
men and 18 women have died. Daily average
number of patients have been 406. The aver-
r:‘ﬁ age of those who died was about 50 years.

The hospital was first opened for P
of patients in Qctober, 1840, since which time
4404 have been admitted for treatment; of these
4011 have been discharged, of whom 1770 re-
covered, 767 improved, 675 unimproved 79
have died.

Under the law of last winter 67 demented
patients were designated for discharge by the
trustees; of these 57 were sent from the hospital
and 4 died pending the order for removal, and
the orders for discharge of 6 were reconsidered;
9 of those discharged have becn returned as un-
safe to go at large; most are in almshouse,
some in private families and hospitals in other
states, and some traveling arou from place
to place, sleeping in barns and outbuildings
when cight overtakes them.

The chapel buildivg lately fitted up for pa-
tients will accommodate 135 of each sex, the
lower story for men and upper for women.

This will provide for the reception of all ap-
licants for the coming year, but will not re-
ieve thecrowded condition of the wards, The

last moment for delay for wmmoncin[; a new
hospital has been reached. A chapel, lecture
room, or amusemeut hall is an essential ap-
partment to every hospital. Since the diversion
of the chapel building to a purpose different
from its original design it becomes an impor-
tant guestion whether something ought not to
be done to supply this need. The kitchen as at
Eresent located in the basement of the centre

uilding, is very unsatisfactory. There is a
pesessity for rooms to accommodate
the working force. A building 70 feet by 40
and three stories high, is recommended, the
first tloor to be oceupiuf as a kitchen and store
